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As an extraordinary large number 
of soldiers are wounded slightly in 
the left hand or arm, their capacity 
for enjoying this plaisant change 
from the horrors of the battlefield is 
by no means impaired. A feature of 
the situation is the vast numbers of 
slightly wounded who leave again for 
the front after a few agreeable weeks 
spent in hospital.

Some of the wounded men are good 
story-tellers, and one man sometimes 
see a whole ward hanging on the lips 
of one young fellow telling a Russian 
fairy tale. As for personal adven­
tures, the wounded whom I have so 
far seen have had few. The usual 
tale is:

“I was advancing at Lublin or 
Lvoff or Gumbinnen. It was at night 
and we were about to make a bayonet 
charge. Suddenly I was wounded by 
shrapnel or by a bullet. The ser­
geant told me to fall out and find my 
way to the rear. I did so. and my 
wound was bandaged. Then I was 
sent on here.”

Profit From Japanese War
Some of the wounded were in the 

Japanese war, and they exult in the 
superiority which their battle train­
ing in Manchuria gave them over the 
Germans. Many of the Russian troops 
at the front belong to those brave Si­
berian corps which so distinguished 
themselves during the Russo-Japan­
ese war.

All the Russian wounded concur in 
saying that the Austrians and Ger­
mans are afraid of the long Russian 
bayonet. As for the Russian himself, 
he likes to use the bayonet and is ex­
tremely handy with that formidable 
weapon. Regarded formerly as only 
good on the defensive, the Muscovite 
now proves himself to be excellent on 
the offensive. This war will make us 
revise our opinion of more than one 
European army.

Austrians and Prussians Differ
The Russians speak of the Austri­

ans and the Prussians as two very 
different peoples. The Austrians are 
soft and mild and easily induced to 
surrender. It is seldom, however, 
that the Prussians surrender. Many 
in the Austrian army are Slavs and 
the Russians regard them as breth­
ren. The Germans neither ask nor 
give mercy, and never wish to be re­
garded as the brethren of anybody.

The women of Russia are rising 
nobly to this occasion and doing an 
immense amount of good in connec­
tion with the Red Cross. Great as is 
the number of nurses wanted, the 
number of applications is greater 
still. And those whose services are 
finally accepted are all of them train­
ed women who have studied their 
work carefully and passed stiff ex­
aminations.

Nurses Now Kept in Rear 
In Manchuria women nurses (like 

war correspondents) were allowed to 
go everywhere, even into the fighting 
line, if they wanted to. But now 
both nurses and war correspondents 
are kept well in the rear. This 
knocks most of the war correspon­
dents out of action at once; but the 
nurses certainly continue to do splen­
did work.

Even better work is done by the 
philanthropic women who look after 
the wives and children of the soldiers. 
This herculean task is discharged by 
the women of Russia with the utmost 
efficiency and thoroughness and yet 
ahvays with tact, politeness, and a 
pleasant smile.

Whether the men of Russia win this 
war or not, the women of Russia will 
gain the increased respect of every 
foreigner who has been among them 
during the present crisis.

Red Cross. Families of moderate 
means have evacuated their town flats 
and gone to live in the country that 
they might make room for wounded 
men. Many of the schools have like­
wise been turned into hospitals.

Ten Red Cross Trains a Day
Ten Red Cross trains leave the 

front every day laden with wounded 
for the interior of Russia. As Mos­
cow is a central point and a city of 
great wealth, charity, and patriotism, 
the amount of work doYe here in con­
nection with'those Red Cross trains 
is immense. No Government, how­
ever great, could deal with this work 
without seriously diminishing its 
forces in the field, so that the milit­
ary authorities were profoundly grate 
ful when Mosc^Kv itself volunteered 
to look after the wounded.

Its offer having been promptly ac­
cepted, it went to work on lines wor­
thy of its princely past. Enormous 
stores for Red Cross material were 
erected in an out of the way place in 
the suburbs known as Annenhof 
Wood. A little town quickly rose 
around these stores and the whole 
place soon buzzed with life. The city 
and the zemstvo supplied the requis­
ite funds.

Special Railway For Wounded
The Moscow-Kursk railway ran a 

branch line to the spot. Think of a 
special line of railway being con­
structed for wounded men ! Not even 
Mr. Wells, the novelist of future and 
incredible wars, ever imagined such 
a thing as that. Special railway plat­
forms, as long as the longest in Chic­
ago, have been constructed for the 
reception of the wounded, precautions 
being taken to insure the swift and 
easy transfer of the injured soldiers 
from the carriages to the stretchers 
and motor cars in waiting.

