VIOLENT FIGHTING CONTINUES

Guns Thunder Day and Night Without
Ceasing and Shells Raining on the
Whole of the British Lines—Huns
Preparing For Big Drive.

LONDON, Jhne 8 —(New York Times).—A de-
spatch to the Daily Telegraph from Rotterdam says:

Very violent fighting continues in and around the
Ypres sector. On both sides the artillery actions are
as fierce and sustained as any ever known on this part
of the western front. Day and night the guns thunder
without cessation, and shells are raining on the whole
of the British lines near Becelaere, Zillibeke, Hooge
and Gheluvelt.

PLANNED - TO BREAK THROUGH

What slight advantage the Germans have so far
gained is quite incommeénsurate not only with the
seale of the efforts themselves, but also with the pre-.
parations. These indicate beyond a doubt that tb_ey'
planned, if not to break through the British lines, at
least a reduction of British salient with the possession -
of the ruins.of Yores as.one of their objectives. Many

Nearly all the existing hospitals are full, while in

Other indications that the Germans expect big

operations on this part of the western front is the re-
moval of civilians from certain places, even in one or
two cases where they had been employed in forced
labor of a military character.

RUSSIA MOURNS
(TCHENERS 05

Object of H.lS Prbpbsed Visit
to the Czar’s
Empire.

Petrograd, June 8.—Field Marshal
karl Kitchener’s death has profound-
ly affected the whole of Russia. His
purposed visit to Russia had been
looked forward to with intense inter-
est, not only by officials, but by the
public generally as evidence of the
further cementing of the growing
cordiality between Great Britain and
Russia, and as a concrete token of
complete co-ordination between the
fighting forces of the respective coun-
tries. ssia’s remoteness from her
allies has prevented that close co-
operation which exists between
France and Great Britain, and Earl
Kitchener’s visit was expected to
unify Russia’s efforts with the other
nations with which her lost is cast.

«» For this reason the loss of the Byit-
ish War Secretary has come to Rus-
sia as a national calamity.

Foreign Minister Sazonoff immedi-
tely the news of Earl Kitchener’s
death was received here, cabled an
expression of sympathy to London ~n
behalf of the Imperial Government.
Baron Schilling, Under-Secretary of
Foreign Affairs, in the temporary ab-
sence of M. Sazonoff, said with re-

d to the death of Earl Kitchener:

“The allies have sustained a grie-
vous. loss in the death of Earl Kitch-
ener, whose ability and worth were
fully recognized by Russia. His loss,
however great as it is, can have no
appreciable effect on the future of the
war.”

Sir George W. Buchanan, the Brit-
ish Ambassador, has been the recipi-

of condolénce on the death of Earl
i Kitchener from Russian officials and
I—men of all ranks and classes.

I “Russia will feel his loss almost as

keenly as England,” said thé Ambas-
sador. “After all he  had ac-
i complished, his unfortunate death at
this time comes as a tragic end to a
brilliant career. I had received no
specific instructions regarding the pur-
pose of Earl Kitchener’s visit to Rus-
sia, but assumed it was personally to
acquaint himself with the details of
the Russian fighting organizdtion and
bring the military operations of the
allies into closer rapprochement. The
interest displayed in his prospective
visit has been extraordinarily keen.

LOST N NORTH.

Hope of hwaiding England|

Dissipated by Heavy
3 Naval Losses.

London, June 8—Omne result of the
North Sea battle of last week, is that
for many months it will be impos-
sible for the Germans to attempt
naval movements which they might
have undertaken before the battle
was fought, said A. J. Balfour, First
Lord of the Admiralty, in an address
which he delivered yesterday.

In his speech, made before the Brit-
ish Imperial Council of Commerce,
Mr. Balfour said it was impassible, at
the present, to go into details of the
battle, as he had no connected view
of the whole action from any authen-
tic source.

Its loss would be
regretted by France on account of
the moral effect and for the sake of
the garrison who struggled so gal-
lantly amidst its shell swept ruins,
but military critics assert that its
possession would be of little benent
to the enemy. :

The fort has long since been dis-
mantled and is regarded by the
French command as merely of value
as an observation post. It is asserted
that its occupation will not help the
Germans to take Verdun any more
than their capture of Fort Douau-
mont, which they held for three
months without being able to make a
step forward. §

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The Situation.

