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COAL STRIKE SETTLED

The coal strike is at last settled
and a two years’ agreement has been
entered into between the miners and
the operators. This means that with
the usual output the mines will pro-
duce a supply that will'stock the
dealers throughout the country 'and
prevent the famine such as existed
last winter. A strike commenced in
March 1906 and continued till the
following December: thus reducing the
coal supply by 187,300 tons, the
dealers will be able to stock this
season and the consumers will_ no
doubt profit by last year's exper-
ience and get theit, supply in as
early as cofivenient ‘this fall.

In the negotié.tions for the settle-
ment of the present strike a great
deal of credit is due the Dominion
government for the untiring efforts
on behalf of industrial peace. If
they had gone 50 far last year there
would ~ have been plenty of coal
throughout the winter and the fam-
ine would not have existed. The
people of this country stood at the
back of the government in -taking the
steps they did, and the sending of
the police to the vicinity of the
trouble guaranteed the sincerity of
the government that they would have
no interference with the operation of
the mines if a settlement failed. '
The labor leaders were not unreas-
onable in their peace negotiations,
but the miners themselves were a
little headstrong all through the
ptoceedings until at times it. be-
came doubtful whether they were un-
der the control of the organisation
or not. The final vote, however, has
shown that by a good majority they |
are desirous of averting industrial
embarrassment and are willing to ac-
cept a compromize for the next two
years,

But it is
the impression made on Gen. Botha’s
own fellow-citizens in the Transvaal
which is, no doubt, the most im-
portant, and how favorable this was
'may be gathered from a second and
'almost more remarkable demonstra-
tion which took.place on Saturday.
The complimentary banquet given by
Johannesburg to the new ministers
is, as it were, the reply of the Brit-
ish community to Gen. Botha’s
speech. It completes the harmony,
the paradox of
the new situation, It was hardly
possible that Gen. Botha's Johannes-
burg speech should make the same
profound impression as the speech at
Pretoria; but at least it may be said
that it was in the key of its pre-
decessor. Once again, he said,- Jo-
hannesburg had shown that it could
play a leading part, and he hoped
that it would often lead in the fu-
ture. We cannot help attaching more
meaning to a remark of this kind
than to the ordinary exchange of pol-
itical courtesieg, for it shows the
'new Boer premier, before the whole
Boer people, encouraging the com-
munity that has always stood for
the opposite ideals to work out its

exclusive effort—and this seems to be
the key-note of - both his speeches—
that the new premier foresees a fu-
ture for the two races in the Trans-
vaal. Once more Johannesburg could
be counselled that they should work
together socially, and then he did
not doubt that they would come to
work together politically. Import-
ant, however, as have beén the new
Premier’s utterances on Transvaal
affairs, a still greater impression
has been made on the Empire by his
determination to attend the colonial
conference, and by the way in which
he has referred to that gathering.
The Johanneshurg Star expresses the
hope that General Botha will find
himself able to take an active part
in the Conference; and it adds with
truth that nothing could vindicate
the Transvaal’s claim to a real self-
governing policy. We share that be-
lief, and we trust that Gen. Botha
will fulfill these expectations. What|
he has already said about the con-
ference could not possibly be im-
proved upou. His declaration that
he would attend it in a constructive
not a critical spirit, his reference to
his ‘‘his colleagues from the other
colonies,”’ his evident desire to go
there as ome of the representatives of
a united South Africa—all these ut-
terances are in the true progressive
temper of modern Imperialism. We
have never concealed our apprehen-
sions as to the rapid grant of full
seli-governing  institufions to the
Transvaal. or as to the consequences
which might result from the estab-
lishment of a Boer ascendency. But
we freely admit that, if Boer minis-
tries interpret their responsibility
in the spirit of Gen. Botha’'s speech,
we shall have no reason for alarm.
The emphatic pledges of loyalty, the
generous appeal for unity, and the
broad constructive wisdom of these
utterances leave nothing to be de-
sited.”’

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She Cares for Her
Footgear

O GIRL would dream of wear,

N ing the old rush or wooden

sandals of the ancients. The

evolution of the shoe, gradual
as it has been, has yet been most com-
plete. Through sandals and rude- foot-
wear made from the hides” of wild
beasts we have passed, first, to the un-
comfortable and elaborate slippers of
the middle ages, and, finally, to the per-
fect footgear of today. So entire, indeed,
has been this evolution that a Greek
goddess herself was not so well shod as
is the modesn girl.

For sentimental reasons, if for mno
other, therefore, the practical girl should
care well for articles that represent so
much thought and labor and time. Be-
ing practical, however, she would proba-
bly scout thig reason and give as her
motive for the trouble she takes to keep
her shoes in good repair the prolonged
life and improved appearance bestowed
upon them thereby.

