SIR MORRELL DEAD.

The Eminent Throat Surgeon Dies of a
Bronchial Attack.

A London cable says : Sir Morrell Mac-
kenzie, the dinting‘t;ilhed physician, whose
serious illness with bronchitis was announced
a few days ago, died to-day. £ir Morrel!
Mackenzie was born in Leytonstone, Essex,
in 1837, and was educated at ‘the London
Hospital Medical College and in Paris and
Vienna.

- A Model Silo.

M. H. Beckwith describes & twin
