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EDUCATING OYSTERS.

How the Japanese Teach Them to
Make Pearls.

In Japan ‘there is a great oyster
farm where the bivalves are taught
to make pearls. It was Dr. Mmikimoto,
a well-known scientist, who con
ceived the idea that oysters might
be educated .nd wmade to work for
man. After many years of costly
experimentation, he discovered the
method in use to-day.

The farm has an area of about
fifty square miles, and the water
varies in depth from five to fifteen
fathoms. The farmer selects the spots
where the larvae of oysters are most
numerous and then he plants small
rocks and stones. These are soon
covered with oyster-spat. They are
then removed and placed in special
beds, where they lie undisturbed until
the third year.

An oyster will not produce a pearl
unless it be irrigated by some foroiwn
eubstance. As soon as it feels this it
broceeds to cover it with nacre, 1aycr
on layer, until after a few years it has
made a pearl. When large enough the
oysters are taken from their beds and
carefully o:ened; a tiny speck of
some foreign substance is introduced
into their bodies, and they are replacad
in the sea.” By the end of from three
to nive years the oyster has coated the
foreign substance with nacre and this
has become a pearl,

All the work on this oyster farm
is done by women,  who bring the
oysters up and down by diving,

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BRITISH MAKE
HEAVY GAINS
OVER THE HUN

Two Big Slices of German
Trenches Taken On the
West Front.

HINDENBURG KICKS

Order Complains of Failure
and Poor German Morale
at Verdun.

London Cable.——Again the British
forces fighting in France have attack-
ed German positions at eeveral points
and been rewarded for their efforts
by an aggregate gain of more than 1,-
150 yards, according to the latest Brit-
ish official communication,

South of Armentieres' the German
line was penetrated deeply on a front
of about 650 yards amd southeast of
Ypres on a front of about 500 yards.
Numerous cagualties were inflicted on
the Germans at both places and jer»3-
oners and guns also were taken. The

Iiritish casualties are said to have
been ' slight. Near Gueudecourt, in
the Somme sector, the British also

seized a eection of German trenches
and took prisoners.

Thaere is still considerable artillery
acilvity by both the Germane and the
Frenc¢h in the region of Verdun, but
elsewhere along the line held by the
French there have been no new de-
velopments. Derlin reports that an
attempt by the French to capture Hill
186, south of Ripont, failed, with
Leavy casualties.

The official report from headquar-
terg in France reads:

‘“Succeesful enterprises were car-
ried out by our troops last night on
different points along our front. Om
the Somme front we eecized a section
of the enemy’s trench north of
.Gueudecourt and took 21 prisoners.

“The enemy’s trenches south of Ar:
mentieres were entered by us gn a
front of some 650 vards. Our troops
penetrated deeply into the enemy’s
position, inflicted many casualties and
captured 44 prisoners.

““We aleo raided the cnemy’s lines
southeast of Ypres on a front of 500
yards and reached his support line.
Many Germans were killed and sev-
e¢rul dugouts and mine shafte were de-
stroyed. Great damage was done the
enemy’s defemecs. One  hundred and
fourteen prisoners were captured, in
cluding one officer, and four machine
Kung were brought back. In all these
enterprises our casualties were slight.
The total number' of prisoners taken
in the last 24 hours was 184."

Reuter's correspondent with British
headquartens in France says a copy of
an grder issued by Ficld Marshal von
Hindenburg has come into possession
of the British forees. In part the or-
der gays:

“The operations at Verdun from
Oclober to December resulted in se-
rious and regrettable reverses. Incap-
able officers must be ruthlessly re-
moved. The number of priconers,
which was unusually large for QGer-
man troops, some of whom evidently
surrendered without serlous resistance
or without enffering heavy losses,
shows the morale of some of the
trecops engaged was low.”

The order adds, according to the
correepondent, that the reason for
this requires a mo-t careful investiga-
tion, and that eteps must be taken to
revive the old spirit of the Cerman
Infantry.

Many art trcasures in Alsace and
Torraine have suddenly been removed
to the German cities of Stuttgart and
Muaich, on orders from German army
headquarters, according to (erman
newspapers received at the Hague to-
day. The reasons were not stated.

FRFNCH REPORT.

