Lord Aberdecn ig reported as probably
the most papular nobleman in Scotland,
if not in the Upiten Kingdom. He cer.
tainly wop the Irish people’s hearts dur-
ing his term of office as Lord-Lieutenant’
and in this he was greatly aseisted by hix
noble wife, who is an enthusiastic Irish
woman and who is deeply interested in
everything to relieve the distress of the
Irish peasants, Their Excellencies ar®
both capital organizers, and it is said of
them thatindeed wherever their far-reach-
ing influence penetrates, itis for noble
philantbropy and unostentatious gener-
osity, Her Ladyship isalso known in
London soeiety to be sn apt and able
politician, and in tLe last electior cam-
pain in the United Kingdom made sev.
eral speeches in favor of Mr Gladstone’s
policy to very larye and enthusiastic
audiences in Seotland and Ireland. She
is affectionately known among her hum-
bler neighbors and tenants as “‘the Zood
Earl’'s Leddy.” The Eail of Aberdeen,
though only 46 years of age, has long been
a prominent man in public affairs,
When only 33 years of age he was aj -
pointed Lord Lieutenant of Aberdeen-
Shire. Ih the following year he was call-
ed to the dignity of High Commissioner
of®the General Amembly of the Church
of Scotland, and Caunadians of Seottish
descent, who known their Holyrood s,
well as, if not better, than they know
Ridean Hall, will realise what experience
five seasors at the headquarters «f Pres-
byterian society brought to the Earl and
Countess.

Women’s Liberal Associationsin Gieat
Britain, and while ruling queen at Dublin
Castle in 1866 she -organized the Irish
Industries Association, its object being to
develop home industries among the poor-
er people, In this she has been most
successful. She organized the wholg
scheme. There was a central office in
Dublin for the selling of Irish made goods,
and the industry grew so rapidly that in
a short time a branch office was opened
in London, acd the eme in Dublin re-
moved to larger and more commodious
quarters in that city. In order to
strengthen the work of the Association it
was deeided to have a display of Irish
industries at the Columbian fair in
Chicago, »nd early this summer the Tarl
and Countess sailed for New York and
Chicago passing through Montreal. But
before leaving on her philanthropic mis*
sion she was presented with an addres®
by the Queenstown Municipal Board’
thanking her for her endeavors to pro-
mote cottage industries among the poorey
classes of the Irish peorle. But the
work upon which the Countess has mos;
set ber heart of late years is the founda-
tion of the Haddo House Association—a
league which numbers many thoasand
members and associates drawn fiom al)
classes of Scottish women, Its object is
a more sisterly interest in one another
among women of every station in life,
and especially among mistresses and
their female servants.

Both Lord and Lady Aberdeen have
shown by their active interest in the
welfare of the masses a strong demacratic
spirit, and in this growing age of demo-
cracy the selection of Lord Aberdeen for

the vice-regal chair is most fitting and
most acceptable, .

hn: for Nonpareils and other good Rus-
setts,

During the depression from which the

Smoking by Boys.

That the esssential prineiple of tobacco
—that which gives it all its value to the
smoker—is a virulent poiton, is univer
sally admitted, Itis sgreed also, that
its primary effect is upon the brain and
the spinal cord, with paralysing tenden-
¢y. Even Board, who defends the mod-
erate use of tobacco, admits that its ef-
fects are disastrous upon some classe: of
persons, It withers some, he says. while
fattening others ; causes in some dyspep-
sia and constipation, while upon others
ishas a contrary cffect. 1t is soothing
to some, but induces in others all the
horrors of extreme nervousness, He
adds that among the brain-working classes
of our population the proportion of
those who can use tobacco with impun®
ity is yearly diminishing, as & nervous
tendeney more and more prevails among
us.
Now, whatever may be urged in favor
of moderate smoking later in life, all in-
telligent persons who have given the sub-
ject attention unite in condeming the
use of tobacco by the young.

Young people do not know whether or
not they beleng to the class most lisble
to be injuged by tobsceo. No one de-
nies the danger of its excesive use, and
the young have neither the intelligence
nor the self-control to resist the tendancy
of smoking to grow intoan uneontrol-
able habit. Further, the brain and ner-
vous system of youth are specially sus-
ceptible tothe baneful influence of the
poisonous principle of tobacco.

Thai commanding medical authority,
the Lomdon Lancet, says: “Itis time
that the attention of all responsible per.
sons should be serviously directed to the
prevalence and inererse of tobacco-smok-
ing among boys, Stunted growth, ime
paired digestion, palpitation and othey
evidences of nerve sxhavstion and irrit-
ability bave agein and sgain impressed
the lesson of abstinence, which bas been
far too little regarded.

1t cites a case which lately came before
the coroner of Liverpool—death from a
fatty change in the heart, due mainly to
smoking cigarettes and cigar ends—and
adds: “This of course, is an extreme ex-
ample, 1t is, however, only a strongly
colored illustration of effects on health

which are daily realized in thousauds of
instances, Not even in manhood is the
pipe or cigar invariably safe. Much less
can it be so regarded when it ministers to
the unbounded whims and cravings of
heedless urchins,”
