THE CLOSING SESSION.

The only consolation the dying
man has when the sunset of his de-
parting life gathers about his
couch, is tolook back upon his past

* life, and from that page then
open to his eye, to read what the
future promises to him. So too
with our - government. The sun-
set of the session has come,and the
government of this country can
now leok back upon their record,
and none better than themselves
can tell from the past, what they
may expect in the fature.

The past session has been one of

perpetual turmoil, of hopes and
fears, doubts and firm beliefs. It
was ‘ushered in,in a storm, and
there was no party that did not
feel the ground quake and tremble
under its feet. At first the storm
looked so daik and threatening,
and struck the main with such ter-
rific force, that the trusty helms-
man at the wheel began to tremble
for the fate of the ship. Upon
one side he sdw a trusty few,
but round and about him
he heard murmurs and threats that
must have palled the heart of a
hero. The men who had fought the
battles of the country side by side
with himself, were in this trying
‘moment asked to desert his side,
or suffer political annihilation as
the consequence. Was it any
wonder for the time he thought he
heard the rumbling of mutiny
there and saw signs of desertions
there,. Then indeed the spectacle
was- more sorry than immoral.
Hated political foes for the time
became ‘warm and enthusiastic
friends. The knife applied to each
others.throat was changed for the
pipe of peace: and in the words of

_ Mr. Elder the political leaders with

" their sides resolved themselves in-
to a “mutual admiration society.”

Meanwhile the ship of state
strode on, the black pall began to
break awdy, the heavens hushed
their turmoil and the ship once
more lay easy. Mr. Willis and Mr.
Ritchie, and Mr. Black could not
perpetuate a wind storm: they strui-
ted their hour, created like the fly
on Xsops wheel a “mighty dust,”
then—burst like bubbles.  Then
the ship sailed safely into port.

¢The evil that men do lives after them,
The good is oft interred with their
bones.” .
Yet in the face of this there is
many an honorable man in the
House of Assembly to-day who
would glory in giving credit to the
Government for what they have
done ; and would be slow to write
their good actions in water. Their
record of acts is good and gratify-
ing. Their “ Budget ” statement
showed the finances of the country
were in a hopeful condition; it
showed that the most intelligent
economy had pervaded every de-
partment,and that instead of having
cause to regret, we have cause to
rejoice, that we are somuch better
off than our neighbors. It has been
shown beyond dispute that it cost
us $25,000 less to live last year
than any year for the last decade ;
that for the last two years we have
expended $48,000 less than for any
ten preceding years, though the re-
unirements of the country are every
ay increasing. - The Budget, too,
showed that at last the Dommlon
Government has opened its purse
strings and " given us $10,000 that
nought but persistent and well-di-
rected action could have achieved:
while we have it almost guaranteed

as certain, that during the year
$150,000 will fall to us on account
of Eastern Extension. Let us not
in this connexion forget, too, to
thank Sir Leonard Tilley among our
own Government for this.
Throughout the session idle
rumors have floated of want of con-
fidence and other such nonsense.
Never was an opposition weaker,
and never had it as poor a falerum
upon which to rést such a motion.

THE REPORT OF THAT
“SMELLING COMMITTEE.”

As our readers are aware, at an
early stage of the session, Mr P. G.
Ryan, who would be delighted if
he could only become Surveyor
General, made certain charges
against the Crown Land depart-
ment, which charges implied a
system of fraud by the Surveyor
General, who is a brother to a nrem-
ber of a firm which by implication,
it was stated, did not pay stumpage
to the Crown on several million
feet of logs cut on Crown Lands.
Upon such a henious charge being
made, the Surveyor General im-
mediately in his characteristic
manly way challenged proof and
prompt and searching investiga-
tion. A committee was called, but
when they met and Mr Blair fourd
the Surveyor General would not be
“bluffed,” Mr Ryan withdrew the
charges. When we say withdrew,
we mean that Mr Ryan denied
having made specific charges, but
if he did not specify charges, he
implied them all the same, so that
to deny the former was to swallow
the latter: s v+, - -+,

But “ good name in man or wo-
man” being the immediate jewel
of their soul, and the press of the
country. having ﬁmﬁ& charges of
bad faith and frand ¢hroughout the
land against the Surveyor General,
that gent'eman was determined that
that same press which bore those
malicious and ‘groandless charges
against his charaeter as a man, and
against his homor  as: Surveyor
General, shoald also'bear back the
refutation of these charges. So the
Committee proceeded to work, and
at the instance of the Chairman,
Mr. Blair, fair means g@nd foul
means were adopted to get such
statements recorded as would give
a coloring of - justification :to Mr.
Ryan’s charge. But there was
manliness and justice enough at
the Committee to tolerate no such
baseness as this, so the result was
the enquiry was conducted in a
tolerably fair spirit. And when
the sums of the enquiries came to
be added up it was found that the
justification of the accused and the
shame of the accusers were set
upon every page, it was determin-
ed by the persecutors that if pos-
sible at all the report should never
come before the House, but that
the Surveyor General should go
home bearing a load of calumuies
upon his back.

