railway companies. The st-cSsF fs h: 
provision designed to facilitate the 
provincial government in carrying out 
the laws in respect to drainage. The 
bill was read a first time.

Amendment to Railway Act.
W. F. Maclean, Conservative, South 

York, moved the second reading of the 
amendment to the railway act, requir­
ing the furnishing of freight ears with­
in 96 hours, under penalty, the ship­
per not loading within the fixed time 
being subject to a penalty also. The 
amendment further provides that 
loaded cars must be promptly de­
spatched and forwardîd at a minimum 
spend of fifty miles per day unless 
otherwise agreed. The company must 
give notice of its arrival and place the 
ear in a convenient position for un­
loading the freight. The consignee 
must also unload within a certain 
time. Mr. McLean held that the rail­
way, insurance and banking acts fail­
ed to compel corporations to give an 
adequate service for the benefits re 
ceived. It was time this state of af­
fairs was corrected and when the cor­
porations failed in their duty parlia­
ment should interfere. He claimed 
business houses and farmers had been 
ruined through the failure of railways 
to supply cars. He charged the C. I*, 
and G. T. railways with devoting their 
equipment and energy to American

(From Wednesday’s Bulletin.)
Yesterday’s session of the legisla­

ture was not a lengthy one, the main 
features of the afternoon being the 
first reading of the Seed Grain Act 
and a lively discussion ujioii Mr. 
Rosenroll’s bill for the incorporation 
of the Camrose Canadian Club.

The Workmen’s Compensation Act, 
which w'as expected to come up in 
committee of the whole house today, 
will not be discussed until Thursday. 
The Premier announced that there 
will be a session on Saturday after­
noon this week.

The galleries have at no time since 
the opening of the legislature been as 
well filled as yesterday, a large num­
ber of men interested in unions being 
present. The bill brought in by R. 
T. Telford in respect to Dr. Robert 
Wood received a first reading and will 
come up for second reading on Tues­
day next. Mr. Hiebert, who had not 
been in the house when the petition' 
had been received, objected that the 
time for private bills was passed, but 
he was informed that the regulations 
had been complied with.

Mr. Hiebert took up a considerable 
period of the session by reading in its 
entirety the liquor bill brought in by 
him some time ago. It was this time 
presented to the house in the form of 
a resolution, which he will introduce 
on Thursday next.

Hon. Mr. Finlay’s bill in respect to 
seed grain was given a first reading 
and referred to the agricultural com­
mittee.

Various Acts Dealt With.
“An Act to amend the Lethbridge 

charter,” which was up for its third 
reading, was, on motion oi Mr. Sim­
mons, re-committed to a committee of 
the whole house. A delegation, he stat­
ed, was coming from Lethbridge on 
Friday to meet the committee on 
municipal law, and he wanted the 
matter held over.

“An Act to incorporate the Scan­
dinavian Hospital in Wctaskiwin,” 
introduced by Mr. Rosenrell, was read 
a second time and referred to the 
standing committee on private and 
miscellaneous bills.

' .Æ A f *;o further a mend the üù- 
monton charter,” introduced by H011. 
Mr. Cross, was • down for a second 
•reading. Mr. Cross moved its second 
reading, but the member for Sturgeon 
i-ked that it might stand. It was, 
h; said, substituted for one brought 
in earlier and withdrawn. The for­
mer bill went before the committee on 
standing orders. This bill had not as 
vet, and lie was of the opinion that it 
might better go to the committe in 
order to ascertain whether those whose 
interests had been affected had been 
given due notice. The bill concerns 
the extension of the city limits. Mr. 
Cress had no objection to its standing 
over. The bill was rtSid a second 
time and on motion of Mr. Cross was 
referred to the committee on standing 
order -s.

In committee of the whole house 
tire Workmen’s Compensation Act 
was, on the motion of the Premier, 
permitted to stand over until Thurs­
day.

Liquor in Clubs.
“An Act respecting Cam rose Cana­

dian Club” brought on a lively dis­
cussion in committee of the whole, 
upon the expressed opinion of John 
T. Moore and C. Hiebert that a clause 
should be put in this Act prohibiting 
this club dispensing liquor. It had 
no right to do so, they maintained, 
while it bore the name Canadian.

Mr. Rosenroll objected to this, as 
practically an interdiction on the part 
of the legislature of a club composed 
of respectable gentlemen. Moreover, 
on his telling the officers of the club 
that they would have to either drop 
the term Canadian or have no liquoq 
at the club they had assured him they 
would not dispense liquor. He had 
asked for and received from the club 
an official communication to this 
effect and it was now filed with the 
papers of the premier.

Mr. Hiebert and Mr. Moore return­
ed to their protest, claiming they 
meant no insult to the people of Cam- 
rose, but. that this club was the first

At a meeting of the agricultural 
committee of the legislative commit­
tee, held this morning, it was decided 
to accept orders for seed grain from 
farmers who had the money to pay 
cash as well as those who are financi­
ally unable to buy seed as was at first

The committee on municipal law held 
a protracted session in the library at the 
Legislative Building last night. The 
amendments to several city charters were 
considered, viz. : those of Edmonton, Red 
Deer, Strathcona and Calgary.

The unique feature of the evening's 
session was a deputation of ladies. This 
was the first time tfie mellow tones of 
the feminine have been heard in the 
open session of the Alberta government. 
The spokeswomen of the deputation con­
sisted of Mrs. Hodson, Mrs. Richards and 
Mrs. Tipton of Strathcona. They pre­
sented the claims of married women 
owning property to exercise the right of 
franchise in the municipal elections, and 
reiterated with all the power and charm 
of feminine persuasion, th? fundamen­
tal doctrine, of taxation without repre­
sentation. If a wife was fit to own pro­
perty and pay taxes, it followed as a 
corollary that she was fit to vote.

It was true that the husband exercised 
the right of franchise on behalf of the 
wife, but there was no guarantee that 
the husband was a worthy representa­
tive. They called attention to the resol­
ution of the <Hty council of Strathcona 
in favor of an amendment to the city 
charter, conferring the right to vote on 
the worthy matrons of the university 
city. At this point, City Solicitor Jamie­
son, supported by J. R. La veil, interject­
ed the observation that the resolution 
referred to was carried by the second 
vote of the Mayor, who also arbitrant 
refused to consider the rescinding of the 
resolution.

It was quite apparent that these wor­
thy legal gentlemen regretted their ut­
terance, for the chief spokeslady of the 
deputation deftly brandishing a heavy 
walkingstick, emphatically refuted the 
argument.

The committee were disposed favorably 
towards the claims of the deputation, 
but Mr. Moore pointed out, that when 
the women of Strathcona had settled 
their family quarrels with the council of 
that city, the legislation would be in 
a stronger position to grant the request.

The deputation of ladies had consider­
able difficult in fiinding their way to the 
committe-' room. First, they scurried 
through the main departmental offices, 
on a fruitless quest. Finally they reach­
ed the men'i hefts ' reception room in the 
legislature building where they found 
one of the messengers of the assembly. 
At their bidding he visited the committee 
room to ascertain if Mayor Mills, the 
Knight Defender of their cause, was 
present to introduce them. When the 
presence of the deputation was made 
known to the legal representatives of the 
Strathcona council, they were blanched 
with consternation, one of them ejaculat­
ing : “l see our finish ; Keep out the 
Suffragettes !" But with true womanly 
pertinacity they invaded the stairway to 
the committee room, where a hurried re­
moval of cigar stubbs and hats was the 
preparation for their reception.

Among the amendments of the city 
charter of the City of Calgary discussed, 
was one relating to the consolidation of 
debentures. Mr. Ball said, that could 
uiey be consolidated under one by-law 
loans could be secured in England inuch 
easier.

Another point was the simplifying the 
signing of debentures. It was stated 
that a man can sign eight a minute. If 
such were the case, it would take sir 
10 hour working days to sign an issue 
of half a million debentures. This seem­
ed too long and a clause to have litho­
graphed signatures was introduced.

The question of Calgary's right to 
buy and sell power was - also discussed 
and a clause giving them the right to do 
so for three years was carried.

It was brought out in the discussion 
that the Mayor of CalgaVy is not paid 
but will in the hereafter get $500 per

Those who have the money though 
are urged to buy seed on their own 
account if possible, but their applica­
tions will be accepted by the govern­
ment. As cash cannot be collected by 
the station agents who distribute the 
grain the farmer, who desires to pay 
cash will be required to sign the 
mortgage for the grain and he can im­
mediately redeem the said mortgage 
by forwarding the amount due for the 
grain to the proviilcial government at 
Edmonton.

