PAYING AS WE GO.

A warship is not in the nature of a

permanent asset.’ Not only is the
money put ifito it “lost” money in the
business sense, but the investinent
must be made over and over again.
So rapid is the progress of naval arch-
itecture that when a° warship cele-
brateg its fifteenth birthday it must
be discarded. To maintain it longer
would be to waste money on a useless
hulk. It must'be replaced. In a long
period of years the total cost of a
fleet bécomes many times the cost of
the vessels included in it at any time.
Thus if a Central American Republic
felt the swell of nava! ambition and
indulged it to the extent of keeping
one first-class warship always swinging
at anchor, during the course of a cen-
tury. the Republic would have put
probably 35 million dollars into war-
ships, though never at any time hav-
ing more than one ship, worth 5 mil.
iion dollars, and would have at the
end of the century a ship 10 years out-
oi-date.
The danger o building a fleet as a
capital expenditure or with borrowed
money is apparent. It pays no divi-
dends, and the investmeént accumu-
lates very rapidly though the number
of ships remains the same. If nations
always paid their notes when these
fall due the peril would be much les
sened, but like an individual, a coun-
try is sometimes obliged to renew its
paper. 'And if the hypothetical Re-
public alluded to had ‘been doing its
naval construction on credit and had
failed to cash the bonds when present-
ed at any point during the century, ils
people would have quickly found
themselves in one of two very undesir-
able positions. They would either
have a worn-out ship and a 5 millien
Collar debt, or a 5 million dollar ship
and a 10 million dollar debt.

If a country cannot afford to pay
for its fleet as it is built, the chances
are that it would not be in any better
position to pay for it in future. It is
satisfactory to find that Ganada’s rev-
enues are large enough to provide the
money needed for making a beginning
oi the fleet without adding any of the
amount to the public debt. It is to
bz hoped the policy can be followed.
ior it is the one by which Great Bri-
tain has built up her tremendous navy
without encroaching on her credit.

Mz, Byron E. Walker, on returning
from a trip to England, reminds Can-
adians that it is bad for one’s credit
to sell gold-plated bricks. He couples
this with the assurance that Canadi-
ans, have never been guilty of ped-
dling this-commeodity to the British
investor, but the warning some way
sounds:louder than the assurance. In
any event the advice is excellent and
comes from a splendid source.

The policemen at the doors of the
House of Lords do not know by sight
many of the members of that body. In
this country that would be counted a
pretty good reason for either abolish-
ing the House or Lords or for cutting
off the non-attending members. Why
a man should hold a vote in a legis
lative body whose sessions he regu-
iarly, avoids is somtthing of a mystery.
It certainly speaks little for one’s
public spirit that the only thing that
can draw him inside the doors of the
House to which he belongs is the
threat to tax his Ceer park and motor
cars.

The Strathcona Plaindealer takes
the position that Strathcona should
contribute nothing toward the high
level bridge unless an understanding
is given to reduce fares on the inter-
urban line #o0 5 cemts. In the course
of an editorial on the subject it says::
‘““We believe the council of this city
“made a great mistake when they al-
“lowed the Edmonton council the alter-
““native of submitting a bylaw for $30,
“000 uncondilionally or $40,000 with

TO TAX THE IDLE LAND.

J. R. Boyle, B .P.P., made a good
suggestion to the councillors of local
improvement - distriets in convention
at Strathcona the other day. This
suggestion the councillors took up and
embodied in a resolution to be sub:
mitted to the Provincial Legislature
asking for the necessary legislation to
bring it into effent

In briei, the proposal was that rural
councils be empowered to levy a sur-
tax on the unoocupied land in their
district, the proc‘-eedas to .go to_the
funds of the district. This the coun-
cillors turned into a resolution asking
for power to levy such extra tax,
amounting to not less than two cents
per acre. the proceeds to go to the
improvement of roads.

This proposal is somewhat along the
lines of the much«discussed British
budget, for it proposes to take from
the owners of idle land some part of
the value which is given to such land
by the industry and enterprise of the
people of the surrounding community.
The justification of the proposal lies
in the fact that it is from this industry
and enterprise the land derives |its
value. “The land, without the sur-
rounding people, would be worthless.
It*is because the people are there and
are putting capital and labor into pro-
ductive effort that it is valuable and
is becoming more and more valuable.
It seems reasonable that some part of
the wvalue created by their exertions
and withasit any assistance from the
holder of the idle land should be de-
voted to the general benefit of the
district.

