Deeds ol Heroism Patriotic Meeting 
at Blackhead, B. de VTHAT WIN THE V.C. RELATED IN 

THE OFFICIAL GAZETTE.
A War Office circular of November 

16th has the following:
His Majesty the King, has been 

graciously pleased to approve of the 
grant of the Victoria Cross to the 
undermentioned officers, non-com­
missioned officers and men for their 
conspicuous bravery whilst serving 
with the Expeditionary Force:

Capt. Francis Octavius Grenfell, 9th 
Lancers—For gallantry in action 
against unbroken infantry at An- 
tiregnies, Belgium, on the 24th Aug­
ust, 1914, and for gallant conduct in 
assisting to save the guns of the 
119th Battery, Royal Field Artillery, 
near Doubon the same day,

Capt. Douglsts Reynolds, 37th Bat­
tery, Royal Field Artillery—at Le 
Cateau, on 26th August, he took up 
two teams and limbered up two guns 
under heavy artillery and infantry 
lire, and though the enemy was with­
in 100 yards he got one gun away 
safely. At Pisseloup, on 9th Septem­
ber. he reconnoitred at close range, 
discovered a battery which was hold­
ing up the advance, and silenced it. 
He was severely wounded 15th Sep­
tember, 1914.

Capt. Theodore Wright. Royal En­
gineers—Gallantry at Mons on 23rd 
August in -attempting to connect up 
the lead to demolish a bridge under 
heavy fire; although wounded in the 
head, he made a second attempt. At 
Vailiy, on 14th September, he assist­
ed the passage of the 5th Cavalry 
Brigade over the pontoon bridge and 
was mortally wounded while assisting 
wounded men into shelter.

Lieut. Maurice James Dease, 4th 
Battalion, The ' Royal Fusiliers— 
Though two or three times Badly 
wounded, he coil tinned to control the 
fire of his machine guns at Mons on 
23rd August until all his men were 
shot. He died of his wounds.

Capt. Harry Sherwood Ranken. 
Royal Army Medical Corps—For tend­
ing wounded in? the trenches under 
rifle and shrapnel fire at Hautvesnes 
on 19th September, and on 20th, Sep­
tember continuing to attend to tlie 
wounded after his thigh and leg had 
been shattered. He has since died of 
his wounds.

Battery Sergt.-Major George Thom-> 
as Dorrell (now 2nd Lieutenant), “L” 
Battery, Royal Horse Artillery—For 
continuing to serve a gun until all 
the ammunition was expended after, 
nil officers were killed or wounded, in 
spite of a _ concentrated fire from 
guns and machine guns at a range of 
600 yards, at Nery, on 1st September.

Sergt. David Nelson (now 2nd 
Lieutenant), “L” Battery, Royal
Horse Artillery—Helping to bring 
the guns into action under heavy 
fire at Nery on 1st September, and 
while severely wounded remaining 
with them until all the ammunition 
was expended although he had been 
ordered to retire to cover.

Corporal Charles Ernest Garforth, 
15th Hussars—At Harmignies on 23rd 
August volunteered to cut wire under 
lire which enabled his squadron to 
escape. At Dammartin he carried a 
man out of action.

On Friday night a most enthusiastic 
meeting was held at Blackhead, which 
was addressed by the Hon. C. H. 
Emerson and R. B. Job, Esp., who 
were specially invited by the local 
Committee for the occasion. The 
large and spacious Orange Hall which 
was beautifully decorated with Union 
Jacks and Ensigns, contained about 
four hundred people from Adams' 
Cove, Broad Cove, and Blackhead. 
Precisely at 7.30 the chair was oc­
cupied by the Rev. Mr. Saint. The 
Patriotic Committee occupied the 
platform, and the Band, comprising 
thirteen brass instruments, was plac­
ed in the gallery opposite, and from 
time to time during the evening gave 
selections in keeping with the occa­
sion.

Messrs. Job and Emerson ad­
dressed the audience for about an 
hour each, and the speeches certainly 
had the right ring of patriotism about 
them. When they had finished, their 
hearers had ho doubt left on their 
minds as to who was responsible for 
the war, and what the duty of the 
people of Newfoundland was in com­
ing to the assistance of the old flag 
in the hour of need, and in maintain­
ing the integrity of the Empire. Mr. 
Murray in a very interesting speech 
proposed a vote of thanks to the two 
Speakers for their patriotic utter­
ances, and expressed the opinion that 
if speeches of the same calbre were 
delivered in different parts of the Is­
land, there would be very little com­
plaints about the lack of volunteers 
from the Outports. Mr. Jabez LeGris 
seconded the motion, and during his 
remarks the audience was struck 
with the earnest and patriotic man­
ner in which he urged upon all strong 
young men to rally around the flag 
and answer to the call for the defense 
of the Empire.

