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ASQUITH RESIGNS; BONAR LEW

SUCCEEDS.
LONDON, Dec. 5.

The resignation of Premier Asquith
is officially announced.

The Court Circular announces to-
night that the Right Hon. Mr. As-
quith had an audience with His Mejes-
quith had an audience with His Majes-
nation as Prime Minister and ﬁrst
Lord of the Treasury, which the King
has been graciously pleased tc accept.

King George has summoned Andrew
Bonar Law, Secretary for the Colonies,
to the Palace. It is understood that
Asquith will advise the King to en-
trust Law with the formation of a new
ministry.

The Premier’s decision to resign
and advise the King to summon An-
drew Bonar Law to form a cabinét,
was taken after a day of extrdordin-
ary political excitement and activity.
There were constant comings and go-
ings of the political leaders between
Downing Street and the various Gov-
ernment departments. Mr. Asquith
met several Unionist leaders ‘in. con-
sultation, inclyling Earl Curzon,
Lord Robert Cecil and the -Earl of
Derby. Noticable absentees from this
conference were A. J. Balfour, who is
ill, Andrew Bonar Law, J. Austen
Chamberlain, and Walter Hume Long.
Later in the afternoon the Premier
met his supporters, including Vis-
count Grey, Lewis Harcourt, Edwin S.
Montague, Marquis Crewe, Reginald
McKenna, Walter Runciman, H. Sam-
uel, Lord Reading and Arthur Hender-
son. The meeting lasted for more
than an hour, and it is supposed As-
quith explained that he was forced by
almost insuperable obstacles to the
reconciliation of the conflicting inter-
ests, and intended to tender his resig-
nation. Almost immediately after,
the Premier drove ‘to the Palace and
had an audience ,with the King.

Herbert Henry Asquith became
Premier of Great Britain in 1908, suc-
ceeding Sir Henry Campbell-Banner-
man. Asquith at once began a policy
of reform, parliamentary, socially and
tonstitutionally, of a radical- nature,
aided by Lloyd George, with whom
to-day he apparently is at odds. Short-
ly after the outbreak of the war, the
Liberal Cabinet of. Asquith ‘began to
be assailed by its political enemies,
mainly on the conduct of the war, but
particularly in regard to the mnaval
branch of the British forces. So bit-
ter was this campaign that on May
26, 1915, a Coalition Cabinet was form-
ed with Asquith, however, retaining
the portfolio of Prime Minister.

Peace Talk.

Two messages reach us
to-day of which the one,
read between,the lines,
. is a conclusrve answer to

the other. One is a summary of an
article by the Berliner Tageblatt, in-
spired of course, putting out another
of the familiar peace feelers. The
time has come to talk in a business
manner of peace: why not talk about
it? * Germany will give up occupied
France and Belgium, but the autonomy
(sic) of Poland must stand—Germany
must retain her hold on-the east. And
s0 on and so on. The other message
is the momentous but not unexpected
announcement that Asquith’s resig-
nation has been tendered and accept-
ed. It is not suggesting that Mr. As-
quith has ever stood for peace at this
or any previous time to say that this

‘is an answer to the Berlin paper, for

no one has more clearly or emphati-
cally spoken to the contrary than he
has; but the fact is undeniable that
he has been ousted by a party that
wishes to carry on the war more vig-
orously, that will not entertain the
notion of peace for one moment and
that has the great weight of national
feeling behind it in these respects.
With the cessation perforce of ac-
tive hostilities in a few weeks under
the hand of winter, we shall be certain
to hedr talk of peacé on every side,
since nothing can be plainer than that
all sides desire it. Inspired by this
knowledge and by the sense that Am-
erica could and should from this on
play the role of mediator with effect,

many prominent Americans are active-
ly interesting and exerting themselves
in this direction, and for some time
a lively discussion of the subject has
been proceeding in some of their lead-
ing journals. If both sides desire
peace, the basis of their argument is,
surely a way can be found to achieve
it, and not a few able expositions of
peace terms and conditions have been
published from American pens. But
the incompatibility of the terms and
conditions that will be acceptable to
either side is acknowledged, so that
all suggestions are tentative and,
from the Allies’ point of view, most
temperate and friendly.

