Good Prospects.

The pleasing intelligence
contained in the recent
news from the sealing
fleet will gladden all
hearts, and will furthermore give an
extra impetus to trade. No doubt
can be expressed at the moment that
every ship will succeed in securing a
full load, and with a continuance of
the present fine weather and favour-
able conditions, this is assured. About
no one of our many industries, per-
haps, is there so much conjecture as
there is.upon the sealfishery and it is
common knowledge that when the out-
* look appears darkest, a bright gleam
ghines through the cloud. So it was
with the pronostications on this
spring’s venture. Only a few days ago
our opinions were being expressed
that the vessels had missed the patch,
but to-day we are in full possession
of the knowledge that the voyage has
béen saved and that prospects for ear-
1y loads and quick returns to port are
in sight. For the sake of all concern-
ed it is good that this is so. The own-
ers who financed the voyage will have
a speedy turn over and the men them-
selves, wh® took the chance, will not
only make splendid wages, but will
not be subjected to the necessary in-
conveniences and discomforts of a
long spring. To the trade at large
the circulation of sp much money will
be beneficial and will have the effect
of creating extra business. To ,the
country the money thus spent will
mean increased revenues, and a con-
tinuation of prosperous stability. The
only disadvantage is that the number
of men employed is so much sm‘aller
than other years, consequent on the
reduchon in the ships of the fleet, but
under the circumstances there was no
help for it. To sum up the situation
from the reports of yesterday eight
ghips hail directly for favourable
chances of loading; two are taking
“some seals and one wirelesses good
prospects. This from the front. The]
one vessel in the Gulf has not been
heard from for a day or so, but her
last report was optimistic. Therefore
on the face of the above intelligence
it may be said without any specula-
tion that the sealing voyage of 1318
promises to be one of the best.

THE GERMAN OBJECT.

MOSCOW, Mar. 19.

(By Associated Press.)—Notwith-
standing that peace with Germany
has been ratified by the Congress of
Workmen and Soldiers’ Delegates, the
German advance in Russia still con-
tinues, the evacuation of Petrograd
having served only to change the Ger-
man objective to Moscow. According
to reports printed in the papers this
morning, the Germans are moving
toward Moscow from three directions,
southwest and northwest. From the
§southwest they recently have advanc-
ied 25 miles from Konotop, Province of
Tchernigov, in the general direction
{of Bryansk, which is 235 miles from
Moscow by railway. From the west
the Germans are appreaching Smol-
jensk which is about 250 miles from
Moscow. In the northwest, they have
captured the station of Rosenavskayi
ni Government of Vitebsk. An order
to evacuate hospitals and other insti-
. tutions in Johsk, 100 miles from Mog-
cow, indicates that further German
advance is considered imminent by
' the Government. The government of
Poltava, Kharkova and Tchernigov
have all been declared in a state of
siege by the Kkraine Government. In
an effort to save Kharkov and to pre-
vent any further advance by the Aus-
trians, supporting Ukraine Bourgeois
raids, M. Tcherichem of the Bolshe-
vik Foreign Office in a statement to-
day says, Soveit Government is ne-
gotiating informally with the Ukraine
for peace and that he hopes formal
negotiations will open shortly.

RUSSIAN SHIPPING.

~ LONDON, To-Day.

HEADQUARTERS REPORT.

BRITISH HEADQUARTERS IN
FRANCE.—By the Associated Press:
British troops between the Scarpe and
the Oise have fallen back in places,
but the British General had foreseen
this eventuality and made his prepara-
tions accordingly. In the face of a
great attack, it is not only impossible,
but quite unsound, to attempt to hold
the front line trenches everywhere.
Good defensive tactics usually aim at
organizing resistance, so that the fur-
ther the enemy advances the strong-
er will be the opposition he meets.
Taking the situation as a whole the
British are well satisfied with the re-
sults of the first stage of the fight-
ing though they undoubtedly lost sev-

‘| eral ruined villages, and the Germhans

will probably make much of their cap-
ture; but the defenders have held on
amazingly well and worked terrible
slaughter among the attackers.

The fighting to-day was the greatest
in intensity on two sectors, ome
northwest of Cambrai, and-the other
southwest; the fighting on the north-
ern front was about Bullecourt, while
Hargicourt is the southern centre.
A bright sun came out at midday and
the airmen were most active, the
British aviators flying at very low
altitudes and using their machine
guns against the opposing infantry.
Before he attacked to-day, on the ‘sec-
tor between the Canal Du Nord and
Croiselles, on the northern battle
front, the Germans for four hours
smothered the British with every con~
ceivable form of hate which a gun
could throw. The enemy depended
largely upon large numbers of trench
mortars to cut the wire entangle-
ments. The British have had warn-
ing that the Germans would use great
quantities of gas shells. This proved
true, although there was nothing new
in the type of gas, and the British gas
masks appear to have been most ef-
fective. The British Tommies and
their officers fought for hours with
their gas masks on, but even this
drawback could not dampen their ju-
bilation at the havoc they caused as
the German infantry presented itself
in the form of point blank targets.
Nine German divisions negotiated the
assault in this section but they met
with strenuous resistance. British
machine-gunners did terrible execu-
tion as the Germans moved forward
the same as on Thursday. The Ger-
‘mans to-day depended on tremendous
artillery bombardments and massed
attacks, with great numbers of troops
to achieve results, and at least forty
German Divisions have been identified
and the German artillery concentra-
tion is the greatest that has been seen
in the west. It is reported that in one
section the Germans came across NO
Man’s Land in regular formation and
gaps in the ramks were quiekly f}ued
in to present a solid front.

