Letter From Germany.
The following letter from their son 

Edward, who is a prisoner of war in 
Germany, has been received by his 
parents, Edward and Catherine White, 
Peter’s River, St Mary’^ That por­
tion of letter containing present ad­
dress of the writer has been blacked 
out by the German Censor:

Dec. 18th, 1917.
Dear Mother,—I hope you are quite 

welL This is just a line to let you 
know that I am still in. the land of 
the living. I was slightly wounded 
(nothing to worry about) and am in 
hospital at present I am a prisoner 
in German hands, and am being 
treated very well, indeed; the same 
as the German soldier. I don't sup­
pose I shall be in hospital very long, 
so perhaps a letter might find me at 
the above address (blacked out). Just 
a letter, nothing more, until I get set­
tled down. I may move to another 
hospital at any time. I get up dur­
ing the day and walk about the hos­
pital, so I am not so bad. I1 hope dad 
is keeping well. Tell him there is 
absolutely nothing to worry about 
and that J’ expect to come marching 
home to Newfoundland very soon, 
and then I shall make up for this. 
The war is finished as far as I am 
concerned as of course, I shall not do 
any more fighting. I expect to have 
some sort of work to do when I get 
out of hospital. Don’t forget to re­
member me to all, especially my bro­
thers and sisters ; I hope they are 
Keeping well. I shall write again as 
*>on as I can. I am getting a pal to 
irrite this for me, so if there is any­
thing left out you must excuse me. 
Well I will now close. Hoping you 
are all in the best of health.

In these notes (Thoughts upon the 

Times) written last December, the 
writer pointed out that Germany’s 
policy then seemed to be to get pos­
session of Russia from Petrograd to 
Odessa. By tlfe infamous treaty re­
cently made With Trotzky she has 
accomplished this. Within two hours 
of the close of the armistice with 
Russia the German armies were on 
the march in the direction of Reval 
and Petrograd. They advanced In 
crescent formation over a front of 
400 miles. The disorganized and su­
perstitious Russians were terror- 
stricken, and In vain did the now 
frightened Trotzky offer to capitulate. 
The offer was disregarded by the 
German general Von Linsengén, and 
within one week, as had been pro­
phesied by General Hoffmann, Reval 
was occupied. The Germans then 
offered to Russia peace proposals of 
the most humiliating kind, involving, 
not only the loss to Russia of all her 
most valuable western provinces, but 
a huge money indemnity as well. 
These terms have since been accepted 
by the Bolshevik 1 Government and 
practically the whole of European 
Russia with its vast resources and 
millions of people pass over to Ger­
many.

Supposing that Germany has to re­
linquish all the territory which she 
now occupies in France, Belgium, Ser­
vie and Roumanie, and also relin­
quish all her colonies now in pos­
session of the Allies, she will be in 
large measure more powerful than 
she was before the war began. In fact 
her dream of conquest was never so 
great as it is at present. This makes 
the Allies’ position more serious than 
it has been at any time since the war 
started. The menace to the British 
Empire was never so great as now 
and it is no use for us to preach 
peace when there can be no peace, 
with the Huns overrunning all Eu­
rope and threatening India. At the 
present time nothing but "war, cease­
less war remains." At the beginning 
of the war our statesmen pledged us 
to "our last dollar and last man.” We 
will soon be called upon to prove 
whether we really mean this. In the 
words of brave Horatlus before the 
city gate:

"To every man upon this earth 
Death cometh soon or late;
And how can man die better 
Than facing fearful odds,
For the ashes of his fathers 
And the temples of his gods."

The supreme test of the manhood of 
the Empire is about to be ushered in. 
Shall we be able to withstand" it. In 

speech recently made by Sir Auck­
land Geddes, the new Minister of Na­
tional Service, we get the following 
facts relating to the contributions of 
man-power from the different parts 
of the Empire. They are very inter­
esting and should be an eye-opener to 
those who think England has not done 
her part in the great world struggle:

A number of business men along 
Water Street were in court this morn­
ing, charged with'a breach of the 
Municipal regulations relative to snow 
clearing.

I did not notice any slob 
then as I was paying attention to the 
look out. I saw the Captain on the 
bridge shortly after three o’clock. 
Charles Bailey was the other Quarter­
master.

PURCHASES RUSSIAN SHIPPING.
LONDON, To-Day.

HEADQUARTERS REPORT.
BRITISH HEADQUARTERS IN 

FRANCE.—By the Associated Press: 
British troops between the S carpe and 
the Oise have fallen back in places, 
but the British General had foreseen 
this eventuality and made his prepara­
tions accordingly. In the face of a 
great attack, it is not only impossible, 
but quite unsound, to attempt to hold 
the front line trenches everywhere. 
Good defensive tactics usually aim at 
organizing resistance, so that the fur­
ther the enemy advances the strong­
er will be the opposition he meets. 
Taking the situation as a whole the 
British are well satisfied with the re­
sults ot the first stage of the fight­
ing though they undoubtedly lost sev­
eral ruined villages, and the Germane 
will probably make much of their cap­
ture; but the defenders have held on 
amazingly well and worked terrible 
slaughter among the attackers.

