Ambergris, which forms a basis for
nearly all the best quality perfumes
and scents, is found in an unattrac-
tive looking mass floating on the sea
or lodged upon the shore.

Its origin, hewever, has only bezn
discovered comparalively recently.

It is a morbid secretion of the liver
of a sick sperm whale, and ashen-
ccloured and waxy in appearance.

Although unpleasant to sight and
touch, it gives off a fragrant, musky
odour when warmed, even in its.raw
and unprepared state. In this crude
form it is subjected to chemical ac-
tion to extract the active principle,
called amberine, from which the per-
fume is actually derived.

PARIS, July 5

Marshall Joffre appeared before the
Chambers of Deputies commission in-
vestigation of metal industries <o-
day and replied to criticisms made be-
fore the committee by certain gen-
erals of the failure to defend the
Briey iron mining district and the
failure to provide for an attack by
the Germans through Belgium. The
Briey Basin, the Marshall' said, was
not included in the governing posit-
ions because it was impossible to pre-
vent the Germans from taking it. The
plans of the German Staff were made
to follow every step of the invasion
with the end in view of not engag-
ing in battle until it could do so with
a totality of forces,; which at the be-
ginning were 2,300,000 bayonets.

Marshall Joffre
explained that the abondonment of
Lille was because it could not be def-
ended.

And that problem is the Ger-
man mind. The incident impresses
one less as an act of open treachery
than as an example of the extra-
ordinary mingling of stupidity and
super-subtlety, of crass realism and
exaggerated legalism, of “rights” anid

of the war. If the Germans had sunk
their warships before the armistice,
or before the supreme humiliation
of surrender, the act would have bean
human and understandable. To wait
until the “expiration” of the armistice
as the German rear-admiral did, and
then to sink the ships during a sort
of constructive recess when there was
no armistice, and there was yet no
peace, and therefore the ships had
presumably reverted to their former
owners—that act is, well, German.’
Such incidents will recur; and it
will be for the Allies to decide in each
case weather Germany is violating

the Treaty with forethought or wheth-
er she is only fulfiling the Treaty ac-
cerding to the laws of German
thought. The tasks of peace will be
harder than the tasks of war for the
Allies to the extent that war did not
call for patience with the enemy’s men-
tal processes.

Grace to Friday, when with
every prospect for a successful
fiight favorable, the confident
aviators left on their new air
schedule, the officials and me-
chanics of the company had
particularly endeared them-
selves to all with whom they
came in contact, and Harbor
Grace had come to look upon the
big plane as almost its own.

It was singularly hard luck,
that after waiting such a long
time for an opportune moment,
and having every part of the
machine and engines in thor-
ough working order, a little
thing like the choking of an oil
tube should have caused the
trouble, which was responsible
for the descent at Parrsboro,
Nova Scotia on Saturday last,
in which the plane was so badly
damaged that repairs cannot be
effected at that point. The
change in the aerial programme
if successfully carried out,
would have established a new
record in flying, and the abrupt
and unfortunate ending has
doubtless caused Admiral Kerr
and his crew the keenest disap-
pointment.

It is qujte possible, however
that the wrecked machine can
be restored, as there are com-
petent mechanics in Nova Sco-
tia, and if it is not too badly
damaged and warrant rebuild-
ing, hope can be held out that
the fliers will yet achieve that
which they set out to uccom-
plish, and that the ultimate sue-
cess which they deserve will
yet crown their efforts, is the
hearty wish of their numerous
friends in the dominion.

The present failure was due
to one of these unforeseen acci-
dents of chance which could not
be controlled before hand, and
was nobt due to any carelessness
or neglect. All that can be said
is that it just -happened at the
wrong moment, and could not
be averted. Fortunately though,
through the intervention of
Providence, it occurred when
the machine was over the land.
Had the aviators been obliged
to alight on the surface of the
ocean their expgrience might
have been a great deal more
awkward, and attended with
worse results. As it is every-
one is glad that the flight and
compulsory descent ended so
well, for not one of the crew of
the “Atlantic” was"injured.

The end of the air voyage was
rather inglorious, but there is
much comfort in the knowledge
that it is not impossible to make
another attempt. Should Kerr
and his associates decide to do
g0, we trust that the luck which
deserted them for a time will
take a turn in their favor and
stay with them to the end.

