signed. by the resident Relieving Of-
ficer, or where there is no such offi-
cer, by a.Justice of the  Peace, or
Clergyman or other responsible per-
gon., The fees of 'such patients there-
upon become payable by the Commis-
sioner of Public Charity by virtue of
the said Act.

Impossibilities.

The Telegram has been re-
cently upbraided by its ene-
mies and censured by its
friends, because of the attitude
it has taken on the prevailing
trade conditions. We do not
know exactly just what our
friends require of us, but we do
happen to have heard that an
abandonment of our arguments
against the Fish Regulations
would meet with approval in
certain quarters. We are not,
_however, prepared to vacate the
position, taken up, until we can
‘receive an assurance that these
Regulations have been the
means of bestowing financial
benefits upon the fishermen of
this dominion. - The exporters
are doubtless able to look out
for themselves. How in com-
mon decency could this paper
approve and uphold \the Fish
Regulations, when every letter,
every vcommunication received,
points directly to the one fact
that we have been putting for-
ward all the time, that the
enactments covering the export
of fish have not been in the best
interests of the people. No
amount of specious defence can
cause a change in this senti-
ment. From all over the is-
land comes the voice of protest,
complaining that the people
(fishermen) are being brought
to the point of ruin by those
abominable Regulations.

Fined for Breach
of Customs Act.

Yesterday afternoon the Captain of
the schooner Arthur D. Storey was
again before the Magistrate on three
, charges preferred by the Customs au-
thorities. He had been fined $200 on
Monday for a violation of the ProhibM
tion Aet. The chgrges agalnst him
yesterday were first, having entered
Bay Bulls from St, Pierre on Oct. 9th
and not reporting; secondly, having
entered at the port of St. John's on
; Oct. 13th and again not reporting, and
lthirdly for trying to smuggle into the
; calony liguor and tobacco with the in-
tention of defrauding the Customs.
Mr. Higgins, K.C., appeared for the
accused and Mr, H. A, Winter for the
prosecution, The hearing occupied
the atteation of the court all the after-
noon. Mr. H. W. LeMessurier, Collector
of Customs, and Mr. Jas. Wheeler of
the Customs day boat, were called as
witnesses for the prosecution and
were examined by Mr. Winter and
cross-examined by Mr. Higgins.
Capt. Sturge was the anly witness
called for the defense and he pleaded
guilty to the charge of entering Bay
Bulls and not reporting. To the
charge of having entered St. John's
without reporting the captain swore
that he did go to the Custom House
and not being conversant with the
rules and regulations, he asked Mr.
LeMesgsurier to report his entry, but
as his ship had already been searched
by the police and the liguer found.
Mr. LeMessurier directed him to the
Inspector General. Regarding the
third charge, he had already been
fined’ $200 for having the liquor on
board his vessel and the 9 1bs. of to-
bacco which were found was for the
crew's use. Judge Morris, after
listening to the evidence of both
sides and hearing the plea of both
lawyers, took into conmsideration the
different aspects of the case and
fined the defendant $25.00 for a breach
of the Customs’ Act in not reporting
his vessel on arriving from a foreign

port. *

Halifax, Oct..15—0ld ocean hag
wrought havoe in the latest flotilly
of trawlers and drifters, formerly
units of the Canadian Navy’s mos«
quito flest operating off these shores
during the war, to sail from Halifdx
for the British Isles. On Sunday las{
two trawlers and three drifters sail+
ed for Inverness, Scotland, there td
be commissioned for sale to the
British fishing {ndustry. On Wed«
nesday one of the trawlers returned
to Halifax reporting the loss off the
Cape Breton coast of two of the
drifters, the crews of which were
saved. The other trawler was last
seen heading for Sydney with the
third drifter in town. It is presum-
ed that she arrived there safely. On
board the T.R. 54, the trawler which
returned to Halifax, were the crews
of the two lost drifters. They had a
narrow escape from going down wlth
their boats, one crew being rescued
as their ship’s decks were awash.
The drifter sank a few minutes I
ter. %

Seas Swept Deck. 2

“We steamed out Halifax Harbor
on Sunday,” said M. C, Connolly, of
the crew of the T.R. 54, to & Morning
Chronicle reporter yesterday. “Be-
sides our boat there was the T.R. 25,
and three drifters, Nos. 86, 87 aid
15.. We were not long out when the
wind freshened considerably and by
Sunday night it was blowing a whola
gale, The little drifters were rwving
a hard time of it, and that night we
took No. 87 in tow.

West Coast
Merchant Denounces

Fishery Regulations.

(Frcm This Morning’s News.)

