LAPENT FROM HEW YORK

Hanging of Foster, the Car- 
Hook Murderer.

HE DIES WITHOUT A STRUGGLE !
(Special to The Mercury).

New York, March 20.—Foster passed 
the day quietly. He heard of the final 
efforts of his Counsel to prevent, on legal 
technicality, execution from coming off 
to-day, and his hopes revived. On re­
ceiving the intelligence that the effort 
had proved in vain, he became very de­
jected, and desired that no one' would 
speak to him except his wife. Rev. Dr. 
Tyng spent upwards of an hour with 
Foster this afternoon. He refused to un­
dergo the ordeal of parting with his 
children. This evening the final parting 
between Foster and his wife took place. 
JBothwere deeply afflicted. He kissed 
her repeatedly, and sHêclungtir 
til overcome with emotion, when she 
fainted and was carried out. x

Foster, the murderer of Avery D. 
Patman, was hung at 9.15 a.m., to-day. 
He passed up from his cell to the prison 
yard with a black cap on, and his at ms 
pinioned. He walked firmly to the scaf­
fold, when Dr. Tyng read a lengthy fu­
neral service. He attempted to place his 
hand upon his ear, but could not reach 
it. The reading of the death warrant 
was finished at 9,20, and a moment later 
the rope was cut. The unhappy 
man died easy and showed no 
signs of a violent death. About 200 of a 
police foree vas drawn up in line on 
Centre Street, and all traffic suspended. 
Foster remained up very late last night, 
occupied with his own thoughts, his last 
interview with his wife and mother hav­

ARTHUR ABORTION CASE. ,
Mr. Guthrie for plaintiff ; Mr. M. 

C. Cameron, instructed by Mr. J. P. Mc­
Millan, for defendant.

Our readers will recollect that in our 
issue of the fourth of July1, 1872, we gave 
the particulars of the Arthiu1 abortion, 
case. Upon turning to our fyle& of that 
date, we find that the defendant, Thomas 
Ostrander, of Arthur, .appeared before a 
magistrates’ Court, to answer an infor­
mation laid before him in the following 
words, on the 28th June:

"Information of William Church, tak­
en on oath, the 27th June, 1872, who 
saith he hath good reason to believe, and 
verily doth believe, that Thomas Ostran­
der, of the Village of Arthur, in the 
County of Wellington, was the cause of 
the death of Letitia Church, formerly of 
the Village of Arthur, in the County of 
Wellington aforesaid, who recently came 
to her death in the State of Michigan, 
from drugs given by him, the said Thos. 
Ostrander, to the said Let'tia Church,for 
the purpose of procuring an abortion, and 
prays the matter may be investigated.”

Martha Church, sworn— I am a 
daughter of the plaintiff ; had a sister 
named Letitia, older than myself ; she 
died last June ; would have been 18 
years of age had she lived until last Sép 
tember ; saw her last alive on 2nd April, 
1872 ; she left home that day for De­
troit, where she died ; sb* had previous­
ly been in defendant’s service for over a 
year ; my father-lived about a mile from 
Arthur Village, on a farm ; have heard 
defendant say that he was going to have 
Letitia for his second wife ; he frequent­
ly visited father’s residence, ostensibly 
for the purpose of looking for his cows ; 
he saw my sister Letitia, generally ; he 
saw her on occasions when my father and 
mother were away, and a couple of times 
when I was present ; he talked to her so 
low I could not hear him, and he was 
kissing her ; my sister was sitting down ; 
he kissed her several times ; I heard sis­
ter ask defendant wtoere he was going, 
and he said he was going to Mt. Forest , 
she said, what did you ccme here fer? 
and he said he saw her youngest brother 
at the station, who told him of-the ab­
sence from home of father and mother, 
and he concluded to come down ; I re­
member the evening of the Christmas of 
1871 ; defendant was" at our house on 
that occasion; mysi-'er Letitia went 
out of tho house first and he followed her 
immediately ; they remained outside for 
half an hour, and my sister returned, but 
I did not see him again ; after Letitia 
left defendant’s service, he was at our 
house in October ; father was at home 
when he came, and talked to defendant 
about an hour, after which he went out 
to look after some colts , defendant bid 
good evening to all and followed him out; 
defendant returned again and asked Leti­
tia to come out, and she went ; they re­
mained àüitside for a few minutes talking 
and came into the house again ; Letitia 
asked defendant to stop for tea and ho 
consented, but seeing fafl*H> coming 
across the.field, he changed his mind ; 
from the time Letitia left for Detroit he 
came to our house two or three times ; 
once he came in May ; sister left for De­
troit in April ; defendant met me coming 
from the well witff a pail .of water, and 
asked ine to address a letter to my sister 
in Detroit, and tàke it to the.post office ; 
I refused to do it ; told him.to do it him­
self, but he said he was afraid they would 
know his hand writing in the Arthur 
post-office ; he wanted to inform sister 
by letter that he was going to Detroit to 
see her, ns his wife had just leturned 
from there ; defendant came again in 
two weeks, and àsked mo to address the 
1< tter to sister ; I refused, and he said 
there was no harm in the letter, I could 
open it if I liked ; the letter was sealed, 
and I did not open it; he gave me the 
letter and ten cents ; I addressed it and 
put it in the post office ; defendant said 
that he had told Letitia in answering 
his letter to address it to me, for fear his 
wife would get it out of thq post-office ; 
I received two letters from sister, one ad­

