As
the earth énter@d the comets tail the
disturbances, which were more or less
of an' electrical’ nature, were very
slight, but gradually increasing in vel-
ume ‘and again diminished as the two
bodies separated. Nothing of a phe-
nomenal pature occurred to mark the
meeting of the earth and comet's tafl.
Dr. Klotz, assistant Dominion astron-
omer; “and Ql)ser\ er R. M. Mother-
well were ‘on “duty at the observatory.
Dr. Klotz stated 'to your correspondent
that the’ instruments seemed at times
to hecome electrified and quite plainly
registered the time of the passing.

The most important truth we know
is that commerce is mutual service.
Only by remembering that in the full-
est sense of the words do we realize
{what noble work commercial business
may do for humanity.
