I will go a little bit further; I don’t know 
but'that they .would pay for the free 
schools. I am not against education,—no 
man in the community is less so,—I wish 
I had had a little more of it myself. No 
one wishes to see every man’s child get a 
free education more than I do (cheers*)
I have nothing whatever to say^ against 
the opposition candidate. I don’t know 
Mr. Williams. I have seen him though 
and spoken to him, and I fear that he is a 
tool in the hands of other men. (Cheers/) 
And I do not think that any man in Vic­
toria has any need to stand up before an 
audience either in this house or the Phil­
harmonic Hall and denounce the present 
government as the worst that ever existéd 
on the face of the earth.

The judge is of the 
opinion that the Dakota papers endeavor­
ed to cover up the true extent of the 
losses. He tells a number of curious in­
cidents relating to the wanderings of 
those who went out in the storm. Mr. 
Browning, of Turner County, went to the 
stable from the house, a distance of 100 
feet, and his body was recovered seven 
miles from home. Chas. Dollinger, a far­
mer, perished seven feet from his house 
An unknown woman of the same county, 
went out to care for the chickens and was 
found two miles from her house. Dead 
cattle line the roads from the agency to 
Yankton, and many farmers have lost all 
they had, one man losing 100 head. The 
loss of stock cannot be estimated While 
driving to Yankton P. L. Clark 
was struck by a blizzard, Clark fastened 
one end of a strap to Mrs. Clark and the 
other to himself and wandered around in 
the storm, and found a haystack into 
which they burrowed and remained all 
night. In the morning Clark found his 
wife frozen dead. Wm. Reisway and a 
hired man Jiving near Tripp 
to death within a few feet of 
Joshua Taylor and two sons, near Scot­
land, started to water their stock before 
the storm came up. The bodies are not 
yet found. The judge reports no Indians 
missing. He was accompanied all through 
the scenes of suffering, and both are 
slightly frozen about the hands and feet.

Alaska had much in its favor, which of 
course he made the most of, Mr. Duncan 
would have had a much more difficult task 
in inducing about 700 of our most indus­
trious Indians to leave their old home 
at Metlakahtla and settle at Port Chester.
Mr. Duncan could show his followers that 
flour could be landed for a dollar per bar­
rel less at Port Chester than at Metla­
kahtla; that sugar, costing them eight 
cents heretofore, would henceforth cost 
only five cents, and so on, while wages 
and earnings would be equally good or bet­
ter in Alaska than m British Columbia.

These arguments carry weight with 
whites as well as with Indians and have 
borne fruit on our northwest coast, in a 
marked decrease of our white population; 
the Metlakahtla exodus; in the slow de­
velopment of our natural resources in 
fisheries and mines; and in the flood of 
smuggled American products from Puget 
Sound on one side of us, and Alaska on 
the other, to the vast injury of our own 
merchants, besides the loss to the Dom­
inion exchequer, 
not be disputed that 
ern sea coast tribes supply 
largely, both at Puget Sound 
points.

In addition to the above serious losses 
to the Canadian Customs, nearly the en­
tire fur collection of western British 
Columbia between the 65th and 60th de­
grees of north latitude is purchased on 
the Alaskan seaboard wffch American 
goods or with those goods carried inland 
by native traders. The United States 
protects herself from smuggling and the 
Alaskan coast is studded with well paid 
Customs-house officers, while British Col­
umbia, I am informed, has not a 
single one north of Nanaimo except 
an unpaid representative at Port 
Simpson who has other duties to attend 
to than the prevention of smuggling.

