THE HUNGARIAN POLICY.

Premier Banffy Holds That It Should Be For
Continued Union With Austria.

Bupa Prsta, Dec. 22.—In the lower
house of the Hungarian parliament to-
day Baron Banffy, the premier, sppaking
of the bill providing for a provisional
prolongation of the Ausgleich, decided
that he could not accept the Austrian
resolution demanding the establishment
of - an independent Hungarian cus-
toms regime by January 1. He would,
however, accept a motion to publish as
soon as possible the data necessary for
the establishment of such regime or for
the conclusion of a commercial treaty
with Austria, the draft of a customs
tariff, and to arrange to ascertain the
views of business men, He pointed out
that Hungary had the right to establish
an independent customs immediately if
it should be in her interest to do so, but
she considered the compromise arrange-
ment with Austria more advantageous if
it could be arranged with'due regard for
Huongary’s interests. - That,  however,
was doubtful.

The government, nevertheless, the
remier continued, desired to give Aus-
tria time to recover herself and did not
wish to canse a state of confusion, the
baneful consequences of which were in«
calenlable. The present bill did not in-
fringe upon Hungary’s rights and inter-
ests, and, he added, the government
wonld act vigorously againet attempts
similar to this of the reicherath to pre-
vent it becoming law. These remarks
caused an uproar, after wbich the prem-
jer concluded with an appeal to the house
not to ecreate difficulties. - Hungary’s
interest, he pointed out, far from re-
qoiring her to ldosen her relat_ionsl_ﬂg
with Austris, required that her ties wit
that country be more closer and stronger.
This statement was greeted with ap-
plause from the rightists, but it caused
an uproar amorg the leftists,

He Declares That Three-Fourths of Those
Now in Klondyke Must Perish
Before July.

New Yorx, Dec. 21.—Klondyke was
mentioned by the Rev. Egerton R.

ment’s delay upon receipt of the news of
the Cleveland’s distress, has already jus-
tified in results the prompt action taken.
On board the cutter, and recovering as
quickly as might "be expected from their
awful sufferings of the past week, are
thirteen of those who sailed from San
Francisco on the Cleveland, and who
formed the crews of the First and Third
Officera’ boats when the order to abandon
ship waa given. :

Third Officer Melvin and his com-
panions were first recovered, a message
irom Rev, Father Brabant being received
by the Quadra while she wasat Euclue-
let, informing Captain Walbran' that
this boat’s crew had reached Heequoit,
where they were taken on board the gov-
ernment steamer on Friday last. Firat
Officer Durfee and his men were picked
up the following day, at Rafael Point,
fifteen miles distant, and the complete
list of the survivors in these two boats is
now given as hereuhder:

WHITBECK TELLS THE STORY.

Of the Finding of the Missing Men and the
Present Condition of the Steamer.

In a telegram to a member of the
Coronist staff on Sunday evening, Pur-

ser J. W, Whitbeck gives the following |

-account of the regcue of the two recov-
-ered boats, and the present condition of
the vessel. His despatch was sent from
Alberni to which place the Quadra had
returned in order to secure medical aid
for the distressed seamen :

‘‘ There is rejoicing, tempered with
:gadness, on board the Quadra—rejoicing,
because thirteen of our ship’s family
have been given back by the sea; sad-
uess, because eight of those who, with
us, sailed from San Francisco two weeks
ago are lost beyond further hope.

‘‘ Leaving the scene of the wreck af
noon on Friday, the Quadra, later in th
same day, found the third officer’s boat
at Hesquoit—with Harry Melvin and
his companions well ‘cared for and fast
recovering their strength at the home
of the good priest,Father Brabant. They
are Harry Melvin, Second Assistant
Engineer Thomas, Seaman Peter Marin,
Fireman John Harmon, Pantryman C.H.
Packer, and the jasenger Frank Ger-
than,

‘“‘ These men, after a terrible battle
with the wind and sea, the agonies of
which no pen can picture, reached Hes-
quoit on Sunday, December 12—the
third day after the wreck. We received
them on board the Quadra, and con-
_tinued the search for the others of the

ost.

‘“The Indians had heard that there
was a fire on the beach and a broken
boat at Rafael Point, fifteen miles or so
away, and thither the cutter went at
once, although the sea was still danger-
ously high and a bad surf running.

‘‘The Indians’ report proved, happily,
a true one, for on the morning of Wed-
needay, the 15th, boat No.2, in charge
of First Officer Durfee, had come ashore,
and Durfee and' his companions dragged
themselves up on the rocks, where they
lay exhausted. With the first officer
were Assigtant Engineer R. P. O’Neill,
Carpenter Robert Isbister, Seamen Mc-
Coll and Falkner; David Crawley, the
fireman ; and Wm, Dietrick, the Los An-
geles passenger.

‘“Poor George Carillo, the second
steward, died of exposure in a dementia
induced by the intense strain, suffering,
cold and hunger. His body was sorrow-
fally slipped into the sea on Wednesday,
the 15th. o

** Captain Wal‘wnn, of the Quadra, is
untiring in his efforts and persistent in.
his determination to recover Second Offi-
cer Henderson’s boat and its occupants,
but I greatly fear his labors will be in

vain,

*‘ Some of the rescued men in boat No.
2 are still_suffering severely from their
long exposure, but the officers of the
Quadra have extended such unreserved
hospitality that under the circumstances
they could be no more comfortable if
they were at home.

‘‘The crew of ship’s boat No. 4, in charge
of Harry Melvin, were made con fortable
bg Father Brabant, who not only looked
after their welfare, but caused the Indians
to scour the country in all .directions in
search of the still missinﬁ boat and its
crew. The Quadra, while this search con-
tinues, has returned to Alberni in ordet
that the sufferers may be given proper
medical attention.

CAPTAIN IRVING ABANDONS HOPE

Henderson’s Party, He Says, Is Undoubted-
Lost—The Story of the Battle
For Life.

Captain John Irving, M.P.P., manager of
the U. P. N. Co., who accompanied the
Quadra to the scene of the wreck, confirms
in a wire the good news of the rescue, and

The story of the wild voyage from the
wreck to safety, as told by the survivors of
the two boats, is %ractica[ly the same ter-
rible narrative. Both, in the riots’ of the
elements misunderstood the captain’s
orders when he gignalled them to follow
through Alpha Passage; and both, realis-
ing their mistake, endeavored to follow in
obedience when it was too late to make
the point.

n the moment of excitement and great
danger the oil cans were forgotten, and the
breakers unchecked threatened momentar-
ily to"demolish al]l three boats. Try as
they would the shipwrecked seamen could
not keep toward shore; steadily the per-
sistent ‘'wind drove them to sea, and to
northward until they were forced 1o a
realization of their fate—to be carried, help-
ss to resist, wherever the storm king
willed. /

There was neither chart nor compass in
either of the three boats, which separa‘ed
almost immediately and carried northward
—ill-provisioned and with a water suppl
sufficient for half a week only, even wit
the exercise of the greatest economy.
Durfee’s boat, as told by Captain Hall, was
not in the best condition, and only a few
hours had elapsed when it commenced to
leak, and leak badly, two men being re-
quired to: bale continually from Friday
morning for four days and a half. 224
During this dreadful interval the water
supply was entirely exhausted, and the
scant stock of seabiscuit so reduced that
but one a day could be doled out with a
morsel of meat, the fear of starvation thus
lending its terrors to the situation.

THE TERRORS OF THE SITUATION

Beggar Description—Starvation, Cold, Anxi-
ety and Death Combining in
b Attack.

Corillo had been sick when the ship was
abandoned, and unable to work. He
speedily grew worse, and although propped
up on a coil of rope astern, the ice-cold
Wler reached up to his chest, aggravating

s agony. He died in a delirium, talking
of home and friends, while his comrades
labored with dull hopelessness toward they
knew not where.

