Residents of Spring Ridge met last 
night in Odd Fellows’ hall, to discuss 
public questions. There was a fair at­
tendance, and the speakers were accord­
ed an attentive hearing. Mr. E. Bragg 
was voted to the chair, and explained the 
object of the gathering to ba an ex­
change of ideas on subjects of general 
interest. There were several important 
subjects occupying the publie mind at 

" the present time, and it was the duty 
of citizens to meet and confer together 
so that all might obtain a proper k 
ledge of the issues of the day and be in 
a position to east their votes intelligent­
ly when called upon. With regard to 
civic matters, he thought the present 
council had done fairly well, though 
there were certain matters that might 
have been managed more satisfactorily. 
The council’s action ig connection with 
the bridge tenders was open to criticism. 
They should have prepared plans and 
specifications, and then, when they 
knew exactly what was required, they 
should have called for tenders. It 
a repetition in a smaller degree of the 
mistake which was made years ago in 
the case of the water works. People 
are not satisfied with the conditions ex­
isting with regard to the bridge tenders, 
and the council should proceed carefully 
before committing the city to a scheme 
which might not be popular ndr in the 
best interests of the city. He believed 
m the people getting together and dis­
cussing public questious in a spirit of 
progress and for the best interests of 
the city and country, 
upon Mr. Marcon.

Mr. Marcon said he often wondered 
whether the voters of Canada were men 
or things. The best governed country 
in the world was Switzerland, where 
every public question was submitted to 
a direct vote of the people. Here men 
had to be dragged to the polls to Vote— 
witness the defeat of the sewer by-law 
recently—these men are things and not 
worthy the franchise. They would soon 
be called upon to vote for a member 
for Victoria, and he hoped they would 
not be led away by the specious prom­
ises a railway promoters but would re­
turn an honest, trustworthy man. L. 
they elected a trickster they would have 
to bear with him for foiir years, for 
they had .no power like the Swiss to 
veto acts of bad legislation. People 
complain of the mistakes and short­
comings of governing bodies, but they 
had themselves to blame—their apathy 
on public questions was the cause of 
their troubles. He alluded to the de­
grading tendency of modern competition, 
driving men to dishonest methods in 
business. Men must learn the lesson 
of charity to their fellows before man­
kind can be made happy. He believed 
that everv alderman or member of par­
liament should be compelled to place his 
resignation, sealed and signed, in the 
hands of a committee of his constitu­
ents, so that should he go wrong hg 
may be called on to resign his seat.

Mr. O. L. Charleton quoted from Ceyl 
Marx, “All governments are but com­
mittees to Ciirvv out the wishes of the 
capitalist class.” That saying was il­
lustrated during the last session of .the 
legislature b.v the ^attendance of Mr. 
Brown and Mr. Bod well to cause the 
legislature to carry out the bequests of 
their respective employers, the C. P. R. 
and the Great Northern. The electors 
sent men to the legislature to do their 
work, but they neglected to keep a string 
on them, and thus lost all control over 
their actions. Mr. Charleton then gave 
an interesting explanation of direct le­
gislation, which he contended was the 
true remedy for all the ills which afflict 
the body politic.

'Mr. Charles Beaven did not think 
British subjects were obliged to go to 
Switzerland for instructions in free gov­
ernment. Coming down to local affairs, 
he could see no salvation for the prov­
ince until straight party government 
was adopted. There was too much per­
sonal and local jealousy in the province 
for the good of the country. Mr. Duns- 
muir he believed to be an honest, con­
scientious man, but he was handicapped 
by the “outs” who cared for nothing 
but to get into power. We want 
practical men at the head of the gov­
ernment departments, men who under­
stood the matters with which they were 
dealing. One of the great needs of the 
country was the encouragement of ag­
riculture and its kindred industries. He 
believed in a vigorous immigration 
policy and assistance to settlers.

Mr. C. Moody enlivened the proceed­
ings with a few humorous remarks.

Mi-. A. Johnson called attention to the 
fact that householders had the privilege 
of registering their names on the civic 
voters list during this month, and urged 
that all those who had not registered 
should do so before December 1. He 
would like to know what had become or 
the Terminal Railway and Ferry 
scheme. He thought 'the company was 
very slow in getting down to work. If 
the company should fail to carry out its 
contract were the people prepared to ex­
tend the time. He would vote for the 
man who would pledge himself to hold 
the company to the strict letter of the 
contract.

He be­
lieved the council had acted strictly ac­
cording to business principles in reject­
ing the tenders which bad arrived too 
late, butvhe sincerely hoped they would 
see their way to awarding the contract 
to a local firm. The great need- of the 
province was more manufacturing, to 
give employment to the rising genera­
tion, many of whom were being driven 
out of the conntrv for lack of employ­
ment. The Dominion government was 
bonusing the production of pig iron and 
steel, and with the immense deposits of 
iron ore on Vancouver Island, there 
should be no difficulty in establishing a 
great steel industry here, 
government should assist such an enter­
prise here. Then there was the beSY 
sugar industry. Vancouver Island 
an excellent country for the cultivation 
of the sugar beet, and farmers and cap­
italists should 'be encouraged to embark 
in the business. Shipbuilding was an­
other great industry for which the coun­
try Was admirably suited, and one which 
mould be aided by government.

It was decided to hold a series of meet­
ings during the winter and the next 
meeting was fixed for Friday, Decem­
ber 6.

The meeting adjourned after passing a 
vote of thanks to the chairman.

Should matters remain as at pres­
ent; namely that Canadian bottoms 
must pay duty on fish caught by them 
and shipped from Vancouver into the 
United States while American bottoms 
have no duty to pay, then the two large 
halibut boats which will be built by 
the company, will be constructed on the 
Sound, and he 'run under United States 
register, instead of being built as first 
contemplated in British Columbia.

Then some of the Indians were induced 
to take light shocks, and gradually 
knowledge of -the first rudiments of 
electricity came to the people of Tahl- 
tan, and one man, who could stand the 
thrills of the current longer than his 
fellows, earned renown, as a shaman.
Such are the superstitions of the 
Indians.

At New Kitselass, on the Skeen a 
river, where the wire was strong over 
the village of some of the Skeena' river 
Indians, there was a great to do. The 
Indians tore the wire down, stamped on 
it, and threatened that ns soon as their 
chief came home from the Naas, where 
he was fishing, they would make short 
wtyk of the wire. The line was strung

Athens, Nov. 23.—The Greek premier, 
M. riheotokis, m taking part today in an 
excited debate in the Chamber of De­
puties over the recent disturbauces'here 
arising from the objection of the stu­
dents to the translation of the gospels 
into modem Greek .quoted from 
tain letters of the Holy Synod addressed 
to Queen Olga in 1899, in which the 
synod s reasons against the translation 
of the gospels were explained.

The Premier blamed the Metropolitan 
of Athens, Procopius Oeconinidis, for the 
disturbances. He said the Metropolitan 
owing to the weakness of his chhracter 
had not the courage , to support the 
synod upon the occasion of the Metro­
politan’s audience with the Queen

Referring to Queen Olga, the Premier 
said her piety, Christian sentiments and 
nobility of character were the admira­
tion of the whole world. During the 
war she was everywhere told by wound­
ed soldiers that they could not read the 
gospels because they did not understand 
the text. The Qpeen then arranged, 
continued the Premier, for the publica­
tion of a translation of the gospels into 
modern Greek, exclusively for family use.

The recent disorders had been caused, 
the Premier said by the demonstrators 
assailing the troops with stones and re- 
volvers. The troops only fired in the 
air- That was proved by the wounds 
of the victims being from revolver and 
not fronj rifle bullets.

■Speaking of the dead, "tears ran down 
the Premier’s cheeks and the sitting of 
the Chamber was suspended for some 
minutes in order to allow him to regain 
ms composure.

