The Pioneer Mining Company, 68 
Nome, is, Mr. Lindeberg said today, 
operating now more extensively than 
ever. It is employing more men this 
year than it has ever done and is 
shipping more bullion. One of itg 
directors who is known in Victoria is 
Cuthbert J. Gadd, of Manchester, 
Eng.

It is difficult to get Mr. Lindeberg 
to speak of the early days in the 
North. “Oh," he will smile when you 
ask him about it, “it was just the 
same as any frontier country. It was 
wild and rough and that about lets it 
out.”

Telling of the actual discovery of 
Nome, Mr. Lindeberg said: “There 
were three of us in the party, John 
Brynteson, E. O. Lindblom and my­
self. We had been prospecting for 
some time in Alaska as a result of the 
finding of traces of gold there before. 
It w*as a known fact that there was 
gold in Alaska, but no one had up to 
that time made a big strike. In the 
latter part of September, 1898, we 
were prospecting in the foothills lying 
along the coast where Nome stands 
now when we found the rich indica­
tions that led to the big discovery. 
We investigated, got some idea of 
what we had hit and then staked the 
discovery. We didn’t know anything 
about the rich beach deposits. They 
were discovered a year later by the 
first comers in the big rush.”

Mr. Lindeberg will sail, with Mrs. 
Lindeberg, in a few days for Nome. 
Speaking of some of the fiction that 
has been written about the early days 
in the famous camp, he says that It 
is very much overdrawn.

New York, June 17.—Charles W. 
Morse, the convicted banker, was re­
leased on ball yesterday, pending the 
taking up of his appeal in the United 
States circuit court of appeals next 
October.

The ball bond for $125,000 
was signed late this afternoon by 
twenty wealthy friends of Morse, who 
volunteered for this service several 
months ago, and Morse quit the cus­
tody of the United States marshall 
shortly before 6 o’clock.

rice. The wreck was providential for 
them. There were three thousand na­
tives on the island and they were suf­
fering from famine, 
starved and emaciated.

But 
that relief will not come by allowing 
them to enter the new countries with­
out some check upon them. The case 
does not appeal to us as one for gov­
ernment interference, at least on the 
part of the Colonies. No Canadian 
government would entertain the idea 
of expending the money of the people 
in any effort to better the condition 
of the undesirable element of the Bri­
tish population. Whether the British 
government would feel justified in do­
ing so by assisting such persons to 
homes in Canada and looking after 
them until they were willing and able 
to take care of themselves is an­
other matter. But we are not sure 
that private benevolence is not the 
source to which we must look for the 
peeded relief. If there is an undesir­
able class in the United Kingdom, .who 
could be converted into useful citi­
zens, if sent abroad under judicious 
supervision, it seems to us that the 
wealthy classes in that country would 
be wise to try the experiment of see­
ing what can be done in that way. In 
the end the money such an experi­
ment would cost might be found to be 
very well spent. The 
self-preservation ought to 
action ,-along such a line among the 
wealthy, for#- if the newspapers do not 
exaggerate what is transpiring in 
England, there is an ever-increasing 
element of the community, which is 
becoming a menace to the state. 
Wealth carries with it certain respon­
sibilities, and one of them seems to 
be that of devising some way of eradi­
cating the social cancer, which seems 
to be only too much in evidence. As 
a matter of self-protection Canada 
must prevent undesirable immigrants, 
no matter of what nationality, from 
landing on her shores except under 
such condition as will give some rea­
sonable guarantee that they will not 
become burdens to the country.

Gibraltar, June 15.—That the big I 
Cunard liner, Slavonia, wrecked off the 
coast of Flores Island, Just south of I 
the Azores group, will be a total wreck 
is the statement of her master here to­
day. He says It will be impossible to 
salve the vessel owing to her position 
on the reef and that everything on 
board will go to the sea, including the 
baggage of the saloon passengers in 
the hold.

