new council were in their places and sub-
scribed to the declaration.

The . coungil sat till 1 p.m. and then
adjourned till 2 'o’clock while the standing
committees were being struck, The new
council ‘and its friends were christened
with champagne and sandwiches provided
by his worship. Quite a number of corks
wers pulled, and the contents of the bottles
stowed away, A

Mayor Manning delivered his inaugural
address just after the council opened.
He assured the aldermen that he
would advocate strict economy iin every
department, and retrenchment wherever
possible, consistently of courseswith a due
regard for the city’s requirements. He
would aid them in every possible way in
promoting every work which would add to
the health and cleanliness and good govern-
ment of the city, He would especially in-
sist .upon greater cleanliness ‘of the
thoroughfares. Amongst the most im-
portant matters that should engage their
attention was thorough repairing of the
engine house, pumping wells, crib and
wooden conduit pipes at Haplan’s point,
80 as to secure an unfailing supply of pure
water from the lake. The construction of
a trunk sewer was urgently demandea to
divert the sewage from the bay to
some point east of Ashbridge’s bay. He
recommended the council to invite leading
citizens to a conference as to the best
coiirse to adopt in carrying out this work;
«nd to obtain the assistance of the most
eminent engineer in sewage works. In or-
der to get rid of the present nuisance until
the principal work is completed, he would
suggest that the present sewers discharg-
ing into the bay be continued out to the
end of the wharves by ‘close piling covered
over, to deep water, which would remove
all offensive odors. .The cleaning of the
city was a matter of the utmost import-

| ance,

As head of the council it was his duty
to report on the condition of the finances.
He asked their attention to the treasurer’s
report of receipts and expenditures for the
paet year as compared with the year 1883
It would be found thaf in almost every de-
purtment of expenditure there had been a
large increase, which, if continued in
the future and during the period of
depression, must result in increasing
the taxation to a point beyond the
legal limit of two cents iu the dollar, the
present’ rate being 18 mills, including the
ocal improvement rate, as he believed the
dehenture debt had increased from $2,600,-
000 in 1873 to $7,000,000 in 1884. He
called particular attention to the fact that
the annusl increase in the value of real
and personal property subject to aggessment
is not keeping pace with the very great
increase in the rate of expenditure, For
instance, the demand for school purposes,
exclusive of buildings, was in 1873 858,995
In 1884 it was $184,000, beinﬁ one ﬁfrh.of
all the ordinary taxes collected. The police
iepartment was $21,236 in 1873 and $134,*
296 in 1884. The rate in the dollar had
increased from 124 mills in 1873 to 15%
mill§ in 1884, with 24 mills for local im
provements in 1884, The population bad
inoressed from 67,000 to 95,000 from 1873
to 1884. The general debt in 1884 was
$6,202,808, with a local improvement
debt of® $837,430—a total of $7,040,-
239, He recommended to the council
that they apply to the legislature for power
to control the expenditure of the police and
public gchool boards. .

They should carefully consider how far
the proposed annexation of Parkdale would
benefit Toronto. If they had to incur &
large expenditure and assume any addi-
tional liability, he thought they had better
remain as they were, but if they co\}id
unite on a reasonable basis the union
might prove of mutunal advantage. He
thought the work of street watering could
ba done cheaper and to better advantage
by letting out at contract, The water-
works expenditure was very large, the cost
of fuel alone amounting %o the enormous
sum of $52,000 during the past year. He
strongly recommended the appointmend of
a competent manager to this department.
He would, as soon as possible, investigate
the complaints against the police commis-
sioners. He would recommend the doing
away with the local improvement initin-
tive principle, compelling citizens to make
improvements when they did not ask for
them. He referred to the large increase
in the number confined in the jail. He
did not think assessors should re-value
iands every yoar. He thought two alder-
men from each ward would be sufficient,
Also, that a permissive bill he obta.n_med
from the dominion parliament regarding
the Esplanade, and also to make a:ppllca-
tion to the legislature for the abolition of
tax exemptions, [Applause.]

The Cause of Cholera. -

The Lancet prints the report of the
special commission sent out from England
to India to inquire into the cause of chol
era, with particular reference to the theory
of Prof, Koch, she German physiologist,
who regards the minute germ known as the
comma bacillus as the true seed of the
disoase.

The commissioners were Dr. E. Klein
and Dr. Heneage Gibbs, both medical men
of «iis* oy, and accomplished in physi-

sological resea :h, The result of their
labors in the v::y home of cholera is tersely
stated by Dr. J. M. Cunningham, the
sanitary éommissioners of the government
of British India, when he says their con-
clusions ‘‘ are altogether subversive of the
statements advarced by Prof. Koch as to
the so-called comma bacillus being the
cause of cholera.”

Their own repert shows that another
organism, which they describe as a peculiar,
minute, straight bacillus, is to be found in
thé bodies of persone who have died of
cholera, even when the comma bacillus iz
absent; but neither form of bacillus, when
introduced into the system of animals by
inoculation, occcasioned any injurious
effect, The rabbits, cats and monkeye
experimented on réemained unaffected.

These results are important, al#hough
mostly negative. They indicate to phy-
sicians that they mnst look beyond Koch’s
comma bacillus for the true cause of chol-
ora, * It yiew of the possibility that the
disease ‘mdy visit our own country this
year, the report of the special commission

Russia and India.

A very forcible, if not startling, article
has recently appeared in the Russian
papers upon the subject of “Russia and
India,” and is creating something like con-
st<amation in The proots are
conclusive that it was written by Gen,
Soboleff, whose wrislngs on mattess con
nected with Turkestan and Afghanistan
have always been regarded as authoritive
and have been much quoted from in England
and elsewhere. The London Times’ St.
Petersburg correspondent telegraphs asum-

“mented upon  as at least a foreshadowing
of Russia'e policy; nor is it less unpleasant
to the Boglish because it may be daclared
as premature, Though the danger may
not be rmminent, it has caused great alarm,
and it adds to the general apprghension
that it appears at a time when the Anglo-
Russian commission is about to commence
the work of defining the Afghan frontiers,
towards which the Russians am rapidly
adyancing:
