HAMILTON’S HEALTH,

Dr. Ryall’s Annual Report—Cheap Plumb-
ing—Deuth In Milk,

Hauivron, Nov. 22, —At the meeting of
the Board of Health lastaight Medical
Health Officer Dr. Ryall presented his an-
nual report. . It stated that there were 531
cases of contagious diseases reported by
physicians and 64 deaths from such diseases.
There were 32 casesless of diphtheria than
in+1887. = The deaths, however, are 18 in
excess. -~ The mortality for the year num-
bers 729, and taking the population at
44,000 the death rate is 16.5 per 1000. The
highest mortality ocourred in the months of
May, July and August, numbering in order
71,87 and 74.

inlpeccion of plumbing received particular
attention. In many instances plumbing and
sewer connections were found to be very
imperfect, untprapped sinks and leakages
Wwere numerous, w: werc in some
instances bagdly located, and the pattern of
sink a kind that mitted the escape of
sewer Ventilation was also badly pro-
vided for, and the water supply for flushing
often so scanty as to°be next to use-
less, =Those defects were ‘apparently due
to cheap work and probably to inexperienced
labor. It is suggested that it would conduce
to the exigencies of the city to appoint an
assistant inspector of buildings, whose
duties would combine the experience of a
plumber, a knowledge of the proper connec-
tion of sewers with dwellings, and of all
such matters as pertain to sanitary and
other regulations in connection with the
inspection of bnildings; that such an office
should be a department in itself, distinct
from the health inspector’s office.

The report also treats of the inspection of
milk. Dr. Ryall says: ‘“You cannot tell
how many untimely deaths havebeen caused
by the want of a good bylaw regulating the
sale of wholesome milk. Such a bylaw has
met with the approbation of your board and'
its ratification by municipal authority is
earnestly desired. No honest milk dealer
would object to it, and the sooner the dis-
honest man knows that he has to discon-
tinue such trade the better for the general
public.”

THE QUESTION OF NEW VILLAGE
BEFORE THE COUNTX COUNQIL,

The Arguments and Workers For and
Against incorporation—Mr. Bruce and
the Toll Gates— Discuysion Swddenly
Cut Short, but to Come up To-Night.
