The trustees at their meeting on Saturday

" decided to ask the Governinent, and did asa
matter of fact wait upon the Government
and asked the Legislature torestore the build-
ing at a cost of say $250,000, the $90,000 in-
surance to go to the Government toward
making up that sum, leaving the actual grant
from the Legislature $160,000. The Govern-
ment listened to the request and promised an
early answer. Whatever they decide on will |
be submitted to the House at the earliest
moment.

The building can, as regards its external
appearance, be restored exactly, while
the interior can be . rearranged to
much better advantage and 'all made
much more secure agamst another fire.
The walls inside and out have sustained little
damage.

The buildings, as they stood before the
fire, would have cost $600,000 to re-erect
them. .

There is, then, a fair prospect of the build-
{ng being restored as it was, provided the
Legislature acts patriotically in the premises.

OrTawa, Feb, 16.—It seems to be the
general impression that the changes made by
the coming tariff measure will be the most
important for many ‘years and that a great
many of the demands of the deputations who
have annually visited Ottawa will be acceded
to. That there 'will be an increase
in the | flour duty seems almost a
certainty and the Opposition which the Mari-
time Provinces have always manifested to
such a mieasure is likely to be quieted bya
removal of the duty on corn.  This change
with respect to corn is said to have been the
cause of many Conservatives, who voted
against Mr. Laurier’s motion for, abolition of
the corn duty drawback to distillers, teking
the stand they did, If the duty goes
the drawback dispute disappears also,
and pending the Government’s intended
action those Conservatives who disapproved
of the drawback thought it well not to pre-
maturely force the Government’s hand. ,

Theén it is pretty safe to say that the duty
onbeetwﬂl%e raised and the same is also
likely to be done with the pork duty,
though the lumber interest has madé strong
objection tothis. But as the lumber industry
does not appear to be in mneed of
any coddling and a - little more pro-
tection would work & wonderful increase
in the production of pork in Ontario and
elsewhere throughout’ Canada, the lumber-
men’s opposition is likely to be overruled.

Madame Sigida a Victim
of the Knout.

TERRIBLE EATROEITIES IN SIBERIA

Thé Crowning Horror of an Inhuman
System—A Cultured and Sensitiv Qs
man Flogged to Death at the ra
Political Prison—The Story T on
Meagre Scraps of Paper—Other Exiles
Driven to Suicide by Fears of Similar
Torture—The Brutalities Due to Direct
Qrders |from the Central Government.

ONDON, Feb. 15.—The London agent
of the Associated Press to-day ques-
| tioned Sergius Stepniak, the well-
-_’j known writer on Russian political
and social conditions, regarding the
recent outrages in the political prison
at Kara in Eastern Siberia. Mr. Stepniak said
the reports already published gave only a hint
of the horrible tragedy. Trustworthy in-
formation had been received in cipher letters
that got through to Paris and London from
exiles in Eastern Siberia. These letters, which
are meager scraps of paper, tell the story of
the horror only in its main outlines, But
one who knows about Siberian prison life
does not need a circumstantial recital to
understand the cruelty of discipline and the
agony of suffering of which this horror was
the culmination. Full details of the dread-
ful story cannot be long now in reaching the
western world. Coming so soon after the
publicity given to the Yakutsk atrocity, Mr.
Stepniak thinks it can hardly fail to deepen\\'
the sense of horror already felt by the civi-
lized world at Russia’s treatment of political
offenders. The facts so far received are as

be | follows:

Mme, Sigida did not commit suicide as the
earliest reports stated. She died from the
effects of a cruel ﬂolsgin . The ﬂoggingntook
place Wednesday, Nov. 6. It was continued
till the victim lost consciousness. She never
revived from the shock, but grew weaker un-
til Friday, when she died. The news of her
murder prod widespread dismay and
anguish amo: er fellow-prisoners, and
three of them, %nable longer to bear their
wretehed fate, committed suicide by taking

ison. How they obtained the poison is not

own, but probably they had long had it ini
their possession and were keeping it as a last
resort. The names of the women were Marie
Kaluzhnaya, Marya Paviovna Karalefskaya
and Nadezlida Smirnilskaya.
Maddened by Cr

