Bat It Was la Barrels end Meant to Be 
Picked Up by Smuggler».

, Washington, Aàg. 11.—The United 
States district attorney at Portland, Ore., 
has been directed to libel the British 
steamer Wilmington end prosecute with 
vigor such of her officers as were concerned 
in the recent attempt to smuggle opium into 
this country. .

According to reports received at the 
Treasury Department this vessel has been 
engaged for some time in smuggling opium 
into the United States from Victoria, B.C., 
where there is a large establishment de­
voted, so it is said, to the preparation of 
the drug for the American market.

The method of smuggling was to pack 
the opidm into barrels with some light 
material and throw the barrels into the 
Columbia River about 30 miles below Port­
land, where they were secured by confeder­
ates in waiting and taken into the interior 
for shipment to the eastern market.

The authorities have been watching tins 
vessel fob some time. They captured five 
barrels thrown overboard on her last trip, 
and in this way secured good evidence of 
her operations.

Separate School Purpose».
[Associated Press Despatch.]

Ottawa, Aug. 11.—It is reported in 
political circles that the French members 
of the Cabinet are in favor of making some 
arrangements whereby a portion of the 
school lands in Manitoba shall be set apart 
for separate school purposes. Thus tho 
lots of tho former separate school taxes 
which Greenway has diverted to the public 
schools might be made up. This cannot 
be done without changing the existing law 
in regard to the administration of these 
lands. The present act would have to be 
amended. Even then, some authorities 
hold, it it difficult to see how the Dominion 
could dictate to the province in respect to 
the expenditure of the money derived 
from these lauds since the question of edu­
cation is purely one of a provincial char­
acter and wholly within the rights of the 
province to deal with it 

The school lands of Manitoba and. the 
Northwest are held in trust by the Domi­
nion Government for the province for edu­
cational purposes. Sections 11 and 29 of 
each block of land are set apart for this 
object This is about one-twentieth of the 
whole province and territories.

It is provided that these school lands 
shall be sold by public auction and the pro- 
ceeds go to education. The Dominion 
Government, in the first instance, 
sends a valuator to value the lands 
so as to get an estimate of their 
true worth. When a good opportunity of 
disposing of them presents itself, and when 
the money is required, certain sections are 
put up for auction. If the price offered is 
a fair one they are sold and if not they are 
withdrawn until their proper market vaine 
is reached. The money derived from sales 
of these lands is invested in Dominion 
securities, and the interest, after deducting 
the cost of management, goes to the pro­
vince or the territories, as the case may 
be, for general school purpose! The act 
says it shall be expended “towards the 
support of public schools therein, and the 
money so paid shall be distributed for the 
purpose by the Government of such pro­
vince or territory as is deemed expedient.” 
The law on tjiis point seems plain, and the 
Dominion Government do not handle one 
dollar of the money nor do they exercise 
any control over its expenditure beyond 
being simply trustees of the land,as is point­
ed ont Still, however, it is considered 
likely that legislation will be offered to 
divert some portion of these lands in Mani­
toba to assist Cathelic schools.

■ Catholic Bleliope anti Remedial Legisla­
tion.

The text of the petition from Caftlinal 
Taschereau and the Catholic archbishops 
and bishops of the Dominion, now before 
the Government, asking for remedial laws in 
the interest of the Manitoba minority has 
been made public.

After referring to the passage by tbe 
Manitoba Legislature of tbe acts abolishing 
separate schools and tbe official usé of tbe 
French language in courts pf justice, the 
petition continues;

The said laws are contrary to the assurances 
given, iu the name of Her Majesty, to the popu­
lation of Manitoba, during the negotiations which 
determined the entry of the said province into 
confederation.

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The Headless Horseman.
Of late years tbe story ot the headless 

horsemen occupied a great deal of attention 
in Granard, where it was almost universally 
believed that each night a man rode through 
the street* of Gran ard on a heedless horse, 
himself being also heedless.

Neither 
could any motive be ascribed for It, end the 
matter has remained a mystery ever since, 
giving rise to the weird story of the headless 
horseman end tie midnight rides.
