Report of the Land L'emmlsslou Issued—A 
Further Enquiry Asked For.

London, Aug. 23. — The report of the 
Irish Land Commission was issued to-day. 
The Commission say that the evidence be­
fore them showed that the Irish rents fixed 
by oonrts between* 1881 and 1885 are mow 
materially excessive. The present system, 
they say, appears to seriously Impede the 
administration of justice to the tenants, 
owing to the expense and delays. The 
courts generally have denied the tenant a 
share In the value of his improvements. 
The Commission recommend that the occu­
pant be no longer compelled to pay rents 
on his improvements. All of these ought to 
be regarded as made by him unless the 
contrary be proved. It is urged that a 
commission be appointed at the next ses­
sion of Parliament to inquire further In­
to the subject. The above matter sis cov­
ered by the majority report, The minority 
report admits the desirability of lessening 
the expense of litigation and revising rents 
In Ireland, but contends that In the fixing 
of. the judicial rents the act has been con­
strued in the tenants’ favor.

TÜB ST. LAWRENCE ROUTE.

A Writer In The Times Discredits the 
Allans' Motives.

London, Ang. 23.—A letter appears in 
The London Times to-day over the sig­
nature of Mr. Benedict Ginsburg, in which 
the writer deprecates the assertions of 
the Messrs. Allan of the Allan Steam­
ship Line, that the St. Lawrence River 
is unsafe all the year round for a fast 
Atlantic mail service. Mr. Ginsburg says 
the St. Lawrence River is not more dan­
gerous than other parts of the ocean. 
He believes that a 20-knot speed coultl 
easily be maintained.

The writer believes that the Allans are 
endeavoring to discredit the plans of Mr. 
James Huddart in order to protect them­
selves and their slower vessels now run­
ning on the St. Lawrence route.

Plates Now On Certain Ships To Be Re­
moved and Tested.

Washington, Aug. 28.—The one item of 
interest in the proceedings of the House 
to-day was the animated colloquoy be­
tween Mr. Cummings (Dem., N. Y.) and 
Mr. W. A. Stone, (Rep., Penn.) over the 
report of the committee on naval af­
fairs, upon the investigation into the al­
leged armorplate frauds. The report was 
accompanied by a joint resolution (which 
was agreed to) directing the Secretary 
of the Navy to have plates now on certain 
■hips removed and subjected to ballistic 
tests to determine their quality.

It re­
lates to the wool schedule and is found 
in Section No. 2897. which reads: The 
reduction of the rates of duty herein pro­
vided for manufactures of wool shall 
take effect Jan. 1, 1895.

herein provided for manufactures of 
wool” shall be construed as a general 
phrase applicable to the whole wool 
schedule or only to manufactures of wool 
as distinguished from manufactures of 
worsted goat hair or alpaca.

The Deep Waterway Committee is now 

at a critical stage in the* prosecution 
of the affair it has in hand. At the joint 
meeting of the Board of Trade and the 
City Council Committees the other day 
thVre was a disposition on the part of 
some of the members to complicate mat­
ters by insisting on the formulation of 
a definite canal policy before the con­

Britain*. Grip on Comtn.ro.,6
5 There seems to be no question as to 

the great preponderance of the trade ol 
Great Britain, when compared with 
other European countries. According 
to recently published statistics, prepar­
ed bv the English Chamber or Com­
merce, England sends 87 per cent, of 
all that Egypt imports, as compared 
with 10 per cent, sent by France, and 2 
per cent, sent by Germany. To the Ar­
gentine, Uruguay and Chiili, she sends 
from 29 to 43 per cent, of all they im­
port, as compared with about 18 per 
cent, sent by Germany. To China 
she sends 21 per cent, of the im­
ports of that country, while France 
and Germany send comparatively 
nothing. To Japan Great Britain sends 
84 per cent, of its total imports, against 
8 per cent, sent by Germany, and 5 per 
cent, sent by France. The trade with 
British colonial or other possessions is 
simply overwhelming, but this is what 
mignt be expected. To British India 
she contributes no less than 70 per 
cent, of its total imports, to Australasia 
43 per cent., and to other British pos­
sessions in about the same proportion. 
Although German trade in the same 
directions has increased, it remains 

jWativcly unimportant. There 
spems to be no lessening of the hold of 
Great Britain upon the commerce of the 
world.—Troy Press.

Cycling Contests As Additional Attractions 
At Race Tracks.

