I shouldn’t think a stack would last 
a week.' Since then I have heard many 
other persons make a similar remark. 
The fact is, however, that it takes about 
the same amount of hay to run a stove 
through the winter as it does of coal. 
The grass cut for fuel is not the 
same as that used for feeding, but is 
taken from low marshy lands where it 
is long and heavy. It is stacked, and 
as it is needed is made into twists abou t 
twelve to fifteen inches long weighing 
from one half to three quarters of a 
pound. About five tons is put up for 
consumption in a stove during winter. 
It makes a very hot fire, and is prefer, 
red above all other fuels for baking 
purposes. I have a friend who twists 
enough before breakfast every morning 
to last until the next day. He thinks 
it is the cheapest and most satisfactory 
fuel the world produces.

But they seldom pass 
into forgetfulness without leaving some 
jjood impression, or giving some little 
gleam of light. Nothing in this world 
.within reach of human ambition seems 
so to be desired as to be the author of 
e truly great book that will live through 
the ages, instructing and delighting 
successive generations. But it is a pri 
vilege given to only a few—to such as 
Homer, Virgil, Dante, Shakespeare, 
Milton : and how few besides I Let us 
be thankful if we can help in passing 
the torch of knowledge from tbe ever 
fleeting past to the ever coming future.

GOING WEST.

PIANOS & ORGANS. .*yA Western writer says he reoenty saw 
an illustration of the injurious effects 
of compelling stock to use cold water.
A neighbor has a well in the lower cor 
ner of his barnyard, which is nothing 
more than a receptacle for the drainage 
of the yard. During tbe first thaw tbe 
water in tbe well became impure, and 
the horses, for a time refused to drink 
it. In a few days the impure water bad 
all been pumped out and the most of 
the cattle drank it as usual. There was 
one oolt, however, which had been led 
to the trough when the water was at 
its worst. This oolt could not be in* 
duoed to taste the water from this well 
for more tnan two weeks after it was as 
pure as ever, and in the meantime, 
quenching his thirst with nothing but 
snow, he became thin in flesh in tbe 
spring and poor in midwinter. The 
damage to this oolt is serious, and it 
could have been prevented by not 
draining tbe barnyard into the well.

Cows are not near so sensitive in the 
matter of taste as horses, yet this 
should not be an excuse for negligence 
in the quality of water furnished them.
The stock breeder and the dairyman 
owe it to themselves to supply their *m 
stock with the purest and freshest 
water. How often should animals be 
allowed to drink? 1 presume were 
stock allowed free access to water in 
summer, that each individual would 
drink at least a dozen times during the 
lay. If they are not allowed free ac­
cess to water, but compelled to drink 
»t stated periods, they are quite liable 
to drink too much. This is one of the 
greatest sdvantages of having water in 
the pasture. In winter I am aware 
that tbe practice is to water horses » eo*w only SLp^eottta or «tx formons to »o»d by 
perhaps twice a day, morning and night, the nan*e of many who boro been reetomd to perfect 
With COWS the practice is to turn them heolth by the «tof the Vcgetabto compound, can bo

v obtained by addveoeing Mrs. Pn with stamp for reply,
into the yard and allow them to drink 
what they want for two or three hours.
Perhaps an improvement on this plan 
would be to turn them out for an hour 
at a time morning and night. All 
ihose who own horses should have some 
way arranged for taking the chill off 
water for horses during winter. It will 
pay to do so.
