LETTER A. A recent writer says : “The chief reason 
why the people of the country do not insist 
upon better highways is that they have 
never seen mile of good road. W’hen 
once they learn by experience what advan­
tages are secured to them by the best roads 
they will not rest until the common roads 
receive the same attention that is given to 
railroads.” There is much truth in this ; 
yet there is another reason, perhaps quite 
as potent, namely the large first cost of a 
good road. The proposal to tax a farming 
community to make first-class roads in every 
direction would almost incite a rebellion. • 
Yet after all, it would be the cheapest thing 
to do in the end. The tax which bad roads 
for a considerable part of every year well- 
nigh impassable, impose upon farmers is a 
heavy one. It is a tax difficult to compute 
the factors in the problem being so many 
and uncertain ; but every farmer knows 
that there is an immense waste of power 
and time, and a heavy loss in the wear and 
tear of horses, wagons and harness, which 
would be obviated by good roads.

A good illustration of this is afforded 
in one of the rural townships of New 
Jersey. For a dozen miles in every direc­
tion Macadam roads have been constructed 
in the best manner, leading from the city 
into the surrounding country. These roads 

maintained in perfect condition at very 
slight expense. No matter what the weath­
er is, one can drive with perfect comfort so 
long as he keeps to these improved roads.
But in the spring and fall, when the rains 
have saturated the soil, when the Macadam

The report of Mr. Shutt, the Chemist of 

the Experimental Farms possesses great 
interest for the farmer and horticulturist. 
It has reference to analyses of soils, of 
mucks, muds and peats ; of marls, gyp­
sums, gas limes, and wool-waste; the 
analyses of fodder substances, including 
the potato, sugar beet, mangel and carrot ; 
and of milk ; it also includes an analysis of 
the composition of apple leaves ; the effects 
of various substances against the occurrence 
of smut in wheat and other grains with 
analyses of waters and foundation comb, 
and* concludes with remarks on sponta­
neous combustion. In relation to his analy­
sis of apple-tree leaves we may quote his 
suggestions :—

“ That the leaves of the apple-tree draws 
a large amount of food from the soil an­
nually (the italics are ours) has been show n 
from their analysis. This must be re­
placed in excess for the vigorous growth of 
the tree. The leaves of the tree play no 
unimportant* part—respiration and diges­
tion are their two chief functions—which 
if they do not perform well the tree cannot 
live and bring its fruit to perfection. 
Therefore when we fad flit leaves we are in­
directly feeding the fruit.”

The results of this work seem to point 
in the direction of mineral fertilizers and 
especially of potash, as being more espe­
cially required for the.growth of the leaves, 
and therefore, for the vigorous develop­
ment of the tree, including an abundant 
crop of fruit. A heavy dressing of wood 
ashes, or of Kainit or other form of potash 
is, therefore, to be recommended for 
orchards.

We next come to the valuable report of 
the Entomologist and Botanist of these 
farms, by James Fletcher, *F. R. S. C. F. 
L. S. And first we will quote a few’ lines 
to show our readers how readily available 
his services may be made to them.

He had served as mem- 
l>er of the Legislature council in this pro­
vince. He was afterward Knight by her 
majesty. His eldest daughter i the wife 
of our present lieutenant feovernor, three 
of his sons are clergymen in the R. C. 
Church, and another is the present M. P. 
for Halifax county in the present parliament 
of Canada.

In all the various positions held by him, 
both in public and private affairs, he was 
much respected and honored and his suc- 

in life affords a tine example of encour­
agement to the young men of to-day who 
have to make a name unaided by the 
wealth or position of parents.

The same day witnessed the decease of 
Richard Ward Thorne, of St. John, N. B., 
in which city he spent the greater portion 
of his life. He was secretary to the Board 
of Health, and had previously been engaged 
iu mercantile pursuits in that city. He 
was a native of Granville, in this county, 
where he received the elements of the edu­
cation which prepared him for the pursuits 
of after life.

How to Cure a Cold.

A cold on the chest, as it is popularly 
called, is a far more serious matter than a 
cold in the head. This is particularly the 
case when the lungs are delicate and there 
is a predisposition to disease of the chest.

It begins with a feeling of tightness and 
the chest ; perhaps now and 

then a sharp darting pain and some oppres­
sion as if a weight were resting on it. 
There is a slight fever and later a cough.

