Sulphur Not Effective for Fumigation.

It appears that the prevailing method of
disinfection by means of burning sulphur
is considered by some of the leading bacter-
iologists as of less value than it has hereto-
fore been considered, though Dr. Edson
strenously maintains the contrary. Dr. J.
G. Johnson, on the other hand, read a
paper before the Kings County Medical So-
ciety recently in which he stated that he
had proved the present system of fumiga-
tion as worthless for the destruction of dis-
ease germs ; that the fumes of burning sul-
phur do not penetrate woollens as -disease
germs do. He a stated that he had
propagated diphtheria from the clippings
of blankets after they had undergone a
thorough process of fumigation by burning
sulphur.

Why Not Have Geod Roads ?

A recent writersays: The chief reason
why the people of the country do not insist
upon better highways is that they have
never seen & mile of good road. When
once they learn by experience what advan-
tages are secured to them by the best roads
they will not rest until the common roads
receive the same attention that is given to

roads.” There is much truth in this;
yet there is another reason, perhaps quite
as potent, namely the large first cost of a
good road. The proposal to tax a farming

community to make first-class roads in every :

direction would almost incite a rebellfon.
Yet after all, it would be the cheapest thing
to do in the end. The tax which bad roads
for a considerable part of every year well-
nigh impassable, impose upon farmers is a
heavy one. It is a tax difficult to compute
the factors in the problem being so many
and uncertain ; but every farmer knows
that there is an immense waste of power
and time, and a heavy loss in the wear and
tear of horses, wagons and harness, which
would be obviated by good roads.

A good illustration of this is afforded
in one of the rural townships of New
Jersey. For a dozen miles in cvery direc-
tion Macadam roads have been constructed
in the best manner, leading from the city
into the surrounding country. These roads
are maintained in perfect condition at very
slight expense. Nomatter what the weath-
er is, one can drive with perfect comfort so
long as he keeps to these improved roads,
But in the spring and fall, when the rains
have saturated the soil, when the Macadam
pavement is left one flounders in the sea of
mud, and locomotion becomes a strain alike
upon the horse, the driver, and the harness
and running gear.

Suppose, now, instead of enduring the
waste and discomfort of bad roads indefini-
tely, the farmers of any community
determined to make a beginning, at least,
on a general system of improved highways.
It need not all be done at once. Let a por-
tion be done eyery year, commencing with
the principal throughfare, and extending
the improvement in other directions later
on. The matter should first be carefully
studied, so that the best method should be

To change a fungicide into an insecticide
as well, the former retaining all its qualities
and value, as such it is necessary to add a
substance that will destroy insects without
injury to the leaves on which the insect
lives ‘ard preys. The substance used in
the experiment submitted was Paris green.
The formula was 1§ oz copper carbonate
(in solution) and 1§ oz of Paris green in 22
gallons of water. This was found to do no
injury to the leaves. Many other com-
binatious were tried, but the above only
gave results without injury to leaves or
tree. During the current year these and
other experiments will be continued, when
it is hoped hat a cheap and simple remedy
may be found which will destroy both the
scab and the destructive insect at the same
time.

‘He had served as mem-
ber of the Legislature council in this pro-
vince. He was afterward Knight by her
majesty. His eldest danghter i the wife
of our present lieutenaut governor, three
of his sons are clergymen in the R. C.
Chareh, and another is the present M. P.
for Halifax county in the present parliament
of Canada.

In all the various positions held by him,
both in public and private affairs, he was
much respected and honored and his suc-
cess in life affords a fine example of encour-
agement to the young men of to-day who
have to make a name unaided by the
wealth or position of purents.

How to Cure a Cold.

A cold on the chest, as it is popularly
called, is a far more serious matter than a
cold in the head. This is particularly the
case when the lungs are delicate and there
isa prwli‘spnsi(inn to disease of the chest.

It begins with a feeling of tightness and
soreness across the chest ; perhaps now and
then a sharp darting pain and some oppres-
sion, as if a weight were resting on it.
There is a slight fever and later a cough.

The whole surface should be well rub-
bed with warm camphorated oil, and cov-
ered with cotton batting, secured in place
by a broad strip of flannel. This should
be worn day and night and removed piec
meal by pulling off part of the batting every
night.

The feet should be soaked in hot wate
with two tablespoonfuls of mustard to the
gallon, and a glass of hot lemonade taken.
If the invalid bears quinine well, five grains
may be given and repeated twice in twelv
hours. If there is much pain apply a mus-
tard plaster until the skin is red ; when
there is.a hard dry cough, relief will be ob-
tained by mlmlun5 the steam from a pitcher
of boiling wate s the cough becomes
loser and the invalid begi
a teaspoonful of a good cough mixture every
two hours will help to soothe ; flaxseed tea
a warm drink of gruel, hot milk or beef
tea is very grateful after a fit of coughing.

Rules To Guide Dalryman.

The production of pure, wholesome milk
should be the leading object of the dairy-
man, whether he is supplying milk for city
trade or for cheese factories, cream for
creameries, or making butter on the farm.
Milk may not only he poor in quality, but
may become exceedingly poisonous through
putrefactive changes brought on by neglect
and carelessness. Instancés are becoming
more plentiful of poisoning through eating
cheese which has been made from milk
produced by cows kept under unhealthy
conditions. Dr. Vaughm is aunthority for
the following rules for the production of
healthy, nutritious milk
The cow should be healthy, and the
milk of any animal which seems indisposed
should not be mixed h that from per-
fectly healthy cows. 2. Cows must not be fed
upon swill, or the refuse of breweries or
glucose factories, or upon any fermented
food. 3. Cows must not be allowed to
drink stagnant water, but must have access
to pure fresh wate 4. Cows must not be
worried or heated before being milked. 5.
The pastures must be free from noxious
weeds and the barn and yard must be kept
clean. 6. The udder should be washed,
and then wiped dry, before each milking.
The milk must at once be thoroughly

Breed Superior Animals.

There are at present two clagses of per-
sons engaged in the breeding of trotters '
The first make individuality their guide,
and no matter however well bred an animal
may be, if he doés not come up their ideal
physically he is rejected, and an animal of
superior merit as an individual but inferior
as to breeding, chosen in his stead.
Those belonging to the second school breed
only on pedigree, their aim being to com-
bine certain blood lines with a view of pro-
ducing certain results.
