What's in a Name?

To the Editor of the Monitor :

Dear Sik,—Had Shakespeare been per-
mitted to read your correspondence column
for the past year or years he would doubt-
less have learned how great was his error
when he penned the words—

“What's in a name? That whicl
By any other name wouldms(‘rgeﬁaa?l;:ggg’"

He would have learned that opinions count
for nothing unless duly tagged with the
author’s name and address; and that a desire
to hide one’s personality, save and except
that portion of it to which the said opinions
give expression, is sufficient evidence of a
lack of manliness or of a moral cowardliness.
As there does not appear to be any war of
words at present being carried on in your
paper, I trust that I may, without being ac-
cused of attempting a trust in the dark, be
permitted a few words on this subject.

All will, I think, agree with me that in
this age all public matters may be subject to
public discussion in the press as elsewhere,
U'hree types of public affairs may be specified:
(1) The conduct of public business by offi-
cials; (2) published reports of public gather-
ings, such as political and temperance meet-
ings; and (3) the opinions of private parties
as published in essays, letters, etc.

Concerning the first case some doubt may
ariee, for it 18 often difficult to distinguish
between a man’s private and public charac-
ter. Inthe latter cases, however, no such dif-
ficulty occurs, and so long as a correspondent
confines himself to an expression or criticism
of opinions there is no reason for his name
being given, except ia confidence to the edi-
tor to shield the fatter from possible action
for libel. It should simply be a case of
opinion ve. opinion and not a question as to
who has the longest name.

While there are no reasons why a man’s
oame should be tacked on to his opinione,
there are many reasons, not intrinsic bus
arising rather from the weakness and preju-
dice of the vulgar, why it should be left off.
Suppose for example a person felt inclined to
criticise the intemperate proceedings of some
temperance union; many good people would
at once set him down as a “rummy” and a
generally irreligious character. His neigh-
oors would look suspiciously at him and his
credit might eventually be shortened at the
grocer’s. Or again, suppose my friend, a
ceally good fellow but one who considers
chat his opinions are himseif, should *‘ out
of the abundance of his ignorance ’ publish a
ireatise upon some subject, and I, being
cqually ignoract of the opposite side of the
question should make a reply, must I there
tore, append my name to my effusion and
.hereby sign the death-warrant of our friend-
ship? “No! it is certainly .much better to
withhold my name, and theo, although my
friend will discharge the blunderbus of his
indignation into the air with a deafening re-
port, doubtless a panied by a sulphur-
ous smell of wasted powder, there will be
a0 one hurt and our friendship will remain
firm.

The usual accusation, however, that is
brought against anonywous writers is that
‘hey are ashamed of their opinions.  This is
frequently true, but it is the shame of mod-
esty. Seeing no good reason why their
aames should be given to the public, they
shrink from doing so unnecesearily.

But what further may be said against the
publishing of names? Those who are so
anxious to rush into print ‘over their own
signatures certainly lay themeelves liable to
one of three accusations: either that the
weakness of their opinions require their
names to give a certain amount of stability
(which it never does), that they are using a
popular fad for advertising purposes, or that
they have an overpowering desire to see
their own names in print. They are not
willing for their opinions to siok or swim by
their own weight; indeed, they would argue
that bare opinions have o weight unless be-
longing to a name. For them the *“ Bard of
Avon” should have said
“\What's in a name? That cabbage iu your hand

1f called a rose, would perfume all the land.”

Seeing then, with Sir Rodger, that “much
may be said on both sides,” let those of us
who are content to limit ourselves to opin-
ions, not personalities, remain

A United States Defieit.

Montreal Witness. .

