JAPAN EARTHQUAKE

I)ﬂss Hattie Jost Gives Most Interest-

| Ing Features of This Great
| Disaster,

Miss Hattie Jost, of the teaching
?staff of the Training School for
!Christ,ian Workers, Tokio, arrived

| terrible earthquake of last September
and gives a very graphic account of
incidents during these sad days.

Had the earthquake occurred but
| four days later she would have been
jin Tokio at the time and very prob-
ably met with death. Fortunately
she was at Karulzawa, eighty-five
| miles distant where the missionaries
|and teachers take their vacation.
| Even at that distance the shocks were
| very severe and it was hardly pos-
isible to stand while effects were be-
| ing felt,

Shocks oceurred se verely for two
weeks and during the first week 3000
| distinct recorded. The

Section 63 of the Criminal Code: “It
is lawful for every parent, or person
in place of a parent, schoolmaster,
or master, to use force by way of
correction toward any child, pupil or
apprentice, provided that such force
is reasonable under the circum-
stances.”

The Judge, in rendering his decis-
ion quashing the previous judgment,
pointed out that the boy was disobed-
ient and that the punishment inflict-
ed by a strap weighing less than one
ounce, was not unreasonable under
the circumstances. Dr. Braine, one
of the witnesses, testified that the
strap would not even hurt a very
much younger child than the boy in
question. Judge Grierson reversed
the decision of the lower court and
held the teacher blameless,

In closing, His Honor stated that
such a little quarrel could have been
easily settled by the parents and
teacher, and deprecated the fact that
the case had ever been taken into a
courtroom.—Chronicle,

HOW T0 STORE POoTA TUES

Thousands of potatoes

are lost annually by careless storine

v being put in wet in comparative-
Iy warm and poorly ventilated cellars
ang by being piled in great heaps.
Touching on this matter the Domin-
ion Horticulturist in Bulletin N.o 90
of the Dominion Experimental Farms,
that is to be had on application to
the Publications Branch, Ottawa_ fur-
nishes advice that could profitably be
well heeded. i

In the first place potatoes should
be stored as far as possible in per-
fect darkness in a cool, well ventilat-

ed cellar. Instead of heaping the

potatoes against the wall slats should
be nailed, a little apart, about six
inches or more from the wall. '
temporary floor should also be lald'
a similar distance above the perman-
ent floor with cracks between the
boards. This plan will permit air tn
circulate under and through the pile. ;
If large quantities have to be stored
and the piles have to bhe made very
large, square ventilators formed of

bottom, heaps can be placed here and
there, which with the ventilation de-
rived from the spaces below and at
the sides, will keep the potatoes in
far better condition than if they are
solidly. Another plan for
storing the tubers is to put them in
large crates made from slats . with
small interstices between. The temp-
While
every precaution should be taken
against frost, the heat should not
exceed from 23 to 35 degress F. A
further matter of importance is to
provide some means of letting in cool
air when Spring is at hand, to pre-
vent sprouting. The best methoqd is
to let the cool air in at night angq
keep the cellar closed during the
day.
