In a former issue of the Abvocarr, the
0ld subject of Reprints and All Stamps are
Guaranteed Genuine is again brought up.
It would seem that this subject had been
thoroughly discussed in the past, but as it
again appears, I should like to say a word
concerning reprints.

Ido not think any one will deny but
that reprints are almost a neressity, for in
most collections, to quote the very original
words of the editor of one of our new mag-
azines, they ‘‘fill a long felt want.”

The only trouble, is with the collector
who in his ignorance buys reprints think-
ing they are originals ; in that case he is
very liable to put them in a class all by
themselves as Satan’s own invention.

Now is it necessary for any collector to
make this mistake? Let us see what safe-
guards we have. In the first place his cat-
alogue will in most cases explain the differ-
ence between the original and the reprint,
so that by a careful examination the
reprint is quite easily detected.

Secondly : Reprints of valuable stamps
are stamped on the back with the word,
“Reprints.” There may be some sold not
s0 stamped but not many.

Thirdly: The price of a reprint will
elways be much below the value of the
original if offered by a responsible dealer.

Perhaps the best point is ofall to require

guarantee. In view ofthe a bove facts, I do
not think it is the reprint that causes
trouble but the fact that young collectors
do not know the diflerence between re-
prints, reissues and remainders,

If the boys would learn that remainders
and reissues arc not reprints,, although in
the case of the former, sold far below face
value, much trouble would be avoided.

Now as to the statement on all approval
sheets ‘-All stamps are Guaranted Gen-
uine.”

It must be understood, and it is by most,
that reprints and reissues are genuine
stamps, that is made from the original
dies or plates. Therefore, why should
they not be placed on sheets so guaranteed?

If on the other hand the guarantee read
¢¢All stamps are Guaranteed Genuine Orig-
inals, then of course these stamps would
bs barred.

United States Minutes.

The Department directs that all mail,
other than letters in the usual form, for
the Yukon territory, be withheld by the
public until about May, 1901 : as it will
not be forwarded until then.

Stamp Statistics.
BY STOKES.,

The pleasure of inspecting a general col-
lection of six or seven thousand is not to be
had every day, and to svme people it is
quite a revelation to find that so many var-
ieties exist. But when we consider the
number that has been issued, and what
might be gathered, seven thousand variet-
ies would not apperr so extraordinary.

The total number of pustage stamps, en-
velopes and cards issued by all countries in
the world is over fourteen and one half
thousand—a collection that would stretch
the binding of our wedged albums.

It is interesting to know what countries
help most to make this aggregate. A com-
plete collection of British Colonies numbers
over four thousand alone, which leaves ten
thousand to be accounted for by the rest
of the world. For a single country the
United States leads the world with 295
varieties of postage stamps, with another
issue in sight; a fact which we will leave

v

our United States friends to feel proud of
or nob; but, by the way, how they attempt-
ed to ridicule Canada for having three
issues in two years, although our total is
only a shade over one-third of theirs.
Next to U. 8. comes Spain with 282 vaviet-
ies and is followed by Nicaragua with 262
varieties, and Salvador with 230. Then
comes Uruguay, Mexico, Cuba and the
Philippines.

With bus one exception the above men-
tioned couttries are American, so you may
readily suppose that America leads other
continents; which it does with a total of
4795 varietics; Europe comes next with
3563, Asia 2773, Africa 5466, and Oceania
with 1027,

In comparing last ycar’s issues Europe
leads with 200 new varieties, Asia next
with 202, Africa 146, America 139, Oceania
122; making the total of last year’s issues
315,
