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EDITORIAL NOTES.

The Colonial office has, it appears, issued a notice respecting the use of
the title of Honorable by Colonial Legislators, laying down the rute that it
is only allowable under certain conditions within a Colony, no right existing
for its use in apother Colony or in the Mother Country. It strikes us that
the Colonial office must be hard up for something to do, and this 1s not only
very small peddling, but wrong in principle. So long as a cabinet minister,
Sepator, or other, is entitled to the use of the distinction 1n his own Colony,
he is entitled to_the designation elsewhere. It appears to us that the Home
(}overnmcnt. might, with almos: as good reason, decline to recognize the
litles of foreigners or the rank of Colonial Mihua Ufficers, which latter is
never questioned in England.

The resignation of the Irish Viceroyalty by Lord Londonderry has
opened up the question of the expediency of abolishing that office. It
would certainly seem that without a Parhament a Governor is an incon-
gruity. If such an office is necessary for Ircland, why not for Scotland ?
B_ut.now that a Secrctary of State has been mnstituted for Scotland, analogy
distinctly points to a similar rule for Ireland, 80 long as she remains without
a Parliament of her own.  If that were conceded a Viceroy would be more
m placc.. Suggestions have not been wanting of the appoiniment of a
Royal Prince, and the Prince of Wales has had the greater prominence in
them, on account of his known views on the subject of the desirability of
some royal residence in Ireland. but we rather inchine to think that any dis-
cussion of the question will tend towards the aboliion of the office.

. The British Government is not doing ntself muck credit by the severity
with which it is dealing with the chiefs in the last Zulu revolt. Dinizula,
the son and successor of Cetewayo, after dnfting into hostlities with the
English, surrendered himself to the Cape authorities on the advice of
Bishop Colenso and his daughter.  Tle has now been sentenced to 10 years'
imprisonment, his uncle, Undabuko, to 12 years, and another chicf,
:I'shmgand, to 12 years. These sentences, if carried out, would mean noth-
ing less than death to the frecdom-loving Kaffirs. There scems to be some-
thing in tho South African atmosphere fatal to Briush judgment, and this
¢pisode, denounced by the whole British press, 1= ounly one added to the
long list of blunders whick have mnade that country a synonym for disaster
and disgrace to the British arms and to British diplomacy:.

P. E. Istand is the greatest horso-breeding Province in the Dominion of
Canada. In 1886 its breeders exported $100,000 worth of horses.  In 1887
they increased the amount to $200,000 ; last year the value of the horses
exported was over §300,000, and by the present outlook this year will
exceed any previous one. Horse-breeding is receiving more attention in
New Brunswick this year than ever before.

The Summer Carnival committee is evidently going ahead and doing
its part. Considering the importance of this festival, and the amount of
money it must necessarily be the means of distributing in the city, it
behooves every Halifaxian to take a lively interest in the arrangements.
We trust and believe that nothing will be left unthought of. It is curious,
however, that a great number of people seem to bo unaware of the date

As we fully expected, M. Pasteur’s nostrum for the Australian Rabbit
Pest, by inocul. ‘ing the troubiesome animals for the chicken-cholera, is a
pronounced failure, but an ingenions gentleman, who seems to possess the
exceedingly useful quality of practical common sense, has suggested that
of the vast numbers caught in various ways all the females be destroyed
and the males turned loose again. For various natural reasons there can be
littlo doubt that this method, extensively and persistently carried out, would
operate with great cffect in diminishing the destructive hordes of rodents.

The death of Major Short, of B Battery, in the midst of his brave exer-
tione at the recent great fire st Quebec, demands more than an ordinary
passing notice Major Short was one of the most distinguished and in
overy way accomplished officers in the small regular forces of Canada, and
also one of the bravest and most open-hearted of gentlemen. No call of
duty or charity ever found him unready, and if his valuable life is now lost
to his country, he leaves behind him a record of untarmished honor.  Major
Short was buried (together with Sergt. Wallack, also dead) and several of
his men, in the ruins ¢f some houses they were blowing up to stop the pro-
gress of the fire It is understood that Colonel Montizambert would shortly
have resigned the command of B Battery, on account of tailing health, in
which event the loss of Major Short, who would have succeeded, will be
very strongly felt. The feeling of sorrow at this untimely loss is universal,
as is that of sympathy for those he has left behind him.

A correspondent of a country contemporary takes the occasion of the
death of 2 young lady uader the “ Faith Cure " system, of which so much
has been said lately, to make some remarks which seem to us to be sound
and common-sense. A Faith Cure organ, called the Jaterpreter, and pub-
lished, we believe, in New Glasgow, wrote as to the case :—‘ We do not
know what her trouble was, but understood that the Doctors had more than
once operated upon her side, taking therefrom water and accumulated mat-
ter, probably from the lower part of tho lung. Praise the Lord, we don't
need to know anything about the discase ; He who healeth all our diseases
knows all about it ; if the lungs are all but gone, He who made them in the
first place can renew them at will” The sad sequel to the above was, as
the doctors anticipated, the death of the young lady, which took place a
few weeks ago.  The inculcation of a doctrine which precludes the use of
proper means for the cure of diseases seems to us, as to the correspondent
alluded to, neither sound sense nor sound orthodoxy, and there is reason to
fear that many such cases may and do occur under its influence.

At the last half yearly meeting of the Grand Trunk Railway in London,
there were some things said by the Chairman, Sir H. W. Tyler, in his
report, that should interest owners of coal mines in Nova Scotia. Refer-
ting to tho price of fuel, he stated that if they (the Grand Trunk) could have
got their coal at the same price as the Pennsylvania Railway, it would have
been a saving of L216,000. It never scems to have entered the heads of
the Grand Trunk magnates, that by opening up more direct rail communi-
cation with Nova Scotia they might be able to save this sum. No, they
took anothcr method of chcapening Nova Scotia coal tn Montreal. Further
on in his report the chairman, in speaking of new branches constructed,
showed how this was accomplished., ¢ Thero was the United States and
Canada Railway, which was 22 miles long, it conncction with their Mon-
treal and Champlain Junction Railway. They would have considerable
traffic by this line, especially of coal to Montreal.  This line had also much
cheapened the prico of coal that came from Nova Scotia.”’  Sir Heary also
referred feolingly to the Grand Trunk ¢ having been pulled up before the
Inter-State Commission for cutting coal rates between the United States
and points in Canadal” If Sir Henty would only show half as much
interest in benefitting Nova Scotia as he has in helping the States, his
reward would have been quite different.
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There has been a considerable schism in the Salvation Army, resulting
in the definite retirement of a large number of members. A discussion at
Toronto in & very large meeting ovoked strong evidence of tyranny and
opprassion on the part of the hierarchy, and of inferiors being kept in abso-
lute want, while higher officials live on the fat of the land. One of the
grievances which has become intolerable is the control exercised over the
members as to marriage. We have all along anticipated some such outburst
of dissatisfaction at some time ot other, and since the marriage regulations
of the “ Army " have become known, we have felt pretty sure it would not
be long delayed.

To-day the Queen enters on her 71st year, and there are few who do
not wish that Hor Majesty may yet seo many more birthdays, and prolong
her prosperous and virtuous reign for another decade at least. Time is
ever on the wing, and has not only brought Her Majesty to the scriptural
* three score years and ten,” but has plentifully sprinkled with grey theheads
of those who are old enough to remember her accession. And the years
seem to fly faster as they draw on the ultimate and the inevitable, which
most men in these days contemplate with serenity, and which will certainly
not operate to damp the feeling of satisfaction with which this auspicious
day has been universally regarded for the last g2 years.

