PROVINCIAL AUTONOMY.
It is wholly out of our p ower to wake

more than a briefreference to the Toronto
Convention, at which over six thousand
delegates from ail[ parts of Ontario
attended, and at Nvhich addresses were
deliverede by the Nonor able Messrs.
Bl1ake, Mackenzie and Sir nichlarCat
wright, and, by the Honorable Messrs.
Mowat, Hardy, Frazer, and other members
of the Ontario Administratio9 The
prominent topics of discussion were the
boundary question, the disallowance of
the livers and Streams B111, and the con-
templated interference on the part of
ho Dominion Governnent with the ]av
regulating the issue of icnses for the
sale of liquor il ontario. It is not surpris,
ing that very strong opinions ahould have
been expressed on alil these topics by tho

various speakers at the Convention. For.
our own part we cannot but view witil
considerable alartm the attitude of the
Dominion Governient towards Ontario,
and more especially as there is aprevailing
opinion not only in that Province but in
Quebec, that the Dominion Administration
is unduly controlled by that of Quebec, or
rather by the nembers for tha Province
of Quebec who are in sympathy with the
local administration. When a measure is
passed by the Quebec Legislature wvhich
is believed by the moest eminent members
of the legal profession te be ullra vires,
but which, Iwiether itî is or is not, is
clearly contrary te public policy, the
Dominion Goveriment not only refuses te
interpose with its veto, vhich it would
clearly be justified in doing inasnnch as
the objectionable Act affects various cor-
porations of Ontario and the Maritime
Provinces, but the complainants are told.
that the only neasure of which they coin-
plain was suggested by Sir John Mac-
donald himself. Whether this be true
or the reverse, iL is out of our power te
form an opinion, but we have no doubt
vhatever that, if true, the suggestion was

male in response te a specific demand
from Quebec on Dominion funds which it
wvas not deemed expedient te meet.

WitLh regard te the exercise of the veto
by the Federal Govern men t, it seeis clear
that its justification must be thiat the local
act is prejudicial to the interests of the
people of the othier Provinces, who have
consequently a riglit te the protection of
the Dominion Government. On that
ground we have been of opinion that the
disallowance of theManitoba Railivay Acts
was perfectly justifiable, and on the sae
ground w'e should have held tiaIt the dis-
allowance of the Quebec Tax Act, which.
affects corporations in other Provinces of
the Dominion, ought te have been at once
disallowed. On the other hand, tIe Rivers
anid Streams Act and 'the Act regardicg
licenses for the sale of liquors are strictly
local, affecting the people of On taoid alone
There can be nodispute as to the constitu.
tional power of disah lowance by the Domin
ion Government, just as the Queen has the
power of disallosving our Dominion Acts.
At a time when the disallowance question
is engaging:so large a shase cf public
attention, it may be interesting te refer
to the opinions expressed in the old Legis.
lature of Canada by the lion. A. A.
Dorien, now Chief Justice òf uebec.
We quote froin the report; in Gray's,
Confederation ;

c No when I look into the provisions
of tis scheme I find another most
objectionable one. IL is that îyhich
gives the Generel Goverment control

I over all the-Acts of the Local Legisla-
"tures. What difficulties may not arise un.
'der this system? Now knowing that the
« General Govermnent vili be party in its
"character, may it not for party purposes
"reject laws passed by the Local Legisla-

Lures and demanded by amajority of the
people of that locality ? 'This power has

"been conipared to the veto power that
existed in England in respect to our
legislation, but ie know that the states-
men of England are not actuated by the

"local feelings and prejudices, and do not
"'partake of the local jealousies that
"prevail in the colonies. It is quite pos-
"sible for a majority in a Local Govern-
l'ment to be opposed to the General
"Government; and in suci case the
" minority would call upon the General
"Governmient to disallow the laws enacted
"by the majority. The men who shall
"compose the General Government will
"be dependent for their support upon
" theirpolitical friends in the Local Legis-
'latures, and it may so heppen that, lu
" order to secure this support, or in
"order to serve their own purposes or
"that of their supporters, they will veto
"laws which the majority of a Local
"Legislature find necessary and good.

