You possibly have, net been in a rail-way disaster, but do you realize the danger that encompassesyou righit now, Thougli the danger may pass over, and younever know of its proximity? A wise man prepares for itsfail, and the first step is the taking out of accident insurance.This does not take away the' danger, but ît does ensure thatthe maintenance of your famiîly is assured. The importance«c such a step should readily commend itself ta you. 1.Will you bie one of those -who escape, or one of the mnanywho do not? Just sit down and figure out what yaurchances are for escapfing such accident, then consider whetheryou deern it wise ta take such odds. There is no table tago by, but when you take facts-that railroads cause moredeaths than the combined forces of sickness (consumption,alone excepted), deaths by fire, water and general accident-then refiection cannot but convince you of the absolute need,for such protection.
In the choice of policy ta be taken out aIl guess workshouId be eliminated. 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TIIRESJIING 0F WHEAT AND HISTORY.

Threshing is in full swing in the West. Its music
is barmony for many., Men have patiently awaited the
sound of threshing operations. Even though a thousand
miles from the scene, their imagination can carry them
there. Which is flot practical transportation; but senti-
ment is money sometimes.

The crop movement of 1908 will be an historic one.
It may mark the half-way period between exceptional
prosperity and the return thereto after several years.
The country will thank Providence and the agriculturit
for an excellent crop. That the yield will corne up to the
optimistic calculations of some moniths back is unlikely.
That it will be large, is unquestionable.

Every, year the area under cultiyation increases.
Back, and stili further back, goes the wildness of the
prairie. Where once was notbing but «the footmarks of
borse and fowl, is now grain and wheat. Not so many
years since, if you spoke of land a few hundred miles
north and west of Edmonton, folks told you that it was
waste; no mnan would ever live there. But men dwell
there now. What is more, they are helping to swell the
bushels' total. Tbink then, of the. wheat lands area of
Canada in baif a c entury to corne.

Concurrent with t his growth of cultivation, the
Westerner bas 1.earned much. For one thing, lie knows
the wisdom of avoiding the placing of' ail capital in one
channel. In other words, mixed farming is sharîng
honors witb wheat-growing. This means that wh'len hal1
hits bard, when frost-is cruel, when'the Sun takes a -long
vacation, when rain cornes atvexatious times, when
climate and everythîng s§eems to, get a- bad twist, a partial
or complete cr 'op failure,,wil flot spell a bad broken back
for the Dominion.

In these columns the other week it was shown how
conservative bas been the policy of our banks. The dis-
counts in Canada and the deposits have been brought
to almost a common basis. In July, there was a differ-
ence of but a million and a balf dollars. Three years
ago, the digerence was 74o million dollars. During the
past year, the current loans in this country have been
decreased by 56 million dollars, an average of more than
four million dollars'a montb.

-Those wbo, expect a sudden earthquake outbreak of
prosperity as a result of the excellent crop will be dis-
appointed. Fortunately, the men of the West admit this.
Their excellent optimismn bas this season more especially
the right tinge of conservatism. No decidedly marked
improvement in conditions can corne for some months.
Indeed, it is difi cult to judge just now, just bow things
are., The coming spring will be a better platform on
which ' to raise the prophetic telescope. A loosening of
money conditions as a result of the crop movement, is
unlikely. This is to say, money will not be as plentiful
as grain; for one reason, there are many long out-
standing delits to settle. Financial institutions generally
are taking advantage of the bright situation to level
tffings down to a sound basis. Thereupon the country
may begin the upward trend. Prosperity will come as
a natural consequence; and best of aIl, aIl sorts of pre-
cautions have been taken to prevent a speedy recurrence
of the days of wild speculation and its disastrous con-
sequences.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

The East and West are brothers. They work upon
the samne see-saw. The wailing of the East will bump
the board down one end, while the cheerfulness of the
West wilI bring it back. -The extreme optimism of the
West wiIl tip up one end, while the con servatism of the
East brings it back to the level. The two temperaments
of Canada balance affairs.

Not long since, a Vancouver real estate man ap-
peared to have been offended by the alleged seîfish atti-
tude of the Western Canada Real Estate Association.
He attended the organization meeting at Winnipeg,
stayed haif a day and left for Vancouver. He had found
that "interests were not mutual." The president of the
Association objects to that statement. He thinks the
Vancouver representative should have discussed the
,question of interests at the Winnipeg gathering. We
,agree. It would have been well to have considered at
the convention the usefulness of the Association so far
as British Columbia is concerned. Instead, the Pacifie
Coast representative wended his way disconsolately back
to his home, there to harbor, perhaps, an imaginary
grievance.

