MeLellan stated that the Westmount Small-pox
Hospital had been destroyed by fire; that by permnission
of the Provincial Board of Heaith they had intended to
construct a hospital on the towns' -pro';,erty, on ý. e line or
Côte-des-Neiges Road, but objection having been raised to
this, site, the work had been stopped, although the Provin-
cial Boards' permission still held good.

Under the cîrcumstances. the town deslred to arrange
with the City of Montreal to recelve into their small-pox
Hospital any cases of the disease that might occur there.

He added that they had a compulsory vaccination law,
aad that nearly aIl cases of smaîl-pox hitherto app.earîng
in Westmount come fromn outside places.

It was explained by the chairman that the' Montreal
Small-pox Hospital -was not lu good condition, that It was
intended to aalk the necesaary appropriation for the erec-
tion of a uew hospital; and that If patients were receîved
fromn Westmount, only the exact cost to the City be
charged.

The new smaîl-pox hospital might be utlitzed for the
care o! advanced cases of tuberculosis when there were
no patients to accommodate suffering from the former di-
sease. as the regular hospitals refused such patients.
