He has
seen military service and took a part
in repelling the ' Fenian invaders in
1866. Ile was lieutenant-colonel of the
22nd Regiment, known as the Oxford
Rifles.

In 1897 he went to England at the
time of the late Queen Victoria’s ju-
bilee and was paymaster of the troops
who represented Canada at this cele-
bration. He held lopg service decora-

. tions.

Veterans’ Scrip Extended.

At the evening session the bill to
amend the Volunteer Bounties Act
was advanced to the second reading
stage. It extends time for the loca-
tion_of scrip until-October 31.

Hon. Frank Oliver said  that the
government in.extending the ti me in
1912 had deait unfairly, with a number
of people who would have settled on
the land by forcing them to surrender
th.r:ir_ scrip for a cash consideration
of $500.

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REAL AUTHOR OF PROUDFOOT CHARGES
WAS DISMISSED PRIVATE SECRETARY
WHO ATTEMPTED T0 BLACKMAIL HANNA

Provincial Secretary, in Giving Evidence Before Committee
on Privileges and Elections, Stated That Harry Maison-
ville, Who Cherished a Grudge Against Him, Attempted
on Several Occasions to Blackmail Him and Had Been
Hounding Him Since Maisonville Stole a Letter From
Hon. Dr. Reaume, Two or Three Years Ago.

Sensational Developments at Investigation Into Proudfoot

Out of the stress and turmoil of one of the most spectacular
assemblies of the privileges and elections committee in the
history of the province, Hon. W. J. Hanna stepped forth yester-
day with his character and reputation for integrity blameless
and above suspicion in the eyes of the publie. In spectacular
fashion the mists of questionable conduect iniquitously conceived
in the mind of a personal enemy and spread about his head by

CHARGES TRACEABLE TO MAISONVILLE.

The evidence of L. E. C. Thorne and others, and the state-

ments of the minister, made it plain that the launching of the
charges is traceable directly to the venegeful spirit of one Harry
Maisonville, a former secretary of the minister of public works,
who had been detected in the theft of a private letter and dis-
missed. Against the provincial secretary since that time he
had nursed a bitter grudge and sought means of turning public
disapproval upon him for that reason. It fell to the lot of the
present proposer of the charges to hold out the first encourage-
ment. ;
"The feature of the morning’s session was the abandonment
of the case by Hartley Dewart, K.C., the prosecuting counsel,
and the withdrawal one by one of the opposition members of
the committee in the wake of Mr. Proudfoot. Altho each, in-
cluding the counsel, in brief valedictory style claimed that the
action was not preconcerted, the stand of the committee in
restrictind evidence to the exact charges of wrongful issue of
the fiat and the award, they declared, muzzled the enquiry and
closed all avenues of approach to the heart of the matter.

“As 10 coal, mn the year 1905 when
the tenders came in before they were
opened, John Swords of Kingston
came in to 'say that he had made a
mistake in s tender and that he had
overlooked trimming and ° insurance;
that it meant thirteen cents more.”

He asked if he could make that
change. Omn opening John Sword’'s
tender it was found to be for $4.97,
while all others were for $5.60 and up-
wards, "

“Doing as any two individuals be-
tween : themselves would do,”” he con-
tinued. :

“I dictated 'a note to Mr. Christie
(the inspector) telling him of the mis-
take, and to count it as $6.10. These
are the facts. There has never been
the ‘suggestion by any omne, living or
deadf of any irregularity in my de-
partment during eight years of ser-

vice.”
Out of Order.

The minister continued to the end
without pause.

Chairman Ferguson stated 'that ac-
cording to his ruling earlier in the
day, the statement was out of order
and could not go on the records, re-
gardless  of individual opinion. The
examination of Mr. Hanna then con-
tinued,

In referring to arbitration, Mr. Han-
na stated that he did not desire to
hold negotiations with Taylor until
he had withdrawn his irsulting lan-
guage of some time before.

