PREPARE:

Stock of Provisions is Being C ollected in Paris — Police Ex-
ercise Surveillance Over Austrian and Germans in Cap-
ital and Precautions Are Being Taken Against Disorders.

Canadian Press Despatch.

PARIS, July 29—France continues
quietly to prepzare. for war. The
troops of the active army are gradu-
ally concentrating near the frontier. A
military guard has been placed in the
great flour mills at Corbeil, near Paris,
which in the event of war would be
taken over by the army, while the
bakers in Paris are laying in large
stocks of flour and the city authori-
ties to prevent all possibility of fam-
ine in the capital, started forming to-
day a reserve store of 15,000 tons of
flour. The police department is ex-
ercising a general surveillance over
Austrians and Germans in Paris,
where many thousands of them reside,
and the prefect of police today or-
dered the discontinuanc® of the ser-
vice of the public at tables on the
side-walks and on the terraces in front
of cafes in consequence of disorders
which have occurred since the begin-
ning of the international tension.

The government made an appeal to
the press to keep calm and carefully
to verify its news concerning the
crisis before publishing it.

Adolphe Messimy, minister of war,
today visited the military wireless sta-
tion on the Eiffel Tower and ordered
the staff. to be doubled,:the officers to
remain on duty night-and day.
Foreign Office Glaomy.

At the French foreign office a pessi-
mistic view of the general situation
prevailed this evening. Officials thére
think .that the only hope of averting
war is that Austria-Hungary recog-
nize the determination and unity-of

the views of Russia, Great Britain and
France and ‘that she modify her atti-
tude towards Servia. ey

Officlals argued that Russia could
not allow the occupation of Servian
territory, as that. would be the be-
ginning of the reduction of the small
Balkan states geographically close .to
Russia to. the position of vassals of
the Germanié¢ powers and the same
would apply if Russia permitted a
punitive expedition. It was pointed
out that in this case Servia and the
other states of southeastern Europe
would one by one fall into the Teu-
tonic system.

from his visit to Russia was made the
opportunity for a manifestation of
patriotic feeling by some thousands of
young men belong to the League of
Patriots ,of which Deaputy Maurice
Barres is president.

The sfter-clap of a Europe-wide
war must give pause to the reigning
families, the governing classes, the
nobles and landholders, the million-
aires, the military systems of that
continent. For out of so mighty a
struggle and its attendant slaughter
and destruction would come, not in-
dividual conquerors, one or two, but
the reign of the common people, the
advance of socialism, new experiments,
state ownership of land, abolition of
titles and hereditary influence, a new
Hurope, & new religion, based more on

" humanity and less on the welfare of

the few, The military spirit might be
snuffed out forever:

The men and classes who are-fight-
ing such mild reforms as those em-
bodied in the Parliament Act, the no
plural voting bill, old age pensions, in
the. bills for improving education, re-
ducfng child labor, giving increased
rights and protection to women, re-
gulating the hours of a day’s work,
ete., would have some real things to
fight and other things that to them
might mean more than revolution.

To save old Europe from such a
mighty change only the speedy march
of social,and political reform in Great
Britain, ih Germany, in Russia, in the
southeastern countries will ever be ef-
fective, if even that will, once the
blaze is stafted and the passions of
men and races, suppressed for cen-
turies, are let loose.

THE BUS BYLAW.
We have already stated our views
with regard to the introduction of a
motor bus service, and nothing new

‘has transpired to change the situation.

Commissioner Harris has given plain
figures to support his own view of the
matter. He is exceedingly reluetant
to undertake the establishment of a
bus service, but he recognizes that
buses may be useful in outlying dis-
tricts where the initial cost of street
car tracks would prohibit the estab-
lishment of such service for sparsely
gettled areas. But the proposal to
spend $500,000 on a bus service he can-
not agree with. Nor do any good judges
think such a proposal wise.

The board of control has cut the pro-
posed expenditure to $150,000, and even
this is regarded by many authorities
as too much to throw away on an ex-
periment. This is the point that really
has to be determined. If the plan for
a bus service is merely by way of ex-
periment, then a much smaller sum
‘than $160,000 would be ample. If, how-
ever, the city council belleves that a
regular service should be installed in
face of the experience elsewhere, and
the adverse report of the commissioner
of works, then the bylaw can be sub-
mitted to the taxpayers.

