EXTENSION IN NEW
ONTARIO.

Attention will be directed in an em-
phatic way to the needs of Northera
Ontario by the big delegation which
is to wait onm tthe governmient next
Wednésday. The direct object of the
deputation is to ask for the extension
of the T. and N. O. Railway from the
end of the present Charlton branch
thru Elk Lake to Gowganda. The
purpose is to open up the Montreal
River country, and it is mentioned as
an fllustration both of the necessity of
the rallway, and the undoubted -pfo-
fitableness of the enterprise, that the
amount paid in the last two years to
carry freight in from the T. and N. O.
terminus would have built ‘the line
from CharMton' to Elk Lake and Gow-
anda; would have equipped it Wwith
rolling stock, and built handsome stone
stations at all station points,

At the present time, when business
is not ove¥ brisk, more than a hundred
teams of horses are engaged in haul-
ing in passengers and freights, and
there is considerable outgoing trafo
also, which would increase with proper
facilities.

THE CITY BILL,

i contemplatéd in the city bill, which
is t0o come Dbefore the legislature. It
is understood to be in a forward state
of preparation. There could be no
harm done if the authorities allowed
the citizens to have some idea of What

A man bduilt his
tront door and hie window shutters,
not in ‘aceordance t-ith thé character
of his neighbors, but with régard to
the value of hie possessions. Britain
was potentially the ridhest empire in
the world, and Canada was an enor-
mouely wealthy country. They should

The  longest purse provided the
strongesi fleet. Great Britain was
finding it harder from year to year
to defend the empire single-handed.
While the colonies were merely trad-
ing sts England had to carry
the burden plone. Now that the col-
onés had become nations, the case was
different. FErigland had a population
of forty-tive qmom; Germany of sixty
mijilons, the United States of nearly
one hundred mihlons. England had to
provide her defence from a much
smaller number of people than other
great powers, and the taxation feil
even more and more heavily on her
population. }

England’s wealth wee shrinking or
stationary on account of free trade.
British agricultural etatistics were
only available from 1873, and since ihen
the wheat acreage had diminished from”
3,670,000 acres to 1,664,000 in 1908. The
total shrinkage in that time in wheat,
barley, oats, potatoes, turnips, beans,
ete., was 4,229,000 acres, and In fruit
énd ltops. the shrinkage was enormous.
- The effact on employment was simi-
lar. From 1889 tH1 1901 there were
500,000 fewsr laborers employed. In
Scotland the reduction was 70,000. In
Ireland it had fallen from 850,000 to
212,000. :

For Canada Mr. Barker thought the
parallel of Ireland would be more
exact. Ireland in 18056 exported 306,-
000 quarters of wheat, and in 1845 3,-
852,000, or enough to feed three or
four miilane of people. Ireland had
9,000,000 of a population then, so that
she produced enough wheat to feed
12,000,000. When free trade was intro-
duced agriculture declined, amd in 1909
Ireland only. produced 48,000 quarters,
or one-twentieth of her former crop.
Oats had sunk by hailf.  The popula-
tion had gone down from nine millién
to 4,300,000, But for the manufactur-
ing industries developed around Bel-
fast the decrease in population would
have been greater.

The net result in Britain was that
agriculture had lost since 1873 two
thousand millions of pounds sterling,
or ten thousand milllon dollars, an
amount three times as great as the
Britigh national debt.

But a greater.loss than that of capl-
tal was the driving of tan millions of
the best of the people out of the coun-
try bringing about the destruction and
deterioration of the natlonal physi-
que. The deterioration, he declared,
was evident to evary visitor to Eng-
land. When nine-tenths of *he people
were crowded into the towns and un-
able to go to the country the physiqgue
must decay.

Canada was interesied in the prob-
iem quite as much as Britain, for if
not protected Caneda would fall into
the hands of cne of those powers which
Cesired to extend their temitory. In
Europe there were af;preeem strained
relations existing, but at any moment
some bold and farseeing statesman
might arise who would unite the d'-
verse Interests. The natioms then
might ask why they shouid be crowd-
ed in their close quarters, and why
bunrden themselves keeping up an arm-
ed camp while the Anglo-Saxons were
cornering the whele earth.

Mr. Barker comei@ered the formation
of a great central state In Europe on
the reconstitution of the ancient Ger-
man empire might occur sooner than
was thought possible. Againet such a
state with a population of 150,000,000
Great Britain ‘would be unable to hold
ber own. China also in ten or twenty
years would be us powerful as or more
80 than Japan.

The interests of Great Britain and
Cinada were inextricably interwoven.

Seventeenth Century Novels.

The longest novels. of to-day are
pygmies compared with those publish-
ed in the seventeenth century. Mile.
de Bcudery's “Le Grand Cyrus’ ran
into ten volumes, its publication being
spread over five years, and when 1t
was translated, or, to quote the title
page, ‘‘Englished by a Person of Hon-
or,”” it appeared in five folio volumes
of about five hundred pages each, An-
other novelist of the samé periéd, La
Calprenede, was even more diffuse, one
of his works, “La Cleopatre,” extend-
ing to twenty-three volumes. These
novels found plénty of readers, de-
spite their enormous length. The Parls
publisher of “Le Grand Cyrus” made
100,000 crowns by ithe first edition
alone. Nearly all the works of Scudery
and Calptenede were trahslated into
'English as)soon as they appeared, and
many of them into German as well.—
