MAINTAINS PEACE WITH NEIGHBORS

Aid of Venezuela and Ecuador Pro-
longing the Struggle—Exten-
sive Plan of Campaign.

New York, Aug. 20.—The Associated
Press has recéived the following despatch,
dated Bogota, Aug. 24, from a Colombian
correspondent of high rank:

“Gen. Pedro D'Ospino, acting Minister of
War, who has prepared an excefllent and
extensive plan of campaign, conirms the
reports that within the last fifteen days he
has destroyed nearly all of the Colombian

guerillas.
The government of Colombia has main-

tained strict neutrality regarding Hcuador
and Venezuela, notwithstanding the fact

that the governments of the sald countrfes
have upheld and effectively alded the rebels
of Colombia, thus prolonging the revolu-

tion in this country.

“Recently the revolutlonary chiefs of Co-
lombia have met on the frontier of Vene-
zuela to organize new invasions of Celom-
bia, using the munitions of war accumu-
lated by the government of Venezuela on
her frontiers.

On motion of Dr. Lhornton, seconced by
Dr. Bray, a resolution was passed to the
effect that in view of the general pre-
valence of smallpox thruout sAmerica, the
association wished to urge upon the pro-
fession and the public in general the
necessity for vaccination and revaccina-
tion. The necessity of this step was
emphasized in brief speeches by Dr.
Thornton and Dr. Bray, who both highly
approval of vaccination In smallpox.

The report of -the committee on Medical
Deefnce was read by Dr. Muir of 7Truro,
N.8., It recommended the formation of a
union for the purpose of dealing with
the defedce of medical practitioners against
whom cases for malpractice were brought
in the law courts. The discussion was
postponed until Friday morning. Dr.
Roddick, chairman of the committee on
Dominion Registration, read the report
of that body. Dr. Roddick went in detail
into the problem and outlined the con-
ditions existing in the past as regards
the granting of diplomas in the xarious
provinces. He reviewed  the various ef-
forts made to get Interprovincial registra-
tion, all of which had failed in turn.
The only remedy seemed to he the plan
of Dominion registration as the committee
had been considering. It had been de-
cided to recommend that the Council of
Registration should be made up as fol-
lows : One member from each province
to be appointed by the Governor-General
in Council, one mvember for the first hun-
dred practitioners in the province, one
member for the second hundred or fifty
per cent, thereof,, one member for
the first 200 and one for each succeed-
ing 600 practitioners, one member for
all after the first' 200 and for each suc-
ceeding 600 or fraction thereof over JMifty
per cent. Besides these one member for
each province shall be eclected Wy the
Medical Councll, except in Ontario and
Quebec, where two shall be elected; hut
it had also been decided to provide that
three more members be elected ,by the
homeopathic physicians, and one for each
of the nine universities, making a total
of 39 members.

The immediate effect of this legislation
would be to give the.profession full re-
ciprocity with Great Britaln. and open the
Indian medical service and Army and Navy
corps to the ambition of the Canadian
graduates. It would encourage the spirit
of Tmperialism, which ought to be en-
couraged. The Council would have full
charge of the examinations and medical
edueation of Canada, and thergby the see-
tional rivalry and petty provincial jealous-
fes would be overcome. There was still
need of provincial - legislation, which he
understood wounld bhe at once given. ‘The
perfod of ‘practice -before any graduate
conld register had been fixed ,at five
years.

THIS NEW COUNTRY WANTS AN IM-
PROVED BANKING SYSTEM

From The Cannington Gleaner.

A few ,weeks ago a number of bankers
from Minnesota found their way into that
place called Toronto, the place that has
an opinion that the ,census enumerator)
found but a pertion of it, and while there
one of the party named Mr. C. D. Grif-
fith ‘made reference to our banking sys-
tem. He gives It as his opinion that the
branch system was killing the small town
and village and also injuring the farm
trade; for this reason, that the money|
was taken in at the branch offices, and
shipped to large centres, where it was
invested. The Toronte Dally World, oae
of the smartest dailies in Ontario, asks
for a general expression on this question.
Well, Mr. Griffith never spoke truer word
than when he sald : ‘Money is taken in
at branch banks and at once shipped to
Toronto and other .centres, the local
branches even receiving thelr stationery
and other supplies from these centres,
therefore spending practically no money
in the place where they are located.” To

banking system should be Improved, but
how is that to be done, as a great number
of our members of Parliament .are stock-
holders or directors in these institutlons,
and If not, when elected, In some way
or other he Is connected with some cor-
poration before the end of his first term.
Banking is a paying institution in this
econntry as well as in the United States.

