Turks, including 50 officers,  were cap-
tured by the Russians in the recent
pattle in the neighborhood of Erze-
rum, according td a despatch from
Petrograd to Reuter’'s Telegram Co.

INCREASE IN SALARIES

Due >Partly to the Agree‘ment
Made With Teachers and
to Large Staff.

Dr. Afex. C. McKay, pringipal of the
Central Technical School, presented his
maintenance estimates for the technical
schools for 1916 to the advisory indus-
trial committee of the board of educa-
tion yesterday. The total amount asked
for is $173,920, being $47,828 more than

the amount required last year, & portion
of the incrcase, however, account-

ed for by the fact that the new techni

school was only open from September
jast year, whereas it will he open dur-
ing the whole of this year. Another con-
dition that bas given Tise to.the increase
is the number of pupils attending, last
year's roll showing only 3504 as compar-
ed with 6000 at the present time. In this
ccnnection, Trustee McTaggart declared
that the new Technical was the cheap*
est Institution in the city sc far as edu-
cation 'was concerned as reghrds mainte-
nance, the cost of the building and equlp-
ment not being taken into cgonsideration.
During the year 1915 sclaries paid to
teachers amounted to $96,500, while this
year it ie- estimated that, they will
amount to $124,672.

Trustee Dineen suggested! that a suid-
committee be eppointed to go carefully
thru the estimates with a view to mak-
ing a reduction if it were ssible.

In re-
foerring to the possibility of the eoldiers
occupying 2 portion of the /school ghort-
ly the rprincipal suggested that this
might be the cause of reducing the staff
somewhat, but he pointed put that even
in this event.it would be:necessary to
keep the prant and building in opera-

tion.
Item Was Questioned.

Trus:ee Dineen, who was in an eco-
nomical mood, questioned : the item of
$12,000 for caretaker and helpers, agking:
“Jg that item fcr cleaning?”’ To this
Principal McKay replied by stating that
if a comparicon was made between the
cost of carelaking the colleglate insti-
tutes, taking into consideration the num-
ber of nooms and pupils, it would be
found that the amount called for in the
estimates was not exorbitant.

In making up the figures the principal
had not taken into consideration any
reverues that might be derived from the
various departments, but he explained
that, he had purposeiy done this, believ-
ing ‘that it was a good way ,to provide
for any contingencies.

No man ever begins to give
until he has deprived himself of some-

" thing that he feels the need of having
That is to say, most of our giving,
what is taken from our abundance and
our superfiuities, is not giving at all
in any real sense. ;

: What you do not feel the need of i8
_not a gift. This is what lies behind
the fact that it is not the large sums
that are the greatest sacrifice, altho
they are useful, of course, according to
their value. But the good that the
giver gets out of his gift is only to be
measured by the degree of sacrifice he
has made in determining the size of ‘his
gitt. This is the philosophy of the
widow’s mite. She out of her poverty
gave all that she had. Most of us only
give out of our abundance, and do not
make very deep inroads upgn that.

There is much in this to encourage
the man or woman who is only able to
do a little. The little so given may be
greater in spirit and influence than the
splendid gifts of the wealthy, But it
has a word for the wealthy also, and
each man has to consider his gift not
according to its actual value, but ac-
cording to its value relatively to his
fortune. A man with a million does
not feel his gifts in any sense at’ all
until they begin to pinch his own life
and habits.

Col. Loéle suggested to some to give
up the trip to England they had been
saving for, and put the money into the
Patriotic Fund. This is the real giving.
If you have buiit up a new house :in
your mind let it remain as a castle in
Spain, and put the cost of it into the
fund. ' Take the price of the new car or
the new watch, or the new necklace, or
whatever it may be, the amount put
aside for investment, perhaps, and put
it into ¢the fund, and then the feeling
that comes of real giving begins to
operate. :

Some people think that such giving
would lead to bad trade, and might in-
jure commercial conditions. There is
no need to fear this. There will be
always plenty of people who do not
wish to belong to the elect circle of real
givers and they will keep the commer-
clal life humping along as usual.

The main thing is to be honest with
yourself, and not to be deceived by the
idea that you are making tremendous
sacrifices because you have given out
of your plenty. When a man sits down
and thinks over what he has done to
win this war, his money will dwindle
jnto a very small pile, however much

he may have of it. Do not be afraid to

pe the issue.

listments were recorded. Of the 183 re-
cruits of yesterday, 94 were attested at
the 109th Overseas Battalion Armories,
on Pearl street, and 89 at the main ar-
mories, on the avenue. The 134th High-
landers recaived 28 recruits, and the d66th
Queen’s Own Overseas 31.. The standing
of the three overscas battalions now in
formation is as follows : 134th (48th), 799
strong; 166th (Q.O.R.), 523 strong; 169th
(109th Regiment), 302 strong.

In addition to the above, the 109th
Overseas Battalion has 53 men not ye
examined and attested.

The 109th Overseas Battalion receives
all its recruits at its armories at 73 Pearl
street. The recruiting depot tnere opens
at 8.30 in the morning and stays open
;avery night until the last recruit com.s

n.

Representatives of the 109t1® continued
their campaign among the big wholesale
and ‘manufacturing firms, The men at
the W. R. Johnston Company were spoken
to, but it was found that very few there
were properly avallable for military duty.
At the M. Langmuir Company, seven
names were procured.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS.
The sole head of a family, or any male
over eighteen years old, may homestead
a quar.er section of availabie Dominion
land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Al-
berta. 'Applicant must appear in person
at the Dominion Lands Ageney or Sub-
Agency for the District. Entry by proxy
may be made at any Dominion Lands
Agency (but*not Sub-Agency) on certain
conditions. i .
Duties—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the iand in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
hine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least eighty acres, on certain condi-
tions. A habitable house is required, ex-
cept where residence is performed in the

| vicinity.

In certain ‘districts a homesteader In
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongeide his homestead Price,
$3.00 per acre.
