The bid of Thomas McAvity for the
equity of redemption of the Cushing
pulp mill property has been accepted. = His
offer was $30,000 and' it was the highest
of the several gent in to the liquidators—
Messrs. T. B. Blair, H. H. McLg¢in and
W. E. Vroom. The bids were opened on
Thursday, but announcement was with-
held pending consultation with Judge Mc-
Leod. Yesterday «the judge was consult-
ed and gave his assent to the acceptance
of Mr. MoAvity’s tender,

As explained by one who is' in. touch
with the Cushing case proceedings, Mr.
MecAvity by paying $30,000 and paying
the amount of the mortgage and interest
and other sums, will be put in possession
of the property which is described in %he
advertisement ‘of the equity of redemption
as the mortgaged lands' and premises
named in a certain mortgage between the
Cushing Sulphite Fibre Co. and The East-
ern Trust Co., including. the pulp mill,
machinery, fixtures and plant of the com-
pany at Union Point.  Compiting the
sum total is not a possibility at the pre-
sent time. First of all the face of the
mortgage is $280,000. About the interest
there is dispute, The liquidators say 1t
should be 10 per cent to the time due
and 5 per cent thereafer, whilé the con-
tra claim is 10 per cent from start to
finish.

Some two years ago, or perhape a little
more, some capitalists from Pittsburg
came down to Nova Scotia and ‘purchased

the extensive timber areas owned by the
late firm of E. D. Davidson & Sone, of
Bridgewater.

These areag are situate in the counties
of Lunenburg, Annapolis and Kings. They
are drained by the La-Have river and its
uh_ead watter. No eooner were the negotia-
tions completed than the new company,
known as the Davidson Lumbering Com-
pany, Limited, commenced vigorous opera-
tions. The land on the opposite side of
the lake from the Springfield station, An-
napolis county, was cleared and a huge
mill erected. This mill is perhaps the
finest in Canada. It has an output ca-
pacity of 220,000 feet per day of ten hours.
It is actually cutting at the present time
170,000 feet per day. The place was nam-
ed Hastings, after the president of the
company. In addition “to the black-
emith and machine shop attached to the
mill, there is a large boarding house for
the employes, also a number of cottages;
some completed and occupied, others in
course of erection, in all thirty-one. In
the beginning of the operations, the com-
pany entered mupon railway construction
and now have upwards of thirty miles of
road over which trains vun daily.

The premiers of all the provinces will
be in Ottawa on the 8th of October, ac-
companied no doubt by some of their ca-
‘binet colleagues, for conference with the
Dominion government upon the question

of increased provincial subsidies from ‘the}

federal treasury and to discuse fishery,
railway, water power apd other mattiers
of material interest, inclas‘ii!\g possibly the
disposition of Southern Keewatin, which
is wanted by Manitoba, Saskatchewan and
Ontario to afford them an outlet to the
mvaters of Hudson Bay. The. conference
will probably last about three days.. On
Muesday evening, the 10bh October, the
premiers are to be dined by the Canadian
Club of Ottawa, which will ‘no_ doubt
bring out a very large attendance of that
popular organization.

If the grants to the provinces are to be
readjusted on the basis of the resolutions
adopted at the provincial conference in
Quebec three years ago it will involve an
addition of between three and four million
dollars yearly to this part of the Domin-

Lands---Money Belonging

Toronto, Sept. 21—Today’s revelations
before the insurance commission were de-
cidedly interesting. It was shown that
at the solicitation ot Dr. W. H. Mon-
tague, who at the time was deputy su-
preme chiet ranger and editor of the For-
ester, Dr. Oronhyatekha agreed to go in-
to a syndicate for the acquisition of
northwest lands on which the former had
an option, The members of the syndi-
cate were Dr. Oronhyatekha, supreme
chief ranger; Dr. Montague, depuly su-
preme chief ranger; Colonel John A. Me-
Gillivray, supreme secretary I. 0. F., and
Hon. George E. Foster, then managing
director of the Union Trust Company.

The transaction appears to have hung
fire for some time as from the minutes
of the executive it appeared that on
March 28, 1902, they approved of a loan
to Dr. Montague, in whose name the
transaction was put through, of $494 per
acre upon 100,000 acres of land in Mani-
toba and Northwest Territories valued
by him at $8 per acre. On May 1, 1903,
Dr. Montague gave a mortgage for $133,-
000 on 44,000 acres of land for ten years
with interest at 5 per cent, he having
the privilege of selling at any time any
portion of the land.

Dr. Oronhyatekha was unable to give
deta.ﬁs as, although taken into the syndi-
cate at first, beyorid giving his assent to
go into it he made no attempt to acquaint
bimself with the details and he did not
know what his share was. :
He admitted that while some members
of the syndicate were able to pay their
portion of the purchase money, it was
thought better that the sum required to
tmake the payment on these lands be bor-
rowed from the funds of the I. O. F.
The five parcels of land purchased, as de-
seribed in the mortgage, were the Gilles-
pie lands, C. P. and G. N. W. Land
Company lands, Taylor lands, Manitoba
government  lands and C. P. R. lands.

