On the students disregarding 
this warning, in spite of the fact that 
the initiations did not take place on the 
college premises, the students of the 
senior class were fined $25 each and on 
refusal to pay this were forbidden to 
attend classes,

ONE OF GREATEST 
VICTORIES OF WAR

British Front fr^ France and Belgium, 
Oct. 4 (delayed)—Associated Press.)— 
British arms today achieved one of the 
greatest victories" of the war in a tre­
mendous assault begun at dawn against 
the German position in east and north- 
easi Yprbs. Indeed, when the whole 
6t(OT of this battle has been told it may 
la$te its place as an unequal triumph 
of three years of conflict, for each suc­
cessive report from the seething cal­
dron along this front adds to the im­
portance of the success recorded.

From a point near the Ypres Staden 
railway on the north to the Ypres- 
Menin highway on the south, the men 
of the British empire have surged for­
ward with an irresistible force which at 
some places carried them to a depth 
of 2,500 yards over still more of the 
German keystone positions in the Pass- 
chendaele-Gheluvet system of defences. 
On the northern wing of the advance the 
British have reached Poelcapelle and 
Gravenstafel and have overrun most of 
the Gravenstafel Ridge, which juts to 
the west from Passchendaele-Gheluvet. 
South of the Ypres-Roulers railway, 
the troops are reported to be overlook­
ing the eastern slopes of the main ridge, 
and in some places to have passed on to 
the. valley below.

Washington, Get. 5—With definite in­

ma- oceau,Bishop Richardson in Favor. Fredericton, Oct 5—Arthur E. 

O'Leary of Richibucto, chief game, fire 
and fish warden for the province, has 
tendered his resignation to Hon. E. A. 
Smith, minister of lands and mines. The 
resignation has been accepted. Mr. 
O’Leary met with a serious accident 
about two years ago from the effects of 
which he has not completely recovered, 
and his physical condition interfered to 
a considerable extent with the discharge 
of his duties. Hon. Mr. Smith says that 
a permanent appointment of a successor 
will not be made for some time. George 
F. Burden, M. P. of Pokiok, York Co., 
is acting as chief warden.

The matter of the offer of the C. P. 
R. to the provincial government relating 
to the illustration farm at Fredericton 
Junction has been referred by the prov­
incial executive to Hon. J. F. Tweeddale, 
minister of agriculture. It is improb­
able that the department will take over 
the farm, as that would entail consider­
able expenditure. Hon. Mr. Tweeddale 
intends to communicate with the domin­
ion authorities and propose that the 
farm be used in connection with the care 
of returned soldiers who have been in­
valided.

The provincial government concluded 
its session last night and the members, 
with the exception of those who are at­
tending to departmental business, left for 
their homes this morning.

London, Oct. 4—South of the Menin 
road, where only a short advance was 
intended, our objectives were reached at 
an early hour. North of the road the 
English battalions carried the Hamlet of 
Poiderhoek and Polderhoek Chateau, 
where fighting occurred, and drove the 
enemy from numerous farms and small 
woods south and east of Polygon Wood. 
Australian troops captured Molsarels- 
thoek and cleared the houses on the 
Zonnebeke-Broodseinde road. New Zeal­
and troops took Gravenstafel, and on 
their left other English divisions contin­
ued the line of our advanced and reach­
ed the outskirts of Poelcapelle. Within a

All Captured by Mid-dayADIO C0A1 , The advance against our final objec­
tives was carried out in accordance witli 
the plan, and was attended by equal suc­
cess. English troops took the villages 
of Reutel and Noordenhoek, and secured 
the high ground overlooking Becelaere. 
Australian regiments captured Brood- 
seinde and established themselves well 
over the crest of the ridge, five miles 
east of Ypres, which gives observation 
eastwards. On the left of,our attack, 
English troops carried -the greater part 
of Poelcapelle village and secured the 
line of their objectives east of Poelca­
pelle church.

The whole of our objectives had been 
captured before mid-day. Information 
obtained from prisoners and confirmed 
by identifications of German units, and 
by the numbers of German dead estab­
lished the fact that our attack antici­
pated by a minute an attack in force by 
five German divisions against otir front 
from Polygon Wood to Zonnebeke.
