1/Chief Flynn had no idea that Joseph
Carlisi was. operating in this city until
he found the man was living in the
Italian quarter and seemed  to have
money, although it was known that he
‘did not work.

I seemed to have things my
own way and whispered to the prisoner
that he needn’t be uneasy. Then came the
judge’s charge in which he reminded the
Jury that there was no dispute between
counsel as to the facts in the case, in-
ded there could not have been for sever-
al witnesses had sworn positively ‘that
they saw my client steal the horse.
“But,” concluded the court, “the plea of
insanity has been set up and I charge
you, gentlemen of the jury, that it
should receive your very grave and
serious deliberation; but I must be al-
lowed to say, gentlemen, that for .my-
self, upon a review of the whole case, 1
can discover no evidence of insanity on
the part of the prisoner, except perhaps
in the selection of his counsel.” ;

'Till recently ‘it was believed' that
whales of 100 feet.in length were purely
mythical creatures. But the fisheries
of  the southiern seas have shown that
the great bihe: whale, known also as
Sibbald’s rarqual—a regulhr ‘Jongh of ‘a
‘'whale-——may considerably exceed - this
length. “Specimens as much as-105 feet
long have 'beén " taken during the last
two or three years.

There is a skeleton. of ‘a blue whale
in the British Museum of National His-
tory, from which a lesson in the gigan-
tic may be read. The longest border of
the hlade-bone measures six feet eight
inches and some idea of what this means
may be gathered from the comparison of
it with the blade-bone of a man which
measured along the same border is but
six inches long. A comparison between
one of these giants and that from the
backbone of a man is no less surprising.

The “paddle,” or forelong of the
whale, to which this blade-bone belong-
ed, is among the trophies recently se-
cured by the museum. It measured four-
teen feet long. Since it is impossible to
preserve such huge specimens entire,
plaster moulds have been taken to pres-
