De Valera’s proposal is:—

That the legislature, executive and
judicial authority of Ireland shall be
derived solely from the people of Ireland.

That for the purpose of common con-
cern Ireland shall be associated with the
states of the British commonwealth.

That when acting as an associate the
rights, status and privileges of Ireland
shall in no respect be less than those en-
joyed by another competent state of the
British commonwealth;" that the mat-
ters of common concern shall include de-
fence, peace, ‘war, political treaties and

concern among the states of the British
commonwealth, and that in these mat-
ters there shall be between Ireland and
the states of the British commonwealth
such concerted action founded op con-
sultation as the several governments may
determine.

That in virtue of this association of
Treland with the status of the British
commonwealth, the citizens of Ireland in
any of these states shall not be subject
to any 'disabilities which a citizen of one
‘of the component states of the British
commonwealth would not be subject to,
and reciprocally for the citizens of these
states in Ireland.

To Recognize King George.

That for the purpose of the associa-
tion, Ireland shall recognize His Britan-
nic majesty as head of the association.

‘That, so- far as. her resources permit,
Ireland shall provide for her own de-
fence, by sea, land and air, shall repel
by force any attempt by a foreign power
to violate the integrity of her soil or
territorial waters, er to use them for
any purpose hostile to Great Britain and
the other associated states.

The document sets forth- in detail the
particulars regarding coastal defence,
with a list of harbor facilities and an
agreement to build no submarines ex-
cept by the consent of the British com-
monwealth of states, make a convention

Gain Over 1920 Except in
Coastwise Service — More
Thap 1,700,000 in Crews.

(Canadian Press)

Ottawa, Jan. 5—Exclusive of ships
engaged in the coastwise trade but in-
clusive of those engaged in traffic on in-
land waters. the total tonnage of ships
entering and leaving Canadian ports
during the fiscal year ended March 31,
1921, was 51648,630 tons, as comgared
with 49,493,533 during the previous
years, according to a statement issued
bv the department of customs and ex-
cise. During 1921 the total tonnage en-
gaged in the coastwise trade entering
an leaving Canadian ports was 56 225,~
509 tons against 60,552,658 tons in 1920.

During the 1920 period 164,074 tons of
shipping was built and 273,022 tons
registered. During 1921, 84,623 tons of
shipping with a value of $8,456,573 was
sold to other countries. In 1920 the
tonnage sold to other countries was 53,-
407. The value was $17.819.477.

The statement shows that in 1868, the
first year for which statistics are given,
87,230 tons of shippihg was construct-
ed in Canada. This industry reached its
highést peak in 187
reached the ocean. From 1875 the ton-
nage constructed each year gradually de-
clined until in 1896 only 10,753 tons
passed from Canadian yards. After 1896
the amount increased until another peak
was reached in 1920. in 1918, 53,912
tons of shipping was constructed, and the
figures given show that this more than
doubled i 1919 and more than tripled
fn 1920

Of the total of 220 vessels built in the
fiscal ‘yenr ended March 31, 1921, 139
steamers and eighty-one vessels.
steamer tonnage was 80,174 and the sail-
ing vessel tonnage 15,664.

During the period under review 6,-
204 steamess and 2.280 sailing vessels
registered under the British flag emtered
Canadian ports as against 7,796 steamers
and 1,078 ysalling ships registered under
foreign flags.

During the same period 6284 British
steamers and 2,248 sailing vessels regis-
tered under the British flag said from
Canadian ports as compared with 7,485
steamers and 1,265 sailing vessels regis-
tered under foreign flags.

Total railing vessels both foreign and
British, including Canadian, entering
and leaving Canadian ports during the
period numbered 34,640 with crews num-
bering 873,040 men. Vesselg engaged in
traffic” on inland waters numbered + 60,~
183 with trews totalling 911,901 men,
making/ a grand total of shipping, ex-
clusive of coasting vessels, of 94,773 ves-
sels entering and leaving Canadian
ports in 1921. These vessels carried
crews pumbering 1,784,941 men.

