London, Jan,. 16—A Bonar Law,

Unijonist leader, in a speech in Bristol

last night, confirmed a report that the

negotiations between his party and the

Liberals, for a settlement of the Ulster

question had failed. He said:

“There have been conversations be-
tween the party leaders but thus far,they
have been without result, and I am
grieved to say that I think it my duty
to say so—for nothing can be gained by
cherishing vain illusions—that, so far as
I can judge, there can be no results. We
are drifting rapidly, (if something does
not turn the current), inevitably to a
civil war, which will shatter the whole
fabric of our national existence and
leave us exposed to dangers from with-
out. ;

. “We must assume,” ke continued,
“that it is the present intention of the
government to carry their policy to the
bitter end and on that assumption it is
our duty by every s in our power,
to prevent them from“committing what
we believe to be a great crime. .

“Parliament has not the right to sell
the people of Ulster into slavery.

“If Ulster is to be dragooned, the or-
der must be given only as the declared
will of the people. If the government
persists in its policy, the issue cannot be
decided without bloodshed. If Premier
Asquith ic right, he will lose nothing
by a general election, and if he fears a
general election, he has an alternative in
the referendum. The government is
rendy apparently, to face civil war,rather
than face ithe people. £

“We have given a pledge that if Ulster

Senator Cox

Died Today

One of C‘ahada’s Finandial GtantsP»asses
1y at Age of 74—Worth From Ten
to Eighteen Millions et

Away

Toronto, Jan. 16—Senator George A.
Cox died this morning. His death re-
moves the most ‘active and influeatial
financial magnate in Ontario, and one of
the oustanding financial giants of Can-
ada. It is a difficult matter estimating
his wealth, owing to ‘the vast number
and complex character of industries and
the monetary institutions i which he
was interested. His estate has been said
1o he anywhere. from ten to eighteen mil-

ons. !

He was one of the incorporators of the
$15,000,000 transcontinental railway com-
pany, and might have been its president
had he so desired.

His first big financial deal was carried
out when He was thirty-eight years old.
This was in 1878, At that time the
Midland Railway was 4n financial diffi-
culties, and at the reqrest of the credi-

tors, he undertook to straighten matters
out. He was associsted with Senator
Jaffray in the flotatior. of the company’s

bonds on the London market and this|

SUES WHITE STAR COMPANY AND

SAYS TTANE

WAS UNSEAWORTHY

London, Jan. 15—The plea that the
Titanic 'was unseaworthy when she left
England in April 1912, on her disastrous
maiden trip to the United States which
cost the lives of more than 1,500 people,
is to be advanced in a suit for damages
brought against the White Star Line by
Thomas Whiteley, one of the surviving
stewards. The plaintiff sustained a frac-
ture of the right leg in the wreck.

Whiteley’s counsel, Allen Clement Ed-

| .wards, M. P. will also argue that there

was negligence in the steering of the
ill-fated vessel. The hearing has been
provisionally fixed for March 1.

This will be the first time that a sug-
gestion in regard to the unseaworthi-
ness of the Titanic has been raised in
the courts.

Whiteley' in an interview in New
York after the wreck, declaring that the
Titanic officers had dis rded the
warnings of the lookout that icebergs
were in the vicinity.

WON MORE THAN MILLOON
IN A SPANISH LOTTERY

Madrid, Jan. 16—The climax of the
state lottery season was reached in the
drawing for the Christmas lottery. The
three prizes at stake amounted to 11,-
000,444 pesetas, or’' about $2,200,000.

The drawing for the winning num-
bers was done in a large hall in the pres-
ence of a delegate of the government and
other state functionaries, with the pub-
lis filling up the benches in the body of
the hall.

The numbers of each of the tickets
sold were placed in separate metal 'balls.
After being mixed they were poured into
a, gigantic transparent barrel, in .which
they were further agitated by a me-
chanical contrivance. The same process
was gone through with a barrel of small-
er dimensions, containing balls in which
were placed the figures of the various
prizes. \ )

Two children from the state orphan-
age drew first a winning number, then a
ball denoting the amount of its prize.
‘When the biggest prize, 6,000,000 pesetas,
was drawn the reporters rushed for their
automobiles in a body, and in a few
minutes special editions of the papers
were on the streets announcing the win-
ner, who was a resident of Madrid.

