FOUR WERE DROWNED
Chatham Gives Names of Those 

on Board and Says Vessel Be­
longed There—-Ethel Lost Near 
Pubnico an Way From New
York

(Special to Times)
Sackville, N. B., Oct. 4—Further advices 

from Great Shemogue are that the schoon­
er which was wrecked* there on Wednes­
day morning was the J. A. Silver, ninety- 
one tone, owned by D. H. Toombs of 
Charlottetown. j The captain was Charles ' 
A. Anderson, of P. E. Island.
/The schooner went on a sand bar about 

three quarters of a mile from shore, in a 
terrific gale, and was a complete wreck 
three hours afterwards. At low tide the 
water over the bar is only about three 
feet. i

When she struck four men could be 
seen oh the schooner. They did not seem 
to make any effort to launch the small 
boat, which came ashore lashed to the 
cabin.

The schooner had carried a load of 
lumber from Chatham to Pictou and was 
bringing back coal. So far the bodies of 
the crew have not come ashore, though 
there seems little doubt that all were 
drowned. The wind is at present off 
shore, so that there is little likelihood of 
the bodies being washed ashore.

Chatham, N. B., Oct. 4—A report that 
the vessel that was driven ashore at Great 
Shemogue harbor mouth during Wednes­
day’s gale was the J. A. Silver, belonging 
to Captain Joseph Jimmo of this town, 
has proven only too correct. A letter was 
received this morning by Captain Jimmo 
from F. Johnston, Bbtsford, Westmorland 
county, settling the question beyond any 
doubt, and the sad, pert is that the ctew 
of four- men have doubtless perished, as 
up to noon none of the men had reached 
shore nor had any of their bodies been 
recovered.

The J. A. Silver was bound from Pic­
tou to Chatham with a cargo of coal for 
the J. B. Snowball Company,1 and had on 
board Captain C. A. Anderson, son-in-law 
of Captain Jimmo, John M. Jimmo; 
of Captain Jimmo; James Morrison of 
Summereide, or the vicinity, and a negro, 
James Young. Much sympathy is ex­
pressed for. Captain Jimmo in the terrible 
loss that has come upon him.

NOVA SCOTIAN TO 
BUILD SHIPS ON

PACIFIC COAST

Bridgetown Man Heads Company 
to Construct Sailers to Carry 
Lumber l

Vancouver, B. C., Oct. 4—Taking advan­
tage of the great demand for tonnage, 
especially in the lumber trade, between 
British Columbia and South America and 
on the north coast, a $500,000 lumber 
company has been incorporated. The plant 
will be built at Coquitlam, at the junction 
of the Fraser and Pitt Rivers, where the 
new company known as the Coquitlam 
Shipbuilding & Marine Railway Company, 
has bought eight and a half acres from the 
Coquitlam Terminal Company.

Work on the new plant already has 
commenced and will be rushed rapidly to 
completion to allow operation to commence 
as early as possible. The president of the 
company is L. D. Shafner, of Bridgetown, 
N. S.„ who has been engaged in the ship- 
building industry on the east coast for 
many years. He has sold out the inter­
ests in the east as the result of three 
mont lis spent on the Pacific coast. The 
new concern will employ about 100 men.

The company will build sailing ^hips 
principally, with auxiliary power, for the 
lumber trade, but its activities will cover 
a wide area. The ways will be large 
enough to accommodate any vessels which 
come to this port, and the attention of the 
company will be turned toward building 
new vessels in readiness for Panama Canal 
business. At the commencement vessels 
of from 300 to 800 tons will be turned out. 
but later on the plant is expected to build 
vessels of almost any tonnage.

The company will have a sawmill in 
connection with its plant, and the timber 
used in the vessels will be turned out of 
its own mill.

SUBMARINE SUNK 
BY LINER AND 15 

MEN ARE DROWNED
Amerika Cuts British Naval Vessel in 

Two During Manoeuvres Off Coast of 
Kent—One Man Saved—“Went Down 
a Mile”

The B2 had left Dover harbor at six 
o’clock this morning to participate with 
the other sub-marines in a series of manoe­
uvres. The accident occurred just an hour 
later, although none of the sister sub-mar­
ines knew anything about it until Lieuten­
ant Pulleyene was picked up from the sea. 
The young lieutenant collapsed after he 
was taken from the water and conveyed 
to the parent ship.

The liner Amerika stood by after the col­
lision and threw life buoys overboard whil* 
several torpedo boats, after being inform­
ed of the accident by wireless telegraphy, 
searched the sea for hours.

None of the other members of the crew, 
however, was found, and no sign of wreck­
age was discernable in the vicinity. The 
Amerika then proceeded on her voyage to 
Southampton, and Cherbourg, on her way 
to New York.

