Settlement of Financial Dﬁ-
ficulty With British
Government

Britain Receives Values at
Par; Pays Back in Depre-
ciated Currency — Award
of $8,000,000.

London, March 2—Ex-Premier As-
quith, as arbitrator of 'the difficulties
between the British and the Canadian
Governments relating to an adjustment
of debts standing over from the war,
has handed his decision awarding Can-
ade $8,000,000 as a settlement., The
Dominion claimed $82,900,000. , Both
sides accepted Mr. Asquith as arbi-
trator and for his work he is to receive
£1,000.

The dispute was the result of finan-
cial transactions which took place be-
tween Canada and the Imperial Gov-
ernments during the war. The British
Government received advances of Can-~
ada of over ome thousand million dol-
larg. The British treasury supplied
Canadian troops with food, clothing
and munitions, and also B h cur-
rency for paying Canadian t i

At March 1920, the Imperial Gov-

{ ernment owed Canada over one hun-

~ dred million dollars. The Canadian

+ Government held that payments made
to them account for the debt
should be credited to Canada “at ex-
change rate of the day,” on which the
payments were made. The British
treasury held that sterling -must be
credited at par, namely $4.862-8.

Mr. Asquith in giving his award has
allowed the exchange on all transac-
tions covered by interim agree-
ments to stand. Thé substance of the
decision means that Great' Britain has
paid the bulk of her balance to Can-
ada with depreciated pounds, but hes
received par value for them.

President of Amateur Skat-
ing Association Makes a
Statement to Montreal
Paper.

(Montreal Stex, Wednesday.)

The following statement by request
was given to the Star by President
James A. Taylor, of the Amateur Skat-
ing Association of s

“The recent article from St. John, N.
B., regarding the skating situation is, I
am afraid, largely due to a misconcep-
tion of how the expenses for the recent
elreuit of skaters were financed. Whilst
there is no question but that the cir-
chit was too long, and one that will
probably never be attempted again, the
question of where the mamey came
from to meet the travelling and hotel
expenses of the skaters is very easily
cleared up. FEarly in the seasoun it was
seen that there was so much interest
in speed skating displayed by a number
of districts that it would be difficult,
and an expensive matter to cater to all,
so a meeting was held here at the
Windsor Hotel, and attended by repres-
entatives from a number of northern
New York citles, Chicago by proxy, St.
John and Moncton, and, of course,
Montreal. A plan was drawn out at

this meeting which endeavored to cater:

to such cities as were most insistent in
their requests for an. opportunity to
see the best skaters, and a schedule
embracing eight cities was, finally de-
cided. upon, .

Subséribe $1,500 Each..

“These various cities, or the clubs lo-
cated in these cities, undertook each to
subscribe $1,500, and these sims were
remitted to C. W. Goldsmith, of Sara-
nac Lake, who acted as treasurer, made
all railroad and hotel arrangements for
the skaters, who were always in charge
of Mr. Goldsmith or some gentleman
deputed by him to look after the busi-
ness end of the schedule, the skaters
having  absolutely nothing to do with
any business arrangements, and receiv-
ing no money whatever, .

“This is not the first occasion that we
have handled the skating season in this
manner, and Mr. Goldsmith’s returns,
when completed, duly audited by a pro-
fessional accountant, a copy will be
f;;rwtu'ded to each subscribing city o
club, -

“With regard to the so-called “barn-
storming trip” to Nova Scotia, I have
no information whatever on this sub-
pect. This trip took place after' the
regular schedule was completed. If any
irregularities have taken place, I am
sure the Maritime Skating Association
can handle the situation, -

. “The remark aboit the Amateur

Skating Association of Canada' being
composed of Mr. Rubenstein and my-
self is very unfair to Others, among
whom is a St. John citizen, Frank
White, one of our vice-presidents, who
has done most valuable work for our
assoclation for many years, and in fact
was the man who first suggested that
St. John was well able to carry out a
Canadian skating championship and
madeg application for that event to be
held in St. John.

Praises Enthusiasm.

“No other city has displayed either
the enthusiasm nor the ability to handle
the big event which St. John has done,
and that there should have devel
some "apparent local misunderstanding
is a matter of deep regret to'me.

