[The name of ordained Ministers are in small capitals ; Those of Li­
centiates in Italics ; Ministers not present, marked with an Asterisk* , 
Churches from which no information was received, markedf ; and
vacant Churches arc distinguished by a dash (--------- ) Churches from
which no information was received are returned as they stood last year.]
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Gy* 11*° hist three Churches wore added tliis year and their Messengers 
received the right hand of fellowship from the Moderator.

* It will Ire found that in some instances the state of Churches will not 
correspond with the former Minutes after making the additions and subtrac­
tions. This error has not originated with the Clerk. It is desirable therc- 
fore, in future, that great care be taken to' give a correct statement in tiro 
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before the corning Association in that Province, and to procure 
as many subscribers as possible towards the support of the 
Christian Messenger.

And although it is evident, by the statement now made of 
the number of subscribers and the expenses incurred, that if the 
subscriptions for the last and the present year, should be paid in, 
they will not only pay off all the expenses of the paper, but will 
leave a considerable sum at the disposal ofthe Board of Missions, 
yet, that unless they are so paid, much difficulty and embarrass­
ment will ensue; it is therefore resolved that nl! our Ministers and 
Missionaries he requested to take a direct and personal interest 
in forwarding the circulation of the Messenger, and also in en­
forcing upon the local agents, the necessity of their taking a per­
sonal and individual concern in the collection of the subscriptions 
within their several districts, and using constant and persevering 
endeavours to prevent the accumulation of arrears.

Resolved,—That the Mis sionary Board do hcieafter, hold 
one of their meetings, at 10 o’clock, on Saturday mon.ing, before 
the meeting of the Association.

Resolved,—That the monthly concert of Prayer for the Hea­
then, be recommended to be observed in our Churches.

Adjourned till iO o’clock to-morrow morning.
Preaching at six o’clock this evening, Tuesday 26th June, 

by Br. A. Stronacli.
The Association then met. Prayer by B-other Stevens. *
The business of the Education Sofciety was then taken 

up, and Brother Nutting made the following report which was 
adopted.

The managing Committee of the N. S. Baptist Education 
Society have to state to the Society that since the last Association 
ri Yarmouth, its agents, officers, and friends have .been using 
their utmost endeavours to collect the subscriptions towards the 
liquidation of the debt on the Academy. That about one-lmlf of 
the amount of subscriptions have been received, and the debt 
reduced since the last Association, from £ 16Q0 to nearly half that 
amount, and there is no reason to apprehend but that the remaining 
subscriptions will with few exceptions be forthcoming.

That owing to the serious indisposition of theliev Richard 
McLearn, the zealous agent of the Society, the collection of 
subscriptions aro in some measure interrupted, but that there is 
every reason to believe that before another year expires, so large 
a sum will be coi/ected as shall enable the Committee very nearly, 
or quite to discharge the remaining amount due.

#• The Seminary has been conducted with its accustomed suc­
cess and ability by Mr. Pryor, the principal, and contains as 
large a number of pupils as have ever yet been under instruction 
there. The Boarders including five or six young men studying 
jfer the Ministry, are upwards of thirty.

The Committee has lately engaged the services of Mr. Thus.
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and the pecuniary pressure suffered at the present time in the 
funds of the Missionary Societies in America, therefore 
solemnly, mid as they trust in the love and (car of God, do now 

1 propose to their sister Association in l\ew Brunswick to form a 
United Society for the maintoiimice of Foreign Missions.

And inasmuch as Christians in these Provinces owe not only 
I means hut men to so holy and divine a cause; and some there 

may be, secretly desirous of devoting themselves to this blessed 
work, who are deterred, from the want of suitable preparation and 

/ means, and inasmuch also as this Association is assured that a 
Missionary proceeding from the bosom of the Churches in these 

1 Provinces,would tend greatly to increase Christian sympathy and 
effort, as well as to revive and encourage any other benevolent 
undertaking in which tho Churches are engaged ; it is further 

Resolved,—That this Association request that of New Bruns- 
’ wick to form themselves into such Foreign Missionary Society and 
I to unite with them in pledging themselves and the Churches to the 

adequate education and mamtainance of some one suitable person 
as a Missionary in some foreign field so soon as one possessed 
of suitable character shall be found in the judgment of such Com- 
mittee as the United Society may name for this purpose.

Resolved,—That Brethren Saunders, the Messenger from 
New Brunswick, Brother T. S Harding, our Messenger to the 
N. B Association, and Brother F. VV. Miles be a Committee to 
consult with the N. B. Association on the means of forming a 
Union of the two Provinces for the purpose of raising funds 
and devising means for sending the Gospel to the Heathen.

