The business of the Edncation Scciety was then taken
up, and Brother Nutting made the following report which was
adopted.
The managing Commitiee of the N. S. Baptist Education
Society have to state 1o the Society that since the !ast Asscciation
ot Yarmouth, its agents, ofiicers, and friends have .been using
their utmost endeavours to collect the suvbscriptions towards the
iiquidation of the debt on the Academy. That abont one-half of
the amount of subscriptions have been rec~ived, and the debt
reduced since the 'ast Association, from #1600 to neasiy half tha
amount, and there is no reason to apprehend but that the remaining
subscriptions will with few exceptions be forthcoming.

That owing to the serious indisposition o! the Rev Richard
McLearn, the zealous agent of the Society, the collection of
subscriptions are in scme measure mtor'uptcd but that there is
every reason to believe that before another year expires, so large
a sum will be coiiected as shall enabls the Committee very nearly,
or quite to discharge the remaining amount due.

In all cases of discipline, the Church should be guided by a
spirit of faithfulness and impartiality, Here the rich and the poor,
those who are high in oflice, in talent, and infiuence ; and those
who occupy the most humble seats meel together. Al share in
equal privileges, all are governed by the same laws. Hence, we
can scarcely imagine any thing more displeasing to the Almighty,
or a greater infringement vpon the rights of his people than to
Judge partialiy in dealing with transgressors.

It a man have influence in the Chureh, whether that influence
arise from his riches, his talents, or his oflice ; if he pursue a course
in opposition to the requisitions of the Gospel, so much greater the
injury done to the cause of piety, and so much more the necessity
of convincing him pf the error of his ways. Take for example the
Deacon of a Church. Suppose him to be moral and temperate,
and to have much apparent zeal in the cause of God:
but he is known to he decidedly covetous. He leaves his Minis-
ter to suffer for the necessary comforts of life, when he has it in his
power to relieve him : he shuts his bowels of sympathy towards the
poor of the flock, aud withholds Lis haud from all those reli-
gious institutions which are combining their efiorts for the spread
of the Gospel and for the salvation of the world., Now, if he
escape proper rebuke or discipline, what is the consequence 7 Why
so far as his influence extends, he mspires others with the same un-
holy principle by which he is actuated, and the coutamination exs
tends from one to the other, until the Chureh of which be isa
member, becomes the very seat ol selfishness, and appears as a blot
upon society. Or suppose the Deacon to be guilty of those viees
which are disgraceful to the Clristian name, the effect is stil]l more
ruinous, unless he be called to a strict account for his conduct,
But let bim be reclaimed or put away from the Church, aund like
Lot’s wife, he is held up as a warning for others,