This little city of the wounded has 
its own electricity, water, gas, and 
tramways. The principal hospital ac­
commodates 1,500 and thousands of 
wounded are passed through it every 
day on their way to some more dis­
tant destination.

In Moscow itself there are more 
than a thousand hospitals and, at the 
present moment, more than 40,000 
wounded. Orders have been given to 
send on the wounded to some other 
point as soon as they can be moved, 
since accommodation must be made 
for 75,000 additional wounded, who 
are expected as the result of the 
great battle which has begun all 
along the line from Cracow to Thorn.

Hospital For Insane Soldiers
I have already pointed out that 

every sort of institution in Moscow 
has established its own hospital. The 
aristocratic English club has its hos­
pital. So have the Merchants’ Club, 
the various woman’s clubs, the banks, 
the insurance societies, the Empress, 
the grand duchesses, a vast number 
of wealthy ladies, the Emir of Bok­
hara, Mohammedan chiefs from the 
Caucasus, the holy synod, many mon­
asteries and nunneries, the secular 
clergy, and others. One hospital for 
soldiers who go insane has several 
hundred patients, most of whom be­
came deaf and dumb.

Iij these hospitals the slightly 
wounded soldiers are having the time 
of their lives. They get better food 
than eveV they got before. They en­
joy the luxuries of clean, snowy lin­
en, baths, soap, and light literature. 
They have a rest such as they never 
had before and they are all the time 
regarded as heroes. Aristocratic lady 
nurses attend on them and well-to-do 
folk load them with presents. They 
are entertained with gramophones 
and story-tellers and famous singers 
and other pleasant methods of pass­
ing the time,

The lightly wounded are, as might 
have been expected, sent further 
afield than the heavily wounded, who 
remain near the scene of operations, 
in Kiev, Warsaw, Kovno, or Vilna.

Moscow a City of the Wounded
Petrograd is filling up with wound­

ed, but Moscow has been converted 
into a veritable city of the wounded. 
One cannot look down any Moscow 
street without seeing at least three 
Red Cross flags, indicating the posi­
tion of temporary lazarettes.

The Nobles’ Club has been turned 
into a hospital. The Automobile Club 
is a hospital. The world-famous 
Aristic Theatre of Moscow has open­
ed a lazarette of its own.

Dozens of private hospitals and of 
wealthy business firms have done the 
same.

The Sealing Disaster Résolution./
"-^THAT WHEREAS seventy-eight of 
(he crew of the steamship “New­
foundland” lost tlieir lives on the 31st 
day of March and the first day of 
April last, by exposure from a blizzard 

AND WHEREAS these men left the 
steamer “Stephano" just as the bliz­
zard broke and were left on the ice­
floe several miles from any ship, AND 
WHEREAS Abraham Kean, Master of 
the .“Stéphane” took no measures to 
ascertain whether tlies£ men were left 
exposed to the blizzard, and took no 
steps to inform by wireless, other 
ships within that vicinity.

AND WHEREAS those men might 
have been saved had Abraham Kean 
exerted himself to locate them and cal­
led upon the other ships to search for 
them;

AND WHEREAS, on April 1st the 
dying men observed the steamship 
‘Bel la venture” steaming within half 
a mile off them, which ship’s officers 
failed to recognise the dying men, not 
knowing they had been exposed to the 
blizzard, which resulted in the death 
of about 50 men because Capt. Kean 
failed to inform the ships equipped 
with wireless of his action on March 
31st, in placing the Newfoundland’s 
men on the ice as the storm came on.

RESOLVED that the Members of 
the Supreme Council of the Fisher­
men’s Protective Union sign a peti­
tion to the House of Assembly re­
questing that Chamber to pass a law 
prohibiting Abraham Kean from ever 
again sailing from any port in New- ia‘ 
foundland as the Master of a ship, in 
punishment for his conduct in rela­
tion to the loss by exposure of 
seventy-eight of the crew of the “New­
foundland” off Trinity Bay, in the 
blizzard which raged on March 31st 
and April 1st, 1914.