The French official report to-day
concedes the loss of Fort Vaaux “it-
self” but announces that French
troops still occupy the outskirts and
trenches to the right and left. The
Fort is some four miles from Verdun
end is described as of little, if any,
strategical value. The Paris corres-
pondent of the New York Tribune in
cabling the results of a visit to Ver-
dun, says the Huns “will never reach
Verdun—never” and points out that
the whole of the terrible business and
the insensate loss of life is because
the Crown Prince wishes to be made
g Marshal,

The German thrust to break the
Canadian lines South of Hooge still
continues and reinforcements of
both Canadian and British troops
have been brought to the scene. The
men from the Dominion are holding
their own with characteristic btavery
and the casualty list naturally still
continues to grow. The authorities
at Ottawa in fact, are kept exceed-
ingly busy handling the returns,
which have not all yet been given to
the press and are likely to come along
during several days. The British of-
ficial report admits that the Huns
have taken part of the village of
Hooge.

Details are withheld with reference
to the great Russian offensive near
the Roumanian frontier, but it is of-
ficially announced that thus far over
forty thousand Austrians have been
taken prisoner, including nine hun-
dred officers. A large umber of guns
and a quantity of ammunition haae
also been acquired. It is a tremend-
ous movement along a front of 250
miles and is evidently meeting with
great success.

..Berlin has now admitted the loss
of two more vessels in the naval fight
and says that “for military reasons
we refrained until now making public
the loss.” How many more losses are
kept back for military reasons also?

The Fuse Charge Failure.

The fuse charges are coming to
pn inglorious end.

They were based on a petty and
contemptible desire to make party
capital during this war period, and
the only foundation for them was the
suspicions and the inuendoes of such
men as Kyte and Carvell:

While Mr. Hellmuth was present-
ing his argument Mr. Justice Duff
exclaimed:

“There is absolutely nothing in the
evidence that peints to any corrupt or
dishonest act on the part of the shell

committee or Sir Sam Hughes, My
mind is quite clear on that point.”

Carvell, on behalf of Kyte, whom
he has represented before the en-
quiry, made a grossly partizan ad-
dress in which he claimed that every-
thing had been proved and that Sir
Sam was an accessory after the fact.

However, the general public are
now well aware that what Carvell
vrould like to prove and what he and
Lis coadjutor, Kyte, have proved are
two very different matters indeed.

Meanwhile the Minister of Militia
has for a month been in enforced at-
tendance at the enquiry, when he
should have been looking after vital
Canadian interests in connection with
the great war struggle.

He and the Shell committee have
emerged without the shadow of 2
stain and there can be nothing but
general public opprobrium for the men
who at such a time have in so das-
tardly a manner sought to sow a feel-
ing of suspicion and mistrust.

French Estimate of the Cost
of the War.

The records of the National De-
fense Bonds at the Department of
Finance in France, show that the pub-
lis is now bringing to the treasury an
average of fifty million francs a day,
(a franc is equal to about 19 cents)
in exchange for the short term obli-
gations at 5 per cent. This is more

proportions of the conflict had taken,
were inclined to say, ‘It cant go on
like that. Where will the money come
from?’ Yet it has gone on with stead-
ily increasing expenditures— billions
follow billions into the gulf of war,
yet the money flows in. The truth s
that, after being shocked by the fin-
ancial effort required, the Frenchmen
were astonished at the revelation of
their own resources.”

The deduction drawn by French
financial experts generally is not only
that French confidence is undismay-
ed by the multiplication of the gov-
ernment’s debts, but that it is not
money, but credit, which keeps the
war going, primarily. On the other
hand, they point out, it is war that
keeps money in contfinual circulation,
handing it out to new creditors as
fast as it is brought in by old ones in
| exchange for bonds. In this way the
French public debt has gone from
Iabout 32 billion francs before the war
to about 352 billion, an increase of
nearly 62 per cent, but nothing in
proportion to the increase in the pub.
lic debt of Germany, which is 515
per cent.,, and in Great Britain where
it is 165 per cent.

The public debts of the leading bel-
ligerent powers before the war -nd
the percentages to which they have
increased, as shown in figures avail-
able in Paris, are as follows:

Great Britain ...15,405 165 1-8

Calculated per head of population,
the average debt of these six belliger-
ents has gone from 280 francs to 535
francs. France now owes 1,250 francs
per head, as compared with 800 francs
per head before the war; Germany
590 francs, as compared with g7
francs; Great Britain, 565 francs, as
against 342 francs.

French economists have estimated
the riches of France all the way from
250 billion to 350 billion francs. Tak-
ing 300 billion as a basis, it would
mean 7,700 francs per head; with an
income per head, not including salar-
ies and wages, of 300 to 350 francs,
while the interest charge on the in-
creased debt now figures out at about
1,300,000,000 francs, or about 33 francs
per head.

While France paid g6o million
francs interest on her debt of 32 bil-
lion frdncs before the war, her annual
budget had gone far above the five
billion mark, or 128 francs a head.
Those budgets were loaded by gen-
erous social legislation and liberalities
of ‘all ‘kinds ‘'such as were particularly
favored by the paternal sort of a state
that the French republic had become.
It is pointed out that strict economy
may take at least a billion and a half
of francs out of those budgets in the
future, covering the interest of 30 bil-
lion francs new debt at five per cent.