ECONOMY IN CARE

Perhaps, too, she is right, for cerfainly
ten minutes a day spent im giving shoes
a thorough “beauty treatment” wiil work
wonders -with them. Prevention, how-
ever, is better than cure, and so our
practical girl pays first attention to the
care of her footgear at the moment of
its buying. In the end it is really econ-
omy to buy several pairs of shoes at
once, providing none of them be of
pronounced ephemeral styles, for rest
from constant wear is their chief need.
Every girl should possess at least two
palrs of shoes and two of slippers in
active service, to say nothing of such
special varieties as dancing slippers or
gymnasium shoes. When she comes
home in the wevening—for the practical
girl 1s apt to be self-supporting also—
she should at once change her shoes for
slippers, and if it is at all possible she
should not even wear the same pair of
shoes throughout the day. Observance
of this rule will save her many a time
from tired, aching feet, aside from the
beneficlal effect upon the shoes them-
selves.

The shoes once bought, howevewn the
daily treatment becomes more impor-
tant. Never, above all, hurl an unof-
fending pair of shoes into a dusty
closet without + thought of them un-
til you put them on again the next
morning. It is by no means necessary
to polish theém daily; twice a week at
the stands devotéd to women is enough
for that. Every day, however, the
shoes should be first brushed care-
fully to remove dust, and then thor-
oughly rubbed with vaseline, special
attention being given the worn places.
The vaseline, should be left on all
night, as the leather needs grease as
a restorative, and in the morning the
shoes should be again rubbed to re-
move superfluous grease.

TREES ARE IMPERATIVE

They should by no means be  left
simply standing in the closet or ward-
robe 'during the .night; a tree  for
every shoe is imperative. Strange to
say, the more expensive fitted trees
are not so geod as are the cheaper
jointed ones, which are much easier
to manipulate. As soon as a shoe or
slipper leaves the foot, it should be
placed upon its own individual tree,
and kept there until next used, al-
ways brushing carefully with a felt
Yrush. More than this, a shoe box is an
absolute necessity.; The inevitable dust
and dirt of the average closet mean
death to the most hardy ‘of shoes. A
large soap box answers the purpose
admirably. Hinge the lid on, provide
a lJock if you wish, and cover and
line the box with cretonne, chintz or
wallpaper. In a box of this size there
is room for every shoe and slipper
You possess.

Slippers, of course, since they get
len hard wear, need less care. Besldes

keeping them always on trees and in
the box, the .only rule to observe is
to treat white and light-colored slip-
perss with a prepared clcansing chalk
as soon as they begin to show signs
of wear.

It is of prime importance that repairs
should be prompt, and that attention
should be paid to the little furnishings
whosé condition so surely indicates re-
finement or slipshod untidiness, Never
let a lace get beyond the days of its
pristine freshness; never leave a shoe
for one day without a button, By
walking properly,  on the balls of the

feet, the heels will never be worn-down;

< but if they are, have a shoemaker re-

pair them at once, and thus save your-
self annoyance and discomfort.,. Do not
allow a hole to appear - “tne sole of
your shoe, but have -it. maed ‘as soon
as it becomes thin. Keep your shoes
always in the best and neatest ‘condi-
tion possible.

There are other articles of footwear,

- ibeside shoes and slippers, which need

attention. Few women seem to think
(that any care whatever is due. rub-

Heel protectors, which can ‘be
made of ‘small pieces of chamois or kid,
easily obtained at any shoe store for a
small sum, are a great saving on both

O BE properly fin-
ished a wajist
should be some-
thing more than
neat inside-it
should be pretty,
and, with a little
extra trouble, may
be given a touch

of elegance.

*1 always like to
look at the ‘inside
of your ‘walsts”
said one amateur

dressmaker to another, ‘‘they are 80
pretty. Indeed, they are as handsome
inside as they are outside.”

The comment was justified. Every

‘little dainty detail was attended to.

The hooks and eyes were applied with
perfect straightness, the seams were
bound with binding silk in black,’ white
or contrasting color, the bones were
herring-boned \in with heavy silk or
silkoline in the same way. Generally,
though, the bones in a black waist, if
not applied with white, were put in
with yellow, crimson or light green.
The cffect was charming.

Both for good fit and elegance the
seams should be cut before they are
bound. To insure uniformity of sides
they should be, put together and nicks
should be taken out at uniform dis-
tante. This nicking allows stretching,
and thus insures smoothness. Seams
should be bound open except the sleeve
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seam. If binding will make sleeve seam
too thick, close buttonholing with heavy
silk or silkoline in contrasting color

The Growing Baby

OTHERS are often in despair in
M relation to the way baby qut-
grows his clothes. The growth,

of course, is as it should be; never-

theless, just how to have him look as’ /

if his clothes were made for him, and
then alter them in & little while with-
out having them . look “patchy,” is
sometimes a puzzle. Skirts are easily
disposed of by letting down a tuck
or facing a hem, but waists are the
problem.

This problem, however, is to be
solved before it occurs rather than

- afterward. In a rapidly growing child,

unless we can afford to discard the
garments as soon as they become too
snug’ a fit, the clothes should be cut

a size or two too large and the sur-

plus should be disposed of without
showing. If the waist has a belt set
in, the material of the waist should
be carried down under the belt, and
a further addition may be made by
taking a tuck so close to-the top of
the belt that it will never be noticed.
This can be let out at any moment for
length, and should be put in by close
hand-running, so that it may be the

- more easily removed:

Belts should be well turned in at

both ends, as by *‘his means a little