Paris Cable. -The o:ficial com-
nmuonication  ‘seued by the War Office
to-night reads:

“Both artillerles were active im the
regicn of Butte du Mesni] and on the
right .bank of the Mevse in the dir-

ection of the Cuauieres wood and
Bescnvaux. Our artillery cauged an
onthreak of fire in the ¢(nemy lines
on the western outskirte of Grand
Clienay.

“On the evening of Feb. 18, a Ger-
man naval airship attacked with in-
cendiary and explosive bombs the
docks and military establishments of
fe;ensborg, on the Island of Oesel.

THAT CHAMPAGNE “VICTORY.”

Berlin Cable vial Sayville gays—The
ground captured by the Germans in
the Champagne im the vicinity «8
Hill 185, south of Ripont, last week,
was a well-fortified position which
dominated @ large amount of sur-
rounding territory and formed omne of
the pivots of the French Line in the
Champagne, says the semi-official
Overseas Newa Agency. “The French
show they are troubled by the loss of
Hill 185" says (the mews agency.
“They have made repeated attempts
to recapture this ground, but their
attacks have broken down with hea-
vy losses.”

TEUTON RULER
1S A WORKER

New Young Austrian Em-
peror is Making Good.

Red Tape and Sinecures
Gone, Works for People.

Vienna Cable via London Cable.—
__The intense cold weather has passed,
and a thaw has set in, which has
solved the fuel difficuity of Vienna,
and incidentally greatly facilitated the
importation of foodstuffs. The flour
mills, which were shut down owing
to frozen rivers, are agaln in opera-
tion.

Emperor Charles has been a Href.pss
worker in the campaign to relieve
economic conditions, and the imperial
teams are still hauling coal for the
populace. The sight of the blooded
stock, heretofore only harnessed to
state coaches, hauling heavy coal
trucks, is one of the curious wartime
fncidents in the Austrian capital. The
Emperor recently banished wheat
bread from the officers’ mess at all
army headguarters, and had botn
wheat bread and flour removed from
a speclal train which was taking his
brother, Archduke Maximilian. to
Constlantinople. In issuing this latler
order, the IEmperor remarked that i1f
the common soldiers, the people and
himself wers contented with black
bread, the party on the train should
te also.

Some official circles in Viennz and
elsewhere throughout the empire have
not yet recovered from the shock

caused by the energtic methods of
Fmperor Francis Joseph's young
successor. Red tape has been cut

right and left, and oificial heads con-
tinue to fall In the general clean-up,
which {s still going on. It ts & sad
time for certain army officers wno
have been enjoying staff sinecures. in
one instance the Emperor sent.a hateb
of geventy to the front, and replaced
them by invalided ofticers. While the
officlal classes were at f{irst inclined
to offer passive resistance to the Em-
peror, they have now resigned them-
selves to the incvitable. Those who
feel the pace of the new regime too
fast are resigning, while the rest are
attempting to live up to tirte monarch's
demands for hard work, etficiency and
punctuality.

The energy and force of character
displayed by the young I“mperor are
attributed by those who krow him
to the fact that he was reared
what was far from the lap of luxury,
comparatively speaking. His braneh
of the imperial famity was noteriously
poor, and beforec he became heir
apparent he was often actually hard
up.

OVER 1,000 KILLED.

In Christmas Explosion in
Dresden Munitions Plants.

London Cable.—— The explosion in
ammunition factories in Dresden dur-
ing the Christmas holidays was the
greatest disaster of the kind which
has cccurred anywhere since the war
began, accordim¥ to a Centra! News
despatch from Christiania, qucting a
Dresden despatch to the ‘‘etenpos-
ten.!

GERMAN SUBMARINE MENACE
CAN BE BEATEN BY BRITAIN

Sir Edward Carson, First Admiraity Lord,
Tells Story in Commons.

Stirring Incidents Recited Showing the Hun

London Cable.—Discussing Sir Ed-
ward Carson’'s speech on the submar-
ine issue, the Parliamentary corres-
pondent of the Times writes:

“Sir Edward Carson, introducing
the navy estimates in the House of
Commons yesterday, devoted the
greater part of his speech to the sub-
marine menace and to measures the
Admiralty had taken to cops with it.
‘My duty,’ he declared, ‘is to teil the
House and country the whole extent
of the menace.’