But here too justice and man-
hood stepped again to the front and
demanded the report. It was
agreed to make one, and the sev-
eral members set to work.

Mr. Blair made one but it con-
tained no evidence deduced before
the Committee save a few garbled
statements, yet it was long as the
moral law, and was an eloquent tri-
bute to the imagination, malice
and unscrupulousness of Mr. Blair
It made an attack against the
management of the department,
but the insinuations - were
tounded not on what was, but on
what might have been—it was just
sucha charge as any political shark
would make who had little honor
and less conscience, and whose first
and only care was to get the seals
ot office.

When the committee met last
night, and there was not one of the
Twelve Labours of Hercules more
weighy than to get Messrs Blair &
Ryan to the front, it was found Mr
Blair was determined on putting in
his own impeachment. But on
motion of a certain member, the
report of Mr Davidson was adopted
and that of Mr Blair was thrown
over. “But I want it in the min-
utes,” he said: but the motion to have
it there, being put, was lost. Yet
the next morning the presumptuous
bull-dozer of the Oﬂposition sends
down the report to the clerk to copy

it: and on the minutes this vile
piece of Gregory-&-Blairism would
have gone, in the teeth of the com-
mittee’s orders, but that the motion
of the Committee was shown to
the Clerk, and its terms insisted
upon. :

Thus was Shylock cheated of his
pound of flesh ; thus did an honest
and honorable man -escape the toils
of a persecutor who acted more like
a monster than a politician with the
slightest spark of decency zbout
him.- - The report came in to the
House this afternoon, and we shall
publish it in our next.

BALAAM’S ASS HATH LOST
ITS BRAY.

It is but a few short weeks since
St John felt the pressure of our
helping hand, the weeks are almost
as few since she has shown her
gratitude. It is all past and over
now, and we care not to rake the
smouldering coals again into burn-
ing. Yet, we are not, cannot be
forgetful; no it is only those who
know not how to feel forget

A baser act than that - of ' St.
John to Fredericton, has never
blackened the page of any city
since the days of Sodom. We need
not talk about that howl that for
days and nights rang through the
air,—it remains imprinted upon
this city’s memory, and time cannot
efface it. But we mnever doubted
the result,and have been but little
astray as to the detai's of our cal-
culations. The Legislature of this
Country has hurled back a “No”
to St. John, that must ring in the
ears of that city tor the next cen-
tury to come.

And then it was pondering o’er
the “waste of ruin,” we saw that
by such change the, time would be
when our halls would be de-
serted and our streets
gilent. = And that was not an
overdrawn picture, for the very act
“thundered in the index ”: eater-
prises stood still, people’s hearts
began wildly to beat, while they
asked themselves, Is such a calam-
ity indeed to come upon us and
upon our city ? But thank kind
heaven the men who have tosay in
contiolling our destinies, were not
lacking of the milk of human kind-
ness. All the cold, cruel platitudes
of an Elder, all the shallow, cheap
talk of a Ritchie, could not make
them blot a city off the roll of cities,
ruin and blast the hopes of families,
and turn one of the loveliest spots
in the Dominion into a graveyard.
But it is done; the silence now is
not in our halls and streets; it is
in St John. Its cowardly press
hang down their heads like dumb
brutes, let us hope in shame and
sorrow.  The banditti who raised
the cry, and tried to carry it
through the House show by their
looks, that theirs has been a vile
cause. Ten thousand shames up-
on their heads: upon such as care-
less for others had no instincts
but the vulture, to prey upon the
weaker to their destruction. We
regret that men like Mr. McLellan
should have been forced into thia
band of *hylocks, but in such
company we suppose they had but
to move as the mob moved.

Tae “Education Bill” stands
over till next session. There is
little doubt but the House will be
able to justify the Government for
this, when they will consider how
late it is now in the season, and
the unusnal excitement, worry and
trouble the Government have had
to go through during the whole
session. It is a serious as well as
a delicate task, to grapple with the
whole educational problem, and at
any rate at this late season, when
80 many members have gone home,
and the rest are so anxious to go
home, it would be unseemly to
bring it down. Meanwhile Dr.
Rand and the Board of Education,
will have another year to modity
and perfect the bill as tar as pos-
sible.

The House will rise to-morrow.