Some difficulty had arisen regarding 
the affidavit to be made by the farmer 
who was required to answer the ques­
tion : “Are you financially able to pro­
cure seed grain, etc.?” He can now 
answer the financial part in the af­
firmative and still secure the seed.

The work of arranging for the dis­
tribution of seed grain is a very im­
portant and .also a very difficult one 
and the agricultural department here 
is sparing no pains to make it as fair 
and as effective ns possible. The mem­
bers of the legislature are deeply in­
terested in the matter and every effort 
will be made to carry out the difficult 
proposition successfully.
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TRIP TO SEVEN ISLANDS.

Steamer Lady Grey Selected for the 
Service.

Quebec, February 18.—The govern­
ment steamer’ Lady Grey is under or­
ders to come out of winter quarters 
and make à trip in the first week of 
March to Seven Islands, four hundred 
miles east of Quebec, in the Gulf of 
St. Lawrence. The ice-breaker 
Montcalm performed this service last 
winter, but owing to the neiedent that 
put her out of commission for repairs 
last fall the Lady Grey is now called 
to take her place. The latter will 
serve mail at the populated districts 
along the north shore, besides carry­
ing a limited amount of freight to 
Seven Islands.

At first the Marine and Fisheries' De­
partment were reluctant to have- the 
Lady Grey perform the service, on the 
ground that she was not considered 
equal to it, but finally yielded to the 
demand for the service. She was re­
leased yesterday of the ice that held 
her frozen in the Louise Basin, and 
when given room to play went through 
four feet of ice under her own steam, 
which proved her a valuable winter 
boat.
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Zeal for Sea Power is Reason For

tivities. Lord Curzon is heard with 
languid interest 'on strategy on the 
north-western frontier of India be­
cause the Angle-Jnpnncse alliance 
makes- it certain that Russia will not 
even threaten an Httack in that quar­
ter.

. „Srr. -¥ isard Grey eumimuids the at­
tention oT the nation when he dis­
cusses the American principle of the 
immunity of private property from 
capture at sea. This is because there 
is a general belief that German nova! 
construction and the obligations im­
posed by the Anglo-Japanese agree­
ment have increased the risks of mari­
time war. His argument that the 
navy is England’s only offensive wea- 
jxm and that the privilege of attack­
ing tlie enemy’s communications and 
trade must be retained at all hazùrds 
is supported by the press of botli 
parties. It commits the British 
government irrevocably against the 
American proposal for minimizing 
the evils of war on the high seas.

The Unionists, overjoyed by a fresh 
victory at Worcester, have been hoping 
to upset the government by a snap di­
vision like the cordite vote and 
fancied the opportunity would come on 
au amendment favoring a reduction 
in armaments. The situation remains 
dangerous when the Liberal majority 
is divided on the subject.

The ministers themselves are not 
agreed upon a naval policy. The 
struggle over increased expenditures 
for the navy is embittered by the fac­
tional fight within the service itself 
between Admiral Fisher and Lord 
Beresford, which makes everybody 
afloat from admiral to powder monkey 
an offensive partisan.

Dominion Government Petitioned to 
Construct Sixty Miles of Railway 

• Branches.—Minister of Interior 
Answers Inquiries.—Resolution on 
Bonused Immigration. -

Ottawa, Feb. 17.—In the House to­
day, H. B. Ames, Conservative, Mont­
real, was informed by Hon. Flank 
Oliver, Minister of the Interior, that 
W. H. Nolan, who figured with A. W. 
Fraser in the Moose Lake timber berth 
lease, was the original grantee of the 
lease of section 11. 8-4 west of the fifth 
meridian. W. H. Nolan in turn as­
signed the lease to Malcolm Mac- 
Kenzie, of Macleod, and the lease is 
now held by the Western Canada Col­
lieries, of Blairmore. 'Mr. Oliver in­
formed E. Gus Porter, Conservative, 
West Hastings, that Inspector of Do­
minion Land Agencies Leech had been 
ordered to hold an inquiry, into the 
cancellation of the entries of T. J. 
Oliver and Fred Hintz and the north­
east quarter section 2-36-16, east of the 
second meridian. No report had yet 
been received.

Tlie major portion of the sitting was 
occupied with Prince Edward Island’s 
plea for the construction of a branch 
line on the island by the Dominion. 
It was claimed that the island was 
charged with an undue amount to the 
extent of $3,144,000 for railway con­
struction on entry into confederation, 
being thereby deprived of an annual 
income of $157,000. While other pro­
vinces had many railways built by 
Dominion subsidies, the island was 
never included in the subsidies. It 
would cost a comparatively small 
amount to construct all the absolutely 
needed branches, as the mileage was 
less than sixty. James Hughes, the 
Liberal member from the island, 
claimed that the government had done 
all that was possible.

Hon. George P. Graham, minister of 
railways, pointed out that while the 
Conservatives in 18 years’ had spent 
$340,650 on railway construction, the 
Liberals in eleven had spent $3,550,- 
000.- A. Martin, Conservative, Queen’s, 
P.E.I., closed the debate, and a mo­
tion, which called for papers on the 
construction of branch lines, was pass­
ed without a division.

Use Young Canadians.
, F. D. Monk moved a resolution that 
in the execution of public works re­
quiring some technical knowledge, 
the government should as far as pos­
sible utilize the services of young men 
pursuing technical studies in Cana­
dian institutions, so as to permit their 
applying with profit during the vaca­
tions knowledge acquired during the 
period of tuition. The resolution was 
passed-

Bonused Immigration.

The question of bonused immigra­
tion was brought up by Uriah Wilson. 
Conservative, Lennox, who ' moved 
an amendment to W. F. Cockshutt’s 
resolution to the effect that the Cana­
dian policy should include more care­
ful selection of the sources from which 
immigration should be sought, more 
rigid inspection of immigrants and 
the abolition of the bonus system, 
except under very special circum­
stances and for the purpose of obtain­
ing particularly desirable classes of 
settlers. The debate was adjourned 
bv Dr. Cash, Liberal, Mackenzie, at 
11.20.

RIGHT OF WAV TO COASTDUTCH COLONY IN

Here to Secure Property for Right 
of Way Into and Out of City—No 
Information as to Site for Station.Advance Guard of the Thousand Set­

tlers For Irrigated Lands Arrive,

Geo. H. Pope, purchasing agent of 
the right of way of the Grand Trunk 
Pacific, arrived in the city this morn­
ing on the C. N. R. and is a guest at 
the Alberta hotel. He is here to pur­
chase the right of way into the city 
from the point where the G.T.P. cros­
ses the C. N. R. to the city limits ior 
the passenger tracks, and through the 
Dolton sub-division along tfie northern 
part of the city, where the freight 
sheds and yards will be located. The 
city will purchase the right of way 
from the city limits to First street 
and will grant the company the right 
of way along McKenzie avenue and 
Twenty-first street. Mr. Pope will 
also purchase the right of way from 
Twenty-first street through the Hud­
son’s Bay property and the Hagman 
property and thence westward.

Asked if he anticipated any difficul­
ty in connection with the purchase of 
this right of way adjacent to the city 
Mr. Pope stated that it was impossible 
to tell. His plan of action, however, 
was to find out at the registry office 
the names of the property owners. He 
then settled on what he considered a 
fair price and if this was refused the 
matter was left to arbitration. He 
will be engaged during the next ten 
davs in completing the purchase of 
the right of way near the city and will 
then leave for the east. He is assisted 
in this work near Edmonton by Mr. 
Butchart.

Mr. Pope has purchased the right 
oi wav of the G. T. P. from Fort 
William to Edmonton at a large cost. 
The right oi way varied from 100 to 
200 feet, according to the nature of 
the country. Yards and station sites 
were wider. The area purchased av­
eraged 12 acres to the mile. He will 
proce.ee! to purchase the right of way 
westward from Edmonton to the coast. 
He stated that he had no idea where 
the passenger depot would be located 
in Edmonton. He had no instructions 
from the company as yet regarding the 
purchase of a station site hpre.

Bulletin Special.
Calgary, Feb. 17.—Last fall Rev. 

VanAkin, of Holland, came to Calgary 
and arranged with the C.P.R. for a 
large tract of irrigated lands to form a 
Dutch settlement. The first of the 
settlers, thirty-one in number, arrived 
this morning, and are splendid look­
ing specimens, all being experts on 
irrigation farming. They will go in 
for sugar beet raising entirely, and 
will build a large factory near Strath­
more. The whole colony will number 
from eight hundred to a thousand, 
and all have to show qualifications of 
knowledge of irrigation farming be­
fore being sent out from the mother­
land.