But in anothér sense the proposal
is simply a measure of self-defence,
designed to recoup the farmers insome
degree for the disadvantages they suf-
fer and the extra expense to which
they are sometimes put because the
land is left idle.” Unused land pre-
vents close settlement. I4 leaves and
maintains a gap in the midst frequent-
ly of an otherwise well populated dis-
trict. It often delays the organiza-
tion of a scheol district. ' It prevents,
or tends to prevent, the establishment
of ehurches and the development of
social life in the community which
makeg the way of the settler and his
family mo=e attractive, or which. to
put it another way, relieves pioneer
life of much of its hardship. To the
families of the settlers these are very
real handicaps, and it is neot unreas-
onable that some¢ monetary compen-
sation should be made to the com-
munity fx- the disadvantages thrown
upon its pcople.

Land nolding of this character
strikes the settler in another way and
another spot. The Government grant
to schiools in this Province is deter-
mined in part by the attendance at
the schools. The school with large at-
tendance gets a large grant. The one
with few scholars receives less assist-
ance. It follows that the fortunate dis-
trict is that in which every farm is
occupied by a family having children
of school age. Every quarter section
held out of use prevents the presence
of a family and decreases the school
population which - might otherwise
be found gn the district. When the
amount r,f’lanxl so held runs into sev-
eral sections the loss to the school
district i very material.

Both the settler and the Provincial
ielephone system suffer from the same
caus:. To make a rural line pay its
way a patron must be secured for
every mile of line, or the equivalent
of this. Each section of unoccupied
land separating a settler or a group
ol settlers from a telephone line is
a direct hindrance to their getting tel-
ephone connection, The total hind-
rance thus placed in the way of tele.
phone extension throughout the Pro-
rinse must be enormous. Just what
the loss so occasioned in any district
is, cannot be calculated, for the value
of a telephope to the individual de-
pends on the use he makes of it: To
on¢ man ity is of praectically no value
st ail, while another makes it earn
large dividends on its cost The tax
levied on the offending idle sections
may not make up the loss the com-
munity sustaine through the lack of
telephone services, but it will at least
return the people something for the
inconvenience they suffer.

ESTIMATES VERSUS COSTS.

continental project have based their
campaign generally on the ground that
the work is costing more than the
original estimates. It i8 held to be
an offence unpawdionable that the Gov-
ernment could not say what the work
would cost, There is little enough
in this kind of argument. Had the
Government been able to foretell even
approximately the cost of the enter-
prise they would have been wiser than
the best# engineers of the world have
been found to be. It is the rule that
projects of this magnitude do cost
more than the original estimates. It
is doubtiul if one of guch size was ever
yet built for the sum at first thought
necessary, or for anything like that
sum. Even an ordinary residence or
business block almost invariably out.
runs the estimates in the final cost.
The larger the enterprise the larger
the disproportion which should be
looked for between the original guess
and the real outlay. To insist that
there is any difference is only to em-
phasize the fact that engineers have
not yet reached the degree of omnisci-
ence which enables them to say be-
forehand what a large piece of work
will really cost. To oppose the com-
pletion of an enterprise because it is
found to require more money than was
counted on is in direct violation of
the common practice of the world of
business and construction.

Illustration of this fact is found in
the revised estimates of the cost of
the Panama canal. That great work
was originally estimated to cost 125
millions. It is now estimated that
the real cost will be 3256 millions. And
this is only an estimate. In fact the
despatch announcing the revised fig-
ures hints that another boost in these
figures may be looked for next year,
and that if the ditch is finished for
less than 500 millions the people of
the United States may be thankful.

Nobody, of course, imagines that the
United States will abandon the Pan-
ama canal because the cost is found
to be running away from the estimate.
Having put so much money into it,
the only thing to ‘do is to finish it, re-
lying on the servicelit 'will be in ‘the
world’s commerce to vindicate the ex-
penditure. 8imilarly, Canada, hav-
ing embarked on the National Trans-
continental enterprise tis bound to
see it to completion.. We have put too
muech money into the work to back ou
of it. And unless the idea be that we
should give it up, there is no force
whatever in saying that it is costing
more than we counted on.’ That is
what, everyone familiar, with building,
and especially with ' the history of
large enterprises expected. And there
is quite as good reason to believe the
National Transcontinental will justify
the unexpectedly large cost as that
the Panama canal will justify the tre-
mendously' increased outlay found
necessary to build it.