Mr. Fred- Emerson sang “Tipper­
ary” while all present joined In the 
chorus. After the Chairman had de­
livered an address, the band regaled 
the audience with appropriate and 
patriotic airs. At half past ten the 
singing of “God Save 'the King” 
brought to a close a meeting that 
will ho long remembered by those 
who" were fortunate in being present. 
During their stay, the visitors were 
thé guests of Mr. and Mr^. Joseph 
Hudson, of Adams' Cove, who hospi­
tality was greatly appreciated.

The care 
exercised by the directors of the 
Bank of Montreal Is to be seen by 
the relative ratios of quick assets to 
liabilities 'at the end of the financial 
year 1913 as compared to that of 1914.. 
For October 31st, 1913, the ratio was 
49.69 to 100; for October 31st, 1914, 
55.17 to 100. In other words, the di­
rectors had increased by nearly 6 p.c. 
assets which could be quickly rea­
lized to serve the public. The Gen­
eral Manager, Sir Frederick Wil- 
liams-Taylor, in his reference to 
Newfoundland, said on the subject of 
codfish, the catch of which he re­
marked, has been smaller than usual, 
“the outbreak of war practically de­
moralized for a time the usual mar­
kets, resulting in a slackened demand 
and low prices.” He, however, stated 
that an improvement is now percept­
ible, and said, “it may be that war, so 
far disadvantageous, may presently 
prove otherwise.” This anticipation 
is being realized. With the adjust­
ment of exchange, improved credit 
facilities, the embargo on the export 
of codfish from France, the price of 
shore fish and Labrador ‘slop’ has ad­
vanced far beyond expectations, and 
the outlook has already changed for 
the better. We congrtulate the Bank 
and its manager, Mr. Paddon and the 
assistant manager, Mr. Carter, on 
the showing of the Bank, and .particu­
larly on the subscriptions the Bank 
gave to the Sealing Disaster Fund 
and the Patriotic Fund.

Naval Engagement 
in North Sea.

Just before noon a despatch came 
in from the British Official Bureau 
announcing German movements of im­
portance in the North Sea this morn­
ing, and stating that the town of
Scarborough and Hartlepool had been 
shelled. Scarborough is an import­
ant watering-place on the coast 
of Yorkshire about twenty miles to the 
north of Flam borough Head. It takes 
its name from the “Scaur,” a bold 
promontory on which is an old castle 
and an ancient fortress ; below the 
cliffs is a spa and a fine promenade. 
The slopes have been converted into 
ornamental grounds. In the old town 
is a fishing harbour. Hartlepool is an 
important commercial port in South 
Durham, about 50 miles further north 
than Scarborough. Its industries are 
mainly iron and steel works and ship­
building and it is the chief port for 
the export of coal from the South Dur­
ham coal fields. The official state­
ment is cautious and states that Brit­
ish flotillas have been engaged at 
various points, but that the situation 
is developing. The use of the word 
flotillas would seem to indicate that 
small fleets of torpedo destroyers 
are the class of British ships which 
were engaged at the time the official 
statement was issued. Shortly after re­
ceiving thiis despatch we learned that 
a private message had been received 
in the city to the effect that three Ger­
man cruisers and two German sub­
marines had been sunk off Scar­
borough. This was all the informa­
tion to hand at noon.

This afternoon little beyond what is 
apparently general surmise and ru­
mor has been added to the Admiralty 
statement. There is no confirmation 
so far of the sinking of three German 
cruisers and two German submarines. 
The later message reports a rumor 
current in London that two German 
cruisers were sunk in the North Sea. 
There is no information as to either 
British or German Dreadnoughts be­
ing engaged.

Bank of Montreal.

FLOTILLAS ENGAGED—SCARBOROUGH AND 
HARTLEPOOL SHELLED.

Special Evening Telegram.
LONDON, To-Day.

Official Bureau announces regarding important devel- 
opement taking place in North Sea:—German movements 
of importance are taking place this morning in the North 
Sea. Scarborough and Hartlepool have been shelled, and 
our flotillas have at various points been engaged. The sit­
uation is developing.

THREE GERMAN CRUISERS AND TWO SUBMAR­
INES SUNK OFF SCARBOROUGH THIS MORN­
ING.
A message was received in town this morning that 

three German cruisers and two German submarines were 
sunk in an action off Scarborough this morning.

1.30P.M.
THE BOMBARDMENT OF EAST 

COAST CITIES.
LONDON, To-day.

The bombardment of the cities on 
the east coast of England by German 
cruisers, is the first overt act of the 
war against British territory. Never 
before has the coast of England been 
attacked. It was felt that the Brit­
ish fleet in the North Sea was suffi­
cient to render this possibility very 
remote. The official announcement 
given out in London that British flo­
tillas have been engaged with the 
enemy, is evidence that there has 
been a naval fight in the North Sea.

No knowledge as to the outcome is at
hand. Immediately upon the out­
break of hostilities, the British fleet 
or at least a considerable portion of 
it supposedly took up positions on 
the eastern side of the North Sea by 
which the German warships were 
held in check in or close to their na­
val base at Wilhelmshaven, the mouth

of the Elb and elsewhere on the west­
ern coast of Germany. This plan has 
been maintained since early in Au­
gust. It has from time to time been 
penetrated by German submarines 
but so far as is known, the instances 
when German cruisers or battleships 
have brokén the British lines and 
emerged into the North Sea, have 
been few and far between.