Lately a League to Enforce Peace,
projected by ex-President Taft, has
claimed much attention and received
the sympathetic moral support both
of the Allies and of Germany. It aims
at an after-war. organization of na-
tions which will make impossible a
recurrence of the present tragedy or
anything similar, but it has now re-
ceived an impulse towards immediate
interference and usefulness. Jacob
Schiff, a prominent member, states
that it is the duty of America to move
for peace now and opposes the view of
James M.- Beck, perhaps the ablest
and most energetic friend of the Al-
lies in the States, that such a course
would be unavailing and harmful to
our cause. There is little-chance of
its having any effect, however. A host
of British statesmen, to consider Bri-
tain alone, have said so, and recently
Lord Sydenham indicated one aspect
of the whole question which the Allies
regard steadily and which America,
in her detached and coldly reasoning
manner, has failed to see clearly. This
is the view that Germany must not
merely be made innocuous in the fu-
ture but must be punished for her
crimes in the past. It amounts to im-
porting into international - affairs a
principle hitherto mostly foreign to it
but the essence of private criminal
law. He says, “Vindictiveness would
be unworthy of great nations and

Prussia, thus strong,
will always desire war and will only
be deterred by the clear conviction
that she cannot with impunity pro-
voke it. The Allies will take no chan-
ces, and the guarantee of American
support and interference is too doubt-
ful to depend upon, their own growing
military supremacy too effective to be
thrown away unused. - And so the war
must go on and the cannon speak, un-
til Kaiserism, Prussianism, junkerism,
feudalism, the whole abominable ana-
chronism, is tumbled in the dust.

Packers of herring in Newfoundland
who believe they have reason to ad-
vance their prices, pa.rticula'rly on
Scotch-cured, would do well to con-
sider the cost of merchandising salt
fish in a market sufficiently far away,
so that producers cannot keep in im-
mediate touch with conditions through-

out the season. In the first instance,|.

thé freight rate between Newfound-
land and New York is $1.80 per barl.

Insurance with war risk included
would bring this amount up to $2 or
more. Goods arriving in warm wea-
ther must be kept in cold storage at a
cost of 25 cents a month after a truck-
ing charge has been paid. For each
barrel entering cold storage in New
York there is a fixed charge of six
cents,"and when a barrel is taken out
for inspection its cost is three cents.

If the barrel is sold and is not return=-
ed to storage at all, but if it be re=-
turned, an additional 3 cents is char-
ged.

On the Hermetical Cure and Exporfation
- of Our Fresh Codfish — Predicts
Bright Possibilities.

A public meeting was held at the
Boar% of Trade Rooms at 11 o’clock
this forenoon for the purpose of hear-
ing an address on the Exportation of
Newfoundland Codfish in a frozen
state, by Major Greene, who came here
through the generosity cof the Canad-
ian Government and at the invitation
of Sir- Edward Morris. Major Greene,
though a ung man, has had a wide
experience in the fresh fish industry
and has aceomplished a great deal in
Canada.