Germans advanced in more dense for-
mation than ever before, and natural-
ly suffered grievous . casualties. Six
German Divisions, Thursday, delivered
a very heavy attack against the Brit-
ish south of St. Quentin, and despite
the fact that the enemy had a superi-
ority in numbers the British hung
doggedly to their posts throughout the
day, and it was only after the Ger-
mans had stopped the assault that
the British withdrew their lines,
somewhat, in order to give them pro-
tection by means of the Oise 'River
and the flooind ground around ijt. A
further attack here will be extremely
costly ‘to the enemy.

BOMBS PARIS.

PARIS, To-Day.

At nine o’clock to-night a group of
enemy airplanes crossed the lines and
a number of bombs were dropped on
Champagne and different towns in
that region. Several machines ad-
vanced further to the South but were
forced to turn back by the fire of the
French artillery. The alarm was im-
mediately given in Paris and a half
hour later the “all clear” signal was
sounded.

NOTHING LEFT UNDONE.

LONDON, To-day.

The German newspapers reflect a
feeling of confidence concerning the
praesnt oprations in th Wst though
the seriousness of the moment is re-
cognized, according to Dutch news-
paper agencies, says an Exchange
Telegraph despatch from Amsterdam.

Nfid. Seo'ch
Cured Herring.

While the herring trade of New
York has been staggered by the loss
of the s.s. Florizel, which sank off the
coast of Newfoundland with a cargo
of 6,000 barrels of herring, probably
most of it Scotch cured, there has
been no tendency to take advantage
of the market situation here, which at
present is critical, Th.re is a limited
supply in the hands of merchants and
jobbers and a good demand in . evi-
dence, yet sales of the week have been
on the basis of former quotations, the
ruling price for well-packed stocks
being $28. This price has been ex-
ceeded in a few ingtances, especially
for fancy goods, but in the develop-
ment of the market following its com-
plete demoralization early in the week
it has been noted that jobbers eviden-
ced a willingness to buy almost with-
out regard for prices in some cases.
In the face of this condition, which is
distinctly favorable to the seller, the
small lots that changed hands were,
almost without deviation, at the quo-
tations which have prevailed. What
the future will bring about is still a
matter of speculation. Some hold
| that prices will soar to $32 and $35,
while others appear content to take a
fair profit on their goods and to sell
regardless of the future supply. It
is probable, however, that unless a
steamer brings further supplies here
in the immediate future, there will
be a clean-up of stocks and therefore
a higher and stronger market. There
is still.a fair quantity of Scotch cured
and Norwegian style herring held on
the West Coast, and some of this has
been offering here at fairly reasonable
prices. It is reported that New York
merchants have been offering $16 a
barrel for the Scotch stocks. Of
course, this stock cannot be moved
at present, but will be held at the out-
port station until the waters of New-
foundland are again opened to navi-
! gation. A schooner load of herring
, came into.the market this week, con-
signed to two firms here. No prices
have been made on this as yet.—N.Y.
 Fishing Gazette, March 2nd.

THE WAR.

Armageddon has begun at last!
1 If the American military critics still
consider the logic of the situation
being
;drawn from the great German offen-
' sive opened on Thursday, I can: only
say I think them very bad logicians.
Germany has wise enough leaders
to know that no front of war except
I‘the Western is of any real account,
and that the worst they can do In
Russia or the Balkans can have no
decisive effect upon the result, while
it may consume their energies to a
disastrous extent. If they did not
take the initiative in the West, the
Allies would do so sooner or later,
and with the great American reserve
pouring in daily in increasing num-
bers, the best the Germans could
hope for would be, as one message
well expresses it, a gradually weakea-
ing defensive. Indeed, the logic of
the situation is very strongly in fa-
vour of the very course the enemy
has now followed.

At the moment of writing the great
attack has not defined itself clearly
enough for anything like accurate

disgraceful in the extreme. The re-
sponse to the energetic appeal for
men which closed the past year was
not disheartening: it might have been
better, but it might also have been
much worse. Nevertheless, it failed
to produce the number of recruits
aimed at and clearly set forth by the
Government as the best to decide
vqhether or not more severe measures
should be resorted to. The striking
contrast of the results since then may
be largely ascribed to this very break-
ing of its pledge by the Government.
Had it followed its intention, or rather
its announced intention, of adopting
severer methods, not only would there
have been little opposition shown to
them, their eminent justice and fair-
ness being so plain and unanswerable,
but it is almost certain that voluntary
recruiting would have been greatly
stimulated at the same time. As it is,
resruiting was never before at so low
an ebb. The prospect is not a pleas-
ant one. It is only too likely that be-
fore many months have passed this
remnant Government, which is never
tired of blowing its own trumpet, will
have to bear a terrible responsibility,
to answ&r a terrible indictment. It