The fighting to-day was the greatest 
In intensity on two sectors, one 
northwest of Cambrai, and the other 
southwest; the fighting on the north­
ern front was about Bullecourt, while 
Hargicourt is the southern centre. 
A bright sun came out at midday and 
the airmen were most active, the 
British aviators flying at very low 
altitudes and using their machine 
guns against the opposing infantry. 
Before he attacked to-day, on the sec­
tor between the Canal Du Nord and 
Croiselles, on the northern battle 
front, the Germans for four hours 
smothered the British with every coir- 
celvable form of hate which a gun 
could throw. The enemy depended 
largely upon large numbers of trench 
mortars to cut the wire entangle­
ments. The British have had warn­
ing that the Germans would use great 
quantities of gas shells. This proved 
true, although there was nothing new 
in the type of gas, and the British gas 
masks appear to have been most ef­
fective. The British Tommies and 
their officers fought for hours with 
their gas masks on, but even this 
drawback could not dampen their Ju­
bilation at the havoc they caused as 
the German infantry presented itself 
in the form of point blank targets. 
Nine German divisions negotiated the 
assault in this section but they met 
with strenuous resistance. British 
machine-gunners did terrible execu­
tion as the Germans moved forward 
the same as on Thursday. The Ger­
mans to-day depended on tremendous 
artillery bombardments and massed 
attacks, with great numbers of troops 
to achieve results, and at least forty 
German Divisions have been identified 
and the German artillery concentra­
tion is the greatest that has been seen 
in the west. It is reported that in one 
section the Germans came across No 
Man's Land in regular formation aad 
gaps in the ranks were quickly pitied 
in to present a solid front.

PARIS, To-Day.

At nine o’clock to-night a group of 
enemy airplanes crossed the lines and 
a number of bombs were dropped on 
Champagne and different towns ln 
that region. Several machines ad­
vanced further to the South but were 
forced to turn hack by the fire of the 
French artillery. The alarm was im­
mediately given in Paris and a half 
hour later the “all clear” signal was 
sounded.

Mid. Scotch
Cured Herring.

While the herring trade of New 
York has been staggered by the loss 
of the s.s. Florizel, which sank off the 
coast of Newfoundland with a cargo 
of 6,000 barrels of herring, probably 
most of it Scotch cured, there has 
been no tendency to take advantage 
of the market situation here, which at 
present is critical. Th-re is a limited 
supply in the hands of merchants and 
Jobbers and a good demand in evi­
dence, yet sales of the week have been 
on the basis of former quotations, the 
ruling price for welb-packed stocks 
being $28. This price has been ex­
ceeded in a few instances, especially 
for fancy goods, but in the develop­
ment of the market following its com­
plete demoralization early in the week 
it has been noted that jobbers eviden­
ced a willingness to buy almost with­
out regard for prices in some cases. 
In the face of this condition, which is 
distinctly favorable to the seller, the 
small lots that changed hands were, 
almost without deviation, at the quo­
tations which have prevailed. What 
the future will bring about is still a 
matter of speculation. Some hold 
that prices will soar to $32 and $35, 
while others appear content to take a 
fair profit on their goods and to sell 
regardless of the future supply. It 
is probable, however, that unless a 
steamer brings further supplies here 
in the immediate future, there will 
be a clean-up of stocks and therefore 1 
a higher and stronger market. There 
is still a fair quantity of Scotch cured 
and Norwegian style herring held on 
the West Coast, and some of this has 
been offering here at fairly reasonable 
prices. It is reported that New York 
merchants have been offering $16 a 
barrel for the Scotch stocks. Of 
course, this stock cannot be moved 
at present, but will be held at the out- 
port station until the waters of New­
foundland are again opened to navi­
gation. A schooner load of herring 
came into -the market this week, con­
signed to two firms here. No prices 
have been made on this as yet—N.Y. 
Fishing Gazette, March 2nd.

| drawn from the great German offen­
sive opened on Thursday, I can only 
say I think them very bad logicians. 
Germany has wise enough leaders 
to know that no front of war except 
the Western is of any real account, 
and that the worst they can do in 
Russia or the Balkans can have no 
decisive effect upon the result, while 
it may consume their energies to a 
disastrous extent If they did not 
take the initiative in the West, the 
Allies would do so sooner or later, 
and with the great American reserve 
pouring in daily in increasing num­
bers, the best the Germans could 
hope for would be, as one message 
well expresses it a gradually weaken­
ing defensive. Indeed, the logic of 
the situation is very strongly in fa­
vour of the very course the enemy 
has now followed.