Another Triumph.

Britain scores another aerial trium-
ph over all competitors, the success-
ft! ~on-stop flight of the dirigible R-34,
from Scotland to America so closely
following Alcock and Brown’s air trip
from Newfoundland to Ireland, giv-
ing British Aviators the lead. The
dirigible’s air journey of nearly four
thousand miles must have been a try-
ing ordeal for the crew, but notwith-
standing all against which they had to
contend they stuck to it, and success
crowned their intrepidity. Hats are
off to-day te the gallant and daring
Britishers who have demonstrated the
possibility and feasibility of conquer-
ing the air, and congratulations from
all sides are being showered upon the
vistors over space. In the congratu-
lations Newfoundland has a part, for
on Tuesday, when the big balloon was
within wireless reach, the following
exchange of wireless messages took
place between His Excellency the Gov-
ernor and General Maitland:

July 4, 1919.

On behalf of Newfoundland I greet
you as you pass us on your enter-
prising journey.

Efficient Pilot.

The manner in which H. M. S. Corn-
wall was piloted through the rocks
and shoals of Bonavista Bay during
her voyage of the past week, speaks
eloquently of Capt. William Carrol’s
abilities in that line. At times when
the fog was so thick that one could
not see beyond a few yards,he directed
the ship’s course, wkile it was entire-
ly owing to his knowledge of the wat-
ers of Bonavista Bay that the landing
party escaped running on a shoal and
perhaps being lost. The following
letter written by tiie Captain of the
Cornwall, speaks for itself.—

The Cruise of
~ H.M.S. Cornwall.

On Board HM.S. Cornwall.

His Majesty’s Ship !Cornwall left
St. John’s on -Monday,:at 115 p.m,
and set her course for Bonavista Bay,
the scene of the trouble that had
been brought about by the refusal of
the people of Flat Island to permit
the police to search their houses for
illicit intoxicants which, they had
good reasons for believing, had been
brewed by the islanders and was be-
ing promiscuously distributed by
them. The weather was dull and
hazy, with thick fog hiding the land
from view to as far as Cape St. Fran-
cis, when the mouth of Conception
Bay was crossed and Baccalieu Is-
land hove into sight. Night having by
then fallen, it was deemed imprudent
to continue to Bonavista Bay, and the
ship was accordingly turned into
Trinity Bay and anchored off New
Perlican.

At 6.55 the following morning,
Tuesday, the voyage was continued,
stop being made off Grate’s Point,
where a large iceberg of three hun-
dred feet in length and fifty in height
was situated. Here the guns were
gotten ready and preparation for
practice, the first in six months
made. The Cornwall i3 equipped with
eight six-inch guns, and the firing
that followed was certainly the loud-
est ever heard by me. First the af-
ter turret guns were discharged at
the berg, which was seven thousand
yards, or roughly 4 miles, distant, and
then the after casemate gun.
came the forward casemate and then
the forward turret guns. The ship
now turned about so that the port
guns .could be discharged. In all,
seventy-two rounds were fired, the
hitting being sevent~-five per cent.
Everyone on board had his ears
stuffed with cotton wool, but even
this failed to deaden the terrible noise
of the various explosions.
officars’ cabins was almost complete-
ly demolished by the vibration, the
door being literally torn from its
hinges, the bed, mirrors, bureau,
chairs and other articles being
smashed to atoms. Not much of the
monster berg, remained when firing
had ceased. It required very little
effort of the imagination to picture
the ship in actual battle, for the noise,
excitement and smell of explosives
were present to make the impression
strong.