Yesterday afternoon a News repor:-
er speaking to one of the biggest fish
exporters on the South West Coast
learned of conditions as they really
exist in rhat impcrtant section of the
country. “There is very little doing,”
said the exporter, “though a few car-
goes of codflsh have been shippei to
Oporto, and a few more are being
made ready.” ,eeking of tha fisn
regulations he pronounced them a
curse and unhesitatingly asserted
that their promulgation was primarily
the cause of all the trouble in the
European markets go far as the New-
foundland product was concerned.
While he did not condemn standard-
ization, he was very pronounced in
stating that the men sent to cull and
inspect fish on the South West Coast
were incompetent of carrying out the
work entrusted to them. In some
cases they went to extremes and in
other cases they did not go far enough.
A number of the fishermen landed
their fiehing gear when they became
aware of the over strict cull, and left
for the Sydneys and the U.S.A., one
or two settlements being practically
cleaned ou: ~f all its young manhood.
On the whole the exporter said the
fishery was not an average, though in-
some nlaces good catches were taken
with traps. To-day very few seem
anxious tn dispose of their catches,
and befcre a guintal is landed the fish-
erman, if he is a dealer, wants to know
if his catch cnly covers his advances
will supplies be given to carry him-
self and family over the winter. The
buyer finds himself unable to meet
these demands, at least at the present |
time, as very few large shipments of
provisions have ag yet reached the
coast. There is a considerable short-
age of flour in many sections, and but
for a 1500 barrel shipment by the S.S.

Sugar Order a Raw Deal

(Morning Chronicle.)

Early and emphatic protest should
be made by every citizen of Canada
against the order of the Board of Com~
merce fixing the price of sugar and
prohibiting the importation of cheap
sugar from the United States. During
the war the people of Canada willing-
ly assented to governmental devised
restriction on trade in the interest of
our allies and ourselves to help win
the war. Now that the war has been
won trade should be permitted to re-
sume its natural channels and all ar-
tificial restraints should be removed.

It is a notorious fact that during
the war sugar manufacturers in Can-
ada made encrmous profits. It may be
true now that owing to unwise pur-
chases of raw sugar in anticipation of
a vast increase in the demand at high
prices the Refineries have loaded
themselves up with raw materials. It
may be true also that some remedial
action is needed to prevent a financial
crash and consequent unemployment,
but if so the public is entitled to know
all the facts before an arbitrary order
is made by a semi-defunct board sit- |
ting in secret. The consumer was not
represented at the hearings of the
Board; no general announcement was
made that the matter was under con-
sideration and overnight an increase
in the price of sugar is fixed upon the
people upor an exparte and incom-
plete statement of facts which a re-
presentative of the Refiners admits
himself he does not understand.

The Board of Commerce itself in-
vites protésts to be filled before Oc-
tober 21st. The Board of Trade as re-
presentative, of the business life of
the city should give consideration to
the matter at once. Protest should
promptly be filed at Ottawa, a hearing
should be had at which all parties in-
terested should be heard and no arti-
ficial increase in the price of sugar
should be permitted until the whole
matter is thoroughly investigated and
the people fully convinced of its nec-
essity.

The Toronto Mail and Empire has
little sympathy for Canadian sugar,
refiners in their plea for protection
against the importation of sugar from
the United States on the alleged
ground that such importation would
mean : the “dumping” in this country
of a foreign produced commodity, be-
low fair market prices, The Mail and
BEmpire says:

“The anti-dumping laws are on the
statute book, and while they are
there, must be enforced. If they were
not, business concerns in Canada suf-
fering through non-enforcement of the
law might be entitled to get damages
in the courts. But there are purposes
for which the anti-dumping laws were
specially created. The intention was
to prevent the United States or other
foreign manufacturers from “dumping
their products into Canada at a much
lower price than the regular selling
price at home.

Jaw did not exist United States manu~
facturers who found themselves over-
stocked, might get rid of & large quan-
tity of their goods at nnduly low pri-
ces in Canada, in order to maintain
good prices at home, If the ll-cent
American sugar, which can be laid
down im Canada for about 15 cents,
has a genuine selling price of 11 cents
in the United States' refinery the
sugar is nmot being ‘“dumped” into
Canada, in the generally understood
sense of the term. If 11 cents is gen-
erally quoted in the United States, it
is a fair market price, and the fact
that the Canadian refiners are seek-
ing to hold their prices up to about
nineteen cents, does not make it less
so. The spread between the United
States and the Canadian price is ob-
viously too great, and cannot last.
The Canadian  refiners were restrict-
ed to lower prices than American re-
finers were getting when sugar was
on the up-grade, but even if the de-
cline means a loss to them of large
sums, the taking of that loss seems
! to be the only course. Sugar refiners
!have had large profits in the last two
or three years.”

Surely this is a fair presentation of
the question. If 11 cents per pound is
the normal market price of sugar in
the United States, there is no reason
why it should not be imported into

’Canada at that price, on payment of
' the regular customs duties.—Sydney

Post.