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Those Two Protests.
The great question among the re­

presentatives at Ottawa, at present, 
Is, what to do with the large batch 
(about fifty) of election petitions 
presented against the return . of aà 
many members There are 200 mem- 
liera, all told, and of that number 50 
are disqualified on account of being 
petitioned against. Seven members 
of the Government and six members 
chosen as the General Committee on 
elections are also disqualified, which 
leaves only 130 eligible to be drafted 
as Special Election Committees, 

-or* sufficient number to try only 
twenty-six protests, or about half 
of the entire number entered. 
The question then arises, what 
will be done with the ballance 
of these petitions. It is true that 
some of the cases may be withdrawn, 
or ruled out as informal, yet making 
nil due allowance for these, quite 
number of these pet itions must of 
necessity stand over from a want of 
materea) to form the required num­
ber of committees.

We have already stated that pe­
titions against the return of Col. 
Higinbotham and Mr. James Ross, 
members for the North and Centre

Explains His Position to the 
House.

DISRAELI'S E. # PLAN ATI OWS.

London, March 2b, Ev'g.
The House of Commons presented an 

unusual spectacle to-day. All the 
benches wore filled with members and 
the galleries crowded with spectators.

When Mr. Gladstone rose to make his 
statement he was cheered from all parts 
c! the chamber. lie said that he was 
now able to acquaint the House with the 
fact that he and his colleagues in office 
with Her Majesty’s 'permission, were pre­
pared to carry on the. Government as be 
fere, lie explained fully that it was 
only after the party opposite had uncon­
ditionally .-refused to form a Ministry 
that he and Lis friends liait consented to 
resume office. Mr. Gladstone added 
that the Queen had given him permission 
to read an extract from a statement lie 
Jmd'made to He? Majesty. TFwas to the 
effect" that be tiid not suppose that the 
efforts of the gentlemen ot the Opposition 
to defeat the Government were made' 
with the deliberate intention cf refusing 

" to organize a Cabinet if it should he re- 
quirei\ of them ; hut when a summary 
refusal; given when the occasion arose,he 
considered «not fully in accord with the 
exfgcnt les of the case nor with parlia­
mentary ««ago. The Premier's state­
ment was fn quCntly interrupted Ly ap­
plause, which was warm and long con- 
tinned. ... j

Mr. Lowe, Chancellor of the Ex­
chequer, will present the annual budget 
about the 3rd of April. It will show a 
revenue of 8380,000,000, and expenditures 
to the amount probably of 8355,000,000.

Hon. Mr. Aikins moved in the Senate 
the second reading of the Bill respecting 
the claims to the Unpatented Lands in 
Manitoba.

He believed a 
number of them were irregular in the 
matter of recognizance, and he thought 
such as appeared to be defective in that 
respect might be passed over in the read­
ing until the clerk had made a return as 
to the securities for costs. After some 
conversational discussion, Mr. Speaker 
ruled that the question could bo argued 
before him at another time, but that for 
the present the petitions coifld be re­
ceived.

The Speaker road a communication 
from Mr. Blake, electing to oit for South 
Bruce, aud resigning his seat for West 
Durham : whereupon it was resolved, 
upon motion of Mr. Mackenzie, that the 
Speaker do issue his writ for the election 
of a member for West Durham.

In reply to Dr. Brouse, Sir John A. 
Macdonald- stated that so soon as the 
Government had received official notice 
that the Act of Congress respecting the 
Washington Treaty had been passed, the 
attention of the Governor General would 
be directed to the issuing of a Proclama­
tion giving effect to the provision of that

In answer to Mr. Staples, the Minister 
of Justice said that the Government" had 
under consideration the question of bet­
ter terms for New Brunswick and Mani­
toba, and with regard to better terms for 
Ontario, he would assure the House that 
the interests of Ontario would always lie 
a subject of the Governments solicitude.

Before the orders of the day were

Communication would ho had with the 
Government of that Province, when full 
information would ho submitted to the 
House. After sôme further discussion 

! the matter was dropped.
After recess the resumed discussion on 

the motion to go into Committee on t he j Ea-teru Ontario Orange Association Bill 
was continued. Mr. Eraser addressed 
the House, his argument being directed 
to show that the Orange' Associations 
were political organizations, and thon 
fore not entitled to incorporation. The 
hou. gentleman was checked by the ex­
piration of the hour allowed for private 
Bills. The order paper being exhausted, 
a discussion arose as to the course to be 
taken, no rule appearing to apply specifi­
cally to such a state of affairs. Ulti­
mately, Mr. Fraser agro/'d that the Mouse 
should pass the Bill through Committee, 
reserving his further remarks for à future 
stage. The same proceeding took place 
with tespect to the Western Ontario Bill. 
The House, no other business remaining, 
then adjourned.