The capitalist has every advantage in 
starting an industry in Alaska as 
pired with our Northern coast. American 
products (three-fourths of his wants) are 
received from Portland at low freight 
rates and he is free from the burdensome 
duties under which our young industries 
are struggling. -- 

A very important factor in Alaska’s 
rapid progress since it has been brought 
to the notice of the Americans has been 
that it has a nation infinitely richer and 

populous than Canada to foster it; 
and that it has had the powerful cities of 
San Francisco and Portland to finance 
for its industries and market its products.
It is very doubtful if Canada as a country 
and Victoria as a city could have been to 

undeveloped territory what the 
United States and its cities on the Pacific 
have been to Alaska during the past five 
years. Canada, on the coast has notattempt- 
ed to keep abreast of her neighbors in the 
matter of mail service, one of the most 
important agents in the development of 
new countries. Alaska now has a regular 
mail twice a month supplied by fine swift 
ocean steamers in which travel is a luxury 
or at least a pleasure accomplished without 
waste of time. Northern British Colum­
bia’s mail is supplied by a small auxiliary 
steam schooner, originally built as a fur 
sealer, utterly devoid of the comforts of 
modern travel, and as a result only those 
travel who cannot avoid it. In justice to 
the owners of this little vessel it must be 
said that she does more than she bargains 
to do and during 1887 her courteous cap­
tain informed me that she had supplied a 
mail seventeen times when only called 
upon to do so once per month and at any 
time within each month. It is to be pre­
sumed that she gets but small remuneora- 
tion for a service which asks i: 
speed, regularity or comfort. XTOi 
enoe to the comforts it must also be said 
that they are all one could expect in a 
vessel of her type. Places on our Northern 
coast not having trade enough to justify 
the steamer for calling, have to do with­
out a mail while sush points in Alaska are 
supplied with regularity by steam 
launches, subsidized for the work, 
necting with the large steamers.

On our coast the tourist hesitates to 
owing to the discomforts of the voy­

age and the waste of time to which the 
Americans loudly invite the world to visit 
the “Land of the midnight sun” and 
make travel pleasant at any time and dur­
ing summer a delight on the beautifully 
appointed steadier “Olympian.”

American Government vessels con­
stantly visiting all points show the inter­
est taken in Alaska’s advancement; and 
our own northern boundary is visited 
much more frequently by American than 
by British cruisers.

The education of the natives is under­
taken by the government, not ly subsidiz­
ed sectarian schools and this fir obviously 
the correct course which we should have 
adopted. It cannot be conceded that Al­
aska is a richer countty naturally than 
our own. Its climate is inhospitable, its 
mountains sterile, yet its rapidly increas­
ing products of salmon, coal, whale oil, 
whalebone, herring oil, cod fish, furs and 
gold show that Mr. Seward’s “acquisition 
of icebergs” was not illadvised as sup­
posed at the time.

The air forced 
down the shaft was separated at its foot, a 
portion going to the east, the other to the 
west level, and after travelling in differ 
ent directions through the mine it met at 
the vent and ascended. In other levels 
the air is started through one level only, 
and is divided by means of brattices 
in its course through the mine 
to where it escapes to the 
face. Great precautions have always 
been taken in order to prevent any accu­
mulation of gas, and the dust was kept 
well dampened. The shift that had come 
up at eight o’clock had been actively at 
work blasting the black diamonds, and 
there was not the slightest fear of an ex­
plosion. Had the mine not been distri­
buted into districts and the air divided, it 
is more than probable that many, if not 
all, in the west slope would also have 
perished. The force penetrated 200 yards 
into the west level, but returned and took 
its exit through thehoisting shaft. The fact 
that the mine did not fire, and also the 
immediate restoration of the fan, made 
it possible to restore pure air, and 
slope miners were all saved.

HON. JOHN COSTIGAN THIRTY-FIVE BODIES
had been brought to the surface of which 
number 16 were white men and the 
balance Chinese'. Mr. Robins, Supt. of thé 
Vancouver Coal Co., kindly assisted by 
sending an efficient staff to assist the 
rescuing party, including Wm. McGregor, 
who behaved so nobly during the disaster 
in May last at the Vancouver Co.’s mine. 
The admirable arrangements at the 
shaft could not fail to be noticed 
for they are carried out like clockwork.

Eighteen white men and twenty-two 
Chinese had been taken out of the pit, 
while seven more bodies had been found 
and taken to the bottom shaft. There yet 
remained thirteen white men and nine­
teen Chinese in the mine.