Unable to locate themselves, the best the
boats could do was to keep within sight of
shore and seek opportunity to make a
landing. Thus they saw Eucluelet as they
were forced by; realized that they were not
seen in return although' they signalled with
every means at their command; lost sight
of the little hamlet over the stern: and
practically gave up hope. The boat was
leaking; both food and water were gone; the
men were in extremity.

Durfee decided that a landing must bhe
made for repairs, even if it were at the
price of death in the surf, so taking a
desperate chance he steered ashore, fortune
or luck or providence carrying the little
craft and its crew on the beachin safety at
Rafael Point.

When aflast the boat and its occupants
were tossed here like a discarded plaything,
the sailors lay like dead men on the rocky
beach. Two of the men had broken limbs
which could not be set; fire was unobtain-
able; nor ar:iy food save the mussels, which
they dragged themselves up the rocks and
gungrily devoured. Finally Indians came,

uilt a fire, dried their clothes, and gave
them food—caring for them with a solici-
tude in strong contrast with the conduct of
their Barclay Sound neighbors.

Melvin’s run for Hesquoit was. shorter,
and less aﬁonizinﬁ perhaps in consequence,
although he and his men had ne provisi-
ons, their biscuits having been lost over-
board at Alpha Passage. They were ex-
ceptiomally fortunate in their landing, and
were given the best of care and attention
by the resident priest, who also combines
a limited knowledge of medicine and
simple surgery with his spiritual ministra-
tions,

When the survivors of both Parties were
received on board the Quadra, four were in
great pain snd absolute danger with indi-
cations of blood’ poisoning; which made
experienced ' medical attention impera-
tive. Kive were . unable to walk,
and it was for a time feared that their lives
would be sacrificed. They are now, how-
ever, doing well, and a full’'and satisfactory
recovery 18 anticipated &8 soon as they
shall have been removed to the hospital i
this city.

The action of Rev. Father Brabant in
personally caring for the injured and 4n
instituting search for Henderxon’s boat all
along the Coast, as well as his thoughtful-
ness and skill in sending the message to
Euclulet that brought the Quadra up from
that point, make him the hero of the day
and hour.

——

HOW THE BOATS DRIFTED
In Absolute Jgnorance of Their Position,
Along the Very Worst Section of
the Island Coast.

The course of the boats from the time of
leaving Starlight reef until one of them
landed at Rafael point and the other at
Hesquoit harbor, is one.of the worst known
to Pacific ocean mariners.

It must be remembered that the three
boats left the Cleveland off Shelter island,
near Starlight reef, at eight o’clock a.m,

and the Quadra in consequence came up 0.

The coastline here is nothing but rocks and
reefs with daugerous currents. A landing
along the cogst at any point even under
the most fayorable circumstances wonld be
fraught with the greatest difficulty.

Carried along by the gale, the boats con-
tinued up the coast looking for a favcrable
place to land, Had they known the coast,
the boats could without much difficulty
have landed at Point Cox, twenty miles
north of where the steamer'was left, as im-
mediately behind this cove a good landing
place as False Bay would have atforded the
shipwrecked sailors a réfuge,

ailing through ignorance of their where-
abouts and of the locality, the boats still
driving before the gale, missed another ex-
cellen: opportunity for landing at a place
called Schooner Cove. The appearance of
the coast at this point is not encouraging
to the uninitiated, as it presents a formid-
able aspect owing to the rocks and ledges
near the entrance, which, however, are by
no means dangerous. 4

The shoreline along here trends west by
north, and east by south, and presents an
almost unbroken line of reefs and breakers.
The ‘sailors still going north might have
sailed through some of the smaller chan-
nels to Clayoquot Sound, but the off-lying
rocks cause such a breaker that they could
not tell the entrance.

The boat’s crew which successfully land-
ed at Rafael Point were exceedingly lucky.
The point is very prominent and wooded,
and affords a poor Jlanding place under best
conditions of *weather, 1t'is on the west
corner of Flores island, about forty miles
from where the Cleveland was abandgned,
and lies between the north channel of Clay-
oquot Bound and Sidney inlet,

The point itself i uninhabited, the near-
est placeat which ‘the crew could obtain
shelter and succour being Ahousat, an in-
dian village eight or ten miles away. The
current near Rafael Point is unimportant,
and the fact that the point is the tirst place
along the coast where the breakers do not
extend any distance no doubt induced the
crew to select it as a Janding place.

The boat which drove to Hesquoit, miss-
ed the entrance to the ships’ channel and
having gone too far past to return, owing
to the strong east gale, drifted still farther
to the North. A splendid chance to land
was afforded the crew after their failure to
make a landing at 8ydney Inlet, at a point
about four miles further north, But un-
able to make this shelter, the boat appar-
ently headed for Hesquoit with the pre-
vailing wind.

In going along in the same direction up
the coast after l-aving Rafael—that is, west
‘by north—the boat naturally ran directly
into the harbor, as it opens out towards the
southeast. The entrance to this harbor is
not made without considerable difficulty,
as a bar extends almost across the mouth
or entrance, and in rough weather it forms
into'an ugly breaker. The shore is high
and rocky, but the currents at this point
are very moderate, even at the entrance to
the Inlet, 4

Father Brabant’s, where the crew landed,
is about fifty miles from where the boats
left the unfortunate Cleveland.

e
A PROVIDENTIAL LANDING.

Had the Third Officer’'s Boat Not Made
Hesqucic Its Fate Would Have
Been Sealed.

Had the crew which reached Hesquoit
not been successful in Janding there they in
all probability would never have been heard
of more. Their direct ‘course from Hes-
quoit would have taken them to Eastern
Point, which is characterized by mariners
as the most dangerous place on the whole
coastline. No small boat could have ever
passed the point in rough weather such as
was at the time prevailing.

At Hesquoit Harbor, where the third offi-
cer’s boat was successful in making a land-
ing, shelter and food were obtainable with-
out difficulty, as a mission station of the
Roman Catholic church is established
there, especially well equipped for the as-
sistance of any distreseed seamen who m+y
be carried thither. At Rafael point, how-
ever, the castaways could not fare so well,
as the place 1s desolate in the extreme, af-
fording very little shelter, while the nearest
inhabitants live six miles away from where
the landing was effected, at a small native
village. .

To reach this refuge it is possible to go
by land across the Island, bug it is an ugly
trip, and in moderately ecalm weather; the
water trip to reach the village would be
infinitely preferable. :

The voyage of the boat which successful-
ly reached Hesquoit is considered by coast
sailors as simply marvellous. For two
weeks gale after gale has devastated the
coast, and that a small boat driving before
a fierce gale could pass the numerous reefs
which are not absent from any part of the
coast, for a distance ot over fifty miles, and
finally effect a safe lJanding at a bar-crossed
harbor, is a feat to be indeed wondered at.

A recital of the wrecks along this éxor-
tion of the Coast in recent years would fill
a good sized volume. Experienced coast
mariners invariably keep seawards in these
waters as the currents are dangerous, and
for miles and mules along the coastline, in-
numerable ugly reefs and bars cause a
perilous sailing ground. From the.very
moment of leaving the wrecked Cléveland,
the boats, according to the course they un-
wittingly took, were in imminent danger
of being crushed like egg-shells against
some ragged rock or swamped in “breakers
created by the concealed bars.

A more intimate knowledge of the shore-
line would have saved the wave-buffeted
sailors hours of anxiety and suffering.
Until Rafael Point was reached by the one
boat and Hesquoit-by the other, no fayor-
able landing place presented itself, ¢l-
though, as before stated, several were avail-
able had the crews but known it. The
survivors were but the playthings of the
waves for a distance ot over fifty miles,
alonﬁ the perhaps roughest part of the
northern Pacific coast, and in the case of
the crew which safely reached Hesquoit
harbor, good luck more than management
cast the little cockelshell with its helpless
load of humanity, into a place of refuge.

WHAT THR PEOPLE SAY

Earnest Appeal *for the Establish-
ment of a Children’s
Aid Society.

A Plea for the Preservation of the
Ornamental Trees of Gov-
ernment Grounds.