Nanaimo, ’Nov. 23.—In connection with

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Teliuride, CoL, Nov. 20.—(By a fire in

United States 
Consul General Hezekiah Gudger, Cap­
tain Perry of the United States battle­
ship Iowa, and the secretaries of the 
government held a conference at Pan­
ama yesterday. The last named averred 
that the conductors of the train should 
not have allowed armed Liberals to em­
bark on the train at Las Casadas. Cap­
tain Perry replied that the government 
should protect free transit on the Isth­
mus and ought to have prevented the 
embarkation of the Liberals.

Subsequently a letter was sent to the 
Colombian authorities by Uuited States 
officials with reference to future action. 
It is not improbable that the Iowa will 
shortly laud a force to protect transit.

Full Court Decision in Centre Star v.
B. C. Southern.

Vancouver, Nov. 21.—(Special)—The
Full court todav dismissed with costs 
the appeal in the case of the Centre 
Star Mining company, plaintiffs (appel­
ant*). v. British Columbia Southern 
Railway company, defendants (respond­
ents). Th« Centre Star company and 
the War Eagle company joined in an 
application for water, to b» ta>»n from 
Murphy creek. The B. C. Southern 
railway made a subsequent application 
for water from Murphy creek and op­
posed the application of the mining com­
panies on the ground that the law did 
not contemplate, a joint application by 
two independent «companies whose pro­
perties were not near each other, and 
the application did not state where the 
water was to be used. The judge who 
heard the appeal from Water Commis­
sioner Kirkup, who refused to grant the 
rights asked for, referred the 
back to Mr. Kirkup.

Justice Drake said it was not disputed 
that necessary notices were duly given, 
and an applicant might ask for more 
than the law allowed, and specify things 
in his notice not mentioned in the act. 
These things will not render his appli­
cation void. The commissioner acts 
a judicial officer; he considers all 
rounding circumstances. He has to 
croise his discretion. If more is asked in 
the application than the law provides 
for. or if some of the uses to which the 
water is to be pnf are not, in his opin­
ion, correct, he has power to make the 
record omitting these matters. The in­
tention of the act is that any number of 
mine owners may apply, or owners of a 
group of mines under control of 
company or partnership may join in an 
application, but not several owners of 
separate and distinct mines with no pro­
prietary connections.

Situation in Mining Centre Again Ap- 
proacatiA_Liimax.MHItla Department Ready to 

Equip Six Hundred Men For 
South Africa.

From Public Opinion.,
Unsuccessful attempts were made last 

year to establish a connection by wireless 
telegraphy between the Meteorological Ob­
servatory oa the Zngspltze, the highest sum­
mit In Germany, and the postal station at 
Elbsee, at its base, the difference in alti­
tude being 2.000 metres. Last month 
(Sept.), however, the Berlin General Elec­
tricity company, which was commissioned 
by the Bavarian postmaster-general to un­
dertake the work, succeeded in solving the 
problem, in spite of numerous difficulties.

The Meteorological Observatory Is situ­
ated at an altitude of 3,000 metres above 
sea level, and is permanently occupied by 
a meteorologist, who, as the roads are im­
passible during the winter. Is necessarily 
Isolated from the whole world. The tele­
phonic communication could not be depend­
ed upon, as the cable was exposed to dan­
ger from the sharp edges of the rocks. On 
the other hand, former attempts elsewhere 
to establish wireless connection between 
mountains and valleys had proved futile, 
largely owing to the deflections caused by 
the rocky slopes. On the Zngspltze, how­
ever. it has been found possible to apply 
the Slaby-Arco system In such a way that 
the deflection due to the nature of the 
slopes acted favorably instead of nnfaver 
ably. A second difficulty which had to he 
overcome was the absence of any electric 
generator. Dry elements, which furnish 
comparatively little electricity, had, there­
fore. to be used both on the Zngspltze and 
at Efbsee. This, again, had the advantage, 
thanks to the system used, that a minimum 
of electricity proved sufficient. Scarcely 
half the amount of energy required to feed 
a common Incandescent lamp will suffice to 
give clear signs at both stations.

The Instalment of the transmitter and re­
ceiver on the Zugspltz also proved very dif­
ficult. The wire net used elsewhere had to 
be dispensed with, owing to the frequent 
storms and frosts, and steel wire was used.’ 
Since It was Impossible to set un poles, 
the wire was fastened to the rock, with 
insulators. The whole construction las 
satisfied all requirements, and has been de­
clared workable bv the Bavarian postmast­
er-general, who next rears hopes to connect 
the Zngspltze with Partenkirehen. n place 
about three times as far away as Elbsee.

“I cannot tell.”
J. A. M. Aikens, KjO., who framed 

the liquor bill, said: “The decision ren­
dered will, I have no doubt, not only be 
important in respect to transactions in 
liquor, iu defining the different juris­
dictions of the Dominion and Provincial 
legislatures, but will no doubt be im­
portant in. fixing the limits of these 
jurisdictions in respect to other matters 
too. I was not at all surprised at opin­
ions differing as to the validity of the 
act, in view of the fact that previous 
decisions of the Privy council were not 
e’ear as to the right of the province to 
legislate iu respect to wholesole transac­
tions in liquor. It was difficult to draw 
an act close up to the limit of provin­
cial jurisdiction, and after drawn, dif­
ficult to say that it was clearly within 
the power of the province.”

Toronto, Nov. 22.—The Evening Tele­
gram’s special London cable says:

The judicial committee'of the Privy 
council today advised, the King to dis­
charge the judgment of the Court of 
King’s Bench of Manitoba, dated Feb­
ruary 23, 1901, and declaring the Man­
itoba liquor or prohibition act to be un­
constitutional and void, on the groAnds 
that the power of the province to pass 
such legislation does not come within 
section 92 of the B. N. A. Act, wherein 
the province is authorized to legislate in 
regard to property and civil rights.

■ Lord MacNaghten delivered judg­
ment, iu which the Law Lords said that 
although the questions submitted to the 
Court of King’s Bench in Manitoba 
number 11, only one queÿiou was con­
sidered in the Court of King's Bench 
and Their -Lordships had considered only 
one question in the judicial committee 
of the Privy council. That question 
was: “Had the Manitoba legislature
power to pass the act; it not, in what 
particular respect had the legislature 
ceeded its powers?”

Referring to section 119 of the Mani­
toba Liquor Act (this section appears 
to recognize such limitations as section 
92 of tie B. N. A. Act imposes on the 
power of the province), Their Lordships 
declare that the provisions of section 
119 are as much part of the act as any 
other section, and that these provisions 
must have their full effect in exemption 
from the operation of the act all bona 
fide transactions in liquor which comes 
within its terms.

The Court of King’s Bench, in Mani­
toba, in declaring the Liquor Act to be 
nnconstithtional, slid:

“It is enough to say.that the provisions 
of the act are extremely stringent, more 
stringent probably than anything to be 
found in any legislation of similar kind, 
and that unless the act is to become 
a dead letter, it must interfere with 
the revenue of the Donnnion with the 
licensed trades of the province of Man­
itoba, and indirectly with the business 
operations beyond the limits of the prov­
ince.”

The words represent the grounds on 
which the Court of King’s Bench of 
Manitoba declared the Liquor Act to be 
unconstitutional, and in excess of 
ere conferred by section 92 of the 
A. Act, authorizing the province to 
legislate in regard to property and civil 
rights.

The judgment as delivered by Lord 
MacNaghten notes the objections, but 
goes on to say that in the opinion of 
Their Lordships, these objections are 
removed by the judgment of the judicial 
committee of the Privy council in the 
case of the Attorney-General of Ontario 
v the Attorney-General of the Dominion.