The passengers who were landed 
here yesterday by the steamer Prin- 
zess Irene, the North German Lloyd 
liner that answered the “C. Q. D.” mes­
sage, for help sent out by the Slav­
onia’s wireless operator, tell impress­
ive stories of the wreck and praise the ' 
work of the ship’s officers and crew. 
The shipwrecked people are once more 
in touch with comfort as most of them 
are well-to-do. They landed here, in 
many instances, with nothing but the 
clothes on their backs, but they were 
immediately installed in the best ho­
tels as guests of the Cunard company. 

Tale of Voyage.
The Slavonia sailed from New "York 

June 3 and she experienced fair 
weather until nearing the Azores, 
when fog set in. She was under a good

John Mitchell, of Milwaukee, in de­
scribing the accident, said that he 
was awakened about 2:30 o'clock by 
a great crash. There was much com­
motion when he reached the deck, but 
when the officers explained conditions 
the passengers became calm. Soon 
things appeared to be quite normal.

TRANS-ANDINE RAILWAY

HgThe Trans Andine Railway, which 
will connect Buenos Ayres with Val­
paraiso, and will be the first trans­
continental line in South America, 
will be opened for traffic this year. At 
present the only ways of making a 
journey between the capitals of Chill 
and Argentine are either by riding a 
mule over the mountains, which is at 
all times a difficult undertaking, and 
in winter impossible, or by a sea voy­
age of ten days by way of the Strait 
of Magellan. By rail the time occu­
pied will be twenty-nine hours, 
highest point reached by the railway 
is over 10,000 feet above sea. level.

An amount ot cap­
ital would thereby be created, equal

The Kellner-Partington Pulp & Paper Company showed a 
gross profit last year of $1,252,205. The official United States Govern­
ment Report Issued at Washington, D. C., July 25th, 1907, Bulletin 80. 
showed that the mills of the State of Oregon made a profit of 20 2-3 
per cent of the value of goods over all expenses. The three mills in 
the State of California showed the value of goods over all expenses, of 
19 per cent. The gross profits of the International Pap'er Company for 
the year ending June 30th, 1908, amounted to $1,635,918.

Under date of February 10, 1908, Mr. Herman Ridder, President of 
the American Newspaper Publishers’ Association, filed charges • against 
the Paper Trust of the United States, and in his disposition to Hon.

In other words for paper delivered, say, in 
New York, up-to-date mills are making a profit of more than 60 per 
cent on the cost of manufacture, delivery and storage, and they are 
making a profit of more than 40 per cent upon a reasonable allowance 
for the capital required for a modern plant.”

It has been 
chosen by Emperor Nicholas as his 
summer yachting headquarters on ac­
count of its climate, natural beauties 
and seclusion, a Itew Finnish villagers 
being the only inhabitants of the re­
gion.

The meeting of the two emperors in 
1906 occurred in this same vicinity. All 
tjie conferences and festivities will be 
field on board the yachts Standart and 
Hohenzollen, the former with the Rus­
sian emperor and the latter with the 
German Emperor on board. Informa­
tion gleaned from competent German 
sources bear out the information con­
veyed in these despatches when the 
meeting was first announced that the 
importance of the visit lies in the 
manifestation that the friendly rela­
tions between «the two emperors have 
not suffered by the recent frictiop over 
the Balkan Situation.

Buffalo, N. Y., June 16.—Major Rich­
ard Sylvester, chief of police of Wash­
ington and president of the interna­
tional association of chiefs of police, 
in opening today’s convention of that 
organization, declared that it was a 
source of gratification to observe "that 
the tendency, in policing throughout 
the country is decidedly in the direc­
tion of general uniformity, and it must 
follow that the efforts of this associa­
tion will within the next few years 
redound in the evolving of one gen­
eral system.

This, however, on the hypothesis 
that’ thôSe engàgéd in 'the Conduct of 
state and municipal affairs will en­
courage our efforts in that direction. 
Foreign and domestic preventive de­
tective interests, he said, call for the 
adoption of the closest relationship 
and liberal interchange of information 
and identity of action.