Marie Kaluzhnaya was arrested in
1884, when 18 years old, on a charge
of disloyalty. Her father was a
merchant at Odessa. Every means was tried
in vain to extort from her a confession impli-
cating her friends. At last Col. Katanski

brought her a forged statement purporting
to be the confession of hér fellow-conspirators

and promising immunity if she "
Manre fell into the trap, esged and her
confession was used against her friends, who
were sentenced to servitude. ' When
she learned that they

her testimony alone Marie called upon Ka-
tanski and

For this she was
sentenced by court martial to 20 years' penal
servitude, -
Marya Pavivona Karalefskaya was &
married lady 35 years old, daughter of a well
known ed mﬂewr in South Russia,
Paul Vorontsof, sister of Basil Vorontsof,
one of the best known political economists in
Russia. She joined a secret circle which was
captured by the police in 1870 and was sen-
tenced to 18 years' penal servitude with exile
to BSiberia for life and deprivation’
of civil rights. Her husband, though not
present, was sent by admi tive process
a thousand miles from the mines to which
she was sent. The separation drove her in-
sane. In.1881 she was allowed to join her
husband in hope of restoring her reason. She
recovered, but a mew governor separated
them again and she was returned to the

Kara mines.

Nadezhda Smirnitskaya was 38 years old
and a student ina woman’s college. She was
sentenced to the Kara mines for 15 years with
penal servitude,

Driven to Suicide. :

Shortly after the suicide of the three women
a brother of Marie Kaluzhnaya, a political
prisoner, died suddenly. It is not definitely -
known whether he died by poison or whether
his death resulted from grief at the death of
his sister.

Another exile named Bobokov committed
suicide rather than sybmit to a flogging. He
was a university ent and took partina
demonstration whigh displeased the authori-
ties. He attemptedto escape from his afrison,
and for this was exiled to the mines of East-
ern Siberia.: .

Mme. Sigida was under the orders
of Lt.-Gen. Baron rff, the Governor-
General of the province of the Amour, The
orders direc that the_’secret_ edict of
March, 1888, signed by Galkin Vrasskoy.,
director-general of prisons for the Empire,
should be unﬂinchin%Iy enforced. This edict
required that political convicts should be
treated by prison officials in the same man-
ner as criminals condemned for common law
offences, Political offenders were thus made
liable to flogging for breaches of prison. dis-
cipline. In what way Mme. Sigida trans-
gresséd the prison rulesis not made plain.
But flogging a sensitive and cultured woman
to death for any breach of prison discipline
Mr. Stepniak thought would impress the
western world with profound horror.

The Czar’s Ministers Responsible.

The political prisoners at Kara, Mr, Step-
niak said, had Marned that the polit-
ical exiles imprisoned at Saghalien
had been cruelly flogged, They were con~
stantly in dread of torture similar to that in-
flicted upon Mme, Sigida.

Mr. Stepniak was asked whether he
thought the Czar, now that the horrors
at a had been made ‘public, would inter-
fere to mitigate the severity of prison dis-
cipline in the case of political convicts, He
replied that it was not unlikely that the
publication of the facts would force the
superior officials of Russia to take some
notiee of the affair. But he sald the flogging
and the other brutalities were entirely due to
the direct orders of the Central Government
at St, Petenmnnmely the edics of March,
1888, The ry of the Interior was
directly responsible for the renewal of
corporal punishment of political 1prt.nouer:;.
which had been suspended in 1887 after
Trepoff ordered Bogoluboff to be flogged.

What on earth is the good of sandwiching
Ontario and Manitoba in between two pro-
vinces that adopt the French language in
their legislatures? If not wanted in these
two, a fortiori it is not wanted in the North-
west. 1t is the misfortune of the situation that
the French of Quebec hold the balance of
power at Ottawa, and that this question is