There is a bookmaker named Walsh 
doing business at the trotting meeting 
at Washington Park who is inclined to 
think that one day bicycles may be made 
valuable adjuncts to trotting races, says 
The Chicago Inter-Ocean. At present he 
is engaged in the consideration of a plan 
to build in Boston, Chicago and some 
large city midway between the two, trot­
ting tracks which will be encircled by a 
bicycle track. The scheme is not novel 
by any means, though it is curious to 
note that the notion of putting it into 
practical operation springs, not from one 
who is interested in wheels, but from one 
who is interested in horses. Mr. Walsh 
sees an opportunity of making money in 
the establishment of such tracks by 
charging the wheelmen a fee for train­
ing thereon, which would go to the sup­
port of their particular track. But he 
mistakes the temper of the wheelmen, for 
they will not be found as habitues of 
such tracks in any considerable number, 
and therefore the only hope of drawing 
profit from their patronage would be in 
catering directly to the racing men, and 
these, it should be known, are on the 
wing most of the time. Mr. Walsh is of 
the opinion that match races between 
crack wheelman and the fastest, of the 
trotters, while it would be a very inter­
esting public sight, would not enable 
those who promoted such an event to re­
imburse themselves out of the gate for 
the effort. In this he is mistaken, for 
on the one notable occasion upon which 
a crack wheel rider was advertised to 
compete against a fast horse the grounds 
—Washington Park track—were thronged 
to see the spectacle, which, unfortunate­
ly did not come off as advertised. 
Throughout the South Prince and other 
professional riders have for over a year 
past made it a paying venture to match 
their speed against that of second-rate 
trotting animals, and the enthusiasm 
stirred bp in every town so visited was 
really wonderful to note. But in this 
matter, as in all other affairs of similar 
theatrical turn, the best performance 
alone can be depended upon to attract 
the most widespread attention.
Walsh's plans do not miscarry, the tracks 
which, ho will build will be half a mile in 
circumference.

Secretary.Russians Are Long Lived. Dept, of Railways and Canals, 
Ottawa, 18th August, 1894.It has long been a well-established 

fact that abnormal longevity is more 
common among the Russians than 
among any other of the European 
nations. From an official report col­
lated from well authenticated local 
registers, it now appears that the 
government of Kieff takes the first place 
of all Russian provinces in this respect. 
During last year, it is officially stated, 
there were fourteen centenarian deaths 
registered in that government. In the 
city of Kieff one man died aged 110 
years, while within the suburban circle 
two women died aged respectively 
102 and 104 years. In Berditcheff two 
men reached the respective ages of 
101 and-114 years. In Vassikoff another 
patriarch died in his 115th year. In 
the same district there died a Jewess 
aged 105 : in Svenigorodks, a man of 
110 years; in Tarastcsha, another of 105; 
in uman, two men aged respectively 
106 and 102 years; in Radomytzel. a 
Jew aged 107 and a Christian aged 103; 
and lastly a man of 106 years died at 
Tcheerkassy. Here are fourteen per­
sons dying within the same year and 
within the limits of one district, whose 
united ages amount to 1,489 years. Ac­
cording to the Saratoff journals there is 
still living in that government an an­
cient veteran of the first Napoleon's 
army, formerly Lieutenant Savin, and 
since 1812 known as Nicolai Alexan- 
drovitch Savin, who has celebrated 126 
birthdays.—London Daily News.

Proposal Ke Ceveeamt.
Editor World : Yoh ask for suggestions 

to benefit Toronto and very truly point 
to the mortgage covenant as one of the 
chief causes of the present depression, 
•‘because it takes the heart out of a 
man.” Bnt the money-lenders “7. ‘®° 
yon not expect people to pay the debts 
they have contracted, and why should a 
debt due on a mortgage be treated dif­
ferently from any other debt T” Gener­
ally speaking the debtor has no reply to 
make except Us inability to pay.

Now I quite agree with the lender that 
tMe debt should be treated like any 
other debt and that the debtor should 
be made to pay if he has got the where­
withal, just as he should be made to pay 
his butcher or baker, but I do not think 
the man who has advanced money on 
the security of land on which he retaira 
a lien should be placed in a better posi­
tion than the batcher or baker who has 
supplied the necessaries of life to the 
debtor. On the contrary, the lender of 
money on real estate is really nothing 
more nor lees than a pawnbroker, advanc­
ing money on a security deposited oppo­
site the loans. What I would suggest 
is to put all creditors on the same level. 
There is no reason why one class should 
have any advantage over all others. 
TUs could easily be done by passing an 
act “For the better protection of unse­
cured creditors,” declaring that where 
special security was held opposite a debt 
the creditor should not be entitled to 
rank on the balance of the estate, at the 
same time giving the creditor the right 

x to surrender the security and rank as an 
ordinary creditor if he preferred the per­
sonal covenant to the security he holds.

I submit that this would be a fair and 
equitable method of dealing with what 

become a serious question, and one 
which, if not speedily dealt with, threat­
ens to drive the most pushing and ener­
getic portion of onr ^population out of 
this country, as men cannot and will not 
work with a. rope roqnd their necks.

I may add that I think such a course 
would be to the decided advantage of 
the parties who would probably oppose 
it most—1 mean the loan companies, as 
it would have the effect of removing the 
dread of the covenant which now, pre­
vents people from purchasing property. 
Sales would then be freely made and a 
real value established instead of the pre­
sent fictitious one—which,combined with 
the “covenant scare,” has at present re­
sulted in a dead-lock in real estate mat­
ters.