The w hole surface should be well rub­
bed with warm camphorated oil, and 
ered with cotton batting, secured in place 
by a broad strip of flannel. This should 
he worn day and night and removed piece­
meal by pulling off part of the hatting every

The feet should he soaked in hot water 
with two tablespoon fuis of mustard to the 
gallon, and a glass of hot lemonade taken. 
If the invalid bears quinine well, five grains 
may he given and repeated twice in twelve 
hours. If there is much p&iu apply a mus- 
tird plaster until the skin is red ; when 
there is a hard dry cough -, relief will he ob­
tained by iuhaling the steam from a pitcher 
of boiling water. As the cough becomes 
loser and the invalid begins to expectorate, 
a teaspoonful of a good cough mixture every 
two hours will help to soothe ; flaxseed tea, 
a warm drink of gruel, hot milk or beef 
tea is very grateful after a fit of coughing. 
A person with a cold on the chest should 
stay indoors, and will get rid of it sooner 
in bed than out of it. If obliged to leave 
the house, warmer stockings should be 
worn than usual and the feet well protected 
against dampness.

—When the ladies of the Chinese legation 
at Washington go out on the street for a 
walk, they‘are objects of universal atten­
tion. Their poor little feet are n>ere scraps, 
and they cannot walk, but hobble along like 
cripples, clinging to a friendly fence or post 
if they are jostled, and sometijnes tumbling 
all together like a row of bricks. They 
never go singly, and rarely extend their 
walk beyond sight of their own home. A 
servant stands in the front of the Legation 
honse —lie is an Irishman, by the way—and 
keeps u watchful eye on all their movements 
s ) long as they are in the street. They do 
not walk abreast lest one should fall and up 
set the others. They are ruddy cheeked and 
bright and pleasant to look upon, and they 
appear to be cracking stupendous Chinese 
jokes about the passers by who stare at 
them too rudely. These aristocratic ladies 
are so clumsy, with their fat hands and 
little feet, that they are quite unable to 
dress themselves, hut require the constant 
service of a maid. They appear to greatly 
enjoy the freedom of their American life.

—Some public spirited women in a win­
ter resort in Florida have formed tliem- 
selves into a society which they called the 
Village improvement association, and have 
assumed the duty of keeping the streets 
clean. They employ a man to pick up 
every scrap of refuse which litters the 
pavement or gutter, and, as this factotum 
is practically in the employ and under the 
authority, of every woman in town, whose 
viiigance is unceasing, his work is thor- 
oughl}' and efficiently accomplished. At 
intervals along the pavement they have 
caused to l»e placed neatly painted barrels 
with a bit of verse begging the passer-by 
to utilize them l>y tossing into them the bit 
of paper, cigar stump, or fruit skin which 
would otherwise be thrown down untidily. 
They have also organized the children into 
a society pledged not to throw any kind of 
litter into the public ways. That town is a 
model of Utopian cleanliness, and suggests 
the idea that “ city mothers ” instead of 
fathers might be successful.

Comforts of Riches.--Mr. George M. 
Pullman, the possessor of $20,000,000, re­
cently said to a correspondent, when asked 
how it feels to be a millionaire : “ I have
never thought of that. But now that you 
mention it I believe that I am no better oil 
—certainly not happier—than I was when 
I didn’t have a dollar to my name and had 
to work from daylight until dark. I wore 
a good suit of clothing then, and I can only 
wear one suit now. I relished three meals 
a day then a good deal more than I do three 
meals a day now. I had fewer cares ; I 
s?Spt better, and I may add, generally, that 
I believe I was far happier in those days 
than I have been many times since I be­
came a millionaire: And yet it is a com­
fortable feeling to be rich.”—N, Y. Tri­
bune.

Point of Danger in Infections Dis­

eases.—Measles is most infectious in the 
earlier stages, and it is often too late to 
take precautions when the disease is fully 
developed. Scarlet fever is most danger­
ous in the convalescent stage, when the 
skin is pec ling, and terrible risks arc often 
run by children being taken out and about 
without sufficient precautions lieing taken 
to insure the safety of those with whom 
they may chance to come in contact. 
With w'hooping cough there is but little 
danger in the open air, unless the children 
are in actual cohtact, hut great risk in be­
ing shut up in the same atmosphere, either 
in a close room or a railway carriage.—Ex­
change..

The production of pure, wholesome milk 
should be the leading object of the dairy­
man, whether he is supplying milk for city 
trade or for cheese factories, .cream for 
creameries, or making butter on the farm. 
Milk may not only be poor in quality, but 
may become exceedingly poisonous through 
putrefactive changes brought on by neglect 
ami carelessness. Instances are becoming 
more plentiful of poisoning through eating 
cheese which has been made from milk 
produced by cows kept under unhealthy 
conditions. Dr. Vaughm is authority for 
the following rules for the production of 
healthy, nutritious milk :