Notwithstanding the heavy special taxes
imposed for war purposes, it is estimated that
should the same rate of expenditure continue
to the end of the present fiscal year which
has marked its progress so far, the treasury
deficit of the United Statea will reach one
hundred million dollars. The shortage is die-
tributed thus: Army, eighty million; navy,
ten million; miscellaneous charges, arising
from control of Cuba and the Philippines, ten
millions. These figures represent an expen-
diture in excess of sums voted by Congress
much greater than the like extraordinary ex-
penditure by Britain in her warlike enter-
prises. But'the manner of distributing the
burden of taxation in the two countries is
quite different. In Britain the bulk f the
extra burden is borne by the wealthy class-
es, in the shape of income tax, whereas in the
United States it falls most heavily on the bus-
iness and producing classes. In fact the
most wealthy people in the United States ee-
cape almost entirely from taxation for nat-
ional purposes. This state of matters con-
stitutes a grievance which has been strongly
emphasized of late, but as an income tax for
federal purposes has been declared unconsti-
tutional by the Supreme Court, there appears
no remedy other than an amendment to the
constitution.

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—Harvest time is here, and it must be
eonfessed that in many of the farm staples
there is a serious ehortage, occasioned almost
entirely by the long continued summer
drought. Fruits of all description have failed
%o meet the expectations that the orchard
blooms inspired. Within a radius of ten
miles of Bridgetown the apple crop is prob-
ably not fifty per cent. of an average one,
and the fruit is badly spotted and dwarfed.
In the eastern end of the Valley, while the
trees carry a full average crop, a large per-
centage of the fruit is so scarred as to be
practioally uselees for export, and even the
local canneries reject much of it. Mr. On-
derdonk, the Ontario packer and canner,
who has bought much of the Cornwallis fruit
for the past two or three years, after an in-
spection of the field this season, has decided
not to renew operations because of the in-
ferior quality of the apples. Facing these
conditions, it is, useless to expect any such
export as was marketed last year, in spite

of the increase in bearing orchards, and the

market prices must rule low for common
fruit. Packers who have good, clear holdings
will perhaps profit by the misfortunes of
their neighbors, but the general returns for
the great money producing crop of the Valléy
will be disappointing. Speculators are not
buying everything within sight this year,
and the prices they offer are far below those
obtained last season. The result of the first
sales of our fruit in the English market will
be awaited with mueh anxiety. The potato
crop isalso a short ene, and while this county
does not export the tuber to any extent, the
stock raiser and the local markets will feel
the condition keenly. In Kings county,
where a heavy export business is usually
done, the failure of this crop will be a much
harder blow.

—_———————

—In Ontario the probibitionists are en-
gaged in an active canvass to securs the
enactment of a provincial law. Failure to
secure federal intervention ip the suppression
of the iniquitous liquor traffic has not dis-
heartened them, and with a strong friend in
the provincial premier, and the encouraging
majority of two plebiscites in their favor,
they have abundant reason to be hopeful for
a result similar to that obtained by the tem-
perance workers in Manitoba and Prince
Edward Island. As to the constitutionality
of provincial prohibitory legislation, the
Privy Council ruling on the prohibition test
case affirms, in brief, that a local legislature
has absolute power to prohibit any liquor
selling or manufacturing that is a provin-
cial matter, or that is completed within
the limits of the province. The ruling is
further interpreted to affirm that a provincial
legislature has power to prohibit any sale in
the province of liquor for consumption in
the province, and no legal opinion of any
weight has been given opposing this inter-
pretation of the finding. The example of
Manitoba and Prince Edward Ieland has
opened a breach in the anti-prohibition wall,
and an immediate advance is counselled on
the part of the other provinces, if the
strength of the temperance party is to be
shown to advantage. Every gain counts,
whether in a provincial or a federal cam-
paign ; by capturing provincial strongholds
the prohibition army is gathering strength
for an assauit on the national capital. What
is the Nova Scotia temperance party doing
te promote its influence? The prohibition
movement transcends in national import-
ance any of the tariff issues that the political
leaders have formulated, and it merits con-
stant recognition as a desirable element for
introduction into either civic, municipal,
provincisl or federal schemes for government