There was ap old joke against the urbape, but absent-minded old Duke of
Cambridge, which used to be but half believed, but which was nevertheless
true, that entering church late, just as the clergyman said “ Let us pray,”
the Duke, advancing up the aisle bowed graciously, and audibly responded
¢ By all means.” This is capped by one told to Mr. Frith, the Academi-
cian, by the late Duchess while sitting to him for her portrait, how her bus-
band used to keep the congregationin Kew church convulsed by a running
commentary on the Ten Commandments: for instance at “ Thou shalt not
steal,” he would say quite aloud—* No, indeed ; very wrong, very wrong ;
not that I ever felt inclined.” It made her very uncomfortable, she said.

There is abundant evidence throughout the Press of the prorogation of
the several Legislatures, and consequent increase of space for * yarns ” of
the wildest description. First and foremost we hava an astonishing story of
the doings of an enormous serpent in Trinidad, marked as extravagant by
many traits, of improbable dimensions, and of feats of swallowing inconsis-
tent with the known habits of the constrictors. Then a girl turns up in
Quebec who has fasted for three months, who is immediately cast into the
shade by another who has eaten nothing for eight years, and so on. The
marvel is, who and where are all the people who swallow these rhodomon-
tades with a capacity equal to that of any anaconda, and don’t even go to
sleep after their gorge.

The Kentville New Srar had, in a recent issue, some just and appro-
priate remarks on the case of a Windsor fiend who cut off a portion of his
wife's ears, in which there was the usual failure of justice from the refusal
of the victim to prosecute. Thero is a class of ruffian of the Bill Sykes
type which deliberately takes into account, in perpetrating its dastardly
outrages, the devotion of woman to the man she loves, and his estimate of
the force of the sentiment is too often correct. The frequenzy of impunity
for the most cowardly of crimes suggests the establishment of the office of
public prosecutors, like the District Attorneys in the United Siates, whose
duty it would be to investigate, to briug to trial, and to prosecute such
offences, and we sgree with our contemporary in thinking that we might in
this respect profitably take a leaf out of our neighbor's book.

The recent marked and rapid departure from Paris, in order to avoid
being present at the centenary celebration of the Assembly of the States
General, of the diplomatic representatives of the chief European Porwers,
does not convey the impression of either sense or dignity on the part of the
Crowned Heads from whom the orders must have emanated. It is true
that the violence of the French Revolution did incalculable harm in setting
back the tide of freedom all over Europe for mote than half a century, but the
excesses of the people were only the natural fruits of regal and aristocratic
oppression of the direst nature, which royal pereon ‘e:s ought to take into
account, and which ought to prevent them from so childish a display ot a
bigotted sentiment, They might also remember that the French Republic is
a solid and acknowledged fact, that it has already outlasted in duration all
the various forms of Government in which Francelhas indulged within the last
century, and that it seems to be in a fair way to survive cven the threatened
interference of General Boulanger.

We print in another column an energetic protest from an occasional
esteemed contributor against public apathy in uiging the heating of railway
trains by some method less dangerous and less deadly in accident than the
ordinary stove. Our correspondent’s lotter 1s well worth reading, and ought
to produce its due effect in stimulating public sentiment and public action
in the matter. On re-reading the note, however, to which * Canadian
Citizen " refers, we do not quite sce the point of ¢ the irresolution of the
concluding paragraph.” Having in our mind when we wrote the success
achieved in the Imperial Parliament by Mr. Plimsol in making a specialty
of certain nautical abuses, wo endorsed the idea of some Canadian M.P.
doing the like with the stove question. By all means let it be made “a
stiming public question “—an object our contributos's letter is well calcu-
lated to advance—but wherein our promotion of a simple suggestion savors
of ‘“the old colonial subserviency ” is not quite clear to us. Bo this as it
may, however, we heartily recommend our correspondent’s Ietter to all who
desire to aid in minimizing the horrots of railway collisions.

The method of the agadists (alluded to in another note) which the
Jews regarded as highly laudable and rational, was by no means unknown
to other scctions of the Roman world, being in fact a kind of what they
considered reasoning to which the literate classes in comparatively unin-
structed populations have always been addicted. By it romote and fantastic
analogies, metaphors taken literally, ambiguities of all sorts, a solemn kind
of punning included, took the place of sound and accurate ratiocination. A
survival of this logic of ignorance was at one time universally clung to in
Europe, and has, perhaps, hardly yet died out in certain parts. We take
somo of the substance of these romarks from a very interesting pamphlet
entitled ** Chrestos : a Religious Epithet,” which is the instance of agadism
we have elsowhere referred to, and of which we purpose giving a brief
account in our next issue,

The inspection last week of the Duke of Wellington's Regiment was
commented on in the daily press chiefly as involving a considerable expen-
diture of ammunition. [here was, however, more than that in it, It was,
in the first place, one of the first fruits of the new Field Exercise, which is
based on entirely different theories of war to those formerly prevailing, and
in the second, it was marked by such precision, rapidity, and evidence of
individual intelligence on the patt of the men, as to bear conclusive testi-
mony to a state of training and discipline which evoked from a staff officer
who had himself served for many years in one of the smartest rifle regiments,
commanded by one of the best soldiers in the army, the opinion that he had
never seen anything more perfect in the whole course of his long military
experience. Colonel Fenn is, indeed, well known to be as energetic and
efficiont a commanding officer as there is to-day in the service. We were
glad to learn that a number of our Militia officers were present at the inspec
tion,

The Toronto Globe has had but little to say lately on the Jesuit question,
of which no one but a few fanatics in Ontario are interested in keeping the
embers alive, but it consoles itself with extra instalments of pessimism, on
the assumed slow increase of population in the N. W.; on the hospitalities
of Rideau Hall, as to which it parades some vory small statistics, which
extend down to an item of *three corkscrews,” and sarcastically congratu-
lates the people at large on their vicarious feasting there through their
representatives ; and on certain representations of the Dominion Immigra-
tion Ageunt at Brandon as to the wages which my be expected in the N. W,
by certain mechanics and artificers.  In this latter snarl it is unfairly
assumed that the rates quoted at the time are represented as what can be
earned in perpetuity. As a matter of probability the rapidly increasing
demand in the N. W. for all sorts of anificers’ work will sustain the rates
quoted (32 to 83 a day) for a considerable time. At all events the Globd's
cavillings at everything are evidently inspired by that worst of pessimistic
spirits which is reckless as to depteciation of its country so long as it can
gratify party spleen.

Pursuing the subject of a note in Tue Critic of 1oth instant, we quote
the following passage from the St. John Educational Review :—* But these
simple minded men (the early Christians) could more easily see a great
mystery in the remarkable lettering of the word fish, taken from, the Greek
testament, than in abstruse astronomical knowledge, so generally unknown
even to the comfortable Christian of to-day, who can get it, much of it, even
in a free advertising almanac. The Greek for fish is: Yehth us. There
were here, in order, the initials of the name above all names—the name of
Him for whom they lived, the vame of Him for whom they died: Tesos
Christos, Theou Uios Soter, ** Jesus Christ, the Son of Gad the waviour.”
The fish, Zchthus, was therefore the emblem, the symbol of the great name
and its attributes, which should not be even lightly spoken.” This is no
doubt true, as well as the zodiacal influence. Peculiar stress was laid by
the Jews on coincidences in words, syllables and letters, which they carried
to an extreme of superstition. It developed into what is called the “agadic ”
method, and the word * ichthus™ is one of its most remarkable, and at the
same time one of its fairest, examples. In another note we give some
explanations of this term, and at a future opportunity we will give another
striking instance of the influcnce of the method which is, we believe, but
little known to general readers.