' What will be the result of such a state
of things but bitterness cf feeling, strong/

"political acrimony and dangerous agita.
" tion ?

Lhe foregoing language seems te us ap-
plicable both to the Ontario License Law'
and the Rivers and Streams Act, althougli
ire are bound to admit that since we lest
ivrote on the latter subject ire have been
led te entertain doubts as to the pro-
priety of the Act. Had that Act been
passed prior te the litigation betireen Mr._
McLaren and Mr. Caldwell we should
have had no doubt whatever. We have
never seen tie Act, and we have not
found in any of the speeches or articles
on the subject any satisfactory explan
ation of what we consider its weak
point. The tire gentlemen named
ivere in litigation as te the subsisting
right, of each. That litigation lias not yet
terminated. The costs may be enormous,
and it may be contended, plausibly at all
events, that the Legislature should not
pass an Act altering the.position of thé
parties until their respective rights under
the existing law had been determined by
the legal tribunals. If, as we have been
told, the effect of the enactuent of the
Ontario Act would have been to compel
the Supreme Court te give a different
judgment from what it did, then certainly
it would have been unjust toMr. McLaren,
We have not seen this view of the case
presented, and our defence of the law has

ahvays been without reference to the
specific case which led te it, and of which
the Legislature was justified in taking
notice. The Act, hoivever, should have
been so framed as not te affect the suit
then pending in the Courts.

THE MONTREAL BOARD OF TRADE.

The annual meeting of the Board o
Trade was held on Tuesday, January 9th,
when the President, Mr. F. W. Hen-
shaw, read the annual report. The im-
portant topics treated iere the imprOve-
ment of the channel of the St. Lawrence,
the proposed improvements in the
Harbor, on which no opinion was ex-
pressed beyond a desire that the Shearer
scheme as well as all others should be
thoughtfully considered, the adoption
of the free canal policy and a measure for
the equitable distribution of insolvent
estates. Reference was made te the delay
in the transmission of British mails owing
to the steamers calling atSt. John's,New-
foundland, also to the action of the City
Council regarding the temporary station
of the Canadian Pacific Railway Co. at the
the old Quebec barracks. The mortuary
record of 1882 includes the names of
several muchs respected citizens, viz.
Messrs. James Johnston, R. J. Reekie, R.
Esdaile, Thomas and John Caverhili, D.
J. Greenshields, H. A. Nelson and Sir
Husgh Allan. Mr. Henshaw was re-elected
President, and there is little change in the
other officers. The pjitncipal topic of
discussioni was the delay in effecting the
amalgamation of the Board of Trade and
Corn Exchange. Mr. Cramp spoke at
seme length on various topics. He Ob-
jected strongly te the duties on grain,
which lie beld te be a sericus obstacle to
trade. He did not refer to the Shearer
scheme encouragingly, and expressed
apprehension as te the effect of taking lib-
erties with the St. Lawrence. Ee urged
the importance of deepening the channel
at Cap la Roche. He complimented Mr.
'White of the Gazette on his having cor
rected the errors of the Hamilton Spec-
talor as te expenditure on the Harbor.
pointing out that the Harbor had never
received a cent of public money, while
nany Ontario Harbors had been sub-
sidized. Mr. Cramp was of opinion that
the amalgamation of the -Board of Trade
and Corn Exchange would be found
impossible. Mr. Lord drew attention te
the heavy charges for pilotage as yery
onerous on small vessels. His 'remedy
was to except vessels with pilots as
masters from the pilotage charge. The
city claim on the Grand Trunk was
.noticed bZ the President, but there was
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nia expression of opinion hy the meeting.
Mr. Cramp did not speakc encouragingly
of fhe results of the year to the shipping
interest. We have only beei able to
glance ait the varions topics brouglt under
the notice of the Corporation of the
Board of Trade on Tuesday.

THE MARITIIIMJE BANK OF N. B.