Royal Commissions and investigations have been
fashionable. Abuses have been discovered in many pro-
fessions and businesses. Usually, the abuses have led
to the investigation. Only in rare instances is the inno-
cence of the innocents inquired into. One wonders, after
hearing some authentic stories, what an inquiry into the
real estate business would show. Often are seen adver-
tisements of land or buildings for sale or wanted, with
the significant words, "No real estate agents need
reply." A good reason is there for this. Maîpractices
have crept into the general conduet of the real estate
business to a greater degree than is desirable. The men
who buy and seil land and bricks and mortar are num-
bered in thousands. As in every class, there are good
and bad. It would be to the interest of the real estate
men who wish to deal squarely, to weed out those whose
honor is infinitesîmal and whose roguery is bigger than
their plirenological bump of crooked methods.

During the winter months, the immigrant to this
land of opportunity will be required to possess f ty
dollars before being allowed to tread these shores. It is
to, be.expected that the former storm of British protest
will be renewed. Last winter the Dominion had to face
some terrible unemployment problemns. The scenes of
misery in Canadian cities resçxmbled those which have
been seen for many years in Britain. The march of large
bodies of unemployed men to the offices of Boards 'of
Guardians in Britain was mirrored, hère in threateni1,g
processions of out-of-works. Their accent, dress and
mnanper proclaimed most of them to, be immigrants fromn
the old countries. The question of thin national dividing
lines was thrown aside by the Canadian. He came forth
armi in arm with Charity and relieved mnuch suffering.
Sime of the London dailies printed exaggerated stories
of the situation. When Governnient action was taken
here and drastie restrictions placed upon 'the incoming
stream of population, the cry went upn ini Eingland that:
Canada had closed its doors to the Englishman. The
Canadian Government's present action in making still
more difficult the entry of a certain class into thîs country
-during the winter is wisdom of the best quality. It
inakes for the least trouble in a hundred, ways. Despite
thse restrictions it will be fçrnnd that during the winter
of 1908-9 the labor market ini Canada will present many
co4nplex puzzles. Despite the restrictions, Canada is as
open~ as ever to the right man for the riglst place.

CANADIAN PACIFIC RAILWAY.

Annual Report Shows Decreased Earnings and Increased
Expenses-Property and Assets Now Valued

at $424,000,000.

These are the principal figures in the twenty-seventh
annual report of the Canadian Pacific Railway for the year
ended june 29th last, which bas just been publishcd. As
îîîdicated hy them, the company have flot had such a pros-
perous year as inl 1907. In common with most of the
American railroads, they have suffered from the cffccts of
liard times. With gross earnings lessenied by $832,827,
working expenses rose by $2,677,807, net earnings being
over $3,500,000 less than in the previous year. Working
expenses amounted to 69.47 per cent. of the gross earnings
as against 64.96 per cent. in 1907, while net earnings were
30.53 per cent, as against 35.04 per cent.

The inileage included in the traffic returns is 9,426;
ileage of other lines worked, 262; mileage under con-

struction, 7o8.
The total revenue of the company, includîng the net

earnings of steamships and interest on bonds, amounted to
?24,446,999, which, after the payment of two dividends of
2 per cent, each on the preference stock and two dividends
Of 3 per cent. each on the ordinary stock, leaves a net sur-
plus for the year Of $5,579,715. In addition to the 'above
dividends on ordinary stock, one per cent. was declared
from interest on land funds.

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Exception was taken to the Ontario Election Act whereby
employees may absent theinselves froin 12 tili 2 O'CIock, in
order to vote on' election days at the expense of their em-
ployers. Référence was made to sending a deputation from
the Montreal and Québec branches -to the Attorney-Geflenal
last March for the purpose of removing any ambiguity froin
the law respecting the assessmeent of machinery, and a niost
severe criticism was offered against the Lacombe bill the pas-
sage of which through legisiatune was successfully opposed.

Mr. Alfred Jephcott, Toronto, presented the Insurance
Report, showing 155 polîcies examined and risks inspccted,
having an aggrregate value Of $1 1,248,296. The total insur-
ance that had passed through the departinent since the ist
February, ioo5, when it began business, might be estimated
at $85,ooo,ooo, which nepnesented a million andi one haif dol-
lars in premnium payolents to insurance companîes. The de-
partment had superintended the erection of six automatic
sprinkler equipmrents, and introduced additional fire-flghting
appllances înto maÏy- factories.
opposition to Quebso Insurance 13i1.