“Had any corrupt intent been
suggested?” ‘was asked.

“None whatever.”

As to using the word resign, the
minister was not sure but he did say
that if any such charges as ‘the others
of pifering in his department were
proved, he would not be fit to look an
honest man in the face.

Thorne’s Appointment.

He then explained how Thorne came
to be appointed arbitrator. He thgught
that Mr. McNaught had nomihated
him. Taylor had asked for Mr. Mc-
Naught, and Mr., Hanna had agreed,
but he had not had time at his dis-
posal to act.

Mr. Hanna stated that Thorne, in
his evidence saying that all personal
matters would disappear after the ar-
rangement, was entirely mistaken.
The minister had heard no such state-
ment,

He thought the claim altogether ex-
travagant, altho there was a substan-
tial one which would reach five fig-
ures.

“l was doing the very best I could
for the department, but no personal
motives influenced me,” he said.

Denied Absolutely.

The charge of corrupt practice when
read was denled flatly. “I did not do
80,” he said, “and mo one today woutd
say such a thing of Sir James Whit-
ney.”

The latter part of the charge was
denied in the same way.

The Morning Session.

At the opening of the morning ses-
sion Hon. Wallace Nesbitt stated that
on the desire of Mr. Hanna, he wish-
ed the matter of the coal tender fully
investigated. He explained that the
committee had quite properly ruled
it out the day before, but that it was
desired by the minister _that it be pro-
duced. The coal tender referred to
by Thorne concerned a 1500 ton con-
tract to John Sword of Kingston in
1905. After its submission Mr. Sword
had intimated his neglect of insur-
ance and storage charges, which
would raise the tender price 18 cents
per. ton. This had been allowed by
Mr. Hanna, and even so, was easily
the lowest tender of all submitted.

“We desire to go into the transac-
tion fully, and Mr. Sword is here to
give evidence,” he said. “I do not
want it said that here, under accusa-
tion, we refused to go on.”

Chairman Ferguson, however, con-
sidered it strictly out of order and
would not allow it to proceed. Here
}he matter dropped for the time We-
ng.

George C. Taylor was then called,
and Mr, Dewart began his examina-
tion. Witness explained that he had
been In the wood-working business
for some years, but was not actively
engaged at present.

Difference of Opinion.

A series of questions dealing with the
conditions of contract were asked by
the counsel, and Taylor stated that
differences of opinion between the pro-
vinclal secretary and himself had be-
gun almost at once.

Taylor claimed that he had a miss-
ing letter of July 9, ’07, altho it was
not the exact letter in question. It
had been written to Mr. Hanna with
.a schedule attached giving account of
wornout machinery parts which had
not been paid for by the government
and for which settlement was asked.

“Did you have in the spring of 1908
any interviews with the provincial sec-
retary?” asked Mr. Dewart. “Yes, I
think so,”” was the reply, but in a mo-
ment he contradicted himself as to the
exact time.

Mr. Nesbitt objected to digging of
the prosecuting counsel, notwith-
standing the fact that it was admitted
that the $500 campaign contribution
was accepted.

Mr. Dewart was proceeding and
Chairman Ferguson thought he de-
tected a ruse.

“No, you must not go cn; I see your
purpose,” he said. The counsel dis-
appointed him, however, and the chair-
man humbly apologized.

“How can we know that this pay-
ment was illegal, corrudt and subver-
sive of good government unless we
examine this witness?” asked Mr. De-
wart, excitedly. .

Mr. Nesbitt pointed out that all that
was alleged was that Taylor had made
accusations against the minister,

“What was the date of the pay-
ment?”’ asked the chairman.

“Nov. 29, 1907,” was the reply.

The restriction of the prosecuting
eounsel’'s enquiries caused some fur-
ther discussion, Mr. Dewart maintain-
ing that further examination was ne-
cessary, and the chairman thinking all
the necessary facts brought forth.

Violent Objection.