Qur own view is that some of the
outlying districts should be considered
in the absence of street car accommo-
dation as a field for bus operation, but
action of this kind can only be re-
garded as a makeshift, failing the
adoption of a comprehensive plan of
street car service embracing the whole
city and gilving transfers to every
point. No bus service can ever sup-
plant this business necessity: It is
quite clear that a five-cent fare would
not cover the bus expenses, and it is
equally clear that very few :people
would ride in the buses at ten cents,
and none at all of those for whom the
service is chiefly designed. The estab-
lishment of a bus service, therefore,
means the opening ‘up of a permanent
channel in which to throw away
money.

Most of the districts for which buses
are asked would have now been sup-
plied with transportation had Mayor
Hocken’s proposals been carried thru
for the purchase of the street railway.
Such sink-holes for city funds as the
clvic lines and the proposed bus lines
would have been closed up, for the civic
lines, as part of the general system,
would show a profit and contribute to
the growth of business. Every year
of delay will make this more apparent,
and the blunderheads of 1914 will be
classed in this matter with the dun-
deihea.ds of 1891,

. HOME RULE FOR CITIES.

Mayor John Purroy Mitchel of New
York has started a campalgn for city
home rule. Next spring a state con-
stitutional convention will be held and
he aims at sé uring an amendment of
the provisions of the present consti-
tution which will confer greater powers
of self-government on the municipali-
ties of the state. What New York and’
every city in the state wants more
than any other thing today, the mayor
declares, is genuine, broad, practical

thome rule, fortified by constitutional

provisions. That 'simply Iheans the
right of the people of the cities to
manage their local affairs. They alone
know local conditions and are best
fitted to deal with them.

Among the powers with which cities
should be endowed, in the mayor's
opinion, is that of formulating, adopt-
ing and amending their own charters
and of enforcing such police, sanitary
and other regulations as experience
has demonstrated to be wise, just and
necessary, He also urges that muni-
cipalities ought to be authorized, in
their own discretion, and without ap-
plication to the legislature, to con-
struct, acquire, own, operate and
finance their public -utilities and ser-
vices, and that each municipality
should ‘be made the sole judge as to
what constitutes a public utility, Mayor
Mitchel’s demands afford further
proof of the new spirit that is moving
municipalities all over the United
States. They have been the wvictims
of the legislatures controlled by spe-
cial interests and they want freedom
to conduct their own at{alrs for the
public benefit.

* THE EUROPEAN CRISIS.

Altho the formal declaratien of war
by Austria on Servia only announced
what had actually begun, it naturally
was more impressive to the public
mind. In effect it flurig the gauntlet
before the Russian Government, and
that government can only lift the gage
knowing that Germany will stand

shoulder to shoulder with her partner

in the Triple Alliance. In that event
France will be involved and the four
European nations that lead in military
power will enter upon a conflict un-
precedented in world history in so far
as not standing armies but the peoples
themselves will confront each other.
For in the last resort every man capa-
ble of bearing arms may be called on
to serve under the colors.
The two remaining nations of the
concert of Burope are not necessarily
bound to enter the fray. When renew-
ing the triple alliance Italy reserved
liberty of action in the case of Britain
and also gave assurances to France
that she would neither become the in-
strument nor the auxiliary of an ag-
gression against the republic. The
United Kingdom again is under nbo ob-
ligation to engage in any D/uropea.n
war. Sir Edward Grey has more than
once explained that no agreements ex-
ist committing the country to the sup-
port of the dual alliance irrespective
of the cause of difference, and that
complete liberty of action has been re-
served to decide when and how ass
sistance is to be given if circumstances
should so require.

Britain is not directly concerned in
the war between Austria and Servia,
and British papers récognize that the

Austrian Government has reason to
resent the provocation given by her
turbulent little neighbor. Indeed, un-
less future developments either men-
ance British interests or infringe the
rights of countries whose integrity is
guaranteed, the policy of the United
Kingdom should be one of “watchful
waiting”' If it no longer occupies a
position of splendid isolation, it has
at least come under no binding obli-
gations other than those that will
commend themselves. Britain’s real
interests in this crisis lie in the local-
izing of the war that has unfortunately
begun and 1in the ©preservation of
peace, and 8ir Edward Grey's endea-
vors in that direction will be approved
thruout the empire. If national am-
bitions and jealousies convulse the
Eurtpean continent, let Britain bide
her time as a disinterested mediator.