“Bank Clerk’'s” remarks Interested me |
greatly, but he seemed to forget to men-
tion the good points in our system, which,

as a banker, he ought to know. Permilt
me to make the following remarks : Farm- |
ers at this time, and for some time |
past, have been getting money from banks |
at from 6 to 8 per cent. A fafmer owaing
his farm, and known to be reliable, ecan, |
on Bis own name, raise money at 6 per |
cont. - This Is very reasonable when we |
consider that he can renew his note when |
due, and Is never pressed for payment.
The tenant farmer of necessity Is charged
a higher rate of Interest (8 per cent. is:
the maximum). It is well known that he,
as a class, does not work his farm to the
utmost, spends little on improvements, and
gatisfies himself by Dbarely paying his;
way. Sickness ocenrs, misfortunes come, |
and he has to borrow money. The bank, |
to compensate itself for the risk, charges
perhaps 8 per cent. It is well known |

‘that the. land-owing farmers borrow very |

little money, because as a rule they jhave |
bank accounts. The tenant rarely bhor-
rows over $300, the average loan is per-
haps $50. When you realize that the
great proportion of our Ontarlo farmers
own their land, and have bank accounts, |
and that the few tenants borrow com-
paratively small sums, it will be seen that
the demand for imoney in the country
districts 1s not equal to the supply. In-|
dlrectly the benefits to the farmer of |
having a bank in his vicinity are Inesti-|
mable. Grain buyers, drovers, cheese and |
produce exporters borrow ,the money from |
the bank and pay spot cash for their:
purchases. The people’s money, thru|
the banks, has built up our fine cheese !
trade with Great Britain. Aided by the|
people’s money the implement manufactur-
ers are enabled to enlarge thelr output|
and lower the cost to the purchaser. Some |
of your correspondents are raising the|

of pis statements. For
instance, Bank Clerk finds fault with
the banking system, because he clalms
that after deducting expenses the profits
are not pald to the shareholders in divi-
dends but given *“bddk to the bank as rest,
premises, ete.,” and Bank Clerk overlooks
the fact that the “bank” that owns the
rest is simply the ghareholders - them-
selves, who, thru the directors they elect,
choose to lay by part of their earnings as
a reserve, as any business man would do,
instead of drawing it all in cash.

Then. Bank Clerk’s remarks re salaries,
buildings, etc., would apply as well to
wholesalers as to bankers, or to the Am-
erican as well as to the Canadian system.
But he goes on to state that the note cir-
culation of the banks “is only secured
by the joint deposits of the banks at Ot-
tawa.”” Perhaps Bank Clerk never read
See. 53 of the Bank  Act, which makes
the notes of a bank a prior lien on’all its
asséts. So, taking the figures from the
bank statement of May 31, 1901, we find

there were total assets of $521,350,000 to

secure a total circulation of $46,150,000 of
the Canadian banks, or an average of
$11.30' securlty for every $1 In circula-
tion, without disturbing one dollar of the
$2,400,000 at the credit of the Redemption

deem the notes of any one bank were it
necessary.

When Bank Clerk is so far astray re-
garding the facts In connection with these
two points, your readers will scarcely take
seriously the charges he makes regarding
the padded returns, for there are evident-

ly some features in the working of our

banks that Bank Clerk doesn't quite under-
stand yet.

“(Canadian” finds fault with the system
for taking Canadian money and investing
it elsewhere. The bank statement for
May 31, 19001, shows?

Current loans elsewhere
Savings \deposits from Canada. 222,176,000

| Savings deposits from elsewhere 22,210,000
From which figures it Is plain that not |

much of the savings of the Canadian peo-
ple is loamed ‘“‘elsewhere than in Canada.”

Any bank must, of course, put part of
its funds In call loans. The Canadlan
farmer tho would hardly be an applicant
for @ loan of this class, and our Canadian
system can hardly be blamed for not loan-

ing this item in the ‘‘outlving districts of |

our country,” of which Canadian speaks.

When we see, as Is the case In one West-
ern Ontario village near London, two
chartered banks in a place of 800 popula-
tion, and find those banks fighting, not
only to secure deposits, but to make loans
to the farmers and storekeepers there,
surely we cannot claim that the Canadlan
banking system is avolding the responsi-
bility o2 supplying banking facilities to
small places. No town in Ontarlo of say
800 population is without a branch of a
chartered bank. No such town could sup-
port a strong bank under tie, American
Any who have ever worked In
such a branch will say that the bank is
as anxious to make loans there as to
secure deposits, and the only banks in the
country that have ever curtalled loans at
gnch branches are the small ones that
gsome of your correspondents regard as the
ideal Institutions.

We must all appreciate the position of
The World in opening its columns to this
discussion. The Canadian banking system
need not fear the light. The banking
system of any country will meet criticlsm
from some quarters. In some quarters
there exists an Indiscriminate hatred of
any such corporation as a bank. But
snch hatred in Canada will grow less as
our system is compared with others.

Some writors in these columms have
charged our banking system with causing
ahnost every social evil that exists to-
day. Yet such evils have long existed
ond still exist in other countries under
other systems, and have been ascribed
with equal force to other causes. If Mr.
W. B. Hamilton's letter a few days ago
was as logical in attaching these evils to
our banking system as it was energetie
in blaming that system for them, doubt-
less some of our ablest ‘bankers would
ltxl:)xlvc thought it worth while to reply ere

s.