The purpose of making the purchage
was, Dr. Oronhyatekba admitted, to make
a profit for the syndicate out of the sale
of these lands. The discussiofi between
Dr. Montague and himself about joining
the syndicate propably, Dr. Oronhyatekha
said, took place before that gentleman
obtained a formal option on _the lands,
but he could not eay whether any moncy
had been advanced on account of the land
before the mortgage was given without
reference to the accounts.

It was probable in the interval be-
tween the authorization of the loan and
the making of the mortgage that a selec-
tion of land was proceeding, waluators
having been sent out by the I. O. F.

Judging by the early outlook there will
be mighty few logs cut on the Penobscot
waters this winter by the small, indepen-
dent operators. At the present time there
are mot half as many lumbering crews in

year ago. The big concerns such as the
Great Northern Paper Co., the Katahdin
Pulp & Paper Co., and the American
Realty Co., cutting for the International
Paper Co., are of course sending crews
as usual. They can afford to for they
own the Jand they cut on, for the most
part, and haven’t any stumpage charges
or the condition of the lumber market
next epring to worTy over.

With the small operator who goes in
for himsel and has to figure down to the
Jast cent how much it is. going to cost
him to get his logs and how much he can
get for them next spring in order to see
any profit in his winter's work, matters
are pretty dull just mow. With condi-
tions as they are there are very few of
the emall operators who can afford to
take the chances and take out a permit
to cut logs this winter. All the way
from $5 to $7 is being asked for stumpage,
permits and wages for woodsmen are
way up, keeping pace with the stump-
age.

The small opgrator going into the woods
this fall is taking big chances. First he
has to pay his $5 or $7 for stumapge; then
he has to figure on getting men who are
worth the money they demand; he has
to figure on getting supplies into his
camps, and if the roads are long, as they
are in many cases, he has to feed and
pay’ for men and horces to do nothing
but tote in supplies and then there are
more long roads over which the logs have
to be hauled to the landings, and every
one of these things is eating up the pro-
fit like everything. To top it all the
Jumber market is in a very unsettled con-
dition, and when the cperator’s logs get
into the market next epring he may mnot
be able to get enough out of them to cover
his expenses for the winter.

Wages for men to go inte the woods
are higher this fall than they have been
for years. Just ordinary woodsmen are
demanding and getting $30 a month, men
who didn’t get more than $26 a month
last year, and from $30 it runs up to $35
and, in some cases of extra good men, to
$40 a month. On ‘Wednesday a man
who has been going into the woods for
years and is rated an expert teamster,
wae offered $40 & month to go in. Men
like these are scarce however. The or-
dinary run of the woodsmen who are going
into the woods now is far below the av:
erage. There are many foreigners, Poles,
Swedes, Finns and other nationalities.
They can learn, but they are next to use-
less to start with and they hive appetites
as hard to satisfy as that of a honde.
The native woodsmen,, the best class of
men that can be had to go into the Maine
woods, ave for the most part at work in
the mills and it will not be until the mills
have ghut down for the season that these
men will be available,

POOR DOCUMENT

METHODIST .,

Montreal, Sept. 21—An alarming report
was presented to the delegates of the
Methodist conference today by the
‘church’s insurance expert, Geo. Wegenest,
of Waterloo, who stated that the super-

annuation fund was insolvent with a de-
ficit ‘of more than $2,000,000. The state-
ment, which is printed in the report of
a special committee, says: ;

“The total liabilities is approximately
$2,317,000 and this amount should now be
on hand, invested to earn at least three
per cent. The amount actually invested
is, 1 believe, but $270,000, so that there
is a deficit of more than $2,000,000. The
fund is therefore insolvent and while
nothing short of making good the deficit
mentioned will place it upon a sound
actuarial basis, something can be done to
check its rapid depletion by providing for
interest upon such deficits by reducing
the annuities as already mentioned.

“This disparity between income and ex-
penditure is caused, the committee thinks,
by premature superannuafion and the
question is “asked ‘Why do our ministers
retire before they are mworn out?’ In-
creased longevity has something ‘to do
with it: and . the commission say they
cannot close their eyes to a growing sen-
timent on the part of the quarterly, offi- [
cial boards against - elderly pastors and
in favor in young men.”
 “If the present scale of annuities be
maintained the liabilities will be increased
to more than $3,000,000. At the same
time since the radical changes of the last
conference a succession of deficits has
been turned into a succession of sur-
pluses,” though in this connection it is
pointed out “that the connexional funds
are benefiting by a period of unprecedent-
ed commercial prosperity.”

By an almost unanimous vote, the Me-
thodist general conference, tonightt adopt-
éd the report of the committee on Church
Union, with the exception of one clause.

Onlooker, in New Freeman,
Tells what He Heard in St.

Onlooker, in the New :Freeman, tells of,
a recent visit to St. George this week, |
and what he heard there relative to thel
port of L’Etang.