THE BUSINESS OUTLOOK

There is a hopeful tone to the Tor-
onto. Globe’s annual fmancidl survey
and industrial review, published on
Monday. Men prominent in the indus-
trial, commercial and financial affairs of
the Dominion are contributors, and their
views are based on personal study and
knowledge of conditions and prospecis.

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DR. WISE ATTACKS ~
FASHION'S FOLLIES

Believes Rottenness Comes
from the Top of Society,
_ Not from the Bottom.

The follies and sins which have
“proken the glass of fashion and ' de-
formed society” were attacked by Dr.
Stephen S. Wise, Rabbi of the Free|
Synagogue, New York, in his New Year’s |
sermon. Decadent manners, improper
dress, drinking and breaking the law
as a joke are some of the symptons
of the time which Dr. Wise said were
having a bad effect on all classes.

“No lady or gentleman should give
intoxicating drinks to young people,”
said Dr. Wise. “You expose them if you
do to the dangers of drunken brawls
that even occur in high society. You
should not attempt to foil the govern-
ment by evading the prohibition -law,
but you should observe it, as it is the
law of the land. Five years’ conformity
to the law will wipe out the drink vice.”

Dr. Wise denptinced excessive danc-
ing at late hours and continued: .

“Another evil i /thc‘competition in
nudity. Another 3égrading and defiling
thing of fashion today is the way young
women openly use cosmetics.

«What can we expect from the people
of Grand street and Houston street when
they see such examples as these? I once
believed that rottenness started from the

high social circles their vulgarity and
audacity are disguised.”

LOST NEVADA LAKE

During comparatively recent geologic
times a great lgke covered many of the
valleys in Nor&xwest_em Nevada. This
lake has almost completely disappeared,
but geologists have named it, as it was
in its supposed entirety, Lake Lahontan,
in honor of Rafon la Hontan,
the early explorers of the headwaters
of the Mississippi, says the New York
Times.

At the time of its greafest expansion,
according to the United States Geologi-
cal Survey, Department of the Interior,
this ancient lake covered 8,400 square
miles.

SOLDIERS ONFARNS

‘Lent Them $85,000,000 “to,
' Purchase Properties, Build-
ings and Stocks.

Chicago, Jan. 5—Twenty-seven thous-|
and Canadian ex-soldiers have been set-
tled on farms by the Canadian govern-,
ment and $85,000,000 has ‘been lent to
these men by their government, accord-
ing to a letter sent to the Horse Associ-
ation of America here by John Barnett,
chairman of the Soldiers 'Settlement
Board of Canada. |

“Aggregated roughly, this means that
we have placed a population of 125,000,
people on these lands,” he said. ‘

“Qur settlers have been placed yartly
"on free Crown lands and partly on lands
purchased by this Board and resold to
him. In no case has a settler bgen re-
quired to possess more than 3i00. We
have, therefore, advanced practically the
full purchase priée of the lands we have
bought, and in addition have ndvanced
up to $3,000 for permanent iinprove-
ments, such as buildings, fencing, &e.,
and stock and equipment. i

“The risk is necessarily great, I'vt has
been taken largely as a re-establishment
| venture.
|  “Welhave been in operation cver three
years, and the national results are al-
ready very great. Some 600,000 acres!
(that were previously raw and entirely
|uncultivated have been brought under .
|cultivation. Last year soldier settlers
| produced field crops worth easily $15,-
000,000, to which must be added the
value of poultry and daity products.

“QOut the $95,000,000 already ex-
pended $10,000,000 has been returned to
the public treasury. Of the payments,
more than 90 per cent. was paid.

“Thus far the number of men who
have abandoned their efforts represents 7
iper cent. of our aggregate settlement. In
the cases of abandonment, and despite
the collapse in markets, wc have sal-
vaged and foreclosed more than 500
cases, representing an investment of
more than $2,000,000, withoiut any finan-
cial loss. =

Mr. Barrett in his letter mentions that
the power furnished these farmers has
in a great majority of the cases been
horses, preferably mares.