The tickets for the Christmas lottery
cost $200, but it was possible to buy a
hundredth or even a thousandth part of
a ticket, and often whole communities
of poor people are thus rendered afflu-
ent at Christmas by their share of a
ticket bought with a few cents.

VICAR-GENERAL OF ROME IN
DENOUNCEMENT OF TANGO

Rome, Jan 16—Cardinal Basailo Pom-
pili, vicar-general of Rome, representing
the Pontiff, has issued a pastoral letter
denouncing the tango and also certain
newspapers, theatrical performances and
fashions, which, he declares, are per-
verting souls. He says “The Tango,
which has already been condemned by
illustrious bishops and is prohibited even
in Protestant countries, must be abso-
lutely prohibited in the seat of the Ro-
man pontiff, the centre of the Roman
Catholic religion.”

He urges the. clergy courageously to
raise their voices “in defending the sanc-
tity of Christian usages against dangers
threatening and the overwhelming im-
morality of the new paganism.”

He warns parents that if they do not
protect their children from corruption
they will be guilty before God of fail-
ure in their most sacred duties.

ADVISES PRINCE NOT 4
TO TAKE THE THRONE

ed Prince William of Wied not to take
the Albanian throne.

Organized to Promote Campaign
—Officers Chosen Last Night

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A FALLACY EXPOSED

(Halifax Chronicle)

In his speech at the Masonic Hall on

Wednesday night, Dr. Michael Clark
disposed of the fallacy that protect-
tion keeps up the rate of wages. The
rrotectionists try to bolster up this doc-
tring among the workingmen by com-
paring the wages paid in the United
States and Canada with the wages in
Great Britain. In attributing the high-
er rate on this side of the Atlantic to
the protective tariff, they are ignoring
the important fact, as Doctor Clark
pointed out, that while the United
States has comparatively few people to
the square mile, and Canada vastly few-
er, England with its congested popula-
tion supports a very large number of
people for every square mile of its area
500, as compared with 80 in the United
States and 2 in Canada. There is also
the further striking fact that wages in
Free Trade England are higher than in
the other European countries which
nmaintain a system of protection.

Doctor Clark’s argument. is strongly
supported by the figures given in an
article in the last number of the Uni-
versity Magazine by Theodore H. Boggs
who quotes statistics to show the effect
of wages upon the tariff, and of the tax
upon wages. Admitting that the wages
paid in the United Stats are higher than
in Britain, which in turn is much high-
er than in Germany, the fact remains
that the wages in the United States are
highest where there is no protection
at all. Wages are highest for bricklay-
ers, plasterers, plumbers, printers, paint-
ers, and in certain lines of railway work
which is not influenced directly by pro-
tection. On the contrary, laborers in
highly protected trades receive the low-
est wages.

PROTECTION FOR FOK
BREEDING INDUSTRY
IN QUEBEC PROVINCE

Quebec, Jan, 16—Foxes receive con-
siderable attention in the annual report
of Hector Charron, superintendent of
fisheries and game which has now been
made, public. :

Mr. Charron finds that there is a gen-
eral ‘movement “inthe ‘province in" favor
of thebreeding of fur-bearing animals.
He notes that considerable work in this
connection has been done at Lorette, in
Rouville and at Lake Edward. These
are in addition to previous establish-
ments at Lorette, Charlesbourg and Pi-
astre Bay.

“Since the breeding of foxes and oth-
er animals has already assumed such a
development, which should not only be
encouraged, but also protected,” con-
tinued Mr. Charron’s report.

FProtective Means

“To that end an amendment was in-
gerted in the game laws forbidding the
hunting of yellow foxes between April
1 and November 1 of each year, because
before the yellow fox was protected
hunters ignored the law protecting black
and silver foxes and always told ‘the
game wardens that they were hunting
red or yellow foxes. In connection with
this, I must say that some provinces,
such as Prince Edward Island and New
3runswick, are making great efforts to
gmet as many foxes as possible from this
province and I think T may say the
same of the United States. Therefore,
it is- our duty not to let the animals be
taken from us such as the black whose
value amounts tq from $5,000 to -$10,000
& pair.