This is the sixth disaster to British sub­
marines, each of them involving the loss 
of from eleven to fifteen lives. Lieuten­
ant Percy B. O’Brien was the commander 
of the B2.

Dover, Oct. 4—Fifteen officers and men 
of the British navy were drowned today 
by the sinking of the submarine “B2” af­
ter she had been cut in two by the Am­
erika. The commander of the little ves­
sel, Lieut. Percy B. O’Brien, was among 
the victims, but his second lieutenant, 
Richard I. Pullenic was rescued after be­
ing a long time in the water. He was 
the only survivor.

Dover, Eng., Oct. 4—The British sub­

marine B2 was run down by the Hamburg- 
American liner Amerika here today. It 
sank at once, drowning fourteen of the 
crew. The officer in charge was rescued.

The disaster in which the B2 was sunk, 
occurred while the third patrol flotilla of 
submarines, consisting of six vessels, was 
manoeuvring off the South Foreland on 
the coast of Kent.

The liner Amerika appears to have cut 
the submarine completely in halves. Lieut. 
Richard I. Pulleney, who was second in 
command, was the only man among. the 
crew of fifteen who was saved. He was 
found floating in the sea too much ex­
hausted to say more when he was rescued 
than : “The submarine is cut in two, I 
went down a milet”

Nothing has been heard from the Am­
erika up to the present.

The B2 was one of the older and small­
er class of submarines having been built 
with ten sister ships between the years 
1903 and 1907. Her length was 100 feet 
and her beam 12 feet 7 inches. Her dis­
placement on the surface was 180 tons 
and submerged 210 tons. Her indicated 
horsepower was 600 on the surface and 150 
below. Her engines developed a speed of 
111-2 knots on the surface and eight knots 
submerged. She was fitted with two tor­
pedo tubes. Her complement was two of­
ficers and thirteen men.

MAGNOLIA PETROLEUM 
COMPANY AFFAIRSBLAME ON ENGINEER

Seven Deaths in Wreck of Spring- Some Evidence of Interest Comes 
Out in New York HearingI.

New York, Oct. 4—The tangle of trans­
actions surrounding the ownership of the 
indicted Magnolia Petroleum Company of 
Texas was partly unravelled yesterday at 
the resumption of the hearings in the 
Waters Pierce Standard Oil litigation. It 
was testified that the $3,355,000 bonds of 
the Magnolia Company, a supposedly in­
dependent concern, which were sold by the 
Standard Oil Company of New York to 
the banking firm of Blair & Co., last 
April when the government was investigat­
ing the Magnolia Company were immedi­
ately purchased by Standard Oil brokers 
and Standard Oil directors.

The testimony was given by Edgar L. 
Marsden of the firm of Blair & Co., who 
declared that the negotiations for the sale 
of the bonds to his firm were conducted 
by H. C. Fogler, Jr., who with John D. 
Archbold is under indictment with the 
Magnolia Company. Assurances that he 
would find a market for the bonds were 
given him he asserted “by some one not 
directly, connected with the Standard Oil 
Company, whose name I would rather not 
give.”

Westport, Conn., Oct. 4—The death list 
from the terrible wreck of the second sec­
tion of the Springfield express, westbound, 
over the New York, New Haven & Hart­
ford railroad, for New York late yester­
day numbers seven. -Of the several score 
of passengers who were more or less in­
jured, only ten remain in the Norwalk 
hospital, to which they were taken with 
others last night. All are resting com­
fortably this morning, and are expected 
to recover.

The cause of the wreck as given by the 
railroad officials in their statement issued 
from the offices of the New York? New 
Haven & Hartford Railroad in New Hav­
en, is that Engineer Clark had failed to 
regard the standing order of the road to 
bring hie train to slow speed in taking a 
cross over, but instead had driven his 
engine at terrific speed, placed at fully 
sixty miles an hour, over this cross-over 
which was to place his train on a track 
3 feet from track one; and the engine, in­
stead of swinging to the main track at 
the points, leaped off the rails, carrying 
the coaches with it.

The deàth of a popular C. P. R. brake- 
man, Abner Mersereau, has caused much 
regret amongst his fellow employee. He 
was twenty-eight years of age and a son 
of Mr. and Mrs. Leonard Mersereau of 
Fredericton Junction. He is survived by 
his wife and one child and deep sympathy 
will be extended to her and to his parents, 
brothers and' sisters, in their bereavement. 
Mr. Mersereau was taken ill with appendi­
citis and he was hurried to the Victoria 
Hospital in Fredericton yesterday morning 
to have an operation performed upon him. 
He was placed under an anesthetic but 
died before the surgeon could perform the 
operation.