“Ag to the statement that our skat-
ing association is not recognized except
in Montreal and the Maritime Proy-
inces, this is not correct. We held the
Canadian championships in Winnipeg
three years ago, and ‘had applications
from both Toronto and Ottawa for the
Canadian, championships this year
which however, had already been allot-
ted to Montreal, and I sincerely hope
that some other centre will follow the
example of St. Joln, who have recently
completed the finest and most success-
ful speed skating programme that was
ever held in America.” :

" «America’s ‘detached and distant
situation’ has never been more than a
phrase. We have been dragged by the
hair of our heads into every world war
in the past. We will be drawn ihto
¢very world war of the futute, Our
only hope lies in some form of interna-
tional concert—never mind the name—
for the prevention of war. We have
got to help build a league or associ-

. ation of all peoples. We have got to

share in a world court. Let no partisan
politics drive us hack from our Ameti-
ean destiny, which is: to stand erect and
strive  shoulder to shoulder with all
other nations, toward George Wash-
ington’s vision—‘everything  settled
. uipon the best and surest foundation for
" the peace and happiness of mankind
without regard to this, that or the
other nation’.”

‘ The Washington correspondent of
the New York Tribune wrote on Mon-
day last:—

“More than a two-thirds’ majority of
the Senate tonight is in favor of Presi-
dent Harding’s proposal that this Gov-
ernmeént participate in the Permanent
Court of International Justice. Less
than thirty Senators disapprove of the
President’s latest move to help in the
prevention of wars. This striking devel-
opment today was occasioned by the
detision of virtually the entire ‘Wilson
wipg’ of the Democratic party in the
Senate to support Mr. Harding. This
does not mean that the Senate will be
permitted, to express formal approval
of the glan before -the final adjowrn-
ment -of this Congress next Sunday.
That sftuation stands tonight where it
stood last night, with probably enough
irreconcilable strength in the Foreign
Relations Committee alone to prevent
even a report. There is also, of course,
enough irreconcilable strength on the
floor of the Senate to prevent any fav-
orable action, even if the comimitiee
were to report favorably after its meet-
ing tomorrow. But if the round robin
method should. be adopted there would
be no dificuity in demonstrating to the
world that the next Senate, once a fili-
buster  were -strangled, would approve
this ‘country’s joining with the mem-
bers of the League of Nations in the
world court.”

VOCATIONAL TRAINING.

The case for vocational training was
admirably stated by Mr. Edward T.
Franks, a member of the Federal Board
of Vocational Education in the United
States, in an address delivered in Ban-
gor- We quote one portion of his re-
marks:—

“Sixty-four per cent. of all the boys
and girls have left school before they
reach the eighth grade. Why is it?
Some on account of economic condi-
tions, but the great majority of them
leave because they are tired of school.
Some of them want to go to the farui,
others to the shop, others want to eh-
ter the commercial world, and others
want to be home-builders, but it
has never been, until recently, and only
to a limited degree, that the boy
who wants to do anything except to

place where he could receive a technical
education for the calling that he had
selected for his -life’s work. Put voca-
tional education in your school. Let the
boy or the girl look over the field and
see what he or she wants to do in the
future, and train that boy or that girl
along the lines of his or her wishes.
If a boy wants to be a farmer, train
him to be a farmer; if he wants to be
a mechanic, train him to be a mechanic.
If a girl wants to be a home-builder,
train her to be a home-builder. If they
want & - commercial education train
them commercially. Vocational educa-
tion does not interfere in any particular
with the school systems as outlined
ncw for the various states and local
communities. We want youto go ahead
in the future and do as you have done
in the past, except we want you to add
vocational education.”

In the course of his address Mr.
Franks gave one illustration of what
vocational education may do for the
farmer. It was as follows:—

“Last year in Arkansas the vocation-
al lhd_cnts kept books on five projects,
corn, cotton‘! Irish potatoes, sweet po-
tatoes and dairy products. If all the
farmers in that state had produced the
same yield in these five projects as the
have added to the wealth of the State
‘over and above what these five articles
did produce, $155,000,000.”

What is true in agriculture is not
less true in other lines of work. To il-
lustrate this fact Mr. Franks said:—

“We want to technically train our
men. and. women so that we can not
only produce the maximum in the fin-
ished products, but finish it equal to
the best in the world. Can you realize
how much greater the income will be
for & man who is technically and skill-
fully trained over one who is untraim-
ed? There are 41,609,192 people engaged
in gainful occupations in this country-
Suppose that an employe technically
trained could earn ten cents a day
more than one who was untrained. In
most cases his or her salary would be
100 per cent. greater, but suppose for
argument sake, we place it at ten cents
a day, the minimum., Do you realize
how much that would add to the daily
payroll in this gountry? It would
u'.mom_:_t to $4,161,919.20. Multiply that
by 800 working days in the year and
you have added to your annual pay-
roll, $1,248,575,700.”