Resolved, — That a Committee be appointed to meet and 
fer with the N. B Association in relation to said subject, and 
provided they approve of our plan that they be empowered to 
form a Constitution and carry the same into effect, and that bre­
thren Crawley, Nutting, Bill, McLearn, and Chipman be the 
Committee.

Resolved, — That Brethren E. A Crawley, J. Dimock, and W. 
Chipman be a Committee to address an appeal to the Churches 

p of N. S. and N. B. on the subject of their duties in respect to the 
j establishment of a Foreign Mission as well as the increase of their 

Home Missionary operations, and the continued maintenance ol 
such .1 system of Education as will tend to support these bene­
volent undertakings, io which the Churches are so loudly called.

The condition of the coloured people in various parts of this 
Province having been brought to the notice of this 
Association, and especially, the loss they have sustained in the 
death of their late aged friend and pastor the Rev. John Burton,
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Resolved, — That tho Churches be urged to make such im­
mediate enlargement of their contributions to the Home Mission­
ary funds as will enable them to provide a Missionary who may 
permanently devote liis time and labours to the instruction of the to this i
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advice by counsel or otherwise, and in case parties refuse complj. 
ance with such advice to withdraw fellowship from them : 
inasmuch as the Council formerly appointed recommend the an. 
point ment of a second Council for further inquiry into the facts of 
the case, Resolved, that Jos. Dimock, Wm. Chipman, Silas T 
Rand, Harding Porter, John Chase, and N. Viditoe—be 
Council for such purpose and the Association affectionately ad­
monish the contending brethren of the duty of compliance with
the Christian advice of the Council now named.

3-—1° reply to the question from the Church at Westchester
The Committee recommend the Association to advise thé 

Westchester Church that Mr. Barnaby has been excluded from 
membership with the Newport Church on account of various se­
rious irregularities, since which he never has manifested 
ance.

and
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And that this Association believing him to be unworthy 

of their Christian confidence solemnly recommend their brethren 
to withdraw their fellowship from him and not to continue to re­
cognize him as a Christian Minister.

In reply to the Petitions from certain individuals connected 
with the Church at Aylesford, Nictaux, and Wilmot,

Inasmuch as these petitions appear to proceed from private 
individuals, members of various Churches, and not from tho 
Churches themselves, the Committee recommend them to be 
dimissed for irregularity: and although the Association doubtless 
would not preclude a private member aggrieved by his Church 
from seeking the Christian counsel of this Body in a proper man­
ner, this Committee would respectfully recommend the Associa­
tion to express strongly their disapprobation of the practice of 
private persons without the knowledge and approbation of their 
respective Churches and Pastors, intermeddling in the affairs of 
neighbouring Churches and getting up petitions to the Associa­
tion on party questions.

In relation to the division of the Association, the Committee 
recommend that no division at present take pi

Resolved,— I hat the next Association be held at Wilmot on 
the 1st Monday alter the 20th of June, and that Brother Pryor 
Preach the introductory Sermon and in case of failure, Brother 
E. A. Crawley.

Resolved,— Flint Brother S. T. Rand write the circular.
Resolved,— 1 hat the 2nd Church at Aylesford he received into 

the Association, as recommended by the Select Committee.
I ho ( ommitteo appointed to more fully organize a Union in 

relation to Sabbath Schools reported. The subject was deferred 
for the present.

Resolved,— I hat the thanks of this Association he presented 
to the Church at ( heater, the congregation and other benevolent 
friends, for their hospitality r.nd kindness during this session, as 
also for their various liberal contributions for religious purposes.

Meeting concluded by prayer. At 6 o’clock, Brother S. T. 
Rand preached.
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«fetJvt? of tiicir union to Christ. Tt may be that in times of religions 
excitement we have been too anxious to multiply our numbers, and 
S.xit we have taken tears and zeal, apparent penitence and enthu­
siastic joy, for genuine religion, and when persons thus influenced 
Save succeeded in entering the hallowed door of the Church, they 
are placed in circumstances in which they will be likely to do much 
iainn. They may appear to run well for a season : but they will 
sooner or later evince their love to the world and their hatred to 
•hat holy self-denying course which the Bible inculcates ; and when 
•hey do so. if not properly disciplined, they become factious, per­
haps succeed in gaining a party, and in the end bring disgrace and 
misery upon themselves, and upon the Church which has received 
them.
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the one