RESOLVED that the Petition to be 
circulated for signatures be as fol­
lows:—

“To the Hauorable The House of As. 
semltly in Legislative Session Con- 
veiled

The Petition of the Supreme Council 
of the F.P.U. of Newfoundland, humbly 
slieweth :—
1. That during a blizzard which rag­

ed on March 31st and April 1st 
last, seventy-eight of the crew of 
the scaling steamer “Newfound­
land" lost, their lives, and several 
others were maimed for life.

2. That in the opinion of your Peti­
tioners these men would not have 
died had proper measures for their 
resue been taken by the captain 
of the “Stephano" which captain 
placed the men on the ice-floe just 
as the blizzard came on, and knew 
tlieir position and all the circum­
stances.

3. That in the opinion of your peti­
tioners Captain Abraham Kean 
of the “Stephano” saould have sec­
ured the aid of the other powerful 
ships in that vicinity, which were 
fitted with wireless telegraphy and 
should have done all possible to 
find the exposed men, instead of 
remaining absolutely inactive, even 
failing to inform by wireless the 
other ships id the vicinity of what 
had transpired.

4. That in the opinion of your Peti­
tioners Captain Kean seriously 
erred in judgment, which error 
cost the lives of seventy-eight of 
the “Newfoundland’s” crew.

YOUR PETITIONERS THERE­
FORE PRAY that your Honourable 
House will pass a Bill to prevent Cap­
tain Abraham Kean from ever sailing 
as Master of any ship from a port in 
Newfoundland. And as in duty bound 
your petitioners will ever pray,”

Price of Labrador Soft
mass meeting was held at Con­
ception Harbor last night to 
consider the advisability of 

taking united action to bring a test 
case before the Courts to decide what 
the current price of fish off the Lab­
rador coast is for the past season.

Some buyers have paid $4. some 
$4.50, others refuse to pay more than 
$3.60. The fishermen have always 
construed the current price to mean 
the highest price paid and are de­
manding $4 for this season’s catch. 
Baine Johnston has paid $4 for all 
their fish shipped oft the coast. Rorke, 
Carbonear, has paid some $4, while 
he offers others $3.60. ~

A few of the shippers have com­
bined to pay only $3.60, and they con­
strue the term current price to mean 
what a majority of the shippers pay.

There has always been some trouble 
over the price of fish sold for the 
current price but this year things are 
passed into the impossible, for some 
shippers gave receipts “for the high­
est price paid on the shore," “as 
much as is paid on the coast" or 
"whatever price is paid on the coast" 
and some receipts are without condi­
tions.

The fish is worth $4 and the fisher­
man of Conception Bay must refuse 
to take a cent less. Another season 
will find the price fixed by the fisher­
men from end to end of the coast, or 
fixed at a meeting of buyers anil 
sellers, but never again as in the 
past.

The conditions respecting the price 
of fish shipped off the coast are a dis­
grace to the shippers and country at 
this period of the 20th century. The 
custom is but an incubator of dishon­
esty, for the shippers bite and de­
ceive and the men are driven in some 
cases to retaliate by acting dishon­
estly.

We trust the agitation will be main­
tained until the cursed system of rob­
bery practiced by fish buyers on the 
Labrador is obliterated and a system 
ensuring a square deal to all will re­
place it.

AND VICTORY

HOW HANDFUL 
OF BRITISHERS 
WON BACK HOME

One of the most thrilling episodes of 
the war has been furnished by the ex­
ploits of Major S. E. St. Leger, of the 
Royal Irish Regiment, who, being 
wounded, and finding himself cut off 
with a few men, and surrounded at 
Cambrai, managed in the dead of night 
under heavy fire to make his escape • 
with seven men.

For three weeks he was in daily 
contact with the Germans. Without 
i map of the greater portion of the 
oen hundred miles he was obliged to 
traverse, Major St. Leger had to guide 
his little band by compass and the 
stars, across a country infested by the 
enemy. Marching was only possible 
by n'ght.

Not only did he safely guide his men 
through two German columns on the 
march, but was obliged to cross thro’ 
their entrenchments, over railways 
and canals, strongly guarded by the 
enemy.

After many hairbreadth escapes 
Major St. Leger brought his party, ful­
ly armed and equipped safely thro’ the 
German lines. Major St. Leger is a 
well-known Army cricketer and ama­
teur actor.

Poultry Scarceo

Big Importations
Of Canadian Cattle The Morwenna brings word 

Poultry is very scarce in Prince Ed­
ward Island.

This is due to the fact that the 
Islanders were interested mostly in 
foxes this year, and did not devote 
their attention to poultry.