Eugene Stitz Tells a Highly-
colored Story te Shelter
Officials in New York.

New York, June 8—Eugene Stitz,

23 years old, told the officials of the
Hebrew sheltering home for immi-
grants to-day that he had been lured
from Buffalo over the Canadian line
and interned for nine months in a
Canadian detention camp. Stitz who
arrived here last night, said he
had walked from Buffalo in twenty-
six days. . '
_ He declared that he had served
for three years in the German army
2nd that he came to America in 1914,
and obtained work in a dye works in
Buffalo. While he was employed
tiiere, he said. a stranger offered him
a better position “in a neighboring
town” and Stitz accepted it. After a
ride of about an hour on a train, they
alighted and Stitz was seized by six
men and taken to a barracks where,
he said, he was kept a prisoner of
war and made to scrub floors and
clean the office quarters. He said he
thought this was in Toronto.

Stitz asserted that he was released
after he had convinced the officers
that he was a Roumanian. He rode
cn freight trains back to Buffalo, but
remained there only two hours. “I
was afraid they would catch me and
take me back to Canada,” he added.

LUTZON AND
ROSTOCK L0ST

Two German Cruisers Sank
While Proceeding to Har-
bor For Repairs.

By Special Wire to the Courier.

London, June 8.—A Central News
despatch from Amsterdam says that
a German official statement declares
that the loss of the Cruisers Lutzow
and Rostock in the battle off Rutland
was withheld for military reasons.

ING RUSSIAN VIETO
ON THE ROUMANIAN

ustrian Troops and

Over 500 Guns —The New Campaign
Against the Teutons is Being Conduc-
ted Along a Front of More Than

250 Miles..

London, June 8—In the fighting that
is going on from the Pripet marshes
to the Roumanian frontier the Rus-
sians in their big offensive movement
have dislodged the Teutonic allies
from fortified positions and brought
their aggregate of men captured up
tc about 41,000. They have also tak-
en 77 guns, 134 machine guns and 49
bomb-throwers. Among the men made
prisoner are goo officers.

_ The new campaign of the Russians
is being conducted on a front of more
than 250 miles, and although it has
every indication of being a major op-
eration  carefully prepared, the
story of the campaign thus far has
been kept from the world. Petrograd
correspondents have been permitted
to cable only a few despatches re-
garding the expected political effects
of the move and other subsidiary fea-
tures. They have been allowed to
estimate the Austrian forces engaged,
Fut not the Russian, placing the for-
mer at about 600,000 men.

. The lack of information concern-
ing this campaign probably is due to
the policy of General Brusiloff the
Russian commander on this front.
It has been reported that one of his
first acts on assuming command was
to send the newspaper correspondents
back to Petrograd.

The official Russian report of yes-
terday stated that about 25,000 men
had been taken, so that to-day’s re-
port indicates the capture of 16,000
additional men in the - intervening
twenty-four hours. There have been
ro indications in regard to the sec-
tions of the front on which the prin-
cipal successes have been won.

The text of the Russian official
statement follows:

“The successes of our troops in
Volhynia, Galicia and Bukowina are
developing. The total number of
prisoners and trophies captured in the
fighting, which resulted in the enemy
being dislodged from his powerfully
fortified positions, continues to in-
crease.

“Since the beginning of the recent
actions until noon Tuesday, General
Brusiloff’s armies have captured goo
officers, more than 40,000 rank and
file, 77 guns; 144 machine guns, and
49 trench mortars; and, in addition,

Trenches, But Other
Attacks Fail

London, June 8.—The Germans and
the PBritish are still fighting desper-
ately ‘in the vicinity of Ypres, both
sides using their artillery in heavy
bombardments and their infantry in
occasional attacks. In an infantry
attack against the ruined village of
Hooge, east of Yprds, the Germans
succeeded in capturing the British
front line trenches running through
the village, but all their attacks else-
wherée failed.

WHAT BRITISH REPORT
London, June 8—The British official
statement issued at midnight reads:
Tuesday night and yesterday there
were heayy artillery bombardments
in both sides east of Ypres. In the
fighting yesterday the enemy succeed-
ed in capturing our front line trench-
es running through the ruins of the
village of Hooge.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS.
THE sole head of a family, or any male

over 18 years old, may homestead a
quarter-section of available Pominion land
In Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the District. Entry by proxy may be made
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but not
Sub-Agency), on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months residence upom amd
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within nine
miles of his homestead on a farm of at
least 80 acres, on certain conditions. A
habitable house is required except where
residence 18 performed in the vicinity.

In certaln districts a bhomesteader im
good standing may pre-empt & quarter-
ection al ide His h tead. Price §3.00
per acre.