“Although he declined to be labelled
either as an optimist or a pessimist,
the First Lord's conclusion was a con-
fident one. *That it can and will be
solved is certain.” i

ACTIVITIES OF THE NAVY.

“Before dealing with the submarne
menace Sir kdward Carson gave 2
short review of the carrying activitizs
of the navy up to October 30, 1916,
which may be summarized thus:

“Personnel, 8,(;%0;)%%0 tmen,

“Explosives, 420, ons.

“Siclk and wounded, over 1,000,000.

“Horses and mules, over 1,000,000.

“Petrol, 4,750,000 gallons.

“Reporting the progress of the Bri-
tish blockade, Sir Edward announced
that 25.874 ships had been examined
since the beginning of the war, in-
cluding 15,158 ships last year.

“Coming quickly to the question of
the hour the First Lord, speaking in
grave tones, declared that the submar-
ine menace was serious, and had not
yet been solved. No certain remedy
existed, nor prcbably would exzist, but
he was confident that in the develop-
ment of measures which had been,
and were being devised, its serious-
ness would by degrees be greatly miti-

ted.
gﬂ“ne proceeded to explain what the
Admiralty had done in the way of
organization. First, there had been the
establishment of an anti-submarine
department, composed of the most
experienced men serving at sea. "Then
shortly after Sir'Jehn Jellicoe went te
the Admiralty he invited every mem-
ber of the fleet to send suggestions
dealing with the difficult quesiion.
Next there was the Boarda of Inven-
tions under Lord Fisher, with whom
were associated the greatest men of
scienca in tho country.

Sir Edward read striking figures
giving the army of merchant ships. In
the last two months the number of
armed merchant ships had increased
475 per cent, and a proportionate
increase was growing each week.
whereas about 75 per cent. of the
armed merchantmen were able to
resist attack successfully.

The First Lord stated that 6.07¢
ships, of over 100 tons, had arrived
in our ports from Feb. 1 to T'eb, 18,
and 5,873 had sailed, and added that it
was estimated that the number of
ships in the danger zone at any one
time was 3,000. le had nct yet Lieard
of one sailor who had refused to sail.
The House cheered warmly when hie
declared that was the spirit whicn
was going to win the war.

The next announcement was a
change in the metholl of publishing
losses. He proposed to publish as
nearly as possible every day, not
merely the vessels sunk, but the arri
vals and sailings of merchant vesseis
of all nationalities over 100 tons. le
also proposed to publish tane number
of British merchant vesscls which had
been attacked and escaved, but he did
not propose to publish the number of
neutral and allied vessels sunk.

Mr. O'Grady thercupon. asked the
inevitable question: **Why not pubiish
the number of German submarines
that have been destroved?”

Sir Edward Carson did not c<hrink
from the challenge. lHe gave general
and cogent reasons in favor of the
maintenance of the policy of seerecy,
and illustrated the difficulty of distin-
guishing certain from probable and
even possible sinkings by accounts of
engagements which had taken place
since KFeb. 1.

40 ENCOUNTERS WITII U-BOATS.

Raising the veil for a moment on
the grim drama of hunter and hunted,
the First Lord quoted the fact that
the navy has had forty encounters
with submarines in eighteen days.
This in itself was an enormous
achievement.

One.—A few days ago one of our
destroyers was attacked by an enemy
submarine. She hit the submarine
and killed the captain. The submarine
dived, but it was injured and was
compelled to come to the surface. She
was captured and the officer: and men
all taken prisoners.

Two.—One transport reported she
struek an enemy submarine and was
herself damaged. She was oonfident
the submarine had been sunk. A
further report was .received that am
ebstruetion, whieh wae thought to be
the same submarine, had been loeated.

Threo.—Reperts were recdived thnt
twe of cur puivel boste enguged bwe
caomy wabmeariaes andl sunk beth.

There were no casualties to the patrol
boats and no survivors of the submar-
ines. Ome of the reperts received of
this engagement seems to show that
one submarine was sunk, but left a
degres of doubt about the second.

Four.—One of our destroyers report.
ed she rammed an enemy submarine.
There is no doubt the destroyer struck
the submarine a severs blow, but it is
not possible to establish that the sub-
marine was sunk.