The ‘‘Business of the Farmer
Now the Business of the
Governraent.”’

THE AGRICULTURIST AT LAST
REPRESENTED IN THE
GOVERNMENT.

o s

AN END PUT TO INEFFICIENCY
AND CORRUPTION.

In the afternoon Mr Fraser intro-
duced the Government Bill providing
that the Province be divided into six
agricultural districts as follows:

District number oneshall include the
counties of Kent, Westmorland and
Albert.

District number two shall include the
County of Kings and also the
County ot the City and County of St.
John.

District number three shall include
the Counties of Charlotte and York.

District number four shall in-
clude the Counties of Sunbury and
Queens.

District number five shall include
the Counties of Carleton, Victoria and
Madawaska.

District number six shall fnclude the
Counties of Northumbe#land, Glouces-
ter and Restigouche.

He pointed out that as constituted
the agricultural interests of the Prov-
ince wore not properly represented in
the Government, that by the plan pro-
Eose‘dthe interests ofthe Province would

e united, and would be under the
eye and the care of the Government,
through an officer who would have a
seat in the Council, and who would
preside at all meetings.

BLACK

meved. an amendment to a clause in
the Bill vesting the power of appointing
a Secretary in the Government, said
amendment vesting the power fo so
appoint in the agricultural members
themselves. He professed to know
something about farming, and there-
fore knew whereof he spoke.

HILL

did not agree with Mr Black that the
change of appointing power would be
judicious, and was anxious to know
what that gentleman represented in the
%gricultural line, whether a parish in

estmorland, the whole of Westmor-
land, or the Province.

ELDER

thought that if the Bill was necessary
at all—and from his remarks he did not
seem to.think it was—the section vest-
ing the appointmentin the Govern-
ment should be allowed to stand. He
would like gentlemen .opposing to ex-
plain what the advantage. would be in
vesting the appointment in the Board.

Bramr

thought a good deal of counsideration
should be given to Black’s remarks. but
he thought the Government should have
the power of appointing the Secretary.

KiLLaM

thought himself and Mr. Black were
well competent to judge of the re-
quirements of farmers, and hurled a
contrary insinuation back into the
teeth of the Hon. member from Char-
lotte. He favored Black’s amendment,
which on being put was lost by a very
large majority. Then the Bill passed.
‘We cannot but congratulate the farm-
ers on the lively and practical interest
the Government are beginning to take
in their behalf. Above, and first to, all
interests stands that of the Agricultur-
ist, yet strange to sa
this body has not had a voice at the
Council of the Country. They were
represented in some manner, but no
one was responsible: a grange here,and
a society there, each running its own
way,—there was in the end little satis-
faction to the farmer. Now the inter-
est takes shape and new life. The Pro-
vince divided up hitherto for scheol
purposes, electoral purposes. and
weights and measures facilities, is now
measured off into agricultural dis-
tricts. These districts send their re-
presentatives to the Government, that
body appoints, and at the head of all is
the Government. A bad rule is abolish-
ed, a new rule, and a good one is in-
augurated.

PLACENTIA.

Further particulars were learnt con-
cerning the loss of the boat mentioned
in our last. The boat or what is call-
ed a ‘“‘punt,” and struck, it appears,
against a cake of ice which had floated
out the ““Gut.” The current here flows
at the rate of 11 miles an hour, and on
the boat striking the ice cake she im-
mediately upset, and her crew five
minutes afterwards were carried out
towards the ‘‘Road.” The next morn-
ing boat and luggage were picked up
on the Downs, about 23 miles fromwhere
it struck the ice. No accountof the bod-

ies since, the deep doubtless
claiming them. I learn that
Mr. Collins, M. H. A, re-

ceived a telegram yesterday that the
packet Mary, plying acrossjPlacentia
Bay on her return trip the 12th inst,
ran against an jce floe, staving in' her

bows. She immediately sunk, but the
crew saved themselves, and took
the Mails out - before the

vessel went down. There was no in-
surance. [The M. H. A. referred to
above owns the packet, and is under
contract with the Government-—EDp.]

A BLESSING 1IN DISGUISE.

Dr. Patterson on the Burning of the
School House at Saint Mary’s.

A’ REPLY.

To the Editor of the STAR:

DEAR SIR—An anonymous letter in your
issue last week demands from me more than a
assing notice: for two reasons; (1) because the
guage of your correspondent betrays so un-
mistakably the authorship; and (2) because I,
one of the Trusteesof School District No. 2,
Saint Mary’s, am pointed at, and characterized
as a “busybody” a “‘slanderer” a “‘coward” and
a “lia.r.”