PRINCE EITEL IN FRANCE

First Member of German Royalty to 
Visit Paris Since War.

Paris, Feb. 18.—Prince Eitel Fred­
erick, second son of Emperor William 
of Germany, who arrived here last 
night, accompanied by the members 
of his suite from Lisbon, where he 
represented Germany at the funeral 
services of the late king and crown 
prince of Portugal, left Paris this 
afternoon for Berlin.

This is the - first time since the 
Franco-Prussian war that a member 
of the royal house of Prussia has 
come to Paris other than in a private 
capacity.

It was proposed several years ago 
that Emperor William visit the 
French capital, but the popular feel­
ing was too strong and the idea had 
to be abandoned. Today the French 
press prints no comment on the pre­
sence here of the young prince, but it 
does give detailed accounts- of his so­
journ and it is generally believed that 
the visit of the young man will have 
a good influence on the relations be­
tween France and Germany.

The only official recognition of tlie 
visit of Prince Eitel was to provide 
him ‘with an escort of French army 
officers when he drove to the army 
museum and to the tomb-of Napoleon. 
Several hundred Germans and a 
small gathering of Frenchmen were 
at the railroad station to see the 
prince leave the city.

The 
tenders for this 100 miles were open­
ed on the 6th and since that time the 
engineers have been constantly .en­
gaged in the examination and com­
parison of the figures submitted by 
the various contractors. Of these there 
were several from the east, and sev­
eral others, frorik the Canadian west 
and tire ;Pacifiic coast in the United 
States. It. is understood that the firm 
of Foley, Welsh and Stewart, to whom 
the contract for the construction of 
one hundred and twenty-sin miles 
west from Edmonton, was awarded; 
were among the tenderer» on the new 
contract east trom the terminus on the 

.Pacific. -.-
The contract east from Prince Rup­

ert is an interesting one to contract­
ons, owing to the fact that the larger 
portion ot it is along the shore of the 
ocean and the shore of the Skeetia riv­
er.

W. McQuaig, president; R. G. Hend- 
ers, vice-president; R. McKenzie, sec­
retary, and John Kennedy, delegates 
from the Manitoba Grain Growers’ as­
sociation; E. N. Hopkins, president; 
F. W. Green and W. A. Partridge, 
members of the executive of the Sas­
katchewan Grain Growers’, associa­
tion; and Joshua Fletcher, president; 
T, H. Woelford, vice-president; and 
W. T. Stevens, secretary of the Al­
berta Farmers’. i association. E. N. 
Hopkins -was elected chairman and 
M. D-c Geddes, secretary .of the con­
ference. A number of the directors 
of the Saskatchewan Grain Growers’ 
association who had been present at- 
the annual convention of that associ­
ation in Saskatoon, which had just 
closed, were invited to attend the con­
ference.

viding that "the recommendations of 
the royal grain commission regarding 
reciprocal demurrage be acted upon, 
otherwise the conference opposed the 
deposit. The Conference also advocated 
adding a clause to tlie section provid­
ing that an order for a car may be 
cancelled and the $2 deposit forfeited 
if the applicant does not declare his 
intention and ability to load the car, 
and shall not commence lading within 
24 hours of the receipt of the car, to 
the effect that notice, of the cancella­
tion shall be posted on the order "bul­
letin in the station waiting room six 
hours before the order is caiicefled. 
They also advocated adding a clause 
providing that two or more farmers 
may apply for and load a car upon 
declaration of joint ownership.

As to Grain Classification.
With reference to the classification 

of grain the following recommenda­
tions were made by the conference:—

That No. 1 feed oats shall be sound 
except as to frost, shall contain not 
more than two per cent- of wheat nor 
more than one-half of one per cent, of 
other grain, shall be reasonably clean 
and shall weigh not less than 37 lbs. 
to the measured bushel.

“And whereas wo are of the opinion 
that this remedy suggested by l|!ie 
commission is inadequate to meet th 
requirements of a terminal system of 
elevators and maintain the public con­
fidence in the result obtained at such 
terminals.

Therefore be it resolved that we en­
dorse the findings of the said con­
ventions and strongly urge the Do­
minion Government to acquire, own 
and operate a complete system of ter­
minal storage elevators; and, further, 
that each of the executives of the 
above associations anpoint two dele­
gates to form a joint delegation to wait 
On the Dmmion Govornineht to pre­
sent the views of the grain growers of 
the three prairie provinces.”

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TWO MEASURES FOR THE 
WORKINGMEN.

Two of the most important measures 
like" y to emerge from the present ses­
sion of the Legislature deal with th 
conditions of labor in certain classes 
of occupation. One is the Compensa­
tion Act, the other the Eight Hour 
Bank to Bank lav/. Both emanate 
from the Government, one under the 
auspices of the Attorney-General, the 
other proposed, by the Minister of 
Public Works. Both arc in accord 
with the recommendations of the Coal 
Commission and perhaps owe theii 
introduction at this time to the impo 
tus given by the investigations and 
findings of that body. One proposes 
to shorten the hours of labor in an 
arduous and not always healthy cm 
ployment; the other extends pro'.ac 
tion to injured workmen of several 
classes of occupation and provides for 
their dependants in the event of their 
fatal injury.

The Compensation Act applies to 
persons engaged in factories, on rail­
roads, in mines or quarries and in 
building operations on buildings of 
more than usual height. It applies 
to all persons so engaged, whether 
doing manual or other labor, but not 
to persons doing other than manua- 
labor, whose wage or salary is more 
than $1,200 per year. Its purpose is 
to secure to injured workmen an in­
come during thek enforced idleness 
and to provide their families with 
financial assistance in case the in­
juries prove fatal. This it does -bv 
attaching financial liability to the 
employer in case ol accident to the 
employee. If the injury results in 
total or partial incapacity the employ­
er is required to pay to the injured an 
amount not exceeding 50 per cent, of 
his average wage, each weeh-after the 

, first fortnight. If death requite from 
the injury, the employer must pay to 
the dependants a sum equal to the 
earnings of the deceased in that em­
ployment during the three previous 
years, the sum not however to exceed 
$"1,500. If no dependants are left, the 
employer is required to pay $100 for 
medical attendance and funeral ex­
penses. If the injury results from 
fault of the employer the Act does not 
relieve him from liability to a civil 
action for damages. If through fault 
of the workman himeeli the employer 
is not held liable unless death ensues 
when compensation must be made to 
the dependants. In cases where a 
scheme for compensation already ex­
ists which is preferable to the work 
men, the Act does not apply.

" In appearance the Act imposes « 
severe burden on the large employer 
<jf labor, but in practice the burden 
will no doubt be found more appar­
ent than real. In other countries the 
result of such legislation has been

measure will require little defence : 
therefore to those who value men I 
more than coal. At the same time 
the burden of experimental evidence 
is that men working an eight hour 
day will actually produce more coal 
than those working ten or twelve 
hours, owing to the better health and 
spirits induced by a longer period in 
the world above ground and greater 
opportunity to develop the social and 
domestic relationships. While the 
measure affords a deserved relief to 
the miner it should be no Uss wel­
come to the operator who recognizes j 
that he will get better value from eight j 
hours work than from ten hours drud­
gery.

STOESSEL'S FATE.
Stoessel has teen condemned to 

death for surrendering Port Arthur. 
That at least is the cause assigned. 
The real reason is that a scapegoat 
must be provided to bear the criminal 
ineptitude of Russia's conduct oi the-| 
war. Unfortunately for Stoessel the 
men who bungled the war are the 
men who select the scapegoat. The | 
conviction of the Lieutenant-General 
draws attention to his courage; cour­
age displayed not more in defending i 
Port Arthur, while this was possible 
than in returning to Russia when it 1 
was no longer possible. If the judg­
ment of Stoessel matches his valor 
ho must have known that to return to 
Russia was to commit suicide; for the 
blunderers who had made further de­
fence of Port Arthur neither practi­
cable nor justifiable were certain tc 
attach the blame for its downfall to 
someone other than their respected 
solves. He had the choice of being 
killed in Russia or of living any­
where else. But to have lived abroad 
would have subjected him to accusa­
tions of cowardice and he chose to dis | 
in Russia rather than live elsewhere 
and be called a coward by the men 
w hose incompetence or cupidity had ! 
compassed liis downfall. The Grand j 
Dukes may murder Stoessel ; they can 
neither destroy the fact that lie de­
fended Port Arthur as long as patriot­
ism demanded or reason permitted ; 
nor can they impugn the courage that j 
dared their brutality rather than in­
cur their slander. Nor is it likely that 
they will inculcate a deeper loyalty 
among the soldiers of Russia by teach­
ing them that those who escape the 
enemy shall not escape the Czar.