Colon, Nov. 26-President Zelaya. of
Nicaragua, has ordered the execution
of every forveigner captured among
the revoluticonists. This is the new!

General Chamorro learn.-
ed of the order from prisoners captur-
ed by the revolutionary trcops. It
was reported today that Ger-ral Tol-
edo, command?r of “elaya’s 1.rces
at Greytown, has resigned as the re-
gult of eriticiam passed on him by Ze-
laya bcocause he failed to trap ‘Gen.
Chamorroe. Greytown is blockaded by
the insurgents and is suffering from
lack of food. 'The government troops
there are starving and helpless till
supplies and ammunition come.

Zelaya in Balance.

Colon, Nov. 26—A Bluefields de-
spatch” staties the downfall of Presi-
dent Zelaya is hourly expected. The
decidiing battle is said to be mow in
progress. . It is reported the insurgents
hold every vantage, and the surrender
of Zelaya and the army of three thou-
sand . is inevitable.

Message From President.

San Francisco, Calif., Nov. 26—Pre-
sident Zelaya, of Nicaragua, has cal-
led William Randolph Hearst, de-
fending his action in shooting todeath
two Americans, Leroy Cannon and
Grace, who led the Nicaraguan reb-
els. His cable is as follows:—

Managua, Mexico, Nov. 26, 1909.

As proprietor of many daily papers
of large circulation I understand you
are always willing to hear both sides
of any momentuous issue. 'I there-
fore desire to explain to the Ameri-
can people through your impartial
journals the grave motive of my gov-
ernment for executing the Americis,
Cannon and Grace, to counteract the
effect of intentional false reports given
by the enemies of my government.

‘IThe revolutionists occupied a strong
position at the mouth of the river
San Juan, with a view to blow up
the steamers conveying government
troops. One mine was exploded near
the Diamante, which had five hun-
dred soldiers. on board. Cannon nd
Grace were captured in the act and
confessed voluntarily their guilt. Th2y
were tried by court martial and were
given every legal privilege to intro-
duce an ample defence and sentence
was pronounced according to military
code.

Cannon had taken part in various
revolutions in 1897." The governmeni
of Honduras petitioned him on the
express condition that he would ab-
stain in future from Central Ameri-
can civil troubles. When Cannon and
Grace were captured they were serv-
ing as officers 'with the revolutionists.

(Sgd.) Jose Santos Zelaya,
Pres. of Nicaragua.
U. S. to Intervene.

Washington, Nov. 26—That the Un-
ited States is converging its forces for
intervention in Nicarague can be as-
serted on the most reliable authority.

At the very moment that President
Zelaya protests to the state deparment
that the two American citizens murd-
ered by him, Grace .and Cannon were
executed legally; the navy dcpartmvntl
issues new and peremptory orders to
vessels to proceed to the Nicaraguan
coast.

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LORD ROSEBERY WARNS PEERS
AGAINST REJECTING BUDGET

Former Liberal Leader, Although|

Strong Opponent of Budget, Ad-
vises Against Precipitat-
ing Crisis.

T0 REJECT BUDGET IS TO
PLAY GAME OF REVOLUTIONISTS

Two Other Eminent Peers, Lord
James of Hereford and Lord
Balfour of Burleigh, Are
Agaisnt Rejection

Rumor That King Edward Will En-
deavor to Induce Lords to Tenta-
tively Pass Budget—No Assur-
ance, However, That in Such an
Event Prime Minister Asquith
Would Consent to Dissolution of
Parliament.

London, Nov. 24.—The lobby of
Westminster during the debate in
the House of Lords on the budget
was like the cave of Aeolus. Rumors
of all kinds were rife. Lord Rose
bery’s speech, warning the peers that
to rejéct the

Lloyd-George budget
would ~be to play the game of the
revolutionists, and declaring .that he
would not vote for Lord Lansdowne’s
resolution for the House of Lords to
reject the budget made a strong im-
pression.

Asks
Power

Ontarieo
Invalidate

Deputation = From
Dominion to
Legislation.