THE BOMBARDMENT OF HARTLE­
POOL.

LONDON, To-Day.
A German fleet made a sudden dash 

into the North Sea to-day, shelled 
Scarborough and Hartlepool, the Eng­
lish coast towns on the North Sea, and 
engaged certain units of the British

fleet. Four German cruisers appeared
off Scarborough at an early hour and
began to bombard the town. It is ap­
parent that they had no difficulty in 
dropping shells into the city. A panic 
seized the people and many of them 
fled from their homes. The residents 
of Hartlepool were aroused from their 
sleep by the sound of heavy gun firing.

They flocked to the streets and thence 
made their way to the beach to learn 
what was going on. In a few moments 
shells from German cruisers began 
dropping into Hartlepool, whereupon 
the crowd along the shore broke for 
shelter. Panic also showed itself at 
this point Fear took posession of the 
people and many of them abandoned 
their homes ond fled inland. The news 
.of this naval raid was announced by 
thé British Admiralty shortly before 
11.30 o’clock this morning, and it 
threw London into the greatest state 
of excitement that has prevailed since 
the outbreak of the war. The prelim­
inary announcement of the Admiralty 
made no mention of damage to Scar­
borough, which is a fashionable sea 
resort on the North Sea, 37 miles 
northeast of York and little over 200 
miles from London or to Hartlepool, 
an important shipping centre about 40 
miles northwest of Scarborough. 
British flotillas have been engaged 
with the enemy at several points, how­
ever, and at noon the situation was 
described by the Admiralty as develop­
ing. It could not be ascertained at 
first whether this German attack was 
designed merely to spread panic 
among British people or whether its 
purpose was to engage the British 
fleet in general action, or to act as 
an escort in an attempt to land troops 
on the British coast. Neither Scar­
borough nor Harlepool is fortified. 
S arborough has a population of 40.- 
000 people and during the summer 
months the seaside hotels are crowded.

GREAT DAMAGE DONE TO
SCARBOROUGH.
HULL, To-day.

Fugitives reaching here from Scar­
borough say the German bombard­
ment of that port was heavy and that 
great damage was done to property in 
Scarborough.

SHELLING BEGAN AT 8 A. M.

War News,
Messages Received 

Previous to 9 a.m.
BELGRADE RECAPTURED.
LONDON, Dec. 15.—(Official.) 

To the Governor, Newfoundland:
After comparative quiet, fighting 

recommenced in Northern France 
" yesterday. The Allies made a com­
bined attack on the line from Halle- 
beke to Wytschaele, making substan­
tial progress. Several German 
trenches and numerous prisoners 
were captured. The French Govern­
ment report some progress in the Ar- 
gonne, Woevre and Alsace regions.

Serbian troops have re-entered Bel­
grade, after a desperate battle.

HARCOURT.

ALLIES ON THE OFFENSIVE.
LONDON, Dec. 15.

The Official Bureau to-day gave out 
the following statement: A combined 
attack by the Allies were made yes­
terday on the line from Hollebeke to 
Wytschute in Belgium. Several Ger­
man trenches and a number of pris­
oners were captured, and substantial 
progress made.

ST. PIERRE BULLETIN.
PARIS, Dec. 15.—(Official.)

In Belgium our troops have pro­
gressed somewhat along the banks oi 
the Yser Canal and several German 
counter attacks west of Allebeke have 
been repulsed. The Cormnercy rail­
road station was bombarded by long 
range German batteries, but slight 
damages are reported. The Germans 
tried to resume the offensive west of 
Cernay, but were unsuccessful. Else­
where there Is nothing to report.

ALLIES ADVANCE.
PARIS, Dec. 15.—(Official.)

In Belgium the Fyanco-Belgian 
troops have debouched from Nieuport 
and occupied a line from the outskirts 
west of Lombaertzyde to the farm of 
Saint Georges. ' To the south of 
Ypres we made an attack in the di­
rection of Klein Zilbeke and gained 
500 metres (500 yards). In Alsace 
we continue to hold the heights which 
dominate Steinbach. On the rest of 
the front there is nothing to report.

FRENCH OFFICIAL REPORT.
PARIS, Dec. 15.

The French War Office gave out an 
official announcement this afternoon, 
as follows: Between the sea and ttie 
Lys the British have occupied the lit­

tle forest to the west of Wytschaete. 
Ground gained yesterday by our 
troops along the Yser Canal and to 
the west of Hollebeke has been re­
tained in spite of vigorous counter 
attacks on the part of the enemy. 
From the Belgian frentier to the 
Somme there is nothing to report. 
From the Somme to the Argonne 
there has been intermittent cannon­
ading; excepting in the region of 
Crouy, this artillery fighting has not 
been spirited. In the Argonne we 
have made some progress and retain­
ed advances made by us on preceding 
days. In the Vosges the railroad sta­
tion at St. Leonard, to the south of 
St. Die, has been violently bombard­
ed by the Germans from a consider­
able distance. In Alsace there has 
been much activity on the part of the 
enemy’s artillery. With the excep­
tion of before Steinbach, where an at­
tack by German infantrymen coming 
from Uffheltz, was successful in 
gaining foothold, we have everywhere 
retained the positions won previous­
ly by us.