The meeting was largely attended,
amongst those present being His Ex-
cellency the Governor, accompanied
by Capt. Abraham, the Prime Minis-
ter and many city and outport
merchants and fish dealers. Mr. R. B.
Job, President of the Board of Trade
presided, stating that the object of
the meeting was for the exploitation
of an important business here which
had been under the serious consider-
ation of the Board of Trade for some
time. He .thcn introduced Major
Greene, who in a fluent and humor-
ous manner, gave an interesting ac-
count of his practical experience. He
had heard of fish stories and of the
romance of the fish business, but he
was not a dreamer or a theorist and
what he was going to relater was
founded on fact. His father was 32
years in the business and he (the
Major) began at 12 years of age on
board a trawler in Glasgow. Five
years later he became salesman in a
fish ‘market there. Gradually there-
after he attained his vast knowledge.
TLast winter he had exported from
Canada to the Old Country for the
cons®mption of the Canadian troops
three million pounds of fresh frozen
fish; also this year he had sent one
and a half million pounds to the Brit-
ish War Office, and only recently he
received an advice by cable informing
him that the consignment of fish had
arrived in splendid condition, and ad-
ding that the next order the War Of-
fice would want filled would be five
million pounds. e had heard it said
time and again that fresh frozen fish
is no good to eat after it is thawed
out. The real secret, said the Major,
is the proper way to take -the frost
out of the fish, and that is in a bucket
of cold water. The same prejudice
existed, he continued, in the Old Coun-
try against the putting up of fresh
beef in cold storage, but that preju-
dice had since died out and the de-
mand for that commodity now exceed-
ed the supply. Similarly there was a
greater demand for the frozen fish in
the British Empire to-day. Speaking
of .our salt codfish and herring, he
said there was very much less de-
mand for these than for the frozen
article. Of course it was absolutely
necessary to have a good cold stor-
age system established in order to
have a progressive and successful
frozen fish industry. He showed that
a shipment of dogfish, which are de-
stroyed here and looked upon as value-
less, was sent from Valcartier across
the water this year and realized
eightpence a pound. In closing he
predicted great possibilities for our

frozen fish, especially when the war

E. St. J. Howley, manager of the large
cold storage plant at Bay Bulls, stated
that as regards the erection of cold
storage plants, trawlers or drifters to
catch the fish were necessary, eépe—
cially in winter time when small boats
are unable to cperate on the high
seas. At thé close a vote of thanks
proposed by His Excellency the Gov-
ernor and seconded by the Prime Min-
ister was tendered to Major Greene.

Great Britain Losing
‘Many of Her * Men
of the Ideal.”

" All Branches of Learning and Cul-
ture Have Suffered—Raymond As-
¢uith Bid Fair to Rival His Father’s
Sueeess—Prof. Kettle Known -as
Most Brilliant Irishman of His Gen-
eraticn — Religion, Drama, Belles-
Leitres, Seience, Music, all Have
Their Losses.

I.ondon, November 5.—The late Gen-
eral Walker is reported to have ex-
pressed the opinion that the spread
of .commercialism and materialism in
the United States was largely due to
her loss, both in the North and in the
South, of the “men of the ideal” who
were killed in her Civil War. Those
who went to the front in response to

 thie call of patriotism were of *the

stuff of which poets, artists, and
gpiritual leaders are made. Their
~ sacrifice impoverished the higher life
of the country for generations.

To-day the British Isles are paying
a similar toll, as one after another of
their younger men of finest quality‘
falls in the trenches or is carried to
his grave from a military hospital.
“The recent deaths in action of Ray-
mond Asquith and Thomas M. Kettle

The Loss To Musiec.

In music the best known performer
whose death has yet been reported is
Edward Mason, principal ’cellist of
the New Symphony Orchestra and of
high reputation also as a soloist and
quartet player. He was founder of the
Edward Mason Choir, established
principally in order to produce new
works by. the younger British com-
posers. George S. K. Butterworth was
the composer of song cycles from
Housman’s “Shropshire Lad” and of
an orchestral rhapsody played at the

‘In
Parliament he once summed up the
frailty of Mr. Balfour in yielding to
the tariff reformers in the phrase,
“They have nailed their leader to the
mast.” His conversation, his friends
tell us, was a procession of such
things. He was an international na-
tionalist of the very type that Ireland
most sorely needs to guide her in the
untrodden ways of the new era.
Earlier in the war, British public
life' lost William G. C. Gladstone,
grandson of the great statesman, who
at twenty-nine had already shown
signs of the possession of such gifts
of intellect-and character as Had made
his family name illustrious. In every
ther department of the national life
fg;'év.v.e personal losses may also be
chronicled. ~ The. fine artsc have dost
jert Ramsay, ex-director of the
Whitechapel Art Gallery, who had ‘re-

‘The ' Morris Book.’ The Times, to
which he contributed occasional musi-
cal criticisms, speaks of him as a
musician of great promise, who, if he
had been spared, would undoubtedly
have done much to further a national
ideal of musical art in England.