At the moment of writing the great 
attack has not defined itself clearly 
enough for anything like accurate 
analysis. While feints have been 
made on both sides, the onslaught has 
been delivered in earnest against the 
British positions, with the greatest! 
effort apparently aimed at the gains ! 
made by Byng’s forces at Cambrai 
last autumn. Mention, of places like 
La Fere and Croisilles shows how 
much more the British line has been 
extended eastward since last year. 
Not only the locus but the manner of 
the attack was expected and prepared 
for, and from that fact we can derive 
the greatest confidence in the eventu­
al outcome.

The 
British losses Inevitably have been 
considerable, but not out of propor­
tion to the magnitude of the battle.

BIG PRICE FOB SMALL GAINS.

French troops repulsed strong Ger­
man raids south of Juvtncourt, in the 
sector of Godst, north of Courcy, and 
north of the Aisne. In the two last 
named sectors German detachments 
were driven from advanced French 
positions after considerable losses. 
In the Champagne, west of Mount 
Carmillst, a German attack, also, 
was repulsed. There were rather 
heavy artillery engagements In the 
region of the heights at some points 
on the right bank of the Meuse and 
in the Woevre. It has been establish­
ed that on March 5th, sub-Lieut. Har- 
balia brought down his tenth German 
airplane.

NO OCCASION FOB PESSIMISM.
NEW YORK, March 22.

There is not the slightest occasion 
for pessimism or discouragement. 
General J. Franklin Bell, command ir 
of the 77th Division of the National 
Army, declared here to-day In his first 
Interview since his return from the 
fighting front in France. We are en­
gaged in a serious undertaking, but 
there is not the slightest reason for 
doubting we will finally accomplish 
our task and accomplish it thorough­
ly. Patience and perseverance Is all 
that will be required.

THE POPE’S PLEA FOB PEACE,
ROME, March 22.

A plea for a lasting peace Is made 
by Pope Benedict in an Easter mes 
sage to the United States, which he 
sends through the Associated Press.

A GERMAN VERSION.
BERLIN, via London, March 22.
Extensivi damage was done to A1 

lied establishments on the French 
coast at Dunkirk and vicinity through 
a prolonged bombardment by German 
torpedo boat forces oafly yesterday, 
an official report issued to-day says, 
Enemy destroyers were engaged 
the Germans were returning, but the 
hostile craft withdrew, the report 
says, after having sustained several 
hits. The German craft which at­
tacked the coast returned safely, but 
two small outpost ships which had 
been cruising’west of Ostend are 
missing.

COUNTER ATTACKS.
British Army Headquarters in 

France, March 22.—The fighting still 
continues, but the first stage of the 
offensive has passed. The enemy 
has failed badly in the execution of 
his programme, as is attested by 
captured documents showing what he 
planned to do in the early hours of 
his offensive. Vigorous counter at­
tacks late yesterday restored some of 
the positions which the British had 
abandoned temporarily. One of the 
most brilliant British counter attacks 
occurred at Deignies. The British 
advanced with infantry and tanks at 
7 p.m. and after fierce fighting drove 
out the enemy. The exact British 
line cannot be made public at pres­
ent The only reason is that it might 
furnish the enemy with valuable in­
formation. Last night was fairly

THE IRISH SITUATION.
LONDON, March 22. 

These are critical moments in the 
fortunes of Ireland, said former Pre 
mier Asquith to-day. We hear dis­
quieting reports but the one thing 
most urgent, not only in the interests 
of Ireland, and the British empire, 
but in the interest of the Allied cause 
and the future of the world Is the 
reconciliation in Ireland. I refuse to 
believe at this supreme moment that 
British and Irish statesmanship is so 
bankrupt that it can’t find an honor­
able solution of the situation.

BRITISH OFFICIAL
LONDON, March 22. (Official.)

Our losses inevitably have been 
considerable, but they have not been 
out of proportion to the magnitude 
of the battle. From reports received 
from all parts of the front the ene­
my’s losses continue to be very heavy 
and his advance everywhere has been 
made at great sacrifice. Our troops 
are fighting with the greatest gallan­
try. When all ranks and units of 
every arm behaved so well, it is diffi­
cult at this stage of the battle to dis­
tinguish instances of exceptional 
gallantry which was shown however, 
by troops of the 24th Division in a 
protracted defence at Ltverguier and 
by the Third Division who maintained 
positions in the neighborhood of 
Crolselles and to the north of that 
village against repeated attacks. A 
very gallant fl^ht was made by the 
61st Division 46 the neighborhood of 
Bapaume-Cambrai road against re­
peated attacks. Identifications ob­
tained in the course of the battle 
shows that the enemy’s opening at­
tack was delivered by some forty di­
visions supported by great masses of 
artillery, and reinforced by Austrian 
batteries. Many other German divis­
ions have since taken part In the 
fighting , and others are arriving in 
the battle area. Further fighting of a 
most severe nature is anticipated.