From this point the ship continued
on to Greenspond, Bonavista Bay,
where ten policemen, Magistrate Mif-
flin, and a witness were taken aboard.
The policemen were: Head Consta-
ble Noseworthy, Sergeant Savage,
Sergeant Forsey, and Constables Ped-
dle, Kelly, Wade, Simmonds, Way,
Lee, and Tucker, of Greenspond. Ser-
geant Forsey is stationed at Gambo.
The course was then made up the
Bay once more, until Salvage Bay,
about three miles this side of Flat
Island, was reached, and the anchors
were dropped in the leeway of Gull
Island. Stay was made here Tuesday
night, it being intended that opera=
tions were to begin the following
morning. A high wind having sprung
up by the next day, however, it was
thought advisable to weigh anchors
and cut around from Salvage Bay,
round the point that intervened, into
Sandy Cove, a very nicely sheltered
little harbor. The run around the
point was rather rough, and only the
watches were on deck. Stay was made
in Sandy Cove Wednesday afternoon
and night, the time being spent pleas-
antly enough in fishing from the
cruiser’s sides, and in seining cap-
lin, a large quantity of which was se-
cured by a number of cadets. Once,
during the afternmoon, the ship was
gotten underway for her return to
Salvage Bay, and was even outside the
harbor. The fog was found to be too
thick, however, and we had to put
back into Sandy Cove again.

On Thursday we returned to Sal-
vage Bay and once more evening
found us engaged in the pastime of
fishing, many flatfish, tomcods, and
even ‘codfish lining the after shelter
deck, from which we fished. Bright
and early on. Friday morning, at five
o’clock, all hands were aroused, and
a hasty breakfast partaken of. At
7.30 a large steam pinnace, a sailing
pinnace and a cutter were launched.
The marines, numbering forty-eight,
and the remainder of the party, which

numbered ninety, all told, were serv-

ed out with revolvers, ammunition
and other necessary supplies. A
maxim machine gun, capable of fir-
ing six hundred shots a minute, was
set in the bow of the cutter. At 8
o’clock, everything being ready, we,
the marines, sailors, police, and my-
self, boarded the boats, which were
to be towed by the pinnace, and the
start was made on our three-mile trip
to Flat Island. The boats were ably
piloted through the rocks and shoals
by Mr. Carroll.

Return to the Corrnwall, after the
day’s business had been carried out,
wag made at 2.30. About an hour la-
ter the anchors were again weighed
and we were soon bowling back over
the Bay to Bonavista, its Capital.
Here we Stopped for the afternoon
and night. Bonavista is a thriving
little town, and all through the even-
ing the harbor was spotted black by
motor boats that came shooting
around us, inspecting the ship. The
ship’s band assembled on the after-
deck in the evening, and rendered
many splendid martial airs for the
benefit of the townsfolk, the music
charming all aboard and ashore. The
weather being delightful, the sailors
forward took the opportunity of dan-
cing, and until dark the forward
decks were the scene of dancing Jack
Tars, while one of their number play-
ed a piano, brought on deck for the
purpose, to enliven the dancing. In-
teresting and novel to the beholder
were these dances, many of which
werc the sailors’ own composition,
and all of which literally smacked
of the sea and demonstrated the
carcless abandon of the British Jack
Tar.

Early next morning (Saturday), the
start of the return to St. John's was
made, and after a pleasant run down
the coast, during which we passed
innumerable fishing smacks and
schooners, we arrived at the port of
destination at quarter of two in the
day, bringing to an end one of the
most pleasant and enjoyable of voy-
ages we have ever spent.

On the way down we passed many

icebergs, some of them
mmanta, whisokh vesda e wal ]
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1 J. R. McKenzie, L. Morris, J. Mercer,
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considerable interegt by the sailors
aboard ship. An exceptionally pret-
ty sight was a long line of bergs,
numbering eighty-four, which extend-
ed, in a gentle semi-circle, for
twenty-five miles. At times we would
run alongside a monster berg, ven-
turing as near as prudent to go, and
at such times all aboard who pos-
sessed cameras would run for them
so that snaps of the ice could be ob-
tained.

The Cornwall possesses a splendid
band, the music of which served al-
most constantly to keep things live-
ly and interesting. During the twice
daily run around the ship that the
entire crew had, the band would ren-
der spirited airs, which made what
might otherwise be a dull and tire-
some exercise a bright and interest-
ing pastime.

She has been in action, and many
parts of the ship bear evidence of
that time. The centre funnel, for ex-
ample, is fairly riddled with shrapnel
holes, while one piece of a shell tore
through the deck, entered the galley,
killed two men, continued through a
couple of iron partitions and walls,
before its force was spent and its
career checked. This battle was that
of the Falkland Islands, fought on
the 8th of December, 1914, when the |
Cornwall sank the German cruiser
Leipzic. The Cornwall was also one |
of the ships that was at the mouth |
of the River Rufiji in East Africa,!
when the German cruiser Koenigs-'
berg had escapad up the river. This .
German raider was afterwards sunk .
by a British monitor. !