By Mr. Cameron—From the time my 
sister left defendant’s employment a 
week elapsed before I carried the first let­
ter ; I carried some four or five letters ;
I was talking to my father in the room 
adjoining the court room ; he told mo to 
tell the truth ; deft, kissed Letitia iu my 

- presence, and she said that that was 
pretty bold conduct ; defendant never 
kissed my youngest sister to my know­
ledge ; father and I drove sister to Fer­
gus when she was leaving for Detroit ; 
Bolston went to the States about two 
Weeks after Letitia ; I heard, my sister 
Martha say that Bolston was boarding in 
the same house as my sister at Detroit.

By Mr. Guthrie—Father has been 
talking to me since this trial and told me 
to tell the truth.

Mrs. Wyllie, sworn — My husband 
keeps a hotel at Detroit Junction ; Letitia 
Church came to our house in April pf 
1872 ; she remained in the house as 
chamber maid until her death ; she gave 
birth to a child about the middle of June; 
the child was still-born ; the child was 
bom on Saturday and she died on the 
following Tuesday ; word was sent to her 
friends while she was sick, but they did 
not arrive in time to see her alive ; her 
brother John came to oiir house after 
her death. .

By Mr. Cameron—She entered my ser­
vice about the middle of April ; she said 
she came direct from Artfîur tu my place; 
a brother-in-law named George Bolston 
boarded with us two or three weeks while 
Letitia was there ; he told me that he was 
her brother-m-law ; Bolston was sailing 
on the Lakes at the time Letitia Church 
died ; he came a^ain after her death ; I 
telegraphed ta Arthur on Monday, and 
Mrs. Church came to my place on Wed­
nesday evening ; deceased was removed 
to the cemetery on Wednesday morning 
and kept till her friends arrived ; had the 
best physician in Detroit attending her ; 
did not’ see the child that was born; my 
husband and the girls of the house said 
that Letitia Church had had a child; she 
was confined on Saturday night,, and a 
woman was attending hcr; I donotknow 
that woman’s name; Mrs. Church came, 
and next day Bolston came ; John Church, 
did not arrive till after Mrs. Church left 
for home.

By Mr. Guthrie—Saw deceased on 
Saturday ; she was in labor ; I thought 
she was in the family way; I saw her 
after the birth of the child; I decidedly 
thought she had a child, her appearance 
was so changed; I knew the child was 
born, although I did not see it; I was 
not in the room when the child was born;
I thought she was eneiente wh

the child was born ; Mrs. Macfee was 
present when the child was born.

and seeing deceased I brought it home ; 
left it in care of a Doctor in Fergus for 
examination and afterwards buried it; 
deceased left home on the 2nd, and would 

• have left sooner but I prevented her. She 
talked of going to Sarnia.

By Mr. Cameron—deceased left ray 
house to go home on the first or second ; 
1 knew she was going to leave home ; I 
received no letters from any person iu 
the States; I received no letter to go to 
O'Strnnder and get money ; Bolston. on 
tlfê lt>th April, left Arthur to go to fifis- 
cousin to see a friend named Charles 
Quartz ; I told him to call and see my 
sister on the way ; about two weeks 
elapsed after my sistei’s death before I 
went for her body; I found Boston vin 
Windsor, and took him to the Cemetery 
with me ; I found him atCqrrigan’s hotel; 
ï never got a letter from Bolston while 
he. was in Widsor ; if. he could get a job 
of work on the way to Wisconsin I knew 
lie would take it.

Bv Mr. Guthrie—I heard Bolston had 
a job at Detroit Junction, for two weeks, 
removing a railway track ; he had been 
all over the States before this.

Dn. Mvxr.o, Fergus, sworn—I am a re­
gistered . practitioner ; have, been prac­
tising about 17 years in Fergus; the wit-

The rest of this examination, 
which lasted a considerable length of 
time, did not amount to much, and was 
partially unfit for publication.

Richard Brandon sworn—I know de­
fendant; have spoken to him, telling 
him that whatever he had to do with 
Letitia Church I believe he had nothing to 
do with giving her medicine ; defendant 
said that he was innocent.

George Church/ father of deceased, 
sworn—Lltitia Church was never married 
to my knowledge.

Mr. Cameron submitted that there was 
no evidence to criminate the defendant 
—no evidence to show that Letitia 
Church did not become encientc after she 
left Canada and went to the States.

Mr. Guthrie contended that Mr. 
Quirt's evidence was such as to convict 
defendant, and asked that the witness be 
recalled.

His Lordship" overruled the objection, 
and the witness was not called.

His Lordship was of opinion that there 
was no evidence to go before the Jury, 
and the plaintiff accepted a non-suit, 
the Judge discharging the Jury.