The name of James Morrison was omitted 
in last night’s report, making the total num­
ber of white men who perished in the east 
level 31, and the total number of Chinese 
forty-one.

The following are the names of 18 
white men taken out : 
unmarried; R. Green well, unmarried; 
Alex. Ross, unmarried; D. McDonald, un­
married ; John Stuart, unmarried; John 
Ness, unmarried; John Marshall, unmar­
ried; John Wall, unmarried; John Jones 
has a wife and two children; John Balag- 
na, a wife; Wm. Harm, a wife; Jacob 
Klenn, a wife; Wm. Wilkes, a wife 
and four children ; Prank McCoy, 
married; Valeria and two Belgians. 
This is the complete number. The only 
present survivor from the east slope is a 
Chinaman, who was burned and injured 
almost beyond, fbt&very. The white 
miners are being wished and prepared for 
burial. Those belonging to the Masons’, 
Oddfellows’ and other societies have been 
taken charge of by the brethren, while 
several others have been taken to their 
late homes. Some funerals will take place 
to-morrow. All the collieries, the Van­
couver Coal Company and the Wellington 
collieries, have been closed since the acci­
dent occurred. The railway company 
have been running trains night and day 
between Nanaimo and Wellington for the 
conveyance of volunteers to and from the 
various shifts.

of recovering the bodies of the white 
miners. At this hour thirty-seven Chi­
nese had also been taken- out, leaving 
nine remaining, the Chinese bosses claim­
ing that forty-six were missing. The great 
majority of the victims were fearfully 
mutilated and blafckpned, their skins being 
burned off, and their heads especially 
battered. The terrible force that knocked 
them about played sad havoc.

Elisha Davis, a young man found during 
the night, was unrecognizable, except for 
the color of his shirt, of which a little was 
still retained. His leg was torn out of its 
socket and blown forty yards 
at last his mangled trunk was discovered. 
A portion of the head was blown off, and 
his bodv was crushed into a shapeless 
mass. His was the worst case of all, and 
is accounted for by the fact that he 
engaged in blasting some rock and had 
several sticks of giant powder for the 
purpose. The concussion must have ex­
ploded these and the full force fell 
upon poor Davis. His father was 
working in the west level and
was one of the first who came out of the 
shaft. John McNeil, the father of a 
large family, had previously been in two 
explosions, and escaped death, but he 
was one of the unfortunates in the east 
slope. When found he was standing on 
his head against the timbers.

MANY OTHER VICTIMS

were gashed about the head and burned 
to the middle, while their limbs were free 
from any hurt. One Chinaman was strip­
ped of all his clothing, and the soles of 
his boots were blown off, leaving the up­
pers on. Several white men were stripped 
entirely of their clothing. A miner’s pick 
was blown up to the eye in the solid tim­
ber. There were several caves during 
the explosion, and especially in that por­
tion where the t,wo Robinsons were found, 
and it is thought that it was from this 
quarter that the explosion came, as it is 
the extreme end of the level. However, 
nothing definitely will ever be known, -for 
all who were working in the east level are 
dead. An inquest has been commenced 
ana every possible information will be 
gathered.

A MINXE’3 EXPERIENCE.