To TBE EpITor:—No one is interested in
denying orin minifying the value of some of
the salient problems which at this unique
moment are absprbing the interest and
strength of city and province alike: but
one may confidenily assert that one of the
questions, big with destiny, has not yet re-
ceived the attention' its importance de-
mands. i. e,, the protection and training of
children—particularly of the boys who are
much in evidence on our city streets after
nightfall. A community is great notalone,
or even chiefly, because of prosperous busi-
ness enterprises, progressive public works
increased luxury and growing revenues,
but rather in_ proportion to the quality of
its :nen—the integrity, nobility and patri-
otism of its citizens.

Has it mot been demonstrated, times
without number, that is is possible for an
individual or -cogimunity successfully to
cultivate the'industrial, acquisitive, social
and aesthetic faculties, and lose the divine
and surpassing art of develoying the man
and the patriot! In saying this, I profess
not to declare any new "thought, but to in-
vite attention anew to the royalimportance
of the training of our future citizens. It
belongs not to the scope of this letter to

oint out the defect, or fasten the biame

ut simply to assert, what is most com-
monly conceded,. that the condition of a
large unmber of our boys and girls betrays
the fact that our system—or lack of system
—of training our "children—not alone pa-
rental but communal training—is gravely
defective. ;

With not a few of our best citizens have I
discussed this matter during the last year
or two, and with one consent they agree
that a wrong exists and“that steps should
immediately be taken to rectify it.

But time is moving on; boys sre becom-
ing men and nothing is being done to save
many of them to the state, to society and
to a worthy manhood. Ifsome of the lads
recently senterced to the common gaol
ever attain to high and patriotic citizenship
it will be despite fearful odds now against
them. Thauk God. I believe in the possi-
bility of any of them reaching up to worthy
citizenship in earthly empire not merely,
but also to obtain a noblerheritagein God’s
eternal kingdom.

But alas, how few of such attain the
possible! How many of those composing
the vagrant, vicious and criminal classes of
to-day—menacing property and life and
national institutions, burdening the in-
dustrious for the maintenance of their
worse than useless lives, and inoculating
the body social with the deadly virus of
their moral corruption—how many of these,
I say, might have been self-respecting and
valued citizens had they received a few
years an a little of the intelligent and
sympathetic conusideration to which their
incomputable value to God and man en-
titled them ; and which, on the lowest scale
of estimation au ‘‘enlightened self-in-
terest "’ on the part of the electorate would
have prompted! We believe this province
to be big with the potential of a future
greatness Wwhich no one is  bold
enough to measure. We welcome the
call ~ which such swiftly widening
horizon and novel opportunities present io
us—summoning 1s as with trumpet tones,
to keep abreast of the thought and progress
uf the age in all legitimate and scientific
development. But #vith what scathing
judgment must posterity scorch our mem-
ory, if we make application of this call
ouly, or even mainly. to material develop-
ment, whilst we leave our boys, or any
considerable portien of them‘ to grow up
unheeded, into disintegrating, destructive
and corrupting for -esfin society ? Is it, for
example abreast of the scientific criminol-
ogy of our.time to sentence boys to terms
in gaol and penitentiary ? (wh ch with the

in vice and crime). And that too at a first
serious effort at correction? At present no
other course is open to judges and magis-
trates.  Surely this ought not so to be.

Again and again I have urged likely per-
sons to initiate a movement on behalf of
children—particularly * street boys’ but
without success.  Although somewhat re-
luctant, on many accounts, I deemed it
dutiful to move in this matter, and have
taken the responsibility npon myself to
call a public meeting for Monday evening,
20th inst., in Temperance hall, Pandora
street, at 7:15 p.m. The purpose of the
meeting is:- (1) To consider the advisabilit;
of forming a Children’s Aid Society (2) If
advisable to take steps to effect organiza-
tion (3) To arrange fora Christmas tree for
street boys. It is earnestly hoped that this
gathering will be representative of the best
elements of our city; icis not intenaed to
be sectarian or sectional but a communal
movement.

His Honor the Lieutenant-Governor has
kindly consented to take the chair. The
public meeting will be over by eight o’clock
to allow friends to fulfil other engagement
for that evening.

GOVERNMENT GROUNDS.

T the Epgor:—No one who is able to
justly' apprecidte the excellence of Mr.
Rattenbury’s work at the government
buildings would believe that he could be
guilty: of the vandalism of recklessly de-
stroying the ornamental shade trees in the
government grounds, but one is glad for all
that to see his disclaimer.

Every person of taste and cultivation is
alive to the beautiful effect obtained by
well placed groups of trees in the fore-
ground. The distant buildings are worider-
fully enhanced in etfect when seen through
the partial screening of trees. The con-
trast of outline is a relief to the eye which
seeks variety rather than monotony; if the
whole mass can be seen at a glance it palls
upon the imagination which has nothing
left to gain by nearer approach. The well
regulated mind lives in the imagination of
something more or better to realise, and
drops dead before tinality.

The successful laying out of these
grounds -is worthy the highest artistic
effort. It isa work, of great:importance to
the city of the province. The buildings
and the site may be grieviously marred by
uunskilful handiing. ~ The Americans ap-
preciated the genius of Olmstead at Wash-
ington and elsewhere, and in England and
onthe Continent Patton, and Milner have
produced landscape gardening that is the
pride of the owners and a public enjoy-
ment.

It is not merely a question of sticking in
trees and shrubs as some self-constituted
ignoramus deems best, but the careful
selection of trees and shrubs to their iden-
tical positions and their artistic grouping,
to set off not only themselves, but also the
buildings to their best advantage. It re-
quires intimate knowledge of the habits
and growth of the individual irees to en-
sure that artificial blending of form and
color that goes to make up the perfect tout
ensemble. 7
My own personal experierce led me to
call in Mr. Milner, of Sydenham, to advise
in laying out the grounds and approaches
to several large houses in which I was con-
cerned, and always with the happiest re-
sults.

FARMERS’ INSTITUTIES.

A Great Deal of Interest Taken in the Meet-
ings by Up-Country Farmers—
Richmond Organizes,

Mr. J. C. Anderson, accompanied hy Mr.
Paterson, has returned from the Mainland
and reports that the programme of meet-
ings arranged for the’ upper country and

The Speedy trial of Hock Taw, who is ac-
cused of forging the name of Yee Gee, an-
other Chinaman toa couple of letters sup-
posed to have been ickeg up on the King-
ston wharf here began vesterday before
Mr. Justice Drake. The case has attracted
unusual attention on the Washington side
of the line as the letters intimated that
there was extensive smuggling of China-
men from British Columbia across the
Sound and connected the name of Mr. J. C.
Saunders, formerly collector of custems at
Port Townsend with the scheme. Yee Gee
who was interpreter for the customs at
Townsend repudiated the letters as forger-
ies and Hock Taw is now standing
his trial on  the accusation. The
Crown was represented by Mr. A. G. Smith,
deputy attorney-general, and Mr. George
E. 'Powell; while Mr. {hornton Fell and
Mr. H: G. Hall appeared for the defencs.

The opening portion of the evidence was
largely like that given at the preliminary
hearing, and was nov particularly sensa-
tional.

After Yee Gee had sworn that the letters

were forgeries, Mr. R. W. Jennings, a mem-
ber of the Port Townsend bar, was called to
show that, according to the United States
law, the letters insinuated a very grave
criminal charge against Mr. Saunders’
character. Mr. J. C. Saunders came
next, to show that he had suffered in his
feelings and in his business by the insinu-
ations in the alleged forgeries, and that in
consequence of the letters there had been a
small run on the Commercial bank of Port
Townsend of which he was president.
See Dor and a couple of other Chinamen
were called to produce letters which they
had seen Hock Taw write, and then Lim
Gee Wong was put in the box as an expert
to prove that these genuine letters were
written by the same hand as were the
forged ones. The case goes on again this
morning.

PROTECTING THE CHILDREN.