Lord MacNaghten declared that five 
law lords of the-judicial committee who 
heard the case (Lords Hobhouse, Mac­
Naghten, Davey, Robertson and Llnd- ley), would advise His Majesty the King 
that the Judgment of the Court of 
King’s Bench of Manitoba, dated Feb­
ruary 23, 1001, be- discharged, substitut­ing the committee’s answer to 11 ques­tions.

ince. Month after month and year af­
ter year, we have kept these matters to 
the front, and it has seemed often as if 
what we pleaded for was falling upon 
deaf ears. But the time seems to have 
come when the hope so long deferred 
may be realized, when British Columbia 
will be opened by new and important 
trunk lines, and Victoria will become a 
great railway terminal.

We regret the absence of details, but 
we feei so sure of the attitude of the peo­
ple upon this question that we are con­
fident of the consummation of the great 
projected enterprises, if ordinary good 
judgment is allowed to prevail. The con­
struction . of the Canadian Northern 
from Yellow Head Pass to Victoria will 
involve approximately five hundred miles 
of railway, and the Coast-Kootenay line 
some three hundred more. The neces­
sary branches and feeders of these two 
lines, not to speak of other roads that 
may be undertaken, will swell the total 
mileage coutemplated by the plan out­
lined in pur Montreal despatch to at 
least one thousand miles, and there ap­
pears to be good ground for assurance 
that this mileage will be constructed 
during the next five years. This means 
the expenditure of a very large sum of 
money, and to it must be added fully 
as great an amount in improvements and 
enterprises to which railway construc­
tion through such valuable portions of 
the province will give ris,e. We there­
fore feel safe in predicting, as the result 
of the consummation of the proposed 
policy, a very prosperous era for the 
province, which will be inaugurated as 
soon as that policy takes the shape of 
legislation.

■So much for the immediate effects.
As for the future results, they are be­
yond computation. One may say with­
out uncertainty that the great progress, 
which has followed the opening of 
Kootenay by railways, will iat least be 
duplicated in the great Central area, to 
be opened by the Canadian Northern.
The riches of the country between the 
Boundary district and the, Coast have 
been so often set out that further re­
ference to them is not now needed. The 
exploration of the mineral and timber 
wealth of Vancouver Island will follow 
as a matter of course from railway con- 
stinotion. Both on the Mainland and 
on the Island extensive areas of fertile 
land will be made available for accupa- 
tion. In short, the consummation of 
such a railway policy will mean new life 
to British Columbia.

n Pursuing the discussion of what we 
have called a Western Policy for Can­
ada, it may be well, for the sake of 
completeness, to mention some of the 
factors, which we thiuk ought to be 
included in it, and then deal with each 
in detail. At present we have in mind 
five such factors, namely :

The establishment of a great ore- 
smelting industry on Vancouver Island 
and the promotion of commerce north 
and south in connection therewith.

The colonization of British Columbia 
by people of the British race and with 
the least possible delay ;

The promotion of greater interest in 
our Pacific Coast deep sea fisheries;

The development of Oriental and Aus­
tralasian trade;

The completion of bur system of local 
and transcontinental transportation sys­
tem.

Sufficient reference has been made to 
the first factor in the articles which ap­
peared in the Colonist of yesterday and 
the day previous. We shall now take 
up the second factor.

The Pacific coast of the American 
Continent extends across one hundred 
and thirty degrees of latitude, from Cape 
Barrow, on the North, to Gape Horn on 
the south. Of this six degrees, namely 
from the 49th parallel north to the 
55th parallel north, are British terri­
tory. Through a piece of phenomenal 
folly the British government neglected 
to secure Alaska when it was going beg­
ging for a purchaser, and it was taken 
over, though with considerable reluc­
tance, by the United States. The con­
sequence is that the British part of this 
exceedingly important coast lies between 
two portions of a foreign power, with 
whom we are at present on friendly 
terms, but between whom and us there 
will always be keen rivalry. We do not 
anticipate any revival of the claim once 
put forward by the United States for 
the ownership of this whole coast as far 
north as “fifty-four-fortybut no less 
a personage than the present President 
of the United States has expressed the 
opinion that the abandonment of that 
claim was an error. Alaska is certain 
to be very greatly developed in the near 
future. The people of the United States 
feel the constraint of their territory 
south of the 49th parallel, and they are 
reaching out to find new worlds for in­
dustrial Conquest. Alaska presents such 
an arena,’ and it is sure to be exploited 
to the fullest extent. The State of 
Washington is rapidly .becoming a great 
hive of industry and Puget Sound is 
making its way to the very front rank as 
a depot of commerce. It is as certain as 
anything human can be, that within a 
short time great commercial cities will 

■be established on Puget Sound, and 
that the Alaskan Archipelago and coast 
will ibe peopled by a hardy and aggres­
sive population. Between these two 
centres of American influence, industry 
and aggressiveness will lie the six de­
gress of Canadian coast, and we submit 
that the instincts of patriotism, the prin­
ciples of statesmanship and the welfare 
of the Empire demand that this thresh- 
hold of the Pacific should be in the 
hands of people of British birth and 
trained in British ideas and the resolve 
to maintain British prestige. It is not 
desirable that this great strategical point 
should be peopled by a heterogeneous 
population, consisting in small part of 
Canadians and natives of Great Britain, 
but principally by people who have been 
crowded out of the United States, the 
eemi-ervilized people of Central and 
Eastern Europe, aud a horde of Mon­
golians. We have lately seen that in 
the Yukon, a part of Canada where, as 
in all parts of the British Empire, there 
has been no distinction between men 
no matter of what nationality the hor­
rid head of rebellion has shown the pur­
pose of asserting itself. The Empire 
should take warning by this, ’ and shoe! I 
see that at its great outposts, and along 
its imperial highways, sufficient Britons 
shall always be on guard to ensure that 
what we have We shall ever hold. .WO 
do not mean by this that we shall al­
ways have a strong garrison at Esqui­
mau aud a powerful squadron on the 
North Pacific stsftion., We mean 
thing very different to tii 
the country shall 'be peopled by people 
of the British race, who shall ever main­
tain here the British flag and ail that 
it implies.
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money and thousands of lives. But for 
the disaffection of the Cape Dutch, the 
war in South Africa would have been 
over long ago. Except in South Africa, 
the Empire is today at peace with all 
the world, and there is undoubtedly a 
desire on the part of all great nations 
to avoid war. But it would bé a singu­
larly unwise statesman who would trust 
to the early inauguration of a period of 
peace. No one expects anything of the 
kind, as the increasing armaments of 
the world show. But it is of little use 
to train a great army and equip a 
mighty fleet, while we permit the life- 
blood of the Empire to be drained off to 
foreign lançls and allow aliens to occupy 
the great strategic points in British Do­
minions beyond seas. The time may 
come when thè might of the Empire will 
have to be exerted to maintain the su­
premacy of the flag over these six de­
grees of latitude, which form the Pacific 
Coast of Canada, aud it will make all 
the difference in the world, when that 
time comes, whether British Columbia 
is peopled with loyal Britons or with 
aliens, who are only under the flag be­
cause it suits their pockets to be so.

In view of these considerations we 
submit to Sir Wilfrid Laurier that as 
Premier of Canada aud a statesman with 
whose name true British Imperialism 
is so closely associated, he has a 
great and pressing duty to perform in 
this connection. It is to devise some 
means whereby British Columbia can 
be settled by British people. We shall 
not attempt in this article to indicate 
how this can best be done. In future 
issues some consideration may be given 
to it, but the question is too great to 
be disposed of off-hand. We may say, 
however, that it appears to us that the 
question is one in working out which 
the Imperial government and the pro­
vincial government might co-operate 
with the Dominion government to good 
advantage. For the present we shall 
leave the question at this stage, not 
because there is nothing more to be 
said about it, but because there is so 
much, and because to discuss it in great­
er detail calls for careful thought and 
long consideration. We invite our con­
temporaries throughout Canada to ex­
press their views upon it.