Chief Sylvester, continuing, said that 
It occurred to him that the general 
government should, by appropriate 
resolution, accompanied by provision 
for entertainment, tender an invitation 
to foreign governments that the dele­
gates of their respective police heads 
gather in a “police congress” with 
those of the United States, which 
should prove an important seconding 
of the efforts carried on by this asso­
ciation without expense to the state 
or general government.

Fred Kopler, chief of police of Cleve­
land, Ohio, addressed the convention 
on the golden rule policy of making or 
not making arrests which has been 
adopted by the department of which he 
is the head. The “golden rule” sys> 
tern which the speaker sai<J has no^f.. 
been In successful operation for seven-r 
teen months, grew out of tlhe speakS 
.er’s observation of police çourt rout-' 
ine. He had seen daily an almost end­
less procession of prisoners, including 
a large percentage of juveniles, charg­
ed with minor offences, a large pro­
portion of whom were subsequently 
discharged when their cases had been 
sifted. These latter went away but 
bearing the stigma of police court, 
which humiliation in - itself enhanced 
the possibility of a second arrest. In­
cident to these arrests were the inevit­
able groups of aged and weeping par­
ents, distressed wives with babes in 
their arms, friends of the accused 
tempted to commit perjury 4n their 
behalf and all these frequently the 
game of blackmailing witnesses, shys­
ter lawyers, professional bondsmen, 
etc. A systematic enquiry entended 
over a considerable period convinced 
Chief Kohler that many of these first 
ofienders were not so bad after all and 
that most of them had committed their 
oflences through thoughtlessness, na­
tural passion or in a spirit of frolic or 
mischief. Firm in the conviction that 
the policeman was the best judge and 
shquld be the final judge of first of-, 
fenders, the Cleveland chief set about 
to constitute every police officer a sort 
of a magistrate who should pass upon 
minor offences before bringing the of­
fenders before a formal court of jus­
tice.

Brooklyn Police Captain Disre­
gards Writ of Habeas Cor­
pus and Is Caught at
It

*■ Albany, N.Y., June 16.—August 
Kuhns, acting police captain of the 
detective bureau in the borough of 
Brooklyn on November 26, 1907, must 
go to pail for thirty days and in ad­
dition pay a fine of $250 for contempt 
of court.

This is the effect of a decision of the 
Cdurt of Appeals in the attempt of 
Kuhns to have the decision of the 
lower courts set aside.

The action grew out of the arrest of 
Banker Frank Jenkins, of Brooklyn on 
a charge of forgery in the third de­
gree. It appears that a bench war­
rant was issued against Jenkins but 
before it was executed he was pro­
duced by his counsel before County 
Judge Fawcett and released oh bail. 
As Jenkins was leaving the court 
house, accompanied by his wife, he 
was taken into custody by two detec­
tives who were entrusted with the 
execution of the bench warrant earlier 
in the day and under protest taken 
to police headquarters.

After being arrested Jenkins’ coun­
sel secured a writ of habeas corpus 
fron) Supreme Court Justice Burr, 
commanding the production of the 
prisoner before him at once. This 
writ was sferved, but in spite of it 
Jenkins’ pedigree was taken and he 
was latter photographed.

While Jenkins was being photo­
graphed, Kuhns counselled with the 
assistant district attorney by tele­
phone and was advised to bring Jen­
kins before Justice Burr at once. 
Kuhns’ contention was that he had 
Jenkins in custody lawfully and did 
not produce him before the court be­
cause he thought the writ was a for­
gery, there having been some changes 
made in it.

He, however, admitted that he knew 
the object of the writ was to prevent 
the photographing and measuring of 
Jenkins. The case came up in two 
separate proceedings on appeals from 
orders of the appellate division second 
department which affirmed the deter­
mination of Justice Burr.