1. The cow should he healthy, and the 
milk of any animal which seems indisposed 
should not be mixed with that from per­
fectly healthy cows. 2. Cows must not he fed 
ulion swill, or the refuse of breweries or 
glucose factories, or upon any fermented 
food. 3. Cows must not be allowed to 
drink stagnant water, but must have access 
to pure fresh water. 4. Cows must not be 
worried or heated before being milked. 5. 
The pastures must he free from noxious 
weeds and the barn and yard must be kept 
clean. 6. The udder should he washed, 
and then wiped dry, before each milking. 
7. The milk must at once he thoroughly 
cooled. This is best done in the summer 
by placing the can in a tank of cold water 
or ice water, the water being the same 
depth as the milk in the can. It would be 
well if the water in the tank could be kept 
flowing ; indeed, this is necessary unless ice 
water is used. The tank should be tlior- 
ougly cleansed to prevent all bad odors. 
The can should remain uncovered during 
cooling, and the milk he gently stirred. 
The temperature should he reduced to 60° 
Fahr. within.an hour. The can should re­
main iu the cold water until ready for de­
livery. 8. In summer, when ready for de­
livery, the top should he placed on the can 
and a cloth wet with cold water should l>e 
spread over the can, or refrigerator cans 
may he used. At no season should the 
milk be frozen, hut no buyer should receive 
milk which has a temperature higher than 
t>5 Fahr. 9. The only vessels in which 
milk should be kept are till, glass, or porce­
lain. After using the vessel it should first 
be rinsed with cold water, then scalded, 
and, if possible, exposed to the air and 
thoroughly dried.

There are at present two classes of per­
sons engaged in the breeding of trotter.». 
The first make individuality their guide, 
and no matter however well bred an animal 
may be, if he does not urne up their ideal 
physically he is rejected, and an animal of 
superior merit as an individual but inferior 
as to breeding, is chosen in his stead. 
Those belonging to the second school breed 
only on pedigree, their aim being to com­
bine certain blood lines with a view of pro­
ducing certain results. Both of these 
classes are partly right and partly wrong. 
The man who always has good animals in­
dividually to sell will find customers who 
demand these requirements, hut if the ani­
mal's blood lines are not such, as commend 
him, the price brought will he proportion­
ately lowered ; on the other hand the 
breeder who mates for blood alone will fre­
quently have in his stalls animals that will 
not pass the inspection of critical horsemen, 
hut of‘the two he is the better off, as there 
are always men to he found who regard 
blood lines as superior to individuality and 
they reason Correctly, as we will illustrate. 
Any horseman knows of animals which, if 
placed upon the auction-blor-k and nothing 
said of their breeding, would bring a very 
small amount, hut with the pedigree at­
tached they sell for thousands. A super­
ior individual, whose dam is “ said to be,” 
will never sell equally with an inferior 
animal whose pedigree is in the height of 
fashion. And this is right, for there is no 
truer axiom than that “blood will tell,” 
and a crippled thoroughbred will heat a 
perfect “ dunghill.” It is a combinat ion of 
these two types that produces the ideal 
horse, and due care should he taken in 
mating to unite iu the same individual the 
bluest blood will) a perfect conformation. 
— The American Trotter.

To Clean Hair Brushes.—The best 
way iu which to clean hair brushes is with 
spirits of ammonia, as its effect is immedi­
ate. No rubbing is required, and cold 
water can he used just as successfully as 
warm. Take a teaspoonful of ammonia 
to a quart of water, dip the hair part of the 
brush without wetting the ivoiy, and in a 
moment the grease is removed ; then rinse 
in cold water, shake well, and dry in the 
air, but not iu the sun. Do not lay the 
brush on its back to dry, or the bristles 
will be softened. Soda and spap soften 
the bristles and invariably turn the ivory 
yellow.

Manuring Bearing Orchards.

On my orchard of hearing trees I haul 

out as many a» forty wagon loads of manure 
to the aero every year and spread it over 
the ground. I mulch my tee es thoroughly. 
I think it is an impossibility for a tree to bear 
fruit and live any length of time, making a 
thrifty growth unless the ground is proper 
ly manured. If it requires all the vitality 
there is in a tree to lipt-n and mature its 
fruit without making growth it will not 

Iasi long. 1 have observed that from ex­
perience. If we can keep the ground rich 
enough lo make a tree have considerable 
growth, besides maturing its fruit, then 
there is a proper prospect of its living a 
number < f years.

I have trees in my orchard that have now 
stood there 28 years, and tu-day they are 

just as healthy as they were 20 years ago ; 
at least I sold more than four tons of apples 
from an orchard of Duchess of Oldenburg, 
seven by nine rods in size, this season. 
The trees hear every year ; but this result 
is only accomplished by means of heavy 
manuring and mulching. I have other 
trees likewise that I tie it in the same man­
ner. I find.as the)' grow older that they 

require more mulching. The vitality in a 
tree must lie kept up. It appears lo me 
there is a siiniliuriiy in animal and vege­
table life. We mast feed a tree, because 
it is very exhausting f< r it to produce its 
fruit each and every year. The results 
with me from mulching have been very 
satisfactory. It keeps ili^ ground in good 
condition and docs let tlu; grass grow. 
However, maim ring nv«y he overdone with 
young trees, hut when a tree comes iuto 

bearing it needs much food.—Minnesota 
Horticultural Report.