—Richard Late, of Lawrencetown, died
of poisoning at the penitentiary at Dorches-
ter, last Wednesday. Some convicts, who
were working on_the penitentiary marsh,
found a weed, the root of which they con-
sidered eatable. Several of them ate por-
tions of it. Immediately they were seized
with acute pains and every symptom of pois-
oning. Remedies were immediately given,
and every effort made by the medical staff
of the penitentiary to arrest the action of
the poison. Despite their efforts, Late died
within a few hours. The others after suffer-
ing acutely recovered. :

—Mr. 8. M. Brookfield and Dr. Gilpin of
Halifax spent a couple of days this week in-
specting the iron mines at Torbrook and Nic-
taux and were pleased with the result of the
development work done both as te guanity
and quality of ore found. About $6,000 has
been spent already this summer and $400
per week is still being expanded. Experts
say 25,000,000 tons of ore are in sight. A
goverment steam diamond drill is soon to be
employed to make three or four borings to a
depth of 500 to 600 feet to test the depth of
the ore deposit in different parts of the dis-
trict.— Middleton Qutlook.

—A real “‘hold up” was effected last Wed-
nesday night on a dark back street of the
town. Fred Foster and Lee Lent, were the
outlaws of the occasion, and their victim
Sidney Criss, a young man omployed by
Mr. E. P. Tellows.

$7 50 to drop proceedings. It is a chame
that such outlawry shonld be condoned in a
law abidisg community.

A sadness has fallen upon our village, such
probably as it has never experienced before.
The family of Mr. and Mre. Wm. Hardwick
have been ** passing under the rod” within
the last year. Lees than a year ago they
laid their son John away in the family lot in
L’Equille cemetery, the first break in a
large family of fourteen children. A week
ago last Friday another of their sons—
Augustus— was laid in the same cemetery,
snd on Saturday last a third son—Frank—
was laid beside the other fresh-made graves.
Ob, how sad! These three young men—
ranging in ages from 21 to 26, and until a
short time ago giving promise of long life—
is another striking lesson that whilst in life
we ere in death. Augustus contracted a cold
whilst rafting about a year ago, and never
recovered from it, and the deadly disease of
consumption did its work. Frank was
stricken down with paralysis a few monthe
ago, and every person thought, as did the
doctors, that he was going to recover. But
the Master saw differently, and a second
attack ended in death.

Your correspondent was present at all three
funerals, and they were solemnly observed,
particularly the last two. Rev. Henry
Howe officiated at all three, and in the last
instance made earnest appeals to the living
to ““set their house in order,” for we know
not how svon or how suddenly the Master
may call for us to come unto Him. The
sympathy of the entire community goes out
to the heart-broken father and mother,
brothers and sisters, and to the young widow
and her three fatherless children. May they
all be sustained by the Great Healer in this
trying ordeal they have béen called to pass
through, and may they all learc to cast their
burden upon Him, who has promised & balm
for every wound, a cordial for our fears.

The Chinese Situation.

London Sept. 13.—The Paris correspond
ent of the Post is informed that the United
States, France and Japan have agreed to
withdraw their troops from Pekin. The
withdrawal, however, will be limited to re-
tirement beyond the walls of the. city in such
a manner that the foreign force will still
dominate it in a military sense.

The Standard says it is understood that
the British reply to the Russian proposal has
already been communicated to the S:. Peters
burg Foreign Office and that the suggestion
for the withdrawal of the troops from Pekin
is met with a polite but definite refusal.
According to the Vienna correspondent of
the Standard the eventual agreement has
already been sketched out. KEngland, Ger-
many, Russia and Japan will keep an ¢qual
number of troops,” probably ten thousand
each, in Pechihli during the next few months,
and the United States and France will be
content with contingents of half that size,
while small detachments may be provided
by Austria and Italy.

London, Sept. 13. —The Paris correspond-
ent of the Morning Post re-affirms the accur
acy of the statement that Fraace, the United
States and Japan have agreed to evacuate
Pekin. He adds that the exact range of the
Russian proposal, however, does not seem to
be geaerally understood.” The international
army will retire no further than outside the
wall of the imperial city, whence the forces
will still dominate it from a military point
of view. Communications with Tientsin will
be maintained and the only difference will
be that the foreign devils will be outside
instead of inside the walls of Pekin. It is
difficult to understand Russia’s motive in
making such a proposal. Certainly in a
measure it enables the Chinese authorities
to save their fate before the opening of
negotiations, but the clearest result is that
a point is gained for Russian prestige in
China. Apart from that consideration, tha
question is of far less importance than was at
first imagined and will no doubt be complete-
ly settled in a day or two.