The American attack on Canadian Railways has been no doubt prompted
partly by a general joalousy of Canadian railway enterprise but perhaps
principally by the Wall Street railway monopolists. A senatorial commis-
sion was appointed to investigate the matter, but so many local interests in
the United States would be imperilled by any definite action hostile to our
roads that it is safe 10 say none need be feared. There has been an catire
lack of evidence before the commission favorable to the designs of the Wall
Street men, and in answer to the contention taat American, Railways were
working at 2 disadvantage against the state-aided roads cf the Dominion, 1t
has been proved that the United States roads have practically received far
more valuable Government subsidies than our own. Meantime a large
number of influential American papers are outspoken in their condemnation
of any action calculated 1o cripple the facilities afforded to many sections of
the Union by Canadian lines. The Chicago Tribune and the Philadelphia
Record have written strongly on the rubject, and the Bangor Commereial
and the Portland Press dilate on the irreparable damage which would bo
done to Portland by ¢ wiping out the great busincss now done by the Grand
Truuk " to the benefit of that port. With so many important scctions of
the United States thus arrayed against any hostile measure we think we
may rest in peace, and the discussion of the question should result in giving
Canaduans greater confidence in their position in any future controversy
which may arise,

In Fredericton, N. B,, the water committce have ordered an increase of
the water rates of several of the mill owners nnd manufacturers. The rates
for Estey's mill have been increased frum fifty to one hundred and thirty
dollars, and for the foundry from thirty to ninety dollars.

Lord Elphinstone announced in the House of Lords recently, that an
agreement had been made botween the Imperial and Dominion goveraments
by which a garrison of British royal marine artillery will be maintained at
Esquimault, B. C., ata cost of £7.000—86.500 to the Dominion government.

The dimensions and horse-power of the Manitoba, the new C. P. R.

Length 305 feet, beam 38 feet, draught 13 feet, tonnage 3,500, horse-
power, 3,000.

The widow of the late gallant and lamented Major Short, who perished
in the late fire at Quebec, a victim to his own indomutable courage and high
sense of duty, is a daughter of the late Mr. Carruthers, formerly M. P. tor
Kingston, Ont.  Major Short was married in 1884, and had one daughter.
It ishon]y within the last two ycars that Mrs Short also lost both father and
mother,

There was a big smash-up on the Grand Trunk Railway near Dorval,
Quebec, on the 17th inst., when three freight trains met. Twenty four cars
and two ergines were smashed, but no lives were lost. Part of the vorth
side of the new station was smashed in and the osly wonder is how it
escaped being carried away., The damage is estimated to be in the neigh-
borhood of S70,000.

A monstrous shark was recently captured at the old foit, Carleton, N. B.,
by Mr. John Christopher. The fish got up the Buttermilk channel, and
owing to the swift current and high wind was unable to get out, and was
drowned sgainst Mr. Christopher’s weirs. It measured 12 feet in length
and over two fectin diameter. It was a dark brown 1n color and had a
large mouth with several rows of very sharp tecth.

Springhill wants a market place and so does Halifax. It has been a
long felt want in- this city but still the country people have to spread their
produce on the side-walks about Cheapside, Hollis, and George Streats, and
endure-the heat of the sun, or the equally uncomfortable wetness of the rain,
on market days. Besides, it is most incovenient for business people to push
through the busy throng on their way to their offices in the morning.

The Donaldson (Glasgow) Linc steamer Cynthia was run down on
Wednesday morning by the Allan Steamer Polynesian, opposite Pointe aux
Trembles, 12 miles below Montreal. Eight of the crew of the Oynthia were
lost. The Cynthia was 2500 tons burthen. There is a dangerous turn in
the river just where the catastrophe occurred, but the weather was clear
and fine, and the Polynesian is said to have rendered no assistance. The
survivors swam ashore,

We are indebted to the Sheppard Publishing Company, (limited), Toronto
for the ** Storm of ‘92, a Grandfather's tale,” price 25 cents, one of the now
numerous brochures of which Col. Chesney's ** Battle of Dorking,” was the
prototype.  The present booklet of 70 pages is far from being one of the
worst of them, in fact it is eminently readable, and quict in treatment. 1t
describes a war arising out of the fishery jealousics, and the favorable ter.
mination of it to Canada.  The story is supposed to be narrated in 1932,
The little book is attractive in appearance and printed in very good type.

A disastrous fire took place at 8t, Sauveur, a suburb of Quebec, on the
16th inst. by which over five hundred buildings were destroyed and several
thousand families rendered homeless, “B" battery artitlery was called
out to aid in subduing the fire, and_while the soldiers were preparing to
blow up some houses to check the fire from spreading, a premature explosion
took place, killing Maj r Short and Sergeant Wallack of “B" bartery,
Both of the ofticers were buried in the ruins but their bodies were after-
wards recovered in an almost unrecognizable state. The lowest estimate
of the loss by fire is $500,000, which is only partly covered by insurance.
The Princess Louise cabled to have a wreath sent from her for Major
Short’s funcral.  The Dominion government will grant a goodly sum for the
relief of the sufferors by the fire, .

Walt Whitman, the poet, will be 70 years old on May 31r. A dinner in
his honor will be given at Camden,

Over 1,000 store men working along the water front of Brooklyn have
gone out on a strike. They demand 25 cents per hour instead of 20 ceats,
the rate at which they have been paid.

James Gordon Bennett, proprietor of the New York Herald, has gone
to Khartoum. He believes that General Gordon is still alive, but is kept a
close prisoner, and that the new Mahdi is willing to ransom him for a mil-
lion francs.

Texas had a tornado on the 17 inst. which did great damage to crops
and blew down a school house, killing two children and injuring many
others. Telegraph and telephone communication was completely cut off
for a time.

Mr. Washington Irving Bishop, the mind reader, died recently in a
cateleptic fit brought on by the intense mental concentration necessary to
perform one of his remarkabls feats. He was subject to these fits and did
not consider them dangerous, but the last one proved fatal.

Captain Smith, first officer of the sicamer British Princess, _which
arrived at Philadelphia recently from Liverpool, G. B., reports seeing an
enormous sca serpent with a head the size aud shape of the top of a beef
barrel.

The United States iron side-wheel steamer Alaska foundered at sea off
Cape Blanco, on May 13th. ‘The captain, mate, and part of the crew, were
picked up by the Columbia and taken to Astoria. Five men are reported
drowned, and two boats coutaining the remainder of the crew have not been
heard from.

The enormous outfits for salmon fishing in Alaska, which have been sent
this season from San Francisco, have, 1t is said, had the effect of creating an
uncasy feeling in the English market  Should the Alas/ a canners be suc-
cessful in a mouderate degree, it is estimated that the aggregate pack of the
coast will be in excess of the demand, in which case a sharp reaction of
the high figures of the last two years may be expected.

Mr. Allen Thorndyke Rice, the newly appointed U. S. Minister to
Russia, died suddenly at the Fifth Avenue Hotel, New York, on the 16th
inst. Mr. Rico had been suffering from a throat affection for a few days,
but was not supposed to be in any danger. He was only about 36 years of
age, and had achieved a high literary reputation as editor and proprietor of
the North American Review. His death will be much felt in both political
and social circles,

LETTERS TO COUSIN CARYL.

Dear Cousin Caryl,—Did the phenominally hot wave of last weok reach
you? The very hotlest day of all I was asked to dine out of town. 1If it
bad beon anywhere but the Codmsns’ I verily believe I should have pleaded
sudden illness or somo other good reason for staying at home, but I relied
upon being made to forget that it was ninoty in tho shade, and that I had
been cross for a week, and wont.

But she
does it, and Jack and sho are delightfully hospitable withsl, and a living
rofutation of the vulgar doctrine that hospitality is a pearl of great price.

Dr. Kent was there, and after dinner hoe and Dolly played snd sang,
snd when it was timo to como home there was an invigorating east wind
blowing, and altogether it was hard to beliove that a fow hours before life
had not seomed worth living.