We are nt surprised at the indignation
manifested ini the Maritime Provinces at
the conduîct of the Bank of Nova Scotia,
in suddenly refusing flie notes of tle
Maritime Bankc, wichîlu it liad been imi the
habit of taking, on lie alleged grouinl of
the failure of Messrs. Carvill, McKean &
Co., c cusitomer of the Maiitiie Bank.
It is well know'n thiat bey a recent Act of
the Domnimon Parliaient, the po]icy of
whicl is at least open to doubt, the nlotes
of the chartered banfiks are made a
preferential lieu upon the assets. One
object, it miay be presumed, of' tlis Act
was -ta prevent those runs which the least
educated classes are apt t make when
any larim is createdl as ta the standing of a
bank. It never could have been imagined
that a bankr fami liar with tle moitlhly
returns made ta Government vould
suddenly endeavor ta promote a run on
anotlher bank in equally good standing
vith itself, and on grounds that ca only
be considered frivolous. It is tle usage
of the banks ta exchange their notes daily
and ta settle balances in legal tenders,
and ir is said fiuat if is raî'ely tiat the
Bank of Nova Scotia eau ofer $10,000 o'
$12,000 of Maritime Banklz notes foi' ex-
chan ge or redemption. It lekcî no other
claim,,s on the Maritime. 'T'he leading banks
doing business at St. John, the Banks o
New Bitiswick, Montreal and Britisl
North America, have all continued to re-
ceive the notes of the Maritime. IL is noe
surprisiig liat the St. John Tce1graph
should head its artijle on fle subject, " A
Blunder ard a Crinie," nid the Sunt, A
Blow lat Commercial Confidence." We do
not find any ground for supposing that the
i-advised action of flic Banlc of Nova
Scotia has hal any efl'ect on the depositors
of the Maiitime Bakilz, aud iwe therefore
conidently lihoe that the dastardly lit
below fîhe belt will produce no bad results

TIIE PUBLIC ARCHIVES.

The interesting report on Caîailian
Archives by Ir. Doulglas Bryiner, Archi-
vist ta fie Domimion, has been left too
long inoticeci, owing ciiefly a the difli
culty of coiiressing w'iihii te limitedf
spaice, lit, 01ur dlisposial wha1t we shou1ld
lesi fa oir fa 1i' re:lers.

Mr« Brymner euggests that man uscripts
and letters might be sentto the archives
marcel with the names of depositors
packed in air-tight boxes, and kept in
safety until without breacli of propriety
theii entents couldi be used. by the
historian.

George Brown, recently published, there
are a nunber of letters addressed ta Mr.
IHolton as well as family letters which
constitute a very interesting portion of
the biography. It is probable that many
more, not only of Mr. Brown's, but of
other deceased statesmen, are yet i exis-
tance which, to use MîIr. Brymner's
language, may be " destroyed by the care
of the tidy housekeeper gettiog rid of
thei as rubbish."' It will most assuredly
not be the fault of Mr. Bryrnner if the
Canadian Archives should be deprived of
valuable materials for the future history
of the country. Wc may notice; in con.
clusion, asuggestion in the report, that the
whole subject should be taken up by a
joint committee of the two -louses of the
Dominion Parliament, it being Mi. Brym.

IFORGLVE US OUR DEIBTS ETC.

Now is the time when the practical
business man, having finished his balane-
ing for the year, imakes out a list of the
petty accounts due by him and proceeds
witiout delay to clear tiliem off his books
and from bis mind, in order that lie may
begin the new year with a cleari record.
There is nothing more wvorrying to the
creditor than tiese snll accouns, and,
as every man is a creditor to a greater or
less degree, those vho are able slould
mike an energetie start towards ageneral
cleaicîng off, for eve'y piyment leids t

another, and every dollar becoies as it
were a missionary going about doinggood,
We do not here refer to that considerable
class in almost every community who do
not consider themselves amenable to the
charge of condict unbecoiniug gentlemen
ci ladies, Cliristian or Jew," because tbey
refuse or neglect to pay thîeir debts.
'[lie "<goodl gld times," when it was te
especial privilege of so-called gentlemen
to avoidl the payment of their debts, are

gone for ever. <1 Base is the slave thjit

pays,' said one of Faistaff's rascally fol-
lo'ers, and it votnrk really appear as

though some people, iow'-a-cliys were fol-
lowers cf ancient Pistol,» and foitified
their " respectable " consciences by coa-
stant eading of the liteatuîre of those
days, when officers and gentlemen vere
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frequently engaged in kicking duns out of

doors and playing tricks on the oflicers of
the law, Much of the humor of the old

nîovels and plays turns upon the escapades
of pet characters in desaling with their

creditors and the representatives of the

lawitvho sought to compel payment.