Criticism was offered against insunance being dealt with
by both Federal and Provincial Legislatures. The Montreal
branch successfully opposed the insurance bill introduced at
Quebec, by which it was proposed to shut out business with
the New England mutual companies. The Iaw prohîbîting
the placing of insurance with companies in Manitoba not n'e
gistered in that province, which passed before the commit-
tee was able to interfere, was declared on good authority to
be ultra vires and would be tested before the courts.

Mr. E. D. Heaton, manager of the Insurance Department,
presented a report, appealing to the manufacturers to take
advantage of the means they had brought into existence
whereby they might obtain cheaper insurance.

Mn. W. B. Tindaîl presented the report of the British
Office Committee, the dominant featune of which was a criti-
cismn of certain memnbers of the Government who had repeat-
edly attempted to fasten upon the Association the responsi-
bility of attempting to overstock the Canadian skilled labor
manket by encouraging emigration of this nature from Great
Britain.

The first speaker at Wednesday forenoon's session of the
Canadian Manufacturers' Association was Mr. Louis Sîmp-
son, manager of the Montreal Cotton Comnpany, who asked
permission to make some remarks pertaining to President
Rolland's very able address of the previous day. He then
proceeded to deal with that portion of the address relating
to protection for the textile industry.
Want Roai Experts, Hot Party Mon.

This, he dedlared, was at present altogether inadequate,
and hie suggested that the Government appoint a commission
of "real" experts, not l'Party heelers,"1 or Minîsters with pre-
conceived opinions on the subject, and hie declared that they
would have to admit that they had been wrong in this mat-
ter. He said that if thene were no manufacturens of textiles
in Canada the prices would be higher. Goldwin Smith's
statement that the dut>' cornes out of the pocket of the farmer
was incorrect. He said that it was the mone>' of the East
which had made thc West, yet politicians had declared that
thc tarilf could not be changed because the West would net
permit it. Were the>' to understand that after the>' had made
the West it was going to cut their throats? Unless some
change were shortl>' made, the cotton industry would be in
as bad a condition as the woolen. He nef erred to the
Georgian Ray Canal and stated that he had made a study of
it and was thoroughly in favor of its construction, as it would
Place thc Dominion in control of the transportation problemn
which hacýbeen fought with varying success between Canada
and the United States for man>' years past.

Mr. Rolland thaniked the speaker for his courteous re-
marks and the next business of day was pnoceeded wîth.

The report of the Railway and Transportation Commit-
tee was a voluminoits document, containing much informa-
tion of a statistical nature regarding waten and rail rates and
freizht classification. These matters were no longer in the
hands of the transportation companies, but were subject to
the approval andi consent of the Railway Commissionens,
whose courteous treatment of the committee was acknowl-
edged in t he report. The members of the Association had
used the department f reel>' during the year, and much assist-
ance had been given in the settlieent of disputed dlaims
which had been long outstanding.
Rallway Irregularities.

The committee had been instrumentat in bninging the
nailways to tixne b>' drawin'c the attention of the Board of
Railway Commissioners to irneilarities ini the action of the
railway in différent respects. Up to thé present, the railways
have flot complied with the order of the Board so fan as it
was intended to fully remove the discrimination in favor of
throug>l traffic from the United States, particularly via the
Detroit and Niagara frontiers. The report proceeded to deai

in a more or less technica] manner with freight matters, tak-
ing up the questions of classification, interswitching, inter-
pretation of orders and bis of lading, and it referred to the
s 1 ccessful attempt of the committee to have introduced and
passed before Parliament a regulation for reciprocal demur-
rage. Among the important rulings of the Board was one
ordering refunds or reparation in the case of tolls which were
unjustly discriminatory, and "it looked as though the Associ-
ation's application to have independent sworn weighers sta-
tîoned at "track scale stations," would be successful. Recoin-
mendations had been received from different branches asking
that the Intercolonial Railway be brought under the jûrisdic-
tion of the Board. Ini response to the resolution of the Van-
couver Board of Trade, endorsed by the British Columbia
branch, the Government hadcancelled the regulations per-
mitting the carniage of Canadian goods in foreign vessels,
wîthout the paymcnt of duty, lietween Seattle and Canadian
ports on the Paciflc Coast.