Hugh Munro of Glengarry and J. C.
Elliott of West Middlesex raised, vio-
lent objection to the latter sentiment
and held that the facts known were
insufficient to bring a judgment from
the committee.

T. Marshall of Monck also Yaised a
protest agajnst the closing of examin-
ation on this point, The report would
go out thrn the eouniry and people

would think .the committee had de-
clined to press it.

“I do not care for the newspapers.
Let the chips fall where they may,”
said the chairman.

T, W. McGarry of South Renfrew
took up the . original statement of
charge, point by point, and &howed
that once the admission of the pay-
ment was made, nothing remained.

Here the voice of N. W.' Rowell
broke in. “I had not proposed taking
part, but_when 1 see an action so un-
precedented in the court of law pro-
posed here, I cannot refrain from
speaking,” he said. “No one knows
better than the counsel retqined here
the proper action in the case of mo-
tion in the courts of law.”

Different Position.

The chairman stated the position
here was a different one, the commit-
tee doing as they pleased.

The leader of the opposition how-
ever continued to state that the infer-
ences must be drawn from the cir-
cumstances of the $500 payment. The
proposal was unprecedented and un-
warranted. He urged a fair hearing
and a just one. .

“Were there any other times when
you were asked by Mr. Hanna to con-
tribute to party funds?” asked Mr.
Dewart of Taylor.

“I object. That should be stricken
from the records 4as impertinent and
{rrelevant,” sald Mr. Nesbitt, imme-
diately.

Mr. Dewart fired back that the ad-
mission was simply and adroitly made
to close the evidence.

Left Room,

Then came the sensation of the
morning, when the prosecuting coun-
sel, together with Mr. Proudfoot,
seized their manuscripts in rebellion
at the action of the committee, and|
marched from the room in high dud-
geon. They were followed at inter-
vals by all the Liberal members.

“I regret very much to take the ac-
tion which your conduct necessitates,”
said Mr. Dewart. “My learned friend
has deliberately introduced state-
ments this morning, and the ruling
that follows the 2500 ¢ ansaction is
one which I can s¢« ~i{ be followed

in the other. I car le justice to
my client. It is &'~ 'y impossible
for me to do & w4 wound De
doing him a gres. ab if I re-

mained where I cou.d vo. bring out
the facts, which I judged from an
editorial in The Mail and Empire, the
premier and the commonwealth would
advance in fair play.”

Mr. Proudfoot rose.

Can’t Establish Charges.

“As the author of the charges in
question,” said Mr. Proudfoot, “I regret
the situation in which we are placed. 1
find we are practically where we were
in the public accounts committee. I
see that to attempt to go further is
going to be a repetition of what has
taken place. It is apparent to me
that I cannot go on and establish the
charges I made. I advisedly said to
my .counsel that I did not see how it
could be furthered here. I am not by
any means abandoning my position,
but J am going to bring it up in the
house and give then the benefit of it.”
Hon. Wallace Nesbitt then expres-
sed his opinion.

“lI think the committee and the
country will say that every latitude
was allowed by me representing Sir
James Whitney and Mr. Hanna in
the examination of Mr. Thorne. All
sorts of qu=stions and gossip were
allowed,” he said. He went on to say
that he did rot object to the grossest
leading on the part of Mr. Dewart.
He had allowed language put into his
mouth, and the leading of a friendly
witness.

The point was once the $500
was taken, did it have any influence

on. the award? That was answered
irrefutably. Beyvond the establish-
ment of these things, all else was

their desire for scareheads and news-
paper notoriety. He felt that Mr.
Rowell had reflected on him profes-
sionally. He had challenged the pro-
secuting counsel to call one witness
who would dissipate into thin air the
mist they were trying to cast about
the head of Mr. Hanna.
Remaining Was Useless.

C. M. Bowman condemned the
steam-roller process instituted in the
committee, byt was forced to with-
draw it. He was going to withdraw
from the committee because remain-
ing in it was useless.