THE BOYS' FRIEND.

Mr. C. J. Atkinson has been the
boys’ friend in Toronto for many
vears ,and it is a distinct loss to the
boyhood of the city that he is being
carried off to a wider field of useful-
ness. Comparatively few are aware
of the amount of work that has been
dene in the old Broadview Avenue
Gardens and in the Boys’ Dominion,
but these things have left their stamp,
and we believe the stamp of the image
of the King, on the character of a host
of boys in Toronto for vears past.
This is. no ordinary contribution to
the citizenship of the community, and
Mr. Atkinson dessrves to have an ex-
pression of the gratitude of those who
appreciate such work before he goes
away.

1t is unfortunate perhaps that Tor-
onto frequently fails to recognize the
worth of men in her own field until
they are called elsewhere, but at least
there is some distinction for the city
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in being the training ground for so
many who attain reputation and ex-
hibit ability sufficient to attract the
approbation of those who require high-
class service in other parts of the
world. But Mr. Atkinson will have
his best reward in the hearts and
lives of the boys, among whom he has
set up the marks for so long.

DUKE T0 DEPART AS
PRINCE COMES IN

Report That New Governor-
General Will Consult ‘Old
One Unconfirmed.

OTTAWA, July 29.—No confirmdtion
can be obtained here for the report
from London that Prince ajd Princess
Alexander of Teck will leave for Can-
ada 80 as to reach here about the time
that the Duke of Connaught returns
from the west, Sept. 7. The despatch
stated that the object was to allow
the new governor-general an oppor-
tunity to discuss certain Camadian af-
fairs with the Duke of Connaught be-
fore the latter departed.

It is learned definitely, however,
that the usual practice will be carried
out, and the present governor-general
will leave Canada just before the new
governor-general arrives. The Duke of
Connaught will sail from Quebec on
Oct. 21 or 22 and Prince Alexander
will arrive on Oct. 23. The plans were
definitely decided before their royal
highnesses left for the west.

BURNING SUGAR IS
FINE DISINFECTANT

Prof. Trilbert of the Pasteur Insti-
tute, has demonstrated that burning
sugar develops formic acetylene-alds-
hyde, one of the most powerful anti-
septic gases known, Five grams of
sugar (77.16 grs.) were burned un-
der a glass bell holding 10 quarts.
After the vapor had cooled "bacilli of
typhus, tuberculosis, cholera, small-
pox, etc., were placed in the bell in
open glass tubes, and in half an hour
all the microbes were dead. If sugar
is burned in a closed vessel containing
putrified meat or the contents of
rctten eggs, the offensive odor dis-
appears at once. The old-time popu-
lar faith in the disinfecting qualities
of burned sugar appears, therefore,
well founded.

a hundred thousand men in Belgium
in case it becomes necessary for Eng-
land to assist France. British officers
who are home on leave from abroad
have all been ordered to report them-
selves at the war office and not to
leave the country without permission.
Trouble From Radicals.

It is considered likely that the gov-
ernment will have trouble from many
Radical supporters in protest against
the infamy of sacrificing British blood
to assist Russia, whom they ecall the
cruelest enemy of humanity and pro-
gress among nations. Jingo papers,
on the other hand, are reminding them
that Russia cannot be abandoned if
menaced by Germany.

This, sald a cabinet minister tonight
in the lobby iof the pouse of commons,
is thé most anxfots crisis that this
government has had to face in eight
years’ strenuous fighting. -

The gloom and danger of the situa-
tion was most strikingly reflected on
the stock exchange, where, as a defence
against an avalanche of selling orders
from home and abroad, there.was a
tacit understanding that no business
should be done. The only real business
transacted was in éonsols at 70 1-4,
and the only reason that the commit-
tee decided not to shut the exchange
was that this might cause a bigger

panic still.
In the house of commons Chancellor

of the Exchequer Lloyd George said

after the conference at the Bank of
England he found no justification for
adopting any panic measures. This
announcement the house received with
obvious relief. There were seven fail-
ures on ‘change today. Two important
failures and several n¥ore are anticipgt-
ed before the settlement is thru.
Speculate About Ireland.