In spife of such adverse criticism, the
fact remains that interest rates in Hast-
ern and Western Canada have never dif-
fered as they have between the KEastern
and Western States. The supply of cur-
rency in Canada has always been perfectly
and automatically adjusted to the needs
of trade, while the bend-secured cnr-
rency in the States has been scarcest whem
uveeded most. G, M.

THE JUNK ASSESSMENT ACT SCORE

i‘hat the delegates to the Mayor's Do-
‘minion Municipal Convention are here for
business and not for three days of solid
enjoyment WwWas evidenced at the conclu-
slon of yesterday afternoon's session In
the Council Chamber of the City Hall,
when it was unanimously decided to forego
the pleasure of the proposed picmic and
luncheon in High Park this morning, and
in place thereof to assemble in conclave
and accomplish something.

The only business done yesterday was
the adoption of a portion of the constitu-
tion. Proceedings did not commence until
nearly 4 o'clotk, after the delegates had
walted lmpatiently for an hour for Mayor

Howland aind the other gentleménh coin-
posing the Committee on Organizations
and Iesolutions, who were late.

A number of new delegates were pres-
ent, among them belng Mayor 8. Chant,
8t. Thomas; Mayor Jacob E. Klouz, Prcs-
ton; Mayor Henry White, Iort Hope;

After the chalrman had explained that
pressure of comittee business had caused
the delay, the result of the comumittee’'s
labors was submiited for approval. Toe
report was as follows :

Membership and Objects.

“The name shall be the Unlon of Cana-
dian Municipalities.

“The membership shall consist of all
municipalities of Canada which by vote
of their Councils declare their intention
of joining the union.

“The objects of the association shall be
general improvement and facilitation of
every branch of municipal administration
by the following means :

“First, the perpetuation of the organi-
zation as an agency for the co-operation
of municipalities in all questions pertain-
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ing to municipal adménistration.

“Second, in particular the guidance and |
improvement of the legislation of pboth the |
Dominion afid the Province upon municipal |
questions, and the betterment of municipal |
government and the promotion of muni-
cipal interests generally.

“Third, the holding of annual conventions
for discussion, information and resoiutions |
on the above subjects. |

“Fourth, the securing of united actlon
for the protection of individual municipal-
ities and municipal interests as a whole!
against legislative or other encrogchments
of corporatons.

That means that, if the challenge of the
Detroit Club should be accepted, and a
boat from outside the challenging club
should win the trials, it would go to To-
ronto to sall under lfg own colors and
those of the Detroit Boat Club yachts-
men, too, and that, if it should be succ
at Toronto, it would take the cup ba:
the club which bullt the boat.

It means that the present conditicns
under which the club might hold the cup
ten years and never sail a boat In the
international races would be done away
with, and there would be incentive for all
the cities of the Great Lakes to 1d
candidates for the trial races. “If all the
clubs will make kind of agreement,
it will make mo difference to American
yachting on the Great Lakes whose chal-
lenge is accepted. The trials will be the
great fight for American supremacy, and
the best boat in American fresh water
will get a chance to go after the cup, :

MAN WITH A BAD NAME,

Record of Albert Ficlds, Who Left
His Bail, is a Long One.

The National Bureau of Identification at
Chicago yesterday forwarded to Inspector
Stark the criminal record of Albert Fixlds,|
alias William Barrett, one of the men |
arrested by Policemen Mullen and Phllﬁps;
last Friday for attempting to change|
American bills of large denomlnations, md;
who forfeited their bail of $400 cash on |
Wednesday. Nothing is said about the
other man, Frank Howard. Fields I1s a

well-known bank sneak thief, and was a
partner In crime of such expert thieves
as Micky Gleason, Sid Yenny, Billy Burke
and George Willard. Jie was convicted
under the name of Willlam Taylor on
Nov. 16, 18868, and was sentenced to eight
vears in Joliet. Penitentiary for burglary |
and larceny in Vermilion County, Ill., and
was released I'eb. 15, 1892. On May 13,
1892, he was arrested In Chicago for
burglary and gave the name of’ Gem'gei
Barrett. The grand jury returned no bill
and he was discharged. When arrested
in Chicago July 1, 1898, he went by the
name of Willlam Thompson, but was
again discharged ,not gulilty of the charge
of burglary. Several days later he was
taken Into custody at Austin, Ill., for
sneak thieving at a bank, and gave the
name of William McCormack. Agailn he
secured his release. From Austin he went
to Toledo, and ,on Apiil 9, .1899, was
fined $25 and costs and given thirty days
in’ jail for sneak thieving. &n the fol-
lowing month of ,August he was captured'
at Milwaukee, Wis.,, and once more se-
cured his liberty. Fields is now wanted
in Milwaukee, but Inspector Stark was
notified yesterday that the charge is not |
of sufficient gravity to warrant extradition
proceedings, even if the Toronto police
had the man. G. Kuemmerling, superin-
tendent of police at Hamilton, Ohio, also |
wired yesterday stating that Flelds .is
wanted there, but Inspector Stark Te-
plied that the man's present whereabouts
are unknown.