“With the shortage of personal capital,
each settler had to be furnished with

Famous Relgister of Shipping
Had Birth in London Cof-
fee House.

e

London, Dec. 81. — (By Canadian
Press.) — Lloyd’s is a mname known
throughout the civilized world, yet prob-
ably few people know anything of the
origin of the parent business organiza-
tion carried on under it. Lloyd’s Regis-
ter of Shipping had its birth in a Lon-
don coffee house in 1720, but the man
who gave the magic of his name to it,
Edward Lloyd, had been dead eight
years when the first insurance company
was launched. It seemed the natural
thing that the scheme ,of insurance
gshould have been born and nursed in
Edward Lloyd’s place of entertainment,
though he himself had not lived to see it.
His coffec house was patronized chiefly
by shipping men, and when Lloyd’s List
was founded the name of the departed
coffee house man was regarded as worth
using in this connection.

Lloyd’s News, the fbrerunner of
Lloyd’s List, was launched in Edward
Lloyd’s lifetime, and was published
London recently, said if insurance men
but more particularly in the interests of
the coffee house. It lasted only six
months, but it was the seedling from
which Lloyd’s insurance sprang. Lloyd’s
. List was not published until some years
after Mr. Lloyd’s death.

scribers, eighty-two associates, and 1,600
substitutes. There are 1,400 agents and
sub-agents all over the world, those at
the most important places being em-
powered to settle and pay claims. The
premium income for last year was up-
ward of £80,000,000, of which £18,000,~
000 was for marine and £12,000,000 for
non-marine. Lloyd’s is the largest in--
surance institution in the world.

One might wonder how the company
system of insurance had its birth in a
coffee house, but in Edward Lloyd’s day
insurance was effected through bank-
ers, merchants and money-lenders, who
carried on insurance in addition to their
ordinary vocations, and the coffee house
furnished a convenient place in which to
deliver the policies. Previous to the in-
stitution of this popular place of re-
freshment insurance policies were taken
around by the merchants’ or the ship-
owners’ clerks or by brokers appointed
for the purpese, to the offices of the
bankers, mercH4nts and money-lenders,
scattered throughout the city. This
tedious method lasted about 100 years.

Then coffee houses came into vogue.
Some of them were the resort of poets,
politicians and actors, while others were
frequented by commercial men, and
these latter gradually came to be sub-
divided, certain of them being identified
with special classes of business. Lloyd
was one of the pioneers in® the coffee
house—the precursor of company insur-
ance—and doubtless he lent the strength
of personality to the evolution of the
latter, then slowly taking shape. That
he died before the first insurance com-
pany was formed yet left behind a name
to conjure with in the new business is a

striking testimony to his ability and®

strength of character. |

Edward Lloyd not only left his im-'
press onthe London of his time, but he
left a name to be handed down through
the centuries, gathering strength with
the years.

HODEN WEALT

British and Germans in Big
Struggle for Trade.

Berlin, Jan. 5—The interest of the
continental trade on the whole is at-
tracted by Russia, which is considered
‘ag the land of promise for the time when
that country opens its gates to unre-
stricted trade. Then, the nation best
prepared for this opportunity will carry
home the bacon.

The boards of foreign trade, In-
stalled by the government, having failed
absolutely owing to chronic lack of
{ money, trade now is carried on only in
Ean unofficial way, tacitly tolerated by
lthe Soviet. This traffic is transacted by
peddlers, who are compelled to smuggle
goods across the border, and these may
be considered as the harbingers of legal
business.

Contrary to general belief, Russian
people have stored up wealth, peasants
especially, which thé Bolshevik tried to
get, but in vain. These peasants, who
are longing for all kinds of commodities
without choice, are able and willing to
pay the prices asked. Especially chemi-
cal and pharmaceutical preparations at
present are indispensable, owing to the
epidemics raging throughout Russia, and
they are worth tfieir weight in gold.

The first to grasp this opportunity
were the Scandinavians, who shortly
after the war established warehouses in
Reval, getting enormous profits there.
‘They were dispossessed by clever British
business men, who were farsighted
enough to monopolize the whole trade
by controlling the three main harbors—
Reval, Riga and Helsinki. Lately the

German firms which are vailing them-
selves of German business men familiar
with the Russian conditions from many
year’s experience. The extensive local
knowledge and experience the Ger-
man side and-the overwhelming financial
power of the British on the other side
make this fssue of this business struggle
rather doubtful.