“The regions which require specially
to be watched are the Upper St. Mau-
rice, Upper Lake, St. John and the Narth
Shore, for the supply of foxes for our
breeding farms comes chiefly from those
regions where the agents for foreign
companies will try to get them from us.

“We grant residents of the province
wishing to establish a breeding farm
ficenses permitting them to take twelve
vellow, black or cross foxes during the
close season. These licenses are given on
certain conditions, among which is the
prohibition to sell any of the foxes ta-
ken under the license to non-residents of
the province unless the latter themselves
have a license from the department per-
mitting them to capturc or buy such
animals here. The question as to wheth-
er the issue or such permits should be
more strictly limited might be studied
next session. In my opinion, every per-
son wishing to have foxes transported
.n the province or to export them,
should be bound to obtain a license
with tags from the department.”

IN PARLIAMENT.

< and his followers will consider the ac-
tion to be taken in relation-to important
matters which were not referred to in
the speech from the throne. The Ottawa
correspondent of the Standard would
have the readers of that journal believe
that the Liberals are non-plussed by the
elimination of the navy bill from the
government programme. The fact is,
ho wever, that YMr. Borden’s failure te
say anything about the navy confirms
the declaration of the Liberals last year
. that there was no_emergency, and his
failure to say anything about a perman-

s\ Canadian naval policy may be ac-

(

cepted as confirmation of the view that

he now favors a policy of contribution,’

and of tribute to the big shipbuilding
firms and armament makers of the old
country, rather than a self-respecting
Canadian policy which would provide
for a Ganadian navy, built and manned
as far as possible by Canadians.

No reference is made in the speech to
tariff revision or to the increased and
steadily increasing cost of living, with
an accompanying increase of unemploy-
ment. There is not even a reference to

. the departmental commission appointed
to investigate the cost of living. The
speech is a particularly barren produc-
tion, outside of the references to a re-
distribution bill and the appointment of
more senators for the west.

A London cable to the Telegraph this
morning announces that “Hon. George
E. Foster sails today for Canada to take
his place in parliament. He has decided
not to accompany the commission on its
trip to South Africa. Mr. Foster’s pres-
ence will add spice to the debates and
may not add much to the peace of mind
of some of his colleagues. The session
promises to be very intetcst_ing, as mem-
bers of the opposition already have
questions framed that ought to bring
out some “very interesting information.
There will be a special local interest in
the answers to Mr. Emmerson’s questions
concerning the arrangement between the
government and the C. P. R. in relation
to the transfer of the big mail steam-
ships from St. John to Halifax.

————————

TEMPERANCE LEGISLATION

It was decided at a meeting of tem-
perance men last evening to inaugurate a
Scott Act campaign for the city and
county of St. John. Opinion even among
advocates of temperance is divided to
gome extent as to whether an attempt
should be made to secure an act closing
all the licensed saloons at once, or to
proceed by local option to reduce the
number of licenses and eventually wipe
them all out. Even concerning the wis-
dom of the latter course there is division
of opinion, since it was stated by a min-
ister after a local option campaign in
sbveral wards a few years ago that in one
of the wards where local option was de-
feated there were enough church mem-
bers to have polled more votes in favor
of closing the saloons than were polled
by. the victorious party.

In the province of Ontario the local
option campaign made some further
gains this year in the smaller towns and
rural communities, but was not so suc-
cessful in the larger centres. In ‘the
province of Quebec the government is
introducing legislation for the gradual
abolition of the bar and the substitution
of refreshment houses and hotels, which
will only be allowed to sell drinks to
persons who have also ordered food. It
4s also proposed by the government to
make a reduction of nearly two hundred
in the number of licenses in the city of
Moptreal. . A’ despatch from Winnipeg
seys that in the legislature yesterday a
resolution asking for a referendum on

the question of abolishing the bar in that
province was defeated. A similar reso-
lution was defeated last year. In Nova
Scotia there appears to be a movement
in favor of abandoning the Scott Act in
counties where it is in force and adopt-
ing the provincial prohibition act, the
claim of those favoring this change be-
ing that the Scott Act is not enforced,
and that the machinery for enforcing the
provincial prohibition act is much more
effective.