Besides his wife and child, and his par­
ents, he is survived by three brothers, 
Councillor David W. Mersereau of Fred­
ericton Junction; Alexander, train des­
patches at Brownville ; and’ Harry, in 
Sydney, all in the employ of the C. P. R.

The Samian leader, Sofulis has 
proclaimed a republic in the Island of 
Samos with himself as president. -

presence of a tombstone in the little 
Dutch village of Pluckemin, N. J., in the 
foothills of the Orange Mountains, bear­
ing an inscription to the effect that it 
was erected over the grave of Lieut., the 
Hon. William Leslie, of the 17th British 
regiment, second son of the sixth Earl of 
Leven and Melville, and who fell at the 
battle of Princeton on January 3, 1777, 
aged twenty-six; also an intimation that 
his tombstone was erected by “his friend 
Benjamin Kush, M.D.,.of Philadelphia, as 
a mark of his esteem for his worth, and 
his respect for his noble family.”

George Washington, about to retire to 
winter quarters at Morristown, If. J., capr 
,ried the wounded soldier along with him 
after the battle of Princeton, and whefi 
the young lieutenant died en route, buried 
him with military honors in the grave­
yard of the village of Pluckemin, being 
present at the interment. This lieutenant 
was a great-great-great-uncle of the pres­
ent Earl of Leven and of Melville. Dr. 
Rush was a well-known surgeon general of 
the revolutionary army, and’ a signer of 
the Declaration of Independence. Rush 
Medical College, at Chicago, Ill., is named 
after him.

Williams, Deacon & Co., succeeded to the 
business of the great firm of Williams, 
Deacon, Labouchere, Thornton & Co., 
which played a very important role in in­
ternational finance during the early years 
of Queen Victoria’s reign. Lord Leven’s 
father was often in the United States in 
connection with his banking business, and 
was best man at the wedding of Consuelo 
Yznaga to the late Duke of Manchester.

The present Lord Leven’s grandfather, 
the eleventh Earl, married thé daughter of 
Henry Thornton, M.P. A friend of Wilber- 
force, Thackeray, Macaulay, and Gladstone 
in his younger years. Indeed, the Thorn­
ton villa at Clapham, so graphically por­
trayed by Lord Beaconsfièld in the open­
ing chapters of the novel left unfinished 
at his death, was the headquarters of that 
society of wealthy pietists constituting the 
pillars of the Exeter Hall School, who led 
the abolition movement in England’, and 
who for a time exercised a most powerful 
influence upon English politics. 
Thornton’s “Family Prayers,” proved a 
source of large

Lord Leven’s family is a very ancient 
one, and “Melville” besides being one of 
its titles, is also its patronymic. The 
Melvilles flourished in the reign of David 
I., of William the Lion, and of Malcolm 
IV., one of them being the latter’s lord 
justiciary of Scotland. The first Lord Mel­
ville of the present creation was the am­
bassador sent by James VI. of Scotland 
to England in 1587, to plead with Queen 
Elizabeth for the life of his mother, Mary 
Queen of Scots. The fourth Lord Melville 
was raised to an earldom by William III., 
and married the grandadughter of Sir 
Alexander Leslie, who was one of the 
greatest generals of his time and who, af­
ter having been appointed by King Gus- 
tavus Adolphus field marshal of his army 
for hia many victories in the Thirty Years 
War, was created Lord Balgony and Earl 
of Leven, by Charles I. The earldom was 
made transmissible in the female as well 
as in the male line, and on the death 
of the second Leslie Earl of Leven without 
male issue, his honors passed to the sec­
ond Earl of Melville, since which time 
the two earldoms have always been unit-

Last evening in the Natural History 

Society rooms, M. H. Emery gave a lec­
ture on the “Science of being a pupil.”

Let the pupil’s ap­
preciation of these be fit and proper.”

Mr. Emery then discussed the more ad­
vanced state of a pupil when he had ar­
rived at the stage of giving recitals, at 
the same time making some critical an­
alysis of the music of Bach, Beethoven 
and Chopin and the pupils’ rendering of 
those masters.

Edmonton, Alta., Oct. 4—Furs of two 
elks and two black beavers will be pres­
ented to H. R. H. the Duke of Con­
naught next summer, when the governor- 
general of Canada visits the northern out­
posts of the Hudson’s Bay Trading Com­
pany. This is-not in the nature of a gift, 
but to carry out, probably for the first 
time, a provision of the charter of incor­
poration granted by King Charles to the 
Gentlemen Adventurers of London 
May 2, 1670. This gave to Prince Rupert 
and hie associates “the sole trade and 
merce of all those seas, bays, straits, riv­
ers, lakes and creeks lying within the en­
trance of the straits called Hudson’s 
Straits.”