Why is it that in New Brumswick
we are 50 slow to take advantage of the
opportunity to add vocational training
to pur school course? Why is it that in
St. John, where we need more school
buildings we do not take advantage of
the offer of the Federal and Provincial
Governments to pay not only a larg:
part of the cost of the building and
equipment but of the teachers’ salar-
ies? Why does not the Board of Trade
press this matter to an issue? It is cer-
tainly within the range of the proper
activities of a Board of Trade.

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FEAST OF PURMI

Jewish Festival Celebration
Last Evening snd Today
— Deliverance from Ha-
mar.

The increasing imporfnce of mod-
ern Persia in world-politics lends at-
fraction to the feast of Purim, cele-
brated in the synagogues last evening
and this morning. According to the
book of Esther, on which the feast has
. been traditionally based, it is celebrat-
< ed annually in commemoration of the
deliverance of the Persian Jews from
the plot of Haman, who sought to ex-
terminate them.

The following is from the tiract
eommission, Central Conference of
American Rabbig® Union of American
Hebrew Congregations:—

“The festival of Purim, the origin of
which is unsettled, is a minor holiday
of the synagogue. The secular char-
acter of the festival has not prevented
its being held in high esteem in all
countries and at all times. Some Jew-
ish sages maintained that when all the
* prophetical books and the psalter shall
be forgotten, the book of Esther will
be remembered and that accordingly
the feast of Purim will continue to be
observed.

“The Book of Esther does not pe-
seribe any religious service for Purim.
It enjoints only the annual celebration
of the feast among the Jews, command-
ing that they should make them ‘days
of feasting and joy, and of sending
portions one to another and gifts to
the poor. The observance of Purim
was at first merely of a convivial and
social nature.

“Gradually, however, as- the narra-
tive contained in the Book of Esther
in a dim prophetic way forevisioned
the checkered career of the Jews, the
feast assumed certain religious fea-
tures. It began to be made the occa-

The careers of the principal personages
of the Book of Esther .are typical of
the fate of all Jews. As they confi-
dently trust in the Lord, as He saved
Esther and her kindred when men rose
up against them, so would -the Lord

-|'regcue the oppressed of Israel from im-

minent perils by land and sea in all
places far and near.

* “The sending of portions to one an-
other and gifts to the poor prescribed
in the Book of Esther has been crys-
tallized into a customary feature of the
holiday. Gifts of food, especially
dainties, are exchanged, and the poor
are recipients of charity. No distinc-
tion were made in the distributions
among the poor.

. “The social character assumed by the
feast in this country is in line with
tradition. Functions of social investi-
ture are scheduled in all Jewish circles
at this festival. Home, religious school
and social clubs all prepare pro-
grammes in keeping with the jovial
character of Purim.”

~ While Mrs. Buzzi voiced denials of
guilt, District Attorney Glennon ex-
amined a young woman witness whose
testimony the police believe may aid

Told Mrs, Buzsi Was Jealous.
According to the young woman’s

statement, she was told by Schneider
recently that Mrs. Buzzi had Pecome
jealots of his alleged attentions to her.

The
witness said she never had bet Mrs.
Buzei. Knowledge of the housekeeper’s
feeling toward her had been derived en-
tirely from Schneider. They had
laughed over it, she declared.
Although the authorities obtained no

report that Schneider and his wife, who
was estranged from him,; were about to
become recomciled, and that Sc¢hneider
had begun negotiations for removal of
the furniture from his Grand Concourse
apaytment. it was .admitted that this
aspect of the case:was being considered.
Mrs. Schneider, whose home is at 131
West Kingsbridge road, the Bronx, de-
nied herself to callers all day. Friends
of Mrs, Schneider safd her husband’s
death had prostrated her. &
Notebook Télls' of Threat. /
Significance is -attached te an' entry
in the small notebook Schneider carried
in his coat pocket. This entry is dated
Janudry 8, 1923. It reads:

“Today she threatened to throw hot
soup in my face. I never before heard
a female use such vile language.”