Again, we observe, if discipline be neglected, what distinguishes 
•he C burgh of God from the world ? If for example a man can 
ibe decidedly covetous in his heart, and manifest that he is so, hy 
shutting his hand against the poor and against all the religious insti­
tutions of the day, or hy refusing to do what lie ought for the sup­
port ot the Gospel at home and abroad, or if he can indulge in 
habits ofintempetance year after year, and join with the multitude 
•hat do evil in works of darkness and sin, if he can grind the face 
»t the poor, and deal unjustly with his neighbours, or if he can 
employ his time and talents in blowing up the coals of strife and 
division amongst his brethren, and can still retain his seat in the 
Church of God; where, we again ask, is the line of discrimination 
lelween the Church and the world ? And with what propriety 
«an we speak ot the Church of Christ, as being made up of lively 
stones, of spiritual subjects, who are crucified to the world, to its 
affections, and its lusts ? Alas, dear brethren, if such individuals 
le allowed to approach the holy communion of the Redeemer, we 
leeome a reproach and a by-word to all around us, and instead of 
lemg dignified with the exalted title of the light of the world, agd 
•he salt of the earth, we might more properly be called the syna­
gogue of Satan, and a cage ol unclean birds. Can we with confi­
dence look up to heaven and implore the divine blessing, while 
such unholy “ Achans are in the camp? May we not rather 
tremble with fear and dread, lest the curse of him that troubled the 
C amp of Israel, should tall with tremendous weight upon us. If 
•here be any one sin more likely to grieve the Holy Spirit than 
another, and deprive us ot his reviving, converting, and sanctifying 
influences, surely the neglect of a faithful discipline on the part of 
the Church must be the one.

flow imperatively does the word of God urge VS to this duty. 
As lor example, “ A man that is a heretic after the first, and second

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once, and in the exercise of that power with which Christ has in­
vested her, to expel the delinquent from her fellowship. <• put 
away from yourselves that wicked person.” “ Let him be unto 
thee as a heathen man and a pu lican.” ‘To refuse to do 
retain a viper in, our bosom, 
thrown into an 
diseased member.

In all cases of discipline, the Church should be guided by a 
spirit of faithfulness and impartiality. Here the rich and the poor 
those who are high in ollicc, in talent, and influence ; and those 
who occupy the most humble seats meet together. All share in 
equal privileges, all are governed by the same laws. Hence, we 
can scarcely imagine any thing more displeasing to the Almighty 

greater infringement upon the rights of his people than to 
judge partially in dealing with transgressors.

If a man have influence in the Church, whether that influence 
arise from Ins riches, his talents, or his uflice ; if he pursue a course 
in opposition to the requisitions of the Gospel, so much greater the 
injury doue to the cause of piety, and so much more the necessity 
o convincing him pf the error of his ways. Take for example the 
Deacon of a Church. Suppose him to be moral and temperate, 
and to have much apparent zeal in the cause of God: 
hut he is known to be decidedly covetous. He leaves his Minis­
ter to suffer for the necessary comforts of life, when he has it in his 
power to relieve him : he shuts his bowels of sympathy towards the 
poor of the flock, and withholds his hand from all those reli­
gious institutions which are combining their efforts for the spread 
of the Gospel and fur the salvation of the world. Now, if he 
escape proper rebuke or discipline, what is the consequence ?'\Vhy 
so far as his influence extends, lie inspires others with the same un­
holy principle by which he is actuated, «jnd the contamination ex­
tends from one to the other, until the Church of which he is a 
member, becomes the very seat of selfishness, and appears as a'l.h-t 
upon society. Or suppose the Deacon to be guilty of those vices 
Which are disgraceful to the Christian name, tl.e effect is still more 
ruinous, unless he be called to a strict account for his conduct. 
Dut let him be reclaimed or put away from the Church, and like 
Lot s vvife, he is held up as a warning for others.

Again take for example the Minister of the Gospel, who is still 
higher in office, and who is expected to exert much more influence 
than any other member ; and suppose him to violate any of those 
principles of Christian charity, temperance, or holy living, which 
ought ever to adorn and beautify his character, shall he be suffered 
to go on in his course without the decided disapprobation of his 
brethren . Purely not. His transgressions whatever they be, are 
greatly aggravated by the; responsibility of his holy calling, and by 
the fact that he is to bean example to the flock. What might 
have appeared trivi. 1 in a private member, in him becomes a glaring 
evil ; and it must be presumption on the pait of the Church, and an 
abomination in the sight of a pure God, to pass by the offence of
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must admonish and reprove them, and exhort them in the 
spirit of kindness to return to the Shepherd and Bishop of their 
souls; and when they shall manifest repentance to the acknow­
ledgment of the truth, we should restore them to our affections 
and to the Church of God.

In conclusion, dear brethren, permit us to exhort you as indi­
viduals and as Churches, so to conduct yourselves through your 
earthly pilgrimage, as to give no occasion to those who desire it, 
to reproach that precious cause, which you have espoused, and 
“ Let your light so sh'me before men that others seeing your good 
works may glorify your Father who is in Heaven.”