Five—Enemy submarines - engaged
two of our patrol vessels, who subse-
quently were assisted by two destroy-
ers. The resplt of the engagement ie
doubtful. although it is certain one of
the destroyers was glightly damaged
in running over the conning tower of
the submarine.

Six.—One of our patrol veeseis re-
ported striking a submerged object
after engaging the enemy submar-
ine, An examinatidn of the patrol
vessel bore out the report,

Seven.—Patrol vessel reported that
6he had been in action with an enemy
eubmarine, and with the fifth ehot
had hit the submarine’s conning-
tower. It is believed she was eunk.

Eight:—One of our smaller air-
ships sighted a submarine surface
and dropped bombs just after the
submarine dived. S

Nine.—Seaplane dropped a bomb
On an enemy submarine whemn in the
act of diving.

CONFIDENCE IN JELLICOE.

The vote for 400,000 men, which
the Government wase asking, demon-
strated the strength of the mavy. He
expressed the opinion that the coun-
try was extremely fortunate in hav-
ing Admiral Jellicoe at the head of
the Admiralty. In his record of ser-
vice and experience, Admiral Jellicoe
occupied a unigque position, the
speaker commented. As an officer at
the Admiralty for two and a half
years he had held the destinies of the
country in his hands.

Admiral Beattie, continued Sir ¥Fd-
ward, was now commanding the
greatest ficet which ever sailed the
sea, and had the complele confidence
of the officers and men. A fifth sea
lord had been appointed to cdeal with
the air service, he announccd, while
the traunsport departmeant of the
navy, except in o far as it was ccn-
cerned with the transportation of
troops, had been traneferred to the
shipping controller.

Sir Edward eaid he believed the
problem of the submarine menace
could be solved, but it could only be
solved if the nation acted in the way
be indicated, in conjunction with the
navy. That it would be wvolved, how-
ever, he was certain.

TO RUSH SHIPRUILDING.

Referring to shipbuilding, Sir FEd-
ward said that not a single ship wourld
be lefi unoccupied during the coming
month and that steps would be taken
to meet the demands in thig respect
both of the Admiralty and of the mer-
caniile marine. lle appealed to the
workers to labor with unremitting en-
ergy and to the nation to consent to
the restriction of imports in order to
make easier the -6k of the Admiralty.

The arming of merchant ghips, caid
Sir Edward, involved an enormous
amount of werk, but was progressing
more rapidly each week. Of the
armed cmerchantmen, he said, 78 per
cent., cscaped the gubinarines, while,
of tire unarmed cnes, 24 per cent. es
caped.

Cemmenting upon the fignres ehow-
ing the lesses of shipping from euh
marine attacks in the first eiglhteen
days of February, Sir Edward said:

“Our icieeg are bad enough, but
they are not equal to the blatant, ex-
travagant bravado ¢f the German ac-
count of them.”

In conclusion Sir IZdward Carson
said there was nct a particia of truth
in the allezation thai the Government
had forbidden the publication of the
lceses of shipping and that, so far ae
he was concerned, he would not.be a
party to a concealment of {hese losses.

FULLY 200 SUBS.
LOST T0 ENEMY

That Number Have Not Re-
turned to Their Bases,

Most of Them Sunk, but
Some Captured.

New York Report—Engiand’s anti-
submarine fleet consists cf 4,000 pri-
vate yachts, whalers and fishing ves-
sels, manned by 60,000 men, and this
force already has destroyed 200 Ger-
man submarines, Alfred Noyes, the
English poet, aszerted in a statement
here to-night.

FIREBUGS BUSY.

Seven Incendiary Blazes in
New Britain, Conn.

New Britain, Conn., Report.——Al-
though two companies of the Natiomal
Guard were on patrol duty this morn-
ing, the excitement created by seven
incendjary fires last night had ended.
All these fires were within an area
of a few street blocks.

Police officials are unable to deter-
mine, the manner in which the fires
were set, but do not believe in the fire
bomb theory. Two of six suspeets
arrested are still detained.

Firemen and equipment from four
other places gave protective duty. One
fire destroyed a barn in the rear of the
New Britain's ‘Herald’ plant. The
newspaper staff fought this. The to-
tal losses are about $50,000.