Myself and many others may well ask; Why
allthis? Take the facts. On March 24th,
between 12 o’clock m. and 2 p. m., the School
House at Saint Mary’s was burned. The fire
originated from the stove in the preparatory
department up stairs taught by Miss Marsh.
Miss Marsh has stated to the Trustees and
others, that shortly before 12 o’clock, .she told
two boys James Davidson and Walter Evans
to put wood in the stove “‘in order to have the
room warm” when school was resumed in the
afternoon,—*‘‘only two sticks,”she says. (Noth-
ing, however, is said or known of how much
wood was already in the stove, or how many
more than “‘two sticks” the boys may have put
in.) At 12 m. Miss Marsh dismissed the de-
partment, % be gone an hour and a half; “‘low-
ered the upper sashes of the windows to venti-
late the room;” and opened the draught of the
stove. (The wind, be it remembered, was
blowing quite hard on March 24th, and almost
directly in at the windows! Miss Marsh
States, or has stated to the Trustees, that she
locked the door, and went to a neighbor’s
house, about 10rods distant to dine. If these
statements are untrue, Dr. Patterson is not re-
sponsible for them. I shall say nothing of
other stories told by the pupils, because one
pupil so manifestly contradicts another as to
make certainty unattainable. But let us take
another line of verifiable statements. Between
12 m. and 1 p. m., smoke was seen issuing
from the department by two men, Mr. Samuel
Cole and Mr. Elias Brannen, who were re-
turning to their work from dinner. They
hastened to the room. Cole burst open the
door into Miss Marsh’s department; found
‘‘the earthen door-knobs inside so hot he could
hardly touch them; the bottom section (metal)
of the stove, a tall cylinder, red-hot; a small
hole burnt through the floor about a foot from
the front, and 9 or 10 inches to the right side
on facing the stove. This hole, says the jani-
tor, ““was burnt into the wooden ventilating
pipe lying underneath the floor and
above ~ the ceiling of  the lower
room over Mr. Davis’ department.” This
wooden ventilating pipe, as I have been told,
passed diagonally under the floor, and almost
directly under the stove to the front end of the
partition dividing the two upstairs rooms:
thence went alongside or into the flue, and
into the open, unfinished attic. Directly this
pipe took fire it must have served as
a flue to conduct the flames ipto the partition :
and render it impossible, by reason of its being

concealed, to save the building,

Mr Brannen, Mr Henry Morrell the janitor, i
Mr Hanlon, jr., and Mr Wm. McKeen, who
all arrived about or nearly the same time as Mr
Cole, followed closely into the room, and cor-
roborated Cole’s statement as to the heated
condition of the stove in Miss Marsh’s depart-
ment when they entered : with the additional
statement by Hanson that ‘“ the elbow of the
pipe two joints above the stove was also red-
hot.” Now if all these statemenis are lies,
they are not of Dr Patterson’s fabrication. All
the gentlemen named are living and will reaffirm
them.

Now to recapitulate: Miss Marsh wast%e last
to leave the department on her own admission.
She left to be absent an kowur and a hkalf, the
windows lowered, the door locked, the draught
of the stove open, as she stated to Mr. Loga
and fire in the stove which she expected woul
have the room warm, only comfortably warm,
I mean, when she feturned. Construe the mat-
ter matter as we will the fact remains that the
stove must have been left by Miss Marsh with
wood in it—dry hard cord-wood in half lengths
—sufficient to heat it to the degree in which
Cole, Brannen, Morrel, Hanson and Mc-
Keen found it; else, contrary to all probability,
someone having a duplicate Key eatered at
mid-day after Miss Marsh left, and—who
knows?—fired thebuilding. If the former in-
ference be adopted, and indeed it seems to me
the most reasonable in view of all the circum-
stances, then what shall we say in Miss
Mar-h’< case; of that ‘‘care”and ¢‘vigilance
on public school property” (See Reg. 22, Sec.
10 of the Reg. Board of Education,) demanded
by law of every teacher?  How the fire caught
into the floor, whether by'direct heat radiation,
or, as the janitor thinks, by the wood falling in
the stove and throwing live coals out on the
floor through the draught, I am not prepared
to say; all I have tosay in referenceto that mat-
ter is . that, for any sensible adult to order wood
to be put into a stove to keep a room warm
for the space of eanhour and a half and then
leave the room locked for that time, displays
to my miud either inexcusable ignorance or gross

cay elessness. :
Now, referring to the ““full investigation,” of which
your correspondent speaks, allow me upon the authority
of Mr Seely and Mr Logan, both of whom I have seen
since writing the above, to give to your correspondsm s
statement a most unqualified denial. ‘‘There was,” say
they, ““ no investigation.” Nor did the Trustees desire