The returning hero is not always 
received with open arms by an appre­
ciative and a grateful country. On 
the contrary he is sometimes met at 
the frontier by-a warrant, thrown into 
prison and dragged thence only to 1 - 
shot or hanged. Which mode of r. • 
ception is adopted in a particula 
case appears to depend very directly 
and very materially on the success 
or failure of the operations in wiiich 
the individual has been engaged. If 
the country has been successful, the 
individual is received as though his 
single arm and unaided prowess had 
accomplished the whole business ; bon­
fires blaze in the streets oi his native 
village ; he is exhibited to the multi 
tude clothed in the tattered h.ahila- 
ments of war, to the stirring strains 
of martial music and the flaring of 
torches ; the banquet board groans 
beneath the choicest of the land, while 
the dignitaries of the community in­
toxicate themselves in the reflected 
glory of the veteran and exhaust their

funds to carry on his war with Japan 
and the Hebrew bankers of Europe 
smiled at his discomforture and de­
clined to produce the cash. The Jew 
has been often assailed and ridiculed 
for his thrift; he has never been ac­
cused of lacking loyalty to his peo­
ple, and a first mortgage on the crown 
jewels would not have opened the 
vaults of the Jewish bankers of Lon­
don and Berlin to the murderer of the 
Hebrews at Kiev.

The Govern­
ment stands for an aggressive cam­
paign to secure desirable immigrants, 
coupled with stringent regulations to 
exclude undesirables; the Opposition 
in the House stand for blockading, re­
tarding and frustrating that effort 
without assuming the responsibility 
of demanding its supension; but div­
ers of their journals throughout the 
country demand its stoppage forth­
with, and alike Opposition members 
and journals characterize the immi­
grants who are coming as undesir­
able.

While 
the employer makes compensation di 
rectly, he is recouped by the insur­
ance policies of the injured workmen. 
The practical result is .therefore that 
workmen are insured against acciden­
tal disablement and their dependants 
against destitution in the case of a 
fatal accident- to the bread-winner, 
ïhis indeed is the merit of the! ra,ea- 
sufe ; it makes it of financial advan­
tage to" the employer to see that his 
employees are insured. At present 
the employer has no such concern, 
and it rests entirely with, the work­
man whether he carries insurance or 
hot. His family are "absolutely -de­
pendent on his foresight and thrift 
to make provision for the hour of 

•need.. It only too frequently happen» 
that the workman does not make 
such provision and when disablement 
ot death comes suffering and destitu­
tion,-fall upon his wife and children. 
The Compensation Act makes this 
provision for him. It provides insur­
ance for the workman and assurance 
for his family.

The measure introduced by tire Min 
is ter of Public Works proposes to es 
tablish an eight hour day for coal 
miners throughout the Province. At 
present the length of day varies in 
"different districts, some miners spend­
ing ten hours per day underground, 
"which means that during several win 
1er months these men scarcely ever 
Hée the sun except on Sundays and 
holidays. It does not require à medi­
cal expert to understand the evil ef­
fects of this protracted confinement

to convgy to him the unapproachably 
exalted position he occupies, in the 
public mind ; and all this quite re­
gardless of whether or not he contri­
buted in any conspicuous or tangible 
manner to the result of the conflict.

failure which they themselves brought 
upon Him. No one is quite so popular 
as the soldier on the winning side; 
no one suffers an indifference more 
icy. than lie who has fought in a los­
ing cause ; and no one is subjected to 
persecution quite so cruel as the veter­
an who is made answerable for de­
feat that was due not more to the 
valor tf his enemies than to the in­
competence of his superiors.

FOR A JOINT FALL FAIR.
At the conference of Strathcona and 

Edmonton representatives on Friday 
evening a proposal was made that the 
cities combine in holding an annual 
exhibition. A committee of the Ed 
monton Association was chosen to in­
terview the Strathcona Council and 
Board of Trade regarding the mat­
ter.

The proposal appears a good one, 
particularly if the exhibition could bo 
held in the fall. And presuming the 
willingness to co-operate there should 
bo little trouble in making it a fall 
fair. This indeed, would necessitate 
less readjustment of present arrange­
ments than to hold it at any other 
time. Strathcona has already a fall 
fair and Edmonton having practically 
abandoned the summer fair for the 
present season is open also to consiel 
et the advisability of a lair in tltc au­
tumn. The occasion, therefore, seems 
opportune for moving for d joint agri­
cultural fall exhibition.

The. advantages of a combined ex­
hibition as against individual fairs 
arc many and apparent. Singly nei 
tlier city can hope to conduct an ex­
hibition large enough to attract con 
siderablc attention among the people 
of distant Provinces, and those of 
even the nearer States, But in union 
we might well be able to do so, and 
by doing so make the fair a valuable 
means of promoting immigration and 
investment from very desirable quar­
ters. In an influx of either people 
or capital both cities and their trih­
utary districts are bound to benefit, 
and the benefit should be larger and 
better proportioned from one largr 
exhibition than from two smaller ones. 
Individual fairs, so far as they may 
be able to stimulate immigration or 
investment, do so rather by asserting 
the separation and perhaps the rival 
ries of the two cities than by present 
ing their essential unity as the com 
mcrcial and economic ceqtre of thc- 
Province. The Edmonton fair as an 
advertising factor is conducted for the 
benefit of Edmonton: the Strathcona 
exhibition for the benefit of Strath­
cona. In such arrangement the city 
which is able or willing to squander 
the most money on its* fair is the one 
which gets most benefit ; and it may 
well be doubted whether cither city 
alone can afford to make its exhibition 
famous enough to bring any very con 
siderable benefits in this way. Unit 
ed we should be able to put up a fail 
that would attract " attention, and 
bring tangible benefits to both cities.

This being an agricultural country 
the distinctive feature of its fairs 
should be displays of all kind of agri­
cultural products. Otherwise their 
educational value is lost to our owr. 
people and if this is lost we may well 
question whether the game is worth 
the candle. The original idea of an 
exhibition is a place where things are 
exhibited and exhibited in competi­
tion. The purpose is that the produc­
er may learn from liis competitor how 
to produce something better. The 
greater the number of competitors 
who can be brought together, the wid­
er the range of country they repre­
sent, and the greater the variety of 
products they display the greater 
must this educative value be. The 
number of exhibitors, the variety of 
exhibits and the distances from which 
exhibits -will be brought all depend 
very largely on the amount of induce­
ment lield out in the prize list. And 
as a joint exhibition would be able 
to offer very much more substantial 
inducements to exhibitors than either 
ot the individual fairs, it should have 
a comparatively greater benefit in 
stimulating. wholesome competition

and in spreading experimental knowl-> 
edge among the farmers.

In t-tie nature of things a fall fair
must surpass a summer show both 
as an educative medium for the farm­
er and as an advertising medium 
abroad. Enterprising and untiring as 
the Edmonton Exhibition Association 
have been and successful as theii 
fairs have been, the directors would 
probably be the first .to admit that 
the mid-summer exhibition -has neith­
er » been much of a school -for the 
farmer nor much of an exhibition of 
the country’s capabilities to the stran­
ger. This was in no way the fault of 
the Association or its directors. It 
was inevitable. The mid-summer fair 
shows no product of the soil at matur­
ity except perhaps grains and grasses 
of the preceding season, and these no­
body is particularly interested in. 
The farmer will not, and in many 
cases cannot, preserve samples of one 
season’s crop till the following mid­
summer. He has ho inducement .to 
do so aside from the value of the 
prize, because whether the crop was 
good or bad he has sold it before the 
fair and the .prize if won will not help 
him to get a better price for his 
grain. The fair, therefore, fails to se­
cure the interest of the farmer be 
cause it fails to really benefit him; 
and it fails to impress the stranger 
because at that season of the year 
we cannot “deliver the goods.”; The 
best we can do is show him what we 
expect to do two or three months later 
—and he has a lurking suspicion that 
many things may happen between 
July and harvest time.

Central Alberta is big enough and 
rich enough and enterprising enough 
"to put up am annual agricultural dis­
play that cannot be surpassed in the 
Dominion. But we must make the 
display when wo have the goods to 
show and when it is to the interest 
of the farmer to show them ; and to 
achieve the best we should -combine 
the energies of the twin" cities. We 
could scarcely desire a more favorable 
occasion to move in this direction than 
the present.