\ Ottawa, Nov. 24—A deputation of
prominent ¢itizens from Hamilton,
Galt and London waited.on Sir Wil
frid Laurier and other  members of
the government to urge the disallow-
ance Yof the Hydro-Electric Power
legislation of the "Ontario govern-
ment. P. D. Creerar, of Hamilton,
and other speakers strengly repre-
sented that the legislation was arbi-
trary and illegal’ and not in the.best
interests of the public as a whole.
They claimed that it was having an
injurious effect on the investment of
capital from abroad, particularly in
the case of Galt, which “had ' been
compelled to join with .  the - other
municipalities in .. the municipal
power scheme against its will. It
was most unjust, they declared, and
if the people of Ontario were really
to size up the situation the wvast ma-
jority would demand the repeal of
the Act.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, in replying,

It seems only wasting many
millions, urgently needed elsewhere,
to develop the country thiis subversion
of cur national ideals and the ereation
of a permanent milffury class which
is always a curse and never a source
of strength.” The most objectionable
feature of the schemé# is that the peo-
ple had had ne opportunity to pass
upon it and consequently it makes
mockery of responsible government.”

The committee appointed to inter-
view the Dominion“'government last
winter regarding cowirbines were much
dissatisfied: -Their; report says; “The
fact that the facts regarding the ex-
istence and operations of trusts and
combines are well known on both sides
of the Howse and no action is taken,
lends a etrong ‘appearance of truth
to the whisper - that the campaign
funds are  replenished from these
sources. In recent operations the ce-
ment mferger brings the question fore-
ibly before us.”

The committee reporting on tariff
said: ‘““Protection is: bound to be a
grevious burden o nagriculture. We
strongly urge that wherever possible
the rate of existing duties be decreas-
ed, and that whenever manufacturing
industries ask for tariff aid, it should
be given by establishing lower duties
upon their raw material, rather than
by raising the rates on their finished
product. Every demand for higher
protection must be fought.

The educational committee present-
ed its report. Some discussion ensu-
ed over the “one flag, one navy, one
throne” frontispiece in the new read-
ers. On ‘this question it was said
that before such a motto was entered
upon th front page of the common
school bopks the principle implied
should have been defnitiely, and posi-
tively accepted by the Canadian peo-
ple. Other suggestions were that the
continuation work dn  the publie
schools should be. extended. The
present agricultural school work is a
good move, A definite effort to teach
citizenship should be followed out.
Pupils in our schools should be given
more liberty of choice in school work.
Expansion of military drill in schools
is viewed with alarm.

Secretary Partridge, of the Saskatch-
ewan Grain Growers’ association, cre
ated a profound impression when he
said : * “Capital is international.

Keep your God-
given utilities within your own con-
trol.”

$25,000 FIRE IN SEDGEWICK.

Imperial Elevator is Burned to the

TO DEEPEN THE
WELLAND CANAL

Project Urged by Deputation which
Waited on Premier—Gre t
Waterway Scheme

Ottawa, Nov. 24—Supplementary
correspondence respeeting the Franeco-
Canadian trade convention, brought
down in the House of Commons this
afternoon by Hon. W. 8. Fielding,
shows that in an exchange of views
between the governments of Canada,
Great Britain, France, Switzerland
and Austro-Hungary it was agreed that
the minimum tariff granted to France
by Canada shouald apply under the
favored nation clause of the tariff also
to Switzerland and Austro-Hungary.
With regard to the provisions reqbrir-
ing direct shipment from France to
Canada it is’ held that Switzerland
and Austro-Hungary may obtain the
benefits of the minimum tariff by
shipping via Great Britain t6 a Can-
adian port, and in any case where
another foreign country is granted
similar low tariff, rates good irom
France, Switzerland or Austro-Hung-
ary may &t the direction of the cus-
toms department send goods via such
country into Canada at t}‘ minimum
rates.

Imperial Conferences,

Hon. G. E. Foster spent a couple
of hours in-reviewing the history of
the imperial conferences since 1887.
At the close Sir Wilirid Laurier ex-
tended his compliments and added
that Mr. Foster had presented the
summary in a fair way and in an ac-
curate manner. The member for North
Toronto remarked that the conferences
constituted the only imperial panlia-
ment that we had; it was regal and
worthy and representative in every
way. It must'have had a tremendous
influence in avoiding complfeations.
‘““Maybe we shall never have any other
empire,” said Mr. Foster. “Meanwhile
I am content with this,”” and so he
looked to imperial conferences as a
medium for the expression of the best
and strongest sentiments of that em-
pire.”