‘CORMORANT’ INTERNED.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 15.

The German cruiser Cormorant 
With 22 officers and’355 men, has been 
interned for the war at Guam, ac­
cording to despatches received late 
to-day from Capt. Maxwell, the Unit­
ed States naval governor at that Is­
land.

DRESDEN ESCAPES.
SANTIAGO, Chill, Dec. 15.

An official communication received 
here from Punta Arenas, announces 
that the German cruiser Dresden left 
there the day before yesterday, on 
the evening of Sunday. The com­
munication adds that the British 
cruiser Bristol arrived at Punta Are­
nas on Monday, but left there imme­
diately.

MUST RESPECT NEUTRALITY.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 16. 

President Wilson and his cabinet 
decided to-day to send American war­
ships to the Panama Canal zone to 
guard against violations of neutrality 
there by belligerent ships. Just how 
many ships, whether destroyers, 
cruisers or battleships, shall be de­
spatched will be determned after a 
full report has been received from 
Col. Goethals, the military governor 
of the Canal zone, and Capt. Rodman, 
naval officer at the Canal. If the 
Canal zone is being used as a base 
of supplies, Col. Goethal will be in­
structed to use his land forces to pre­
vent such violations, and should it 
develop that wireless is being used 
within these territorial waters, the 
navy department will ask for an.v ex­
planation from its naval officers.

Wilson, on August 5th, in the hands 
of the navy department for enforce­
ment, Col. Goethal, according to the 
war department officials, has no au­
thority over the wireless situation 
whatsoever.

“Whatever is necessary to be done,” 
said Secretary D.aniels, to-night, “to 
carry out the executive order of the 
President, will be done.” A telegram 
from the radio officer shows that he 
is watching things closely.

Destroyers or other ships will be 
sent to the Canal zone at any moment 
when needed to prevent the use of 
any radio for any unneutral act by 
ships of any of the belligerent na­
tions.

97th Annual Meeting.

RUSSIANS HOLDING THEIR OWN.
PETROGRAD, Dec. 15. 

The German frontal attacks on the 
Russian line west of Warsaw, under 
cover of night were successfully re­
pulsed by the Russians, according to 
trustworthy information reaching Pe- 
trograd from the front to-day. At 
many points along the front the Rus­
sians have succeeded in capturing 
isolated German positions. The Ger­
man attacks were answered by Rus­
sian counter attacks, in which it is 
said several hundred prisoners and 
one field battery were captured by the 
Russians. During the last three, days 
fighting eight machine guns, two 
batteries of field guns, and four thou­
sand prisoners have been taken. Ex­
cept for night attacks by Germans, 
there have been little heavy fighting 
in Poland during the last 24 hours. 
According to an army messenger, 
the German attacks along the East 
Prussian front, which were conducted 
simultaneously with their offensive 
in Poland, have failed, on account of 
formidable fortifications, which the 
Russians constructed in the fields and 
forests paralleling the German lines.

CANADIAN STEAMER MINED.
OTTAWA, Dec. 15.

The Government steamer Sharon 
has been lost somewhere on the At­
lantic with all on board, and it is be­
lieved she struck a mine off the North 
Coast of Ireland. The Sharon left 
Sydney for Newport, Wales, with a 
cargo of coal. She was heard from 
by wireless after leaving Newfound­
land, but the steamer is now a month 
overdue, and all hope of her safety 
has been abandoned. The steamer 
had a crew of 30 men, all from the 
Maritime Provinces. The Sharon was 
purchased a year ago by the Govern­
ment in England, for work on the 
Hudson Bay route. The new boat cost 
$150,000.

LORD CROMER’S VIEW.
IADNDON, Dec. 15.

Lord Cromer, in a letter to the 
Times! on the future of Egypt says: 
‘If, as appears to be the case, the 

Khedive’has unwisely thrown in his 
let with Germany, his defection is 
probably of no great political im­
portance.