The cruiser Cornwall, 9,800 tons, is |
captained by H. K. Kitson. Her Com-
mander is Jeffrey S. Arbuthnott, D.S. !
O. The navigator is Sir John Al-
ieyne, Bart., D.S.C., D.S.0.,, who had
the honor of being navigator of the
Vindictive, which was deliberately
stranded at Zeebrugge. Sir John’s
Captain and Commander on the Vin-
dictive, wére both killed on the
bridge alongside him, while he was
blown by a shell into the water, be-
ing picked up unconscious. In ap-
pearance, he is young, ruddy faced,
pleasant and affable, and quite reser-
ved and modest in demeanour. Need-
less to state, he is very popular with
the men. The Lieut.-Commander is
Chas. F. Harris, the Engineer Com-
mander, Alex. Hill; the Chief Gun-
ner, A. H. Jenkins; the Boatswain,
James Gordon; and the assistant
Boatswain, T. H. H. Dean. The
marines are captained by Francis R.
Jones. There are 32 officers on the
Cornwall, 52 cadets, and the remain-
der of the complement is made up of
marines and sailors.

The cruiser Cornwall is fitted with
twin engines, of 22,000 horsepower,
driving two screws. A visit of in-
spection to her engine rooms and
stokeholds is one of wonder. One
cannot help being astounded at the
great size of these, for they are easi-
ly vast enough to permit of one be-
ing lost in the winding passage ways |
that lead from stokehold to stokehold.
In fact, to be brief, the Cornwall, al-
though not the latest or biggest style
warship of the Navy, is a wonder of
interest and efficiency, and a visit
through her cannot fail to repay even
tke most fastidious and hardest to
please.

One of the Commissioned Warrant
Officers is Chief Gunner A. H. Jen-
kins, who was on the Glory at the
time of the evacuation of Gallipoli.
He was on Suvla Beach at the time
the Newfoundland Regiment left it,
and his party covered our regiment’s
retirement. Another gentleman on
board is J. Tatton. Officer’s Steward,
who was in St. John’s some fourteen
years ago. He married a St. John’s
girl, who died soon after giving birth |
to a girl infant. The father left New- |
foundland soon after, not returning
until last Monday, when the ship put |
into St. John’s.

Everyone aboard is familiar with the
Newfoundland sailors, and gives the
Jack that hailed frem this “land of
fish and fog” the highest word of
praise, from a nautical point of view.

The Cornwall has just about com-
pleted a six months’ cruise, having
returned from the West Indies. Con-
sequently the crew find this weather,
even for us, very cold. Unfortunate-
ly for our reputation, they have
struck Newfoundland at a time when
the weather is the worst for many
years, and entirely unlike the usual
climate of the Oldest Colony of the
British Isles.

Flat Island is |
really three islands, separated by
narrow channels of water. The sec-
ond of tha three is Coward’s Island.
The main one, Flat Island, is about%
three miles in length. It is long,
winding and pretty. Just now it‘
seemed to be deserted, as, when the |
boats came up to it and berthed
alongside the public wharf, nobody
was to be seen, and the reception
that had been expected was missing. |
A few women and children could be |
seen further back from the v.’harf.é
while on the wharf itself was one|
woman with a child in her arms.
This did not deceive the landing par- ]
ty, however, as it was felt that such
an innocent looking scene might
easily have been a trap, and that be-
hind the boulders and rocks lay hid-
den dozens of desperate men, armed
with scaling guns and fowling pieces,
ready to die if needs be, before allow-
ing the police to arrest them. It
was, therefore, with feelings of cau-
tion and alertness that the police
squad, numbering ten armed with
rifles, and Inspector General Hutch-
ings, in uniform, landed on the
wharf and wended their way careful-
ly and watchfully up the steep path
that led to the island village. The
only civilian, if the magistrate be ex-
cepted, to be with the police at this
time and during all the day while
the arrests were being made was the
Telegram reporter, who armed with
an automatic revolver, was prepared
for any eventuality that might arise.
He certainly was the only newspaper
man to be there. The first arrest
made was that of F. Kelligrew.
Kelligrew, who was standing with
half a dozen others, who quickly
moved away as the squad approach-
ed, was a strongly, heavily built man,
and who, beyond being argumentive
and ipclined to be demonstrative,
made no resistance to his arrest. He
admitted that he and His fellow-
islanders had dene wrong and stated
that he and they were quite prepar-
ed to suffer the consequences. Two
constables then took him to the
wharf, where he was put aboard the
boat. Meanwhile, the remaining
party continued down the island,
where the house of Arthur Samson
was reached. He was a man of about