YWilliam Morgan, a Welshman, 63 years 
of age, has been in eight explosions be­
sides the present one, but fortunately 
escaped injury in any. His first experience 
was in Monmouthshire, when nine years 
old, while six others of the number were 
in various mines in the same district. He 
was in the explosion at Bellingham Bay 
twenty-four years ago. Morgan’s stall is 
in the west level, No. 6 pit, and he was 
there with the Chinese loader at about 9 
o’clock. “The first thing I noticed,” he 
states “was a humming in the ears caused 
by a concussion. The Chinaman asked me 
what was the matter and I told him I 
thought there had been an explosion. 
The Chinaman clapped his hands over his 
ears. Just then the driver brought in a 
mule, to take the box away and he stated 
hé also felt the concussion and asked 
what was the matter? I then went 
to John Matthews' stall, quite close to 
me, and told him there had been an 
explosion. He replied that he also felt 
it but did not think if was much and that 
it had happened in the pillars above. I 
thought as it had been humming in my 
ears for so long that it had been more 
severe. However, I returned to the stall 
and I prepared for another shot. The 
car not coming back for a lengthy time, 
I went to the top of the machine to see 
what the matter was as I felt sure some­
thing was wrong. 1 found the mule stand­
ing behind the first door with a car be­
hind the top incline. I opened the door 
and found another mule between the two 
doors. I opened a second door and 
hollered again and again. Not receiving 
an answer I went inside the in­
cline. The first thing that took 
my attention was an abundance of 
clothes and a cravat lying in the middle 
of the road. I again hollered, but got no 
answer, but heard moaning. Following 
the sound I discovered a Chinaman on 
his hands and knees craw 
incline. The air current 
fered with; Another Chinaman was lying 
apparently dead. I lifted him and shook 
him but could get no answer. I then hur­
ried back to my stall, pat on my clothes, 
and ran again to Matthews’ stall. I 
called to him, “Come out as quick as God 
will let you.” Matthews warned his next 
neighbor, Henry Crosaen. I waited in 
Matthews’ road for them, but they both 
took Croasen’s road and left me behind. 
I went again to Matthews’ and Croasen’s 
face to make sure and, finding no one

as they were* found, Were conveyed to 
the carpenter shop of the railway, where 
willing' hands stripped them of their tat­
tered clothes and washed as many traces 
as possible of the effects of the explosion 
from their forms. They were then 
clothed in a suit of black, with white 
shirt, collar and tie, and placed in the 
handsome coffins that were prepared for 
them. As soon as this was accomplished 
they were taken to the public hall at 
Wellington, where they will remain until 
Friday morning when all will be taken by 
train to Nanaimo, and buried in the ceme­
tery, the members of the various fratern­
ities being interred by their brethren.

Can you believe, 
humane hearted reader, can you realize, 
right feeling men and women, that advan­
tage was taken by Mr. Beaveu last night 
of the explosion to use it for political 
purposes ? Only within a few hours of 
that dread calamity, ere the imprisoned 
and probably dead miners had yet 
been brought up from the levels, a person 
whe writes Honorable to his name, public­
ly disgraced himself by a gross and unwar­
ranted attack upon Mr. Dunsmuir. We 
do not refer to T. B. Humphreys, though 
he subsequently followed in the same line, 
because he is wicked and bad enough to 
say or do anything, the man, whose hon­
or as a Christian gentleman we now call 
in question, is Robert Beaven.

KINDNESS TO ANIMALS.

Victoria has regrettedly no society for 
the prevention of cruelty to animals. The 
press has repeatedly enjoined the neces­
sity of its establishment. The too fre­
quent instances of such cruelty that come 
under the notice of observing persons 
establish the necessity for such an organ­
ization, and of thb law which punishes 
such cruelties. The underlying principle 
is that all cruelty is akin, just as all kind­
ness is related. The man who is cruel to 
any dumb creature has in his nature the 
elements of cruelty to those of his 
race. In like manner the man who is 
uniformly kind to all the race of animals 
with which he has to do, is seldom found 
wanting in like goodness toward his fellow 
man. This principle finds recognition in 
the sacred writings where we are told that 
the merciful man is merciful to his beast. 
In ancient times when the doctrine of trans­
migration of souls was believed in most 
eastern countries, the belief that the souls 
of men passed after death into creatures 
of a lower order, more or less noble or 
vile according as the life of the departed 
had been worthy or unworthy, there to 
pass a probationary punishment bgfore 
again resuming the human form, led to a 
sentimental regard for dumb animals.

New York, Jan. 17.—The report of 
the commission appointed by the legisla­
ture to report the most humane and prac­
tical mèthod known to modem science of 
carrying into effect the sentence of death 
in capital cases, was transmitted to the 
legislature yesterday.

Thb velocity of the current is so 
great that the brain is paralyzed. •

The commission recommends that a 
chair with-a head and foot rest could be 
uâed in which the condemned m*n could 
be seated in a half reclining position.