0
A Movement Initiated for the Benefit of
Neglected Youngsters—A Treat on
Monday.

The movement to form a society for tak-
ing care of friendless children and youmg-
sters who are now running wild on the
streets began its growth at a meeting last
night that bids fair to blossom into a sc-
ciety for the protection of the young. The
meeting, which was called by Rev. A. B
Winchester, who has taken the initiative
in the movement, was held at Temperance
hall, Lieut-Governor McInnes presiding;
and on the principle that the best way to
reach the young is to attract their attention
by something pleasant a Christmas treat
is to be given the little folk on Monday
night at some place yetto be decided upon.

After the preliminaries, which included
the appointment of Mr. T. M. Henderson
as secretary, Rev. Mr. Winchester ex-
plained his ideas on the subject of looking
after neglected children. Neglecting the
young ha a bad effect on the y olitic,
and, vice versa, any movement which took
luckless youngsters from the streets and
placed themin a better environment, so
that they would grow up good and useful
citizens, was a useful work which concern-
ed not only private individuals, but de-
manded the attention of the city or the
state. In fact, as Mr. Winchester said,

* If some of those here had not had the
advantage of a good environment they
might be breaking stone now for the pub-
lic good.”

The movement was not sectional or sec-
tarian. He proposed that a children’s
protection society should be organized aim-
ing to aid boys under 15 and girls under 16
who were drifting towards vagrancy or
crime, and to direct them into right ways.

Lieutenant-Governor McInnes, Archdea-
con Scriven, who was present on behalf of
Bishop Perrin, spoke 1n commeadation of
the scheme and it was decided to form a
general committee to consider the ‘scheme
and report at a future meeting and also to

'HALTED ON THE BEACH.

San Franeisco Vessel - Comes to
Grief on Her Way With a
Yukon Party.

Troubled Career of the Stranded
‘¢ Cleveland ’—Naotes of the
Waterfront.

The steamer Capilano, which has ar-
rived at Vancouver from the halibut
banks with 33,000 pounds of halibut for
the New ‘England Fish Company, re-
ports that another Alaskan liner ‘has
come to grief, the steamer Santa Cruz of
the Pacific Coast Company, having got
ashore on Wednesday last about 10
miles south of Bella Bella. The steamer
was en route to Alaska, and had a num-
ber of passengers a8 well as a heavy cargo.
Captain Nicholson, of the Santa Cruz,

refused the offer of assistance of the
Captain of the Capilano, stating that
heexpected the steamer George W, El-
der, of the Pacific Coast line, would pass
on her waydown from Alaska in a few
daye, and by traneferring the Santa
Cruz’s cargo,she would probably float off.
She is aground on a sandy and is
reported to be lying easily and in mo
immediate danger. The passengers are
encamped on shore and the crew are
getting everything ready for an attempt
to float the vessel when the Elder ar-
rives. The Santa Cryz was built in San
Francisco in 1868 and is of 361 tons.

THE ‘‘ CLEVELAND’S ”’ HISTORY.

¢ The steamer Cleveland, now lying a
wreck at Lyall Point, Barclay Sound.
was not favored by marine underwriters,”
says the San Francieco Examiner. ‘ Her
age was against her and she was con-
sidered cranky. She carried about $6,000
insurance on the hull and between $10,-
000 and $12,000 on the zargo. Of the
latter insurance tbe Fireman’s Fund had
about one-half, the other half being
placed in small sums with eeveral
agencies. The marine records show that
the Cleveland was built‘in 1865, and un-
der the name of the Sirius was in the
passenger service between Halifax and
Quéenstown on the Atlantic. She was
subsequently sold to an Englich shipping
firm and was used as a freight boat,
when she became the Scandinavian. She
took a cargo of coal from England to
Mexico, got into trouble with the cus-
toms officers, was sold to F. B. Oliver, of
this city, and was then renamed the
Siriue.. Charles Nelson subsequently
bought the ship and called her the
Kahului, under which name she made
several trips to the Hawaiian islands.
She carried coal from Nanaimo for a
time, and oun one of these trips went
ashore on Trial island, off Victoria har-
bor. She was not supposed to be worth
the expected cost of saving her then,
and the captain was discussing the ad-
visability of abandoning the ship when
through the action of the current she
was carried round and worked off the
1ock with little actual damage and with
no assistance from the crait standing by
in expectation of salvage. 3

She was finally put under the Ameri-
can flag, chartered by the North Ameri-
can Transportation and Trading Com-

trips to St. Michael’s. A noteworthy in-
cident occurred in the career of the
Cleveland in 1891, when she had Byitish
register and was called the Scandina-
vian. She sailed from San Francisco for
a Mexican port, and when she ‘left the
latter she failed to secure proper clear-
ance papers, She went from Mexico to
Iguiqui, Chili. At that time civil war
was in progrees in Chili between the gov-
ernment forces, under President Balma-
ceda and the Congressional party.
Iquiqui was the headquarters of
the revolutionists, and it was there
that the steamer Itata‘ was sur-
rendered to the United States naval
authorities after she had escaped from
the customs authorities at San Diego
and had been chased 4,000 miles by the
cruiser Charleston.

S. B. Durfee, R. P. O’Neill, Robert
Isbister, David Crawley, A. E, Thomas,
Frank Gertham, Thomas McColl and
Alfred Falkner—all but O’Neill, Thomas
and Gertham beidg here for treatment at
the Marine Hospital. The Quadra also
delivered at the Victoria provincial jail
six Indian prisoners convicted of looting
the stranded steamer during the absence
of Captain Hall and his ‘crew, and gen-
tenced to from one to six months’ im-
prisonment at hard labor, their plunder
from the ship having already been re-
turned.  No news has been had of the
still missing boat and none of the Cleve-
land’e crew now enfertain even a reason-
able hope of its deliveranée. = The ship
itself has been patched a little, and the
steamers Czar, Maud and Willapa will
haul her off and bring herto Vietoria for

repair as soon as her cargo holds have
been cleared.

(From Our Own Correspondent.)
Nanamwo, Dec, 22.—The steamer Geo,
W. Elder arrived this foremoon at De-
parture Bay from Skagway, Junean and
other Northern ports.

When
leaving Barclay Sound yesterday morn-
ing the tug Ozar was ' alongside the
wreck with Messre. Tyson and Metcalf
on board. . She will probably stay by4
the stranded veseel until such time as
the latter is in a position to be towed off
the rocks. At Anderson’s Camp two
miles distant, a smooth beach is to be
found, and if the Cleveland can be
floated, it will be to this spot she will be
taken, to be put in condition for re-
moval to the Esquimalt dry dock,

On Tueeday the water in the forward
hold of the.vessel, wherein the largest
pancture in the ship’s’ plates has been
located, fell nineteen inches; and thatin
the other compartments one and a half
‘inches, showing that- the injuries sus-
tained are not as seriods as at first be-
lieved. The cargo is being removed as
quickly as poesible, and when this is
gone, the work of saving the vessel will
be proceeded with without delay.

MR. DURFEE TELLS HIS STQRY.

The Most Terrible Experience of a Lifetime
at Sea—Rescue Came Just in Time,

From the Marine hospital, where he
will be forced by his injuries to remain
for some little time to come, Mr. 8, B.
Durfee, the chief officer of the Oleve-
land, writes as follows, describing his
recent hard experience:

‘* On the morning of Friday, the 10th
inst.,, at 2a.m., I and seven others left
the ill-fated vessel, and entered upon
what proved to be the most terrible ex-
periencg of my life. The sea was piling
mountains high, and seemingly longing
to assist in securing us for its prey, the
storm raged loud and furiously. A con-
stant gale was blowing, and’ rain, hail
and enow apparently struggled for the
mastery. 3

** Our stock of provisions was not such
as would long hold out, consisting as it
did of two cans clams, one can mutton,
one can of cabbage, two jars jelly, one
can of turkey, one can of ehicken, with
a very limited supply of water.