A WESTERN POLICY.

The reported decision of the federal 
government to give material assistance 
to railway construction in British Co­
lumbia emphasizes the necessity of giv­
ing effect at the earliest possible day to 
the other factors of what we have call­
ed a Western Policy. In previous arti­
cles reference has been made to ore- 
smelting on Vancouver Island aud the 
settlement of the province by people of 
the British race. We shall say a few 
words this morning on the question of 
deep-sea fisheries, although this subject 
has been already very fully covered in 
previous articles in 'these J columns.

There is probably not much that a 
government can do in this regard. As 
far as we know, the laws on the sub­
ject are satisfactory, but we have an 
open mind on that point. It is not sug­
gested, or at least the Colonist does not 
propose to suggest at present, at least, 
that any system of bounties should be 
adopted, after the practise of France. 
What appears to be necessary is that 
the Department of Marine and Fisheries 
should give our deep-sea fisheries spe­
cial attention, by the collection and dis­
semination of practical information as 
to the supply and demand for such fish 
as frequent our Coasts.

There must be many people in Eastern 
Canada and in the United Kingdom, 
who would feel disposed to engage in 
deep-sea fishing off the Pacific Coast of 
Canada, if they saw it was to their ad­
vantage to do so. As we said on a for-

As to Victoria, when the Canadian 
Northern makes its, ocean terminus on 
Vancouver Island, all the other trans­
continental lines will in time find them­
selves compelled to do the same. Politi­
cal influence, local prejudice and sim­
ilar considerations may for a time sway 
the policy of corporations, but in the 
long run, in transportation matters, the 
facts of physical geography will pre­
vail, and for the purposes of Oriental 
traffic the position of Vancouver Is­
land is a commanding one. Colonist 
readers will hardly need to be remind­
ed of what has been said in these col­
umns on the subject of car-ferries, but 
it may not be out of place to mention 
that we have demonstrated from the ex­
perience of other localities that the 
narrow water-stretches between this Is­
land and the Mainland are not obstacles 
to such traffic as is necessary to main­
tain great commercial terminals.

■Without making special reference to 
the matter of the suit of the Vancouver 
Island Building Society, an item in re­
gard to which will be found elsewhere, 
we would like to say that the idea that 
newspapers are published under peril of 
proceedings for contempt of court be­
ing taken against them for printing the 
news of the day, will not be sustained 
by public opinion in this country. The 
doctrine of constructive contempts has 
at times been pushed very far, but not 
so far as to prevent the publication of 
ordinary news. The true principle is 
laid down in Hunt v. Clarke, where it 
was held that such publication is not a 
contempt unless it is likely to or actual­
ly (joes-prejudice any of the parties, or 
interfere with the due administration off 
justice. This does not mean that the 
publication of something which 
hurt the feelings of a litigant is a con­
tempt of court. The .prejudice must be 
to the standing of the litigant before 
the court or jury. At the same time; 
we deprecate the publication of news 
items at the instance of solicitors who 
may have instituted proceedings. There

Who shall 
build the bridge is, with the Colonist, a 
secondary consideration. We should 
prefer it to b4 done by a Canadian firm, 
and especially by one having its head­
quarters in Victoria. But whether a 
few tens of thousands of dollars, more 
or less, are paid out in Victoria for 
wages is not a matter of prime impor­
tance. The great question is: Is this 
city about to contract a permanent lia­
bility for a temporary bridge—for any 
bridge, known in advance to be unequal 
to the requirements of future traffic, 
must necessarily be only a temporary 
structure? A 24-foot bridge at Point 
Ellice will have to be removed within 
ten years, or else the demands of traf­
fic will compel the erection of 
structure in some other place. Traffic 
between this city and Esquimau will 
snme enormous dimensions in the very 
near future. Victoria is about to become 
a great railway terminal. We must 
plan for the future, and for a future 
that will witness development on a large 
scale. Will not the majority of the 
Board of Aldermen reconsider what are 
understood to be their conclusions iu 
this matter? They are citizens like the 
rest of us. They would not willingly 
do anything to mar the future of the 
city. They stand almost alone in their 
ttillinguess to erect a bridge inadequate 
for the needs of traffic.

For the sake of a few dollars now we 
should uot sacrifice those who come af­
ter. It was the carrying trade of the 
Atlantic that made Britain, and a great 
prize lies before British Columbia in the 
carrying trade of the Pacific. But it 
We are going to convert the province in­
to a camping ground tor Asiatics, we are 
going to lose this carrying trade, we are 
going to sacrifice our heritage, and for 
a few salmon cauners lose the mastery 
of the Pacific. Instinct teaches us to 
hate the Chinaman and instinct is in­
herited education. It is to the fact that 
she was made the buffer state for sev­
eral hundred years wjaen the Tartars 
swept down on Europe that Russia owes 
her backwardness. Is there not a chance 
too that we are educating a man who, 
when he has learned enough, will lick 
his master. There are.400,000,000 Chi­
nese, and once teach thorn, cannot they 
swamp you. In educating them 
educating an enemy.

The Chinese have now only to be here 
three years to be naturalized. He can 
swear to that effect when he has been 
here three months; can get the franchise, 
and then what will your position be. If 
sufficient come in they will dominate the 
province, and voting as their companies 
bid them, they will swamp anybody and 
anything.

The heavy head tax imposed on Chi­
nese does not keep them away. It only 
increases the severity of the competi­
tion. There are two things to do. One 
is to exclude them altogether, or if you 
set up the golden calf for worship ' 
stead of the white Christ, let fall all 
the barriers and have Chinese coolie la­
bor at five dollars a month, develop all 
low grade properties, clear timber lim­
its, and all industries. We will be all 
able to get exployment as bosses of the 
Chinese, make money, and those Who 
come after can go to any old place. 
There is no middle course.

From a circular dated July, 1901, 
which is widely distributed throughout 
England to inform intending emigrants, 
the speaker read. Generally speaking, 
there is a demand for farm hands in 
most districts of Canada, except British 
Columbia, where a considerable number 
of Japs and Chinese are employed. 
Much of the tailoring of Vancouver Is­
land is done by Chinese. In British 
Columbia there is a large fishing indus­
try, but most of the employees are na­
tive Indians. There is a demand for 
general servants, and cooks, who are 
paid from $18 to 30 per month, 
Chinese and Japanese are mostly 
ployed. In this circular to intending 
emigrants, the British government 
warns them against the competition of 
Chinese and Japanese.

The Chinese cannot be kept out by 
passing laws that are ultra vires. If 
the sanitary law were enforced to the 
hilt, it would tend to keep them out. 
Collect taxes, break up the highbinders’ 
union, and here is a strong card, tax 
the employers. Tell me what industries 
of British Columbia would be crippled 
if John were kept out. Not mining, not 
farming, it would only be the canneries 
and housekeepers who were inconveni­
enced for a time, (but machinery could 
replace him in canneries, and in land 
clearing, and girls would quickly come 
from the East to replace him in the 
house.

one. Mr. Wolley said: This Mongolian 
questiou is one which deals with the 
future. The people who will take sides 
in favor of the Chinese are those who 
gain advantage from them, and those 
who will take the opposite view are 
those who do not. People will probably 
say that as something of a politician I. 
am obliged to take this view, but it is 
not to gain votes that I talk against 
them. I don’t care twopence halfpenny 
whether my views on this question agree' 
with those of the electors. I say what 
I think, and if you don’t like it, I can’t 
help that. I have been here 17 years, 
and having spent two of those years 
as sanitary inspector, I am qualified to 
speak. I have written articles for the 
press and various publications, and 
since I was happily defeated at the last 
federal election Ï have interviewed many 
farmers, laborers and others and gather­
ed much data regarding the Chinese. I 
will n-,»tv state the case for and against 
the Chinese.