In February and March there is very good 

fishing for spring salmon and grilse here, the 
salmon caught at this time of year seeming to 
be much more lively for some reason than those 
which run in the fall and playing at or near the 
surface instead of doing quite so much sulking 
in the depths.

Any description of the fishing in this beau­
tiful bay naturally falls under two heads—sal­
mon fishing and trout fishing. The salmon- 
trolling in the fall needs no very lengthy 
description, as, of course, at that season of the 
fisherman’s year salmon are to be caught al­
most anywhere on the coast, so that it is not 
necessary to go so far from town merely to 
get good sport with the cohoes. It is however 
a noted place for the capture of heavy “spring” 
salmon, which run up the Cowichan River in 
great numbers, not quite such large fish as are 
caught at Campbell River and other well-known 
resorts further afield, but still more or less fre­
quently caught, of a weight of over thirty 
pounds, thirty-eight pounds being the top- 
notcher last fall, so far as my information goes. 
The one thing necessary to success with these 
fall monsters is an early rise, as, after the sun 
is well up,; they sçem to absolutely refuse to 
bite at a spoon. In the spring or rather late 
winter, However; it'ddes not seem to1 be so 
necessary toiSear oneself from the warm blankets 
in the semi-darkness, though, taken as a general 
rule, morning and evening are the best times 
to try for “springs.”

ships—the “Vittoria Emanuele” dass—are now 
built and successful. The success was secured 
by an almost diabolical ingenuity in weight­
saving. And this ingenuity was carried so far 
that ordinary tables were made of asbestos with 
hollow steel frames, because fractions of weight 
were saved thereby. By so thinking and work­
ing things out the clever Italian saved from one 
to two thousand tons of weight. The naval 
architect is little heard of—he has never been 
glorified on the music-hall stage. It is very 
much the fashion nowadays to speak of battle­
ships as the creation of “Labor.” But the real 
“god in the car” is the naval architect, of whom 
the general public hardly knows anything at all. 
In weeks and months of intricate calculation 
he thinks out the complete artide ; and on him 
depends whether, when built and all, the “Dread­
nought” will be a success or something that 
“turns turtle.” Such a fate has befallen more 
than one “Dreadnought” of other eras. In the 
days of Henry VII the “Mary 11086” so came to 
grief. So did a famous early turret-ship of ours, 
the “Captain," though in this case, interference 
with the naval architect was the cause. Some­
times the architect’s errors have been amusing 
rather than tragic, as, for example, in the case 
of an ingenious Russian, Popoff by name, who 
designed a couple of circular battleships. They 
did their trial trip up a river. All went well till 
they tried to turn to come down again. The 
current caught them,, and they could not stop 
turning. Spinning round and round like tops, 
their entire crews absolutely prostrated -with 
seasickness and giddiness, the two circular iron­
clads Were carried right out to sea, and they 

voyaged again. There had been a "slight 
error in design.”

However, of the thousands who look at a 
“Dreadnought,” not one in ten thousand ever 
gives a thought to the naval architect, without 
whom the ship c'ould never be.

The plans being prepared and passed, the 
ship probably figures in the Naval Estimates of 
the next year as “to be built.” This is certainly, 
a year after her original conception, possibly 
two years, possibly even more. There is an 
amazing amount of “thinking ahead” in naval 
construction.

Some time after the announcement that the 
ship will be built, either some dockyard receives 
the order to build her, or the big private yards 
are given the plans and requested to send in 
tenders for construction. We will assume that 
our particular “Dreadnought” is to be built in 
a dockyard. The plans arrive and are taken 
charge of by the chief constructor of the dock­
yard, on Whom the entire responsibility of build­
ing now rests.

At about the same time a few foreign spies 
will also arrive. The object of these is, by 
hook or by crook, to get hold of details of the 
plans ; and they do not draw the line at much 
in their efforts. To defeat these gentry not only 
is everything most carefully guarded, but the 
work to be done is split up so that no one knows 
more than a very little.