London, Sept, 13—All the correspondents
in China are sending terrible stories of the
wholesale massacre of missionaries and
native Christians. It is asserted that dur-
ing July between fifteen and twenty thous-
and conver(s were massacred in the north-
ern provinces. Large numbers of mission-
aries are still unaccounted for and small hope
iz entertained of their escape.

Native reports are subjected to the most
careful scruitny, with the result that, al-
though there may be some exaggeration, it
is impossible to doubt that in the main they
are correct.

Kruger Has Fled.

London, Sept. 14.—The following despatch
has been received at the War Office from
Lord Roberte:

Machadodorp, Thursday, Sept. 13.— Krug-
er has fled to Lorenzo Marquez and Botha
has been obliged to give over the command
of the Boer army temporarily to Viljoen on
account of ill health.. In consequence of this
1 have circulated a proclamation ag fol-
lows:

“The late President Kruger, with Reitz
and the archiyes of the Sonth African Rep-
ublic, has crossed the Portuguese frontier
and arrived at Lorenzo Marquez with a view
to sailing for Europe at an early date.
Kruger has formally reeigned the position
which be held as president of the South Af-
rican Republie, thus severing his official con-
nections with the Transvaal. I{%lger’s
action shows how hopeless in his opinion
is the war which has now been going on for
nearly a year and his desertion of the Boer
cause should make clear to his fellow-burg-
hers that it is useless to continue the struggle
any longer.

“It is probably unknown to the inhabi-

- tants of the Tranevaal and Orange River

Colony that nearly fifteen thoueand of their

fellow subjects are now prisoners of war,

not one of whom will be released until those

now under arms against us surrender uncon-
ditionally.

¢ The burghers must be cognizant of the
fact that no intervention in their behalf can
come from any of the great powers, and fur-
ther, that the British empire is determined
to complete the work which has cost so many
lives, and carry to a conclusion the war de-

Editor of the Momtor:—

Sir,—We write this letter with a more
generous spirit, we think, than that which
prompted the article of Mr. R. R. McLeod,
for while he disavows any interest in one
not * sufficiently intelligent to follow an
argument,” but rather professes to write
solely for the enlightenment of the public,
we give the public credit for a measure of
common sense and write our letter for the
enlightenment of Mr. McLeod. This is
philanthropy aud must not be discouraged.
We believe, however, that your paper cir-
culates in a very patient and forbearing
constitutency, otherwise we would not risk
displeasure by further words on this ques-
tionably profitable controversy.

We still wonder why a man somewhere up
among the barrens of Nova Scotia will per-
sist in relegating to himself the credit of
being the only man this side of Darwin or
Drummond who believes in evolution. In
no article of ours have we denied this
theory, and again affirm that it is McLeod’s
evolution we object to. We can very read-
ily accept the position of the Duke of Argyle,
for instance, for there is no sneer at divine
and almost universally accepted truths in
the writings of that splendid thinker. Not
even Charles Darwin, the prince of evolu-
tioniste, was ever chargeable with speaking
contemptuously of the grand old book—
God’s word. He, at least, was reverent,
and this our critic has forgotten to be.
When Mr. McLeod has done as much for the
good of mankind as has been done by some
simple mind that was simple enough to be-
lieve in the biblestory of Adam and Eve, he
will not need to demonstrate to others that
he has *‘sense enough to go under cover
when it storms.”