But let me tell you a little about Dolly’s appetizing dinner, for I begged
some of her recipes, with you in my mind, my dear. Ono of the secrets of
tho success of her simple but always Jelicious teas, dinners, luncheons, or
whatever, is that they are prepared with apecial roforenco to the season, It
is such a mistake to serve a meal in July that would be wholesomo only with
the thermometer below sero. Then her table is always a picturo. She has
all the old Paine china and silver and glass, and they are laid upon the
daintiest vapery. This is of fino linen, pure white, and hemstitched along
the edges for its sole decoration. Hoem-stitching is the ornamontation most
in vogue now for nice table linon, and costs a preity penny if it is done to
order. But Dolly does her own, and much lovely needle-work beside for odd-
minute “ fancy ** work, when les: artistic maidens and wives are painting
senseless placques, or trimming up all sorts of common utensils in the vain
belief that such things have either use or beauty. Then Dolly always has
flowers o her wsble and about the bouss, Theso come from the woods and
Earden from early spring till late fall, and through the winter from her tiny,

ome-made conservatary. A little while ago she gave a pussy-wiiiow luncheon
that was the talk of the town, it was so pretly, she in a pale gray gown, and
the soft down-colored catkins everywhere.

Last week when I was there Dolly looked smart as a lily in a white
dress, with flowers at her waist. Tho skirt was of sheer wool made in the
fine accordion plsiting that is so fashionable, all the way round, without a
suspicion of drapery. Tho waist was a finely plaited blouse with full

| tucked sleeves, made of China silk, and worn with a sash of the same about

the waist, and knotted at the side. Such a dress is not expensive you know
to bogin with, and dry-cleansing has been brought to such porfection now it
can be mads to do good service for threo or four successive soasons.

Jack says nothing would induce him to givo up his garden, it supplies so
much for the table that is expensive to buy, and at best but of indifferont
quality, if one gets it at second or third hand. Dolly’s pet summor dishes
are salads, and the fame of them has gone abroad. It is a great pity that
so few housckeepers know how to preparc salads, or how sppetizing and
wholesomo they are. Salad dressing is a little difficult to make, but no one
need be deterred from scrving salade on that account, as thore are two or
more nice brands sold already for use in glass bottles. Dolly’s recipo for
mayonnaise dressing is one tesspoonful mustard, the same of powdered
sugsr, one-half teaspoonful salt, ono-quarter of a salt-spoonful cayenno, tho
yolks of two raw eggs, one pint olive oil, iwo tablespoonfuls vinegar, aud
two tablespoonfuls of lemon juice. All the materials must be cold to begin
with, and bo mixed in a cold place. Mix first four ingredients—the dry
ones first, add yolks of eggs, and beat all together with Dover cgg beater.
Add oil a few drops at a timo till the mixture thickens, then thin with a
fow drops of lemon juico ; 8dd oil and lemon alternately till all aro used,
and lastly the vinegar. When ready to serve omo-half cup of whipped
cream may bo added if liked This dressing should never be mixed with
meat, fish or whatever till it is just reedy to go ¢o the table. The simplest
aalads are, of course, lobstor and chicken, at least these aro the comwonest
ones, but potatoes, string beans, beots, csuliflower, asparsgus, cooked and
cold, are sll very nico eaten with the French dressing just described. Try
this potato salad and tell me how yom like it. Tako one pint cold, boiled
potatozs cut in half-inch slices, aud seasoned with popper and salt ; the yolk
of ono hard boiled egg rubbed through a fino strainer, half a cup of cold,
sliced beets, ono heaping tablespoonful of chopped parsloy are tho other
ingredients. Put alternate layers of potatoes, bect, ogg, parsley snd French
dressing, having pereley and egg on top, snd save half the dressing for
the top. Sliced onions, red cabbage, chopped capers, slices of carrots or

>
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turnips cut into dico or other fancy shapes aro used with potatoos for salads.
Cucumbors and tomatoos make n good hot-woathor salad, or eucumbeors and
thinly sliced onions. Try theso dishes with good bread and butter, and a
dish of berries or fruit, with hot tea or colfco somo day whon the idea of hot
food is repelling, and thank Dolly for her wisdom.

Havo you tried darkening the room and kooping calm yoursolf when
baby has his norvous fits of rofusing to go to sleop? If you looson lhis
clothes, feed him, and iry to got him to sleop in n quiot, dark room and at
tho very samo hour each day, you will find that ho will fall into the habit
aftor a day or two, and the trouble will be over. Rogularity in foeding
children and putting thom to sleep, and in attending to naturo’s domands,
solves half, yes soven-eights of all the trials of babyhood.

THE HEATING OF PASSENGIER CARS.
To the Editor of the Critic :

Sir,—Your romarks on the recent appalling calamity on the Grand
Trunk Railway at Hamilton are quite to the point, and are fitted to meet
the occasion in all but the irresolution of the concluding paragraph. Is the
old colonial subserviency still so strong upon us that wo cannot mako of
this vital watter a stirring public question, but must Lo waiting on the
fancies of somo Ottawa M. I>.7 All I csn say is, that if mattors are like
this in Canads, it is about time we rolinquished our claim to bo a self-govern-
ing community. A year or two ago the railway companies as a body
seemed almost to bo brought to the point of changing the heating and light
ing of tho.cars. Somo have dome so—but still, you sce, collectively, in
what plight we romain,

Cansdian citizens who possess ordinary patriotism an1 humanity, should
give as much attention and onergy to this question as they would to a winter
carnival, and should be taking counsel, and for that purpose calling meot-
ings, to find out how to avoid the cremition of living passengers on the
Canadian roads. The empiro and the whole world of travel aro interestod—
most vitally intorested in this question. '

All that will bo needed will be an act of the Dominion Parliament,
insisting that thero shall bo no stoves burning within the cars of any of the
chartered railway companies; hot water or stoam heating boing substituted ;
and, as I have said, o mevement should at once be inaugurated to press this
measure home upon the parliament at its next session.

Egress from cars in trouble should certainly be provided for in the new
railway act, This has beon talked of long enough,und cffective plans have
been patented in tho interval.

Neither water tanks nor anything olse should stand as a possiblo danger
near the tracks.

Guard rails should bo provided where most needed.

1f we cannot have all theso improvements at once, although 8o essential,
leb us have as soon as possible the change in the heating and lighting, and
we should tako no remonstrance from the men who are drawing such largo
sums from the Canadian traffic, and have contracted with the people in
sceepling their soveral chartors to perform the duties of safe transport.

Tho prime responsibility, of course, rests with the Dominion Govern-
ment, but Lord Stanley, as the British represontative, has a responsibility
even above theirs, as I am sure tho Home Government would readily admit.

INDUSTRIAL NOTES.