]3ut ail this bas been changed, even in

England trade is no longer looked down

upon by those to the manor born, and
commercial honor is regarded as highly
as the prondest inheritance. Men are no

longer sent to jail for non-payment a

dlebts, save where it is aggravate' by some
other act in connection therewith ; but, on
the otier hand, default in paymnt has
comle to be regarded as a much more seri-

ous offense agaimst integrity than formerly,
and the man who refuses to pay his debts
soon becomps a social and business outlaw,
There are, howvever, numbers of people in
Montreal, in other cities in the Dominion,
and more or less in every locality, whose

great study would appear ta be how to get
into debt rather than how to get ont of it.
Some of those filing high civil offices, and
others who are seeking them are justly
rated " C 'in the retailers' el agency
book-which, by the way, includes in the
Deceiber issue names of persons who
have not been in Montreal for a year oi
more. We do not thirik that atiy man,
whatever be his acknowledged or assumed
station in life, can refuse or neglect ta pay
bis debis without being guilty ofaconduct
unbecoming a gentlema. Tlhe salaries of
civil servants are, we believe, unattachable
for debt, but it is questionable whetber
the advantage is not more than. counter
balanced by the encouragement it gives
to reckless extravagance and the injury
often done to the retailer, who, as a rule,
dare not refuse to give credit.

The influence of trade and manufacture
is becoming mare and more poverful
every year, and the exceptions are accord
ingly becoming :fewer and fewer ta the
rule tliat: '(The payment of debts is an
essential of standing in every respectable

THE GLOBE AT FAULT.

We probably oughtnot ta be surprised
at the Toronto Globe's zeal in condemning
the course taken by the late Sir Edmund
Head in 1 S58, oni the occasion of the politi-
cal crisis, which occurred in tlhat year,
owing ta the resignation of the Macdonald
administration, in conseguence f its de-
feat on the question of the Seat of Govern.
ment. We were, however, strinck with a
remarik, whicli affords ns an a pportunity
of calling attention ta a recent valuable
historical, work, I Te Last Forty Years-

" Canada since the Union of 1841. By John
"'Charles Dent." 'When ive read in the
Globe-" It is'not a question of proba

bilities but of facts-and no fair-minded
"student of Canadian histiory can say that
ISirEdmund preserved the constitutional

impartiality of a Governo,' General on
that memorable occasion," it immedi'

ately occurred ta us ta examine the
account given of the transactions in 1858
by one who most assuredly is much bet-
ter entitled ta the designation of I a fair-
minded student of Canadian history " than
either the Globe or the late Hon. George
Brown's biographer and-political and per-
sonal friend, the loni. Alexander Mac-
kenzie. The question which caused such
intense bitterness of feeling on the part
of those wiha were disappointed, l of
course open ta controversy, but the im-
putations made againstSir Edmund Head
are wholly indefensible. " Treachery,"
"peifidy," Ilscandalous state paper,'
" conspirator'l" are laiiong the terms used
by the Globe and Mr. Mackenzie with
regard ta a transaction in which Mr.
Brown, carried away, doubtless, by his zeal,
conmitted more than one serious blunder.