In a discussion following the reading of the report, Mr.
J. F. Ellis spoke of the good work done by the committee
and the advantage to the Association of their efforts.
Study the Regulations.

He said hie considened that, on the whoie, the rates were
now lowcr than formerly and their very iowness was occasion-
ing a stricter supervision of classification by the compaflies.
'Shippers should he very careful lest they get into difficuity
with the roads in this matter. Another speaker warned the
members to read over the regulations very carefully in order
to get all the advantages of low rates.

Mr. Thorn spoke of the importance of ]ooking afterý al
mattens pertaining to classification, as much 'moiney might
theneby be saved. He also spoke strongly in favor of bringi-
ing the Intercolonial Railway under the control of the Rail-
way Commission. He advocated that, in the case of goods
having to be transhipped froin one line to another en route,
the contracting company should be responsible for the safe
delivery of the goods at their destination and shoul take Up
with the other roads any troubles arising from mistakes or
delays which took place.

M. F. E. Léonard, of London, in a few minute's' speech,
asked assistance in, obtaining a boiler inspection and coni-
struction act which should be uniform. The different pro-
vinces had différent acts regulating the -question and this was
not conducive to the best interest of the trade or the coun-
try. It was desirable that the specifications should be
unîform.

Messrs. Robb, Thorn and Waterous aIl spoke in the saine
strain and it was decided to refer the matter to the Parlia-
mentarY Committee.
Traritl Report Angiauded.

The enthusiasmn with which the Report of the Tariff Coin-
mittee was 'received indicated the importance of this subject
to the members.

Mn. P. W. Ellis read the report, which declared that the.
tariff of î90F was in manyrespects a disappointinent, because
of the failure to accord certain classes of industry the con-
sidenation they deserved. In fact, the tenor of the, report
throughout was one of criticism of the Government's attituide
in the matten of protection. It. related the varions phases of
the work of the committee, wheneby the members were
eventually impressed with the need of establishing a Tariff
Départient under a competent head. *The choice fell on Mr.
R. W. Bneadner, formerly Dominion Appraisen and'Inspector
of Customns, and, proved a most fortunate one. Failures to
obtaiii fnom the Government the protection considered neces-
sary were expeiienced in a number of instances, the lack of
ha rmony between the bridge builders and the houler makers
being responsible for that in connpction with the proposed
abolition of the 5 and 7 34 per cent. leeway in, the dumping
regulations. The unsuccessful efforts of the committee in the
matter of prohibiting the exportation of pulp-wood were ne-
ferred to, as was also the 'action of opposing the granting of

bounty on tin plate manufactured ii ad, although it
was the opinion that the application of the dumping clause,
notwithstartding that the company *as not in a positioni to
supply the necessary quantity of goods, amounted to fully as
muchi as the bounty. The reciprocal1 arrangement whereby
matenial for bridges buît across tie boundary may be im-

<ported by either Canada or the United States, was cniticized,
inasmuch asCanada had irnported Mnaterial with a value of
$T48,Oo fromn the United States. while the latter country had
imported none from Canada. The committee approved of the
action taken in extending the payment of bounties on lead,
and fuller protection for the hoz industry was advocated.
The recent cornespondence with Sir Wilfrid Laurnier, pertain-
inz to the increased duties on the woolen industry, and Sir
Wilfrid's unfavorable reply, were dealt with in full, and the
remainder of the report consisted of Orders-in-Council and
rulings upon customs matters. The concluding paragraphs
invited the members to make the fullest use of the tatiff de-
Partment andi introduced the question of the advisability of
removing the headquarters of the departinent to Ottawa.

welfare of a life insurance company, and no suýccessful in-stitution could expect to make any progress without the
services of both. The building Up ta enormous proportionsIof life, insurance on this continent may bie attributed ta the
energetic and honest work of the agent and the medical

edirector. The desire of if e insurance companies was at aili times ta secure the services af educated,' intelligent and- honest physicians as examiîners-those engaged in generalepractice. It did not always follow that the physician whohad the largest practice turned out to bie the most desirablef examiner; in fact, being possessed of worldly goods some-times tended to make him somewhat careless in bis examina-
tions.
impartlallty le Essentlal.