Another member, Mr. McGarry,
sprang to-his feet to show that the
very facts sought yesterday had come
this morning.

* This called a protest from J. C. El-
liott, and a threat to leave because of
the situation.

“You may join the procession If you
choose,” was the chairman’s re-
joinder.

Mr. Elliott excitedly proclaimed that
the investigation had been hindered,
and regardless of the premier’s pro-
mise on the floor of the house, ques-
tions had been stopped which should
have been asked.

“Enough speechmaking and pyro-
technics,” commented the chairman.

T. Marshall of MoncK followed suit,
and C. M. Bowman repudiated the sug-
gestion ascribed to Mr. Dewart and
Mr. Proudfoot' by Mr. ' McQGarry.
Echoing charges o obstruction, Hugh
Munro of Glengarry stated that If
properly conducted in the public ac-
counts committee it would never have
reached this stage. He claimed that
the committee stood in a solid bat-
talion behind the chairman, and joined
the procession, with D. Racine bringing
up the rear.

Insinuations Ceased.

Mr. Ncsbitt then examined Mr.
Tayleor, the latter expressing a desire
to clear up certain insinuations made
as to the awarda. Regarding the
growth of the claim from $19,000 to
£50,000, witness stated that there never
was a final claim. He was willing to
go into every item on the claim.

“This award has been challenged as
a . corrupt one. What do you say?”
asked the counsel,

“It is absolutely without founda-
tion.”

“What of the amount?”

“I said to Thorne that I thought
he would do what was right, but I
think 1 got a 3rcat deal too little. . He,
in his’ judgment, threw out my best
claim, that for fuel. No one in the
department—Mr. Hanna, Mr. Arm-
strong and the rest would not ques-
tion it.”

He made a challenge.

“If the government think the award
is not a fair one I am willing to hand
back the award and have another ar-
bitration, and if I do not get more
than Mr. Thorne gave me I will pay
the expenses of the arbitration. Only

“flad the provincial secretary any-
thing to do with the delay of the ar-
bitriation or flal issue?” he was asked.
“No, not to my personal knowledge,”
was the reply.

Pressing For Settiement.
~ He was all the time pressing for
settlement, and there was suggested an
arbitrator rather than a court. He
had said that no judge would try a
case of account such as this, fully.
It was urged by the government that
the contract had not been signed by
the senior . inspector, and this was
actually the case. So 'that the con-
tract was questionable so far as the
Taylor-Scott Co. were concerned. The
matter, if it had gone into the -courts,
might- have been there etill.. His
representation was that the pleadings
set up against him were dishonest,
that is, taking advantage of “techni-
cal statutory arrangements, instead of
settling on .the merits of ‘the case.

“Was Mr. Hanna's attitude that of
one under the influence of improper
persuasion?”

“No; he seemed under anxiety, how-
ever—anxiety. to save the department
at the expense of my client. He
thought the award unjust in its pau-
city.

* Responding to ‘further questioning,
he had not seen the premier, nor had
he any knowledge of corrupt practice
regarding the flat issue.

Mr. McNaught Called.

The next witness to appear was W.
K. McNaught, member for North To-
ronto. ;

Taylor, whom he knew to some ex-
tent, had explained the holding of a
flat, and the delay in bringing the
case to trial on technical grounds.
Taylor was in a mervous condition
and apparently on the verge of a
break-down. Taylor, in his office,
had intimated that a practical ar-
rangement had been made with Mr.
Hanna for the extension of contract,
but Mr. McNaught thought it poor
policy and called on Sir James Whit-
ney. Later he had seen Mr. Hanna
and had spoken about it. His ac-
quaintance with L. E. C. Thorne oc-
curred in connection with a housing
scheme in Toronto, and he appreciat-
ed hls ability as an accountant.

Mr. McNaught then told of the con-
ference at which the arbitration was
arr. and Mr. Hanna had. made
it plain to Taylor. Mr. Thorne was in
government employ, altho suggested
as arbitrator. '

"It was insinuated yesterday ‘that
you were ‘to communicate it to Sir
vames?”’ said the counsel.