In political guarters there is consid-
erable speculation on the effect of the
crisis on the Irish situation. The sug-
gestion of The Times this morning
that the Nationalists should signalize
the occasion by giving the Orangemen
all their demands, was received with
derision 1in ministerial quarters. It
is quite certain that - the Irish
leaders will surrender nothing, and
they maintain on the contrary that.the
Orangemen, whose loyalty 18 their
chief boast should now show that they
are prepared tb make sacrifices in the
Lour of the empire’s danger. The
amending bill comes before the house
tomorrow, and the government will
propose to restore it to its original
form and send it back to the lords.
There is ‘'one more concession to be
proposed by them, under which the
time limit for exclusion shall
abolished and a provision inserted giv-
ing any excluded counties the right ot
coming In at the end of any three
years, and if the majority so deter-
mined.

Senor L:ﬁio Elguero Stayed in

Despite statements in Washington de-
spatchés to the contrary, Senor Luis El-
8uero, ex-member of the Huertista dele-
gation to the A.B.C. conference, is not in
Europe, but was in Toronto vesterday.
After a conferente in the morning with
several prominent Mexicans at the Kihg
Edward Hotel, the former mediator left
last night for Montreal. He was accom-
panied by Senor Emilio Rabassa, another
of the mediators, who spént several hours
in the city during the afternoon.

Both Elgueré and Rabassa declined to
comment extemsively upon the Huerta-
Diag revolution, which is sald to be
hatching in Toronto, Mr. Elguero said
he would return on Friday, when he
said, Senor Rodriguez, the third medi-
atpr, is expected to arrive here from New
York, When interviewed yesterday, Senor
Rabassa declared that Huerta did mot
intend to be a candidate for the provi-
slonal presidency of Mexico jn event the
movement sucgeeds. This confirms the
statement of a prominent Mexican pub-
lished in Monday’'s Toronto World.

General Felix Diaz left the city last
night for Chicago, where, it was said, he
went to confer with certain financial men
who are said to have interests in Mexico,
and probably will support the revolution.
General Diaz denied the report printed
in an afternoon newspaper Tuesday that
he had had a rupture with Gen. Huerta.
‘“The entire story is a fabrication,” said
Mr, Diaz. ‘I have not met Gen, Huerta
for some time, but there is no truth in
the reports that we have quarreled.”

Ignorant of Conditions.

The déclaration of Senor Jose Castellot,

personal representative of President Car-
bajal in Washington, that Huerta and
Diaz never would join in planning a
counter-revolution, according to a promi-
nent Mexican speaking to The World last
night, shows  Senor Castellot’s lack of
knowledge of recent events in Mexico.
Generals Huerta and Diaz, it was pointed
out, worked together to overthrow Ma-
dero in 1913, and both belong to ‘the
Clentifico party. A breach between them
at this time, it was said, would not be
possible.
w Among the prominent Mexicans arriv-
ing in Toronto yesterday who are said to
be here in regard to the mew revolution,
were Senor Rudolfo Reyes, son of Gen.
Bernado Reyes, who was killed in the
 Huerta-Diaz revolt in Mexico City, in
February, 1913, and Benor Tenert{ Oli-
vera, General Diaz's aide-de-camp. The
latter accompanied General Diaz on his
trip to Chicago last night.

This decision was made on the
understanding that Premier Asquith
today states the intention of the gov-
ernment to restore the bill to its ori-
ginal form minus the time limit to
county exclusion. If he indicates that
the government’ will go any further
than this, Redmond has plénary powers
to declare the policy of the party
and to place them in opposition to the
government. -Mr. Asquith’s statement
in moving the second reading will be a
full and important one, and subsequent
events depend upon it in view of the
foreign situation. It is probable that
the second reading debate will be con-
cluded today and that the difficult
committee stage will be postponed for
the present. i

At other times the hens
are opver fat and this will bring about
the same result.

Hens that have a good range are
able to obtain enough lime in. the
grasses, clovers and other green foliage
that they feed on, for all these sub-
stances contain lime,

A third cause for the shells being
soft is that there is some trouble with
the reproductive system of the hen
thru which she will drop the eggs be-
fore they are mature. If the hens are
frightened or there are too many males
in the flock this early dropping of the
immature eggs will often resuit. Some-