LIFE IN RUSSIA
ALL CAFETERIA

Self-Help is First Law—Ma-
terials for Repairs Hard to
Find.

Moscow, Dec. 7—(By mail.)—Every-
day life in Russia is a very practical
lesson in self-help. When the central
heating apparatus fails, and heating
plants which have not been repaired for
seven years often fail, one buys a sheet-
iron stove’ and pipe in the market,
thrusts a pipe out through his window,
searches for high-priced wood in the
market, cuts it and builds a fire.

If the electric light bulbs burn out,
or the fuses blow, or the wires wear out,
one goes to the market for the necessary
supplies, gets out one’s penknife, and
becomes one’s own electrielan.

It is a great tragedy when shoes or
clothing wear out -or require repairing.
Tailors have no cloth and shoemakers
have no leather. These can be’ found
only in the street markets, and it re-
quires many hours to place a pair of
shoes and sufficient leather for half-
soles in the hands of a cobbler who will
sew them on.

The lack of serviceable new cloth in
the markets has put worn clothing at a
premium. It is greedily bought by men
and women who have it turned and ren-
ovated. Tailors are so busy with this
sort of work that it frequently requires
several weeks to have repairs made.

Plumbers and tinners and carpenters
and pafnters utterly lack supplies. Smelt
contractors can frequently supply work-
men to make building repairs of minor
character, but they are seldom able to
provide the required materials. This
necessitates hours of search through the
street stalls’ scattered along miles of
boulevards. The capital, organization
and confidence which are necessary to
effect the assembling of large stocks are
still lacking.

'BUSINESS IN
NOVA SCOTIA

Halifax, N. 8, Jan. 5*-Taking the tele-
phone as the barometer of general busi-
ness conditions, and representing the
volume of business done in Nova Scotia
during 1919 by 100, the business of the
province increased to 140 in 1920 and
fell hack to 120 in 1921, says W. H.
Hayes, assistant manager of the Mari-
time Telephone Company, ‘who holds
that the number of long distance and
local calls fairly reflects the movement
of general business.

Next-day
a check on admissions by varfous men
who had challenged™ Oles to wages
brought out the fact that by taking all
bets he could maké enough money to
pay his campaign expenses and give |
himself and his family a trip to Florida.

FUR SALES ACTIVE,
Consulas Report Says Demapd Keen at

An American consuldr report states
said the anticipations of London brokers

in their reports of the spring sale that
the fur trade prospects were favorable,
were fully confifmed by the results of the
two subsequeiit auctions, despite the con-
dition of many FEutopean curfencies
which has handicapped buyers from
these countries. During the summer
motiths denlers’ stocks of furs became ex-
bausted, consequently the fall sale wit-
nessed a kéen deéemand, ahd practically
the whole quantity catalogued was
cleared, prices in most cases being higher
than at the spring sale. The largest
proportion of furs was secured by the
home trade, but French buying was also
heavy, and while a considerable quantity
was bought for Germany the value of
the mark militated against greater pur-
chases being made.

London, Jan. 3—Interest in the be-
trothal of Princess Mary and Viscount
Lascelles continues to grow in this coun-
try, and the geawral public picks up news
in connection witn the future home-mak-~
ing of the royal lady and her non-royal
lover with avidity. Plans for wedding
gifts have taken possession of the people
and the gifts will be as varied as the
numerous groups of givers differ in their
ideas with regard thereto. London it-
self will make a gift to the bride. The
Lord Mayor has announced the opening
of a fund for this purpose. To the staid
married people probably one of the up-
permost questions in connection with the
coming marriage is, where will they re-
side?

To begin with, the princess and her
husband propose to live during the early
part of their married life at Gold-
borough Hall, Yorkshire. Goldborough
Hall is a red-brick early Jacobean man-
sion standing in a park and gardens
which have an area of over 100 acres.
The village of Goldborough is near the
old town of Knaresborough.