Mr. Bonar Law boasts that with
the help of the Almighty the Unionists
will keep their pledge to support Ulster
in rebelion. What sort of talk is this
for a responsible statesman, the leader
of a once great party? Mr. Bonar Law
is playing as dangerous a game as was
ever played by a scheming politician or an
out and out fanatic in the long history
of British politics. The government will
not falter in its course.. It will carry
out the declared wishes of the people of
the United Kingdom.

Some Information For St. John,
People Concerning This Great
Movement and Its Results

Many people in St. John are asking
about the social centre movement and!
its relation to the wider use of school
buildings. The Times in the next few
issues will give its readers some inform-
ation on this point. As a beginning this
paper cannot do better than quote a

Wilson, in an address delivered in 1911,
when he was governor of' New Jersey.
He said:

“The object of the movement is to
make the school-house the civic centre
of the community, at any rate in such

| communities as are supplied with no

other place of common resort. It is ob-
vious that the school-house is in most
communities used only during certain
hours of the day, these hours when the
rest of the community is busily engaged
in bread-winning work. It occurred to
the gentlemen who started this move-
ment that inasmuch as the schoolhouses
belonged to the community it was per-
fectly legitimate that the community

| should use them for its own entertain-

lment and schooling, when the young
people were not occupying them. And
that, therefore, it would be a good idea

esting thing about this movement is
that a great many things have occurred
to people to do in the school-house,
things social, things educational, things
political—for one of the reasons. why
politics took on a new complexion in
the city in which this movement origin-
ated (Rochester, N. Y.) was that the
people who could go into the school-
houses at night knew what was golnilon
in that city and insisted upon talking
about it; and the minute they began
talking about it many things became im-
possible, for there are scores of things
that must be put a stop to in our poli-
tics that will stop the moment they are
talked of where men will listen. The
treatment for bad politics is exactly the
modern treatment for tuberculosis—it is
exposure to the open air.”

The spirit of the social centre- move-
ment in the United States is indicated by
:areport lately ‘issued by the Russell
Sage-JFoundation of New York. Last
winter seventy-one cities had paid work-
ers for some,form of social centre activ-
ity, compared with forty-four in ‘the
previous winter. The amount of money
expended in the maintenance of school
centres was $189,585 in 1912, and $3824,-
575 in 1918. There yere 1927 paid work-
ers last year, and over a thousand volun-
tary workers.

As to some of the results of social cen-
tre work, We may quote from an address
by George M. Forbes, LL. D., of ‘-the
University of Rochester, president of
the Rochester Board of Education and

| president of the New York State Teach-

ers’ Association. He said:—

“] have seen a neighborhood of work-
ing people, characterized by vicious mor-
al standards, chiefly because its young
working men and women were driven
to the streets and dance halls for recre-
ation, undergoing complete transforma-

: tion, because the young men and women

were permitted to use the school build-
ings tnder wise, friendly supervision,
and thus provided the wholesome recre-
ation and the powerful influence they
sorely needed.”

The National Education Association
of the United States heartily endorses
‘the movement. In 1911 it unanimously
adopted this resolution:

“The school buildings of our land and
the grounds surrounding them should be
open to the pupils and to their parents
and families as, recreation centres out-
side of the regular school hours. They
should be the radiating centres of social

GOLD PRODUET F 1913

Something Like $490,000,000—
The British Sovereign -

~ London, Jan, 16—Samuel Montagu
-Coy, in his ‘Bullion Letter for 1918, says
that “The British sovereign resembles a
bird in its migration and nesting pro-
pensities, for its stay in a country is
very short and perhaps only during the
period when the crops are being fin-
‘ anced.” i !

He proceeds to say that sovereigns
continue to be coined in great numbers,
of which only a small propogtion remain
in Great- Britain, the great bulk being
exported to India and elsewhere in the
British Empire on in foreign countries.

“British gold,” he says, “has become
the handiest form of international re-
mittance. So much is this recognized
that the Bank of France makes special
efforts to maintain a substantial stock
of sovereigns in its vaults.”

The report indicates a doubt as to
whether next year will exceed that of
1918, which will probably prove to be
in the neighborhood -of $490,000,000.