A* E. Fugl of Edmonton, district man­
ager, has tendered one of the company’s 
swiftest steamships, fully- manned and 
equipped, for the novel voyage to the Arc 
tic circle by way of the Mackenzie river. 
It is expected that the governor general 
will be accompanied by a party of dis­
tinguished men from various parts of the 
United Kingdom.

The clause in the charter, making obliga­
tory upon the Hudson's Bay company the 
presentation of furs to the heirs and 
ressors of the merrÿ monarch of the 
enteenth century, reads as follows:

“XV e do, by these presents, for us, our 
heirs and successors, make, create and 
constitute the said governor and company 
for the time being and their successors, 
the true and absolute lords and propriet­
ors of the same territory and limits and 
places and of all other premises, saving al­
ways the faith, allegiance and sovereign 

would observe its treaty obligations, dominion due to us, our heirs and succes­
sors, for the same to have, hold, possess 
and enjoy the said territory, limits and 
placée....................to the said

j “Depart from me, ye cureed, into ever- 
■ lasting fire. This was the keynote of the 
sermon delivered last evening in St. Pet­
er's church by Rev. Edward Scully, C. 
S.S. R., of Toronto, in the men’s mission.

That there was no reason to doubt the 
existence of a hell, Rev. Father Scully as­
serted beyond question. “Only the scof­
fer or those steeped in ein and crine,” 
he said, “doubt that there is a hell, or 
rather say there is no hell. But there 
must be such a place, for common sense 
will tell us that, as there is a place of re­
ward for the good, so there must be a 
place of punishment for the bad. And, 
from the Bible we learn in several pas­
sages wherein God spoke of the hereafter 
with reference to this horrible place of I 
eternal torment, where Ijie datoned must 
suffer for their sins, not for a year, not 
for a thousand years, but for all eternity.”

Common sense should tell us, Father 
Scully continued, that there must be a 
hell. What is it that troubles us after 
we have committed a sin? Is it not our 
conscience stricken with the fear of some­
thing to follow in the hereafter if we do 
not wipe that stain of guilt from our souls 
by the sacrament of penance ? Does it 
seem in reason that the drunkard who all 
through life has led a wicked, sinful car­
eer, and who on his dying bed blasphemes 
his Maker and scorns the priest of God 
who has come to minister unto him in hie 
last agony,->-doee it seem reasonable that 
he should enjoy -the same happiness and 
blessings when he has departed into the 
beyond, as the man who on hie death­
bed can look back upon a life well-spent 
in God's service, and who welcomes the 
minister of God to aid him prepare to 
meet the Supreme Judge in the world he 
is about to enter?

Will you, who are spending your hard- 
earned wages in drink, who in your 
drunken condition commit crimes unmen­
tionable, who scorn the mercy of God- 
will you hear pronounced upon you upon 
the last day the pleasing words, “Come ye 
blessed of my father, enter into the king­
dom prepared for you,” or would you for 
a moment expect it? Do you not merit, 
you drunkard, when you stain your soul 
with mortal sin in your beastly indulgence 
in drink, the awful sentence, “Into ever­
lasting fire for all eternity,” and could 
you expect that when you showed no in­
clination to- amend your life upon earth 
and take advantage of God’s kindness, 
that you should then be shown any more 
consideration than your companion in 
crime who is also damned to Hell for all 
eternity.

But some hardened sinner will say, 
“Well, I won’t be alone in Hell. There 
will be many others with me.” Yes, my 
dear Catholic men, that is the terrible 
truth. You who are leading a life of sin 
and shame, and who die without repent­
ance, you will not be alone in Hell. But 
who will be your companions? And will 
their presence be a solace to you? You 
will see about you friends of yours in crime 
upon earth who will heap curses upon you 
for having led them into mortal sin, and 
instead of being a comfort to you to have 
them with you they will only embitter 
your agonizing torments when the fires of
hell a*a raginaisl#.

And how long muet you suffer after you 
have heard that dreadful sentence? For 
all eternity, and who can explain to me 
the meaning of that word? W ho knows 
what eternity is? Go down to the very 
depths of hell for a brief moment in 
thought, and call upon Judas asking him 
to tell you, him, who has been in Hell 
for more than 1800 years, question him 
in his bitter misery, “Judas, how long 
muet you continue to suffer the torments 

| of the damned?” And • Judas will make 
answer from the boiling pits of fire, “As 
it was in the beginning, ie now, and ever 
shall be, world without end.” Go still 
deeper and ask of Cain, the first known 
murderer, who must be in hell for thous­
ands of years. Ask of him the same ques­
tion, and what will the answer come? “As 
it was in the beginning, is now, and ever 
shall be, world without end.”

The drunkard, the impure man, the un­

had been destroyed and many lives had 
been lost.”