In this book also were names. of the
yoiung women questioned by Mr. Glen-
non and two other stenographers em-
ployed by Schneider. Among other pa-
pers, it contained a check for $1,000,
the date of which revealed that it had
been paid Schneider, early on the day
of his death. Mrs. Buzzi is said to have
denied when questioned that the entry
relating to threats against Schneider
had been inspired by her behavior.

Six detectives operating under Cap-
tain of Detectives Bruckman, gpent four
hours yesterday in a searc{ of the
apartment occupied by Schneider and
Mrs. Buzzi. A quantity of document-
ary matter was transferred thence to
the offices of the District Attorney.
Among the papers seized was a filing
in the suit for divorce brought against
Mrs. Buzzi in 915 by her huSband, An-|
drew W. Buzzi, This revealed that the
case was tried before Justice Delahanty |
in New York County and a financial

“Reference is also made in the re-
port to the probable need of the sup-
ply of considerable horse power to the
contemplated establishment of a new
Jindustry at St. Stephen and the hope
§s expressed that the civic authorities
of St. Stephen may also request that
_they be furnished with energy. En-
gineers of the Commission report that
they have made estimates for the de-
velopment at Grand Falls, based on
three different methods and comparing
_the same with estimates made in 1908,
11814 and 1920, they reached a result,
which is within a very few thousand
.dollars of the estimates made at the
| periods above mentioned.

“The estimates were based on a 30,-
000 horse power capacity. The Com-
mission have asked for further author-
'ity to make such other surveys and
_examinations as may be necessary to
'more closely estimate the cost and de-

men#. This authority has been granted.
The report also contains the result of
an interview with Mr. P. T. Dodge,
President of the International Paper
Company, whose firm is interested at
Grand Falls and as a result this firm
has promised that in the event of the
Government developing the power, it
will take 8,000 or more horse power.”

Charges Fraud Against a

New York, March 2.—An effort to
prove that Mrs. Paulette Saludes, Chi-
cago little French wonran, accused of
murder, had led a double life, was
launched by Assistant District Attor-
ney Brothers in his cross-examination
of Mrs, Saludes at yesterday’s session
of ‘her trial for the shooting of Oscar
Martelliere. ‘ .

Mr. Brothers wrung from her ad-
missions that she had gone on auto-
mobile rides and boat trips up the
Hudson with men other than Martel-
liere after her husband, James Saludes,
had sailed on a business trip to France.
Mrs. Saludes’ defense is that she shot
'Martelliere in a fit of temporary emo-
tional insanity after Martelliere had be-
trayed her, stripped her of her property
and then cast her off.

Mrs. Paulette Saludes listened calmly
on Tuesday aftérnoon while James A.
Turley, her attorney, began his fight
for her life before Judge Morris Koe-
nig in General Sessions. Although she
had” broken down and'sobbed during
the morning when witnesses. for the
prosecution, related their story of the
killing of Osear Martelliere she regain-
ed her composure while her lawyer told
the jury he would show that she killed
Martelliere accidentally while attempt-
ing to take her own life,

Baseball fans throughout the country
are rejoicing at the return to the game
of the popular Christy Mathewson in

the role of president of the Boston
National, League club. When Matty
was in hiyprime as the pitching ace of
the Giants he was the idol of the fol-
lowers of McGraw’s team and also was
extremely popular ‘with the fans in
every city where he appeared on the
mound. He was long held up as the
model for young players as well as for
the rising American generation. His
gentlemanly and sportsmanly tac-
tics aroused universal commendation.
These, combined with -his many re-
markable pitching feats, made him
famous not cnly in the big cities of the
National League but also in practically
every village and hamlet in this coun-
try.

It was a sad day for New York fan-
dom when he was traded to the Reds
on July 20, 1916, so that he might be-
come manager of the Cincinnati club.
When he returned to the Polo Grounds
for his first game as leader of the Reds
he received one of the greatest tributes
ever paid to a baseball player. He lost
none of his extreme popularity with the
local fans during his few years in Cin-
cinnati. He enlisted in the Chemical
Warfare Service in 1918, and when, on
his return from France, he found Pat
Moran installed as manager of the
Reds, he was welcomed back to the
Giants in the role of assistant manager
to McGraw. Because of an attack of
tuberculosis he was forced to go to
Saranac Lake in June, 1920, and his
long and courageous struggle against
the disease was obseryed with wide-
spread interest.