BRITISH AGAIN
ATTACK AT KUT

Occupy Two ¥ront Lines of
* the Turks,

But Are Later Forced Out
Again.

Iondon Cable.—British troops on
the left bank of the Tigris River, in
Irak, took the offensive on Saturday
afternocn againet the Turkish posi-
tions at Sannaiyat, says a British ef-
ficial statement issued to-day. and nec-
cupied two Turkish front iines on a
frontage of 350 yvards and 54C yards re-
spectively.

The Turks launched two heavy
counter-attacks and forced back the
British right wing to its original line.
The British left wing repalsed a Ywir-
kish counter-attack, wout »-hen pight
came the troops were withdrawn from
their newly won positicns. 7The text
of the statemetn follows:

“Cn the afternoon of Saturday an
ascault was made on the Sanaiyat po-
sition on the left bank of the Tigris
and the enemy’s two front lines were
occupied on a [rontage cof 3350 yards
and 540 yerds respectively.

“Two heavy Turkish counter-at-
tacks were launched, the first one hour
and the eccond cne and a half hours
after we had obtained possession of

Allies Have 350,000 There
for a Great Drive Against
the Teutons.

A GREAT SUCCESS

Entente Forces Cut Coam-
. munications Betweem

Germany and Athens,

Saloniki, Cable.——The alMes BuSs
ceoded in eutting posta]l communies-
tion between Athens and the Ce
Powers when they established eo!
yesterday between the ®rench and
Itallan troops and cleared ¢he ememy
forces from the road between Goritza,
in Seuthern Albania and Leskwyle.

New troaps, especially large italian
contigents, are arriving every
days in Saloniki, 1o reinforce the al-
lied armies. The talk here is gemeral
of pushing through this spring the of-
fensive planned tor lwst spring which
was prevented.

No well-informed allied officer in
the Macedonian theatre »f war expects
any eerious attack up on Salontks by
the Germans. Danger of attack from
the south by the Greeke was mever
taken very seriously by the miMtary
experts. As the Greek army is now in
the Peloponnesus, where the Entente
fleet gunards the Isthmue of Corinth—
the only means by which the Geek
forces eould march northward—am at-
tack by King Constantine’s soldiera 1s
removed from the Mst of poseibilities.
In view of these circumsiances, the
continued arrival of important mein-
forcements in Macedonia is taken
through Ureece to indicate prepzra-
tion for an early offensive designed to'
cut the German line of compmumica-
tions from Berlin to Constanttmople.

There are therefore 150,000 bayorets
still to come before an offensive can
be undertaken with fair prospect of
success, Officers of the Allied trams-
bertation staff assert that this nom-
ber of men can be landed in Saloniki
‘a six weeks at a pinch.

For a period it was thought in Sa-
wniki that volunteers of the Venfze-
llet army might be secured in nom-
bers sufficlent to make up the re-
uired minimum of half a million
men. Venizelos, on arriving at Sa-
loniki, declared that he would be able
to induce 100,000 Greeke to follow
him againet the Bulgarians. To-day
the Entente military attaches in
Athcos state that they have np furth-
er hope of securing military aid of
any value from the Venizelisis.

of their ships’ eraws, who had watched
the fight with keen interest.

“They brought the bLarge alongside
onc of the big men-of-war and quickly
eont the cargo of luscious fresh fruit
up the side in baskets. When about
half the cargo had been taken on Loard
a terrific explosion shook the bay, and
an cnormous hole Appeared in the side
of the great ship which sank instantly
with all hands. By an arrangement of
springs and balances a huge charge of
dynamite in the bottom of the barge
wias ignited when a certain amount of
the weight of the cargo wag removed.
Although the Peruvians had waged the

fight for the possession of the barge |

with fierce persistence, they had never
intended to be successful.

“A few weeks later a large man-of-
war was sent up the coast to capture
anything worth having at Huacho. -On
the appearance of the vessel the in-
habitants drew their boats far inland
and, taking all their valuables, fled into
the interior. One boat, a new one,
larger than the others, they hauled
some little way up the beach and then
abandoned.

“After pillaging the place the Chile-
ans lookéd at the Loat, which was en-
tirely empty. The Peruvians Lad re-
moved oars. sails, mast and even the
Towlocks. The Chileans looked it over
to be sure that there was no dynamite
in it and then towed it away to their
vessel. The captain had the davits run
out and ropes put round the seats at
the bow and the stern. Then he or-
dered his men to haul away.