SHOWING THEM UP.
During the debate on the timber 

administration, Dr. McIntyre, M.P., 
of Strathcona turned the light on 
■ cme information the Opposition 
speakers were religiously neglecting 
to make public in their flambouyant 
speeches. The incident is thus record­
ed in the Toronto News,, a paper 
wose bitterest enemy would not ac­
cuse it of partiality toward the Fed­
eral Government.

Dr. McIntyre -scored very neatly 
upon Mr; Perley. The member for j 
Xrgenteuil had conf'-sstid that “in 
the days of hie youth” he had, 
about 1882, got a berth of fifty 
square miles for nothing ; but lie 
had found that there was no money 
in it.

Dr. McIntyre followed, and show­
ed that this limit which Mr. Perley 
had got and abandoned was tin- 
very Cedar Lake limit which A. W. 
Fraser had got in 1803 for $500. 
Thus he was able to establish the 
following situation :

In 1882 Mr. Perley got this limit 
for nothing—he paid one year’s 
ground rent, or $250—he had aban­
doned it—it was worthless.

In 1903 Mr. Fraser gets the same 
limit for $500—and the Opposition 
swears that it is worth $500,000.

The House was a good deal amus­
ed at this. . .. '
The amusement is entirely under-j 

standable. The House would be a 
peculiarly dyspeptic body if no ripple 
o: merriment had disturbed it at the 
spectacle presented by the member ior 
Argenteuil. A grind-stone would 
crack a smile at the solemn hypocrisy 
of the man. As a lumberman he 
sanctioned with the authority of suc­
cessful experience the representation 
or his friends that the Cedar Lake 
limit was worth a cold half million ; 
and all the time he knew that he 
himself had refused to take it for 
nothing, nay, had refused to keep it 
after he had taken it, had preferred 
to lose the $250 ground rent than pay 
another year’s ground rent, and take 
his chances on getting the $500 back.

Incidentally, experience has shown 
that Mr, Perley’s lumber judgment 
in younger days was better than liis 
political judgment in these latter 
times. It was not until 1903 that the 
Government could get $500 for the 
limit. Had Mr. Perley kept it he 
would have been paying in $250 per

itario despatches at the close of 
week continued to tell of rail­

ways blocked with snow. A passenger 
train hauled by two engines left Mon­
treal for Toronto, but got stalled at 
Burketon Junction, taking thirty 
hours to buffet its way through the 
drifts of the last mile. A relief train 
with two coach-loads of shovellers 
went from Toronto to the rescue, oc­
cupying twelve hours in making the 
forty-three miles.

How the relief special got through 
is told in graphic simplicity in a 
Montreal despatch :

The 43 mile trip of the snoiv shov­
ellers from Toronto to the Junction 
was memorable. Many times the 
snow piled up to the height of *the 
coach tops, brushing" the tail lights 
of the rear car. ^

At Locust Hill three trains and 
seven engines with two snow-plôws 
were waiting. Two of the heaviest 
engines sent out with a plow to 
break the drift would run back half 
a mile, would make about fifty 
yards, and then have to be dug out, 
back up, and then come on at full 
speed again. At the third attempt 
the plow mounted the drift, turned 
completely around, and tore off the 
trucks, and again rushed past. No­
body vyas hurt.

The second plow was then u-*cd, 
and managed to get through. The 
shovellers’ train followed slowly, 
and had to stôp frequently to bo dug 
out.
The sufferings of the crew read like 

a chapter from the experiences of an 
Arctic expedition :

The worst experience was just at 
6 a.m. to-day. The train was in an 
exposed cut, the blizzard so strong, 
it was impossible to -see thirty yards 
and the cold was terrible. Numbers 
of men had their hands and faces so 
badly frozen that they were unable 
to ^o out again. One young man’s 
neck was covered with blood from 
frozen'ears ; others cried with pain 
from frozen hands and cheeks. They 
had no idea what to do, and came 
into the warm car. They were com­
pletely unprepared for the cold. Hot 
coffee and sandwiches were provid­
ed by the company. The men were 
usually fairly willing to work, with 
some exceptions, but suffered most 
severely. Many wrapped their 
hands in rags.
Meantime what about the West, the 

country indissolubly associated with 
*ur coats, frost bites and blizzards in 
thé Mind of the dweller ih this mild 
and equable climate of Ontario? Not 
even file Toronto dailies- could dig 
up a story of a train blockade on the 
prairies with which to console their 
distressed readers. That those entiy- 
prising journals could not find news 
o/ this character is the best possible 
assurance that it was not to be found 
and that no conditions existed which 
offered the raw material for the manu­
facture of such news.

While the double-header express 
was buffeting its way into Burketon 
Junction at the raté of thirty hours 
per mile, while the shovellers were 
shivering and shovelling about their 
entombed special, and the enow-plow 
was performing its eccentric manoeu­
vres on an eighteen foot drift at Lo­
cust Hill, an April sun was shining 
down on Ednjonton, on bare walks 
and running gutters, on streets from 
which the snow was fast disappear­
ing, on ladies promenading in spring 
wraps and even going about their 
business without, overcoats. Nor was 
this any very marked change from the 
prevalent temperature of the winter ; 
rather a seasonable and gradual 
change due to the growing power of 
the sun. Throughout the entire sea­
son building operations have been 
scarcely interrupted by cold, and 
only for a brief period has the snow 
been deep enough for good sleighing.

of refuge for distressed Oppositions 
in Canada during late years. At Ot- 
taw£ 'it crops up regularly at every 
session. At Edmonton it has been 
employed at every meeting of the As­
sembly, and both at Ottawa and at 
Edmonton its employment has become 
a tacit admission that the Opposition 
have nothing particular to say ,but 
feel that the proprieties make it en­
cumbent upon them to Isay some­
thing. It is a convenient phrase, 
sufficiently vague and meaningless 
that it may be pressed into, service 
on almost any occasion without in­
curring recrimination or inviting cen­
sure, and yet with a certain apparent 
promise of public sympathy if rightly 
turned. Hence to Mr. Robertson it 
offered the dual advantages of enabl­
ing him to go through the appropri­
ate motions, and at the same time to 
attest his party loyalty by employing 

-the phrase in which his Federal lead­
er gracefully informs the country 
that he has nothing of moment to 
contribute to the discussion or no 
vital amendment to propose to the 
measure of the" Government.

When the Honorable .Gentleman 
left this comfortable platitude and 
undertook to state his explicit dis­
agreement with the measure he speed­
ily dispelled any doubts as to why he 
was opposing it. Here it speedily 
became apparent that the Honorable 
Gentleman was twice puzzled—once 
to know why he objected to the 
Clauses, and again to know why he 
wanted something different. Of this 
alone he was certain—that the meas­
ure was an iniquitous contrivance to 
favor the employer as against the em­
ployee. Why he thought so had ap­
parently not yet been revealed to him. 
Whatever light may come to him dur­
ing the progress of the debates, the 
fact remains unobscured and unob- 
scurable that when the Government 
proposed this measure for the better­
ment of the working man, the Oppos­
ition leader declared his hostility to­
ward it, but could give no valid and 
tangible reason for liis antipathy. If 
such . reasons existed then was the 
time to state" them. That he declined 
to state them can only mean that they 
did not exist or that fliey were not oi 
a nature to be announced: in other 
words, that- he was opposing, for tliq 
sake of opposing and in the hope, not 
of improving the measure, but of us­
ing the measure to fish for votes.

Now this is the third session of the 
Provintiial Legislature. Both mem­
bers of the Opposition have been 
regularly in attendance at each ses­
sion, and both have freely proposed 
measures embodying their views on 
important public questions. But 
when did a proposal tor a Compensa­
tion Act, good, bad, or indifferent, 
come from these gentlemen? When 
a resolution declaring that such Act 
should be passed ? Or a motion 
memorializing the Government to look 
into the matter and determine whe­
ther such Act were wise or necessary? 
Nothing of the kind has come from 
either the member for High River or 
his energetic colleague from Rosebud. 
So far as their efforts have gone the 
working men of the Province might 
whistle for compensation. It re­
mained for the Government to take 
the initiative—and when they did so 
the Opposition directly fell upon the 
measure, shouting that it was a 
malicious plot to ensnare#the work­
ing man. Well, supposing the meas- 
use the most poorly constructed, or 
the most maliciously designed ever 
passed by any Parliament, it can 
scarcely fail to secure compensation 
to at least one injured -workman, or 
to at least one family bereft of the 
bread-winner., And if it does this 
much it will have accomplished just 
that touch more than the Opposition 
have done, have tried to do, 'or have 
shown any inclination of a desire to 
do in their three years as members 
of the Législature.

but it is not likely to come, as decent 
conduct has no part in the Journal's 
programme, and if it corrected its 
misrepresentations the paper would 
have to be enlarged.