A MARVELLOUS NEW
SYSTEM OF WIRELESS

ltalian Declares He Has Made Dis-
covery by Which Distance and
Time are Annihilated—Can Tras
mit Message Around the World-
Earth is Used as Wire....

New York, Nov. 24.—Nikola Tesla
has been conducting experiments ¢
Shoreham. La., whi¢h have practical-
ly perfected a new system of wireless
telegraphy or telephony. It differs
from the present wireless in that it
utilizes as a transmitting agency, not
the waves of the air but the inherent
conductivity of the earth itself. The
space of time and the elements is al-
most utterly disregarded.

By the system, Mr. Tesla declared
today it takes, as demonstrated hy
his experiments, only a fraction of a
second to pass a communication eun-
tirely around the earth. It makes
this planet “behave like a bit of
wire”” without disturbance to people
or buildings or other hand  made
structures. By this -wonderful thing,
}it is asserted, distances effect no ob-

stacles as in air wireless. That any
number of receiving stations may »e
used, and that not only will messagas
across around and beyond the world
become incredibly cheap, but that
any man, any where :in the world,
may, by placing to his ear a receiver,
purchased for a doHar or two, hear
the opera in Paris, Melbourne or New
York.

As to how he came- to his discovery,
he says: “Most scientific discoveries
have resulted from a careful analysis
of the conditions, but in this particu-
lar case there was nothing to "anti-
cipate that the whole planet, immense
as' it is, would behave exactly like %
bit of wire, and for a long time I did
not believe myself in the discovery,
until it was repeatedly verified by the
and one of my assistants in the sum-
mer of 1899. Since that time, I have
been steadily at work, and the most
recent results indicate that without
doubt it would be possible not only
to flash messages, transmit pictures
and operate all sorts of devices at any
“distance, whatever, but that we shall
soon also transmit electric power n
any desired amount across the oceans
if necessary.”

It was a
move on the part’ of the company to
test the feelings of the miners who had
shown open dissatisfaction at the sealing
of he mine.

An air of
gloomy signation prevailed, but there
was no sign of violence or trouble.

Everything has re-
sumed its normal status and will femain
so until the various investigation bodies
are prepared to begin their active work.

Newspapers will also have the
right to apply to a judge to compel
the plaintiffs to furnish security for
their costs on the ground that they
have good defence for the action or
that it was a vexatious or frivolous
one brought for the sole purpose of
hindering publication.

£30,000,000 Invested in Canada.

In speaking to the Bulletin of his
mission, Mr. Parish pointed to - the
dependence of Canada on the British
investor, He said that there are
nearly £400,000,000 of British money
invested in ‘Canada’s industrial and
commercial enterpriges. A great
deal of this was in railways, as money
for the C.N.R. and G.T.P. railways
was subscribed in the London money
market and sixty per cent. of the
| preference stock of the C.P.R. Of
!lhu £176,000,000, which represented
1thc earnings of the British . people
spent in colonial and continengal in-
vestments this past year, £30,000,000
was invested in Canadian projects.

“We want to know,’ said -Mr.
Parish, “whether you have gone far
enough in -your borrowing. We
would like to see whether your de-
velopment here has reached the stage
where you can afford to pay the in-
terest on this enormous investment
of money. The history of Australia
shows that things boomed there
several years ago, especially in real
estate, and then, after the bottom
of the boom had fallen’out, the Bri-
tish investor in many did not
get the interest on money in-
vested.”

ample oppontunity to study the con-

Upon the conference resuming May-
or Duggan _announced that there was
no change in the feeling of the Strath-
cona aldermen, who would stand by
the Board of Trade resoiution. :

“The people won’t vote $50,000"" "2
said.

Alderman Manson thought the ques-
tion of reduced fares should not enter
into these negotiations at all as they
were not discussed at first.

Mayor Duggan—“Well, it has.
Everybody has discussed it and won’t
vote any money on any other condi-
tion.

Alderman Armstrong—‘ ‘“When tha
two cities were conferring with Mr.
Peters, the Strathcona aldermen
agreed to go to a $30,000 grant.”

Mayor Duggan—*“I was at all the
sessions of the conference and I
didn’t mention any figures. One
Strathcona alderman did but he had
no authority for making such a state-
ment.”

Council Promised Grant.

Mayor Lee—“I met the eouncil here
and then it was decided to pay either
$30,000 or $40,000 with single fares.’