Mr. H. V. Meredith, in moving that 
the report of the directors, as read, 
be adopted, said in part:—The state­
ments presented to you will, I trust, 
be received with sstlsfaction. While 
profits show a diminution compared 
with those of the preceding year, the 
shrinkage is mainly attributable to 
the fact that during the world-wide 
disturbed financial conditions which 
have existed, we deemed it prudent to 
forego the profit on a portion of our 
liquid reserves ordinarily carried 
abroad and having an earning .power. 
These we transferred to our vaults 
to provide against every possible con­
tingency, and to support, if required, 
the general financial situation In 
Canada. The year, I need hardly say. 
has been an eventful and anxious one. 
In Great Britain the period Immedi­
ately antecedent to the declaration of 
war was marked by considerable ease 
in the money market, coupled with a 
slight recession in trade, following a 
long period of unrest and depression 
caused by the Balkan chaos and othei 
adverse factors. The outbreak of 
hostilities brought about the collapse 
of the whole financial fabric, the 
closing of the bourses, and a world­
wide financial cataclysm. For a time 
at least a condition of well nigh gen­
eral Insolvency was threatened. The 
steps which were taken to cope with 
the crisis are of too recent occur­
rence to require reiteration. What 
the consequences of the war will be 
must depend, I think, to a large ex­
tent on the duration of hostilities. 
Whether a long period of depression 
and economy, in order to replace the 
wasted wealth of the world, will fol­
low its conclusion, or whether the re­
moval of political apprehensions and 
the .prospect of a long era of peace 
will bring about an immediate re­
storation of prices—not alone of com­
modities, but of stock exchange and 
of other securities—it would be idle 
at the moment to predict. The war. 
by closing the financial markets of all 
countries, has precluded us from ob­
taining capital for construction and 
development work, and so long as 
these conditions prevail, it will he 
necessary for us to conserve our re­
sources rather . than proceed with 
other than unavoidable capital ex­
penditure. Our reserves abroad have 
proved valuable in this connection, 
as they are enabling us to conserve 
the gold supply of Canada. War and 
other adverse conditions are bound to 
retard our progress. A period of rest 
and recuperation may be expected, 
but the future depends to a great ex­
tent upon the spirit with which the 
people meet the changed conditions. 
Economy and prudence In the matter 
of expenditure, and an earnest effort 
to increase 'production of exportable 
articles, will in time usher in an era 
of active trade and renewed prosper­
ity. There is no question in my mind

that after a pause, the duration of 
which will be determined by the 
measure of our production and by 
our savings, we shall again enter on 
a period of progress and develop­
ment, and that pause, I believe, will 
not be long continued.

Mr. R. B. Angus seconded the mo­
tion for the adoption of the Report, 
which was carried unanimously.

Sir Frederick WllUams-Taylor, in 
his annual address said, in part:—As 
the President has ably reviewed the 
general trade and financial situation, 
both in Canada and at the chief cen­
tres abroad, my duties are confined to 
an explanation of the most important 
features in the accounts I have the 
honour to submit to you and the 
points arising therefrom. For obvi­
ous reasons' it is natural that bank de­
posits throughout Canada should de­
cline as they have done to a slight ex­
tent, the grand total of all the banks 
to the end of October being $1,144,- 
199,224, as compared with $1,146,739,- 
868 a year ago. During the same 
period our own deposits have increas­
ed by $7,649,836.11 exclusive of de­
posits made by and balances due to 
other banks in Canada, which have 
increased by $5,570,032.53. Our notes 
in circulation are $169,837 greater 
than a year ago. As before intimated, 
our quick assets have increased dur­
ing the year, the ratio to liabilities to 
the public being 55.17 per cent, at the 
end of October, 1914, as compared with 
49.69 per cent, at the same date in 
1913. It is satisfactory to be able to 
state that this- has been accomplish­
ed without restricting the legitimate 
demands upon us by our merchant 
and manufacturing clientele in Can­
ada. It is the case that our current 
loans in Canada, which, as you are 
aware, are mainly to the mercantile 
community, are lower now by $10,- 
172,653.79, than they were at the cor­
responding date last year, but I de­
sire to make it quite clear that the 
reducion was ante bellum, and that 
there has been an increase of over 
three million dollars in such loans, 
and of over thirteen million dollars in 
total loans in Canada since the out­
break of war. Our loans to Munici­
palities stand at $9,017,324.26, as com­
pared with $5,227,905.74 at the cor­
responding date last year. A very 
large proportion of this sum has been 
advanced in anticipation of tax pay­
ments.

After referring generally to the 
trade throughout the Dominion, the 
General Manager continued: — In 
Newfoundland the pulp and paper in­
dustry is normal. The catch of cod­
fish, the great staple product of the 
country, has been smaller than usual, 
and the outbreak of war practically 
demoralized for a time the usual 
markets, resulting in a slackened de­
mand and low prices. In both, how­
ever, I am glad to state, an improve­
ment is now perceptible. Tbe seal 
catch was almost up to the average, 
but the lobster catch has been unsat­
isfactory. As trade conditions in New­
foundland are governed almost en­
tirely by the return from the fisher­
ies, business generally is affected dis- 
advantageously this year, and the im­
mediate outlook is somewhat uncer­
tain. Nevertheless it is well to bear 
in mind that the Island’s all-import­
ant produce is a staple article of food, 
and it may he that war, so far dis­
advantageous, may presently prove 
otherwise.

German Words German Cruisers 
Elude British FleetGerman Deeds.

THROUGH STOLEN ADMIRALTY 
CODE.