! mans, and lamenting the fact that

the majority of their men-folk had
gone to Labrador and no resistance
could be offered. One man, in com-
versation with the Telegram reporter,
stated that, “although the warship
had come, and the arrests been made,
it would make no difference with
them in the matter of brewing moon-
shine—that they would do so even if
a policeman were stationed on the
island.” Indeed, all seemed defiant,
and if any were sorry, it was not
that they had done wrong, but' that
they had been caught. One wqgman,
as her hushand was being arrested,
dropped on her knees before the In-
spector General and begged him for
God’s sake not to shoot her husband.
Neither the assurances of Mr. Hutch-
ings nor of the Telegram reporter
could convince the women and chil-
dren that any harm was intended the
prisoners. Two of the prisoners were
on the local fishing grounds at the
time of the arrival of thb police, and
they were arrested as soon as they
returned. Another was birding. The
rifle and uniform of a Yyoung man
Samson, a returned soldier, were con-
ficcated, while the rifle of a man
Pike, also a returned soldier, then
gone to Labrador, was taken. One
of the prisoners was Israel Ralph, a
Naval sailor now on furlough. When
taken he was in uniform, which bore

! four service chevrons, signifying that
i he had spent four years in the ser-

vice. He submitted without a word.
William Samson, father of one of the
prisoners, and also of the principal
ringleader, who had escaped to Lab-
rador only a day or so before, offered
to come as a witness, and, first get-
ting some clothing and abou‘ three
hundred dollars, stepped in the cut-
ter. While the squad was waliting
for the man who was birding, to re-
turn, two constables, under Sergeant
Savage, went across to Coward Is-
land, the Telegram reporter accom-
panying them, where the returned
soldier Pike’s house was. Pike had
gone to Labrador, but his mother was
in the house. She refused flatly to
glve any information as to where he
wag or where his rifie and kit were.
There was nothing for the police to
do but search the house. Nothing but
two haversacks was found. Later,
however, a brother of the returned
soldier came to the squad with a
rifle, explaining that it was his bro-
ther’s. He gave it up, and it was
brought back to St. John’s on the
cruiser. Altogether two Regimental
rifles were confiscated. One of the
prisoners was the schoolmaster of the
place. He is a tall, thin man, con-
tinually smoking cigarettes, and bore
all the marks of one who would be
passionate and heedless at such a
time as there was when the police
were held up by the guns of the fish-
ermen. The prisoners taken were:

Despite the fact that active opera-
tions against the enemy ceased
nearly six months ago, there are still
grave perils to be faced by those who

go down to the sea in ships, apart{

from storms and tempests and such-
like dangers that ordinarily beset the
life of the sailor.

The work of sweeping the high
seas free of mines—“tin eggs,” as
Jack calls them—is one of the most
fcrmidable tasks that car confront
our Navy to-day, and although some
scores of mines are recovered or
otherwise disposed of in the course
of every week, it is certain that many
months must elapse before the work
is finally completed.

Needless to say, the bulk of the
work falls on the grey, blunt-bowed
minesweeping trawlers, ships that
have played by no means the smallest
part in the war for humanity. In ad-
dition, there are now employed many
of the M.L.’s, those sturdy little ships
of war whose work in a vastly dif-
fcrent sphere of operation is, of
course, well known.

These tiny craft—veritable battle-
ships in miniature—navigated and
manned entirely by officers and men
of the R. N. V. R,, play the part of
“spotters,” or “eyes,” for the mine-
sweeping craft. By reason of their
snallow draught they are able to ap-
proach the danger zone with less risk
than can the bigger craft.