“Our situation was ‘simply such as
cannot be described. Tossed hither and
thither by mountain waves, drenched
by the rain, and almost exhausted from
cold and hunger, we drifted along we
knew not wberve, for four days and a
ha.lf, the longest and inost anxioas
period in all my experience, To add to
our distress and the helplessness of our
condition, one of our number succambed
to the exposure, ana «not without sad
hearts did we, his cor--rades, commit-his
body to the deep,

** About twenty-four Yaurs before we
made shore the wind subsided, ‘and the
foamy sea became tolersbly calm. On
the morning of the sixth day we suc-
ceeded in landing at Rafael point, about
20 miles from Heequuit harbor. Luckily
we managed to find a cave, over which
was growing a large cedar tree, and here
we sought shelter, and as qu.ckly as we
could in our numbed condition, buiit a
fire and endeavored to restor~ life and
warnoth to our almost frozen bodies, -

‘* There were no eigns of civilization in
the neighborhood ; our food: supoly had
quiterun out, with the exception of the
can of turkey and a few mouldy bis-
cuits; and we had had no 'water
fcr. the past twenty-four hounrs.

Noth-
ing was found, and the voyage was re-
sumed, an Indian interpreter, familiar with
the local variations of Chinook, being
secured, and the vessel heading for the
wreck,

Arrived there early in the afternoon,
Captain Walbran in due time constituted a
court for the trial of the Indians and a
white man, charged with concealin , or
having in their possession, various articles,
the property of the steamer Cleveland.

Rev. Mr. Swartout, the Presbyterian mis-
sionary, was present as the ‘* Kriend” of
the Indians, and Mr. Guillod, Indian
agent, acted officially in that capacity, and
carefully protected " the - interests of his
wards, Mr. McKenna well represented the
public interest as rosecutor, while Con-
stable Cox and hls ‘‘specials” detailed
their experiences in:récovering the ** loot.”’

With "great care.and patience Captain
‘Wa bran, the presiding magistrate, ex-
plained the nature of, the charges through
the interpreter, and’ eventually al] four In-
dians pleaded guilty. The necessary evi-

ence was given by the police and the
court adjourned until next morning, when
another batch of Indians was dealt with
with equal care -and patience—eleven Euv}
cluelet and Toquaht.Indians in all being
dealt with, :

The one white man (McCarthy) charged
was allowed to give his sworn statemént,
he, too, having pleaded guilty. His case
differed from that 6f'the Indians in that he
had not attempted: poncealment so far as ik
known; but he was/ nevertheless severely
censured by the magistrate, and shown how
he bad injared h‘fn%f by his®conduct to
the captain of the ‘ship, etc. All the
charges having been dealt with Captain
Walbran most fully explained the law, and
was very careful that the interpreter con-
veyed his ruling to the Indian prisoners.

THE

Hearing of the Cases Opened and
Mr. Templeman Committed
for Trial.

Counsel Engaged in Loeating Re-
sponsibility for ‘“The Proy-
ince” Publication.

The police court was crowded yester-
day morning, the unusually large attend-
ance being due to the fact that the pre-
liminary hearing of thecriminallibel pro-
ceedings brought by Premier Turner and
Hon. C. E. Pooley against Senator
Templeman, of the Times, and Messrs.
H. Bostock, ‘M.P., Walter O. Nichol,
editor, and Ian Coltart, secretary, of the
Proyince newspaper, was to take place,
Two sessions of the court were held in
order to dispose of the cases, the one
lasting from 10 o’cloek in the morning
until one in the afternoon, and the
second eession from 2:30 until 5 p.m.

It was not until the afternoon session
was well advanced that Magistrate Mac-
rae, after hearing considerable evidence,
and legal arguments without number
almost, committed Senator Templeman
for trial at the first court of competent
;uriadiction. The defendant was asked
or and furnished bail of $500 by him-
self, and one surety, Mr. George Riley,
for a gimilar amount.

Immediately afterwards the case of
Messrs. Bostock, Coltart and Nichol was
taken up. The “information - against
Messrs. Bostock and Nichol was annulled
for the time being, and the case pro-
ceeded against Mr. Coltart alone. The
evidence is mainly of a technical nature
and as & number of witnesses were to
be examined it was decided to adjourn at
5 p.m. until 2 o’clock this afternoon.
After hearing in the morning an un-
important case against a Chinaman for
an infraction of the health by-law, the
libel case against Senator Templeman,
on the charge already published, was
taken up by the magistrate. Premier
Tarner and Hon, C. E. Pooley were in
attendance shortly after the proceedings
commenced. Senator Templeman and
Messrs. Nichol and Coltart were early
on the scene, Mr. Bostock being the
only one of the principals absent.

Mr. Archer Martin was present on be-
half of Messrs. Coltart and Nichols, Mr.
F. B. Gregory looked after the interests
of Senator Templeman, and Mr. R. Oas-
sidy appeared for the prosecution. The
indictment charging Senator Temple-
man with having published a defamatory
libel affecting Premier Turner and Hon.
C. E, Pooley was first read by the
magistrate. Mr. Cassidy, who opened
the case, wantéd to know from counsel

d for' the defence if he admitted the

publication of the Times newspaper by
Senator Templeman.

The answer was that Mr. Gregory was
not aware that Mr, Templeman did pub-
lish the Times. Along this line the de-
fence fought mainly all’ morning,” and
subsequent events and evidence brought |
forward the allegation or admission that
the Times is published and edited by no
one in particular, the condition of affairs
being, a8 Mr. Denny of the staff of that
paper expressed it, ** peculiar.”

Mr. Gregory wanted to know under
what section of the Code the informa-
tion was laid and Mr. Cassidy replied]
that he had evidently not read the infor-
mation, and possibly he had' better ob-
tain the necessary information from his
partner, Mr. Martin, who was acting for
the other defendants.

Mr. Gregory attempted to show that
the information plea contained no alle-
gation that the alleged libel was false.
He would, he said, therefore give Mr.
Cassidy a chance of amending it.

The fact that the alleged libel was de-
fined as defamatory Mr. Cassidy argued
was sufficient, and if the learned counsel
for the defence knew anything at all he
should know that. :
Mr. Gregory thenreferred Mr. Cassidy
to a letter written by Mr. Oassidy to Mr.
Templeman, in which he stated that his
clients were coming into court with the
case for the purpose of vindicating their
public and private honor.

Considerable argument followed as to
whether the letter in question should be
put in, and it was finally decided that
it should not be accepted as evidence,
Mr. Casgidy refusing to take -the initi-
ative in putting the epistle in, and Mr.
Gregory being equally backward in the
matter. The letter in question bears
directly on the case, and 15 as follows :

‘¢ Vicror1a, B.C., Dec. 16, 1897.
““ Hon. Wm. Templeman, Senator, Vic-

toria, B.C.: i
¢““Sir:—The Hon. Mr. Turner and
Hon. Mr. Pooley wish to know who is
or are personally respongible for the pub-
lication in the Victoria Daily Times of
December 11 instant of the article re-
copied from the Province of the 11th in-
stant with the additional heading,
¢ Ministerial Decoy Ducks,” and certain
sub-headings. They ask with a view of
commencing a prosecution for the pub-
lication of that libel on them, in order to
vindicate their public and private honor.

‘‘The Victoria Dailf Times. is pub-
lished by a limited liability company
called the Victoria Timea Printing and
Publishing Company; but my clients, in
view of the following language in the
article re-printed by the Times: °‘The
Province makes .this assertion. in all
geriousness and with a full cense of the
gravity of the language’it employs’—
have no reason to suppose that thoee
personally responsible for the publica-
tion desire to evade the issue.
I am therefore instructed before com-
mencing proceedings * to ask you
whether in regard to the publication in
the Times you accept the responsibility,
and whether others connected with the
partnership of the Times are ready to
share it with you. The Victoria Times
Printing and Publishing Company has
failed to send to the Registrar-General
of Public Companies & copy of & regis-
ter containing the names of its directors
and managers a8 required by sections 89
and 160 of the Companies Act, 1897.