Those who are in favor of him say 
he is a necessity, a benefit to the city, 
is industrious, thrifty, clean, law-aW- 

• ing. Sir Mathew Baillie Begbie in evi­
dence given to one commission, said 
that because of his virtues of cleanli­
ness, sobriety and thrift that the Chinese 
is hated, but later in his evidence the 

witness said that in 27 years he 
never employed one. Iu .1894 one Ken­
nedy, a Portland landlord gave evidence 
for the Chinaman. He said the Chinese 

good people; much better than 
American

speaking of Americans. He said they 
possessed every good quality, and were 
not quarrelsome, for he had 400 in one 
building. He said they paid him well. 
This interested landlord was such a 
rotten American that he would praise 
these men who were such a clean lot 
that 400 lived like swine in one house, 
because they paid him well.

Are the Chinese industrious? Yes. 
Are they thrifty ? That is indifferent to 
us. Are they sober? No. They have 
the sense though to go home when they 
are drunk, and are confirmed opium 
eaters. They are not law-abiding, but 
law-evading. Mr. Justice Drake iu his 
evidence to the Chinese commission said 
he had a large experience among the 
'Chinese in criminal cases, and !iis evi­
dence is that where Chinese are them­
selves concerned a conviction is hardly 
ever contained, bat where th 
case between a Chinese and 
man, they use every effort to get a con­
viction against the white man, whether 
guilty or not. It is because they are 
skilled criminals versed iu evading the 
law that convictions are hard to obtain. 
The brutal murder of the police officer 
at Steveston, who was hacked to pieces, 
the massacres iu China, and many other 
brutal crimes testify negatively to the 
statement that John is law-abiding. The 
Chinaman evades his taxes. One-fiifth 
of them do not pay their taxes, and 
their unreliability as witnesses retard 
law. I had a case in point where when 
I went to the police on a dertaiu mat­
ter I was told that I only had a China­
man’s word, and what good was that. 
It is said that the Chinaman is clean. 
As u sanitary inspector of British Co­
lumbia I know different. With the ladies 
present I can’t say all that I would like 
to in this regard. Duriug the two years 
I spent as sanitary officer there could"be 
r.o excess of the filth I saw, aud there 
is no disease that has ravaged the coun­
try that cannot be traced to the Chin­
ese. The typhoid epidemic in Bossland 
was traced to them. There were 13 
washhouses at Rossland when I was 
there as sanitary inspector, aud from 
these washhouses and under the floors 
of the white tnen on the main street of 
Rossland there was a swamp of black 
water that stunk worse than a putrid 
sea. The Chinese had thrown the dirty 
water on their floors and let the stream 
flood down under the houses, and to this 
Rossland owed her typhoid epidemic. 
When I forced the washhouses from the 
city limits the typhoid ceased..

In Nanaimo I came upon a house 
where the Chinese were packed as close 
as sardines could be crowded into a tin. 
The Chinese lived around the sides and 
in the centre was one big room where 
the pig-sties were,"and here the Chinese 
bred their pigs, killed them and let the 
blood soak through the floor. Is that the 
sort of people you would like to have 
among you.

The greatest danger from the Chinese 
though is in their market gardens. The 
Chinese gardener employs means no 
other gardener would do. Aud with the 
filty manner the Chinaman hits of grow­
ing vegetables, unless they are rendered 
safe by 'boiling, his vegetables are posi­
tively dangerous. Lettuce, celery and 
other things that are eaten unboiled al­
low of this filth used by the Chinese go­
ing into thb white man’s body.

The Chinaman is supposed to be a 
good domestic, a good laundrymau and 
good gardener. As for the laundrymau, 
the manner iu which the laundrymeu en­
dangered Rosslaud has 'been told. The 
laundry is the place where destitute 
Chinese are put up, where diseased Chin­
ese are hidden, and where the linen is 
sprinkled With water squirted from the 
Chinaman’s month. Tuberculosis, and 
consumption can be spread thus, and the 
Chinese laundry is there a danger. As a 
domestic, some say housekeepers must 
have Chinese, in fact one witness in the 
Chinese commission tells of the Chinese 
tubbing the ladies. It is said he doesn’t 
steal, and makes an excellent servant. 
Why, Chief Crowley, of San Francise?), 
has said thev are a nation of thieves 
and produced an album showing the 
photographs of 5,000 Chinese thieves in 
San Francisco. It is not that he doesn’t 
steal, but that he is cunning in evad ng 
the law. Employ Chinese for six 
months and employ a white woman for 
*ix months. You will not catch either 
of them stealing, but compare -your bills 
at the grocers and you will find that 
the phinese has cost 35 per cent. more, 
vhe Chinese, who live in laundries are 
kept to a great extent by the pilferings 
of the Chinese domestics. The laundry 
is the Chinese domestic’s club, and from 
this laundry much filth is brpught to 
the house. Two years ago a leper, who 
has since died on Darcy island, was 
taken from a laundry at Sidney. There 
is always danger of contagion. The 
smallpox epidemic of 1892 was trace­
able to Chinese, and a'.so the typhoid 
epidemic of Rossland. As a vegetable 
gardener, laundryman, afld in a hundred 
other ways be is a danger and a menace 
to the country. He does not arrive here 
clean. On the evidence of a Mr. Keen 
" ho lived in China for a number of 
years, and who was engaged in bringing 
them to this side, he is filthy. As « land- 
eleàrer he may have greater claims on 
ns, but I believe that it is far better 
to get the labor from elsewhere even 
if more eostliy. As a navvy he has been 
employed on the majority of railways on 
this continent, hut it is better that white 
men be employed, for wrtii white men 
building the railways, a gib at percen­
tage make settlers, and it is better to 
build up n white seulement than a 
Chinese colony. He displaces whites 
tends to lower the standard of civ’lita- 
tir.n, is not law-abiding, but law evading 
and dangerously filthy.

Here in British Columbia we are the 
guardians of the Western ante of the 
Empire, and we should build up the An­
glo-Saxon race and not sacrifice our 
heritage for a lot of slit-eyed mongrels.

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In response to invitations issued by 

His Worship Mayor Hayward, a rep­
resentative meeting of citizens was held 
in the committee room of the city hall 
yesterday afternoon. The object of the 
meeting was to discuss the advisability 
of forming an association for the promo­
tion of tourist travel to Victoria and 
•Vancouver island. Among those present 
iwere: Hon. Senator McDonald, Mrs. 
IMary iE. Hitchcock, Messrs. Walter S. 
Fraser, H. D. Helmcken, M. P. P„ Aid. 
Yates, Aid. Cameron, Aid. Hall. T. H. 
'Eaton, C. H. Lugrin, D. R. Ker, A. T.

Williams and Frank 
I| Clarke. Mayor Hayward called the 
meeting to order and explained the ob­
jects, for which he had convened it as 
follows:

The proposition which he asked them 
to consider was the formation of a Tour­
ist association, which will have for its 
object the advertising of Victoria aud 
Vancouver island, as a resort for sum­
mer tourists and sportsmen. It is pro­
posed to make the association voluntary, 
the members contributing their time and 
efforts to. secure the best returns for 
the benefit of the whole community. 
That these returns are substantial is 
amply proven by the experience of St. 
John, Halifax, Ottawa and other East- 

cities where Tourist associations 
have been operating for Some years 
past. In the case of St. John the work 
of the association has been very satis­
factory, the tourist travel to that city 
showing a steady increase from year 
to year up to last, when it was estimat­
ed that over 60,000 tourists visited the 
city and province, a majority of whom 
were, induced to g<\ through the efforts 
of the association. These tourists, it 
.was estimated, spent over $2,500,000, 
which would never have reached the 
city but for the work of the members. 
■A moment’s consideration will convince 
anyone that such a result is more im­
portant to a city than the much desired 
establishment of a large manufacturing 
plant, for, as an example, a factory em­
ploying 500 hands at $2 a day would 
only contribute $300,000 a year.