To give an everyday example. Suppose a 
pocket-knife were to be made. Every blade, 
every spring, every rivet, every piece of the 
handle turned out independently would insure

that no one engaged in the construction could 
say what the knife would be like when com­
plete.

The operation is too technical 
describe at length, but, in brief, it comes to 
this : The entire ship is lifted up by human 
labor. Hundreds of men armed with ham- 

drive in wedges simultaneously, working 
to the sound of a bell. This operation some­
times extends far into the night, and is then 
extremely impressive.

The wavs down which the ship, will slide 
are then plentifully greased with tallow. So 
the ship stands ready for launching, held in 
position only by the “dog-shores” under the 
launching-cradle.

A -launch has been described so often, and 
one launch is so much like any other launch, 
that it is unnecessary to say much about it 
here. A ship is regarded as “born” on the 
day of her launch, because then, for the first 
time, she takes to the water. But actually 
the incident is more on a par with a duck­
ling’s first leap into a pond.

Once safely launched, the new ship is as 
quickly as possible taken out of the water 
again, for she is put into dry dock. Here, 
less .they have been seen to before launching, 
her propellers will be fitted, also the rudder, 
and her armor-plates, will be put into position.

If all has been well planned, everything will 
be waiting in the dockyard alongside; and the 
rate at which a ship gets completed depends 
almost entirely upon organization in this 
direction. British organization of this sort is 
now extremely good.

Armor-plates weigh anything from ten to 
twenty tons each. There is, of course, an ex­
act niche into wlych each has to fit. And just 
here comes in the difference' between good and 
bad warship building. I have seen foreign 
ships with huge gaps between the plates, these 
gaps being filled with bits of wood, putty, ce­
ment, and what not ! Making armor-plates to 
fit exactly is very much of a high art.

So soon as the armor-belt is in position, the 
ship is taken out of dry dock and into a fitting 
basin, where she floats alongside a, jetty. Here, 
under the enormous shears, her boilers 
hoisted on board, and at a later date her tur­
rets and guns. The funnels also are got up, 
and finally the masts. .

By this time the ship .will begin to present 
a complete appearance, and cease to grow vis­
ibly. ..Wçirk wj|j.,ni3,injy bçrçon.centrated on in­
ternal fittings, ranging from hundréds of 
iliary engines to officers’ cabins. Before the 
ship is quite .complete she will go to sea for 
her trials. The machinery is tested at all 
powers, guns and torpedoes are fired, the 
stopping and turning powers noted, and so 
on and so forth. This ordeal being satisfac­
torily emerged from, the ship returns to the 
dockyard to “complete for sea.”

Finally there comes a day when, smart 
and newly painted, the battleship is ready for 
commissioning. Then, and not till then, is 
she “taken over” by the Navy as an effective 
unit of the British Fleet.

Officially, a ship is building during the 
period of laying her down to the day when 
she is certified as réady for sea. Actually, 
however—if the Hibernicism may be allowed 
—the real work of building her is mostly done 
before she is built at all !

First of all, the idea of her has to be born. 
The ship is to carry such and such guns, and to 
be protected with such and such armour. A 
fancy sketch of her is got ont, and, as like-lfos 
not, pigeonholed for a while. It is then “an 
idea for a battleship some time in the future.”

Presently this sketch gets sent round to cer­
tain people for opinions and suggestions ; and, 
quite possibly, it is not till after a course of this 
that the naval architect comes into contact with 
the vessel at all.

The process of building a ship is very much 
like that of building a house. Any man who 
builds a house always has certain general no­
tions as to what he wants—a bow window to 
one room, a conservatory perhaps to another ; 
so much garden space, and what not. He men­
tions these requirements to the architect, who 
then endeavors to translate them into practice 
so far as is consonant with the price and possi- 

■ bilities.

and then rush the putting together. But rush­
ing the putting together is limited by the fact 
that only a certain number of men can be em­
ployed on any one job. One lot may dig out 
all they know, another lot be as slack as pos­
sible, but the difference will be trifling.