In a previous arlicle the writer sneers at
the uee of the term ** science” as applied to
evolution. It may be worth while to ask
waat word is better applied. Evolution is
but the application of patural laws, and Mr.
Drummond a long time ago said ‘‘ Natural
Law is a new word. It is the last and most
magniticent discovery of Science.” The same
writer uses the word over a hundred times
i hia book ** Natural Law in the Spiritual
World,” and many of the¥e time! -
nection with this very subject. It is also
constantly used in his work ‘‘Ascent of
Man,” although that is & work of much less
merit. We who believe in a rational theory
of evolution are thankful to know that this
triumph of scientific discovery has long ago
gotten above and beyond a mere hypothesis
and is now as much an assured fact as any
other branch of science. Our correspondent
also sneers.at the story of Adam and Eve,
rejecting the account of their creation as
recorded in Genesis, and then classes him
self with Henry Drummond. Drummond
refers to Adam also, and in writing of Life
and Death uses these words: * From the
time that * If thou eatest thereof thou shalt
surely die’ was heard in Paradise, this sol-
emn word has been linked with human in-
terest,” etc. Query: Did Drummond have
« gense enough to go under cover when it
storms?’ He evidently believed the story
of Adam.

Again! Drummond quoting Paul said:
“ There are a great many different kinds of
life. If one might give the broader meaning
to the words of the apostle ¢ All life (flesh)
is not the same life (flesh). There is one
kind of life of men, another of beasts,’ ” etc.
Paul evidently thought there was some
difference between a man and a monkey.
Did he have ‘ sense enough to go under
cover when it storms ?"”

The Duke of Argyle is named as a support
of the evolution taught by Mr. McLeod.
For the sake of any who may be unfamilisr
with the writings of Argyle let us quote:
“ And so it results that man has never seen
the origin of any species. Creation by birth
is the only kind of creation he has ever
seen, and from this kind of creation he has
never seen a new species come.” . . " A
regards the present, organisms ure known to
reproduce life, but always life which is like
its own. And if this likeness admits of
degrees of difference, the margin of variety
is not known to be ever broad enough for
the foundation of a new species. This too
is remarkable, that such margin of variety
as does ever exist among the offspring of the
same parents becomes smaller and smaller
in proportion as we rise in the scale of or-
ganic life. That any organism, therefore,
can ever produce another which varies from
itself in any truly specific character, is an
assumption not justified by any known fact.”
After much more along this line that we
have not space for, he concludes: *‘ It needs
only to. be added to this sketch that such as
man now is, man—so far as we yet know—
has always been.” (See lecture “‘Origin of
Man.” )

Finally, we are challenged to ‘‘ name some
teacher in our schools who has told his or
her pupils that Adam was not the first man,”
ete. We reply that we cannot do it. Our
teachers know a great deal better than that
and tell their pupils no such rubbish. This
Brookfield evolutionist makes the mistake of
supposing it pecessary to accept as true a
theory because it happens to be discussed.
Strange that any msn in this age should be
s0 obtuse as to entertain 8o narrow a concep-
tion of teaching. Where is the theological
college that confines itself to its own views
of theology and discusses nothing else.
Narrow indeed would be such a school. Or,
must we accept the teaching of the Vedic
Psalms of India, or the Koran of Mohammed
because in college course we become familiar
with the same? Or must a student accept
as truth the myths of Greece and Rome be-
cause these happen to enter into his studies?
Must a student accept the theories of Dar
win, Huxley, Spencer or Cuvier because the
writings of these men are freely discussed in
course? Where is the university that has
not its chair in science to day; and what
chair in science would ignore the writings
of these men? We venture to say that there
is not a university on this continent that
does not discuss evolution, and the class of
men referred to by the Brookfield aspirant
must be men of his own ilk and confine their
¢ contemptible rubbish” to some out-of-the-
way place.