Oune of the new industrics of Picton is an extensive Boot and Shoe
Factory. Tho building is of two and a half storics, and of the dimensions
of 62 x 45 feot. Tho engine is a slide valve one, with 12 inch stroke. The
ground floor is divided into threo compartments. The first ie the bottoming
department, in which is located the principal machinery and large shafting,.
A largo number of the latest and best American and English machines for use
in tho differont lines are hore, all ready to be set up. Thore aro two vamp-
ing machines, and patent pegger, the McKay solo sowing maching from the
Canadisn firm of Kieflor Bros., Montreal, and pegging machind from the
firm of B. J. Pottorran, Montreal. Thore is also a patont machine brush, a
patent heel polisher, a peg cutter and patent boot trimmer connected with a
fan blast patent for carrying away tho dust and scrapings from tho machine.
In this department tho machines aro so arranged that the material which is
in tho rough at one ond of the building is in a finished state whon it goes
to the othor. Adjoining this room is tho solo leathor room where tho
matorial is cut out and got ready to bo worked up. Thoro are threo machines
in tho room, a “splitter,” from Swan, Fuller & Co, Boston ; a cutter from
tho sawme firm, and a stamping machino. In tho rear is tho stock room,
fitted up with racks and convenient applisnces for tho goods. The second
floor is also divided into three rooms; the offico, tho * cutting ” room 20x35,

whoro all tho light machines, such ns sowing wmachines, crimpors, &o., are
located, and the uppor leathor stock room. A gentloman of tho largest
oxporionce in the business who rocontly visited this establishmont, considers
thero is no reason why an onnual business of $200.000 cannot bo built up.
Theso works will give omploymont to a numbor of men, circulato a largoe
amount of money in tho town and vicinity, and constitute a stirring examplo
of ontorprise in tho neighborhood. Thoro aro plenty of natural advantages
in Pictou if thove is tho necessary enorgy and push to mako the moat of them.
Mossrs, McDonald and Forguson woro the contractors for the factory,
and thoy deservo crodit for their oxcellent workmanship. The diroctors aro
Dr. McKonzie, I. B. Hamblin, E, C. Hondorson, W. F. Tanner, D. Logan,

Wo notico a new papor started by the ontorprise of Messrs. Clayton &
Soms, which has sovoral intoresting commorcial articles, a suggestivo one on
the Carnival, an offer of prizos to boys purchasing clothing at their store for
foot races, and some useful indications of the coming fashions in masculine
dress—altogothor, though commercial, of considerablo genoral intorost.
Where, When, What, is proposed to bo published only at indefinite periods,
and is, of courso, issued in the interests of the firm publishing it, but wo hope

tho indefinite poriods may not bo far apart, the little sheet being quite credit-
able to tho Messrs, Claytons' enterprise,

Mr. John S. Doyle, of Bridgowater, has built, furnished and started a
new hotel in that town which seems to have been not only much wanted,
but from the accounts wo receivo of it, to bo in every way a first class houso.
“ Fair Viow," as it is called, is beautifully situated within two minutes walk
of tho post offico. The style of furnishing and the genoral get-up of the
houso are very highly spoken of, ard thero seems to bo no doubt that Mr,

Doyle’s hotol is n groat and most attractive addition to the accommodations
of Bridgowater.

The launch of the Manitoha at Owen Sound is an indication of Cana.
dian progress and enterprise. The ground now occupied by the yard in
which sho was built was last yoar occupisd by a crop of hay, and already
tho place of the Manitoba on the stocks is taken by a new boat under con-
struction, and a third is contracted for. Tho builders are the Polson com-
pany of Toronto and Owen Sound, who are omploying 535 men, 1If this
sort of work can bo dono at Owen Sound we seo no reason why it may not
be done elsewhero in Canada. It is romarked by, a contomporary that ¢ the
first steol boats built for the C. P. R., for their Lake Saperior servics, cims
from the dockyards of Clyde threo years ago. The wreck of one—the
Algoma—made anothor boat necessary, and thon Canadian gonius and enter.
priso put in a bid for the work. The coantract went to Canadians, aad from
the dockyards at Owen Sound, on Saturday, eleven months from tho day
that the contract was received, was launchod tho largest vessel on inland
waters in the world. The Manitoba is 305 feot long, 38 foot beam, 13 foct
draught, and has a capacity of 3,500 tons. The engines aro of 3,000 horse
power ; thero aro three steol spars and soven bulkheads. The boat cost in
tho neighborhood of 8250,000. This is tho way Canada is growing. All
along the line there is activity and a desire to excel. Pessimists may not
sco much in the Owon Sound incident, nevertheless it shows that Canadais
alive to the situation and determined to be equal to the calls that from time
to time may be wade upou her gonius and onterprise. She invites inspec-

tion and presonts the Manitoba as the latest evidenco of her progressiveness,
Canada is moving up.

The Herring Cove factory at Escuminac, owned Ly W. S. Loggie, Esq.,
is under way and business there is rushing. A grent many improvoments
have boen made and Mr. Loggie’s well kunown onterprise has mado the
Covo quite a stirring place. He has Mr Harrison Davidsou in charge of
the whole arrangement, both the canning and tho outside part of tho busi-
ness. This factory has five boats engaged, and besides there are two more
boats fishing. Theso two boats have their own lines, traps and all the rig-
ging connected with the lobster business, and they land their lobstors at the
Herring Cove factory. There are fifteon girls sud women and about ten
men and boys employed, not including the boatmen.

A Bi CoxtracT.—The Wallace, N, S., quarries have a contract to sup.
ply 10,000 tons of stone to be used in the construction of the Grand
Narrows bridge on the Cape Breten Railway. This will exhaust the entire
outpat of theso quarries for the present year, and will run well into 1890.
The stone is being shipped direct by schooner,

A dospatch from Winnipeg says that crop reports from all parts of Man-
itoba stato that seeding is completed. The crops are at least one month

shead of last year. Tho woather is most favorable for growing, and the
crop prospects aro splendid.

The operations of tho Berthier Baet Sugar Company of Quebac last yesr
proved to bo so disastrous, finencially, that thoy have decided to close down.
It is said that because of tho wot season in Quebec last season the sugar
beot crop did not mature properly, and this with other circumstances cansed
the losses of the company. The failure of tho experiment of refining sugar

from.uvoets raised in the country, from which much was expected, is to be
rogretted. .

Fashion ordains that mink shall bo a great londer, as it should be, because
it is an out and out native fur without o rival of goneral merit. Many truly
handsome articles are being shown in mink, and this fine, durable apd
intrinsically valuable fur will long maintain a comwanding position. This
may convoy a hint of profit to persons living where there are mink,
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Truro hat factory employs a larger numbor of hands now than at any
provious poriod of its history.

COMMERCIAL,

Evorything continuing favorable an increased volumo of business has
been accomplished during the past week. Tho situation in trade mattors
presents a vory healthy appearenco, and the indications point strongly to a
successful season,

In most lines prices aro strong and tho demaund better than at tho samo

time last year.
The season is fully a month ahead of what wo are accustomed to expori-

onco and the farmors throughout this provinco have mostly comploted their
ploughing, planting, otc., and have now the gratification of * taking a spell”
while they watch their crops growing undor their oyes. Tho hay yield this
year promises to be a vory hoeavy one, and tho fields aro already greon with
a luxuriant growth of grass. Live stock fools the bonefit of this state of
affuirs and our herds and flacks aro thriving well.

Tho Departmont of Marine and Fisherios, it is reported, has detormined
to establish at Halifax o fisherios intolligence bureau, which will bo able to
givo authentic information daily as to the movoments of tho various kinds of
fish that swarm or school off our coast  OFf courso it will at first be only
an experiment, but, if conducted with ordinary iutelligence, 1t cannot fail to
prove of immenso advantago to those of our peoplo whose avocation it is to
luro tho wily fish from his homo in the briny ocoean, and tv presont him ag
an nrticlo of consumption to those whose business keops thom on tho land.

Romittances aro roported to have improved somowhat this week, but the
improvoment is not sufliciont to give goneral satisfaction.

DrY Goons.—Buyers of dry goods and millinery have mostly roturned
from Engiand and the continent, although purchases for the fall trade are
not yot comploted, In both fancy and goneral dry goods a fair sorting bus-
iness is roportod. As yot but little success has met tho efforts of travellers
who aro out with fall samples. Thero is a genoral rising tondoncy apparent
in English goods, and orders for ribbons and silks cannot bo repeoated at
former rates.