He is far from being the only Canadian
statesmnan, who lias completely misappre-
hended the position, and legitimate in.
fluence of the Queen's Representative
and yet in the very first letter sent ta
hin Sir Edunrid lead gave him what, as
lie ought ta have perceived, iwas a very
suffisient war'ning. Ini that letter, a copy
of which ia publisled in Mi'f Mackenzie's

life" the Governor, after acquainting
Mi.. Brown wi£lh the fact of the resignation,
infoais hii tit he feels it right ta have
recourse to hima as " the most prominent

member of the Opposition, and lie here-
by offrs you a seat in he council as the
leader of a new administration.' He

then proneeds--"iin the event of your
leaccepting this offer, His Excellency

requests you ta sigiiify such acceptance
ta him in writitig, in orer t/cht lie miîay
be at once ini, a positioit to confer' wvitc
you is one of his r'espon.sible advisers.
iJUs Excellency's jirst object will be to

"consuIl you s to t/he names of youri- fnuice
colleagces, anc as to the assignmleCeti of
'te aflices about to be vacated to t/he mien

Ccinost capable offilling thet.1" Nowv it
does not admit of daoat', that this first
letter was consistent with all Sir Edmund
Hlead's subséquent proceedings. He be-
lieved wvithout doubt that the question
on which the resignation had taken place,
owing ta the defeat of tle administration,
was not one of a serions political
character, and lac must have imagined
that le could have arranged a newv minis-
try with Mi'r Brown's assistance that

would have obtained the support of a
majority. A general election had taken
place very ,rcently, and it was certainly
within the strictly constitutional power of
the'Governor ta exliaust all the means in
bis powerbefore resorting ta a dissolution.
Mi'. Brown bad a perfect right ta refuse ta
assist him in carrying his plans into
effect, but it was a blunder on his part ta
neglect, under the circumstances yhich
existed, ta come ta clear understanding
with hlm as tol whiat he would consent ta.
lad Mir. Brown complied witi the.express

terms of the letter and afforded the Gov-
ernor an opportunity ta consult him ei as
ta the names of lis future colleagues," it
will at once be obvious that, on Mr. Brownr
naming 'the gentlemen ta whom he
intended to apply, the Governor would
have pointed out ta lini the impossibility
of an administration sa composed being
sustained by the House. Mi-. Brown
would naturally have pointed out that it
would be necessary to dissolve the Parlia-
ment, and lie vould have been told fiat ta
such a course the Governor hiad a decided
objection. On the assumption, which is
more tlan probable, that Mr. Brown had
objected ta the Governor's caunter' propo-
sition the result veould have been his
abandonment of the attempt. to form a
ministry-his reason being that a dissolu-
tion had been refused him. Such, most
assuredly, would have been the course
which wvould have been tLaken by an Eng-
lish statesman under similar circum-
stances.

Mi'. Brown took a course the reverse of
what vas suggested ta him in Sir Edmund
Heals letter, and compelled the Governor
ta wvarn him, first in conversation and
afterwards in wi'iting, thlat lie gave no pro-
mise of a dissolution. It was even then
not to late for Mi'. Brown to have såb
himself right, but lie persisted in having
the ministers sworn in, and Mr. Mackenzie
stites "ivithîouît consulting his proposed
colleagues," rather a stiange proceediog,
if correct. It is clear that Mr.Brao held
that the Goverrino-ughut not ta entertain
any opinion on the subject, whereas his
constitutional riglt ta forn a ministry that
would command a majority in the existing
Iouke is unquestionable.

We have now to call attention to the
opinion on the whole case of Mr. Dent,
who is certainly " a fair-minded student
of Canadian history." Referring ta the
charge against Si, E. Head of being «an
unscrupulous party politician," Dent says:

Snch a charge it would seem ought ta
cary its refutation upoi its face, but

"even at the present day there a'e
intelligent peisans ini Canada so blinded

"by prejudice as to seriously profess
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" belief in it. In the opinion of the pre-
I sent writer such a belief has not a t.tle
" o? evidence to support it, and is simply
" preposterous." In a note on same
page it is said : " Certainly no explanation
"that bas ever been given is sufficient to
" justify the aspersions cast upon Sir
uEdmund Head." We are far frome con-
curring in all the views expressei by Mr.
Dent, who we think has done injustice to
Sir Edmund Head. He, however, gives all
leading facts fairly, and that is all that
can be expected. He vindicates Sir
Utdmund Head from being actuatet by
treachery or dishonest motives,and merely
holds that, as he knew that Mr. Brown
could not form a ministry that, would be
sustained, it was "la farce ' to send for
him. Now it is to be observedi that Mr.
Dent lias wholly failedi to realize the im-
portance of the first note, or to bear soma
important circunistances in mind. Sir
Edmund Head was peculiarly situatd in
regari to the question on whiceh the resig-
nation had taken place. He had'alvised
thie Secretary of State that Ottawa was
the best place that could be selected as
the Seat of Goverinent. The censure of
the majority of the House led by Mr.
Brown esas a censure upon an Act for
which ha was specially responsible, and it
was natural that le shouli be anxious to
obtain a 'reversal of tint decision. lIe in
all probability calculated th't lie niight
have inIluenced Mr. Brown to form a
ministry favorable to Ottava, or in the
event of his refusal that he might have
tried some othser leader. It must be
obvious that it would have been most
damaging to hies ta have to resort to a
dissolution as a consequence of a vote
hostile to lis own advice. Mr. Brown was
most unwise in not acting strictly in
accordance with the express tersni of Sir
Edmund IIead's first letter, which nerely
required confereice atd[ franik consulta-
tion. If tinable to ineet Sir Edtinnd
Hfead's views, ail Mr. Brown hal to do eas
to decline ta uncdertake the task. The
triuith is that Sir Edmund Head's great
olject iwas to have Ottawea made the Seat
of Governmnent, and with that object Mr.
Brown hadl not only no sympathy, but ha
wholly failed to realize Sir Edmund H-lead's
position. Mr. Dent thinks that Sir
Edmiund lHead was a-bitrary, and
delicient in frankness. Sir Edlmund pro-
bably hai a similar opinion oE Mr-. Browvn.
It is singular enough that Mr. Dent thinks
Sir Etimiiid Head's I diplomacy te
have, been nore at fault £han his law."
Nows the Governor's diplomacy was con-
pletely successfu.l He attained his object,
the establishment of Ottawa as the Seat of
Governmaent without a dissolution. He did

soa acting (to use Mr. Dent's words) up
to the spirit and latter of the Constitu-
tion, and of holding the balance fairly
betwr-en the rival parties." Ami it ls
admitted that haeas "substantialy jusr"
and as le-gained his poin t, he can hardly
be charged with having failed as a diplo-
matist. Itkis of course quite possible, nay
even probable, that Sir Edmund Head,
who was an astute statesman, requiring
no aid in respect to the composition of his
state papers from - Chief Justice
Diaper or any one else, wisled to let ail
parties understand the consequiences of
compclling the resignation on a special
question of an Administration which had
the confidence of the majority. The Lower
Canada supporters of Sir George Cartier
who (eserted him on the Seat of Govern-
ment .did not believe in Mr. Brown, and
yet theaconsequence of their vote was a
Brow Ministry. Again, Mr. Brown was
realy to join the refractory Lower Cana-
dians in a hostile vote, but, when afforded
an opportunity, esas unable to obtain a
majoi ity to support him as a minister. On
a dispassionate view of the whole case,
while concurring with Mr. Dent in acquit-
ting Sir Edmuitnd Head of treachery or
unfair ness, we are bonnd to add that Mr.
Bronie made a gross blunder in 1858, as
he hai previously done between 1851 and
1S54, and playetd into the hands of his
opponents.

ANOHiER NEW YORK LlFE INSUR-
ANCE CO. GONE UNDER.

We have failed to perceive much
attenion given in the New York iusur-
ance journals to the troubles of the old
Knickerbocker Life [nsurance Company,
wlich. was placed in the hands of a Re-
ceiver hy Juidge Landon of Schenectady
on* the 29th tilt. The papers to show
cause wlîy a Receiver shouli not be
appointed were servei by tIe Attorney
General at the request of Superintendent
Fairnan, a few days before, upon John A.
Nichols, President of tIe Company, but
the latter having made ico response the
applintion was granted. A few years ago
the Knickerbocker ceased to do new busi-
ness. In 1880, however, its total income
was $773,978. It had at that time 6,136
policies in force and $5,080,374 in tle net
ledger assets. Tie disbursements in 1880,
according to the company's report to the
Insurance Department, amounted to $914-
692, ant the invested assets exceeded the
liabilities by $445'801. Fron the organi-
zation of the company in 1853 up to 1868
it went on satisfactorily. The manage-
ment then seemed to get things pretty
badly mixed, and some of the Directors