"The examiner is expccted ta furnish the company witha complete and intelligent examination, and endeavor, asfar as possible, to ascertain the personal and family record
of each applîcant brought ta him. It must bç rememberedthat the examiner occupies an important position, and re-ceives a fee for his wvork, whether the company accepts the
risk and issues a palicy 'or declines the case. It is, there-fore, due the company that hie should' give it his best ser-vices, and fallow out speciflcally the directions given bimat the tiue of bus appountmnent, ta furnish the campany withany facts bearing an the case that may come to his notice,and nat covered by the questions called for in the examina-tian and application forni. An examiner shauld not allowbis friendship to an applicant, or the fact that bie is aphysician ta the family, ta influence hum in bis judgment,but'be sbould furnisb the company with clear and full par-ticulars respecting the casç."

Delays in examination should be -avoided, as.tbey were
injurious ta the agent, ,while, absalute impartiality in deal-ings with different agents was essential. The agent on bisside sbould nat waste time on a joubtful case,, but shouldexercise the greatest care and caution when writing up anapplication ta satisfy hiniself as far as- possible that theapplicant would likely bie acceptable. Mr. Goîdman said ithad been predicted that the time would camte wben almostevery applicant wauld bie able ta obtain insurance for sanieamaunt and somte plan modifled in a manner ta suit each
respective ca3e.1 -,
Some PoPular Faliaoles.

Referring ta tic different factors which should influencethe medical examiner in the selection of lives, Mr. Goidmanpainted out that there were certain popular fallacies as ta
insurabihity.

"Ae may epitomîxe the matter by sayiûg that, while of agiven number a known proportion will live, taý a statel age,
the particular ones wha will do so cani oniy be appraximated.
Those wbo have seeds af disease, inherited or acquired, arecertainly the least likely, and selectian bas become weigbted
with dangers not inherent, viz., competition, solicitation byand intervention af parties pecuniarily interested, and d'e
withdrawal of healthy lives.

"The fact that the very numeraus withdrawals in this
country have been indiscriminate bas, however, rather con-tributed ta the prasperity of campanies bithertot; but as thisis not likely ta continue, and is a bazardaus graund for pros-perity, the value of selection must become more and mareevîdent, and thus by fleature unfainiliar ta laymnen, but famniliar

The excellent paper read by Mr. Donald Sinclair, Me-tropolitan Life Insuarnce Company, of New York, on thesubject of Industrial Insurance .was replete with enlighteningfacts and figures reiating to the business. He showed firsthow industrial insurance started in England with the burialclubs, of which in 1867 there were no less than 38e000 in thatcountry. Previously, in 1854, the Prucdential AssuranceCompany made a serious -effort to place the business of ini-suring lives for a small amount on a firma scientific basis,and despite the opposition which they at first encountered..flot only from t.he rival burial clubs and an ignorant public,but also fromn parliament-they had succeeded so wefl thatto-day the company had in force over 16,ooo,ooo policies, crabout 40 per cent. of the entire population of the BritishIsies. Including the business of the other companies writ-ing industrial insurance policies, the grand total was about26,000,000 policies, or 68 per cent. of the'entire population.Crowth of Business on the Continent.<On this, continent, Mr. Sinclair explained, the history ofindustrial insurance was of much shorter duration, flot,having been commenced until latç in the seventies. TheMetropolitan Life of New York was one of the first to enterthe field. This was in 1879. Since then the business hadgrown enorxnously, the number of policies in force in theUnited States last year being 18,;844,384, amounting to$2,577Y246,881. That there was still room for ample develop-ment in that direction was clearly demonstrated by the factthat Only 23 per cent. of, the estiniated population of ihe

Wittr

the construction of the G.T.P. people will be going into the

valleys in the northern interior in large numbers. Survey
parties have been busy flot only in the Bulkley and Nechaco

districts, but also on the Queen Charlotte and other islands,

near the Pacific terminus of the new line of railway. It is

reported that there are large areas suitable for fruit growîflg,

the only drawback being the lack of transportation facilities.

But this should be remedied witbin the next few years.