“It is absolutely untrue,” was the
quiet rejoinder.

Too Much to Pay.

On resumption of the enquiry after
luncheon the examination of Mr. Mc-
Naught was again taken up by Mr.
Nesbitt, The witness told of the par-
ticulars in connection with the settle-
ment of the Taylor-Scott claim, of the
appointment of Mr. Thorne as arbitra-
tor and of the remuneration that had
been paid to him for his services. Mr.
McNaught said that Thorne had asked
$2000 for the worle he had done. He
thought it was too.much.and swas re-
sponsible for the payment of $500
which the government made to him.
The witness said that he had seen and
examined Mr. Thorne's draft of the
award and that it contained from 60 to
100 pages of foolscap.

“Did you see any:indications of cor-
ruptién entering into the award?”
asked Mr. Nesbitt.

“None whatever,” said the withese.
";I‘hey appeared to be the very oppo-
site.”

The most interesting part of Mr. Mc-
Naught's testimony was the story he
told of Harry Maisonville’s attempt to
“get even” with Hon. W. J. Hanna for
some personal grudge which he had
for him. Maisonville called him upon
the phone from London and said that
while he didn’t want to ‘do him any
harm, he was determined to give Mr.
Hanna the “double cross.” “He claim-
ed that he had documerits in his pos-
session which would throw discredit
upon the government,” said Mr. Mc-
Naught, “and wanted me to go down
to London to see them. I said that I
was in no way afraid of anything he
could do to injure me and that Mr.
Hanna could take care of himself. I
was quite satisfled that there were no
documents which would throw -.dis-
credit on the government and I refused
to go to see him.” )

“Did you tell Mr. Hanna of Maison-
ville’s threat?” ;

“Yes, 1 did, and he told me to tell
Maisonville to go ahead as fast as he
liked, and that he could publish them
on every signboard between. Windsor
and Montreal.” .

“Had you been told at that time that
Mr. Hanna had received a political
contribution of $500 from Mr. Taylor?”

“Yes. I had been told that before by
Mr. Taylor himself.”

Did Not Pay.

John D. Mo%itgomery, K.C., who was
solicitor for the Taylor-Scott Co. at
the time they were in business at the
Central Prison, told a story which
should assure the most skeptical per-
son of the thrift of the provincial sec-
retary. If Mr. Taylor thought that he
would get exceptional treatment in his
$50,000 claim against the government
simply because he had given Mr. Han-
na an election contribution of $500, he
was disappointed. Mr. Montgomery's
evidence was a further contribution
to past proof that slave labor and
prison labor does not pay. “Almost ev-
erybody that ever began manufactur-
ing down at the Central Prison found
that the institution was a sink hole,”
said the witness. Mr. Montgomery
said “sink hole,” but if he meant zinc
hole the effect is just the same.

“Paylor, Scott & Co., however, made
a success of it,” said Mr. Montgomery,
“and gave the government $80,000 in
profits.”

“Mr. Hanna seemed anxious to hold
on to the profits?” asked Mr. Nesbitt.

“I felt he was mean about it, that's
all. He was mggardly with the dis-
position of money.”

“Was there anything to show that
Mr. Hanna was giving Mr. Taylor ex-
ceptional treatment?” ‘

“Quite the contrary,” replied Mr.
Montgomery. ‘“He seemed to be back-
ing up against Tayior all the time.”

“Are you abie to tell us from your
observations whether there 1is any-
thing in the charge tha tthe fiat was
obtained corruptly?”

“l simply applied for the flat to the
attorney-general's department in the
ordinary way.

Find out the cause of lthe
vomiting and endeavor to stop it, for
it is not a sign of health as some peo-
plé would have you bélieve. ¥

they ‘are allowed to“take all the foed}
they fhink they want, or because they
are fed ‘without any regularity. Their
stomachs ‘are kept constantly at work,
and having no rest'time, they finally
rebel and the food is vomited.

Sometimes: the mothers’ milk con-
tains too much fat and the baby can-
not digest it. In this case curds are
vomited and are also seen in the
movements from the bowels. Babies
who are rocked or bounced up and
down dre ‘very apt to’ vomit. If ‘the
‘clotHing is too tight “the food will
somietimes bé vomited” because of the
pressiire on the stomach, If constipas
tion is the ‘causé, the vomiting ‘' will’
not cease until the bowels can be
made to move regularly. s

The first thing to do when the
breast-fed baby vomits frequently is
‘to make the periods between meals
longer and keep to exact regularity of
time in feeding. If this ‘Joes not stop
the vomiting, nurse him for a shorter
time at each meal.

Letting baby stop to rest every few
minutes is one of the best ways to
cure “the trouble. And when he is
about half thru his meal, let him’ sit
up and put him very gently over your
shoulder aRd rub or pat his back. This
will bring up the gas before the sto-
mach is full, and will prevent vomit-
ing when the - meal is completed.
These last two directions: resting
and ejecting the gas will cure nearly
every case of vomiting where the
trouble lies in the method of feeding.
If the milk flows very rapidly, so that
it seems to choke the child, get a nip-
ple shield with a very small hole, so
that the baby will get his meal much
slower ‘and have to work harder for it.

If curds are vomited give haby an
ounce of boiled water or barley-water
Just before nursing, and nurse him for
ten minutes only. If all these me-
thods fail, have the milk examined
and find out its composition.

What visions and dreams of fragrant
beauty, the very name brings up!
Breathes ‘there man or woman in this
broad land of ours who cannot call to
mind the picture of some well-loved
bush, gay with scarlet trumpets lned
with gold, dripping golden honey, the
favored haunt of bees and birds and
butterflies, some vine of long ago that
flourished in the gardens of long-gone
grandparents, for it was always in our
grandmothers’ gardens we found so
many glorious ‘treasures, a graceful,
trailing, crawling, bushy vine so hard
to find nowadays, when so many of
the old flowers have been improved
out of all resemblance to their fore-
bears.

There are so many varieties of the
family, all so fragrant, all so entranc-
ingly beautiful, and all so entirely
worthy of our careful consideration,
that it seems impossible to make a
definite choice. It is a case of “much
wants more,” for the honeysuckles give
us 8o much for our money that we tind
ourselves wondering seriously if we
might have been wiser to have bought
this one or that one,

The real old-fashioned variety, so
common many years ago, is the
“trumpet honeysuckle,” (lonicera sem-
pervirens) a rapid climber, the stem
reaching fifteen and twenty feet in a
single season, branches covered with
oval leaves two or three inches
long/half an inch or more wide, of
a dull green growing opposite, the
vine bears terminal elusters of bright
red trumpets, lined with gold. These
are one to two inches long, half an
inch across, the edge of the trumpet,
five-lobed, and from the inside of ‘the
tube, project a clump of brilliant gold-
en thread-like filaments.

This variety is without ddubt the
most fragrant of all the honeysuckles
and the blooming period is the long-
est. The vine is native here in Can-
ada and therefore survives the winter
well, with little or no protection, altho
growing much more luxuriantly and
flowering more profusely when well
cared for. 3

Buy a good, strong, three-year-oid
vine, when putting in your stock. It
may seem a little more expensive at
first, especially if you are putting in
several new vines. But the advan-
tage to be gained over buying smaller
vines is not to be compared with the
money spent. Why wait three yeurs
for results for the sake of saving fifty
cents. TFor one dollar or even seventy-
five cents, vines can be bought ‘that
will bloom the first season without
fail-—that is providing they have been
properly transplanted.

Tomorrow 1 will speak of some of
the other varieties of honeysuckle, two
or three of which are most desirable,
especially if a summer house or per-
gola is to be screened.

Different varieties ‘have different
blooming seasons so that, by careful
selection, it is quite possible to choose
vines whose bloom, following each
other in succession, will give the happy
owner a whole season of uninterrupted
bloom.

Sir Arthur Conan Doyle fiercely de-
nounced the suffragette militants at a
meeting at Tunbridge Wells.

“It is necessary,” he said, “to differ-
entiate between honest, constitutional
suffragettes and these female hooligans
and the even more contemptible class of

people who find them the money to
carry out their malicious monkey tricks.
t would seem that the only thing left
for the militants to do in the way of
meanness is*to blow up a blind man
and his dog.

“Do they imagine that in a proud old
nation like ours they can move men
by an appeal to their fears to do some-
thing which their knowledge tells then.
is not right? We can proudly boast that
in our country we have some of the bust
women in the world. He would not be
an honest man, however, who did not
admit that we have also some of - the
worst, who have let down the fair fame
and dignity of our English womanhood.
Probably if we had women judges and
juries-we should not see the weakness
that now appals.”

Sir Arthur, whose speech was punctu-
ated by applause, prophesied that the
vote will not now come to women for
a generation.

The two companies were under
one management, had in many re-
pects a common equipment, and their
terests could not be disconnected.
Mayor Hocken took the ground that,
it satisfactory terms could be or-
ranged, the necessary purchase of the
railway should not be retardad by the
acquisition of the light company, to
extinguish whose competition would
in itself be a good stroke of business.

Mayor - Hocken, therefore, deter-
mined to ask for power to negotiate
and carry out an agreement, if one
was arrived at, from the legislature.
No terms had bcen arrived at, so that
no terms could be discussed, but The
Telegram, whose dislike for Mayor
Hocken had developed into a deter-
mination not to permit him to do any-
thing that might be creditable to him,
raised the extraordinary howl that tha
Hydro-Electric policy of the province
was being endangered. The Telegram
cculd not have howled louder if all
the private electric interests on the
centinent had completed a merger.

The post he is
now to assumec is an arduous and far
from spectacular one, but the results
of good adminlstration in it are scarce-
ly surpassed, in their general effects
on the city, by the efforts of any othér
department. The highest efficiency
will be looked for under Mr. Wilson,
and we belicve he will make a record
for Toronto.

NEW JERSEY BENEFITS.

When President Wilson was gov-
ernor of New Jersey he was instru-
mental in securing the passage ~of
seven acts that were promptly dubbed
the “Seven Sisters.” They had, as ob-»
ject, the reform of the corporation law
of the state and the interests affected
were insistent in their prophecy of the
untold evils that would'ensue. Despite
protest, they were placed on the sta-
tute book and come into effect on July
4 next. Without walting for that date
thé New Jersey Coal Dealers’ Asso-
ciation has decided to go out of busi-
ness. It was a combine that fixed
prices and prevented competition. The
individual dealers will now compete
for contracts and the restriction of
free dealing has already been followed
by a drop in coal prices. Woodrow
Wilson’s policy has made good.

IMPERIAL EXPERIMENTS.
Contrary to the usual notion, the

density of population in Germany is
little more than half that of Great Bri-
tain; and when it is remembered that
large tracts of the Highlands of Scot-
land and Wales are very sparsely in-
habited the comparison becomes even
more striking. There need be little
wonder, therefore, why the volume of
British emigration,.is maintained and
even increased. Years ago, when con-
ditions were less congested, the British
Isles were compared to a pot contin-
ually boiling over. The outfiow of Bri-
tain has built up her dominions, and
it is not surprising that Britons have
carried with them the traditions and
aptitudes that are their inheritance.
Much of the trouble in adjusting im-
perial relationships would be elimin-
ated If the maxim, “Once a Briton al-
ways a Briton,” were given its proper
meed of acceptance,

The emigrant is usually drawn from
the more enterprising section of the
community, Not every one voluntarily
seeks fresh flelds and pastures new
with the intention of recreating home
life under a very different environment.
For that reason, the new dominions,
especially those that are not affected
by the contiguity of larshr‘/‘. and mere
developed nations, are apt to reveal
themseclves along lines of progress that
in the motherland would be accounted
revolutionary., 8o it is that within
the British Empire, sg-called for lack
of better—description, can be found all
varieties of constitution and legisla-
tion.

HIGH JUMPERS AT

'CAUSED LOTS OF EXCITEMENT

THE SHOW

Ennisclare Farm’s Entry, Monte, Was So Badly Iniut:cd
That He May Not Jump A gain—Confidence Won ngh
~ Jumps, With Other Sifton Entries Second and Third.

The attendance at the Horse Show
last night was nearly capacity, and

the interesting program of seven events
greatly pleased the spectators. The
features of the evening were classes
41, for hunt teams, and 46, the high
jump, over loose poles. The hunt teams
class was won by a trio of the Hon.
Clifford Sifton’s horses, with the En-
nisclare Farm’s entry second.

An unfortunate accident occurred
during the competition in this class,
when the bay gelding, Monte, in one of
the Enniscare Farm’s teams, landed
on a loose pole and broke a pastern
bone in his nigh front leg. The horse,
which was ridden by Mr. Frank Moss,
was taken to a veterinary hospital in
an ambulance for treatment, but it is
doubtful if he will ever be of any use
again.

The high jump was won by Confi-
dence, ridden by Jack Hamilton, after
interesting exhibitions of jumping that
had the onlookers in a high state of
excitement all thru the contest. The
Sifton stable provided all but two of
the horses for this class. Hon. D. C.
Cameron’s Leo went out at 6 feet, At
6 feet 4 inches, Hercules cleared, but
old Ironsides withdrew after two at-
tempts. After knocking down the top
bar a couple of times, The Wasp cleared
beautifully.

Miss Wass, an added starter, failed
at 6 feet 4 inches, leaving only the
Sifton horses in the competition. Sky-
scraper, that has  repeatedly cleared
over 7 feet, failed at this jump, but
old Confidence just sailed over in his
first attempt.

The bar was pldced at 6 feet 8 inches,
but as the Sifton horses had already
won the three prizes, Confidence first,
Hercules second and The Wasp third,
at ¢ feet 4 incHes, they were not asked
to try the higher jump.

The contest in the class for tandems
wae decidedly close, altho only three
tandems were shown, and after con-
siderable deliberation on the part ol
Judge Bloodgood the blue was award-
ed to a pair of bays owned by the Hon.
D. C. Cameron, lieutenant-governor
of Manitoba, with the same owner’s
gecond pair getting the red.

In the appointment class for run-
about horses, only four responded, and
after a spirited contest the Hon. D. C.
Cameron’s bay mare, Happy Maid,
cleverly handled by James Murray, was
gi1ven the blue ribbon.

"The largest class of the entire show
was seen in the class for jumpers.
open to all, in which performance only
counted. This class was on yesterday
morning, and no lese than seventy-nine
horses, twenty of which were from the
Sifton stables, were entered, and nearly
all competed. The premier honors were
carried off by Jap, owned by the Sunny
Brook Farm (Jos. Kilgour), and ridden
by Willie Wilson, with Lansdowne, a
brown gelding, owned by Lieut. H. N.
Bate of Ottawa, getting second. The
Wasp, a strong local favorite, owned
by the Hon. Clifford Sifton, was placed
third, with the same owners, Dorches-
ter, getting the yellow. This contest
was started at 10 o'clock, and did not
finish until after the noon hour.

But three standard-bred stallions
were shown in the morning, and the
local stallion, Jack McKerron, 2.07 1-4,
owned by Crow & Murray, and ex-
hibited by Mr. Crow, so far outclassed
the other two that there was practi-
cally no competition., The winner is
one of the best horses of his breed
ever seen in a show ring, and it i1z a
question if there is one standard-bred
stallion in all America that can beat