Goldborough Hall is the property of
Lord Lascellas’ father, Lord Harewood,
who himself lived there for fourteen
yesrs. For the last twenty-six years the
mansion has been occupied by W. R.
Lamb, a Yorkshire magistrate, and his
family. Mr. Lamb has arranged to give
up possession on April 80, and the hall
is to be p for the reception of
Lord Lascelles and his bride next sum-
mer.

The future country residence of Prin-
cess Mary and her husband will be Hare-
wood House, the home of the Lascelles
family. It is a stately mansion com-
manding fine views of the natural beau-
ties of Wharfedale, It has many royal
assoclations, and the early Lords of
Harewood were of regal descent. The
name is said to be derived from Hare-
wood—the wood of the sodliers—where
a battle was' fought between Danes and
Saxons, The royal castle, which was
built in the reign of Erward IIL, has
lond; since been dismantled, but its ruins
and the old church, with its wonderful

sculptured tombs, remain. The present
maension: was built in 1760 for Edwin
Lesscelles, who was created the first
Baron Harewood in 1790. It took twelve
years to build it, at a cost, it is said of
£120,000. :

Harewood House was enlarged and
fmproved about sixty years ago, and it

~-was then that the fine Italian garden on
the south terrace was planned. The
palatial front affords a sweeping view
of ‘wooded landscape, and near at .the
gardens, which were laid out at a ecost
of £16,000. The grounds contain a fom-
ous “Tokay” vine, seventy feet long and

. twenty-four feet wide, which was
in 1783. The State apartmants

are handsomely decorated and furnished.
In Harewood House are wonderful
painted seilings by Rebecci, Rose and

Zucchi; plaques by Kauffman, and por-

traits by Reynolds, Hoppner and Law-

rence; also a collection of china—largely
Sevies—valued at over £200,000.

The Prince of Wales stayed at Hare-
wood House last summer, the king and
Queen were entertained there in 1908,
when Their Majestics visited Leeds to
open the new university buildings. King
Edward -and . Queen Alexandra were
guests _at Harewood House, as Queen
Victoria- ‘had been before her accession
to the throne.

Washington, Jan. 5—Dr. Hugh Smith
says that the Bureau of Fisheries has
«ontinued to assist in increasing ‘the
saving and use of fisheries by-products.
The report states that the production of
scrap and meal from fishery products in
the United States,iincluding Alaska, was
 last year in exess sof 125,000 tons. Con-
tinuing, the report says, in part:—

As a result of the bureau’s work on
the Atlantic seaboard tl':ere was a large
increase ih the production of fish meal
for stock feeding purposes, and men-
haden and other interests are well
pleased with the advantages accuring
from the development of an additional
outlet. The trade is energetically build-
ing up markets to care for the increased
production, :

On the basis of r published by
the Bureau of the Census the production
of fish and marine mammal oils In 1920
amounted to 8,803,574 gallons, distributed
as follows: Menhaden oil, 8,676, gal-
lons; whale oil, 8,073,674 gallons; sperm
oil, 416,787 gallons; herrihg 011,880,379
gallons; cod and codliver oil, 196,108 gal-
lons; and all other, 1,060,322 gallons.

Edward J. O’Brien, who will lecture
at the People’s School from January
11th to March 16th, 1922, is an eminent
American man-of-letters. He gradiated
from Boston Coilege and took a post-
graduate course at Harvard. He is the
author of several poems, novels and
plays. His principal work, “White
Fountains,” is a poem whose merit has
been acknowledged by the most eminent
critics of England and America.

Last summer he was met in Oxford,
England where he has resided for sev-
{eral years, by the organizer of the Peo-
!ple’s School. Mr. O’Brien volunteered
;his services to the authors of the com-
;mendnble enterprise at Antigonish, and
lis giving his services solely (as he says):

The courses offered by the People’s
School ‘are of a very comprehensive
character and contain something suited
to the needs of all aspiring workers.
They are moreover entirely free. The
only expense incurred by the student is
the cost of his board and lodging dur-
ing the two months spent in Antlgonish.‘"i
All young men who desire mental im-
provement, and the added power that
comes from such improvement, are given
an earnest invitation to attend. The sec-
retary of the People’s School will will-
ingly advise any who are to correspond *
with him.