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Captain’s Graphic Tale Of

Shipwreck and The Rescue

Master, Three Officers and Ten Mem-
bers of Crew Brought Safely to St.
John—Their Story a Thrilling One

Showing signs of their long vigil in the
bitter cold, on board the stranded steam-
er Cobequid on Trinity Ledge, Captain
Howson and fourteen members of his

company arrived in port last evening at
5.80 o’clock on the C. G. S. Lansdowne.
A crowd of people were on hand to wel-
come the rescued, among them being G.
H. Flood, of the marine and fisheries,
lzldolz. W. Ledingham, of Wm. Thomson

Captain Howson, speaking of the dis-
aster, said: “I was on the bridge when
the steamer struck and if anyone is to be
blamed I am the man.” He sald that
the weather was extremely thick and the
heavy snow storm made it almost im-
possible to see further than the steam-
er's bow. This condition arose after the
steamer had passed Seal Island and it
was 'not possible to turn back to sea.
Soundings were taken from time to time
and one was being taken when the
steamer struck. One reason for the
wreck was that the Trinity Ledge light
buoy was not alight and was a mile out
of position and they did not see it.”

The steamer struck, the captain said,
at almost low tide, her bottom was
pierced and she settled securely on the
rocks. As the waters rose it was neéces-
sary to draw the fires to prevent an ex-
plosion. Calls were immediately sent
out for assistance, giving the ship’s posi-
tion as Brier Island. After the power
from the dynamo was cut off the oper-
ator resorted to emergency set and kept
up the calls for help.

As the water filled the lower portion
of the ship, the occupants of the
vessel: were compelled to move to the
top deck of the boat, where they found
shelter in the captain’s cabin and the
ladies® boudoir adjoining. . Here for
nearly forty hours they waited for pos-
sible salvation, with only a rude fire in
an iron bucket to afford them warmth
and nothing but dry biscuits and water
for provisions.

The shock of the striking of the ship
had dislodged one of the wireless aerials,
and the equipment was therefore badly
crippled. After the second low water the
chef got into the store and procured
more food, including coffee beans from
which some hot drink was obtained.

. When the Westgort IIL and the John
I.. Cann hove in'sight, the first boat
was cleared and the women were trans-
ferred, followed closely by the other
three boats, all that were left after the
ship grounded. The first boat got
away at four o’clock and darkmess had
fallen before the last one had left the
wrecked steamer. All those on board
might have gone in the four boats, but
it was thought dangerous, and the cap-
tain and fourteen men decided to hold
out until morning.

The captain said that there was no
confusion whatever, everybody acting
splendidly. i

Captain Howson spoke in glowing
terms of the captains of the John L.

‘ Cann and Westport and Captain Burns,
of the Lansdowne. He also praised the

Dr. Lister, the ship’s surgeon; H. H.
Gladwin, "the fifth engineer; E. T.
Gladwin junior operator, E. W,

Grinter, the boatswain; Peter Pollock,
the boatswain’s mate; Haupt, the chef;
Eleramond, of the engineering crew;
Caw, the storekeeper; Pragnell, bath and
boots; Warner, Jr., seaman; Fisher,
linen steward: Guthrie, third deck stew-
ard, and Vacey, the third waiter.
Captain Burns, \of the Lansdowne,
told of the movement of his steamer
from the time she left here Tuesday
morning until she returned last even-
ing. She passed through Petit passage
and anchored for the night in Grand
Passage at the entrance to St. Mary’s
Bay. They cruised about BM¥er Island
and finding no trace of the Cobequid, put
into Westport where they learned she
was in difficulty on Trinity Ledges.
They hastened there on Wednesday af-
ternocon and stood by the steamer all
night. At daybreak they took the cap-
tain and his company off the wrecked
vessel. Captain Dalton, who was aboard
the Lansdowne, said that preparations
were made for sending off a boat on
Wednesday night about ten o’clock, but

it was found that the sea was too
rough.

The C. P. R. Liner Lake Michigan,
leaving here Wednesday, changed her
course toward Trinity Ledge to assist,
if necessary, in the work of rescue, but|
was informed that all hands had been!
saved and she proceeded on her course.|

'G. H. Flood, marine agent here, said
vesterday that the fact that the Trinity
light was out had been widely adver-
tised and everything had been done to-
wards having it repaired. On.account of
an incomplete crew the Lansdowne had
been delayed in getting down there with
another buoy.

The tugboat Hugh Cann arrived at
Yarmouth last evening with ten baskets
and seven bags of water-soaked mail.
Two baskets remain, but will be brought
off on ‘the next trip. The ,tug also
brought most of the silverware, dining
saloon fittings, etc.

Six members of the erew are in the
hospital at Yarmouth suffering from
frost bites. The worst case is that of a
colored fireman who may lose both feet.

Sister Baptista, who was landed at
Yarmouth, tells a graphic story of the
disaster. When she felt the steamer
strike she called to Sister Emmanuela,
who shared her cabin and started  to
dress. The stewardess arrived and
warned them to take no more time than
necessary and then an officer arrived and
buckled life-belts around them. They
were conducted to the captain’s cabin,
where the others were assembled. There
was no noise or confusion and the Sis-
ter spoke very warmly of the courage-
ous conduct of every one on board from
captain to the humblest member of the
crew.

“This case does not turn on the cost
of the road,” said Mr. Teed. “We are
not after an accounting of the money
spent on the road.”

Hammondsport, N. Y. Jan, 16—Tra-
veling at the rate of nearly 100 miles
an hour, with the temperature close to
zero, Raymond V. Morris, of New Ha~
ven, Conn., made four flights here in
the smallest flying boat ever built in
America. The cold was so intense that
the spray and mist froze on the decks
of the little craft as it sped over the
water, but Morris felt no ill-effects from
the cold.

This is the first monoplane flying
boat ever bailt in this country, and its
supporting surfaces are less than one-
third the area of the average biplane.
it was built by Glenn H. Curtiss for
Morris. The hull is cigar shaped. It has
two layers of very thin mahogany wrap-
ped diagonally around a basket-like
framework of ash. Only the top of the
aviator’s head projects through the sin-
gle small opening in the deck.

FORESTRY FACTS

(Dept. of the interior, Canada)

R. H. Campbell, director of forestry,
who recently returned after a tour of
il\s;vpection of the Dominion Forest Re-
serves in the west, says: “Unquestion-
ably the work there is in better shape
this year than ever before.” Not only
have fire-fighting facilities, such as trails
look-out stations, telephone lines, tool-
caches, and fire-guards, been very much
improved, but the construction of good
roads has made the pleasure-resorts in
these reserves more accessible to the
public.

The larch, or “tamarack,” of eastern
Canada will soon be commercially ex-
.tinct. Already, according to Dr. Gordon
Hewitt, the dominion entomologist, its
enemy, the large larch saw-fly “has de-
stroyed between fifty and one hundred
|per cent of the eastern larch.” This
insect pest was introduced into the
United States from Europe about 1881,
and ,having few natural enemies in Am-
erica, has spread over the whole eastern
half of the continent. It is doubtful
whether it will be brought under con-
trol. -

The revenue from the forests of Brit-
ish India, under the administration of
the Indian forest service, amounted last
year to $14,000,000. More than $1,250,-
000 were derived from the sale of minor
produce other than timber, and a simil-
ar amount was obtained by leasing
grazing privileges in these forests.

Many cases of the Indians’ wasteful-

ness with game have been noted in the

west. One dominion forest surveyor
writes: “The Indians slaughter an en-
ormous number of moose, of which they
waste more than a half. Often they take
away only the hide, while they seldom
take away more than the hind quarters.

NEW YORK'S WATER
TUNNEL TOTALS A
COST OF $160,000

Is Largest in World and Will De-
liver 500,000,000 Gallons
Day ;

New York, Jan. 16—After nine years
of labor, the last barrier has been broken
in the Catskill Aqueduct Tube, the
longest water tunnel' in the world. It
extends 111 miles, from the Ashoken
Dam at Esopus, N. Y., to. Brooklyn, and
when in operation : will supply New
York with 500,000,000 gallons of water
daily.

By many engineers the undertaking
has been classed second only to the
Panama Canal. It cost more than $160,-
000,000 and in human lives nearly 200.

A dull roar signalizing a dynamite
blast 400 feet underground in Harlem
marked the breaking through of the
tunnel.

The tube for the most part is 500 feet
beneath the ground, and in spots dips
to more than 700. It varies in diameter
from eleven to seventeen feet. Within
two years it is promised that water will
be flowing. :