“It was the last order he ever gave,
for the moment the ropes tightened
the ship was blown to pieces and dis-
appeared in seventy fathoms of water.
‘A false bottom had concealed a tre-
fnendous charge of dynamite that was
arranged to ignite when any upward
force was applied to any of the seats.

“The inhabitants of the town, who
had watched their stratagem destroy
a great man-of-war without the small-
est risk to themselves, returned hilari-
ously to their houses with songs and
dances.”

By an arrangement of
springs and balances a huge charge of |
dynamite in the bottom of the barge '
was ignited when a certain amount of
the weight of the cargo wag removed.
Although the Peruvians had waged the
figcht for the possession of the barge |
with fierce persistence, they had never
intended to be successful.

“A few weeks later a large man-of- |
war was sent up the coast to capture
anything worth having at Huacho. On
the appearance of the vessel the in-
habitants drew their boats far inland
and, taking all their valuables, fled into
the interior. One boat, a new one,
lJarger than. the others, they hauled
some little way up the beach and then
abandoned.

“After pillaging the place the Chile-
ans looked at the boat, which was en-
tirely empty. The Peruvians Lad re-
uoved oars. sails, mast and even the
Towlocks. The Chileans looked it over
to be sure that there was no dynamite
in it and then towed it away to their
vessel. The captain had the davits run
out and ropes put round the seats at
the bow and the stern. Then he or-
dered his men to haul away.

“It was the last order he ever gave,
for the moment the ropes tightened
the ship was blown to pieces and dis-
appeared in seventy fathoms of water.
‘A false bottom had concealed a tre-
fmendous charge of dynamite that was
arranged to ignite when any upward
force was applied to any of the seats.

“The inbabitants of the town, who
had watched their stratagem destroy
a great man-of-war without the small-
est risk to themselves, returned hilari-
ously to their houses with songs and
dances.”

John 6: 1-21.

Cemmentary.—J. Many  to be fed
(vs. 1-4.) 1. After these things—What
John now records took place about a
year after what is given in the pre-
ceding chapter. He does not write
with close regard to chronological se-
quence, but with the main purpose of
establishing the doctrine of Christ's
deity. Went over the Sea of Galilee—
From the west side of the plain near
Betheaida Julias on the northeast
shore, Tiberlas—This name was ap-
plied to this sea later than the name
Gafilee, having been given to it by the
Romans. Two other names, GGennesa-
reg and Chinnercth, are applied to the
Sea of Galilee. 2. a great multitude
foltowed him—They followed .Jesus,
either zoing across the sea or on foot
around the northern end. It is proba-
ble that the multitude was made up in
part of residents of Galilee and in part
of those who were on their way from
other districts to attend the Passover
at Jerusalem. They had seen his mir-
acles of healing and were interested
to €e® more of his work and hear his
teachings. 3. Went up into a moun-
tam—The other evangelists epeak of
the retirecment of Jesus and hig disei-
ples into a “‘desert place” for a period
of rest, but they were followed by the
crowds.

IV. -- miracle on the sea (vs. 16-21),
The disciples doubtless shared the be-
lief of the pcople who saw the miracle
of feeding the five thousand, that
Christ should be crowned king, and
they desired to remain with him. Fo-
this reason he “constrained” them
(Mark 6 : 45) to enter the ship and
cross the Sea of Galllee to the other
side, toward Capernaum. They were
reluctant to go away, for if honors
were coming to their Master, they
wished to receive those that would
naturally come to them as his inti-
mate followers. It has also been sug-
gested that the disciples did not wish
to leave him a'one, since it would ap-
pear liko desertion. The disciples
were in great distress during the
night, for one of the sudden storms
which sweep the Sea of Galilee from
time to time had arisen, and threat-
ened to wreck their boat. Their toil-
ing in rowing had not been effective
in bringinz tha boat far toward the
desired landing-place. Jesus was
gpending the night In prayer while
they were in danger of finding watery
graves; but he was not unmindful of
their distress, and toward morning h«
came to them, walking on the sea.
When they were afrald at his ap-
proach, he assured them that it was
he and they reeeived him into the
boat. The waters became calm and
‘“immediately the shiip was at the land
whither they went.”

1. Christ's gift to his hearers. John's
gospel presents chiefly the discourses
of Jesus, This narrative is given by
way of introducing his great discourse
on the bread of life. It iz the record
of a critical scené in Christ's work in
(.lilee, which tollowed a great miracle
in Jerusalera, where he revealed him-
self as tihe giver of life in the healing
of the cripple at the pool of Bethesda.
In this record he is revealed as the
Support and Guide of life. At Jeru-
salem the central teaching was upon
the relation of the Son to the Father.
In this case it is the relation of Christ
to the .believer. The place where the
multitude gathered was a thoroughly
secluded district, well fitted to prepare
them for the lessons they were to re-
ceive. Jesus sought rotirement from
the fury of Herod and the chief rulers.
The disciples required rest and retire-
ment after their first missionary towr.
They needed training in philanthropic
work, as weil as in spiritual things.
The people were eager to hear Jesus'
teaching. They evinced a confidence
in him which he did not disappoint.
rie honored their imperfect zeal. We
l:vre here made to sec Christ's reaay
discernment of all forms of human
necessity. and his power to relieve
them. What hie v-ould not do for him-
se.f, he instantly did for those who
forgot their own comforts to learn of
him. The compassion of Jesus was
Aithout respect of persons, He did
not raise the question of race or re-
lizion. 1le did not wait until the
people cried out from hunger, He

provided food for them before they
asked it,

In the composition of a
ration only three things have to be
considered, the amount of dry matter
of protein and of starch equivalent.
The table shows the composition of
some common feeding stuffs, The fig-
ures represent per cent. or parts per-
hundred, so that it is a simple mat-
ter to figure out the composition of
the ration. Five poundg of clover
hay is being fed. From the table ve
see that 100 parts of red clover hay
has 84 parts of dry matter. By divid-
ing this figure by 100 and multiply-
ing by five we get the amount of
dry matter in five pounds of the hay.
Similarly by dividing the figure given
for protein by 100 and multiplying by
five we get the amount of protein
in the five pounds of hay. The follow-
ing table shows the composition of
the ration figured out in this way:

We see that clover hay at $12 per
tfon is the cheapes( feed we have. For
every dollar spent in clover hay at
this price we get $1.52 worth of nu-
trients as compared with only 8§ cents
worth in oat straw at $9 per ton. This
at once indicates that it will pay us
to sell our straw and buy clover hay
with the money, if we have got sul-
ficient on hand. Barley, oats and
bran are all very dear as compared
with some of the other feeds.
for every dollar spent in bran at $32
per ton, we only get 82 cents worth
of nutrients, as. compareq with $1.05
worth in feed wheat at $1.07 per busi-
el and $1.15 worth in driedq brewers’
grains at $35 per ton. This shows us
that at the prices given, oats, bariey
and bran are not economical feeds,

In making up our new ration we
need not rediice the amount of silage
given. Silage as a succulent feed is
a valuable feed in giving palatability
to the ration. If silage costg to pro-
duce as much as $4 per ton, it is a
cheap feed. Clover hay, as has beea
seen is a very cheap feed, so that it
will be well to eliminate the straw
from the ration altogether and feed
clover hay. Suppose we feeqd 15 1bs.
per animal per day. Let us see what

We have not got sufficient of either
dry matter, protein or starch equiva-
lent. From the table showing the re-
lative value of nutrients we see that
after clover hay cotton seed meal
at $50 per ton is the cheapest feed.
By feeding 1 1-2 pounds of thig with
the hay and silage we would have as
much protein in the former ration,,
but we would not have sufficient
starch equivalemt. This means that
we will have to feed gome other feed
that has a wider nutritive ratlo. The
nutritive ratios of the different feed-
ing gtuffs are given in the last columa
of the table. After cotton seed meal
dried brewers’ grains are the next
cheapest feed. Here again the nu-
tritive ratio is too narrow, ang to
glve the required amount of starch
equivalent we would have to feed
too much protein. Feed wheat, the
next cheapest feed, has a wider nu-
tritive ratio, and it we feed seven
poundg in conjunction with the clover
and silage we will have a ration that
has approximately the same composi-
tion as the firs¢ ration.

The new ration has less dry matter
than the old one, but this is a small
matter, as the digestive tract of an
animal readily adapts itself to varia-
tions of 10 or 15 per cent. in volume
of feed given,

Let us now compare the cost of the
two rations. Valuing the various
feeds at the mprices given in the
table, that is, clover hay at $12 per
ton, silage at $4 per ton, straw at $9
per ton, oats at 64 cents per bushel,
barley at $1 per bushel feed wheat
at $1.07 per bushel, and bran at $32

per ton, we find that the ccst of the
' first ration is about 34 cents as com-
| pared with 27 cents for the second
Iration. That is, the second ration
¥

means a saving of seven cents per
animal per day. This may seem
like a small matter, but if thirty head
of cattle are being fed it means a
saving of $2.10 a day and for a month
a saving of $63. Studying the com-
position of feeds and basing their
worth on the value of the nutrients
that can be bought for one dollar is
a paying proposition.

In feeding wheat alone without any
lighter meal it will be neceassary to
cut some of the hay up very finely
and mix it with it. This will pre
vent the wheat from lying heavily
on the animal’'s stomach and prevent
danger from digestive troubles, The
great value of bran is that it is food
proof. When bran is fed in the ra-
tion it is not necessary to cut up
any of the hay and mix it with the
meal ration, as the bran contains
a large amount of fibre whica stimu-
lates th digestive juices aand helps
in the digestion of the other feeds.

In the United States a popular feed
with cattle feeders is corn and rob
meal. It is found that when this is
fed the animals never go off their
feed. The reason of this is simply,
that, like bran, the meal, on account
of the large amount of fibre in the
cob, does not lie.heavily on the stom-
ach, and not only that, but it actual-
ly aids in the digestion of the heavier
meals. By mixing cut hay witih the
leavier meals the same results are
obtained as if bran or corn and cob
meal were fed but at conslderadbly
less cost.

Oysters have heen under ¢
er than any other shellfish,
type of cultivation tlouris!
at a very remote Ireriod and probably
antedated by some centuries the begin-
ning of oyster culture in Italy, which
was about the year 100 B.C. With the
increasing demand for oysters tley
came to be cultivated in all the impor-
tant maritime countries of Lurope, In
other parts of the old world and in the
western hemisphere the growing of
oysters by artificia] ineans has become
an important industry, so that today
oysters are the most extensively culti.
vated of all aquatic animals,

The buman auimal is not the only
one that looks with favor upon the edi-
ble qualities of the oyster. At every
stage in its career it is attacked by a
horde of dangerous enenies, some of
which are most destructive after the

oyster has put on its stoutest ai'mor,
Before the younz oyster attaclies itsell
it is extensively consumed by adult
oysters and varioug other shellfish as
well as Ly fisheg that strain their food
from the water. When the oyster at-
tains its shel] g new set of shellfish
enemies provided with drills begin
their attacks and extract the Soft parts
through minute holes that they make
in the valves,

The oyster srowers of Long Island
sound and adjacent waters suffer
heary losses from the inroads of star-
l;shes. which, moving in waves over
the bottom, devour every oyster in
their path., In a single season they
have been known to destroy in one
state several hundreq thousand bush-
els of marketable oysters. It seems
strange at first that a weak creature
like the startish shoulq be able to prey
on an animal so strongly fortitied as
an oyster. The starfish attaches it-
self to the lips of the oyster shell and
exerts a steady and long sustained
suction with each of jts numerous
small suckers. After a time the pow-
erful adductor muscle of the oyster
becomes fatigued. the valves open, and
the starfish Inserts its stomach and de-
vours the helpless oyster at leisure,

Other encmics of the grown oyster
are f(ishes with powerful Jaws armed
with crushing teeth. On the Atlantie
coast the most destructive fish is the
black drum, a school of ‘which may
virtually eclean out an oyster bed in
one night. On the Pacific coast a spe-
des of sting ray is the chief offender.

The United States is particularly
fortunate in its oyster supply. Tha
output here is larger and more valu-
able than elsewhere, Moreover, cn ac-
count of the relative Jow cost of oys-
ters to the consumer in the United
Stutes, the consumption in proportion
to the totn! ropulation is greater than
inany of the othoer leading oyster pro-
dueing countries