A “MULTIPLIED” SCANDAL.
Toronto Globe—In the course of Mr.

S fton’e speech he dealt with a state­
ment made by Mr. Ames that the 
limits at Cormorant Lake would yield 
six or seven million 'eet u* lumber pet- 
square mile. As soon as Mr. Sift.n 
took up this phase of the cast M, . 
Ames hastened to say that he had 
been misreported. What, be haci »r: | 
was that the calculation r(ft rred t., 
sortie places in the limit. Mr. t jft.ni 
went on to say that it ivas not tor him 
(Mr. Sifton) to make Mr. Ames* cor­
rections. Anyone in the West wi o 
knew anything about the timber areas 
would agree that calculations of the 
member for St. Antoine were absurd.
A half-mile or one square mile might 
b - ‘ound that would give two or thiv* • 
million feet, but if the lumberman 
buying limits in that country averag­
ed one million feet to the square Mile 
hr was doing well. There was no 
si ch value in those limits, Mr. Sifton 
added, as the opposition would like 
to have "believed.

Trl.r statement of Mr. Sifton’s'is strik­
ingly confirmed by a communication 
appearing in the Ottawa Free Press 
horn Mr. H. McDonald, a member of 
the firm o£ McDonald & Frith. Mr. 
McDonald characterizes some of the 
assertions in the speeches of Messrs. 
Ames, Perley and other members of 
parliament as grossly misleading. 
With regard to one of Mr, Ames’ al­
leged “facts,” Mr. McDonald writes :

“Mr. Ames is reported as having 
stated that Cormorant Lake limit pro- . 
b ibly contains six or seven, million 
to the square mile, and I hope he is 
correct in his figures. However, I 
have to say to him, that if he can find 
that quantity on it any time before 
tiie end of this year of our Lord he 
can have one-half of" it for his 
trouble.”

With regard to Mr. Parley’s state­
ments, Mr. McDonald says:—

“For Mr. Perley, who is himself a 
lumberman and should know the 
value of timber, there is even a big­
ger bargain. He deals in large fig­
ures in reference to that ‘sacrifice,’ as 
he was" pleased to call it/of 125 square 
miles near the pass,’ and which, he 
says, is held today at $375,000. That 
very limit Mr. Perley can have for 
$75,000 without the $300,000 at all, or 
if too small for his personal consider­
ation, if he can induce some of his 
friends to buy it for $375,000 he can 
have that trifling $300,000 (that falls 
from his tongue so glibly) as a com­
mission.”

He goes on to complain that an en­
deavor was made in opposition 
speeches to create the impression that 
his firm were speculators, whereas the 
truth is that they have for the past 
three or four years been- operating 
large saw and planing mills and at 
the present time are giving employ­
ment" to over three hundred men.

Mr. Ames’ alleged discoveries have 
been called mare’s nests. When it is 
considered that a large part of the 
quadruple column head lines in Con­
servative journals have been built on 
what he now claims was misreporting 
it will be agreed that the phrase was 
not out of place. Mr. Perley, M.P.. 
occupies an equally preposterous posi­
tion. It has been shown that one of 
the berths upon which Mr. Ames lias 
set one of his fancy prices was part 
of a berth for which Mr. Perley got 
a license during the Conservative re­
gime, but after holding it six years, 
only paying one yoarls ground rent, 
lie gave it up. Did Mr. Perley let a 
property worth $500,009 slip through 
liis fingers ? He lias a great deal of 
assurance to stand up in parliament 
giving countenance to the absurd 
statements made on his side of the 
House in view of his own personal re­
cord on the matter. Messrs. Oliver 
and Sifton made a perfect defence of 
the government’s position, as any un­
prejudiced person will admit who 
takes the trouble to read the debate 
in Hansard,- It is good reading.

The Opposition leader, or senior 
leader, stepped gingerly around the 
Compensation Act on Friday in an 
endeavor to occupy two positions at 
once. ■Considerations of a political 
nature enjoined him to assure the 
working men of the Province that lie 
was not opposed to their interests ; 
while the necessity of justifying his 
position as an opponent of the Gov­
ernment constrained him to oppose 
the measure submitted for better safe­
guarding those interests,

. ... . . That the hostility of the Honorable

KAISER CUTS FREE LIST.

To Have Society Nights at Royal 
Opera in Berlin.

Berlin, Feb 19—The emperor has 
directed that the free list and the sale 
of tickets to the public for the royal 
opera be suspended for six ’evenings 
in February and March, so thqt what 
is called “society night” may be held.

For the special evenings tickets will 
be allotted, to subscribers according 
to their social rank, subscribers whose 
names are on the court list tying ac­
corded the first privileges.

The object of the emperor in taking 
this step is to add to the brilliancy 
of the social season,and because many 
complaints have been made that it is 
most difficult to secure satisfactory 
seats.

The emperor maintains the opera 
out of his private purse, and has a 
permanent free list of four hundred, 
probably the largest free list of any 
theatre in the world.

The emperor spent nearly $1,000.- 
000 more in 1907 on grand operr and 
comic opera at the royal theatres of 
Berlin and Weisbaden than the re­
ceipts amounted to. ,

STRATHCONA MAY HAVE

GOVERNMENT TELEPHONES

Question Now Being Taken Up By 
Mayor Mills and Department of 
Public Works and Proposition 
From Government Expected
(From. Wednesday’s Bulletin.),

There is a strong probability that 
Strathcona may cancel its contract 
with Edmonton in reference to the 
new telephone system and allow the 
provincial government to install a 
branch of its system in the city.

There is considerable dissatisfac­
tion in the university city over the 
long delay in the installation of the 
new phones in Strathcona and many 
of the ratepayers feel that they can 
receive greater satisfaction from the, 
local government than from the 
Capital city.

Mayor Mills has been negotiating 
with the local government for the past 
three months and is authority for the 
statement that the matter is now in 
such shape that a proposition will 
soon be forthcoming from the govern­
ment.

T fully expect,” said the Mayor, 
“that Hon. Mr. Cushing, minister of 
public works, will appear before the 
council next week and submit a de­
finite proposition. It will then be for 
the council to consider whether they 
shall cancel the contract with Edmon­
ton or wait for the phones for perhaps 
a year longer.”

The idea of, treating with the local 
government was first brought to the 
attention of Strathcona people by the 
inaugural letter of the Mayor at the 
first meeting of the present city coun­
cil. Since that time ry> public , dis­
cussion has takeh.place, out the Mayor 
has been working away quietly,:,and 
in his own words, “the matter ie now 
coming on very well.”

STEPS TAKEN TO GIVE
CHEAPER ELECTRIC LIGHT

Large Amount of Arrearages
Strathcona Electric Lighting Will 
Be at Once Collected and Steps 
Taken to Keep Bills Paid.

The regular session of the Strath­
cona City Council last night was not 
fruitful of any business of decided im­
portance. The only questioh of great 
interest discussed xvas that of cheaper 
electric light rates to be brought about 
by a collection of past due rates, noxv 
amounting to over five thousand dot 
lars, and afterxvards a reorganization 
of the electric light department to 
permit of expeditious collecting of 
the rates when thby come due.

It was decided to give the fire and 
light committee power to collect the 
bills overdue and to take such steps 
as xvill insure rates being paid in 
future, with fifteen days of due date.

Mayor Mills was in the chair last 
night, and all tire aldermen but J. G. 
Tipton were present. Harley Clark 
was clerk, in the absence of his father, 
Secretary-treasurer Clark.

Communications.
The most important communication 

was from A. Garbe and A. M. Kent, 
managers of the rink, who xvrotë pro­
testing against the action of the Chief 
of Police in forcing his xvay into the 
rink on two occasions at recent hockey 
matches, The rink managers stated 
that they did not want the chief at the 
rink.

The letter xvas referred to the city 
hall, market and. police committee for 
report at next meeting.

A number of other letters with re­
ference to bills and drafts were hand­
ed over to the finance committee to be 
dealt xvith.

The Accounts.
The accounts submitted were as fot

The Mayor gave an explanation 
with reference to the account for $40 
of Thomas Anderson, xvhose property 
near the Strathcona Brewery had been 
overflowed by water from that plant. 
An agreement had been made between 
Mr. Anderson and the brexvery, but 
noxv he had a bill of $40 as solicitor’s 
costs, which he claimed the city should
pay.

After some discussion it xvas agreed 
that the sum be paid as soon as the 
money was available.

Testing City Water.
Alderman Baalim asked if the city 

xvater had been yet tested, and the 
Mayor replied that all ratepayers hail 
been notified that if they had any 
fault to find to notify the medical 
health officer, and the water would be 
tested free of cost by the government.

The Mayor said the ladies of tire 
Hospital Board had asked for free 
light for their ball next Friday night. 
This had been granted at last year’s 
ball. The cost of the light would 
come to about $7. The request was 
granted.

The Mayor said that the Medical 
Health Officer had impressed on him 
several times the necessity of having 
the children of the city schools vac­
cinated.

The question of the purchase of a 
team for the city works was consider­
ed at some length by the council. At 
the present time a team xvas supplied 
by the city foreman, Mr. Painter, at 
the rate of $4.50 for man and horse 
together. It xvas figured out that tire 
profit made by Mr, Palmer xvas yearly 
$436, but against this must be charg­
ed cost of purchase, risk of loss, wear 
and tear, etc. It xvas, ultimately re­
commended that the matter be left 
over, but it xvas generally understood 
that the board xvas in favor of retain­
ing :Mv. Palmer’s team.

The question of xvater draining off 
roofs of buildings on to the sidewalks 
xvas referred to the city engineer, xvith 
poxver to act.

Alderman Cameron asked xvith re­
ference to the seax-enging, and both 
he and Alderman Sheppard expressed 
some dissatisfaction xvith the present 
method. Alderman Cameron suggest­
ed that when the present contract ex­
pired tenders should be again called 
for, and a lower rate than last year be 
obtained if possible.

The council then adjourned to meet 
again next Thursday evening for the 
consideration of the estimates for the 
present year.

Untrue Press Report.
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(From Thursday’s Bulletin.)
The six months’ hoist Was yesterday 

given Mr. Robertson’s- absurdly ’ in­
genuous bill to amend the University 
Act. his plea for amendment having 
been shown to be without point and 
aeainst all established custom of state- 
owned institutions under responsible 
government, while his arguments, 
based on American universities, were 
amusingly inapt.

This most recent effort of the mem­
ber for High River was, said one 
speaker, the most remarkable of his 
series this session in the variance of 
it- avowed aims and its actual reve­
lations on development. Mr. Robert­
son had forcibly enunciated as his 
principle, said the member for Leth­
bridge, that higher education should 
be divorced from party politics— 
though in this instance he had termed 
party politics what was a phase of 
the administration of responsible 
government.

In illustrating his contention, Mr. 
Robertson had quite defeated his own 
argument, the member for Red Deer 
held. In a survey of American in­
stitutions of higher education he had, 
said this member, only informed the 
House that, with the exception of Har­
vard and other institutions founded 
and endowed by private means, higher 
institutions of learning supported out 
of the public funds were not in the 
hands of any one class of people, but 
were indirectly controlled by the pa. ty 
in power in each state or province, 
who were in their turn responsible to 
the people. •

Mr. Robertson, ingenuously ga.bed 
as a reformer, protested that not only 
five members of the new university 
senate should be elected by the uni­
versity graduates of the province in 
convocation, but that all 15 elective 
members should be so appointed. He 
objected strongly to the present 
statute that ten members of the sen­
ate, chosen from the business and pro­
fessional classes, shall be appointed 
by the Lieutenant Governor in Coun­
cil. He approved, however, of the 
majority of the board of control in 
American universities being appoint, 
ed solely by the governor of each 
state f In securing his information, 
Mr. Robertson had apparently failed 
to note that a state governor across 
the boundary is a party candidate 
elected by a party vote !

The Premier Speaks.
The Premier called Mr. Robertson’s 

attention to this fact, that the official 
actions of an American state governor 
clcsely approximated the duties and 
scope of the functions of the “Lieut.- 
Governor in Council” here. He en­
quired of the member for High River 
why he had not instanced the system 
of Toronto University, an institution 
of which Canada was proud, and which 
after many years of study and experi­
ence had evolved a system of control 
entirely similar to that planned for 
the new Albertan university.

Mr. Boyle, in a pertinent speech, set 
forth the principle that under Can­
ada’s truly democratic form of public 
administration, a government answer- 
able to the people is elected by the 
people to conduct their affairs. Every 
minister of the crown is a responsible 
agent of the people, and must not 
shift his responsibilities elsewhere.

This question of the extension of the 
city boundaries came up before no 
meeting until the one held just pre­
viously to the members taking their 
seats1 yesterday.

He had then acted as the represen­
tative of the people who lived north 
of the city and who were in his con­
stituency, he said. In so far as the 
G.T.P. was concerned about this terri­
tory, he had nothing to say. They 
had been notified of the city’s inten­
tions and were able to take care of 
themselves. With the small property 
holders there it was another matter, 
and he felt that the interests oi these 
people should be safeguarded.., With 
this aim he had asked in the -House 
the day before that this bill be con­
sidered by the standing orders com­
mittee. This had been promptly at­
tended to that day, and the city was 
notified that notices should be put up 
for the next few days in those parts 
of the country asked to come into the 
eitv, and the people of that territory 
bp given a chance \to be heard. The 
bill would then come before the House 
in proper order.

In conclusion, Mr. Boyle asked the 
Journal to correct this report. They 
must have been, he said, imposed 
upon by some one, and the story was 
absolutely a iabrication.

Premier Denies It.
This insinuation that the govern­

ment was working in the interests of 
the G.T.P. was also noted by the Pre­
mier, who informed the House that no 
man had been given an interview by 
the government as implied in this 
paragraph.

Hon. Mr. Cross, the member lor Ed­
monton, recalled the fact that he had 
personally taken the most active part 
in endeavoring to secure, at the city’s 
request, that this land, which the 
G.T.P. line and yards will cross, 
should come within the city’s boun­
daries.

Rosenrpll’s "Act to incorporate the 
Scandinavian Hospital in Wutaski- 
win.”

Mr. Robertson on Senate.
Mr. Robertson (High River), rising 

to move the second reading of his bill, 
stated that as the University Act now- 
read the senate of that institution 
would be composed of the minister oi 
education, the chancellor, and five 
members elected by the convocation of 
graduates and 10 members appointed 
by the Lieutenant Governor in Coun­
cil.

He averred the convocation should 
have more power—should# elect 15 
members instead of 5—because the pre­
sent plan left too much control in the 
hands of the government.

This was an idea that had occurred 
to him on a closer study of the uni­
versity act, which had been passed in

by the senate. In ■'Michigan the en­
tire board of control was elected by a 
vote of the electors at large. In 
Illinois, out of 12 on the board of con­
trol, nine were elected by the voters 
at large.

For an educational institution to be 
under the control of party politics, 
said Mr. Robertson, was to hamper it, 
to cripple it. As the people of the 
province would have to pay the bills 
for running the university it was only 
fair they should have the control of 
it, said Mr. Robertson in a further 
bubble of eloquence that was only to 
be fricked later by Mr. Simmons and 
Mr. Boyle reminding him that to 
hand over the control of the university 
to the university graduates of Alberta 
was to take it out of the hands of the 
people at large and give it to one 
privileged class; and that the govern­
ments were not in this age and coun­
try the organized enemies of the peo­
ple, but their representatives, elected 
by them and responsible to them.

Legislatures, said Mr. Robertson, 
are subject to change. If in Alberta 
this body, directly or indirectly, con­
trols the appointment of the -senate, 
this liability to change might affect 
the personnel ol the university staff 
and hinder its work. He argued that 
the enti e group of 15 members should 
be elected by the graduates of this 
province, who were found here in the 
variousxwalks in life.

Premier Rutherford Replies.
The Premier, on rising, expressed 

his pleasure that the member for High 
River had evinced liis interest in tne 
University Act by bringing up any of 
its measures for reconsideration. Un­
fortunately for Mr. Robertson, how­
ever, the chief argument of his speech 
was the- strongest argument against his 
own case. He would like to inform 
the member for High River that the 
board of control, or board of trustees, 
as they are sometimes called, was in 
American universities mainly appoint­
ed by the state’s governor, whose 
official duties corresixmded with that 
of the Lieutenant Governor in Coun­
cil here. In Ohio, for instance, with 
the exception of two or three mem­
bers, the trustees were all selected by 
the governor.

But, he asked, why had not the 
honorable member cited an instance 
of a successful university nearer 
home—Toronto, for instance. It was 
successfully conducted by a senate 
and board of governors, a mixed body- 
consisting not only of graduates, but 
other capable, men representing pretty- 
well all the industrial pursuits of tho 
province. . According. to the Univer­
sity Act of 1906, passed by the present 
Conservative administration in On­
tario, the Lieutenant Governor in 
Council appointed 18 members to the 
board of governors, which also in­
cluded the chancellor and president.

He was pleased to inform the. House 
that the convocation soon to be held 
here would be attended by 366 gradu­
ates of British universities, about 100 
move than in the sister province of 
Saskatchewan, and he looked forward 
to a highly creditable future for the 
Alberta University.

Educational affairs, while under the 
supervision of the state, should be, 
said the Premier, kept quite distinct 
and apart from party politics, and he 
hoped it might always remain so in 
Alberta. If the member for High 
River had enquired, he might find 
that even those who do not see eye to 
eye with the government in the matter 
of politics would find their place in 
connection with the- new university-. 
He trusted, too, that a number of good 
Conservatives would be elected to the 
s6Ba*6.

Party politics should have no place, 
and had ho place, in the province in 
educational affairs. Further, when 
the university w-as got into working 
condition he felt there might be vari­
ous amendments needed to the Uni­
versity Act, and he would welcome 
any of practical value from the mem­
ber for High River.

The Premier then moved that tne 
bill be considered six months hence.

W. C. Simmons Speaks.
W. C. Simmons, member for Leth­

bridge, with considerable feeling, pro­
tested against Mr. Robertson going 
across the boundary to find among the 
universities of the western states 
model inetitutions whereby the organ­
ization of Alberta university might be 
patterned, and against his instancing 
no Britisli universities. Were there 
not sufficient good universities in 
British dominions from which ideas

eLading up to the matter in hand, 
he went to the United States educa­
tional system for illustrations, stat­
ing that there the state had met two 
great problems and grappled with 
them successfully. One was the in­
terference of church with the State in 
educational matters, the other that of 
the undue interference of tbs govern­
ments in education in the various 
states. It had been felt that educa­
tion should be ireed from party poli­
tics, and they had grappled with that 
problem, especially in the Western 
States. In most of the universities 
education had been absolutely divorc­
ed from party politics.

Harvard’s board of control was ap­
pointed by the graduates of that uni-

examinations and various other mat­
ters. According to Mr. Robertson's 
plan all that the people of Alberta or 
their elected representatives would 
have to do with the university would 
be to supply the funds to run it. The 
members of the legislature might go 
there to the assembly and humbly and 
meekly vote the province’s money to 
this senate, which, according to the 
member for High River, should be 
chosen irom one class of citizens num­
bering less than 400

Mr.Simmons referred to the pathetic 
appeal Mr. Robertson had made con- 
ceininfe the separation of church and 
state in educational matters, when 
Mr. Robertson interrupted to say ho 
had made no special plea for church 
and state to be separated on this.

“Then,” said Mr. Simmons, “what 
bearing had your remarks on the dis­
cussion?” *

“I was only referring to the prob­
lem that the American people had to 
grapple with in this matter of church 
and state on educational matters.. I 
gave no opinion on it.”

“Then why bring it up?” queried 
Mr. Simmons. But to return to our 
subject, if we are to borrow from the 
noble American system oi the divorce 
of politics from educational affairs, as 
represented, what of their mode of 
electing school superintendents and 
even trustees oi ofty schools on the 
same day as their political represen­
tatives. Shall Alberta be invited to 
elect its educational officials on party 
tickets?

In regard to Mr. Robertson's plan 
that the graduates have control of the 
university, why so limit the class from 
which the senate may be elected? Why 
not include the school principals and 
trustees everywhere, men who are tak­
ing the most active interest in educa­
tional affairs?

It seems to me that the" election 
of five members and a chancellor 
irom among the graduates give this 
class a very fair representation,w-hich 
thc-y may exert to good effect if they 
will. But wfe need on this senate a 
wider representation than these 366 
graduates will permit of—a balanced 
representation of the various classes 
—industrial, agricultural and profes­
sional, of this province.”

Mr. Simmons closed what was a 
most vigorous and pointed speech by 
inviting Mr. Robertson to study tire 
system of organization in Toronto un­
iversity, a successful British state- 
owned and state-controlled univers­
ity.

Seems to be Opinion of Charles E. 
Taylor, Who has Returned to 

Edmonton.

(From Thursday’s Bulletin.)
Charles E. Taylor, the electrical ex­

pert sent by the city council of Ed­
monton to investigate the Lorimer and 
Strowger telephone systems, returned 
to Edmonton via the C.N.R. early this 
morning. He has been absent from 
the city nearly a month in connection 
with telephone questions.

Mr. Taylor left the city in January 
a Lorimer man, but he has returned a 
convert to a large extent to the Strow­
ger system. When seen by a Bulle­
tin representative this morning he 
naturaly was adverse to making any 

; statement on the question till -his 
! official report was submitted to the 
commissioners.

“When I left here,” said Mr. Tay­
lor, "my instructions were to go to 
Toronto and check the shipment of 
the, Edmonton plant of the Lorimer 
and also report upon the state of 
readiness at which the plant was. 
These questions have been dealt with 
in previous reports. I was later in- 
stiucted to proceed to Chicago and 
look into the Strowger system. My 
report on the later is not yet ready, 
but will be prepared in a day or two.

“The Strowger is altogether different 
from what it was when the contract 
was made two years ago with tlie 
Lorimer people. Then it had the 
great fault ’of local batteries for each 
telephone. Now if. is a central 
energy. Their scheme of branch lines 
is also superior to anything the Lori­
mer people have yet in operation, but 
the latter company say they will soon 
have this improvement to their sys­
tem completed.”

“What about the legal aspect of the 
Lorimer contract?" asked the re­
porter.

“This I will not discuss,” was the 
reply. “I am going to confine myself 
entirely to the electrical end. I may 
say, however, that the Canadian Ma­
chine Company do not show and vin­
dictiveness towards the Edmonton 
council for cancelling the old con­
tract."

CAMPBELL VS. GAINER.

VETERAN MISSIONARY TELLS OF 
OLDEN TIMES.

(From Tuesday’s Bulletin.)
The Canadian club filled Cronn’s 

Club cafe again to its utmost capieity 
this afternoon at the usual fortnightly 
luncheon. The speaker of the occasion 
was "the veteran missionary and old- 
timer of Western Canada, Father La- 
combe, of Pineher Creek. No more 
picturesque figure than tlie old white- 
haired missionary oi sixty years’ ex­
perience among the western Indians, 
has ever appeared before an Edmon­
ton audience and hie address this aft­
ernoon of almost an hour rvas listen­
ed to with deepest attention.

The chair was occupied by the pre­
sident, Wm. Short, and many promin­
ent men were present, including His 
Honor Lieut. Governor Bulyea.

The reverend father expressed his 
pleasure at being present at a meet­
ing of the Canadian club, organized 
for thé general good of the country. 
He was a French Canadian, born 
along the shores of the St. Lawrence, 
and so he claimed Canada as his own. 
In his veins was tlie blood of the In­
dian to a small extent, for, according 
to tho legend away back in the past 
a girl had been stolen from the French 
by the Algonquins and as she grew 
up she married an Indian chief and 
had two sons. One of those sons, it 
is said, was the great granduncle of 
his grandmother—and so lie could 
claim some Indian ancestry.

On the 19th. of September, 1849, for 
the first time he put his root on the 
banks of the North Saskatchewan at 
tho present site of Edmonton. A few 
weeks before he was ordained a young 
missionary at Montreal.

FRANCE IS SURPRISED.

That Russia Should Enter Into Agree­
ment With Germany.

Paris, Feb, 19.—Considerable uneasi­
ness is felt here at the new turn of af­
fairs in the near east and particularly 
at the apparent agreement reached by 
Germany and Russia to act outside of 
the conference of the powers. The offi­
cial sentiment appears to be that of 
surprise, that Russia should have acted 
without first notifying her ally, and it 
is understood that official communica­
tions are now lieing exchanged lietween 
Paris and * St. Petersburg. The French 
foreign office views with distrust any­
thing of the nature of* a reapproacliment 
lietween Germany and Russia and fears 
I he latter may contemplate bartering 
common interests of Europe in Macedo­
nia for a concession in the Balkans.