Mayor Duggan— ‘We did it pro-
visional on the people passing the
by-law.”

Alderman Gariepy—‘‘Are you o
drop the $30.000 entirely and grant
the other concessions.”

Mayor Duggan—“That is all in
your own hands but the solicitor ad-
baises against changing the charter
and giving up control of the exten-
sions.”

Mayor Lee suggested that the right
to control the building of spurs be
left to arbitration but that was not
agreed to.

After further discussion Alderman
Richards moved that the offer as out-
lined by tne Board of Trade at their
meeting be formally tendered to the
Edmonton council. The motion was
seconded by Alderman Donnan and
carried.

This ended the conference and it
broke up sine die.

SUFERAGETTES’ REVOLT
DUE TOMAN'S STUPIDITY

Henry Dalby Speaking in Montreal
ing the Battle of the Human Race
and That the Stupidity of the
Opposite Sex Has Driven Them
To It.

sive address on the question of wo-
men’s suffrage was delivered before
the St. James Literary S8ociety last
Lnight by Mr. Henry Dalby. Mr. Dal-
by covered many phases of the ques-
tion justifying the tactics of the mili-
tant suffragettes am* going into the
many of the causes Which led up to
the present situation. Finally, he
declared that the cause had so far
advanced as to be a very live on¢
indeed and that the government® cf
the British Empire snould do well o
treat more seriously and more sensi-
bly than in the past, “The Suffragette
Revolt.”

“Let us examine what l_ms brought
the suffragettes into conflict with the
police with such dire results to them-
selves,”” he said after introductory.
“The immediate cause is that they
have asserted as a constitutional prin-
ciple their right to approachthe King
through his Ministers with a state-
ment of their grievances, a right
which has been recognized by the
King. Having been most ungracious-
ly and ungallantly snubbed by His
Most ‘Gracious Majesty’s Ministers,
they have resorted to the time-hon-
ored practice of heckling the minis-
ters and members of Parliament n
public meetings. Now I cannot re-
member the time when it was not
the common practice of British states-
men to be heckled at political meet-
ings—by men. Heckling like rebel-
lion, seems to be  a masculine pre-
rogative. 5

“My impression is that if any Brit-
ish Government had ever undertaken
to send scores of Englishmen to priz-
on, for freely expressing their opin-
ions at political meetings, it would
have had more than a revolt to deal
with, it would have had a revolution
on its hands.

The Franchise Question,
“To understand the true signific-

or Lee, “I am sorry we can’t arrive
at an agreement but -we can’t accept |
your offer. Tt is out of the question
altogether. You are asking some-|
thing which we cannot think of con-
sidering. We are not prepared to ac-
cept an agreement that will bankrupt
our system.

SIR ARTHUR WILSON
AS FIRST SEA LORD

Great Britain’s Best Naval Strategist
Will Succeed Lord Fisher in Com-
mand of the Navy—Has Had a
Long and Distinguished Career.

New York, Nov. 26—The London
correspondent of the Tribune mentions
the choice of Sir Arthur Wilson as
Lord Fisher’s successor as first sea
lord. He states that Sir Arthur is the
best strategist in the navy and the
inevitable wcommander of the fleet
whenever there may be a sudden cut-
break of hostilities.

Admiral Sir Arthur Knivet Wilson,
G.C.B, CS8, V.0, KXCB.,CB.,V.C.,
is one of Britain’s most distinguished
naval commanders and was from 1903
to 1907 commandar-in«chief of the
home and channel fleets and in the
latter year became an admiral of the
fleet He is a brother of Sir K. Wil-
son, the gecond baronet. Admiral Wil-
son became a captain in 1880, rear ad-
miral in 1895, and vice-admiral in
1901. He has seen a great deal of ac-
‘ive service and served in the Crimea
war in 1854, in the Chinese war in
1865, in the Egyptian campaign in
1892, and in the Soudan campaign in
1884. He was A.D.C. to Queen Vie-
toria from 1392 to 1895, and a lord
commissioner of the admiralty and
comptroller oi the navy. He was in
command of the channel squadpron
from 1901 to 1903.

ance and the true importance of the
Suffragette movement we must " go
back beyond the revolt -which has
bronght these ladies into gpnfiaZ
with the police. I do not think that
women have any more or any less
right to the electoral franchise than
men. The franchise is not a rigat
at all, that it is neither a right nor
a privilege; but simply an expedient,
and a clumsy expedient at that. To
afirm that any besotted fool over
twenty-one years of age, with enough
intelligence to keep out of a lunatic
asylum, enough cunning to keep out
of jail, and enough literary ability *o
make a cross with n fittle -expert as-
sistance, has a right’to a voice or
vote in the governmetit of the coun-
try because forsooth he iz a man;
and to deny that right to the most
intelligent, cultured, . conacientious
and patriotic woman who pays taxes;
because she is a woman; is a piece i
fantastic folly, foolish enough to
make the angels weep:

‘“‘Apparently if Popular Seli-Govern-
ment is to be had, we must have.a
new element in the electorate. There
is a saving remnant on the .present
voters’ list which has not bowed the
knee to the Baal of Party. The en-
franchisement of women would, I be-
lieve, give to this remnant the bal-
ance of political power. Not only
this, but if, as its -natural sequence,
women were admitted into Parlia-
ment; more sane, sober and intellig-
ent views would prevail upon the is-
sues most vital to the human race.

“If we do not know that the 1'ves
neither is it for the majority of
our Christian nations, are made bit-
ter by hard bondage and rigorous ser-
vice; it is because we do not want
to know; because we prefer to ignove
facts which shame our manhood and
the unpleasant to think about. That
life is not all beer and skittles for the
majority of men I am aware. But
neither is it for the majority of wo-
women, all bridge whist and ‘At
Homes’ and calling days.

What is, Women’s Work?

After discussing various walks of
life for women in England, Mr. Dal-
by went on: “Every attemgtto ameli-
ate the ‘condition of women is met
by the objection that this, that and
the other thing is not women’s work.
We are exceedingly sensitive about
the proprieties in connection with
woman’s work when there is any dan-
ger of her making a decent living out
of it. In this respect I do not know
that men are any more irrational
than women who happen to be well
provided for. Nearly every work in
which women can compete with men
is objected to on the ground that it
is not woman’s work. What on
earth is woman’s work?  What may
she do for a living without incurring

But what <chance has the
average woman in Christian lands

Men Have Failed.

“While men have made an awful
botch of their attempt to exercise the
function of government, in the com-
plex social, industrial and political
conditions of modern life, in nothing
have their failed so dismally and dis
astrously as in dealing with the most
essential relation between the two
sexes. Granting that there are many
men whose relations with women are
ideal, the fact remains that the his-
itory of the general relation of the
male sex to the female sex in modern
times and in Christian lands, has
been one long record of injustice,
cruelty and amazing stupidity.

“In brief, let me say that the blun-
dering of men in this connection goes
far in my judgment to justify the
revolt of women. For centuries
thick-headed legislators have been
working, not with but against nature
in their efforts to regulate and re-
strict sexual intercourse. The mnet
result of their labors is to be seen in
existing conditions.

“This is a question even more for
women than for men. I cannot help
thinking that one of the reasons men
have failed so signally in all ages in
dealing with this awful problem is
that they have not taken good women
sufficiently into their counsels. I
earnestly wish that our legislators
would consider the matter with more
regard for common sense and natural
law; and that our Christian teachers
would deal with it more in the spirit
of the Christ.

Female Vote Beneficial.

“I Dbelieve that the female vote
would be beneficial because the fail-
ure of our present system indicates
the need for a new element in the
electorate. The average woman has
not been trained and educated into
the ‘crass stupidity of the average
man in politics. - If she is a Liberal
or Conservative, she will feel it in-
cumbent upon her to give some reason
why she is the one or the other. In
nearly every case she will vote for the
man or the woman rather than the
party, and in so doing she will raise
the tone of public life, and she will
help us to get back to the true ideal
of British parliamentary institutions
which has been lost for so many years
through excess of party zeal.”

Speaking of the progress made, he
said: “There is not a minister of the
Crown or a member of parliament who
today dares to speak as contemptu-
ously of the woman in politics as he
did a year ago. Next January no-
thing will be too good for the Suffra-
gette. She will be a factor m ‘the
general elections that all politicians
will have to reckon with. It will be
a strange thing at first to have to
deal in an electoral campaign with a
mighty force that cannot be hum-
bugged, bribed, bullied or frightened.

“That is an element we need in our
electorate, and that is precisely what
we are going to get within a very
few years, thanks to the Suffragette
Revolt.”