Collier’s Weekly presents the fol­
lowing scathing editorial as an “open 
letter” to Professor Munsterberg, Dr. 
Bernhard Deroburg Count Von Bern- 
storff, and others:

“You have circulated a great deal 
of printed matter explaining your 
views on the war in all its phases. 
You seem particularly anxious to im­
press it upon us that Germany is 
strong in resources, that her business 
is going forward, that her banks have 
ample funds, that foods and all other 
supplies are tin hand there in great 
abundance. These things being so, 
why is Germany robbing Belgium? 
This little country has been stamped 
fiat by the Kaiser’s troops. Trade 
and industry of all sorts are utterly at 
an end, the whole apparatus of com­
mercé by. which food and. other neces­
sities are distributed is broken up. 
And yet the all-powerful German 
army levies on these miserable .tnd 
helpless victims for money, clothing, 
provisions—some $500,000 per week ;s 
taken from Brussels alone. Imagine 
an armed man standing over a terror­
ized group of cripples, old folks and 
children, and taking from them what 
little they have against the winter and 
taking it for his own use. That is 
what is going on in Belguim, and it is 
not war.

“Your Kaiser has a thousand times 
proclaimed himself as one of those to 
whom, in Ruskin’s words, the Bible 
is ‘a captain’s order to be heard and 
obeyed at their peril.’ He preaches 
sermons and has much to say of faith 
and religion. And yet it is because of 
him that these haggard fugitives flee 
in pain, that nameless babies are born 
and die with their mothers by the side 
of the road. He has plunged all 
these people into a living hell. And 
then, instead of succoring them, the 
orders go out which mean that their 
want is to be made more cruel, their 
despair more hopeless. Is there no 
court chaplain to tell him what nas 
been foretold for those who oppress 
the fatherless and afflicted?” This is 
one verse: ‘For the Lord will plead 
their cause, and spoil the soul of them 
that spoil them.

BEETHOVEN born 1770. Great 

German musician whose works all 
reach the highest standard of musical 
imagination.

BLVCHER born 1742. The famous 
Prussian commander who joined for­
ces with Wellington in the final cam­
paign against Napoleon, and materi­
ally helped to win the great victory 
of WTaterloo.

GEORGE WHITEFIELD born 1714. 
He Was for a time associated with 
John Wesley at Oxford in the pro-, 
pagation of Methodism, and attracted 
great attention by his gifts as a 
preacher. Later he left the Method­
ists, and preached as an evangelist, 
expounding Calvinistic doctrines with 
fervour and eloquence.

BOSTON TEA FIGHT 1773. As a 
protest against the tax on tea a body 
of Americans, disguise’d as Red Indi­
ans, boarded the English tea ships 
lying in Boston Harbor and threw 
some £18,000 worth of tea into the 
water.

London, Nov. 17.—Rear-Admiral E. 
G. Troubridge, commanding the Brit­
ish Mediterranean squadron at the 
opening of the war, was ordered to 
permit the German cruisers Goeben 
and Breslau to escape from the 
Straits of Messina.

This is the information that comes 
from an unquestionably authoritative 
source, which explains how Rear- 
Admiral Troubridge happened to be 
acquitted when court-martialled for 
permitting the German warships to 
elude him.

There was much astonishment 
when Rear-Admiral Troubridge was 
absolved of all blame in connection 
with the escape of the Goeben and 
Breslau. His squadron was suppos­
ed to have the cruisers securely bot­
tled up in Messina Harbor. Trou­
bridge had been called home, pre­
sumably in disgrace. His complete 
vindication is thus explained.

By means of his log-book and the 
testimony of his flag lieutenant, his 
secretary and his wireless operator, 
the Admiral was able to prove abso­
lutely that he had received a radio­
gram in the British Admiralty’s se­
cret code, worded and signed in re­
gulation Admiralty form, ordering 
him to permit the Goeben and Bres­
lau to escape.

Assuming that the Admiralty knew 
its business, and that it probably had 
other plans for the disposal of the 
German vessels, he did not question 
the order. If he had, there would 
have been time to obtain confirma­
tion from the Admiralty.

The wireless was received on the 
morning of August 6. Under the 
laws of nevtrrlUv. the Goeben and 
Breslau we: e t leave the Italian 
port that evening. There was noth­
ing to do but obey. The German 
ships left on scheduled time without 
molestation, later entered the Dar­
danelles and were “purchased” by the 
Turkish Government.

It was not until he reached Eng­
land, that Rear-Admiral Troubridge 
learned no such order had been sent 
to him by the Admirlaty. It had 
come from the Goeben itself.

FENSIVE.
LONDON, To-day.

All along the battle line from 
Flanders to the Vosges, the Allies be­
gan to move forward with the im­
mediate object of driving the Ger­
mans out of Belgium. The present 
ocslaugbter against the German in- 
trenchments is heavier than any of­
fensive assumed by ’ the British, 
French and Belgian forces since 
Von Kluck was turned back from the 
Aisne. It is the result of a complete 
change of the plan by Generals Jof- 
fre and French, and means that the 
campaign which was to have been 
begun in the spring is now under way 
according to information from a high­
ly placed personage in touch with the 
War Office.

ed by the Minister of Justice, belongs 
to Carbonear, had been three springs 
to the ice, and was in the s.s. New­
foundland last spring. On Tuesday, 
March 31st, the weather was mild, 
looked like rain, and the men were 
light rigged for walking. The crew 
walked to the Stéphane, and on the 
way about 30 turned back, some say­
ing the walk was too far, others that 
it was going to be dirty. The Stéph­
ane was moving slightly towards the 
men when they boarded her. Was on 
board a ^hort time, then went on the 
Ice again. Capt. Kean told the men 
to go two miles to the S.W., kill there 
and then go aboard the Newfound­
land. They walked about a mile and 
found some seals, which were killed. 
It was snowing hard at this time, as 
it was getting dirty before leaving 
the Stéphane. Don’t know how far 
they travelled after leaving the killed 
seals before they struck the path over 
which they came in the morning. 
They came up with the Stephano flag 
about half an hour after striking the 
path, and followed the path about E. 
S.E. until it was lost. Witness 
thought the flag was about 4 or 5 
miles from the Newfoundland and 
about two miles from the Stephano, 
in the morning. It was very stortny, 
but mild, as they travelled back. 
Thought the Newfoundland was about 
a mile from the men when they stop­
ped about 5.30. He heard a steamer’s 
whistle twice about 5 o’clock right 
ahead, which would be about S.E. 
Could not say what steamer it was. 
Others heard the whistle also, who 
said it was the Newfoundland’s. Wit­
ness had no compass.

To Dr. Lloyd.—Was in Sidney 
Jones’ watch,, but afterwards went 
with Thomas Dawson. The men from 
two watches being united, made it 
more inconvenient for all. Nearly all 
of Jones’ watch died. Did not know 
Tuff was leading until they got on 
board the Stephano. Did not see him 
with Capt. Kean, and heard no con­
versation between them. Did not 
hear of any conversation between 
them. Witness heard Tuff from the 
ice call to Captain Kean that he 
thought they were going to have wea­
ther. Capt. Kean replied that he did 
not think so, as his glass did not 
show for it. The Stephano was then 
heading in a westerly direction.

To Judge Johnson.—Did not notice 
which direction the Stephano went 
when she left the men.

Isaac Robert Randell, sworn, exam­
ined by Dr. Lloyd.—Am master of the 
s.s. Bellaventure and was at the ice 
in her last spring. On March 31st 
last in the morning the weather was’ 
dull with overcast sky. Later in the 
day it was looking dirty with snow. 
At daylight our ship was about 40 
miles east of Cape Benavista and E.S. 
E. from the Newfoundland, five miles 
distant. The Bonaventure was about 
7 miles from us. Our men were out 
for about half an hour, for some old 
seals. After 2 o’clock it was too dir­
ty to let men go on the ice. Towards 
night the wind increased very stormy 
with thick snow. Wednesday morn­
ing it was very cold and stormy, and 
the men were not out. About 1 p.m. 
the weather cleared, and the men 
were out until dark. Saw no other 
men on the ice. Did not hear of any 
other men until after the disaster. 
First became aware of the disaster 
from some men from the Newfound­
land on Thursday, who came on 
board. One of these was seen stag­
gering, but was thought to be killing 
seals. They reported a number of 
their crew as having perished in the 
storm* Witness sent members of his 
crew out to render assistance and 
look for the Newfoundland’s men. 
He detailed wireless messages be­
tween Bellaventure and Stephano as 
to measures for assisting in the 
search. Heard nothing on Tuesday 
or Wednesday as to the Newfound­
land’s men being out. On Thursday 
the men came on board the Bellaven 
ture up to about 1 p.m. during which 
we were trying to reach the dead 
men. Some men were brought on 
board by our men on stretchers. Be­
tween 3 and 4 the dead bodies were 
reached and taken on board, after 
which we tried to get to the New­
foundland, hut did not reach her un­
til Friday morning.

With Capt. A. Kean witness check­
ed off the crew’s list, some 77 were 
found to be dead. Some men were 
taken by us from the Newfoundland, 
Stephano and Florizel, after which we 
came straight to St John’s and. land­
ed them. Witness has been seven 
springs to the ice, master one year, 
thrèe as navigating officer, and three 
seasons as an ordinary sealer on the

W. G. Faulkner stated: “la making 
my inquiries I discovered one signi­
ficant fact This was that one com­
pany—the Gas Light and Coke Com­
pany—had among their consumers 
2,500 doctors who had gas fires instal­
led in their houses, some as many as 
ten or a dozen; that 1,500 of these 
doctors had become users of gas dur­
ing the past three years; and that not 
one had ever given them up.”

Professor C. V. Boys, F.R.S., says, 
in the “Standard”: “Sentiment and in­
ertia are the only obstacles against 
the general adoption of gas fires and 
cooking appliances. Wonderful 
strides have been made, In spite of 
deep-rooted prejudice. A gas fire, 
burning with a flue, is an admirable 
agent for heating a room; and, as a 
scientist, I fail to understand how 
such a gas fire dries the air in a xx>m 
more than any other fire.”—novl7,tf

ice. Witness does not think panning 
should be abolished, and did not see 
how it could be modified. There is a 
certtain amount of risk, but thought it 
would be difficult to define distance. 
Upon the ice and weather conditions 
much depends. Witness had walked 
the ship below the horizon in search 
of seals, possibly a distance of 10 
miles, this was on a fine day, finer 
than March 31st last The master and 
officers of the ship should exercise 
discretion and authority. Master wat­
ches should have experience, some are 
good in two or three years, others 
never. There are two life boats and a 
gig besides 28 punts on the Bellaven­
ture. These are for life-saving. Punts 
are suitable in slack ice, but in a gale 
of wind would be little use. Two life 
boats will accommodate about 60 men. 
On a foreign voyage ships are requir­
ed to carry enough life boat accom­
modation for all the crew on either 
side of the ship. On foreign voyages 
the Bellaventure carries a crew of 23; 
at the ice, 270. Did not think life 
boat accommodation was necessary at 
the ice; any good boats will answer 
For signalling, other than wireless, 
the Bellaventure has flags; Morse 
lamps, which are used by the master 
or navigating officer; blue lights, 
steam whistle. These are always 
available on the ship. There are also 
flare lights, life buoys, and at the ice 
270 belts, which are kept near the 
chart house. The buoys go around 
the men's waists. They are near the 
bridge, excepting two which are aft. 
They are in charge of the boatswain 
or sihipkeeper, and are easily distri­
buted. In passenger steamers life 
belts are usually found in staterooms. 
The reason this is not done at 
ice, witness thinks, is because of dis­
traction that would follow, and at the 
ice where men’s quarters are cramped 
it is as easy to get them from the 
bridge as anywhere. The ordinary 
sealer takes bread, oatmeal, raisins; 
the bread is supplied by the ship ; 
ship should supply all. Freash meat 
can be kept on the ship in cold weath­
er, indefinitely. Witness thought the 
Toronto weather forecast would be 
useful at the ice. The Bellaventure 
carries a barometer and thermometer. 
The sending of reports from the 
fishery to St. John’s daily could 
tended to.

To Judge Johnson, witness thought 
there should always be one certificat­
ed master or mate on board a sealing 
steamer. Did not think a barometer 
should be set before each voyage. As 
to clothing, witness had formed no 
special opinion for the crew, 
the men should have more floor space 
in their living quarters, ^hich could 
be remedied if less men were carried 
on the average sealer, which 
t:» all. A stringent law is necessary 
as to the cleanliness of the men’s 
quarters. Witness detailed his ex­
perience as to reading the barometer 
and thermometer conjointly for deter­
mining weather conditions, and 
thought the masters of to-day were 
capable of reading them. The baro­
meter is not always reliable, especial­
ly on the east coast. Witness kept 
the log last spring, making such en­
tries as he thought necessary. At the 
seal fishery the log is more in the 
nature of a journal. The practice la 
that vessels going to the seal fishery 
are examined and surveyed before the 
voyage. Boilers and, engines are also 
tested. Any ship prosecuting the seal 
fishery should be thoroughly surveyed 
before proceeding. The Bellaventure 
was about 40 miles east of Bonavista 
on March 31st. Sealing vessels should 
be docked once a year, and it would be 
desirable to have a certificate as to 
her fitness for the voyage. The 
load mark should be on all vessels, 
but different to the Plimsoll, because 
at the seal fishery they have more 
shelter, and can make harbor oftener. 
Deck loads are not objectionable if 
not loaded below the load mark, and 
besides they are easily removed. If 
a ship is properly pounded a ship

would be attended with danger to the 
men. Witness did not hink any light 
could be seen 500 yards from the ship 
on the night of March 31st. The hear­
ing of the whistle would be governed 
by distance and direction. The most 
powerful ships at times are unable to 
move in the ice, it is not absolutely 
safe to send men from a ship more 
than three miles.

Frederick Hunt, sworn, examined 
by the Minister of Justice, had been 
11 springs at the ice. • Was in the S. 
S. Newfoundland last spring and re­
member going on board the Stephana 
on March 31st Was on board the 
Stephano about 20 minutes. She was 
moving towards us slowly when we 
came up to her, did not know if she 
was moving while he was on board. 
Was in Bungay’s watch. When on the 
ice he heard Geo. Tuff ask Capt. Kean 
which was the way to the seals, and 
Capt. Kean said to go S. W. Heard 
no further conversation. Thought they 
walked a mile and a half before reach­
ing the seals. Witness thought when 
they were panning the weather was 
too bad for men to be out. The crowd 
started for the Newfoundland about 
half an hour after reaching the seals. 
Reached the path the men came out 
over in the morning in an -hour or 
hour and a half. From the Stephano 
Flag in the path to the Newfoundland 
was about 4 miles, and to the Steph­
ano about 2 miles. The men stopped 
for the night about dark. Heard no 
whistle, but others said they did.

To Judge Johnson, witness thought 
it was four miles from the Newfound­
land to the Stephano’s flag, and two 
miles from the flag to the Stephano.

The Commission meets again this 
afternoon.