A recent official announcement
made it clear that only twelve mer-
chant ships have been sunk as the re-
sult of collision with mines since the
signing of the Armistice. But the
danger still exists, and it is likely to
do so for some time to come, since no
one can aver with any degree of cer-
tainty that every drifting mine—per-
haps the greatest menace of all—has
been effectively disposed of.

The life of a mine cannot be de-
termined by mathematical or other
abstruse calculation; while it exists
it is a potential destroyer of life and
property.

A system of gratuities, varying
from £1 for each British mine dealt
with to £10 for an enemy mine,, is
almost the sole inducement offered in
connection with minesweeping, yet
volunteers for the hazardous ‘task
have never been lacking.

The epic of the minesweepers is
vet to be written. Suffice it to say
that when at length it does appear,
there will be given to the world a tale
of heroic endeavour such as cannot
feil to command the administration
of every single one of us.

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The Grand Defile.

That the reader may the more fully

; see the scene of the Grand Defile, let

him picture a great square of state
and university buildings, within
which is a circular half-mile track,
not of cinders for athletic sports,
but of clay and gravel for military
parade, and within the track rick
turf, cultivated trees and shrubbery,
writes Frederick W. Bookman, in
Seribners. At the central point of
the northern end was the Tribune du
President or Reviewing Stand. With-
in a few moments after the filling of
this stand by the guests of the re-
public, soldiers cleared the track and
were posted closely along its edges.
The Defile began with the approach
of a French general with staff, fol-
jowed by a cavalry band. Saluting

the President and reviewing officers,

[

the general wheeled outward and took
position facing the stand and at the
head of the long turfed aisle, which
stretched away between trees as the
diameter of a circlee Then there
passed for an hour French soldiers
and sailors of every branch of the
service, mostly members of Gouraud’s
army, the pollus in horizon blue,
the Moroccans with yellow uniform
and red fezzes, resembling a moving
field of poppies; artillery, the heavies
and the seventy-fives, and the small-
er types, mortars and machine-guns,
like big insects ready to crawl,
cavalrymen and marines, with” the
pompons rouges of Brittany, many of
them of the immortal nine thousand,
which for seven days held at bay
forty-five thousand Germans on the
retreat on Paris, in 1914, Last of all
came the tanks, which moved along
the parade-ground like huge turtles.
As every branch of uprlce, led by its

band, went by, its officers coming to
the salute as only Frenchmen can—
picked units from fighting divisions
of the line—our admiration rose; but
Alsace herself was still to come, and
for this we waited.

After the last tank a moment pass-
ed. Then a few hundred yards away
could be seen approaching the Alsa-
tian column, and at its head the
French veterans of ’'70. Admiration
and cheers for the young, the vigor-
cus, the victorious gave way to in-
describable emotion. Cheers and
tears, tears and cheers, and as the
head of the column came abreast the
Presidential stand, from these gray-
haired soldiers of France of the last

war, from these prisoners of hope, |

their heads uncovered, their right
arms lifted high, involuntarily, and
without command there burst forth
the pent-up cry of long years: “Vive
la Patrie, Vive la-France!”

. of its efforts has been that well over

five hundred ships have been restored
from sunken wrecks to good, thor-
cugh-going vessels.

The methods of salvage pursuad
ty the Admiralty have been numer-
ous. We have, for instance, that
method where lifting vessels and wire
ropes are employed, and we have an-
other method where huge iron cylind-
ers are used. But perhaps the new-
est and at the same time the most
novel method of them all, is that
where inflated gas-bags are utilised.

The apparatus employed is of the
simplest nature imaginable, consist-
ing chiefly of a gas-bag, and an air-
pump. It can be used at any depth of
water where divers can work.

Balloons Below Water.

For the sake of convenience, the
gas-bag is fitted up with three air
connections, and it is made free from
zl' danger arising out of overcharge
or over-pressure due to rising from
great depths. The largest gas-bag at
present constructed is said to pos-
sess sufficient power to displace over
a hundred tons.

Although not bulky, the apparatus
possesses all the advantages peculiar
to the ponderous steel apparatus
raentioned above, and in addition has
a portability and cheapness entirely
its own.

The gas-bag, or flexible camel, as
it is called, can be packed into a
space of approximately one ton
shipping space. Its portability en-
ables it to be passed through small
spaces, such as ports and hatches,
into the hold of the sunken vessel.

It is then inflated, and fits itself in-
to every corner. The water is dis-
placed by means of the air in the
gas-bag, and thus the desired buoy-
ancy is produced. The ship is there-
by enabled to float to the surface,
and is towed to the nearest dockyard
for immediate repair.

It ‘has been said that the intro-
duction of this new system will re-
volutionise the whole science of sal-
vage. Certainly the cheapness of the
apparatus, if nothing else, should
prove a valuable asset in its favour;
while the fact that it will raise nine-
ty-nine out of a hundred wrecks
ought to make its introduction an un-

qualified success. _

“A Typical Case.”

The following editorial from the
“Daily Times” of Victoria, B.C., sums
up the unsoundness of the “One Big
Union” idea admirably:

“A worker in the shipyards
cently purchased a home on which
certain payments are due. If he is
able to remain on his job a few
months longer he will have no diffi-
culty in meeting his obligations. If
he must go on strike and lose his
revenue he will be in danger of los-
ing his home, especially if the strike
be prolonged.

“He is a good trades unionist.
relations with his employers are
satisfactory, his conditions of em-
ployment having been prescribed in
an agreement accepted by the
ploying company and representatives
of his union on the basis of collec-
tive bargaining. He cannot see why
he should have to quit work, break an
agreement ratified in his name, lose
his home and inflict privation upon
his family on account of a dispute
in Winnipeg. He cannot recall that
workers in Winnipeg imposed these
disabilities upon themselves on ac-
count of labor troubles in Victoria.

“Furthermore, he cannot see how a
strike in the Victoria shipyards can
help matters in Winnipeg. It cannot
influence the Government of Manito-
ba in the slightest to relax its de-
termination to refuse to take any leg-
islative action until the sympathetic
strike in Winnipeg is first called off.
The proposition may be all right for
the strike officials, for their pay still
goes on, but it is poor business for
him because in a srtike his pay must
stop. And this is a typical case.”

The Winnipeg strike leaders would
not, however, admit the propriety of
a shipyard worker owning his own
home. That would make him a cap-
italist, and, if we understand right,
the beliefs of those who preach the
righteousness of the dominance of
the proletariat, the ownership of a
house would have the effect of chang-
ing the moral nature of such a work-
er.

The doctrine that all men are sep-
arated into two classes, namely, the
capitalist and the laborer, is a pois-
onous and depressing one, and its
adoption is cnly conceivable by those
who have no hope in the world. It
is more wicked than feudalism, with-
out its chivalry, and the idea is not
distinguishable from the Hindu con-
ception of cast Its acceptance as a
principie of political administration
would mean that no man could ever
hope to escape from the social status
of his parents, and it would rivet up-
on the worker chains as stroug as
steel and as burdencome as lead.

The division of our Canadian pec-
ple into two camps, inherently and
everlastingly at enmity—which is the
doctrine preached at Winnipeg—is so
foreign to our national ideals, so ex-
actly the opposite of the self-reliant
and ambitious characteristics of
Canadian men and women, that we
need not fear its spread, except and
unless we allow the growth of urban
conditions of congestion and poverty
that rob men of hope and ambition,

Two New Flags.

There Will Be Many More Soon.

This will be a record year for flags,
for not only will the various new
countries created by the Peace Treaty
hasten to fit themselves out with
national emblems, but new flags will
also be designed for this country and
allied nations.

Of these latter two are already in
existence. One is the League of Na-
tions Ensign. It has three broad hor-
izontal stripes, the top and bottom
being white and the centre blue.

It is really the flag representing the
letter “J” in the International Code—
which is the universal language of the
sea—with the colors reversed; and
the design was selected principally
becauge it clashes in no way with
any existing national flag.

The other is the Royal Air Force
flag, first flown by Brigadier-General
Seeley, Air Under Secretary, when he
journeyed to Windsor in an airship a
few weeks back in order to display,
the new emblem before the King.
The flag is similar to the Naval
White Ensign, but a blue cross takes
the.pla.ce of the red St. George’s
Cross, and the centre of the flag bears
in gold the crow and bird of the
R.AF.