He did printing work on the
Province newspaper and presamed he
did printing work on. the : issue of
December 11. He had read the article
which was the subject of the charge, but
had not set up any of it. It was Mr.
Ditchburn, the operator, who set it up.
Ditchburn is employed by the Province
Publishing Company. “I do not pos-
itively know in whose hand the manu-
script wag,”” said the witness. I cannot
say positively that I saw any part of the
manuscript; the acting-editor or editor
generally puts the copyon a hook on his
desk. “Iam foreman of the print-
ing department of the Province
Publishing Company,”” said the witness,
‘“which prints The Province newspaper.
I distribute the copy among the printers
and it is left to my discretion who is to
set up any particular copy. I did not
know that in this case there was any
particular copy. I believe the article,
the subject of this charge, was all print-
ed by the same man.”” Most of the
reading matter was set up on a type-set-
ting machine, the witness explained,
and Djtchburn was the only 'one work-
ing the machine. The witness could
not positively say who wrote the article
The Province Publishing Oompany
prints *‘ The Province, Limited Liabili-
ity,”’ as it wounld for any outsider. Mr,
G. 8. Williams was proof-reader. * Mr.
Coltart is 2 member of both companies,’”
said the witness, *“and ‘I look to Mr,
Coltart only as managerof the publish-
ing company.

EIGHTY YEKARS OLD.

rBishop Cridge Conzratnlated on the Attain-

meat of a Ripe. Old Age.

To mark the completion of the eight-
ieth year in the life of the venerable
Bishop Cridge there was a littie cere-
mony in the Reformed Episcopal school
room last night to tender friendly con-
gratilations and to present the aged
bishop with a mark pf the love and re-
spect by which he is regarded by people
not only of his own church but of other
denominations as well. The gathering
was not at all formal and the proceedings
were varied by some very gre&t-y music
by{ the ladies mandelin club and a song
by Mr. Fred. Richardson.

Firstt came the presentation of
an address by Rev. D. MacRae
on behalf of the Ministerial As-
sociation, congratunlating Bishop Cridge
on his 80th birthday, and wishing him
health and happiness. The address re-
ferred to the 42 years during which
Bishop' Cridge had 'ministered in Vic-
toria with faithfulness, zeal loylty to the
truth and a broad«catholicity which en-
deared him to members of other denom-
inations as well as his own congregation.
The address also tendered respectful
congratulations and good wishes to Mrs,
Cridge.

Next came the reading of an address
by Mr. Thornton Fell for the First Pres-
byterian church, of whieh the pastor,
Rev. Dr. Campbell, was also present.

- For fifty
years Bishop Cridge had been in the
ministry and. forty-two of these 'years
had been spent in Victoria., All: that
time the speaker had known him, and
indeed so-well- were his virtues known
that it was needless to speak at length
on his charity and goodnees. :

On bebalf of the congregation and
other friends Senator Macdonald then
presented Bishop COridge with a purse
containing nearly $600, and wished the
Bishop and Mrs. Cridge would be spared
for many more years of happiness.

CHINESE: REWARDED.

A Peculiar Way of Conferring Dis-
tinetion on Their Fellow
Countrymen.

Oriental Merchants Here Rejoice
That They Have Been Thus
Honored.

It will be remembered that a few
years ago many distriets in China were
flogded, and thousands of the inhabit-
ants rendered almost destitute. The
government came to the rescue of the
starving people and at the same time
requested relief from the Chinese in dif-
ferent parts of the world.

The Chinese benevolent society of
Victoria promptly opened a subsecription
fund, gnd in a short time had collected
in the neighborhood of $2,000; which was
forwarded to the vieeroy of Canton. The
viceroy feeling that such liberal re-

sponse on the part of the people here
should be recognized in some tangible
and lasting form, has now forwarded to
the president of ‘the society here two
presents—which, according to the cus-
toms and constitution of the country,
raise the successful winners of these
much coveted gifts, to what is known in
China asthe ** sixth rank.” This is an
equivalent, or at any rate a similar hon-
or to that of knighthood in our coun-
try, although the qualifications to be at-
tained are in no manner the same.
The government of China sends two
papers containing blanke, in which the
merchants who have been successful, in
outbidding their opponents for honors,
write their names, the names of their
ancestors for three generationsand other
matters that would serve to trace their
genealogy. These documents, with the
money of the sale, if you will, are then
returned to the government, which for-
wards them to the governor of the dis-
trict in which aid was required. He
signs the papers, and after passing again
through the hands of the government,
they are retarned to the men who have
in this way won what is considered by
:!nlem to be an  exceedingly honorable
itle. .
Another version of how these marks of
nobility have been bestowed is that as a
result of the stormy times that have
been raging in Cuba for the past two
years, the Chinege of that island have
suffered almost untold hardships and
have been reduced to a frightful state of
destitution, and the subscriptions raised
ere were for the relief of the innocent
sufferers there. However it is quite cer-
tain that much suffering was alleviated
and distress removed through the prompt
and generous giving of the Chinege mer-
chants and others of their nationality in
this city, and for their timely and prac-
tical assistance in this direction they are
to be highly congratulated by their
white brothers in every land. .
Here is the characteristic report of the
conferring of the recent honors, as far-
nished by the CoronisT’s special China-
town correspondent. Originality of con-
struction, it will be noted, is one of his
strong points:
‘“ Kung Ming returned thanks: Two
years ago the people of the province
Kwong Tai has been suffered severe by ‘the

After the case for the prosecution was in
the defence moved for a non-guit, claim-
ing there was not evidence emough to
show that the prisoner had forged Yee
Gee’s name. The motion was refused,
and after some of the evidence for the
defence was taken there was an adjourn-
ment until this morning.

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MR. KELLIE’S ACTION.

Naturally our opposition friends are
taking a good deal of comfort out of Mr.
Kellie’s action in regard to the local gov-
ernment. On the principle that one
should be thankful for even small mer-
cies, gratitude is quite appropriate under
the circumstances, Mr, Kellie’s letter
would, however, be a lot more interest-
ing if he had prefaced it with a short
sketch of his political career, which has
been of an unusually variegated charac-
ter. He entered the loeal house as an
independent and showed his qualifica-
tions for that line of politics by promptly
going over to the opposition, and, as
every one will recall, by assailing Hon.
John Robson, the premier, with a good
deal of needless violence. Afterwards
he made a further exhibition of his in-
dependent qualities by going over to the
government side of the house.

THAT RELIEF EXPEDITION.

The United Siates government pro-

poses tosend three million pounds of pro-
visions 1nto the Yukon country and ia
going to use reindeer as a means of
transportation. It isetated that a rein-
deer ¢4 ¢arry 300 pounds. Now let us
maks a little calculation. At 300 pounds
to the reindeer it will take 10,000 rein-
deer to carry the 3,000,000 patinds. Ten
thousand reindeer &re §hite & cavalcade,
We are told they are to come from Lap-
land, "At 500 reindeer to tMe ship, it
will take 20 ships to carry these amia-
ble beasts, and we venture to #&y that
500 of them with their fodder for so long
& gea journey will be a very faixg load for
any availabie ship. How long it will
take to get the 10,000 reindeer together
we can only guess. Of course if several
trips could be made across the country
fewer animals would do, but there is not
time enough to get the deer out from
Lapland and make a series of 1,200.miles
excursions before the snow goes off. If
we suppose that each reindeer can
make two trips, there would still be
5,000 of the animals mneeded. If
each could make the utterly impossible
number of five trips, still 2,000 of them
would be called for, instead of 1,000 as
Secretary Alger estimates. Now, reindeer
must eat and they must have attend-
ants. We do not pretend to know what
they ieed on, but we venture to guess
that they would not be able to pick
much up on the way. They would also
require many attendants. How many
we do not know, but of this we are cer-
tain, that when it comes to talking of
transporting 3,000,000 pounds of food 600
miles by reindeers, each reindeer to car-
ry 300 pounds, there will be mighty lit-
tle left of the 3,000,000 pounds at the
end of the journey, after the animals
and their attendants have had enough to
eat,

We are inclined to think that the
whole relief expedition is something in
thenature of a collossal advertisement.
1t looks like & very smart thing for con-
gress to undertake the relief of a lot of
people, the most of whom are not in
United States territory and of whose
needs there is very considerable doubt
anyway. It looks like an effort to con-
vince the world that Capada ismnotin a
position to look after the wants of her

own people, and we ‘hope that
the Dominion government will de-
cline to be a ‘party to any such ab-
surd proposition. If it is necessary
to get supplies in to relieve the wants of
the people of Dawson City, and the Oa-
nadian government wants the . thing
done, it can be done without any appro-
priation from congress or withont send-
ing to Lapland after a lot of reindeer.
The anxiety of the United States govern-
ment to send an armed force through
the Northwest territory at this particu-
lar juncture is worthy of remark. There
is no occasion for any troops there, so
far as the public knows. Doubtless
Alagka is not properly policed; but it
will do no very great harm to permit the
United States government to wuit until
next summer, when it can send soldiers
up the Yukon river. If there was the
least probability that such an expedition
as is proposed would amount to anything
excepta huge fraud, we would not speak
of it in this way, :

AMERICAN OUTFITS.

We find in the San Francis¢o Exam-
iner a half-page devoted to showing the
effect of the Dingley tariff upon the
price of some of the commoner articles
of commerce, and the facts bear very
strongly upon the outfitting frade. The
special point made is the advance in the
price of woollens. The substance of the
review of the situation is that when
the full effect of the tariff has been felt,
the price of goods into the composition
of which wool largely enters will advance
from 40 to 50 per cent. upon the prices
of last year. The retailers consulted by
the Examiner all speak of the advance
in prices and say it has already begun.
One firm says: * There is a general in-
crease in the price of all woollen goods.’’
They explain that the only reason why
the price has not gone up more than it
has 18 that the old stocks. bought under
the last tariff have not been exhausted.
Another house reports a 20 per cent. rise
in flannels and a similar rise in all lines
of woollen underwear. Oneof the largest
clothing houses reports a 50 per cent.
rise in woollen clothes and as much as
100 per cent. in certain lines. Blankets
that sold for 40 cents a pound now sell
for 60 cents; while knit goods have ad-
vanced from 25 to 30 per cent. The
effect of this upon the trade of United
States cities with the North must be
very injurious. In point of fact there
never was the least sense in any ome
buying his woollens in the United States
under any circumstances, but now it
would be the act of only of a person who
was either very ill-informed or most
stupidly prejudiced.

THE OBSTRUCTION AT DYEA.

The people of Victoria to a man will
unite in demanding that the custom
house be removed from Tagish lake to
Teslin lake, unless arrangemepts can be
made whereby Canadian ouifits can be
takeu across the narrow strip of Amer»
ican territory without heavy charges be-
ing incurred. This is not due to any
hostile feeling in this city against our
neighbors, but simply for the purpose of
meeting them in their own game. Our
people would prefer toseeall theavenues
of communication kept open, but if they
are to be met at Dyea by obstacles,
which though within the letter of the
law, are practically prohibitive, they be-
lieve Canada ghould assert her rights of
sovereignty and declare that no goods
shall enter the Yukon over the passes.
The people here feel that the unreason-
able action of the sub-collector at Iiyea
Is not authorized by the United States
Treasury directly, but is the reflection of
Puget Sound rivalry. It s, however, as
indefensible a8 though it had execative
sanction,

THE SEALING CLAIMS.

The information printed in yesterday’s

award would probably exceed $1,000,000
was very much more in keeping with the
expectations of the sealers than the
$425,000 recommended by the Paris
arbitrators and accepted by Canada.
This latter amount did not include inter-
est and damages, but only actual losses,
and was agreed to only in comsideration
of its immediate payment. The fire-
eaters in the United States Senate who
prevented the payment of the $425,000
have little to congratulate themselves on.

The people of Tacoma want the United
States government to open the Yukon
to miners’ outfits free of duty, no mat-
ter from what place they come. Prob-
ably no such amazing request was ever
made by the citizens of any country.

We know that one good turn deserves
another ; but not in this sense, If
any argument is deducible from the
fact that very many of the miners in the
the Canadian Yukon are United States
citizens, it is that having been so favored
by the Oanadian government they should
show a desire to comply with Canadian
laws and to deal with Canadian mer-
chants, Ifalaw were passed taking away
theright to loeate mining ¢laims, now en-
joyed by aliens, the whole argument in
favor of allowing outfits from the United
States to go in free of duty would fall to
the ground, That argument is substan-
tially that as United States citizens are
given the privilege of mining they should
begiven theadditional privilege of buying
their outfits elsewhere than in Canada
without paying duty. We think this is
an astonishingly cool proposal.

We concede that the situation presents
some practical difficulties, but these can
doubtless be overcome if the two govern-
ments set down to discuss them: in a
practical way. It is a very practical
question. Objection can be raised in
theory to the transit of single miner’s
outfits across the strip of land in the pos-
session of the United States at the
head of Lynn Canal. It may be
said with a show of son that it is
not to be thought of that the United
States government can permit a
miscellaneous lot of people to land at
Skagway and Dyea with a miscellaneous
lot of merchandize and go where they
like without customs supervision. We
know, however, that in practice the dif-
ficulty is not nearly as great as it ap-
pears on the surface. It is quite an easy
matter, owing to the conformation of
the surface of the country, to ensure
that no goods, purporting to be en route
to the Yukon as miners’ outfits, are left
in United States territory. It is not
necessary for a customs house officer to
convoy every miner to the summit; but
it would be quite easy so to watch the
transit of goods that there would be
practically no smuggling, and this with
only a small expense to individual
miners.

When it comes to permitting outfits
intended for Alaska to pass down the
Yukon, a more difficult question arises.
While there would be no inducement
for a Canadian miner to use his Can-
adian outfit while going over the passes,
that is, while he would not be likely to
stop on the way and go to mining in the
territory in possession of the United
States, there would be every induce-
ment for a miner destined, really or
only ostensibly for Alaska, to use
his foreign outfit in Canada. He would,
en route to Alaska, pass through the
whole Canadian gold field, in the sense
that he would sail by the mouths of all
the tributaries of the Yukon. It is
herefore very elear that individual
miners could not be permitted to de-
scend the Yukon with their ontfits un-
less under such supervision as would
prevent smugeling. It is also very clear
that the cost of 4 special officer to accoms
pany each miner wounld be go great as
not to be thought of, for no miner could
afford to payit. Itwould befar cheaper
for him to buy Canadian goods and pay
the United States customs duty.

It is suggested that until such time as
transportation companies are prepared
to put up & bond ®nd take charge of
g0ods in transit, the best coursq genld
be to require miners dest ged for Alaska
by the Canadian ranig to pay the amount
of the duty on theit goods, and to take a
receipt for the same when the goods are
entered at Lake Tagish, which receipt
would be cashed by a Camadiian
officer when the goods crossed ‘the
141st meridian into Alaska.
if the goods were consumed en route,
or if the miner decided to remain in
Canadian territory he would have paid
the duty and no one would have any
right to object; while if he went directly
through to his original destination he
would get his money back again, and
not be inconvenienced in the elightest
degree. It has been suggested that the
United States government should take
the same course in regard to goods in
transit across the short narrow so-called
Alaskan strip; but as we have said
above, we think the character of the
country to be traversed is such that a
much eagier plan could be adopted there,

Under any circumstances the whole
thing is a practical matter to be settled
by practical men who know the situa-
tion, and the idea of compromising it by
the suggestion made by the Tacoma
people is one that we think ,no seli-
respecting government would for a
moment tolerate. Canada is. not yet
ready to surrender her sovereignty over
the Yukon,\and the request referred to
would, if acted upon, be equivalent to
that.

Presexnt indications are that a num-
ber of expeditions will go up the
Stickeen river on the ice in the early
part of the New Year. This will un-
doubtedly be a favorite way of reaching
the Yukon, and it has the advantage of
taking the prospector directly into a re-
gion where he can begin work at once,
with every prospect of rich finds. Both
the federal and provincial governments
are interested in seeing that a good win-
ter road is opened and kept open. Our
information is that the cost of doing this
will not be excessive, and that unless
the remainder of the season is excep-
tionally severe a good road can be main-
tained over thesnow. One advantage of
this route is that there will be no vexa-
tious customs delays, as the distance
through territory claimed by the United
States is short and, as nearly everyone
will go forward either in large com-
panies or in charge of some transporta-
tion concern, the escorting of their goods
will be a very small matter. Early in
the spring work will be begun upon a
wagon road, and there is no reasonable
doubt that some company will build a
railway from the river to the lake
next season. Interior British Colum-
bia is greatly interested in this matter,
because a trail for cattle will doubtless
be provided from Hazleton to Telegraph
Creek. The early construction of the
Cassiar Central railway, with the other
projects on hand, will make such a trail
imperative. Indeed we see very good
times ahead for the whole northern part
of the province. The lucky people who
happen to pick out the right locations
will make plenty of ‘money in many
other things besides mining. From pre-
sent indications the distribution of popu-
lation in this province will be very dif-
ferent two years from now to what it is
at present, i

TaE most interesting report, yet sent
out in connection with the alleged parti-
tion of China, is that which attributes
to the Chinese government the intention
to offer to Great Britain the protectorate
of the country drained by the West river
and the Yang-Tee. . This is the richest
and most populous part of the empire,
and has the advantage from a British
point of view of abutting upon the Brit-
ish possession in India. It may be re-
called that one of ‘the projects that re-
ceived a great deal of attention not very
long ago was the Burmah-Yunnan rail-
way. This, if constructed, would give
India direct connection with the great
region drained by the two rivers above
named, and would necessarily, in course
of time, be extended to the Yang-Tee,
Already a number of British Indian offi-
cers have been located in the district,
and it is understood that the way has
been pref}y well paved for a protectorate,
or even annexation to India, if that
should be thought desirable.

TFHINGS are looking a little equally in
eastern Asia,'and there appears to be a
concengus of opinion in London that
Germany and Russia are acting together.

CANADIAN POSTAL NOTES.

A New System to Replace the Post Office
Money Orders.

(From Our Oivn Correspondent.)

Orraws, Dec. 20.—The postmaster-
general has decided to adopt the system
of issuing postal notes which has been in
existencein Great Britain for some years,
and it will go into effect cn the 18t of
July. Paper notes about the size of a
bank bill will be printed of the follow-
ing denominations: 20, 25, 30, 40, 50, 60,
70, 80 and 90 cents; $1, $1.50, $2, $2.50,
$3, $4 and $5. The cost of obtaining
these notes will be 1 cent each up to
40 cents, 2 cents between that figure and
$2.50, and 3 cents each for allabove that.
The postal notes will replace post office
money orders for the transmission of'all
small sums through the post. It is ex-
pected that the rate fixed will give small
profits,

THE ALBERNI TELEGRAPH LINE.

We direct attention to the account
given elsewhere in this paper of the mis-
management of the government telé-
graph line to Alberni. It seems ex-
traordinary that such a state of things
should exist, and we will do those who
have supervision of the matter the com-
pliment of thinking that, the subject be-
ing brought to their attention, it will be
dealt with promptly and.in such 8 man-
ner as to prevent a recurrence of what
is complained of.. The line to Alberni is
a very important one, and any neglect
on the part of those entrusted with its
control may be attended with very seri-
ous restilts. In the case of the Cleve-
land survivors, the delay of one day
was in fact very serious. The CoroNisT
is not disposed to find any very great
fault with politicians who put their
friends in positions under government
pay, but it is decidedly disposed to in-
sist that persons receiving such favors
shall be fit for the places to which they
are appointed. 'We hope there will not
be occagion to refer to the mismanage-
ment of the Alberni line again,

COASTING PRIVILEGES.

The suggestion has been made to the
Covronist that the rights of coasting ves-
sels on the Northwest coast might bead«
vantageously discussed between the gov-
ernments of Canada and the. United
States., At present a vessel under the
flag of either nation may sail from a port
in its own country to a port in the other,
but may not do business between ports
in the foreign country. Hitherto this
has not occasioned any serious incon«
venience, and we do not say that it is
likely to do 8o now ; but it might be mu-
tually advantageous to the vessel owners
of both countries to have the law: so
changed that Canadian vessels could do
a coasting trade in the United States
and United States vesseis do a coasting
trade in Canada. We do not know on
which side the balance of advantage
would lie. In view of the certain devel-
opment of whole West coast of this
province, %@questionably bea
very good thing for United States ship-
ping concerns to be able to do a coasting
trade along the whole fifteen : hun-
dred miles or 8o of ocean front-
age ‘of the continent lying north of
the head of Puget Sound, and it wounld be
unquestionably to the advantage of Can-
adian shipping concerns tobe in a posi-
tion to do the same thing. In regard to
the navigation of the Yukon and Stick-
een rivers, both countries have some-
thing to offer. We think Canada has
the most to offer, because ‘there is not
likely to be any reason why vessels
should need to call along the short por-
tion of the Stickeen which lies in what
is now regarded as United States terri-
tory, while United States steamers would
undoubtedly make many stops along the
Canadian portions of the Stickeen val-
ley, if they were permitted to do so. Qn

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JAPAN IN HAWAII.

There are 24,600 Japanese laborers in
Hawaii, and it is said that Japan will in-
sist, in the event of Hawaii being an-
nexed to the United 'States, that these
shall be accorded full -rights of citizen-
ship. This gives rise to a new diffi-
culty, which the annexationists will ind
it very difficult to meet. Hitherto they
have contended that after the union of
the islands with the United States, the
Japanese and Chinese residents would
‘e placed upon precisely the same foot-
ing, both being denied the privileges of
citizenship, and from landing on the
mainland. Itisclear that if the Jap~
anese become citizens ‘in Hawaii, they
cannot be debarred from going any-
where in the United States and exercis-
ing the rights of citizenship. No one
pretends that, as a matter of fact, the

. introduction of 24,000 Orientals would
seriously affect the future of the coun-
try, but the principle is the bone of con-
tention, for if the right of Japanese to
become citizens is once recognized
it will be impossible to  pre-
vent any number of them from
doing 80, and this means that
the doors will be opened to Oriental
competition, - Of itself this would prob-
ably not be a serions matter, but every-
thing is serious in politics, and when so
much depends upon the labor vote, as
in the case of elections in the
United States, it is not likely
that any political party will in-
incur the risk of being assailed at the
next elections for having adopted a poli-
cy leading up to the immigration of Jap-
anese on precisely the same footing as
Europeans. It would be, nominally at
least, quite a revolution in the policy of
the country and clever agitators would
be able to make effective use of  it. :

At present thére is doubt whether un-
der the naturalization laws a Japanese
may become a citizen of the United
States.. Thelaw provides for the natur-
alization of every white or black person.
Some of the inferior courts have held
that Japanese are white people. Others
have held that they are neither white
nor black,and consequently cannof be-
come citizens. Undoubtedly what was
meant when the law was pgesed was
that citizenship shounld be open only to
Europeans and Africans; for at that time
there was no dread of Oriental immigra-
tion. We think that a fair interpreta-
tion of the law would bar Chinese and
Japanese from naturalization, but until

question it will remain open. 3
~THE report is sent out that Japan is

prepared to insist upon the rights of
her gubjects in the premises even at the
risk of war with the United States.
They are entitled to rights of citizenship:
in Hawaii now and their government
can hardly be expected to submit tamely
to their being deprived of it in the event
of annexation.