The work of the association consists 
in: i . . .

The preparation and distribution of 
attractive advertising matter, consisting 
of booklets, pamphlets, guide books, 
leaflets, pictorial postcards, etc., setting 
forth the attractions of the city and 
surroundings; the advertising of the 
same in newspapers and magazines, the 
establishment of a bureau of informa­
tion for travelers; advertising the tem­
perature daily iu cities to the east and 
south; the advocacv of cleah streets, 
good roads, the abatement of the dust 
nuisance, in fact, every improvement 
that would make the city attractive to 
strangers; the impressing upon hotel- 
keepers the importance of catering to the 
tourist class by providing good accommo­
dation at reasonable rates, and making 
their vLsit so pleasant that they would 
fegret their departure and recommend 
their friends to visit Our city.

Another important matter would he 
the inducing of representative bodies to 
bold their annual conventions in the city, 
as has been so successfully done in 
Montreal. It should be one of the prime 
objects of the association to enlist the 
co-operation of the people of the city 
by endeavoring to show them the direct 
cash results derived from the work.

There is another feature of the prob­
able result of the association’s work 
which should not be overlooked: many 
men of large capital visit the city and 
it should be the business of the mem­
bers to see that they are fully informed 
regarding the industries and chances for 
investment afforded on Vancouver is­
land. This could be done by having at­
tractive descriptive matter placed in all 
the hotels, setting forth the actual re­
sults of the development of our natural 
resources, the situation of the mines, 
mills, etc., and the way to reach them. 
In this way strangers might be induced 
to visit them aud see for themselves a 
much more potent argument than vol­
umes of printed description.

The attractions of the island as a 
sporting resort should also he made a 
prominent feature, as true sportsmen are 
not niggardly in spending money in pur­
suit of their favorite pasttime.

The co-operation of the transportation 
companies is absolutely necessary to tne 
success of the scheme, and it snould be 
the aim of the association to secure that 
aid by enlisting the active interest of 

* (the managers aud agents of every rail­
way and steamboat company having 
connections leading to this city. The 
companies would be urged to make spec­
ial tourist rates during the season of 
summer travel, aud to distribute the ad­
vertising matter -through all their agents, 
end make Victoria à prominent point 
on all their time tables and folders.

Other matters of detail will naturally 
suggest themselves to members as the 
scheme matures.

The membership should consist of a 
president, vice-president, secretary, trea­
surer and council, all of whom should 
'be chosen from men who would volun­
teer to take an active interest in the 
work. It is confidently hoped that the 
businessmen of the city will see the ad­
vantages that must afccrue to them when 
the association gets in active operation, 
and. that they will cheerfully contribute 
to enable it to take hold of and prose­
cute the work.

!Mr. Frank I. Clarke was appointed 
secretary of the meeting.

The chairman explained that his 
tention had been drawn to the subject 
before them by Mr. Clarke, who had 
given it some study, and he called upon 
the secretary to give further explana­
tions.

.Mr. Clarke said Victoria, if it was de­
cided to form- a Tourist association, 
would have the experience and example 
of other cities to guide her as to the 
best methods to pursue iu order to se­
cure success. He saw no reason why 
Victoria, blessed as she was with ex­
ceptionally beautiful natural surround­
ings, should not make such au associa­
tion a great success. He then read the 
foLowmg suggested programme of work 
which the association should undertake:

1. A prompt and vigorous prosecution 
at a canvass for subscriptions, including 
•applications to the -City Council and 
Provincial government for grants.

2. Preparation of advertising matter. 
The securing of as many photos as

possible, representing attractive bits of 
scenery and prominent features iu and 
around the city and island.

A fully illustrated pamphlet repre­
senting the city and island generally for 
distribution abroad, with specific direc­
tions how to reach Victoria from differ­ent points.

A email illustrated pamphlet as a 
guide-book for distribution to strimsrers 
on their arrival here. This to include 
a plan of the city and park.

(Securing enlargements of photographs 
to 'be framed and distributed in the 
States. Territories and provinces of 
Manitoba and Ontario.

The publication of pictorial postal cards.
3. The establishment of a Bureau of Information in the city.
4. To encourage fines of hue es or other 

suitable vehicles to the Park, Dallas 
road.

Mrs. Hitchcock said she was heartily 
in accord with the objects outlined in the 
secretary’s programme. The privilege 
which II enjoy of being with you this 
afternoon, she said, is doubtless due to 
the fact that I have made my head­
quarters for years and have learned to 
love and take the deepest interest in 
Victoria and her future. Owning much 
mining property and considerable real 
estate, in the northern part of this pro­
vince, ipy interests are identical with 
yours. I watch with the same feeling 
of pride all that affects the develop­
ment and advancement of this part of 
the country, and want Victoria to have 
just such a boom as that which has 
caused Seattle to flourish. Land there 
is booming!

Scarcely a vacant house to be found, 
I am told. Tourists are attracted iu 
that direction and as a natural conse­
quence, purchase their outfits there, if 
tney decide to go further north. There 
is no reason why the tide should not be 
turned towards Victoria. It is not too 
late. If you wifi watch the efforts of 
(Seattle’s Chamber of Commerce, of her 
merchants and citizens, to attract tour­
ists to their steamers, to their stores, to 
their establishments for outfits, you will 
see that Victoria must be up and doing 
or she will soon be left far behind, side­
tracked, because she fails to use the 
same business methods, or arm herself 
for the fray in a manner worthy of one 
determined to conquer. Some merchants 
think that because their wares are far 
superior to those of their neighbors, that 
it is not necessary to advertise, that 
the public will come with a search-light 
and find them out

While they aie waiting for this to 
happen, their rivals who have attracted 
large crowds by glaring advertisements 
have sold out and retired from business. 
Our merchants must be roused into ac­
tion, and we must all combine. There 
is no city on this cost more beautiful 
than Victoria. We know that, but we 
must convince others, who are in ignor­
ance of the fact. It has the advantage 
of being a naval and military station, 
aud that is a greater attraction to the 
tourist than you realise perhaps. If 
Victoria with its beautiful and pictures­
que scenery, were properly brought to 
the attention of the traveling public, 
from these shores to the Atlantic, at all 
the winter resorts where tourists most 
no congregate, how quickly we should 
have travelers flocking here, and enjoy 
a great boom of new-born prosperity. 
Not a temporary boom, for when once 
tourists have been entertained iu Vic- 
toria, they will not only have an irresis­
tible desire to return, but their friends 
will ;be inspired to visit, and see for 
themselves the attractions which will be 
enthusiastically described.

•I speak from experience. You must 
admit, however, that there is a fascina­
tion in the Northland which must be 
counted upon as a magnet. Those who 
have been there can truthfully state that 
in all this wide world no such marvelous 
sêenery exists.

It has rightfully earned the name of 
“Tourists’ Paradise,” but the great pub­
lic has listened so long to tales of ter­
rible and cruel privations which travel- 

the North have undergone, that 
they fail to realise that one is now able 
to make the voyage most comfortably, 
if not luxuriously.

Could they understand this, I am con­
fident that they would (gladly leave 
beaten tracks, places which they have 
visited until weary arid turn eagerly to­
wards the modern wonderland. There 
are also sportsmen to be appealed to. 
Let them hear of the moose, caribou, 
mountain sheep, and many other ani­
mals, thousands and thousands of ptar­
migan to be found in abundance, game 
•which is extinct, or rare in older coun­
tries, and see how quickly thev will re­
spond to the invitation to visit. The 
sportsmen’s paradise, particularly when 
they learn that the director of the Zoo- 
logilcal park, New York, has been there 
aud found a new species of mountain 
sheep. There are many other points 
which it would be well to consider, but 
I shall not take your time at present. 
If we desire to turn the tide of travel 
in this direction, we must not be idle 
dreamers. We must put our shoulders 
to the wheel. We must act! Dream of 
prosperity if you will, but let the dream 
be followed by great deeds.

Messrs. William Mackenzie and 
D. D. Maun arrived here on Wed­
nesday iu their private car 
Dauphin, accompanied by Hon. 
Mr. Wells, chief commissioiter of 
lands and works, and Mr. J. N. 
Greenshields, K.C., of Montreal. 
The extension of the Canadian 
Northern was under discussion 
for some days, not only here, but 
in Toronto and Ottawa. The ori­
ginal scheme of Messrs. Macken- 
zie and Mann was to build 
through the Yellow Head Pass 
to Quesnel, and thence northwest 
to a port on the Skeena, but Aie 
British Columbia government pro­
posed that the line should he 
diverted at Quesnel and built 
southwest to Bute Inlet. From 
there a ferry would run to Sey­
mour NSrrows and èonnect with 
the extension of the fe. & N. 
railway from Wellington.

The negotiations conducted by 
Hon. Mr. Wells and Mr. Green- 
shields came to a successful con­
clusion today, and Messrs. Mac­
kenzie and Mann have submitted 
a definite proposition for the ear­
ly construction of the line from 
Bute Inlet to Quesnel, beginning 
at the coast first.

As a result of the negotiations 
at Ottawa it is understood that 
the Dominion government will 
subsidize both roads. Thus Vic­
toria will practically become the 
Western terminus of the Cana­
dian Northern railway.

Mr. Mackenzie expects to have 
his trains running from Lake 
■Superior into Winnipeg within a 
month. Beydnd Winnipeg over 
800 miles are built, aud he ex­
pects to complete the line to the 
Coast in the next three or four 
years.

Mr. Mann and Mr. Greenshields 
will go to Victoria early iu Janu­
ary to determine the terms and 
complete other details.

Messrs. Mackenzie & Mann have 
also under consideration the con­
struction of the. Coast-Kootenay 
line from Hope, east to Midway, 
where it will connect with both 
the C. P. R. and Great Northern; 
but this proposition is uot as far 
advanced.

The first arrangement, however, 
definitely assures the construction 
of the line from Bute Inlet to 

- j Quesnel.

(Canadian Parliament, spoke earnestly 
In favor of some reasonable concessions 
in trade relations to meet the liberal 
treatment accorded the United States 
by Canada.

AN ARCTIC GOOSE.
From KasTo Kootenaian.

Theodore Adams ot tne Adams House, 
received a tine specimen ot an arctic 
goose Tuesday. Tnis bird is very rarely 
seen iu this latitude, its home being m 
the Arctic circle where it breeds. Mr. 
Adams’ theory is that it (became con­
tused in a storm and thus migrated with 
tne smaller wild goose or brant, it 
was killed at the mouth of the Kootenay 
river iby a party of hunters, consisting 
of A. J. Watsou, Gus Adams and W. 
F, Fisk. The bird weighed 28%, pounds 
and measured eight feet from tip to tip 
of the wings, and from the tip of the 
tail to the beak four feet eleven inches. 
The general color was a light gray with 
the under part of the wings and body 
a snowy white. The head was eight 
inches long and nine inches in circum­
ference. Its adaptability, for swimming 
must have beeu good, as the webs of 
its feet were four inches in width. So 
far as reported this is the only specimen 
of the Arctic goose ever killed on Koo­
tenay lake. It is the intention of Mr. 
Adams to hgve it mounted and placed 
in his fine collection of birds and ani­
mals.

DAY SHIFT ONLY.
Dominion Coal Companies Not Now 

Workifig at Night.
The Halifax Herald has the following 

from Glace Bay, Cape Breton, dated 
November 11: —

Orders were' issued today by mine sup­
erintendent Ludwig to single shift all 
the collieries of the Dominion ICoal Com­
pany on Wednesday of this week. This 
change does away with night work in 
the mines. The collieries have 'been work­
ing night and day for the last three 
years, and the outputs have fluctuated 
from a twenty-four hour hoist of 13,000 
tons down to less than 7,000 for the same 
time. The collieries have an estimated 
capacity of 16,000 tons a day now, and 
if the company has- enough miners and 
loaders to run the double shift full blast 
that much coal could be handled with 
the present mechanical and ventilating 
outfit, but, being constantly short of 
Skilled and help labor, both shifts have 
been maintained with not much more 
than half the men required, resulting in 
an unsatisfactory output and a needless 
extra expense. One month ago Caledon­
ia colliery was single-shifted as an ex­
periment, the whole force of labor being 
confined to a hustling ten-hour day, and 
the results are very satisfactory. Un­
der the double-shift Caledonia turned 
out about 1,500 in the day; 1,100 or 
1,200 tons at night. With only a single 
shift, fully manned, Caledonia is now 
mining from 2JJ00 to 2,300 tons a -day,

A Canadian Who Is Winning Fame As 

An Author.

Ralph Connor's new story “The Man 
from Glengarry” which has been run­
ning in “Tbe Westminster” of Toronto, 
is soon to be. published in book form, 
and the publishers already announce 
that advance orders have about exhaust­
ed the first addition of 60,000.

MINES AND MINING OF TERROR MANSLAUGHTERThe oddest family that the world per­
haps ever saw once dwelt in old Ips­
wich, Suffolk county, England. It was 
In the reign of William III that this 
family Irved, and the records of Ipswich 
Tenfy, the story. From the strange pe- 
culiarities attached to this family it 
earned the cognomen of the “odd fam­
ily. The surprising occurrences, both 
good and had, affecting these people, 
happened on the “odd .day of the mouth,” 
and each -member of the family had 
something peculiarly odd in person, be­
havior and manner, as the following 
description will show:

The number of letters in their names 
were all odd numbers. The father’s 
name was Peter and the mother’s name 
Raibah. There were seven children, all 
boys, and named in the following order: 
Solomon, Roger, James, Matthew, Jonas, 
David and Ezekiel. The father had 
but one leg and the mother ibnt one arm. 
Solomon was born blind of the left eye, 
and Roger lost his right eye by acci­
dent. James had his left ear pulled off 
in a fight,. and Matthew was bom with 
only three fingers on his right hand; 
Jonas had a stump foot, and David was 
humpbacked.

All of the boys were very short except 
David and Ezekiel, the latter being 6 
feet 2 inches in height when 19 years 
old. The humpbacked David and the 
stump-footed Jonas married two of the 
prettiest girls in England, who were 
also very rich, and well connected. But 
the rest, strange as it may seem, neither 
city nor country lass looked npon with 
sufficient favor to marry any of them.

The husband's hair was jet black and- 
the wife’s hair white, and all the boys 
had red hair. The odd father of these 
seven odd boys accidentally fell into a 
deep pit and starved and froze to death 
before being discovered. The odd wi'e 
with the white hair afterwards refused 
to eat and in five days died. The death 
of the husband and wife occurred in 
the year 1701.

In the year 1703 Ezekiel enlisted in 
the “Grenadier Guards,” and, though 
wounded in battle in twenty-three dif­
ferent places recovered sufficiently to 
be sent home. In the year 1713 Roger, 
James, Matthew, Jonas and David died 
on the same day, each living away from 
the other in different places. In the 
year 1723 Solomon and Ezekiel .were 
drowned together while crossing the 
River Thames.

This odd family history can be fully 
substantiated by the records of old Ips­
wich.—Chicago Record-Herald.

CAREER DARKENED BY CRIME

In view of the prominence in the pub­
lic eye which it has been the lot of the 
Sultan of Tuikey to enjoy during the 
past few weeks owing to the successful 
naval demonstration against Ms empire 
on the part of France, some, particulars 
of his career and life as gleaned from 
the book “The Private Life of the Sul­
tan,” for the publication of which its 
author, George Dorys, had to flee his na­
tive land, are given.

The name Geonge Dorys is e pseudo­
nym. The writer’s fatheh, the late 
Prince of Samos, was one of the Sul­
tan’s ministers, and a governor of Crete.

HIS BROTHER’S MADNESS.
The intrigues surrounding Abdul 

Hamid’s succession to sovereignty are 
made much of, and TE is said that he 
displayed shocking indifference to the 
pitiable condition of his brother, whose 
madness required that he vacate the 
throne.

“It is impossible at the present time, 
to state what is the actual mental con­
dition of this Unfortunate prince. Well 
informed persons claim to know, how­
ever, that twenty-five years of captivity 
and the horrible life he has led have had 
of late a disastrous effect on his health, 
and that the victim is now really done 
for!

Bmini-Nouri-Effendi and the Ulema 
Sahib-Effendi.

Anxious Time In Panama As to 
Result of Fighting With 

the Liberals.
Mutt Bear Signature pf

Colon, Nov. 22,—(6 p. m.)—The latest 
news obtainable here is to the effect 
that -Liberal General Lugo has arrived 
at Empire station, a distance of about 
12 miles from Panama, with a force 
said to number 12,000. The Liberals 
are gaining and arming recruits along 
the entire length of the railroad and now 
control the line up to within a point two 
miles, from Panama. An attack on that 
city is expected momentarily, and much 
uneasiness is felt here.

The Liberal Leader Diaz is expected 
shortly to arrive at Colon. It is rumor­
ed here that Bouaveutura, a Colombian 
port on the Pacific coast, about 400 
miles south of Panama has been taken 
oy the Liberals. A confirmation of this 
report is lacking. Marines from the 
gun-boat Machias still guard the station 
and property of the railroads here. The 
battleship Iowa will land forces at 
Panama when necessary.
- The Liberals here have already given 
notice that the ad valorem duty on goods 
disembarked at Colon will henceforth be 
10 pgr cent, not 20 per cent, as formerly. 
All the stores in Colon are open today 
and -business resumed.

The Colombian gunboat is believed to 
be along the coast somewhere near 
Colon, as when she left here she was 
short of coal.. Transit across the Isth­
mus is still free and uninterrupted.

New York, Nov. 22.—Consul General 
Arthur O. D. Bridard, of Colombia, re­
ceived a cablegram today from General 
Carlos Alban, governor of the depart­
ment of Panama. The gable stated that

SHAREHOLDERS!,
The attempt io reconstruct for à Sec­

ond time, the Athabasca Coinpany in 
. London, has been effectually frustrated 
by the action of Mr. E. E. Weber, of 
(New Westminster, who with the knowl­
edge and cousent of other Canadian 
shareholders, applied for arid obtained 
an order from the courts for the winding 
up of the concern. In the petition sup­
porting the application for the winding 
up of the company, it is stated that the 
debts of the company are in the neigh­
borhood of $50,000, the greater propor­
tion of which is owing to people, 
in tMs province. It is further stated, as 
believed by the petitioner, that it is 
the intention of the liquidator of the 
Athabasca, who was appointed at a 
meeting of the company held In Lon­
don, on the 7th of August, to convey the 
property of the company to a new com­
pany to be formed, which new company 
will pay for the same by the issue of 
stock assessable to the extent of five 
shillings or more on the pound, which 
assessment it made will produce $125,- 
000 er more. This pall, it is set ont, is 
excessive and unnecessary, and payment 
thereof will be beyond the 
many of the shareholders of the com­
pany, and that through failure to make 
payment of such call such shareholders 
will lose their interest in the company. 
The petitioner further sets out Ms belief 
that in the event Of the company being 
wound up that its property could be sold 
at a price which would pay ail of its 
indebtedness and leave a considerable 
margin to divide among its shareholders.

With little money in sight, but with 
confidence in their ability to raise it, the 
women arranged for 900,000 copie 
“Facts for Fathers and Mothers” t 
printed. No such printing order was ev­
er given before for a document to be 
used in a municipal campaign.

Women in all lines of business were 
appealed to to distribute the little book­
lets, and for a week hardly a dress or a 
bonnet was delivered in Greater New_ 
York without a “Facts" being in tffe* 
-bundle or bandbox. Dry goods dealers 
distributed the books in the same way, 
and thousands of dollars were spent for 
postage on pamphlets sent by mail.

Volunteer distributers left the -books 
in homes all over the. eitv and paid dis­
tributers also worked. Within the short 
space of ten days the 906.000 pamphlets 
were distributed and within the same 
time $20.000 was raised to pay the cost 
of the campaign.

Contributions were received from wo­
men in all walks of life, and Tuesday 
the Women’s Campaign Committee an­
nounced that bnt a few hundred dollars 
-was needed to pay outstanding debts.

Daring the voting hours Tuesday the 
women were busv getting out the vote. 
Their private carriages were pressed into 
the service and the wom-n themselves 
did the electioneering. They went as 
near -the polls as the law would permit, 
and they worked with tremendous en­
thusiasm and vigor.

A social boyroit was suggested against 
young men who could not show that 
they favored “decent government” and 
men who disagreed with the views of 
the women felt the force of the ban 
placed on them.

The women concentrated their efforts 
on Low, Jerome and Van Wyek, urging 
the election of the first two and the de­
feat of the third. Tuesday night the 
fair campaigners were at the City club 
to hear the election returns. They paid 
little attention to news that did not. di­
rectly affect the three men in whom 
thev were interested, and thev cheered 
enthusiastically as the majorities for 
Low and Jerome piled up. and the defeat 
of Van Wyck caused them unbounded 
joy.

“We did it,” they chimed, ns their so­
prano cheers joined with the hoarser 
shouts of their husbands, fathers and 
brothers.

Abdul Hamid stops at nothing and this 
small-footed Juggernaut has attempted 
bribery iu the strangest places. Did he 
not try to buy the TKnes? And at the 
opening of the congress of Berlin did he 
not say to his minister, Savfet Pasha, 
“With a million pounds Turkish we 
could silence Bismarck?”

Does the Sultan, who does not aliways 
believe in the virtue of man, believe in 
God? Does he who outrages earthly 
justice so infamously believe iu heaven­
ly justice? In tMs respect also, he is 
full of contradictions.

Abdul Hamid is a skeptic. He fears 
the Unknown and the nightmare of death 
often haunts aud torments him. At 
such times he prays with fervor, with 
fits and starts. He has even been known 
they say, to have made secret vows and 
to have imposed mortifications on him­
self in order to please Allah and redeem 
his sins; but he soon becomes discourag­
ed and relapses into his skepticism—the 
pillow of doubt, as Montaigne says, alone 
being able to procure for him restful 
sleep.

Of his violent temper the biographer 
relates another instance: Once when a 
favorite parrot perched on a window 
si’,1 screamed the name of an attendant 
whose presence was not desired, but who 
came in respouse, thinking his master 
had called, the Sultan flew into a rage, 
and seizing the bird, wrung Ms neck.

Several times he has beaten his secre­
taries or his chamberlains. Once he 
threw his inkstand at the head of Knt- 
chnk-tSaid Pasha, then secretary-in­
chief of the palace, who was able to 
dodge his head in time. Another day, 
suddenly enraged witih the same per­
sonage during a diacusston on the 
Egyptian question, he drew from his 
pocket a revolver, and threatened to fire 
at the Pasha, who, terrified, implored his 
pardon.