All the world over, a certain casting must 
need exactly the same number of minutes to 
cool down, and nowhere can a single second be 
gained in such tasks except at the expense of 
efficiency. “Fast shipbuilding” is like a watch 
that runs so fast that it makes the sun due to 
set about noon. .The sun is due to set accord­
ingly, but it does not get behind the hill a 
moment sooner whatever the watch says.

Building rates vary, of course. The original 
“Dreadnought” was put together inside a 
twelve-monthj while the Turks have a battle­
ship that they began twenty-three years ago 
and which has not yet reached the launching 
stage ! In the first record everything was 
ready to time ; in the second little or nothing 
was ever forthcoming.

It is customary in our dockyards to collect 
many hundred tons of material before the ship 
is “officially” commenced. A ship may be built 
in a dock or on a “slip.” Docks sufficiently 
big for modern warships being scarce nowadays, 
slips are invariably employed.

The first part of a. ship to be “laid down” 
is the keel-plate, which is the backbone of 
the ship. The keel is made up of plates about 
twelve feet in length—these are riveted to­
gether by huge pneumatic riveters. On top of 
the keel-plate is placed a vertical keel, into 
which the ribs are subsequently fitted. The 
general idea is not so very unlike a human 
skeleton. The photographs show this very 
clearly.

The period of greatest visible growth of a 
ship is just after the laying of the keel-plate. 
The original Dreadnought was the most re­
markable example of this. She sprang up in 
a most wonderful way. In quite a few days 
what had been an empty void became full of 
a vast ship-skeleton.

Next, the various bulkheads are built in. 
The bow and stern pieces, enormous castings, 
are got into position. The inner and outer 
skins grow rapidly, and presently the protec­
tive deck appears.

The top of 
the deck, when the ship is afloat, will be just 
above the water-line level, the bottoms of the 
slopes some feet under water.

She has reached 
a chrysalis stage, and her continued growth is 
entirely hidden by the scaffolding. Every­
thing put into her is carefully weighed before­
hand, so that the total weight of the ship is 
known at any moment.

There is no exact stage of construction of 
which launching ig a feature. A ship may 
be launched as quickly as practicable, or she 
may be advanced a very long way before being 
set afloat. The usual rule with us is, how­
ever, an early launch with a Dreadnought 
weighing about a third or so of her total dis­
placement when completed.

Now comes the “laying off’ of the ship. 
Life-size chalk drawings are made from the 
plans on the floor of a big building specially 
used for this purpose. These having been care­
fully inspected, checked and tested, patterns are 
made from which later on all the necessary cast­
ings can be done.

Here, again, is a feature of battleships of 
which no one ever thinks. Every rib, every 
plate, every everything has to be its exact 
proper shape. The best way in which I can 
give a popular conception of this is to ask the 
reader to imagine a Hotel Cecil, in which every 
single brick was different to every other brick, 
in which every brick had to be exact and to fit 
into its proper place It is rather a staggering 
idea; but it under rather than over estimates 
*the amount of brainwork that has to come 
into play before “Labor” touches the job at all.

Even after all this vast expenditure of time 
and thought this ship is not ready for building. 
She has still no actual existence. She is still, 
as it were, a thought awaiting translation into 
fact.

I
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The next step is “ordering material.” The 
leading engineering firms are requested to ten­
der for the machinery and boilers, the require­
ments being that the engines develop a minimum 
of whatever the required designed horse-power 
may be. This requisite horse-power has, of 
course, to be arrived at; and the amount of 
power necessary to drive a ship at a certain 
speed, say twenty-one knots, it not arrived at by 
guesswork or rule of thumb.

In procuring the necessary data, what is 
known as the “experimental tank” plays an im­
portant part. At Haslar, all unknown to the 
British public, are a learned professor and staff. 
They spend their time in making little models of 
ships in paraffin wax, and dragging these 
through a pond. They tabulate everything. 
They ascertain how a certain shape will pull, 
and whether by some trifling alteration of shape 
the same speed can be obtained with less pull— 
that is to say, with less power.

And therefrom they calculate out the horse­
power necessary to propel our “Dreadnought” 
at a certain speed, and many other wonderful 
things, too technical for mention here.

Armour-plates also are ordered, likewise 
guns and gun-mountings, torpedo-tubes, and 
dozens of minor fittings.

So far I have said no word of the actual 
building. The truth is that the actual building 
of a “Dreadnought”;,!* merely a “putting to­
gether.” Politicians interested in cutting down 
the Navy use as an argument that we can build 
battleships quicker than any other nation.

For politicians that does all right ; but the 
detail that the politician apparently knows noth­
ing whatever about all the preliminaries mat­
ters nothing/ But the cruel and unadulterated 
truth is that no nation can really build a “Dread­
nought” quicker than any other nation—it can 
merely pretend to do so. The real work is pre­
liminary work ; and all the “fast building” that 
we hear about is pure humbug.

The recipe for “fast building” is simply to 
wait till a vast amount of material is collected

Much the same process generally happens 
with battleships, only, the building of a battle­
ship, being infinitely more intricate than the 
building of a house, a great many more compli­
cations arise. For example, there is the well- 
known yarn of the beautiful perfect battleship 
which some distinguished admiral once thought 
out. In his zeal for the maximum of attack and 
defence he entirely forgot to allow any space 
for the machinery ! And it almost invariably 
happens that the original idea has to be greatly 
modified, because the ship could not carry all 
that it is desired to put into her. Every battle­
ship is a compromise, and battleships will go on 
being compromises to the end of time. Com­
paratively few people, however, realize the en­
ormous amount of compromise that takes 
place.

Experimenting in Motor Engineering An Ancient Nubian Manuscriptl
Roman soldier. Over his head are* the 
three crowns of martyrdom, and above 
these is inscribed his name—“St. 
Mena.”

The book, which is 
long and 4 inches wide, 
vellum pages, all perfect, except that 
the blank portion at the bottom of the 
last page has been cut away—prob­
ably for the purpose of writing a let­
ter. The text is complete. The writ­
ing is in vegetable lqk—sometimes 
black, and sometimes red—and is 
quite clear and distinct after the lapse 
of more than a thousand years. The 
edges of the vellum are much worm- 
eaten, and some of the pages are 
slightly stained. The front portion of 
the cover, which is of skin, has been 
injured by fire; the back portion has 
disappeared entirely. Altogether, it is 
a noteworthy addition to the collection 
at the British Museum, and students 
of Egyptian history will be glad to 
know that the Trustees have decided 
to publish the volume, in facsimile, 
with an introduction describing the 
rise, development, and decay of Chris­
tianity in the Northern Sudan.

The shelter 
of hi£h aide doors Is also being gradu­
ally recognized as a necessity. If we 
npw turn to the town car we find that 
by far the most popular form is the 
landkulet in which a collapsible hood 
is also employed, but with this funda­
mental difference, that when closed it 
must be weathertight. 
carry drop windows the doors must be 
very high, and the entrance way when 
the hood is up must be clear of diag­
onal sticks or flapping curtains, and 
high enough to entail no appreciable 
stooping.

From these two summaries we see 
that the landaulet provides nothing 
that is not desirable when touring. 
We may at present disregard the can­
opy as being of little use to the driver 
as a shelter, and a disadvantage when 
travelling down hill. It would be in­
credible that any anyone should not 
order a laudulet for touring were it not 
that many people who have done so 
have long since supplied the reason. 
The landaulet is dearer to buy, requires 
a more powerful engine for country 
work, is heavier on tires, slows the 
cars on hills, and develops noise from 
the rattling of the three or four loose 
windows. Its cloth-lined leather hood 
is heavy, wears out quickly with ex- 
posure to the gritty duet which col­
lects between the folds and If the front 
pillars are made to fold, their noise

In order to the hood material can fold itself. From 
this it follows that on the standard 
touring car of today the hood is some 
six inches wider than the car through­
out the greater part of its length, thus 
making it impossible for the side cur­
tains to be comfortably and perma­
nently buttoned to the elbow rail so as 
to exclude draughts. It is not neces­
sary to point out that ttye hood sticks 
at the sides of the doors must be ver­
tical, because nearly all new-fashioned 
cape hopds meet this requirement to­
day; but the roof material is very 
rarely attached as to fill in the sides 
from the door jamb to the back panel, 
this duty being left to the clumsy and 
slowly attached side curtains. Some 
little space has been devoted to ex­
plaining why the back of a cape hood 
cannot in the ordinary open car be 
made as airtight as the corresponding 
hood of a landaulet.

The final objection is, that America in re­
legating her ex-Presidents to the ranks is los­
ing a great asset. The President is the chief 
executive officer of the Republic ; he is the true 
American Foreign Office ; he is the head of the 
army and navy. His experience, even during 
one term of office, is so wide and varied that 
he becomes a most valuable adviser on all pub­
lic questions. In the case of one who has 
served two terms this experience is unique. 
Such a man has had a political training far more 
useful than any to be met with in Congress of 
in the Senate. He has acquired the habit or 
treating great affairs in a large spirit, and he is 
not to be befogged by any complexity of detail. 
He is a true expert in statesmanship, and as 
such should be kept always on call. It is sure­
ly the height of folly to drive such men out of 
politics altogether, or, if they retain their poli­
tical interests, to force them into journalism 
for an outlet. Let the State retain their ser­
vices by, as we have said, placing them on half­
pay. Then they will always be available for 
arbitrations, home or foreign, special commis­
sions, confidential inquiries, or any other deli­
cate and responsible non-party work which the 
executive may desire to entrust to a man of 
special authority and experience.

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Some Romances of the Gold Fields
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and the 350 inhabitants of Forty-Mile 
had the richest known gold deposits in the 
world to themselves for many months, and ac­
cordingly made astounding fortunes, A barman 
in the town was too idle to go to the top of 
the creek so he turned aside into a smaller 
creek close at hand. Astounding as the fact 
is, he made $3,000,000 out of the gold he won.

The districts round about supply a mass of 
gold deposits, containing good-sized nuggets. 
Throughout the whole of the winter the miners 
dug up the “pay dirt,” and then when the 
spring came set out to wash it, and not one of 
the claims proved valueless.

One remarkable fact regarding the Canadian 
goldfields, however, was the lack of violence and 
lawlessness; in fact, the people trusted each 
other to such an extent that when a purchaser 
entered a store he threw his gold dust upon the 
counter, and turned his back while it was being 
weighed, as it _would have been an -insult to 
the storekeeper to doubt his honesty by 
watching the weighing process.

For instance, 
the Welcome Stranger nugget weighed 2,268 
ounces, -and another hpgget was sold for

White Head is on a broad neck of land 
between the Kennebeccasis and St. John 
rivers, and is only reached by steamer, 
a long ferry, or a long and roundabout 
drive. For several weeks in fall and 
spring, when the ice is forming or*, be­
fore it runs out, the people are prac­
tically cut off from traffic with the 
world. For 30 years or more Mr. Spen­
cer had been a summer visitor to the 
place, and had made friends there : and 
when he said good-by to active work its 
scenic charm and seclusion appealed to 
him with a power that was irrestible. 
Though now feeble in his movements, 
his brain is clear; and, surrounded by 
his books, and close to the Nature he 
loves so well, he looks out upon life with 
the eye of one who has drunk deep of 
the cup it offered, and regards the fu­
ture with serene philosophy.