DEar S1r,—If you will permit me, I should
like, as a ratepayer of the county, to say a
few words in vour columns with regard to
the proposed Victoria Beach Railway and
the right of way granted for it by the County
Council. I take it that ip granting this right
of way the people of the county, as repre-
sented by the council, were actuated not by
disinterested benevolence purely, but as well
by an expectation at least that they would
be accommodated to some extent by it. This
right of way was granted from Victoria
Beach to Bridgetown. Now it seems that
this incorporation say that unless the people
of Bridgetown grant them a right of way
through this town (which, I understand,
they are not at all likely to do) the proposed
railroad will not touch Bridgetown at all.
The nearest station, it is said, will be at
Paradise ; consequently when the people of
Granville wish to go to the principal business
centre in the county they must either drive
as they did before or take their teams with
them by rail and drive from Paradise to
Bridgetown. I understand that the railway
incorporation intend asking the council for
a further right of way to Middleton. Now
1 think it would be well for our municipal
representatives, before granting this, to as-
certain how far the interests of the people
who are to pay for this are to be studied.
I for one would strongly oppose the county
paying over the grant promised unless the
conditions stipulated, namely, that the rail-
way should go from Victoria Beach to Bridge-
town, be fulfilled.

The Galveston Disaster.

Hoaston, Texas, Sept. 13.—From all parts
of the United States and some portions of
England many th ds of dollars are pour-
ng into thecity for the relief of the desti-
tute storm sufferers. Train loads of pro-
visions and clothing are hurrying toward
Houston and Galveston. The refugees who
have arrived here are beiog made as
comfortable as possible. Estimates of the
number of dead still vary. Mayor Jones, of
Galveston, maintains his opinion that the
number will be no less than five thousand.
Property losses are mounting higher as de-
tails arrive. Some estimates of the city of
Galveston reach as high as $20,000,000.
There are 25,000 homeless in that city to be
taken care of, and it is a question whether
Galveston can or will be rebuilt. There
seems to be a disposition on the part of lead-
ing citizens, however, to start resolutely
where the storm left off and raise a new city
from the ruins of the old.

Troops are patrolling the streets, and loot-
ing has almost ceased. Several additional
cases have been reported where vandals
have been shot down while robbing the
dead, but the troops are rapidly gainiog con

trol of the lawless element.

At noon today no new features had de-
veloped since last night, but wires were ex-
pected to be working late this evening direct
to Galveston.

Houston, Texas, Sept. 13.—B. F. Cam-
eron, a lumber dealer of Stowell, Chambers
County, says that the relief party which
went from Stowell to Bolivar reported -to
him that there were over a thousand dead
bodies on the beach at Bolivar, in East Bay,
and in sight of the salt marshes, which line
the bay. The party succeeded in burying
forty. The others are lying in the water
and on land, mixed with carcasses of animals,
all decomposing in the heat, and giving
forth a stench which is horrible. Many of
these bodies were evidently swept across
the bay from Galveston. Others are of
people who lived at Bolivar. It will be
neceesary to collest the corpses and burn
them to prevent the outbreak of an epi-
demic.

Lajunta, Col., Sept. 13.—C. J. Sealey, a
young man of Galveston, Texas, who is in
this city, has received a telegram from the
Mayor of Galveston, informing him of the
death of twenty one of his relatives, among
whom are his mother, twg sistera and three
Mbrothers. The young man said to day that
he did not believe he had a relative left on
earth.

The War in South Africa.

London, Sept. 14.—General Botha’s dog-
ged retreat through the Lydenburg hills has
Portuguese East Africa as its goal. The
Dutch commander expects to fight the pur-
suing British troops for at least another
three months, and then take his force, men
and guns, over the Portuguese frontier. Once
across the border he will allow himself to be
disarmed by the nentral power, having vin-
dicated his oath, not to be captured by the
soldiers of the Queen. Even then Botha
does not intend to offer any spoils of war to
the enemy. His army will be but a barren
capture. The gunners of every piece of ar-
tillery in his command, which includes the
vast bulk of the Boer field armament, ap-
nounce that they will reserve the last round
of their powder for the purpose of blowing
up their guns.

These statements are made on theauthority
of burghers who have been in the closest touch
with the young republican general through-
out the recent operations in the north-east-
ern part of the Transvaal.

Kruger and Steyn will leave the country for
Holland or the United States. Ouoe of these
two countries is certain to be the destination
of the deposed presidents.

Two efforts were made to kill the Prince
of Wales.

Napoleon III. was frequently shot at but
died in bed.

The King of Prussia was twice fired at in
1851, but escaped injury.

King Victor Emanuel of Italy narrowly
escaped death at an assassin’s hand in 1853.

King Ferdinand of Naples was stabbed by
a soldier in 1856.

Queen Isabella of Spain was attacked by
Fuentes in 1856.

The Queen of Greece was shot by a stu-
dent in 1862.

Abraham Lincoln, President of the United
States, died on April 15, 1865 from a ballet
fired by Wilkes Booth the night before.

One attempt on the life of the German
Emperor in 1873 and another in 1878.

King Alphonso of Spain was shot at in
1878.

Alexander IL. of Russia was assassinated
on March 13, 1881 in St. Petersburg. Un-
successful attempte on his life had been made
in St. Petersburg in 1866 and in Paris in
1867.

President James Garfield was shot by
Charles J. Guiteau on July 2, 1881, and
died on September 19.

President Arnot-of France was stabbed to
death by Caserio Santo in Paris, June 24,
1894.

A bomb was thrown at President Faure of
France on Junel3, 1897.

Of the 1,750 big stéers killed in theten hours
not a particle of anything was wasted.
Hoofs, hair, bones tendons, intestines—
everything was saved. Even the undigested
hay in the paunch was run through rollers,
dried and burned in the furnaces to get rid
of it and to save coal.

I once saw apparently new machinery be-
ing taken out”of a print mill in Lowell.
“Why do you throw away new machinery
like that”? said Ito the superintendent.
“Got to do it. What we put in to take
its place will save us one-tenth of a cent a
yard on every yard of calico we made. We
must keep up with the procession or quit.”

We prided ourselves upon being good far-
mers, but when it comes to practicing little
economies 8o egsential to success in other
callings we ‘are what Miss Ophelia would
call “‘shiftless.”

Shying Horses.

Horses often have what is called the vice
of shying—that is of starting suddenly at the
rustle of a leaf or a piece of paper -or at the
approach of any object which they are not ac-
customed. Clearly this is the remnant of
an instinct inherited from their wild pro-
genitors in the steppes or prairies, where
the sudden rustling of a leaf might indicate
the presence of a wolf and where everything
that was strange was therefore suspicious.

It ie idle as well as cruel to beat a horse
for shying, says Our Animal Friends. That
only increases his alarm and may easily re-
duce him to the state of terror in which he
loses his head entirely. Horses ia that state
seem to lose not only their heads, but their
perceptive senses, and a horse in that con-
dition may dash headlong against a stone
wall. The habit of shying when once
formed is ditficult to cure, but it may
almost always be prevented by such con-
sistent kindness of treatment as to overpow-
er the inherited instinct of instant flight
from possible - danger in which the babit
orignates.

Amount of Sleep Required.

A healthy infant sleeps most of the time
during the first few weeks, and in the early
years people are disposed to let children
sleep as they will. But when six or seven
years old, when school begins, this sensible
policy comes to an end, and sleep is put off
persistently through all the years up to
manhood and womanhood. At the age of
ten and eleven the child is allowed to sleep
only eight or nine hours, when the parents
should insist on its having what it absolute-
ly needs, which is ten or eleven hours at
least. Up to twenty a youth needs nine
hours sleep, and an adult eight. Insufficient
sleep is one of the crying evils of the day.
The want of proper rest and normal con-
ditions of the nervous system, and especially
the brain, produces a lamentable condition,
deterioration in both mind and body, and
exhaustion; excitability and intellectual dis-
orders are gradually taking the place of the
love of work, general well-being and the
spirit of initiative.—[Family Doctor.

What Has Become of This African Lake?

A great lake has vanished in South Africa
Ngami is its name, and & map, drawn in 1508,
shows that it was then one of the conspicuons
featares of the country. When Livingstone
however, vieited it on July 28, 1849, he found

“that its water was slowly disappearing, and

that its banks were being covered with rank
vegetation. To-day there is no water in the
lake, its place being occupied by a spacious
morass, which quickly swallows any one
who is soadventurous as to set foot onit. Be-
neath this morass is still some water, but in
order to bring it to the surface the ground
must be bored to & considerable depth.

The river Tauche formerly flowed into this
lake, but now the tributaries that led to the
lake are dry, and the river itself is also chok-
ed up about thirty-two kilometres north of
Nagmi. During the last ten or twelve years
the water has disappeared very rapidly, and
the reason apparently is because the mouth
of the river was gradually filled with the
thousands of small floats or rafts on which
the natives are wont to take their yearly
tribate of corn to Denokana, and travellers
maintain water found itself powerless again-
st an obstacle like this, the result being
that the river and lake have become dry,
and that what wae ounce a fertile agricultur-
al region ie now bleak and barren.

Formerly there were several villages near
the lake, but now these, too, have vanished,
and only a few cattle kraals are to be seen.
And it will be impossible to restore the lake,’
says S. Passarge, who visited the place re-

“cently, since in its present condition it would

require more water than theriver couldgive
it. Lake Ngamiis gone forever.—New York
Hearld.

Something About Butter Making.

When I was a boy, nearly every one guess-
ed at everything, says W. L. Camp in the
Prairie Farmer. They guessed at the temper-
ature, for there were no thermometers in
that part of the country. They guessed at
the time of night and day, for no one had &
clock or watch. When I was very young
I worked by the month for well to do farm-
ers and had a great deal of churning to do.
Sometimes the butter would come in a few
minutes and be yellow and nice. AgainI
would churn an hour, the housewife in the
meantime adding cold or hot water as she
judged necessary. I remember thinking
that there sught to be some way of knowing
how to make butter so it would always come
in about the same length of time and always
look the same instead of coming white and
soft one time and the next time perhaps hard
and yellow. There was a great deal of good
butter made at that time, but it was con-
sidered the result of good luck. A good
many of the farmers make butter in just
this way at the present time. Later in my
life it became necessary for me to again do
the butter making. At this time I sent
somewhere in the east for dairy idformation.
In a short time I received some papers full
of valuable instructions. I was told the
value of a thermometer, how to feed and
care for my cows, how to milk, how and
where to set the milk, when to skim and the
importance of stirring the cream when new
cream was added. T learned what ripening
meant and the importance of doing it right,
how to churn and when to stop, how to salt
and work the butter. It is inexcusable for
butter makere not to know these things at
the present time. I made $55 worth of but-
ter that winter and sold it for 5 cents a
pound more than others were getting.

Work in Season.

Perennials, after blossoming, may be di-
vided, and have a change of position if neces
gary. They are better moved now than in
autumn, as it gives an opportunity for root
growth. Hunting for slugs and beetles is
not very pleasant work, but it must be at-
tended to and weeds must be attended to, no
matter how hot the weather, or they will take
the life from the plants. Dahlias must be
tied to stakes, as the stalks are so brittle
they will suffer in a high wind.

Roses should be pruned back when they
have done blooming. Then the new wood,
if stimulated by a fertilizer dug into the soil,
will send out flowering shoots for late bloom
in hybrid perpetuals.

Green Corn.

So many cooks spoil corn in cooking that
I would like to say, green corn will cook in
three minutes after it once comes to a boil.
It takes a generous kettle of water for green
corn, and this should be boiling briekly, and
a good fire kept under the kettle after the
corn is added, as itcoclsthe water very much.
Have the corn husked and the silks removed,
put into the water and cook as described.
Serve at once with little pats of well salted
butter. Corn is sweeter served on the cob
than in any other way; bat it is very good
creamed.

Barley Gruel,

Soak a tablespoonful of barley over night
in enough cold water to cover it. In the
morning drain this off, and put the barley
over the fire in a pint of water. Boil this
for five or six hours, filling up the saucepan
as the water boils away, and keeping always
a piot of water in the pot. Strain it off and
set aside to cool. It will probably form a
jelly and should be used in the proportion
of two teaspooonfuls of the barley to a cupful
of the milk or other liquid food.