Irox, HARDWARE AND MeraLs.—The iron and hardware trado is steady
under s fair volumn of businoss, but there is o rush.  Bar iron is steady
but quiet. Tin plates have met with a fair domand. Canada piates aro in
good onquiry. In goneral and shelf hardwaro business is quist, but prices
aro genorally steady. Thero has been considerablo activity in leads and
paints at firm prices, which seem likely to bo maintained.

Breapsturrs.—The demand for flour continues to bo decidedly slow and
only a small jobbing business is in progress. Rocoipts have boen large and
stocks are steadily increasing. Consoquently tho market has rathor a weak
tone. Unless tho domand improves the indications are that prices will go
still lower than thoy now are.  Holders aro offering freoly, snd in order to
effect sales aro ready to shado prices, but buyers are contented to hold off.
In England the wheat and corn markets continue very heavy and pro-
nnuncedly dull.  French count-y markots are cabled as slow. The woather
in England hss boen vory fino, and large crops are predicted. Tho Chicago
markot has boon very woak, and prices steadily declined Xc. to 1§c. s to the
soveral options, Corn was active but wesker, declining fe. to 4¢. Oatsalso
were weak, and broke 3c. to fc. The Now York wheat aud corn markots
both declined jc. to le. In Toledo and Milwaukeo whoat also declined.
The promise of a vory large crop this season has taken the backbone out of
tho grain mavkots, and the bears aro at present having it practically all thoir
own way.

Provisions.—Thore has been no now foaturs to note in the local pro-
vision markot, and dealors report a quiet wook’s business with the tendency
in favor of buyers. Tho domand for small lots continues fair and a good
jobbing trade at steady prices was offected. Lard is quiet and unchanged,
though some dealers aro roported to be inclined to shade prices a little. In
Liverpoo! pork, bacon and tallow are steady at unchanged prices, but lard
scored another decline of 3d. and coatinues very weak. The Chicago pro-
vision market was inactive but woeaker, and pork declined 5c. Lard was
also weaker and oased off 23c. to 5¢, Tho hog market continued very woak
and pricas broke 20¢. to 25¢c. The cattle market was quiet and easier.

Burter —Tho morket is gradually recoding under increased supplies,
though no accumulatians have occurred.  Tha New York buiter market is
in o very much demoralized condition. Choice Elgin crcamery is offered
there at 17¢. to 173c. It may not be inoppor: .no just now that now butter
is boing made to remind our farmers and factorymen of the importance of mar-
koting their produce in the prime of its freshness and attractiveness, as by
so doing they not only command tho highest market values current, but
adopt a method that is sure to incroase consumption, The old policy of
holding for a possible future market instead of selling rogularly as the but-
ter is turned out, is & mistakon and an oxploded ome. Tho practice of
holding summer crozmory for a full market is ono of the worst breaches of
proper trading imaginable, and if the patrons of creameries understood their
true interests they would absndon it altogether. Tho consumption of
butter would moro than double its present proportions if producers would
mako a first-class articlo and market it in its primo.

CuEerse.—The cheese market is very quict, little or no business boing
transacted, and thero has been no new festure to noto Private despatehos
from New York woro weaker, though the shipments thence lnst woek wero
upwards of 25,000 boxes. Not much is doing thero in skins of any kind.
Ol;l choeso is slow, but as the quantity in hands is small the old figures ore
well bold.
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Sugar.~Qwing to quict and casy cables from abroad on tho new article,
tho excitemont in rofined sugar has ceased and tho market rules quiot and
weakor. Granulated has declinod Je. whilo yollows have dropped 3c. on
insido prices, Tho domand has been slow, as buyers gonorally are woll
stocked up, and tho market has ruled quiot with only a small volume of
business.  Tho Louisiana planters take the following positton in rogard to
augar : * Tho phonomens! etatistical position of tha world’s sugar market
continues rapidly and unprecedently to force prices up in all the world's
principal sugar matkots, and the strong statistical position is beconnng dmly
stronger, Brazil will not produce two-thirds of the quantity oxpacted, Cuba
will fall short 50,000 to 76,000 tons of tho firat estimates, several of the

large West India islauds show cqually disappointing results, tho best product | 1

of Europe will also bo considerably short of the estimates, while the general
shortago will bo 8o groat that high prices for sugar will probably bo main-
tained until the next Louisiana cane crop is benefitted by them, this hoom
not having so far touchod it. The roports from tho Louisiana sugar parishes,
though indicating some improvewment in the crop, owing to the continued
fair w,onthor, show that tho crop as a wholo is now more than a month back-
ward.'

Morasses.—Tho market is steady ot last quotations. Very littlo business
has been transacted, because stocka aro too light to give an opportunity for
much manipulation. Tho Montreal Trade Bulletin romarks :—* Some idea
may bo formed of the profits that havo boen amassed in the molasses trado
when it is known that prices of Barbadoes, tho leading brand in this mar-
kot, hoave advanced from 37c. por gallon to 44c. and 45¢., and the lowor grados
from 31c. to 38¢c.0no large lot was bought at 31lc. and almost immediately
turned ovor at a profit of about Sec. per gullon, and o still further profit of
3¢. has sinco beon roalizod upon part of it. Tho recent upward movement
partook of such exciteruont that profits weroe realized with remarkable culo-
rity. A despatch from St. John, N. B, on Tuesday stated that the
prospects at tho Islands indicatod an unusually heavy crop of molasses, but
this is questionod by those who have beon trying to sccure cargoes there. Lo
that as it way, it cannot bo gainsaid that ju the late Aurry and whul of
animation and excitement wost handsome gains have been mado by Montre
alors, but whether those who now hold tho high-priced goods will be as
fortunate remains to he proven.”

Fruir.—Tho fruit market has beon fairly active, there being a good
demand for oranges and lomons, and a satistactory volume of businoss in
thom has been transactod. Baninas have been arriving freoly and tha offer-
ings havo been large, for which thore has been a fair enquiry at steady
prices. Valencia raisins have been quiot and steady with only a small
Jobbing trade doing. Currants have been quict and prices are unchanged
Unusually large quantities of old stock of onions have been thrown upon
the market of late, and prices ruling corrcspondingly low, a considerable
trade has beon accomplished therein.

Tea axp Corree.—The enquiry for tea continues to be good, and tho
market has considorably  improved its tone during tho past fortniyglt.
Messrs. Barnard & Wood eabléd from Yokohama under dato of the 15th inst.:
—4 Market active. Standard—-choicest $30, choico $27, flnest $23, fine
820, good medium §17, medium $15, good common S14, common 312
Tho coffee market is vory dull, enquiry being light. Tho advices from pro-
ductive points indicate that the crop prospects o~o considerably improved
from what they woro a fow wecks ago, and that an average yield may be
looked for.

Fisu O1Ls.—Our report from Montreal is:—* There have beon sales of
steam refined soal o1l since our last report on p.t., but said to be at 424c,
and we quote 42§c¢. to 43c. In cod oil, wo quote Newfoundland 38c. to 40c.;
Gaspe 38c. to 39¢., and talifax 36c. to 37c. Cod liver oil steady at 81.10
for Norway and 70c. to 75¢c. for Newfoundland. Advices from Logland
quote quite an advance in cod oil,”

Fisit.— Shipments honco for the West Indies continue to be quite freoly
made, while receipts are nil. Reports from the fishing grounds are
still discouraging. In some casos the bankers have used up their bait with-
out taking any fish, and have had to return hcme to re-bait.  Ono instance
ia cited whero a vessol, afler being out three wooks, and oxhausting her bait
provision, returned with only one fish. The above facts, together with the
remarkably fine weather that wo have had,which has enabled holders to “make”
over the old fish that were caught lasy season, have had o tendency to stiffen
the market considerably. Prices abroad are also improving som-what.
Though, as sbove stated, sbipments have been freo, they have not boen
excessive, Considerable quantities of horring have arrived from Nowfound-
land since our last report. They bave sll found purchasers, though at
extremoly low figures. As there are now very fow more to come in, and the
action of the Fronch at Bay St, Goorge, N, F., in prohibiting the catching of
herring excopt for their own use as bait, higher prices are likely to rule from
this onward. Thoero have as yet been no mackeral on our cvasts, if we oxcept
a fow baker's dozens of stragglers that have been found iith tho herring
schools, as is the case in the carly spring of each year. This remark applies
to tho entiro coast, both east and wost. Qur outsido advices are as follows :.
—Montresl, May 21.—¢The market is very dull for salt fish. Dry cod is
nominal at §4 to $4.25. Seca trout 89.50 to 8§10, and British Columbia
salmon $6.50 in half bbls., and 812.50 to §13 in bbls.” Gloucestor, Mass.,
May 21.—“We quote cured cusk at $2.62 por qtl.; hake $2.25 ; haddock
§2; heavy salted pollock §2.50, and Eoglish cured do. §3 per qtl. Labra-
dor herring §6 bbl,; medium split 86 ; Newfoundland do. 85 ; Nova Scotia
do. §6 ; pickled codfish §6 ; haddock 85 ; nlewives §5 ; trout 815 ; Hahfax
salmon §25 ; Newfoundland do. £25. No number 2 or 3 mackerel in first
hands.  We quote Bay 1’s $22, and bloaters 329 por bbl.” 1lavana, May 20
(per cable via Now York.)—* Tho market is firm with an upward tendency.
Wo quote—codfish $6,25; haddock $5.25; hake $4.25.

THE EXTRACTION OF GOLD & SILVER FROM SULPHURETS
BY THE PROCESS OF ROASTING AND CHLORINATION.

The sulphurets, consisting of iron pyrites, copper pyrites, arsenicsl
pyrites, galens, zinc blende and various other combinations of salphur and
the base metals aro separated from the ganguo or pulp, after being crushed
by suitable appliances by means of concentrators or vanning machines of
various patterns.

Some of tho varly and primitive applisnces consistod meroly of blankels
or rough sacks stretched in sluices, the pulp being nllowed to flow ovet
them. The sulphurets being heavier than the rest of the material settled,
and were caught in tho rough places of tho blankets, from which they woro
removed from timo to timo by washing.

Then tho raising gato and the buddio machines driven by powor, dis-
placed tho blankets, cte., still on the principle of the sulphurets Leiog
heavier and seltling moro readily than the rest of tho material.

The latest #nd most spproved machives in use now, for the separting and
saving of the sulphurets from the rest of the pulp or gamguo, are called
concentrators or vanning-machines. Thero are numerous forms of thess
machines, the uaderlying principle, howovor. boing the imparting of a rapid
motion to the pulp,causing (in conjunction with water) the sulphurots to scttle,
while tho remaining pulp or tailings is carrivd off, The sulphurots being onco
settled ate carried off by means of a largo rubber belt, called tho * bed” of
the machine, which revolves, the rapid mution above spoken of being imparled
1o the belt, or by gravity, the sulphurets seeking the lowest point and being
carried off by a spout. The Fruo and Triumph aro oxamples of the belt
wachine, tho Victor and Duncan cxatples of machines acling on the
principle of e miner washing gold in a gold-pan.
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After the sulphurets are soparated from tho gangue, the surplus water is
allowed to drain off, when thoy aroe ready to bo worked for the precious
motals they contain,

It may bo well to say somothing hore on the value of sulphurets in
rospec* to the gold and silver they contain. Sulphurets vary in value in
differe:  districts, in tho same districts, and in the same mine They vary
from almost nothing to thousands of dollars per ton. I think I can eay
that sulphurets are never entiroly worthless. They always carry a littlo
silvor, but often do not contain the slightest traco of gold. The only way
of determining the correct valuo of sulphurets is by tho fire sssay. I have
assayed sulphurets worth over two thousand dollars iu gold and silver per
ton, and then again I havo assayed them snd found them worth only a few
cents por tov. I havo seen sulphurets reported to ba worth over five
thousand dollars per ton, and they did not look omne bit richer than those
only worth a fow cents, I am not prepared to say in what form the gold
and silver aro in combination with the sulphurets. Some authorities contend
that the gold and silver are in a chemical combination with the sulphurets,
and tho gold and silver are ulloyed. Others siy tho guld and silver are
eoparate, and aro in & mecbanical combination with the sulphurets.

After the sulphurets are separated by suitable means they are subjected
to a roasting process in brick furnaces of numerous patterns.

The one gonorally adopted and which gives the best satisfuctivn in the
State of Californis, is the long reverberatory furnaco, in which the ore is
worked and handled by hand.

The furpaces aro built of good herd clay brick, tho finishiog-hearth
being fire-brick, and the walls around tho finishing-hearth are lined with

fire-brick. The furpace that is in use at the Gold Bank Mine, Forbestown,
Butte Cv., was built according to my dircctions snd idens, gathered from a
preity thorough investigation of other futnaces throughout the State, and
from conversations had with practical and experienced men in the chlorina
tion business.

A short description of this furnace will first boe necessary. The furnace
is 77 feet in its entiro longth, and 14 feet wide. ‘The fite place is at one
end, the stack at the other. Tho fire-place is twonty inches wide and the
inside width of the furnaco twelve feet. It has six feet of grate-bars
in two sets, each throe feet in length. The space between the ends
of the bars being fitted up with brick. There is a bridze of fire brick between
the firc-place and the furnace-hearth extending aboul fifteen inches above
the hearth. The furnace has three hearths or floors, called the fisst, second
and third heatth respectively. The third or finishing hearth is made of fire
brick and is next to the fire place. It is 333 inches above the carthen flour
around the furnace. Tho inside dimensions of the hearth are 17 feet long
and 12 feet wide. Tho walls riso 12 inches above tho hearth, an arch being
sprung from one wall to the other.  Tho 1ise of the arch js sixteen inches
over the fire-placo, gradually reducing to ten inches at tho further end of
the finishing hearth. There is a step sixteen inckes high from the finishing
hearth to the sccond hearth. Tho dimeuvsions of tho first and second
hoarths inside aro 22 foot long and 12 feet wide. They are the sama height
above tho outsido floor as the finishing hearth. The first hearth is eight
inches above the second hearth. The hearths and side walls of these two
are made of selected hard clay bricks. Tho rise of the arch over theso heartha
is 12 inches. At regular intervals of 26 inches, working doors are placed
on tho fiishing hearth. Tho doors consist of 2 cast iron frame 14 in. x 7 in.,
closed by a shoet iron door, with a handlo to take it out of the frame. The
doors aro placed one courso of brick above the hearth.  The sawe kind of
doorsare used on tho other hoarths, but are 36 inches apart. At thestack end
of tho furnace, dust chambers aio made to allow the flue dust to sottle before
going up the stack. Tho walls of the furnace are 12 inches thick.

HOME AND FARM.

The following experiences of a practical onion-growor, addreased to the
Maine Farmer, ato woll worth porusal ss showiog the monoy there is in
caroful onion cultivation :—I have had some littlo_experiouco in raising
onions from tho seed, nover failing of producing good onious, and while it
is moro difficult to manage this crop succossfuly than almost any othor, and
requires a good degroo of patience as woll as carcfulness in all its minor
dotails, yet I rather like the work, as well as the onions, and admire seoing
them gradually devoloping from tho tiny weakling just broaking ground, to
tho largo, globo-like follows rolling up their woll rounded sides to the early
Ootober sun. Last season I measured off cloven square rods of ground and
sowed two varieties, Yollow Danvers and Rod Globes. Theso two varieties
soom to como up to my ideal of perfection,and I do not propose to show any
partiality in favor of ecither. Thoso to whom I sell my Red Globe onmious
are always glad to have more of them, and my customers who purchase the

w Da D And I cannot detect any
waterial difference in tho yield nor carliness. Onious ware comparatively
cheap the past season and were not up to an average, but I sold off from the
cloven rods, onions w the amount of $44.37, making no account of not a
fow given away and those used in the family. Wo allow the children to
eat all that they will, positively sure that tho onion is the most wholosome
product of tho farm, and if you want healthy children, give them full and
freo accoss to the onion patch while thay are growing and to the onionsafter
they aro stored.

Four dollars to the square rod makes 8640 to tho acre, a good showing
for a yoar of depressed prices. But ien’t there a large amount of nice wark,
comparatively, in rsising onions? Certainly thero is, but the advantage
arises from the concentration of a large amount of paying work on a small
amount of land. Now [ will come to the possibility of this crop. 1
measured precisely ono-half of a square rod, the best part of the piece, and
gathered from the half rod three bushels snd ouo fourth of onions. This is
at 1ho rate of 1,040 bushels to the acre. I sold them for $1.25 per bushel,
$4 06 from one-half of a square rod, 81,300 peracre.  This of course is the

golt_lcz'l’ side of onion raising, but ¢ what has been done once can be done
again,

Professor Samuel Johnston, Michigan Agricultural College, says:—I

should prefer to buy whoat, bran, oil-mes! and other commercial foods for
cattlo rather than commercial fortilizors.

If farming mustalways mean the struggle of an ignorant man ovor afow
acres with o hut, a poor horse and a potato patch, the intelligent young men
will bo drawn to the city. But farming may mean in the country what
merchandising means in the city—the rush of ambitious, thoughtful mon.

By keepiog the cattle off the pastura one day longer in the spring you
may keep ghem.upon it two days longer in the fall.

rivets, nails, and a hammer, pinchers and coldchisel.

The paint brush that proved to boa bargain was cleaned in turpentine
each time its work was done, dried and huag up by its handle.

Keop s fow panes of window glass and a paper of tacks or some putty
on hand. When the window pane is broken, don't mako-shift ; replace it.

Romove tho irons.

The rough bark on old apple trees is unsightly, and scraping it off gives
them a much wors presentable appearance  The bonefit from this, however,
is doubtful. Gonerslly the man who gets to thinking so soriously about his
apple orchard as to scrape the rough birk off from old trees, is apt to go
farther, and add a load or half a load of manurs. This last is undoubtedly
helpful, so if the farmer who has boen hitherto negligont goes to work about
his applo trecs, lot us say nothing to discourage bim. Almost snything is
bettor for an apple troo than neglect. Thore is nothing in tho idea that this
rough bark is nocded to pratect the trees from cold. Itiy tho most unsub-
stantial kind of sn overcoat, and if the treo is not hardy without it we cannot
fairly oxpect it to bo hardy with it  Scraping troes now serves ono valuable
purpese. It uncovers many larvae of codling woth and other injurious
msects, which if brought out from their hiding places in winter ate sure to
pensh by oxposure to wet while unable to protect themsolves,

Succoss in stock husbandry deponds largely upon how frecly ono turns
off the older animals snd roplaces thom with younger stock raised specially
to_keop the ranks full. The surest profit is in the direction of younger
animals and many of them, moderats prices and ready sales. Till a cow
reaches full maturity sho is gaining io valua in both sizo and milk product,
after that the profit from her keoping must all ba from one sourco. IHebs
poy botter the fires cighteon months of their lives than they will ever b
likely to afterwards. Pigs make pork at less cost while they aro less than
ten months old than after thoy are in their second year.

I ia satisfactory to lnarn that tho Canadian. horso has thoroughly cstab-
lished his good reputation in Englind as a viluable romount. A pormanent
Remount Commission has recently beon appoiuted for tho British Cavalry.
Its pormanence will ensure, as it goos on, & convouous experience which
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will bo advantngeous alike to tho cavalry servico and to tho breeders of good
horses. Theore is no doubt that if proper attention is given to careful
broeding, the Canadian farmer and breeder will find in the Imperial cavalry a
fair market for his production, and we would again urge this point on our
agriculturista and stock-raisors, Tho suggestion has been niade of the
appointment of » Government Inspector of all horses and mares used for
broeding, which of course wou, J be with reforenco to registration, Wo do
not advocato any intorforonco 'rith the liberty of the subject. Lot overy
man breed what he likes, bue wo faney almost every man would perceive tho
superior advantagoes in overy way of breeding stock whoso position would bo
recognized by a systom of anthoritative inspection and registry, which would
at once stamp it as of & cortain value, and that indiscriminate breeding from
scrubs would soon die out.

Honrse NoTes.—Professor Wallace does not pretend to say whothoer it is
the caso that the darker colored horses are hardier thon those of a lighter
shade, or the proferonco for dark varistics is merely a matter of taste or
fashion. But ono thing he does know, and that is that in looking through a
modorn show yard the fact is most apparont that white feet and legs aro
greatly on the incroage among the Clyedesdsles within recent years. It is
well known that white hoofs ars not so hard and durable as black hoofs.
In farm work the difference would not be perceptibie, but unquestionably
for constant road work on stone pavements the differonce must be marked
indeed.

Judicious feeding, pure air and regular work aro all that are pocessary to
keop horses in ¢ condition,” and thero is no occasion to dose them with
medicine to keep them in health. It only becomes necessary on a departure
from health.  Many horsos that aro rightly mapaged go through life and
neither reqniro nor receive any medicine.

A horse to bo used for plowing, reaping, mowing, or in apy hoavy
hauling, is generally valuablo in oxact proportion to his weight, if a well
balanced animal, and we provide farming imploments corrosponding with kis
greater woight.

The Clysdalo broed of horses originated in tho valley of Clyde, inthe
vicinity of Glasgow, Scotland.

An oxchange recommeands sheop for foeding orchards rathor than swine.
They leavo no safe cover for insects to breed and will keep tho orchards
healthy and trees wanured.

OUR COSY CORNER.

SwegT Rost JAR SceNT.— A doelightful porfume for halls and parlors iu
dwelling houses or hotels can be easily procured at this season of tho year,
and it is such a pure and delicious odor, that it charms everyono. It is
simply a rose jar, which should be opened for about one hour every morning
and then carofully closed. A writer in av English contemporary describes
the best mothod for stocking a jar, and in doing it suggests that the pro-
peration of tho rose stock should be detailed to the care-takivg member of
the family, who never forgets anything Gather the rose petals in the
morning, let them stand in a cool place, tuss them up lightly for one hourto
dry, then put them in layers, with salt sprinkled over each layer, in & largo
covored dish—n glass butter dish is a convenient recoptacle. You can add
to this for sevoral mornings till you have (nungh stock—from ove pint to a
qusrt, according to tho size of the jar ; stir every morniog and let the whole
stand for ten days. Then transfer it to a glass fruit jar, in the bottom of
which you have placed two ounc: & of allspico coarsvly ground and as much
stick cinnamon broken coarsely. This may now atand for six weeks closely
covored, when it is ready for the permanont jar, which may be as protty as
your ingenuity can devise or your means purchaso. Those with double
covors are tho bost ; and very pretty ones in tho blue-and-white Japanese
ware, holding over a quurt, can be bought for a fow shillings.

Havo ready one ounce cach of cloves, allspice, cinnamon and mace, all
ground (not fine), one ounce of orris root, bruised and shredded ; two ounces
of lavender flowers and a small quantity of any other sweet-sconted dry
flowers or herba. Mix togother and put into tho jar in alternate layers with
the rose stock and a few drops of oil-of rose, geranium, or violet, and pour