concluded that the best vay out of the
difficulty was,to appoint a new president,
This, however, did not mend matters. The
application for a Receiver was virtually
mndeby the companyitself. The trouble,
it appeare, was not confinedi to the non-
convertibility of the investments into cash.
Besides the fact that the mortgage Ioans
of the company were not made with pro-
per care, there was a stillgreater difficulty
staring them in the face in the constantly
increasing rate of mortality among the
policy-holders. They paid in one year
over $1,500,000 more than the mortality
tables called for on the amount at risk.
There are now about 5,000 policies in force,
representing about $10,000,000 of insur-
ance. 'he assets will probably figure $5,-
000,000-that is if the securities realize
anything like what thay are worth. The lia-
bilities aggregate about $4,500,000, and the
con tested claims all told probably reach
$350,000. The real estate is valued at
$3,000,000. There are $100,000 in United
States bonds, and the remainder of the
assets is made up of premiums, notes
cash in bank, rente, and money due the
company. The company has not done
any new business since 1878. Its premium
receipts this year reached $250,000, and
its loss laims reported to S300,000. They
paid $283,000 policy claims and 870;000
in endowments since the ]st of January
last. While urging the public to male
provision for old age, the Knickerbocker
neglected to provide for its own. Ourcon-
temporaries should beware, and look
nearer home also.

The
American iron mnen were at a loss to iiuder-
stand how they could be bmeaen on their Div
soil; they therefore complained, and hence the
examination by the olicers. It is alleged hait
the fimri in question imported the iron frot
Great Britaii to Canada, and paid a dity of 121
cents upon it; thtien, after a process of nuRSe-
facturing, tlhey exportèd fite iron roofing and
got a drawback of 10 par cent. upoi it. Thus
they only paid 2J cents duty ipcon it to start
with. hey sent it into the Uniited States
valued at 21 cents per poind, and paid ile
American duty upon tliat Sune, forgetting, it is
stated, to announce that thie value of the iro
hald been enhanced ln auy way by their mani-
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pulation of it. H1aving satisfied theinselves thft
they lied ground for such action, the American
authorities pounced upon 50,000 pounds of iron
et Cleveland, O.,, and 150,00.0, ponds et St.
Albans, Vt. This nwas appraised at 5 cents per
polind, and the owners were mulcted in a pea-
alty of about 4000 dois. unr plrotectionv-or-
slipping cousins tire haviîg a good crow over
this little niatter. They say that I the practice
will be brokeni up, and Ainerican maînitfacttir-
ers wili be fuîlly protected." Uncle Sain is not
going to be done in that way. Try again,

Our neighboring city,' Quebec, from failires
and tires, seems to be I growing beautifîîlly
leess; ' latterly reports recli us alimost weekly
of' liîsiiess disasters in the ancient capital. Two
wevrli-kiion retail hardware irins there are now
in diifliculties; J. L. Martineaît & Son have
called a meeting of creditors for the 16lih inst.
This firi bave been many years in, business
and always enjoyed a good reputation, but
semci to have extcnied too niuch credit, and
having been sued they are forced to imeet their
treditors. Tieir liabilities are estimated at
aboti S40,000, with a nLomm,î aleîa stiurls of $10,-
000. and il ls expected that with an extension
the' will be able to pay in til. Victor Belane-
ger & Co., in the sane line, have assigned je
tlrust, witli assets estiitated at about $12,000 to
mîeet liabliltes of sorne $13,000 ; the assignee,
Mr'. S. C. Fat t' thîs City, is laking an invteit-
oof' t' te stock, ai ei meetinîg uf creditors
will probably be hîeld next week. Belanger lias
been lm business utpwards of twenty years, and
lis failed two or three Limes, In 1875 thle lirma
esuedenr iu hGariepy copîoniinsed ai about
nil on the dollar, oft l8fter Air.