DevaIopmêflt of the Kootonay.
The rapid growth of the Kootenay district indicates per-

haps more than anything else the amount of land suitable for

cultivation that is to be found in districts generally supposed

to be good for nothing else except mining. It was only the

other day that à gentleman passing through casually observed

that there was. little farming land in British Columbia, but

when one looks betweén the mountaifi ranges, vast valleys

are founid. Of late years, attentioei bas been paid to the

fruit-growîng industry in the Kootenay, with the result that

the country there is becomiflg thickly settled. These older

districts have also, the advanitage of transportation. There

were good mines to start with, and as the ore-carryiflg trade

is the best that can be secured by railways, they were flot

slow to construct. The result is that tbe lines to the miinîfg

centres pass along the valleys, and in these valleys -the fruit

tree is coming up as a valuable asset to the province and a

mecans of profit te the people.
A marked featurre in connectîon with the lumrber industry

has been the large number of timber, transactions. During

the past six or eight mnonths, activity in the îndustrY was not

particularly noted, but during the summer mnonths more pur-

chases of tiniber have been'made by people fromn the United

States than in any prevîous period of the sarne length of time,

neot exçepting the boom times of a year or s0 ago.

from the old channels. It might mean that the business to
corne from that district to the coast cities might flot be as
great in volume as that when the population of the Yukon was
much larger than at present. But it can safely be measured
that the more gold that is extracted the larger will be the
trade to corne out to the other parts of Canada.

A word in favor of the Canadian route to and from Aus-
traia, has been gîven by Mr. W. S. Fraser, a prominent wool
merchant of Melbourne, Australia, who hs passed through
on bis way home frein London. 1-e makes periodical trips,
but this is tbe first time that hie bas crossed Canada.,

In connection with the wool trade of the Antipodes, men-
tion has been made of the fact that Canadian buyers get their
supplies from the London market, when they could advan-
tageously buy in Australia or New Zealand. Fromn these
countries cornes the great bulk of supply, and recognizing
the importance of buying in the markets of the country where
the product is produced, buyers go there fromr London and the
large cities in the United States. Then the Canadian buys
at second-hand fromn London. It is reasonable to suppose
that if buyers went from Canada to the Antipodes they could
secure the wool on perhaps the same terres given to thole who,
go fromr London, New York and Sait Francisco.

Vanoouvor Island Coing Ahéad.

Reports frorn Vancouver Island are that conditions there
are very favorable. At Nanaimo, much public work is ini
progress, More building bas taken place there this year than
for several years past, both business properties and residenceý
baving been erected. The mines are nlot yet working steadily,
but they bave been doing better of late, and it will be only
a short tirne before full prosperity reigns again.

The steamer Manuka left yesterday for Australia wîth
7,000 boxes of apples, the first shipped froin Ëoutbern Oregon
to Australie. It shows how keen the American grower is
when he cau ship two or three hundred miles to this port and
ciompete with the apple trade of ihis country. 'The grower in
this province, especially with the increased acreage of produc-
tion, is beginning to see that every market shouki be looked
after, and with fruit practically absolutely free from insect
pests, there should be little difficulty in'getting the business.

"There are many agents who are in the business 1and
yet flot of it. That is to say, there are so rnany part tirne
men who only occasionally'secure a risk. Another class c.!
agent is the one who rnay be described as the drone, and
while he is in the business he is not in it as f ar as rnaking
rnoney and securing applications is concerned. As I said
before. these are thet- wr essential po'ints te the insurance
solicitor, and the object of this association is to weed out
the useless agent andi confine the business ta honest, hard-
working and deserving men, who can undoubtedly make a
comfortable living and be a credit te the business in every
respect. And, in this it lis to be hoped that the companies
will co-operate in guarding, the interests of the tegitimate
agents."

ObllgatIons of the Agent.
The obligation of the agent towards, bis profession was

discussed by Mr. J. O. McCarthy, Toronto, He ex-
plained that the agent shýould feel that he was entering a pro-
fession, and that depended afike upon the men already in
the business and upon the company emaploying him.

"If you expect beginners ta regard the business of Vfe
insurance as a profession and to feel under obligation to Ît,
you must treat thema as men. The standa 'rd of ýthe life in-
surance profession is probably judged by the. men in it,
and the beginner is of necessity a keen observer. If -he finds
men of character and worth ready tu 'extend te him the wel-
corne, courtesy and kinidiy interest that is the product of true
manhood, he wiIl at once realize lis obligation in return and
the best that is in him wifl be callcd inta action. If lie ~s
flieated as an intruder or as a usurper it will have the oppo-
site effect, both in his.regard of the business and in his own
development. What is true of the new man in insurance is
true of those around us who have been years in the business,
since successful men do not live in the past but to-day and
in the future, and successful men are 'busy enaugh and just
enougli ta judge men, as they find them, and not upon the
rurnors and gossips of yesterday. I refer to this because

~the very term "prof ession" implies gentlemen and gentie-
manly conduct. Let us. realize that men mnay be CoMpetitors
in liIfe's race and yet lie comrades." . «1:
